From information passed along by I:d Welcli it is interest-
ing to note that commiinicies tlie world over seeiii to have similar 
problems. 

As tlie "American" parents of exchange student Rosemary 
McNeil ly, tlie Welches maintain a regular correspondence with 
Rosemary's parents, tiie H . H . McNeillys of Sliaws Bridge, Bel­
fast, Ireland. 

To keep them posted on activities in Nortliville the Welches 
liave The Record sent to tlie McNeillys and they liave become 
avid readers. 

In turn, Mr. McNeill) ' enclosed a copy of tlie Belfast Weekly 
Telegraph recently. 

Its front page headlined a new governiiient plan to encour­
age the growth of small industrial firms in the rural communities 
of Northern Ireland. 

Factories are offered for a rent of only seven pounds a week, 
and, the article relates, "people establishing a smail manufactur­
ing project will , in iiddition to renting one of these factories un­
der such favorable terms, receive a grant of one-third of tlie plant 
and machinery required." 

The small factory plan, according to tlie article, had the joint 
sponsorship of the ministry of commerce and finance to provide 
more employinent in smaller communities. The governmcnr even 
went so far as to design a standard type 6,000 sqtiare foot factory 
that can be erected in eight months. 

In a letter to the Welches, Mr. ^fcNeilly also noted the 
similiarity in the news of our countries. 

"The Northville Record could just be any Northern Ireland 
town p.ijjer if tlie names were changed around, wiiicii jtist goes 
to show, I think, how close we all are in the bundle of life," lie 
wrote. 

W c could not help but notice one difference. Iiowever. On 
each side of the Belfast newspaper's page one masthead (where 
U.S. newspapers often report weather forecasts or advertise their 
want ads) were advertiseinents for "Old Bushmills' — 'One of 
the World's Great \Vliiskies." 

Speaking of economic development, a Northville committee 
will soon report its findings after four-months' study. Formed at 
the request of the city council, the committee is composed of 
representatives of tlie city, township and school district. 

Their job has been to deteririine what the future tax burden 
of our community might be without additional industrial or com­
mercial development. The committee will recommend a procedure 
for the future to improve the economic outlook based upon the 
findings of its study. 

The report should be submitted in early July.

Babson P a r k , Mass , — If Wor ld 
War III should come suddenly and 
your communi ty be hi t by a A -
bomb or H-bomb attack, it wouid 
be demolished; probabiy no prep-
aration on your part couid save 
your iife. The chances are, 'how­
ever, that your city w i i i not be 
bombed — that you wouid have oniy 
fallout to wor ry about. Th i s fa l l ­
out is the radioactive dust thrown 
into the a i r when a bomb explodes. 
If Detroit, for instajice, shouid be 
bombed, most of the people there 
would iie k i l l ed . Then a cloud of 
radioactive dust wouid t r ave l with 
tlie prevai i ing wind- P robab iy every-
one within 50 miles wouid be sub-
ject to burns. 

Therefore, everyone within a radi-
us of ."iO miles f rom a bomb expio-
sion should go to a "she l te r" and 
be prepared to r ema in there for 
three or four days. This shelter 
shouid have a supply of good water, 
a stock of r ice and canned goods, 
some readuig matter, and a battery-
operated radio for the officiai news. 
Radio stations would operate oniy 
at 640 or 1240 on the d i a l ; these are 
the Coneirad stations. Mortgage 
payments of pr inc ipa i and interest 
would be " f rozen" and a l l stock 
exchanges closed. 

What Food To E a t 
E v e n when the fallout had dissI-

pated and you could agam lead a 
normal i ife, you would have to be 
very careful what you ate. Other 
things bemg equai, states havuig 
the greatest ramfa i i d iv ided f a W y 
equally throughout the yea r (Ore­
gon, for example) could be the 
safest in which to l ive o r loan 
money. The reason i s that ra in 
washes off this dangerous dust -from 
most of the things that you wouid 
eat. 

The safest foods would be fruits 
such as oranges, bananas, lemons, 
and others which have a thick sk in 
lhat can be washed and peeled off. 
Appies, peaches, berries, grapes, to­
matoes, etc. with thin skins shouid 
be avoided until the government 
pronounced them safe to eat. Sc i ­
entists are not yet agreed on -pota­
toes, carrots, etc., which are under­
ground but have foliage above the 
ground- It is rumored that a neutron 
bomb wi i l be brought out which ha« 
no fallout; but I w i l l not comment 

on this untii additional details are 
avaiiabie. I, however, a m carefully 
foiiowing this new deveiopment. 
Dangerous Tilings to E a t and Dr ink 

After a bomb drops anywhere ui 
this country, we should dr ink no 
milk untii the government permits 
us to do so. Cows eating grass which 
has been contaminated b y " fa l lou t" 
give radioactive mi ik . This raises 
the question whether we should eat 
butter and cheese. Unless the grass 
has been thoroughly washed off by 
heavy rains, the beef of the cattle 
may aiso be contaminated. The 
same couid be true of sheep, hogs 
and other iivestoclc. L i s t en to C O N -
E L R A D for advice. 

