The concentrated drive to collect not be taken in tiine to support a 
money for a weed control program 
in Walled Lake picked up steam 
this week as officials reported funds 
reached the half-way maik-

Started only last week under the 
sponsorship of the West Shore com­
munity association, the campaign 
has a goal of $8,000. 

Pledges and contributions h a v e 
come from only Walled Lake sliore 
owners tlius far, Harry Ramay, 
pi'esident of the association, said 
Tuesday night. "About 50 percent 
of these property owners have eith­
er contributed money or pledged fi­
nancial support," he said. The as­
sociation had hoped for a 75 per­
cent response. 

Each lake shore property owner 
is being asked to contribute $20; 

successfui prograiri this year-
The West Shore association hopes 

to hire the Modern Weed Control 
Service company of Grand Rapids 
for removai of the weeds. E . Victor 
Schoii, representative of the com­
pany, estimates that a successfui 
one-year control program would re­
quire an estimated 200 barrels of 
sodium arsenite to kill the rusty-
colored weeds which are growing 
in all sections of the lake. 

The chemical will be sprayed on­
to the water from a barge. , 

According to Scholl, the chemical 
will kill all weeds to an average 
depth of eight feet within three days 
to a week. However, he said he 
could not guarantee that the weeds 
would not return next year.

Anyplace where the youngsters 
congregate is subject to vandalism, 
though I do think Northvilie has

Thanks are of course due to our 
police force and the many busi­
ness people who have shown their 
interest in young peopie. 

We do, in general, have a good 
crop of youngsters here — and 
young men and young women; the 
young people of today are no worse 
than ivhen we were young, only dif­
ferent and they have more freedom 
and therefore more opportunities for 
gettting into mischief than the 
young peopie of former generations 
did: tiiey need more and different 
guidance and controi. 

Most of the difference in the gen-1 
erations lies in the amount and 
kind of discipline and mostiy, the 
exampie that is set them at home. 

If pop swipes a sandwich from a 
co-worker's lunch box (just a laugh, 
of course) or mom "borrows" some­
thing from her neigiibor when no 
one is at home, why shouidn't he 
try it, especiaiiy, if they don't get 
caught? 

The discipline comes in teaching 
your youngster that any thing in 
a store or other people's property, 
means "Hands Off", 

If he does take something that 
does not belong to him, he returns 
it with an apology and if it is spoil­
ed or defaced he pays for it out of 
his allowance. 

Parents would do well to spend 
some free time with their young 
people, that is also free time for 
the youngsters and see that they 
are free to bring their young friends 
home. 

Parents can learn a lot more by 
keepuig their mouths shut and their 
eyes and ears open than they can 
by demanding, arguing, scolding, 
etc-

The old adage: "Train a child in 
the way he should go and when he 
is old he will not depart therefrom." 
is just as true today as it ever was.

Plans to finance a weed control 
program in Walled Lake this 
month were abandoned last Thurs­
day although close to $5,000 had 
been collected or pledged for the 
project, officials announced. 

Officers of the West Shore com­
munity association, which sponsor­
ed the campaign, decided to drop 
control plans because "time has 
run out.to effectively control weeds 
this year."

"The weed control company had 
explained that we had to start the 
program no later than this week — 
but we still have about $3,000 of the 
$8,000 to collect," Harry Ramay 
president of the association, ex­
plained. 

Most of the money collected dur­
ing the past two weeks came from 
property owners along or near the 
lake, Ramay said. 

"We had such poor response 
from most of the businesses In 
Walled Lake and Novi that we 
gave up. However, some business­
men backed it to the hilt — so we 
can't knock business.'' 

Each lake shore property owner 
was asked to contribute $20; adjac 
ent property owners were asked to 
donate $10. Donations from other 
sources were encouraged. Solicitors 
had called on businesses ui the two 
communities in hopes of raising the 
balance of the $8,000. 

