It's iegal to coll for sucli a vote in townships having a popu-
lation of 5,000 or more. Numerous townships throughout Oaitland 
county are placing tlie issue on tlie ballot, I'm told by Novi Super­
visor Frazer Staman.

ncverthcioss true that tlic originai function of (he annuai meet­
ing — in liiorc popuious areas — lias been iost. 

lt is possibie for a handful of people attending an aiinual 
meeting to discard the pians of a township board and insert the 
wislies of a minority group. By a simple vote of those present a 
budget can be raised or lowered, or completely revised. 

Years ago — and even today in sparsely populated town-
ships — nearly every resident attended the annual meeting and 
hashed over community problems. 

But now 50 or 100 residents present is considered a huge turn-
out. Yet this represents between one or two percent of a township 
with a population of 5,000. 

Even Uiough l would favor eliminating the power that the 
public holds at an annual meeting, I stiii believe the idea is basic-
aiiy a good one. 

Such ineclings recall ihe very mcUiod under ivhich our 
nation ivas founded and stand as an excellent means for Uic 
hoard of trustees to maiic an annual report to the voters and 
answer UicIr questions. 

Our laws malte it possibie for the eiectorate to talte proper 
corrective steps, if necessary, without hasty minority action at the 
annual sessions. 

In my opinion anotlier change could be made in township 
government that wouid be highly advantageous to the constructive 
advancement of the community — the elimination of partisan poli­
tics. 
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Babson Park, Mass. — Now that 
graduates from high sciiools and 
colleges are looldng for jobs, may 
I devote this weeic's column to a 
discussion thereof?

ty. (3) Manufacturing — This is the 
iine of work which will probably 
confine you to spending your life 
with one or more large companies. 
If you like people and are not am­
bitious to be your own boss, it is 
weil to get connected with a large 
manufacturing company. You, how­
ever, must be willuig to go where 
you are sent and to obey orders. 
(4) Agriculture — At one time this 
meant working on a farm, but it is 
not so any longer. The reason is 
that raising both crops and iive-
stock has become an intricate busi­
ness. Those loving such work could 
take an additional course at an ag-
ricuiturai college. Every state has 
such a college with low tuition. 

(5) Selling and Advertising — 
It you want to sit in an office and 
dictate to a blonde, you should 
hot take up selling — not even 
SDliing advertising. If, however, 
you ore willing to wear out shoe 
leather, ring door bcils, and fight 
for business, selling offers you a 
great opportunity.

in the shadow of Michigan's proud 
bridge stands recently reconstruct-
ed Fort Michilimackinac very much 
as it looked some 200 years ago. 

In.side one sees human-like fig­
ures posed to resemble activities 
carried on by inhabitants In days 
when the fort piayed a lively part 
in Indian warfare. Murals, repro­
ductions and displays tell the fort's 
story, including the famous massa­
cre when Indians entertained the 
.<:oidiers with a la crosse game until 
the ball was tossed into the fort. 
Then warriors grabbed weapons hid­
den by squaws and killed or cap­
tured all British inhabitants.

Fort Michilimackinac was aban­

doned by the British in 1781 when 
they moved to Fort Mackinac on 
the isiand which offered better nat­
ural defense. 

Restoration of the old fort site 
began ui 1959 under direction of the 
Mackinac Island State Park Com­
mission and will continue for some 
years. A great deal is now complete 
and the fort was opened to the pub­
lic late in June.

The most modern of military 

defense stations is only a few 
miles from the early forts of the 
Straits. Klnchcloe Air Force Base, 
a short way east of Kinross and 
some 18 miles soutii of the Soo, 

is rapidly expanding, permanent 
defense point. 
Seven support squadrons are as­

signed as components of the 507th 
Fighter group stationed there. They 
fiy Floe Delta Darts in their de­
fense missions. 

Known as Kmross Air Base from 
1941 until 1959 when it was redesig­
nated in honor of a Cassopoiis war 
here, Iven C. Kincheioe, Jr., the 
field wiii soon be a base for B52 jet

By 19Gl the Air Force expects to 
have 8,800 military personnel and 
dependents on the base. 

The "little city" which is being 
hacked out of the forest has its own 
schools, hospitais and recreational 
facilities.

