storage— ‘Keep it hot, keep it

Keeping food cold means refrig-
eration at temperatures of 40 to
50 degrees or colder. Cooling food
is simply not enough, We're
warned to take special precau-
tions in refrigerating meat and
fish— whether raw or cooked—
milk, salad dressing, cream fill-
ings, custard, puddings and gel-
atin preparations.

Remember, within an hour or
two food may become unfit to
eat if left at room temperature
and not have changed noticeably
in taste, smell or color.

tor, finds it in the pure knowledge
of the art which he calls “the real
test of an individual’—music.

Theory and harmeny is the name
given to the formal class sessions
held three times a week at the high
scheol, and that class with other
musieal activities—the concert and
dance bands— make Northville, Wil-
liams asserts, about the only school
in the area to have a summer pro-
gram of such breadth.

The more than 50 students who
take part in theory and harmony in-
struction are, in Williams' estima.
tion getting invaluable musical
knowledge usually not available to
high schoalers, Offered for students
presumed to have had at least one
year on an instrument, this is the
first summer for the course.

Although the layman offen meas-

ures musical competence solely
by a person's skill with a particu-
lar instrument, Williams in his
class emphasizes the student’s
ability to “hear”, not just “listen”
to music.

Training the pupxls to sharpen
their hearing is one of Wiliams’ pri-
mary objectives as are exercises in
melodic dictation, teaching the term-
inology of the art and refining the
students’ ability to sight-read music
they have never seen before.

Wwilliams, head of elementary

school music and junior and senior
high brass, during the regular school
year, also finds his theory and har-
mony class to be a good laboratory
for letting the students exercise
creative ability.
“If they come up with some inno-
vation they want to experiment
with,” he says, ‘“‘we have enough
capable musicians to let them work
it cut right here if they want to.”

Next on the young musiclans’
class agenda is a choice of study
in one of three areas—analysis of
musical scores, jazz arranging, or
arranging for large groups of in-
struments like the concert band.

And other music activities go on
under Williams' direction— Monday
night it’s the concert band rehears-
ing for its weekly Wednesday eve-
ning performance at City Hall park.
Some afterncons the sounds of the
dance band filter brazenly through
the school corridors, echoing the
full brass of big band arrangements,
“They don’t want to play rock and
rol},” says Wililams.

Student zeal and the subsequent
popularity of Williams' summer clas-
ses canot be attributed to mere hap-
penstance, As he explains it:

“Music has always been empha.

sized in the Northville school dis-
trlet. The administrative attitude
has been much criticized, but they
(members of the administration)
have had a very balanced ap-
proach to everything as far as the
school program is eoncerned. And
they always look for the best
teachers, The results are mare
velous.”

Northville’s band accomplishments
are numerous—band festival awards
and participation in the Michigan

Schools Borrow

A special meeting of the Northville
school board was called Monday
evening to approve an application to
borrow $100,000 against state aid.

It marks the second time within
a month the school district has had
to borrow money to meet operating
expenses. On July 14 the board nego-
tiated a2 $30,000 loan” to meet the
July payroll and June bills,

The request for $100,000 is neces-
sary to pay the August payroll, July
bills and meet a $20,000 payment on
a previous loan due September 1.

Like all school disiriets, North-
ville is in a financial squeeze he-
cause of delinquent state aid pay-
ments, Some $§14,320 in state aid
was expected this week, half the
amount due the school district
from the 1959-60 school year,

While the 1960-61 state aid monies
are scheduled to he received in
August, Assistant Superintendent of
Scheools Dr. Kenneth MacLeod said
there was no indication from the

stale when the payments would be
received.

Northville can still borrow another
$50,000 against stale aid, or 75 per
cent of its total anticipated receipts
from the state of $288,000. If it be-
comes necessary, the school dis-
trict can also borrow against locally
levied taxes, which are payable after
December 1. ‘

In other business Monday night
the hoard approved purchase from
the low bidder of 1700 feet of four-
fool high fence to outline school
property northwest of the high
school in the athletic field area and
150 feet of six-fool high fence ta
enclose the track and football field.
The board acted to enclose the track
area to prevent damage to the newly
installed track surfacing.

Refinishing of the gymnasium
floor in the junior high school and
installation of sound-proofing mater-
ials on the walls was also approved.

Praliminary plans are underway
for a 379 acre subdivision at the cor-
ner of Pantiac Trail and Beck roads.