Ground fish, such as cod and had­
dock, shouid be safe to eat; also 
possibiy lobsters. But fish such as 
mackerei , which swim near the sur­
face, couid easiiy become radioac. 
tive. D r i n k i n g water i s ve ry im . 
portant. Fort imate are those f a m i 
lies which have a covered wel l from 
which pure water can be pulled up 
by Jiand, a well not dependent on 
electrici ty. People who get their 
water f rom uncovered reservoirs o r 
r ivers should have a supply of pure 
water in their siieiter. E a c h shelter 
shouid have a cot for each member 
of the famiiy and enough blankets 
to permit the famiiy to sleep for 
two or three nights until the fallout 
disperses. F o r further details, wr i t e 
Col .

What Fa l lout Does Not K l U 
Fal lout does not k i l l trees, so far 

as we now know. I further believe 
that the only 100 percent hedge 
against infiation is acreage with 
growing trees and fkeproof apart­
ment buiidmgs. 

Houseiioiders who have no base­
ments should build a fallout shelter 
in the backyard of concrete blocks 
covered with boards and about three 
feet of d k t and properly dra ined; 
otherwise there shouid be a hand 
pump to keep it dry . The floor of 
the sheiter shouid have some place 
provided for the deposit of human 
excretion; therefore each shelter 
shouid contain a shovel and a can 
of Borax . One final thought: I ad-
vise readers to be sure, before tak-
ing or renewhig a mortgage on any 
property, that the house has some 
sort of faiiout sheiter. 

N i i € h i g a n M i r r o r 
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T H E B A T T L E F O R B E D S , a long 
campaign by the State Healbh De­
partment to provide adequate hos-
pitai facilities for Michigan c i t i -
zens, Is far from over. 

But the emphasis has shifted a 
iittie to care for the mentally i l l 
and the clu-onically i i i . 

"The progress made during the 
past decade has provided adequate 
hospitai faciiities i n most areas of 
the state, and enabied our hospi­
tals to keep l ip wi th population 
growth and even to cut hito the 
backlog of facilities needing replace­
ment," D r . Alber t E . Heustis, State 
Health Commissioner, sa id recently.

Michigan has 75.4 percent of its 

needs for generai hospital beds met 
by existing acceptabie faciiities, he 
said. 

Ilowevcr, only a third of the 
needed nursing home beds, and 
beds for mental patients are pres­
ently available. Communit ies plan­
ning general hospitals and to in ­
corporate racll i t lcs for the men­
tally or chronical ly i l l w i l l get 
priority on federal money tor con­
struclion as it bccoines available, 
liic dcparlment said. 
Tlie need for generai hospital fa­

ciiities alone is acute in some areas 
yet, the department said. 

Chief among these are Newberry , 
Bad Axe , Monroe, Luduigton, Stam-
baugh, Northeast Detroit , Tawas 
City, Muskegon and Cass Ci ty . In 
these localities, exist ing faciii t ies in 
fire-resistive structures range from 
none to 00 percent of the estimated 
need-

Statewide statistics look l ike this: 
The department's State P l a n , 

which determines how much federai 
money Michigan w i i l get for hos-
pitai construction and where it w i i i 
be spent, shows 34,011 beds are 
needed to serve the present popula­
tion. 

Some 4,133 of these are consider-
ed unacceptable for longrange plan-
ning; 1660 of them are under con-
struction and 1,029 of them w i l l be a 
net addition to the state's bed sup-
ply in the near future. 

There were 1,050 beds added to 
facilities existing in Mich igan dur-
ing 1959.

"The State P l a n indicates that 

speciai consideration for assist-
ance from federal funds w i l i bc 
given to generai hospital projects 
which include a psychiatr ic unit 
or which w i l l result in a coordin­
ated program of care for the 
chronically i l l , ' ' the deparUncnt 
sa id . 

Forty-three of Mich igan ' s 83 coun­
ties presently have either no fa­
cii i t ies for ski l led nursing home 
care, or none i n fire-resistive struc-
tures. 

A 300-bed state-operated psychiat­
r i c center and specia l units for dis­
turbed chiidren are also h igh on 
the pr ior i ty l is t for federal funds.