"Neither the city of Walled Lake 
or the village of Novi would give us 
any financial support," Ramay said. 

A week ago when Ramay caution­
ed residents and municipal officials 
that time was "running out", he 
indicated that if the weeds were not 
controlled this year, costs for weed 
removal next year probably would 
be considerably mere. 

Although association officials de­
clined to state whether or not a sim-
Uar campaign would be started for 
control next year, he hhited tliat an 
attempt probably would be made to 
get a special assessment proposition 
put on either a township or village 
election ballot. 

In his Informal report lo the 
village council two weeks ago. 
Village Attorney Howard Bond 
stated that the village could not 
legally use money from its trea-
sury for the weed control pro-
gram. The only method available 
Uirough tlie village, he bidicatcd, 
is through special assessments. 
The West Shore association had 

honed to hire the Modem Weed Con 
trol Service coInpany of Grand Ra-
pids fcr removai of weeds this 
week. E . Victor Schoii, representa-
tive of the company, estimated that 
a successful one-year control pro-
gram woiild require an estimated 
200 barrels of sodium arsenite to 
kill the rusty-colored weeds which 
are growhig hi all sections of the 
lake. 

The chemical would have been 
sprayed onto the water from a 
barge. 

Accordln)» to Scholl, the chemical 
will kill all weeds to an average 
depth of eight feet within three days 
to a week. However, he said he 
could not guarantee that the weeds 
would not return next year. Com-
plete - eradication, he said, would 
require a longer program.

The court case involving the de­
nial of an application to the 
Munn Contracting company for a 
landfill northeast of the Novi-Ten 
Mile road intersection will get 
imderway today before Circuit 
Court Judge Frederick C. Ziem. 

Councilnien Tuesday authorized 
Village Attorney Howard Bond 
to defend the village position but 
to not lose sight of any settlement 
in the village's favor. 

The proposed landfill property, 
oivned by Hugh Rader, Curt Hall 
and Virgil Cornwell, is located west 
of the C&O railroad and -the Mc-
Creedy dump and is approximately 
one-quarter mile north of Novi road. 
The site includes about seven acres 
of land. 

Munn Conlracling company, 
which recently filled the landfiil 
south of 10 Mile road east of tlie 
tracks, brought suit agahist tiie 
viiiage because it feels the board 
of appcais action in denying them 
permission was arbitrary and un­
fair. 

.Although the ^council at first took 
a strong stand agahist the proposed 
landfill, it has'since mellowed to 
the proposal in light of a recent 
Inspection of iihe landfiil site. The 
council mdicated Tuesday that it is 
difficult to see how -the village can 
successfully defend their case be­
cause the land under question ob­
viously cannot be'put to any other 
use. 

The presidents of both Willow-
brook and Orchard Hills subdivi­
sions accompanied officials on the 
inspection tour and reportedly as­
sented to the latest village stand. 
The village attorney was then asked 
to find out what concessions could 
be secured from the landfill pro-
mtiters b the event the court case 
proves unsuccessful. 

Briefly, this is what he learned: 
— That the landfill operators 

will promise that no further land­
fiil operations be continued on the 
Nielsen property nearer to the 
live subdivldons; 

— That tlie operators will enter 
the landfill site from Novi road 
and refralu from using Ten IVlile 
road; 

— Thot the operators will accept 
village rubbish free of cost; 

— That the landflU will be fUIed 
within 12 to 18 montlis; 

— That tlic operators will con-
form to all regulations within the 
village landfill ordinance. 

A special village referendum will be held on November 8 — the 
same day as the Presidential election — to resolve the dispute over the 
rezoning of Pontiac trail property. 

The unanimous decision calling for the vote came Tuesday eve­
ning at the regular meeting of the council, 

VilLage voters will be asked to either approve or disapprove tlie 
recently enacted zoning amendment which changed 108 acres of agri­

Many village residents who sign­
ed the petition had hoped that the 
council would repeal -the amendment 
in light of a recent letter from the 
owner of the property. 