More than $40 miiiion have been 
appropriated by Congress for ex­
pansion of this base. Already com­
pleted are runways up to 12,000 
feet in length, many dormitory-
type barracks and hangars.

Spealting to members of the village 
council and planning board at a pub­
lic hearing on rezoning Monday, 
Harold Garvey, real estate sales-
Ilian, revealed that the tractor com­
pany plans to construct a saies of­
fice and repair depot on the Al Frit-
chard property iocated at 24666 Novi 
road between 10 Mile and the C&O 
raiiroad crossmg. 

The company pians are stiii in­
complete, Garvey said, "but I 
wouldn't be surprised that they will 
move this year." 

Representing Pritchard in negotia­
tions for sale of his iand to the com­
pany, Garvey emphasized that the 
sales office and depot will be a 
"real asset and provide a number of 
jobs". The company handles Cater-
pillar diesel engines, tractors, motor 
graders and earthmoving equip-
ment. 

Garvey indicated that the office 
buiiding would be of modern con­
struction, probably housing an in 
door disiilay room of machinery. 
The service department will be in 
the rear of the office near the rail-
road. 

Meeting in .joint session with the 
rlnnnin<T board, the village council 
voted at the hearing to rezone a 
portion of the Pritchard property 
from R-2 (two famiiy residentiai) to 
an M-l (light manufacturing) classi­
fication.

Anderson and Coordinator Harold 
Ackley. 

'Attempts to persuade Oakland 
county to pI'ovide better dust control 
on tiie two detour routes, Meadow­
brook and Taft roads, were unsuc-
cessfui. The county replied that if 
the village was dissatisfied with its 
work it would make Napier and 
Hasgerty the detours—knowing full 
well that motorists would continue 
to I'.'e village roads. 

Although Taft and Meadowbrook 
roads are specifically marked as 
detcur roads, m'any motorists are 
using Beck road which the county 
has refused to chioride during the 
construction period. 

In recommending an emergency 
chloriding program, Crupl empha-
sized that he was net in favor of 
a "special privilege" program. 
And, aitliough he admitted tiiat he 
was "giving In .a little" on hia 
nrl̂ lnal stand that surplus money 
shnnld lie used to purchase gravel 
r<ilher tiian chioride, lie suggested 
lhal tiic malciiing fund program 
be open to aii residents of the 
viilage.

Anderson, on the other hand, held

".'omnn Eugenie Choquet in recom­
mending that the matc-hing fund pro-

alone. Crupi abstained from voting. 

In stiii another attempt to relieve 
friffio problems on Beck, the coun-
oil recommended that the village 
-jHr-rripv and Police Chief Lee Be-
Gnle investio'ote the iegalitv of post-
\m sneed limits on Beck—to 25 
MPH if necessary. 

Police Chief Lee BcGeIc this 
iveek Issued a temporary traffic 
control order limiting speeds on 
Beck road to 25 MPH. Signs are 
to be posted today. 

The order docs not beconie per­
manent until approved by the 
council. Hnwevcr, approval Is an 
almost certainty since the council 
had suggested a speed control In 
light of heavy traffic along Uie 
road during Novi road construe-
tion.

An all-out effort to form an area hospital autliority by placing tlic 
issue on the November biillot will be undertaken at a "kick-off" meeting 
of officials from surrounding communities next Wedne.sday evening. 

Tiie meeting has been called by Northville's Mayor A. M . Allen, 
who is also president of the board 
of directors of Community General 
hospital. 

Invitations were extended Tuesday 
upon personal call by Mayor Allen 
and Hospital Administrator Calvin 
Monfils. 

Governing officiais of the foiiow­
ing communities have been asked 
to attend the meeting: 

Farmington icity and township"); 
Livonia (city and township); Lyon 
township, Milford, Northville (city 
and township), Novi {village and 
township), Plymouth (city and 
township), Salem, South Lyon, and 
Wixom. 

Speclficaiiy, the officiais wiii be 
asked to join In the forniailon of a 
hospital authority encompassing 
nli the Invited communities. 

The state hospitai authority act 
permits estabiishment of an auth­
ority by two or more cities, town­
ships or incorporated viiiages there­
of. Foi-mation requires that voters 
of the govemmentai areas involved 
must approve a tax levy not to ex­
ceed 4/10ths of a mill annually. 