One day some Greeks came to Philip, one of the
disciples of Jesus, and said “Sir, we would sce
Jesus.”” Philip made this request known lo his broth-
er Andrew and together {hey went fo tell Jesus, Up-
on hearing of this interest of some Greeks in Him,
Jesus said fo Philip and Andrew, “The hour is
come, that the Son of man should be glorified. Ver-
ily, verily I say unto you, ‘Unless a grain of wheat
falls into the earth and dies, it remains alone; but
if it dies, it bears much fruit,” There is a sense in
which this scems a strange answer at a time when
someone comes seeking {o see you! On the other
hand, it is as though Jesus was saying, 1) when
people really want to see Me, it is imperative that
they see Me aright — in my “glorified” state, 2)
my glorified state is {o be seen not in My humanily
but in My vicarious love and 3) the state of glorl-
fled living is atlalned in a manner similar to the
operation of the laws of nafure known and observed

by any gardener,

Down deep inside cach one of us is a desire fo
have our life — if not glovified — count for some-
thing. And “glorified” means “ennobled” — hence,
a noble life. The awareness and good characler of
this desire is intensified when one becomes a Chris-
tian. A good illustration of this faet is found in {he
life of Paul who, formerly, was a persecutor of the
Christians and, later, became a promoier for Chris-
tianily. In each experience he wanted his life (o
count for something. But, when Paul became a
Christlan, he wanted his Iife to be a noble one.

But no purpese is ever attained in life until cer-
tain disciplines are observed. This Is as true of those
g intent upon doing bad as It 1s for those desirous
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of doing good. In the seiting of this experience in
the life of Jesus, it would appear {hat Jesus is sug-
gesting that the noble life — the Christian life — i,
attained as onc honors (he disciplines similar to
those al work in the planting and harvesting of a
garden,

There are two things which Christ and every
gardener knows must happen if a seed or a life is
to bring forlh its fruit. First, it musi be planted,
Jesus said, “Unless a grain of wheat falls inte the
earth—, il remains alone,” The carth is a place
of proltection, of germination, of nurfure and of
firm rootage. What the earth is to a seed God is
to a person, Second, a seed planted in the carth
and a life planted in God must die to self. Again
Jesus said, *“Unless a grain of wheat falls into
the carth and dies,” it cannot bring forth fruit, As
a seed dies in the process of giving issue to new
life — and hence to fruliage, so an individual —~
secking to realize the noble life — must die (o self,
This fact Jesus expressed supremely in His lfe
when, in (he Garden of Gethscmane He prayed,
“Nevertheless, not my will but thy will be done,”
and then weni on {o the cross of Calvary o die for
all mankind. .

Though other factors may condition the bearing
of fruit, the fact remains that unless a seed or life
is first planted and then dies to self there can be
no fruit at all, With your life and mine, as with a
seed, we must be planted in the garden of God's
care and die to self. Then, and then enly, can the
miracle of new birth and life {ake place., When
these conditions are met, God, through His grac-
lous providence, brings new life and fruilage into
being,

Babson Park, Mass. I am not now
forecasting World War I1I, but neith-
er the United States nor Russia can
continue to spend such vast amounts
of money on missiles, rockets, sub-
marines, etc. Either there must be
a reduction in armaments (Khrush-
chev is as anxious for this as we
are), or World War III is inevitable,
However, my message this week is
cn the subject of COMPETITION,
which will be the “ammunition’
Russia will probably use to fight
the cold war,

During my last trip to Germany,
I was astounded at the competi-
tion which is developing there.
Not only are wages very low, but
the efficiency of the workers is
very high, German indusirialists
are continuing to make new ma-
chines which can even replace
their own workers. This applies
to plaslics, textiles, and many
other products, It secems as {hough
thls competition from Europe will
cause unemployment In our coun-
try sooner or later,

Added to the competition from
Europe, we also have much from
Japan., I could give illustrations
which would seem to you unbeliev-
able. These involve a great variety
of articles ranging from table
doilies, which sell for 2c apiece, to
radios, cameras, and even televis-
irn sets. It all seems fantastic, and
detrimental to American manufac-
turers and wage-workers, The only
concerns which can possibly profit
from it are big concerns such as
Sears Roebuck, Montgomery Ward,
and the chain stores which can buy
and sell in tremendous quantities.
Before World War II, the leading
mannfacturers were content o make
their own products; but they have
now added products of others which,
in many cases, have no relation to
their basic products. This not only
causes overproduction, but it re-
duces profits, I fear that the aver-
age United States husinessman may
be caught in a squeeze, with in-
creased costs but with declining
prices for his products.