M O T H E R H O O D in Michigan can 
expect a vote of confidence in the 
near future. 

The Slate C l v l i Service C o m -
mission has backed approval of a 
plan lhat would m a k e i t easier 
for slate employes lo get thek 
jobs back after hav ing a baby, or 
adopting one. 
Under the old rule, a worker who 

became a m o t h e r S o s t her re-em-
ployment rights after three years 
if no job opened up for her after 
taking a maternity leave . 

The l iberaiized ru le wouid permit 
a mother to r e m a m on the lay-off 
l ist indefinitely i f she notified C i v i l 
Service ivithin two years of separa­
tion that she intended to come back 
to work. 

She would also be able to take a 

job, comparable to the one she left, 
in any other state department. 

The oid rule permitted a woman 
to return only to the department 
which she left, and then oniy if a 
vacancy occurred. Heads of state 
departments were expected to mdi-
cate approval of i iberaiized rule 
without a h i tch .

R E F L E C T O R I Z E D license plates 

for Michigan moterists w i i l prob­
ably not be made unti i 1962, In 
spite of a Iaw cal l ing for them 
this year. 
Secretary of State James M . Hare 

sa id the Legislature didn't appro-
priate enough money to start using 
the plates. 

A b i i i which wouid have knocked 
out the reflectorization provision m 
a iaw passed by the 195D Legis la-
ture died In the 1960 session when 
>i deadiine passed before action was 
taken.

This meant the new plates would 

be used - - as the 1959 session sa id - -
startmg in the 1961 license year . 

H a r e said he ordered the refiec-
torized plates from Controiier James 
W. M i i i e r , but M i l i e r said the ap­
propriation of $475,000 voted by the 
1960 Legisiature wasn't enough to 
cover the cost of producing the re-
fiectorized plates. 

Fur thermore , Hare said P r i son 
Industries, which produces the 
plates, said they could not now get 

ready to make them for the 1961 
license year .

made mandatory that the State De­
partment collect an ex t ra 35 cents 
each year to cover the cost of the 
plates.

Wixom's f k s t polio ciinIc, con-
ducted Tuesday at the elementary 
schoel, was a rea l success! 

Row-
ard Coe, community cha i rman of 
the Wbtom extension group which 
coordinated tiie c l in ic activit ies. 
Some 235 children and adults from 
the Wbtom-Wallcd L a k e area re­
ceived polio shots.

Charles Ware and M r s . J a c k 
Wesch. The cl inic was sponsored 
by the Whtom-Wailcd L a k e Lions 
club. 

A second cl inic w i l l be held on 
Ju ly 26, a third in August and 
another probably early next year .

' I understand there i s consider-
abie opposition to this rezoning," 
he wrote from F l o r i d a . " I certain­
ly did not intend to create a prob-
blem m the vi l lage or contribute to 
one, and I a m agreeable that the 
property should be placed in the 
same classification for zoning pur-
poses as it was pr ior to the re-
zoning ." 

Council approval of the origuial 
zoning change, prompted presenta 
tion of a petition caii ing for an elec-
tion to let the citizens approve or 
disapprove the change. 

According to Vi lh igc Attorney 
Howard Bond, the council mast 
set the election dale by lis next 
meeting Tuesday, Ju ly 5. How­
ever, the council could presum­
ably pick up Buffmyer's sugges­
tion, despite the plannhig beard 
vote, and eliminate the need of 
the spechU election. 

No Garbage 

Dumping, Please 

Vi l l age President Joseph Crupi 
this week reminded residents thai 
they m a y dump in the McCreedy 
landfi l l free of charge. But he 
emphasized that no garbage dump­
ing is permitted. 

The landfill driveway is located 
on the nortli side of 10 M i l e road, 
several hundred feet west of the 
C & O tracks. The private home 
driveway nearby is not to be used. 

V i l l a g e H o l d s t h e K e y t o S e w e r S t u d y 
N o v i officials learned Tuesday 

that the vi l lage holds the key to 
a pre i iminary sewer study of the 
Rouge r ive r water shed. 

Speaking to vil lage and town-
ship officials and area residen-
t ia l developers at the communi ty 
buildhig, R . J . Alexander , d i ­
rector of the Oakland county de­
partment of pubhc works, indi ­
cated that only N o v i v i l lage sup­
port i s needed now to assure 
start of a l imi ted study. 

Alexander said that response 
to a county letter urging support 
"has not been too good' ' and that 
the county is now ready to launch 
a study m the area where sup­
port has been most apparent — 
specifical ly i n N o v i , Wal led 
L a k e and Commerce township. 