Buffmyer, who reportedly first

, The woman whose love led to the saving of an 
"impossibie situation" had many sacrifices"to make 
and (3od alone knew what they cost her. Yet her 
husband must inevitably have known something of 
these sacrifices, and have felt that his own life,, 
soul and body, was of unspeakable value to the 
partner of whom 'he felt he deserved so little. He 
was degraded in his own eyes, and possibly he was 
shunned by friends -and neighbors; but to her lie 
was stiii her companion in a great unity made and 
biessed by God. If she was for a time unable to 
respect the man because of his serious failings, 
she never ceased to respect his rightful position 
in their unity and to do all she could to restore him 
to that position, and while she so esteemed him he 
was not a hopeless case. In the same way a hus­
band may forgive his errmg wife and 'honor her 
as his wife until she becomes worthy of honor and 
unites with him in the renewal of life together. 

The temptation "that I failed as a wife because 
my husband is a delinquent" should be overcome 
by the thought that where there is life there Is 

hope. They were both Christians perhaps and as he 
• turned from God she turned to God increasingly 

and refused to look away from Him. In other 
words she refused to give up hope. She had con-
secrated her married life .and love to God when 
she was a bride and it was still so consecrated and 
therefore she never failed to love her -husband 
according to her sacred vows. Perhaps in this she 
rose to heights which she would never have glimps­
ed in a care-free married life, atonmg for the part­
ner who had sunk so low, always mmdful of their 
unity, never separating her life from his. People 
thought that there was "nothing to be said for 
him" but she spoke for him incessantly to Almighty 
(3od; and she made sacrifices for the man who 
would give up nothing m his own account. 

When she started married life she never thought 
it would bring -her so near as this to Christ on Cal­
vary -and to His Mother at the foot of the cross. 
Through years which would have kUled purely 
natural hope she never failed m confidence, always 
mindful that God had joined her husband's life 
with hers so that He would surely help her to save 
the partner of her unity. 

I believe that there is always an immense 'hope 
for the saving of the "hopeless'' partner in any 
marriage where the loyal partner has sacrificed 
the whole of living to this end. Husband and wife 
are joined together to honor God m their unity 
and to come closer to lIim through thek love for 
one anotlier. .And if one partner takes the lion's 
share, which is also the saint's share, in the mak­
ing of that unity, can it fail to be fruitful.

If you've been searching for a 
sport that is easy to master, easy 
to reach and easy on the pocket-
book, look no farther than the near­
est lake. 

It's almost certain to offer warm-
water fishing — lan easy sport from 
pole to pan. Bluegiils, smifish, crap-
pies, rock bass and perch are Mich­
igan's warm-water species. They 
are also commonly caiied panfish. 
A few general pointers on where, 
when and how to catch 'em, the 
arc essentials m fishing gear, and 
a license will put the beginning 
angier in business. A boat is also 
standard equipment, of course, but 
liveries are frequently avaiiabie, 
particuiarly on the better fishing 
lakes, to save you the expense of 
buying one. 

The newcomer to pnnfisliIng wiii 
find his bill of fare to be a bar­
gain. With Ills $2.00 license the 
resident may fish for those warm-
water species yc.Tr round in prac-
tically aiI Micliigan wafers, except-
li-out lakes and streams. Non-rcsl-
dents may either buy an annual 
S5.00 ilcensc or a 15-day license 
for $4.00. 

You don't have to shell out a lot 
of money for fancy equipment to 
enjoy this sport. A oane pole or 
bass-type rod with a simple reel 
will do and practically any type of 
line can be used with either of these. 
Although a leader is not absolutely 
necessary, it will help your chanc 
es of catchuig fish. If you plan to 
fish with live bait, 'a three-foot ny­
lon leader of two-to-four pound test 
will fm the bill. 