Wednesday evening—at the din­
ner meeting to be held at Saratoga 
Farms in Novi—the hospitai author­
ity plan will be explained and of­
ficials wiii be urged to carry the 
story to their communities and place 
the measure on the November bal-
Irl.

The au­
thority operates Beyer hospital 
Ypsilanti, Annapolis and Outer Drive 
hospitais, and a new 85-bed hospitai 
in Trenton.

If It were decided tn construct 
a new hospital, for example, it 
Is highly unlikely that it ivouid be 
constructed In Northviiie, Monfiis 
points out. 

Community directors have been 
struggling with tight finances ever 
since the faciiity became truiy com 
munity-operated iast October. 

The community itself got into the 
hospital business shortiy after it had 
been purchased by Dr. H. L. Bergo 
and Abraham Farris. Formerly Ses­
sions liospital, the new owners com-
pletely renovated the facility and 
prepared to operate it as a privately-
owned non-profit corporation. Blue 
Cross frowned on this arrangement 
and refused full Blue Cross member­
ship. 

Re-organization resulted in the 
present operation with a community 
board of directors leasing the build­
ing and equipment from the former 
owners. An option to purchase is 
held by the board. 

A n n e x a t i o n 

While claiming a preliminary vic­
tory iast week on an annexation 
case in the state supreme court, the 
viliage of Novi was deait a stinging 
defeat in lower court on a discon­
nection suit. 

Village counciimen learned of its 
victory and defeat Monday night 
from Village Attorney Howard Bond. 

In winning a minor but important 
decision by the higher court, Novi 
was granted permission to challenge 
in a supreme court trial the recent 
annexation of 135 acres of land near 
Northville Estates to the City of 
Northville.

C o u n c i l G r a n t s 

L a n d f i l l L i c e n s e 

Novi's new landfill ordinance 
will be put to use for the first 
time soon as a result of action 
taken Monday by the viilage coun­
cil in granting a license to the 
Munn Contracting company. 

The license was granted follow­
ing a slow, "where do we go from 
here debate" which stretched tlie 
regular council meeting to p.ist 
1 a.m. The vote was 3-1, with 
Councilwoman Eugenie Choquet 
casting the dissenting vote. Coun­
cilman Dean Lenheiser was ab­
sent. 

By granting the license, the coun-
ciPforced the landfill promoters to 
meet ali reguiations in the viiiage 
ordinance—Pius a number of special 
committments—or face immediate 
closure. Untii this time no Novi 
iandfiil has operated under the or­
dinance, which attorneys have said 
is "very restrictive". 

However i-estrictive, the ordinance 
has niready been upheld in court 
and wiii now be put to its first test. 

Previous Novi iandtiiis have eith­
er operated under township ruies or 
special court order. In these cases, 
the village has been legally unable 
to regulate operations. 

The council was forced either to 
deny or grant the license because 
of a ruling two weeks ago by Circuit 
Court .Judge Frederick C. Ziem. 

Denied an applicallon by the 
viliage board of appeals, Munn 
Contracting company took the 
matter to court. After hearing 
the ca.<ic and inspecting the pro­
posed landfill site, Judge Zlem 
ruled that (he action by the beard 
wiis "unreasonable and arbitrary"'. 
He then ordered Ihe council to act 
upon the application for license as 
though it had been approved by 
tile board of appeals. 
The iandfiil site is located west of 

the C&O railroad and the McCreedy 
dump — approximately one-quarter 

mile northeast of Novi and 10 Mile 
roads. 

The site includes about seven acres 
of land. 

A lengthy debate over the matter 
Monday followed Village Attorney 
Howard Bond's conclusion that to 
deny the application would most cer­
tainly result in another court victory 
for the Iandfiil promoters. And if 
the court grantee! an order permit­
ting the landfill, as it did in the 
Nielsen case, the viilage would be 
unable to control operations, he ex­
plained. 

Most of the residents objecting 
to granting of the license did so 
because tliey contended Novi should 
try to rid her.self of aii such "nuis­
ances". Stan Wiison of 12 Mile 
road insisted that "There must be 
a stopping point to these Uiings. I 
think it is up to the village, up to 
the council and the community to 
see what can be done to stop them." 