Let me give a few illustrations
of this domestic internal compe-
tition, General Tire now manu-
faclures missiles! General Mills
has wandered away from jls hasic
food products to make precision
instruments! Texiron, baslcally a
{extile manufacturer, is buying
into various new husinesses with
which it has had ne experience.
While there is no legitimate reason

for much of the above diversifica-

tion, there is justification for com-
panies to expand in their own lines.
(Pittsburgh) Consolidation Coal is
becoming increasingly active in the
field of organic chemicals; this is
wise. American Viscose, a major
producer of rayon and nylon yarns
and cellophane paper, has now leg-
itimately gone all-out into the plas-
tic-chemical field.

It is wise for a company to seek
new markets for its available raw
materials, §American Viscose has
joined witldsun Oil Company to pro-
duce jooly@i€pylene, thus competing
in the 4,,,)'oc'hemical field with Dow,
Monsanto, and Union Carbide. These
companies which are expanding
within their own fields should be
safer investments, but some of those
which have neglected their own bus-
iness to go into missiles and rockets
may suffer large losses.

During this cold war, it is too bad
to see the competition between
laber and management which results
in serious strikes. A labor strike
against management is an industrial
battle and may well be compared
to military warfare between two na-
tions. This especially is true now,
while the cold war with Russia is
in progress, Some believe that a
national dictator is necessary (o
make labor and management co-
operate; but this seems unnecessary
in a nation which professes Christi-
anity and the teachings of Jesus.

1t will be difficult enough to hold
our own against competition from
abroad and domestic competition be-
tween corporations, without the
competition created by labor lead-
ers. Both stockholders and members
of the labor unions should realize
that wage increases without corres-
ponding increases in production or
quality are dangerous, They could
result
smaller dividends; and wageworkers
could suffer unemployment, to the
detriment of the nation as a whole.

“Good care does as much for the
spirit as it does for health,” said
Michigan Health Commissioner Dr,
Albert E. Heustis recently as he
called for study programs on pos-
sible improvements in care for the
aged.
“If you think about your own old
age, you know you don’t want to
end up in a cramped room, with in-
different care, tasteless meals and
few visitors,” he said,
Fortunately, most of the older
falks in Michigan nursing homes or
homes for the aged get good care.
x Kk %
Four years ago, the Legislature
authorized the Health Department
to license homes which met high
standards ~ prescribed by the de-
partment. The *“do’s and don’ts”
are long and detailed, but the bur-
den of the rules is that patients are
to have “personalized attention and
meticulous care.”
“‘As more people live longer, nurs-
ing homes become increasingly im-
portant,” Heustis said.

Young people might remember
that when they look inte the face
of an older person, they look into
a mirror of soris,” he said. *“Mosi
of us will live to a ripe old age
and our final years may be spent
in a nursing home,”

Heustis made a plea for increas-
ed family and comunity support to
make lives of the oldsters more
interesting.
“Most nursing homes and homes
for the aged are doing their best to
improve, and have made a great
deal of progress,” Heustis said, “But
they need much more family and
ccmmunity support to make old
houses into new homes for older
people.”
More than 16,000 patients are in
568 licensed homes in Michigan, the
department said.

Some of them are senile. Others
are paralyzed and bedfast, Some are
blind, Still others hobble about on
crutches ar use canes to help them
make their painful way.
But others are full of life and
vigor despite their advanced age.

All, no matter what their physi-
cal condition, need someone to
show an interest in them, Not only
do they nced interest from family
and community, but they need

financlal help In many cases,

In a meeting called to explain the
plan last Thursday at Saratoga
Farms in Novi the community rep-
resentatives ‘heard Ken W. Gre-
more, executive direotor of Peoples
Community Hospital Authority, out
line the steps for forming a hospital
authority and explain the advantages
of such a program,

The group was alsa addressed by
Calvin Moenfils, administrator of
Community General hospital in
Northville, who emphasized the area
need for adequate hospital facilities.

Tlie meeting was attended by of-
ficlals representing South  Lyon
and Lyon township, the village of
Miiford and Milford fownship, the
village of Novi and Novi township,
Salem, Wixom, Northville and
Northville township. The city and
township of Farmington are ex-
pecled {o send representatives to
the next meeting.

While the group was not polled
as to its opinion of the plan, interest
ran high and Allen was urged to
call another meeting with a smaller
group composed of a single repre-
sentative of each ccmmunity.

At this meeting, tentatively sched-
uled for August 11 in Wixom, Allen
will provide the officials with a
model resolution each governing
body would have to adcpt to place
the authority proposal on the ballot.

Action must be taken by Septem-
ber 1, deadline for submitting any
issue for inclusion on the November
ballet.