The townships ot N o v i , Wal led 
L a k e and Commerce have a l ­
ready pledged their f inanciai sup­
port. Should the village m a k e a 
s imi la r pledge the study could 
beghi almost Immediately. 

The vi l lage had questioned whe­
ther it i s f inancial ly able to sup­
port the study and whether or 
not a study ot a large section ot 
southwestern Oakland county 
would be less beneficial to N o v i 
than would a study covering a 
s ina l le r area such as Nov! and 
the adjacent comunities. Other­
wise it appears ready to take the 
step. 

Wixom, which also has not 
pledged Itself, questioned the 
county's method of reachhig 
study costs for each participat-

. ing communi ty . Asked about this 
matter Tuesday, Alexander sa id 
individual figures were Iiot based 
upon popuiation o r vaiuation but 
were s t r ic t iy " a r b i t r a r y " and re­
flected the t ime involved before 
any one area could be serviced-

A pledge from Wixom, although 
highly desired by the county, is 
not necessarily needed to launch 
the study, he hidicated. How­
ever, Wixom would be excluded 

from the study i f i t fai ls to lend 
i ts support. 

Although Wixom l ies within the 
R u r o n R i v e r basin, i t could be 
serviced temporar i ly through a 

• Rouge sewer system h i N o v i by 
pumphig operations, he said. 

Aiexander reviewed some of 
the explanations he gave the 
same officials last A p r i l . Brief­
l y , they were: 

One of two studies or surveys 
might be conducted: one to en­
compass most ot the southwest­
ern section ot the county, the 
other to cover N o v i and possibly 
three or four other communities 
immedia te ly to the north of N o v i . 

The latter survey, he said, 
could be completed earlier—pos­
s ibly withm four montiis — thus 
speeding up actual construction.' 
This is the study now behig given 
most consideration. 

Although he hidicated earl ier 
that the l imited study might cost 
more money, he gave no htat ot 

this in his talk Tuesday. Costs 
for area communities have been 
set at $6,000 tor the vi l lage, $3,500 
for Wal led Lake , $2,500 for Wixom 
and $1,500 for Commerce . 

Once actuai construction starts, 
he said, this money would be re­
turned. 

Although Alexander and other 
county officials earl ier had sug­
gested that N o v i could be ser­
viced temporari ly b y the F a r m -
ington interceptor now withhi a 
mi le o r two of ithe southeastern 
boundary, he advised agahist 
such a step Tuesday. 

Instead, he suggested that Novi 
would be wiser to tap into the 
Nor lhv i i i e interceptor southeast 
of Northvi i ie . He said that he had 
learned from Wayne county offi-
cials that approximately s ix cu-
bic teet of capacity is currently 
avai iabie i n -this interceptor — 
and that only a commitment from 
Wayne is needed to open i t to 

Novi-
E v e n more capacity — "some­

where between 59 to 60 cubic 
feet" — would be available once 
the lhie from Plymouth to North­
v i l l e , now uIider plans, is com-
pleted, he said. 

The " e x t r a " capacity hi the 
exist ing Northvi i ie interceptor, he 
said , would service approximately 
4,700 homes. 

Alexander touched briefly on 
the matter of fhiancuig. H e said 
the county probably would put 
up bonds to be paid for by 
"instal lments" by the partici-
pants ~ for the construction of 
the centrai l ine. Arteries from 
this luie would be paid for by 
special assessment based not up­
on acreage, but upon the num­
be r of units property wi i l house 
under local zoning. 

Once the prel imhiary plan is 
completed, he said, more speci­
fic costs to individuals could be 
estimated. 

The referendum move, sparked by 
the West Shore community asso­
ciation, followed the council 's ac­
tion m A p r i l approving the rezonuig 
of Buffmyer 's property iocated on 
Pontiac t ra i l between Beck and 
West roads. The 3-2 council vote 
came after a 5-2 decision by the 
plannuig board. 

In other busmess Monday, the 
planners set a public hearing date 
tor a proposed amendment to the 
zoning ordhiance on Ju ly 18, begin­
ning at 8 p .m. i n the planmng room. 

Under consideration is a re­
quest tliat the portion of the A l 
P r i l c h a r d property, iocated at 
24666 N e v i road near tlie northern 
crossing ef the C&O rai l road, cur-
rently zoned R-2 (two family resi-
dential) bc changed to an M-1

I f rezoned, the property reported­
ly w i i i be used by the Michigan 
Tractor and Suppiy company as the 
site for a distr ict sales office.