Hook sizes vary with the fish 
you're going after and the type of 
bait to be used and a sporting goods 
dealer can guide'you in your selec­
tion. Long-shanked hooks are the 
best bet when you're using worms. 

A couple of BB-sized lead sinkers 
should be placed about six uiches 
above- the hook. A common cork 
may be used as the bobber. It 
should be placed on the line so that 
your baited hook will be at the 
proper depth — where the fish are. 
A holding net or stringer is a sound 
investment for keeping fish, fresh, 

Your choice of bait will depend 

upon what you want to catch, where 
you're fishing, and the time of day 
or year. Worms are most consistent 
fish-getters; however, grubs, crick­
ets, grasshoppers and a host of 
other baits often prove reliable. Fish 
have a fickle appetite and are 
known to "turn on the worm". Live 
minnows work best for perch and 
crappies. 

Panfish live in shailow waters 
during tiic cariy part of the year 
but iater, after spawning or when 
hot iv'calhcr arrives, they move 
to deeper ivatcrs. They favor deep 
hoics in mld-summcr, cspecIaily 
around tiie middle of the day. 
Weeded areas arc among tiieU^ fav­
orite haunts. 

Bluegiiis, the most commonly-1 
caught fish from Michigan's inland 
waters, are abundant tliroughout the 
lower peninsuia and in some lakes 
above the Straits. They are found 
in shallow waters or at moderate 
depths of weedy lakes. You may 
pujoy some good results if you try | 
fishmg for bluegiils in shallow wat­
er just before sunset when they are I 
feeding at the surface. A fly rod 
and artificial dry fly are customari­
ly used for this but a simple oane 
pole and weighted fly can also be | 
effective. 

The sunfish prefers the same wa-1 
ters and baits as his fmny relative, | 
the bluegill. 

Rock bass are plentiful in the I 
lower peninsula, especially in the 
larger and deeper lakes and south­
ern non-trout rivers. They are also 
present in some parts of the upper 
penmsula. This fish prefers the cov­
er of underwater boulders, brush 
heaps, overhanging banks, log jams 
and docks. Rock bass are often 
caught in 20 to 40 feet of water in | 
deeper lakes. 

Black crappies are common ui I 
lakes, impoundents and quiet back­
waters. They are most abundant in | 
the southern half of the lower pe­
nmsula but are also found in some I 
northern lakes and streams. They 
are a fish of quiet and somewhat 
cloudy waters, often abundant in 
weedy areas and artificial reser­
voirs. Night fishing for .craKlio(^-
frequently yields good returns.

Babson Park, Mass. — While the 
papers are adequately covering 
space developments sucii as circling 
the moon, etc., I wouid like to come 
down to earth and tell you some 
very wonderful things which are 
now under development. From my 
point of view, -any one of these may 
be more important than sailmg 
around the solar system. 

Control of Fusion 
Readers are acquainted with ref­

erences to the atomic bomb and the 
hydrogen bomb. The atomic bomb 
dropped on Hiroshhna had the ex­
plosive force of over 20,000 tons of 
TNT, whereas the old "blockbust­
ers" had the force of only one ton. 
Yet the newer hydrogen bombs may 
have a thousand times the power 
of the atomic bomb. These are im­
portant thuigs to consider in connec­
tion with the possibiHty of Worid 
War III. But in looking to the fu­
ture, there is this difference: Atom­
ic energy has already been harness­
ed for the development of electri­
city; but no practicai method has 
been found for hamessmg hydrogen 
energy for peace purposes. (Consid­
ering that hydrogen eIiergy may be 
found in every pond of water, whiie 
atomic energy can be secured only 
from uranium and similar substanc­
es, the industrial future is locked 
up in the discovery of means of 
safely harnessing hydrogen energy, 
commonly produced by .'usion. There 
also may theoretically be a third 
bomb which emits radiation that 
kills people but does not destroy 
property. 