Wiison is one of many 12-MIIe-
area residents who have protested 
attempts by tiie Wayne Disposal 
eonipany to establish a iandfiil 
near tlie corner of J2 Mile and 
Novi roads. As in tiie Munn ease, 
tile court has ruled that the board 
of appeals unjustiy denied a lic­
ense to tlic applicants and returned 
the iiialler to tlie council. 
A decision on this latter case has 

been postponed by the council, pend­
ing a full report by the promoters 
on operation techniques. To date 
the council has not received any of 
this information. 

Viiiage President Joseph Crupi 
pointed out that the two sites are 

arics as Circuit Court Judge Fred-
erick C. Zlem granted William 
Chase an order disconnecting 156 
acres of his property, Iocafcd at 
the corner of Novi and Eight Mile 
roads, from the village. 

Bond's petition to the supreme 
court contained three specific points 
upon which the viiiage wiii contest 
tiie annexation. They are: 

—that petitions caiiing for an an-
nexation eiection did not contain the 
proper number of village signatures; 

—that the notice of election should 
have been made by both the toivn-
ship and village of Novi (the secre­
tary of state directed the township 
clerk to conduct the election for both 
the viilage and township areas in­
volved); 

—that the entire population of the 
village shouid be permitted to vote 
in the election. 

The primary argument rests in 
the finai point. Bond claims that the 
annexation laws are in conflict and 
that under the law which Novi in­
corporated all residents—not just 
those in the area of the village to 
be annexed—may vote. 

Residents of 36 homes m Northville 
Estates, which was part ot the town­
ship, and one registered voter in 
the vVilage area approved the an­
nexation 53-9. Northville registered 
a 283-144 vote In favor of'annexa­
tion. 

Specifically, therefore, Novi is 
challenging the annexation of tiie 
135-acre between Northville Estates 
'and the city iimits. Suppoi-t of this-
by the supreme court T̂OUid, of 
course, nullify the entire amiexation 
including Northville Estates.

Mr. Coonce said the object of the 
assembly program in Detroit is to 
train Christian Witnesses of this 
20th century in the art of pursuing 
a peaceful ministry to the praise of 
CJod and the benefit of the entire 
comunity. 

"The convention," he said, "will 
further the understanding and good 
will among the various races and 
nationalities of Jehovah's Witnesses, 
and also will demonstrate to the 
world -how the Bible message and 
Christian living m peace can unite 
people from all walks of life, re­
gardless of race or other back­
ground that tends to divide the 
world. Only common interest ta the 
pure worship of The Creator, Je­
hovah God, can do this," he con­
cluded. 

Watchtower convention officials in 
Detroit announced that an- atten­
dance of 40,000 persons Is expected 
for the four-day gathering, to be 
held In Briggs Stadium. The mm-
ister delegates and their families 
will arrive from some 20 states and 
Canada. 

DO YOU EVER BECOME DEPRESSED? 

It was the day of ClIrist's birth; He was born 
in a stable — a 'hole in the earth for Him who made 
the earth. .And then it happened.

Harry A. German 
He's walked 100,000 miles to rctkc 

P o s t a l W o r k e r 3 2 Y e a r s 

N o w R e t i r i n g to F a r m L i f e 

with the retirement next week of 
Hari-y A. German, formeriy of 224 
Orchard drive, another tie with 
Northviiie's past wiil be broken. 

The 55-year-old postal clerk, who 
32 years ago became one of North-
vilie's first two maii carriers, wiii 
retire from the post office and move 
with his wife to a Belding, Michigan 
farm. 

Although he regrets leaving North-
ville and his many friends, German 
is anxiousiy looking forward to the 
end of his postal career and the be-
ginning of a "soft life" on 'his 15-
acre farm which he purchased two 
years ago. 

Father of two married children, 
Harry E. of Belduig, and Mrs. Tu-
lane Curtis of Iowa, he will live 
less than a mile from his son who 
owns -a home in Belding. His moth-
er also lives in Belding. A brother, 
Loyie, lives at 430 East Main in 
NorthviUe. 

German will carry many pleasant 
and sentimental memories — ipar-
ticuiariy of earlier days — to his 
new home. 