In general, the attitude of the
officlals was that immediale steps
should be taken to galn a hallet
spot and then a program under-
taken to explain the plan to the
volers. ‘
Gremore rev>wed the formation
of Pe:ples Community Hospital Au-
thority — first ever formed under
the state act. From a union of five
communities the Peoples Authority
now serves 19 governmental units
and Beyer hospital in Ypsilanti, An-
napolis and Outer Drive and is con-
structing a new hospital in Trenton.
Gremore likened the formation- of
an authority o an old-fashioned
“barn building bee” where residents
wark together to help one anather.
He pointed cut that, individually,
most communities cannot afford to
build and operate a hospital. Yet,
together under the state hospital
authority act, funds can-be obtained
to build a unit large encugh t serve
the needs cf all the communities.
Gremore pointed to other advan-
tages, such as purchasing savings
for larger facilities and available
federal aid. He explained that Peo-
ples Authority tried to keep ‘their
units from becoming ‘‘tco large”
and located so that all residents of
the authority area were within 12
miles of a hospital.

Monfils said a preliminary study
of the area — from Farmington to
Salem and Northville to Milford —
shows a need for approximately 100
beds, He added that a modern hos-
pital with adequate facilities costs
about $20,000 per bed. .

Specifically, a hospital autherity

may be formed by an approving
vote of a majaority of the qualified
electors of two or more cities, in-
corporated villages or townships.

The authority is governed by a
board «f directors a-ppointqd by
governing bodies of the participat-
ing units and further elected by_ the
appointees on a population basis.

The authorily then may levy a
tax up to four-ienths of a mitl (40
cents per thousand dollars of
cquallzed valuation). For the aver-
age home. owner (his tax would
amount to approximately $1.50
annually.

Under the act the authority has
the right to plan, acquire, construct,
jmprove, enlarge, own, maintain
and operate one cr more hospitals
Jocated within or without the bound-
aries of the authority.

Construction of hospitals is plan-
ned according to the center of pop-
ulation.

In many communities it will re-
quire a special meeting cf the gov-
erning board after August 11 to in-
troduce the resoluticn to place the
issue on the ballot.

Hit Nearby

Separate tragedies struck hemes
of twe prominent families in neigh-
bering communities Friday.

William G. Nixon, 35, past mayor
of Walled Lake, was accidentally
electrocuted Friday afternoon, and
James R. Sinclair, 16, son of the
mayor of South Lyon, and Robert
D. Rich, 16, were killed in an auto-
truck crash,

Father of three children, Gay 9,
Dawn 5 and Paula 3, Nixon was
working in his backyard when the
drill apparently short-circuited,
knecking him unconscious, police
said,

His wife, Virginia, pulled the drill
olug from the socket and a neigh-
ber administered artificial respira-
tion, but Nixon was pronounced dead
on arrival at St, Joseph Mercy hos-
pital in Pontiac,

Funeral services were conducted
Monday from the Walled Lake Meth-
cdist church, Burial was in White
Chapel cemetery, Troy.

Nixon served as maycr of Walled
Lake frem 1958 to 1959, He was man-
ager of the Richardszn-Bird Funeral
heme, president of the Walled Lake
Rotary club, and member of the
Walled Lake Methodist church and
Elks Lodge 810, Pontiac. He lived
at 1765 Altan Circle, Walled Lake.

The two South Lyon youths were
killed when their car smashed al-
ym7st head-on into a truck on.Pon-
tiac trail, one mile north of the
jcity. The truck driver was Truman
Redford of Milford.

A witness told police the driver
of the car, Sinclair was leaning to-
ward Rich as if lighting a cigaret
when the car smashed into" the
truck.

Sinclair was the son of Maycr and
Mrs, Herbert Sinclair, 215 East Lib-
erty, and Rich was the son of Mr.
and Mrs, Fred Rich, 171 Woodland
drive,

Funeral services were conducted
Monday by the Phillips Funeral
heme from the South Methodist
church. Burial for the Sinclair boy
was in the South Lyon cemetery,
and for the Rich boy in Lapham
cemetery on Brookville road.

Officials Seek

Dreams of a new Wixom city
hall came closer to reality last
Thursday as city councilmen be-
gan the impartant business of in-
terviewing architects.