Hanging wallpaper is not difficult, 
and here are -a few tips to maite it 
even easier. 

L B e sure to appiy a coat of 
primer-seaier to piasterboard wai ls 
before papering. Or you can use cut 
sheiiac to which you add an equal 
part of alcohol. This coating makes 
it possibie to remove the paper in 
the future without damaging the 
piaster board. After the primer-
seaier or sheiiac a coat of giue size 
shouid be applied. 

2. In paperhig over wai i cloth, 
wash with a solution of either strong 
soap or ammonia and water in 
order to out the gloss finish. Then, 
•apply glue size and allow to d ry for 
an hour or two before -hangmg-

3. In papering over existing wall-

paper, be sure that the old wa l l ­
paper i s tight to the w a l l . If it i s 
loose in spots, remove the old pap­
er. It is also best to remove old 
wallpaper where tjhe seams have 
been lapped since the old seams w i l l 
show under the new wallpaper. 

4. Most wallpapers sold today 
•have had the selvage t r immed off 
at the factory. If not, the dealer w i l l 
t r im the papers for you at a nom 
inai charge, thus ei iminatmg the 
need for a cutting table and straight 
edge. A kitchen tabie or two card 
tables, covered with ivrapping paper 
w i l l work wei i for matching and 
pastmg strips. 

5. Do not- wor ry about gettmg 
paste on the pattern side when you 
buy t r immed wallpaper s ince It can 
be washed off after hangmg.

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ture also features drawer bottoms 
of plywood or of the newer nioided 
piastic forms which are faced with 
a wood panel at the front. 

Hinges and pulls should be strong 
enough to stand the strain of use. 
Table ieaves should fit perfectly 
when inserted or raised, and tlie 
wood and finish shouid be the same 
as the tabie. 

Tiie back and undei'side of quaii-
ty fui'nituro is sandpapered and 
finished. Sealing both sides of the 
wood gives a smooth sui-face and 
reduces the chances of swellijig or 
shrinking. This step is skipped on 
iow-priced furniture because of Uie 
added cost. 

Miss Cooper suggests you note 
how the back and underside of a 
chest or desk are attached- Screws 
used witli dri l led hoies indicate care 
in workmanship. Pfails are used to 
speed construction though it results 
in furniture that is less r ig id . 

A quaiity finish on furniture is 
designed to bring out the beauty of 
wood coior and grain. It has a r ich 
depth, or patina, obtained by much 
rubbing and the effect is quite dif­
ferent from the shine of varnish or 
lacquer. Inspect the finish in a good 
iight to be .sure it is smooth and 
free fi'om rough spots. 

Impi-egnated wood is a new de­
velopment for furniture surfaces 
and is achieved by treating the wood 
with a i-esin and then compressing 
it. This is highiy resistant to heat, 
aicoiioi, acids, scratches and dis-
coiorations and is usually applied 
as a veneer.

If this requirement i s 

met, l l ie conslitutional revision question w i i i appear on the Novem-

ber 8 ballot. 

Specifically, the proposal on the baiiot would be to amend the 

present state constitution to: 

— require an clccl ien next spring on whether a constitutional 

convention should he cal led; 

— adopt a new method for electing delegates (froni ii iree 
from each of tlic state's 34 senate districts to one for each of 
ihe 144 representatives and senators); 

— provide that the convention wouid be ca i icd by majority 
approval of thosc voting on the question (not a l l electors going 
to the polls voted on the convention issue In 1D58 thus, althougli 
it polled more " y e s " than " n o " votes, It tailed because the total 
was less than a majority of a l l votes cast). 

Near ly everyone agrees that our constitution — over 50 years 
old and weighted ivith 67 amendments — needs revision. 

The bickering lakes piace over the manner i n which delegates 

to the convention should be seiected. 

The current suggestion has wide support f rom both poli t ical 

parties, though not completely f rom either. 

Certain Democrat ic forces fear that Repubiicans w i l l dominate 

the convention. 

Some Republicans are not satisfied with the majori ty represen­
tation accorded the G O P under the new delegate plan — because it 
is not as large as it would be under the existing plan of three dele­
gates from each senate district. 

But there are many issues m our constitution that need study 
(the Citizens Research Councii of Michigan recently published a 42-
page report discussing the major points in objective, non-editorial 
manner) . And the current petition dr ive is the first means toward 
making this study a possibiiity.

A recent controversy, which wax-
ed hot and heavy at times, resulted 
in a shift to more academic sub 
jeots in the Reserve Officers Train 
ing Corps ( R O T C ) program. 