One of the world's greatest mka-
cles is how sunshme, air, water and 
the mtaerals of the earth can direct­
ly develop com, wheat, potatoes, 
spinach, and every other kind of 
vegetable. Today, we raise foods 
only by planting seeds, cultivating 
the sprouts, and waituig several 
weeks for maturity. Even then we 
eat only a small portion of the prop­
erties which have been used to de­
velop a kernel of com. Surely some 
day the secret will be solved where­
by this sunshine, air, water, and 
minerals will make food directly 
without the waste of farm land, hu­
man energy, and vegetable residue. 
This process is technicaiiy known 
as synthesis.

Mctiiods of Cominunlcalion 
''The time is coming when there 

will be no telephone wires on our 
streets. Communications will be by 
microwaves. The Bell Laboratories 
are already applying these waves 
to long-distance communications 
Whether or not the new methods of 
transporting electric power without 
wires will be developed, I do not 
know. I am, however; certain that 
there wiii be a most radical change 
in all means of communica'tions, in 
eluding radio, television, and other 
discoveries yet to come. Even now, 
antennae and v<\cuum tubes are no 
longer necessary to transmit un-
seen electric waves through the 
walls of any home or factory, 

licarranging the Molecules 
I am tremendously interested in 

the work of Dr. S. W. Herwald of 
the Research Department of West-
inghouse Electric Corp. By the re­
arrangement of molecules, certain 
mineIials may do the work of other 
minerals and combme mto ateiost 
new muierals. Gallium, boron, phos 
phorous, arsenic, and other ele­
ments are used in these expert-
ments. By rearrangements of mole-
cules, strips -of. metal an eighth of 
an inch wide and a few thousandths 
of an inch thick present great in-
dustrial potential.

The doctrine of "governmental 
immunity" is weii established by 
custom and tlie courts. Under it,

Sweeping service improvements 

aimed at providing next day first 
class letter service for the 6,500,000 
people in the entire lower Michigan 
Peninsuia embracing over 40,300 
square miles has been announced by 
Postmaster General Arthur E. Sum-
nierfieid. The new postal delivery 
system was expiained Wednesday 
morning at the Lansing post office 
by field service officer Bruce Baugh-
man, Detroit, in behalf of the post-
master general. 

"A month's shake-down period has 
proven," Summerfield's statement 
said, "thai, barring occasional hu­
man errors, all first class letters 
deposited before S p.m. on a busi­
ness day will be delivered to any 
destination within tlie 64 county 
area on the first delivery trip of 
the following busuiess day." 

Postmaster General Summer-
field's release cxplaineci that next 
day delivery of first class mail in 
the Lansing-Detroit Meli-o is now 
possible because of closely integrat­
ed timetable which governs the 
work of tiic area's postal units and 
the transportation linking them to­
gether. Lansing is Uie hub of a gi­
gantic postal transport wheel. Lead­
ing out from-this center are trans­
port lines running to "sectional cen­
ters" at Grand Rapids, JWuskegon, 
Saginaw, Kalamazoo, Battle Creek, 
Jackson, Flint, Port Huron, Cadil­
lac, Grayiuig and Detroit.

Salaries of village policemen, the 
police chief, and the building in-
spector were raised by council ac­
tion Monday night and a new sched-' 
hie of salary ranges was establish­
ed. 

The salary range for police offic­
ers was unanimously adopted and 
set at $4,200 for starting patrolmen 
during the first six months of em­
ployment; $4,300 after six months; 
$4,400 after one year; $4,600 after 
two years; and $4,800 after three 
years. 

Although date of employment un­
der this schedule starts with the 
incorporation of the village, Octo-
ber 9, 1958 — less than two years 
ago — three patrolmen, Roy Hal-
lock, Vern Loeffler and Richard No-
bie, were given salary boosts to the 
two-year mark retroactive to July 1. 

PatrolmaIi, Ralph Arbour, who 
has been employed -as-''a village 
poiiceman just short of one year, 
received a salary boost to the one-
year mark reti-oactive to July 1. 