He moved to :Northville with his 
parents, sister and brother in 1918. 
His father, the late Harry German, 
Sr., a colorful figure who attracted 
wide acclaim as an outstanding 
baseball pitcher for numerous pro­
fessional teams and who for two 
terms served as the president of the 
viliage of Northvilie, owned and op-
erated an auto sales busmess where 
the Northvilie RecreatIon bowling 
alley now stands. 

I Following in his faliher's footsteps, 
'German himself became a popuiar 
Northvilie athlete. "Oidti-.ers will 
remember him as a st'ar baseball 

I and basketbaii player at Northvilie 
high school and later with a semi-
professional baseball team. 

After graduating from high school 
in 1925, German worked for sev­
eral years in his father's sales busi­
ness. Then, "because one of the few 
places that had a retirement plan 
was the post office," German began 
packing a maii bag. 

With his employment, the post 
office began home delivery service-
twice a day. Previously, the post 
office offered only box service. Ger­
man and R. H. Sonnenberg, who 
died five years later, were each 
given one of the two routes in the 
community of 2,500 people — which 
meant walking more than 15 miles 
each day. Today the post office has 
four routes -and four carriers. 

German continued to carry mail 
for 28 years until four years ago 
when he became a postal clerk. Dur-
ing these 28 years, he walked more 
than 100,000 miles, stumbled over 
dirt roads long since paved, slipped 
on ice, wore out an undetermined 
number of shoes, and worked under 
five -postmasters: F. S. Neal, Mrs. 
F. S. Neai, Tom Carrington, Fred 
Van Atta, and the present postmast-
er, Leiand V. Smith. 

With all -these experiences none 
seems more remarkable than the 
smiling postman's admission that 
he's never been tasted by a dog.

SOME SUMMER BREEZES will 
soon be loaded with sneezes for hay 
fever sufferers. 

Tile southern half of the lower 
penmsula is considered to be almost 
totally a high pollen-count area. Rag-
weed pollen causes the discomfort, 
and for tlie several years that reg­
ular checks were made, the pollen 
count changed very little. 

This means that hay fever tends 
to remain with us as communities 
grow. 

• * * 
Coidwater in Branch county was 

known as the hay fever capital of 
the United States in 1958. It had a 
pollen count of 190 — highest aver-
age registered anywhere. 

But several other Michigan areas 
were not far behind and there is no 
indication that the pesky pollen 
from ragweed has let up any. 

What the Michigan JIealth Depart­
ment gaily caiis the "sneczin sea­
son" reaches a peak between the 
middie of August and the middle of 
September. Some sufferers begin to 
feci the telltale tickling m the nose 
about July, however. 

• « • 
Of course pollen isn't the only vU-

lam in the picture, but it's by far 
the most active and the most preva. 
lent. 

Some 15 species of ragweed Pro­
duce most of the discomfort, but 
tuiiihicweed, fhebrush, sagc, hemp 
are aiso suspects. Then some peo-
plc get the Itcliy eyes, runny nose 
and other discomforts from may­
flies, caddis flics, mushroom files, 
animal fur or feathers. 

• • • 
This year, as every year, the 

Health Department is making a plea 
to landowners and municipal au­
thorities to cut down as much rag­
weed as possible. 

Tiiis year, as in other years, peo­
ple will suffer because the villain­
ous weeds can't all be disposed of. 

For those who can, going north 
is stiil one of the best ways to avoid 
hay fever. Northern Michigan is 
practically polien-free. Shots or 
other remedial symptom relievers 
are also available. 

But for the countless tiiousands, 
the oniy outlook Is suffering untU 
fall frosts take the pollen out of 
the air. 
And the sufferers in southern 

Michigan can almost take a per­
verse pride in being real veterans 
of the hay fever wars. 

• • * 
BESIDES A RAFT ot new names, 

ballots used hi the Nov. 8 general 
election m Michigan this year will 
have a slightly different appearance. 
But the voter will have to look 
closely to spot it. 

The Republican party has an-
nounced its vignette - - Uie UWe 
picture labeling Ite candidates — 
will have a 50-slar flag this year. 
Democrats made no immediate 

plans to foUow their rivals in chang­
ing the vignette to take into con­
sideration the fact that Hawaii and 
Alaska are now part of the United 
States.

ONE-HORSE TOWNS and one-

teacher schools are a part of the 
Michigan scene which may never 
completely pass out of existence. 