Representatives from three ar-
chitecrural firms were present at
Thursday's meeting, pertinent in-

formation received from another,
’-and several others have indicated
interest,

Althcugh the council voiced inter-
'est in three architects last week
they prebably will not begin hiring
until several more firms have sub-
mitted estimates and references.
.Even so, the council has indicated
{it wauld like to get the building pro-
,gram started as soon as possible so
thet the new building could be oc-
cupied by winter,

Briefly outlining their plans to the
visiting architects, the council mem-
bers laid down. these basic require-
ments:

~ The bullding should be large

enough to house city hall facilities,

fire and police departments,

~ It should be a one-floor build-

ing, although possibly having a

basement for storage. i

— It should be attractive but

clasilcally bullt for future expan.

slon,

~ It should not cost more than
$31,000,

Two of the architects submitted
reugh sketehes of what a building
might look like — wusing the above
requirements as a guide. Beth were
rectangular in shape with approxi-
mately 3,000-square feet of floor
space,

In submitting the sketches, the ar-
chitects were quick to explain that
the drawings were cnly ideas and
were not intended to represent any
final product,

The next step of the council after
interviewing architects will be the
purchase of a site for the preposed
new building. According to one of-
ficial, the council has narrowed the

each containing approximately 10
acres — and will probably vote to
purchase property at its August 11
meeting,

Following the interviews Thurs-
day, the council members stepped
Into their first real council de-
bate since the start of the new
council several months ago,

The debate eruoted when Mayor
Donald Brooks asked for support of
his plan to permit Mrs. D’Arcy
Young to work a few. extra hours
o that she might prepare a
monthly financial statement for the
‘council and collect taxes for three
hours on Saturday mornings.

Then, in what seemed to be a
unanimous reply, the council mem-
bers insisted the financial statement
ar report was the responsibility of
the city treasurer as outlined in
the charter, Their reply also car-
ried this cautious note: “You may
have Mrs, Young do whatever work
you wish — but don't exceed your
budget.” '

The question was finally resolv-
ed when the mayor declared he
would go ahead with plans for
having a monthly report produced
— within the budget -- and would
at the council’s request ask City
Treasurer Evereit Pearsall to ap-
pear before the councll to explain
why he refused to prepare the
repord, ’

Still other business included:

— Decided nct to change the city
ordinance regulating the use of guns
since in the opinion of the council
and attorney the law already pro-
hibits the illegal use of weapons
and provides good protection for
citizens who are willing to cooper-
ate with police in prosecuting of-
fenders.

— Resclved to postpone the start
of a ccmpiliation or codification of
city ordinances, as outlined in the
charter, for three years.

— Directed the attcrney to pre-
rare a form tequiring performance
bonds in cases where bulldings are

Village Loses
More Acreage
To Township

Another village resident has been
granted disconnection from the vil-
lage of Novi, councilmen learned
Monday.

Jehn T. Meier, township justice
of peace, was granted disconnection
of 105 acres of his property on Hag-
gerty near 13 Mile road by Circuit
Court Judge Frederick C. Ziem last
week,

The court decision makes the third
such disconnection from the village
since inczrporation. Similar discon-
nections have been granted to Mrs,
Nellie Welfare for her 38-acre farm
at the northeast corner of Beck and
Pontiac trail, and to William Chase
for 156 acres of his property located
at the corner of Novi and Eight Mile
roads,

By disconnection, the three prop-
erties in question were withdrawn
from the village and now are gov-
erned solely by the township of
Novi.

As in the previous two cases,
Meier was granted “disconnection
detachment from the village under
a special ‘“‘agricultural statute”,
Under this statute a property owner
may withdraw from a village or city
it land is used for farming purposes
woly; if the land covers 10 acres or
more; if it is located on the village
or city boundary; and if it has not
been subdivided or platted.

Village Attorney Howard Bond,
alter inspection of the sites by the
police department, ackncwledged
that the Welfare and Meier prop-
erties met the stipulations of the
statute and thus, there was little
the village could do to prevent the
disconnection, He disagreed with the
court, however, on the Chase prop-
erty. This properly, in his opinion,
was not being used enough for farin-
ing to warrant disconnection. Obvi-

Novi and Wixom voters in the
main followed state trends Tues-
day in electing the Democratic
and Republican candidates who
will face each other in the presi-
dential election in November.

Although considerably more vot-
ers in these two communities went
to che polls than did two years ago,
officials were nct pleased with the
turnout in comparison to the num-
ber cf qualified voters.

In Novi, only 716 of the 2,300 regis-
lered voters cast their ballots, and
in Wixom, where a local man was
running for state office, 332 of the
680 qualified voters went to the
polls.

Paul D. Bagwell, the unopposed
Republican candidate for governor,
captured the greatest number of
votes in Novi, 353. Lt, Governor John
B. Swainson, who won the nod as
Democratic candidate for governor
in a surprise victory, pulled in 135
vetes in Novi, and he drew 143 votes
in Wixom compared to Bagwell's 99,