In both Ihe A r m y and A i r Force 
programs, ma l e students in the 
fks t two years of college wil l he 
al lowed to substitute special cours­
es In other departments, mainly 
m i l i t a r y lUstery, for the old "hard­
ware ' ' courses. 
These refer to subjects which 

deal wi th the weapons and other 
equipment used by the mi l i t a ry 
forces. 

The advanced program, which wi l l 
r e m a i n voluntary, was unchanged 
except for substitution of certain 
courses i n geography and polit ical 
science for present weapons courses 

A l l changes in the program were 
worked out through combined ef­
forts of mi l i t a ry authorities and the 
academic staff. 

In addition, a committee of fac 
ulty and mi l i t a ry representatives 
was set up to car ry out a continu-
ing study of the program and make 
periodic reports to the M S U Board 
of Trustees. 

Babson P a r k , M a s s . — I have 
been thinking of this subject for 
some time, and have about conclud­
ed that seeing ivhat happened in 
the last bear market may be the 
best way of answering this ques­
tion. It wi i l be noted that I have 
arranged the industry groups ac­
cording to their percentage of de­
cline-

A m o n g the industry groups that 
suffered the least are the ship­
building and t ire and rubber-goods 
stocks, which declined about 15 per­
cent. Home eiectric appliance stocks 
fell 17 percent, department store 
stocks went off 1!) percent. This 
i ist ing is l ikely to change, however, 
and slock groups which may suffer 
the least in the next bear market 
inay be those relat ing to the sup-
piying of eiectric power, the o i i and 
gas producers, and bituminous coal 
mining. Fer t i i i zers shouid have in-
creased use, wi th the need to feed 
a growing population; this shouid 
enable this industry to come under 
•the category of relat ively smal l , de-
d ine . Stocks of companies owning 
iarge tracts of t imber lands which 
supply the basic raw materials for 
cei-tain synthetic fibers -and plastics 
may also be able to hold their own, 
especially because of their inflation-
hedge characteristics. 

The Industry groups ivl i lc l i shoiv-
cd up next best included tlie fol-
loiving: ---- Soft drinks and can­
ned foods, which declined 20 per­
cent; shoes, down 23 percent; 
chemicals , publishing and motion 
picture, doivn only 25 percent; 
building mnlcr la l s stocks, doivn 

26 percent; fa rm machinery off 
27 percent; akcra f t manufactur­
ing down 28 percent; and Indus­
tr ial machinery stocks down 29 
percent. Ai rcraf t manufacturing, 
however, may fal l off more. 

Stocks in the auto, sugar refinmg, 
brewing, ma i l order, general chain 
store merchandising, and cement 
groups declined around 36 percent. 
Paper stocks fell 32 percent. Stocks 
in the textiie and apparei and steei 
indusl i ies declined 30 percent. Rad io 
broadcasting groups deciuied 37 
percent. Meat packing stocks deoiin-
ed 30 percent. Because of their t im­
ber land and ore holdings, certain 
of the paper, steel, coal and gas 
stocks may do better in the next 
bear market- Unless there i s mass­
ive unemployment, the merchandis­
ing and apparel groups also m a y 
suffer to a lesser degree than i n the 
last bear market. 

Tiie groups which suffered the 
most included the radio and teic-
vlslen iuanufacturers, and i i i in lng 
and smelt ing — which were off 41 
pci-ccnt. Truck manufacture stocks 
dropped 42 pcrccn l . A i r and r a i l 
transportnllon stocks were off 45 
percent. Copper, lead and zinc 
stocks fell 48 pc rccn l ; also nlum-
Inuni stocks. The carpet and n i g 
grouii declined more than 50 per­
cent. Over the long run , stocks 
of natural resource conipnnies 
should ul t imately prove valuable 
to ihc Investor with patience. 

Dur ing the last bear market , the 
electronics stocks were not popu­
lar . There was then no attempt to 
fire long-range missiles, or to ci rc le 
the moon with rockets. This i s some-
thing wlich has deveioped during the 
present buii market , which has been 
in existence for about ten years. 
This electronic and space work 
might change the positions of many 
of the groups listed above.. 

M y own opinion is that these 
eiectronio and space stocks wouid 
be l isted wi th those which showed 
a decline of over 40 percent. I, of 
course, am i n favor of a gradual 
reduction in armaments- On the 
other hand, if gradual disarmament 
comes about, .1 fear that the elec-
Ironic and space stocks could se-
verely suffer. In fact, a good many 
of the other stock groups mentioned 
above v/ould do wel l to hold their 
record of the last bear market .

To the E d i t o r ; 

I a lways read your column, 
"Speaking F o r the R e c o r d " , but 
the one a week or two ago about 
delinquency in Nor thvi i ie was, I 
think, most t imely and to the point. 