Most council disagreement came 
over a salary increase for the police 
chief, although the salary increa:se 
for the building inspector ended in a 
4-l vote. 

The first vote to raise Police Chief 
Lee BeGole's salary to $5,600 with 
increments of $200 each year until 
the total salary reaches $6,000 was 
voted down, 3-2. Miss Choquet, and 
Councilmtn Dean Lenheiser and 
Joseph Crupi voted no, and Council-
men Walter Tuck and Philip An-
derson voted yes. 

A motion by Choquet to raise the 
chief's salary to $5,800 died without 
support. 

Then the original motion was mov-
ed again, and all voted for it but 
Miss Choquet. 

Viiiage Building Inspector Harold 
Ackley had his salary boosted to 
$5,400 with an additional $200 per 
month during the time he acts as 
village coordhiator in the absence 
of a village manager. 
. An attempt by Miss Choquet to 
cut the $200 figure to $100 failed 
and the original motion carried, 4-1. 

In other action, the council de­
cided to begin advertising — at the

— for a new patrol car to replace 
the present 1959 cSr; 

Officially authorized two stop 
signs for the Nine Mile and Mead-
owbrook intersection and tabled 
similar action on a sign at the 
township park drive and South Lake 
drive.

According to Mrs. Orma Gregory, 
209 Oharlottee, unofficial campaign 
chairman, weeds In the iake are 
already dying and prospects for a 
ciean lake — at least for the re­
mainder of this year — look good.

According to E . Victor Scholl, 
owner of the weed control company, 
the cost of spraying Mud lake was 
somewhat higher than .normal for a 
control program of this size because 
smaiier, more difficult spraying ap­
paratus was necessary. Had the 
company's barge been used, the 
cost would have been lower, he 
said. 

Scholi ihdk:ated-Wt-^eltaiiliStfon^ 
of weeds this year does not guaran­
tee that the same weeds will not 
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appear -next yeiir. A good, effec-
live program, he said, requires ap­
plication of chemicals over a three 
to four year period. 
Mud lake weeds have already "gone 

to seed", fie explained Friday. These 
seeds may sprout again next spring, 
he said, or they may not appear 
agato for years. 

If the present weed does not ap-
pear next year, he added, it may 
be replaced by a different species. 
Inus, only through a three or four-
year program can most of these 
prominent weed species be elimin-
ated, he said. 

Plans for similar weed control 
for Walled Lake were scrapped 
two weeks ago when efforts to 
raise $8,000 failed - - less tlian 
$2,000 away from the goal. The 
campaign was sponsored by the 
West Shore Commimlly nssocla-
tion. 
Although association officials de-

clined to state whether or not ano­
ther campaign would be attempt­
ed next year, they Wnted that an 
attempt probably would be made 
to get a special assessment propo­
sition put on either a township or 
village election ballot. 

Village Attorney Howard Bond 
'has explained that the village can­
not legally use treasury funds this 
year because the project was not 
specifically provided for in the budg­
et and because there is no "sur­
plus" in the general fund. The only 
method available through the vil­
lage, he indicated, is through spe­
cial assssments.

For the second time within sev­
eral months, the .Oakland County 
Circuit Court has reversed the 
ruling of the village board of ap 
peals in denying permiwion for 
a Novi landfill. 

Circuit Court Judge Frederick 
C. Ziem last Thursday declared 
the action of the board "unreason-
able and arbitfary" and then tossed 
the lo Mile road landfill case back 
into the lap of the village councU. 