But the number of one-teacher 
schools — defined by the Michigan 
Education association as a public-
elementary school with only one 
teacher, located in a rural or urban 
area, including one or more rooms 
and comprisuig one or more grades 
—has been whittied down. 

The MEA said there were 7,206 
one-teacher schools in 1918, but 
oniy 1,291 by the 19S8-59 school 
year. 

• * « 
Nationally nearly 400,000 children 

attended one-teacher schools last 
year. This is about 1.1 percent of 
all children enrolled in public 
schools and 1,6 percent of all public 
school children in grades one thru 
eight. 

By comparison, about a quarter 
of all school children attended a 
one-teacher school in 1918. 

More than 84 percent of the teach­
ers in the one-teacher schools said 
they would choose the same work­
ing conditions again If given a 
choice. About 83 percent of them 
had less than four years of college. 

• » » 
The average salary for a Michi­

gan teachers in a one-teacher school 
was $3,649 a year in 1958-59, com­
pared with $5,504, which is the av­
erage salary for all Michigan pub­
lic school teachers m the same 
period, the MEA said. 

R o g e r B a b s o n 

R a i l R i d e s F a d i n g 

Babson Park, Mass. — This col­
umn first warns readers that the 
days of passenger trains are nearly 
over. Several roads now operate 
only one passenger train a day; 
while passenger service is being cut 
by all railroads. This is further hast­
ened by talk of railroad mergers. 
Let me give you some Illustrations. 

Tlie Gravity Roads 
The first recent important rail 

road consolidation was that of the 
Norfolk & Western and the Vir­
ginian Railway. These two high-
grade roads did not need to con­
solidate for financial reasons. How-
ever, they both serve the soft-coai 
fields of West Virginia, hauimg coai 
to the seaboard at Norfolk, Vir­
ginia. Merger was thus very natural; 
in fact, the Virgmian perhaps should 
never have been built. 

I have been especially interested 
in the above two roads because they 
profit so much from Gravity, which 
readers know is a hobby of mine. 
Gravity not oniy enables the trains 
to "coast" down from the West Vir­
ginia mines, but Gravity also gen­
erates some of the electricity used 
in bringing the empty cars back. I 
beiieve Gravity will be a factor hi 
many other railroad consolidations. 
At present, it is used industrially 
only m connection with water pow­
er. It surely will sometime be used 
for irrigation and smaii power re­
quirements. 

One of the largest railroads is the 
Baltimore & Ohio; this road dupli­
cates the service of the Chesapeake 
& Ohio. The two roads can be con-
soiidated with considerabie savuigs 
lo both shippers and mvestors. If 
the I.C.C. gives a "green light", 
and if the stockholders of the two 
roads and other hiterested railroads 
agree, such a consolidation wiil 
take place. 

The Chesapeake & Ohio stock-
holders now feel that the Balti­
more & Ohio needs them, rather 
than vice versa; they believe the 
Chesapeake & Ohio stock is worth 
considerabie more than the Bal-
limore & Ohio is offering in ex-
change. 

New York Central Situation 
Ever since the suicide of Robert 

Young, the New York Central has 
been a great disappointment to its 

stockholders. In view of the pre­
vious fight for control, most stock­
holders felt that the stock was very 
valuable and refused to sell it. This 
was a great mistake. (Incidentaiiy, 
a proxy fight often affords a good 
opportunity for stockholders to take 
profits, as the. price usually de-
clmes afterward. 

In looking for a friend, the New 
York Central officials have flirted 
with the Pennsylvania Railroad, the 
Baltimore & Ohio, the Chesapeake 
& Ohio, and the Erie, but nothmg 
concrete exists at the moment. 

Florida Railroads 
Negotiations between the Atlantic 

Coastline and the Seaboard have pro. 
ceeded almost to the point of final 
agreement. There is no doubt but 
what the Fiorida East Coast should 
also merge with the above two 
roads. 

Both the Atlantic Coast Line and 
the Seaboard arc In exceUcnt fi­
nancial condition. The history of 
tlie Seaboard is', from an hivcst-
ment point of view, truly mirac­
ulous. Large amounts of money 
were made by the purchase of 
Seaboard stock directly after the 
reorganization. In fact, only di­
rectly after reorganizations do I 
buy ralkoad stocks. 