Anyplace where the youngsters 
congregate is subject to vanda l i sm, 
though I do think Nor thvi l ie has 
been exceedingly fortunate in hav­
ing, so little of it . 

Thanks are of course due to our 
police force and the many busi­
ness people who have shown their 
interest in young peopie. 

We do, in general, have a good 
crop of youngsters here — and 
young men and young women; the 
young people of today are no worse 
than ivhen we were young, only dif­
ferent and they have more freedom 
and therefore more opportunities for 
gettting into mischief than the 
young people of former generations 
d id : tiiey need more and different 
guidance and controi-

Most of the difference in the gen-1 
erations l ies in the amount and 
kind of discipl ine and mostiy, the 
exampie that is set them at home. 

If pop swipes a sandwich from -a 
co-worker's lunch box (just a laugh, 
of course) or m o m "bor rows" some­
thing from he r neigiibor when no 
one is at home, why shouidn't he 
t ry i t , especiaiiy, i f they don't get 
caught? 

The discipl ine comes in teaching 
your youngster that any thing in 
a store or other people's property, 
means "Hands Off" . 

If he does take something that 
does not belong to h i m , he returns 
it with an apology and i f it is spoil­
ed or defaced he pays for i t out of 
his allowance. 

Parents would do wel l to spend 
some free t ime with their young 
people, that i s aho free t ime for 
the youngsters and see that they 
are free to b r i ng their young friends 
home. 

Parents can learn a lot more by 
keepuig their mouths shut and their 
eyes and ears open than they can 
by demandmg, arguing, scolding, 
etc. 

The old adage: " T r a i n a ch i ld in 
the way he should go and when he 
is o id lie w i i i not depart therefrom." 
is just as t rue today a s it ever was.

A c c o r d i n g to a spokesman for 
the tree removal f i r m , this pre-
l i m i n a r y work probably w i l l be 
concluded tl i is week barr ing incle­
ment weather. In a l l , approximate-
ly 170 trees rang ing i n size from 

8 to 37 inches m diameter, w i i l be 
removed. 

Although barr icades have been 
erected to detour through traffic, 
workmen were hampered by a 
steady stream of cars dur ing the first 
few hours of work.

Residents of 
NovI road wIil be lible to gain 
entrance, but m a y find It neces­
sary to " w i i l k a block or s o " io 
their homes. 

Although the county has agreed 
to maintain the two north-south de­
tour routes along Meadowbrook and 
Taft roads, some residents along 
these routes have already complam-
cd of dust. However, .the county has 
assured vi i lage officials that the 
road w i n be salted. 

The confusion of hav ing N o v i road 
closed also has added to the Cen-
ter street traffic i n Nor thvi i le . And 
although the cut-off is nearly com. 
pleted, traffic s t i l l w i l l be barred 
f rcm N o v i road, mak ing use of the 
al ternate north and south routes 
necessary. 

Ac tua l construction of the pave­
ment reportedly w i l l begta imme­
diately after trees are removed. 
Contract work has been awarded 
to the 0 . E . Goodhig Contracting 
company of Saginaw for Us b id 
of $288,452. Rober t 0 . Fe l t , chak-
man of nie Oakland county road 
coinmission, has explained that the

" T h e weed control company had 
explained that we had to start the 
program no la ter than this week — 
but we s t i l l have about $3,000 of the 
$8,000 to col lect ," H a r r y R a m a y 
president of the association, ex­
plained, 

Most of the money collected dur­
ing the past two weeks came from 
property owners along or near the 
lake, R a m a y sa id . 

" W e had such poor response 
f rom most of the businesses In 
Walled L a k e and N o v i UIat wc 
gave up. However, some business­
men backed it to Uie hil t — so wc 
can' t knock business. ' ' 

E a c h lake shore property owner 
was asked to contribute $20; adjac 
ent property oiraers were asked to 
donate $10. Donations f rom other 
sources were encouraged. Solicitors 
had called on businesses in the two 
communities in hopes of ra ismg the 
balance of the $8,000. 

"Nei ther the city of Wal led L a k e 
or the vi l lage of N o v i would give us 
any financial support," R a m a y said. 

A week ago when R a m a y caution­
ed residents and municipal officials 
that t ime was "running out", he 
indicated that i f the weeds were not 
controiied this year, costs for weed 
removal next year probably would 
be considerabiy mere. 

Although association officials de-
cluied to state whether or not a s im-
l ia r campaign would be started for 
control next year, he hhited tliat an 
attempt probably would be made to 
get a special assessment proposition 
put on either a township o r vi l lage 
eiection ballot. 