In handing down his decision. 
Judge Ziem said: 

"It is ordered that under the 
present circumstances and factual 
situation the rejection of the plahi-
tiff's (lUunn Conh-actlng company) 
application by the board of ap-
peals of tiie vilage of Novl was 
unreasonable and hence arbitrary 
in law, and that the matter of ap-
plication for license under the 
village Ordinance No. 14 shall be 
submitted to the village council of 
the village of Novi to act upon the 
same as though such application 
had been approved by the board of 
appeals." 
By this order, the council must 

now either approve or deny the 
license to the Munn Contracting 
company which is seeking to es­
tablish a landfill' on property locat­
ed west of the C&O railroad and 
the McCreedy dump — approxi-
mately one-quarter mile northeast 
of Novi and 10 Mile roads. 

The site includes about seven 
acres qf land. 

A representative of the Munn Con-
trading company appeared before 
the council Monday night In hopes 
of securing approval of an applica-
tion for license. However, the coun­
cil explained that the court's order 
had not been fully reviewed nor 
had the application been checked 
and therefore postponed its decision 
-until next Monday. 

Although the council had earlier 
taken a strong stand against ihc 
proposed landfill, it has sbicc mei 
lowed to the proposal in light of 
a personal inspection of the land­
fill site and (he apparent willing-
ness of the promoters to meet 
village demands on operational 
procedures. 

of a detailed report by landfill at­
torneys. 

This latter landfill site Is located 
on the south side of the 12 Mile 
road, east of Novi road. 

Although the status of the two 
cases is about the same, village 
officials note that the 12 Mile land-
fill site is a large, wet area, while 
the 10 Mile site is smaiier and dry. 
Although the council has not said 
how it will vote on either case, the 
condition of the land probably wiil 
play an important role in their de­
cision, one official said.

In a move to give credence to 
plans calling for additions to the 
new county court house, Novi town­
ship officials Monday endorsed a 
ballot proposition asking for a half-
mill tax increase. 

Oakland county residents will be 
asked to approve or disapprove the 
special tax for construction of coun­
ty offices when they go to the poiis 
m the August 2 primary election. 

Township Supervisor Frazer Sta-
man, who as a county representa­
tive.'has' worked ciosely with the 
construction plans, has pointed out 
that "if the people don't approve 
the proposition, part of the county 
faciiities will be located in one place 
and part in another." 

Present offices in the old county 
court house are inadequate, he ex­
plained. Steps should be taken soon 
to move these offices to the site 
of the new court house on North 
Telegraph — some two miles from 
the center of Pontiac and the old 
building.

Last summer Mrs. Wallace was 
urged to stay at her post after sub­
mitting a surprise letter of resigna­
tion.

A large tool shed, a chicken coop, 
a $1,000 combine, and an autoIno-
bile were damaged, but saved as 
firemen from Novi, Northvilie and 
Walled Lake braved scorching heat 
to pour tons of water on the flames.

The tank and other nearby equip­
ment were turned red hot, and 
buildings and trees were scorched 
by the heat. 

Flames -leaped across the bam-
yard to destroy a fence, eat away 
the comer of the tool shed, and 
blistered the side of a chicken coop 
containing 300 laying hens. Tha-
chickens were not harmed. 

Accorduig to Rivard, who ha* 
rented the farm from Donald Hfaies 
of Florida for the past three years, 
the large barn contained more than 
200 bales of year-old -hay and a 
great many small farm tools. A pet 
goat mside the barn was burned to 
death. 

The com cribs, one large the other 
small, were located next to the 
barn. 

Mrs. Rivard said her husbajid was 
preparing to bring hi a load of new 
hay from a back field on their 80-
acre farm tp store in the barn 
when she discovered the fire. 

It "started small" in the peak of 
the east end of the bam next to 
the silo, she said, but flames swept 
across the roof and quickly envelop-
ed the entire building. Two of her 
three young children were in the 
house, another was -hi Dearborn. 

Attempts lo move the combtae, 
which was parked some 20 yards 
away, failed and the flames ate 
away the machine's leather seat 
and canvas hitake belt. Rivaixl was 
forced away from the machine by 
heat, . . 

While firemen shtiffled fire equip­
ment back and forth from the scene, 
Novi, state and county police direct­
ed traffic.