Norlliwestcm Roads 
There is always talk of a con-

solidation of the Northern Pacific, 
the Great Northern, and the Bur­
lington. At one time merger was 
almost certaui, but it was stopped 
by a court fight that triggered the 
panic of 1907. There aiso is constant 
taik of merguig the Boston & Maine, 
the Maine Central, and the New 
Haven; but no one seems to want 
the New Haven. .All of these New 
England railroads are "short line" 
roads which are being avoTded by 
careful investors. 

RaUroad officials blame the I.C.C. 
for holdtog up these mergers. But 
the trttth is that every consolidation 
means that certato officials, em­
ployees, and directors will be thrown 
out of jobs. The labor unions there­
fore insist on being heard, as well 
as certam of the small-town ship­
pers. Such opposition, however, is 
largely motivated by personal self­
ishness rather than by consideration 
for the good ot the nation as a 
whole.

Four new wings and a meeting 
ropm will be constructed next to 
the new Oakland county court 
house If county voters approve two 
propositions that will appear on 
the primary ballot Tuesday. 

Specifically, the bailor propasf-
tions authorize the board of sup-
ervisors to levy a tax of one-halt 
mill (SO cents per $1,000) of state 
equalized assessed valuation, over 
four years, from i960 to 1863. 
. One proposition asks permission 
to create a sinking fund with the 
one-half mill tax, the second asks 
permission to spread the tax. Only 
property owners may vote on the 
first, all county voters on the sec­
ond. 

County officials estimate that the 
one-half mill will result in a fund 
of approximately $4,000,000. If ap-
-proved, this money wiii be used 
to construct the additions to the 
new court house—Court Tower— 
currentiy under construction on a 
300-acre site near the county offices 
center on North Teiegrapii—some 
two miieis.from the center of Pon-
tiac. 

Long study of the various means 
of paying for this "vast but neces-
sary project" has convinced the 
board of supervisors, by unanimous 
decision, that the best solution is a 
temporary miiiage as asked for on 
the ballot. The cost passed on to the 
home owner would average about 
$2.50 per year on properties equnliz-
ed at $5,000. 

The proposed new consti'uction at 
the center wouid release valuable 
property in. downtown Pontiac for 
ither'uses or sale, board members 
explain. 

Present offices .in the old county 
court house are reportediy inade­
quate. Currentiy, there is a short, 
age of about 25,000 square feet of 
office space, and it is expected that 
in 10 yeaI's the shortage will be 
more than 130,000 square feet. 

This shortage, plus the fact that 
the present court house is oid and 
rapidly deteriorating, prompted the 
board of supervisors to ask for the 
special tax. 

The new faciiity, officials have 
stated, would result in increased 
efficiency—by grouping all county 
faciiities in one place-and a greater 
long-range economy and prepared-
ness to handle problems caused by 
Oakland county's tremendous pop­

ulation growth, officials said. 
' The new buildings would house 
offices for the treasurer, prosecut-
ing attorney, board of supervisors, 
farm agencies, veterans' services, 
chiidren's services and other essen-
tial divisions of Oakland county gov-
emment. ' 

Already located on the site are 
faciiities containing the Medical 
Care division, Children's Home, 
board of education, welfare depart­
ment and several other organiza-
tions. 

Both the township board of Novi 
and the city council ot Wixom have 
endorsed the proposed tax hike as 
beneficiai to all citizens of the 
county. 

G o o d o r B a d ? 
Township residents wiii be ask­

ed to approve or disapprove the 
abandonment of the annual toivn-
ship meeting at ihe polls Tuesday. 

Tke proposition to discontinue 
annual meetings will appear on 
ballots In 11 Oakland county town-
ship elections. The townships, in 
addition to Novi, are: BioomJield, 
Commerce, Farmington, Hoiiy, 
Milford, Orion, Southfieid, Water-
ford, West Bioomfield and White 
Lake. 

AfliiuaI township meetings, ac-
cording to local officials, no longer 
are beneficiai to the community, 
In endorsing tlie proposition, these 
officials explain that a handful of 
residents could at an annual 
mcctliig vote to lower or raise 
(axes of thc tliousands of resI-
dents ivho are not present at tlie 
meeting.