In his informal report lo the 
vil lage council two ivecks ago. 
Vi l l age Attorney Howard Bond 
stated that the vil lage could not 
legal ly use money from its trea­
sury for Uie weed control pro-
g ram. The only method available 
Utrough Uie vii loge, he Indicated, 
is through special assessments. 
The West Shore association had 

honed to h i re the Modem Weed Con 
trol Service company of Grand Ra-
pids fcr removal of weeds this 
week. E . Vic tor Scholl, representa­
tive of the company, estimated that 
a successful one-year control pro-
g r a m woii ld require an estimated 
200 barrels of sodium arsenite to 
k i l l the rusty-colored weeds which 
are growhig h i a l l sections of the 
lake. 

The chemical would have been 
sprayed onto the water from a 
barge. 

Accordln)» to Scholl , the chemical 
w i i l k i l l a l l weeds to an average 
depth of eight feet within three days 
to a week. However, he sa id he 
could not guarantee that the weeds 
would not return next year . Com-
plete - eradication, he said, would 
require a longer program.

l andf i l l northeast o f the N o v i - T e n 
M i l e road intersection w i l l get 
underway today before C i r cu i t 
Cour t Judge Frederick C . Z i e m . 

C o u n c i i m e n Tuesday authorized 
V i l l a g e At torney H o w a r d B o n d 
to defend the v i l lage pos i t ion but 
to not lose sight of any settlement 
i n the vil lage 's favor. 

The proposed landf i l l property, 
oivned by Hugh Rader , Curt H a l l 
and V i r g i l Cornwell , i s located west 
of the C & O rai i road and -the M c -
Creedy dump and is approximately 
one-quarter mile north of N o v i road. 
The site includes about seven acres 
of l and . 

M u n n ConlraclIng company, 
which recently fi l led the landfi l l 
south of 10 IVUle road east of Uie 
tracks, brought suit agahist Uie 
vi l lage because it feels the board 
of appeais acUon In denying them 
permission was a rb i t ra ry and un­
fair . 

.A l t hough the ^council at first took 
a strong stand agahist the proposed 
landfi l l , it h a s ' s i n c e mel lowed to 
the proposal i n l ight of a recent 
mspection of iihe landf i l l site. The 
councii mdicated Tuesday that it is 
difficult to see how -Uie vi i lage can 
successfully defend their case be­
cause the land under question ob­
viously cannot be 'pu t to aiiy other 
use. 

The presidents of both Willow-
brook and Orchard H i l l s subdivi­
sions accompanied officials on the 
inspection tour and reportedly as­
sented -to the latest v i l l age stand. 
The vi l lage attorney was then asked 
to f ind out what concessions could 
be secured f rom the l andf i l l pro­
moters b the event the court case 
proves unsuccessful. 

Br ief iy , this i s what he learned:

Citizens See Plan 
For Future Novi, 
But Take No Vote 

The pre l iminary development pian 
was reveaied to the public iast week 
Thursday -at a generai meeting of 
the Citizens Deveiopme.it yrcup, but 
the scheduied pubiic vote on the 
plan was not heid . 

Accordu ig to C . A . Smith, who 
original ly said the public would be 
given an opportunity to approve or 
disapprove the pian, plannmg board 
officials felt that a vote ivould be 
of no value. 

Vincent M i k i a s , cha i rman of the 
board, who explained the plan to 
the few people who attended, said 
it was too early to have a vote on 
the plan shice a great deal of work 
remains to be completed. Approval 
or disapproval wi l l come after most 
of the prelhnmary work i s com­
pleted, he said. 

The plan presented at the meet-
uig called for a n anticipated ul t i ­
mate population of 81,706 people. 
T w o other pre l iminary plans oail ing 
for ult imate populations of 60,000 
a p d , 130,000.people were considered 

b y file board before It decided to 
work toward the plan with an 81,000 
population. 

In his discussion, M i k i a s reviewed 
statistical data re la t ive to the p l an : 

The vil lage contains 32 square 
Iniles or approximately 20,500 acres. 
Thus, using the population of 81,700 
the density for a l l v i l lage land would 
be about four persons per acre . 

About onc percent of the vi l lage, 
under the plan, wUl be used for 
business purposes; about 10 per­
cent for public and ssmi-publlc 
l a n d ; approximately seven per­
cent for industrial use; 20-22 per­
cent for streets and roads; and 
60-62 percent for residential use. 
The residential percentage means 

that approximately 12,000 acres of 
the 20,500 total w i l l be set aside for 
residential purposes.
