Some $1200 from area con­
tractors has been turned over to 
tlie village to help pay for a pre­
liminary sewer study of the Rouge 
river water shed, council members 
learned Monday. 

The Novi council learned of the 
money from Village President 
Josepli Crupi during an unofficial 
council meeting. 

According to Crupi, severai locai 
contractors met with him iast week 
and indicated their wiiiingness to 
help the viiiage pay for its share 
of the proposed sewer study cost. 

Oakiand county officiais, who are 
spearheading a southwestern county 
sewer program, have set the viiiage 
share of the cost at $6,000. The 
township of Novi has aiready pledg­
ed its $1,500 share of the cost. 

The contractors decided Inform­
ally, Crupi said, to raise ajiproxl-
ma(eiy $4,200. with individual con­
tractors contributing nn average 
cf $300. Tile viiiage, he said, ivouid 
then iie faced ivilli raising the bal­
ance nf tile money — approximate­
ly $1,800. 
R. J. Aiexander, director of Oak­

land county department of public 
works, told Novi officials and resi­
dents last June that the total esti­
mated cost of the survey would be 
860,000. Municipalities which desire 
the study would share this total cost 

with the county. 
Individual costs for -area commu­

nities have been set at at $3,500 for 
Walled Lake, $2,500 for Wixom and 
$1,500 for Commerce. 

According to Aiexander, money 
for the survey wiii be returned to 
the participating communities once 
construction of sewers is started. 

The council has decided not to take 
any formal action in aliocating vii­
iage money for the survey untii it 
can be reasonabiy sure tiiat the con­
tractors wiii come up with $4,200. 
The eouncii contends that under the 
present budget it wouid be next to 
impossible to contribute more than 
$2,000. 

Presumably, this $2,000 would 
come from the viiiage contingency 
funds. 

In his discussion last June, Al­
exander suggested that Novl couid 
lap into liie Nortiiviiie iulcrceplor 
incatcd soutiieasl of that city. He 
said iic had learned from Wayne 
county officials that approximately 
six cubic feet of capacity is eur-
rciilly available in tiiis interceptor 
— and lliat oniy a commitment 
from Wayne is needed lo open It 
lo Novl. 
Alexander touched only briefiy on 

the matter of financing. He said the 
county -probably would put up the 
bonds — to be paid for by "install­
ments" by the participants — for 
construction of the central line. Art-

eries from this line, he said, would 
be paid for by special assessment 
based not upon acreage, but upon 
the number of units the property 
will house under local zoning. 

Once the survey of the. Rouge bas-
m is completed, he said, more spe­
cific costs to individuals could be 
estimated.

The Novi woman 
told her, she said, that the divorce 
would take about 00 days and cost 
$100. 

Sometime later, Mrs. McCardie 
called her to report that the divorce 
papers were ready but needed signa 
lures. 

The divorce papers, which were 
mailed to the Pontiac woman in 
1958, said the divorce was based 
upon "extreme and mental cruelty 
as set forth herein." 

It further stated: "All property 
and valuables become hers and 
his". The papers carried the ficti­
cious signature of "Judge D. M. 
Lutz". 

The Pontiac woman, who is ille-
gaily divorced from her first hus-
band, went to the prosecutor after 
a friend questioned the validity of 
the divorce. 

Although there is no evidence that 
Mrs. McCardle posed as an attorney 
in a Michigan court, Condit said, 
she may have done so in Kentucky. 

The prosecutor said his office may 
change the charge to a felony it it 
can determine that she obtained 
more than $100 in other alleged 
divorce cases. If changed to a fel­
ony. Mrs. McCardle could face up 
to five years in jail.

A new date for the referendum 
on the Pontiac trail rezoning issue 
may be set Monday as a result of 
a ruling this week by the secretary 
of state's office.

Angry over the delay of paving 
Orchard Hiils subdivision roads, res­
idents started suit iast week in Oak­
land county circuit court against the 
subdivision developer, a bonding 
company and Oakiand county. 

An August 16 hearing has been set 
before Judge Clark J. Adams to 
decide whether or not an immediate 
trial should be held. 

According lo Emery Jacques, 
altorney for the property owners, 
his ellcuts arc requesting an, iiti-
mediate Irlnl so that In tIic event 
their contentions are upheld by 
the court, paving can be siarled 
tills year. 
Defendants in the suit are the 

Stephen-Allen company, subdivision 
developer; Ben P. Fyke and Sons, 

Inc., which was to make impi-ove-
ments for Stephen-Allen; the New 
Amsterdam Casualty company, a 
bonding company, and the board of 
county road commissioners. 

Speciticaiiy, the biii of complaint 
charges that no paving has been 
done even though Fyke was to In­
stall grading, culverts, gravel and 
black-top in conformance with road 
commission specifications, and even 
though a $43,050 surety bond was 
executed in 1956. 

(Aithough paving equipment was 
moved into the subdivision and 
some road linprovemenl begun 
preliminary to bincktoppliig, Jne-
ques siild he has no plans lo drop 
liie suit. Similar road improve-
ment lias been dune in the past, 

he said, but biacktopping was 
never started). 
And further, the biii ot complaint 

charges that no work was done 
even though $22,000 was posted with 
the county by Stephen-Aiien so that 
Fyke migiit be paid as the road 
construction progressed; that this 
money was paid lo Fyke by the 
county; tiiat under the terms of the 
agreement, Slepheh-Ailen is to put 
up an additional amount of cash 
when Fyke begins black-top opera­
tions; that the roads are gravel at 
present but blacktop operations have 
never been started. 

Jacques contends that subdivi­
sion residents have paid for paved 
roads, yet In the pIist four yeors 
the unpavcd rouds/fiave been in 

a hazardous and dangerous condi­
tion. 
Max Dobrowitsky, president of 

Stephen-Allen, was asked several 
times by the village of Novi, offi­
cials of the subdivision association, 
and the county to compiete the 
roads, Jacques said. "But the pas­
sage of such an unreasonable period 
of time without the roads being 
paved belies his ever paving the 
roads, uniess he or the corporation 
he represents are forced to do so by 
court order.

In 1919 Mr. Ely came to North-
vlUe from Farmington 'and purchas-
ed the McCann Coal and Ice com-
pany establishing the C. R. Eiy 
company at 316 North Center street. 
He continued as head of the busi-
ness and in 1937 the firm -assumed 
its present name ot C. R. Ely and 
Sons with the entrance of his sons, 
Charies R. and E. Ivan, into the 
company. 

Before coming to Northvilie Mr. 
Ely organized nnd built the first 
two Ford automobiie agencies in 
Farmington. 

He served as a member ot the 
viliage eouncii in the twenties and 
was 'also a justice of the peace. Mr, 
Ely was the last living charter mem-
ber of the Northvilie Exchange club 
and a 32nd degree Mason in the 
Northvilie Lodge No, 186, 

He was born on June 12, 1881 in 
Farmington to Charles H, and Ade-
line Hatlon Ely. In addition to his 
sens, wiio both reside in Northvilie, 
he is survived by a daughter, Mrs, 
C, Harold Bloom of-Norlhville; four 
sisters, Mrs, Jane Melow and Mrs. 
Alma Hogle ot Plymouth, and Mrs. 
Ima Jean Becking and Mrs. Mary 
Johnson ot Farmington; and seven 
grandciiiidren and six gi-eat grand-
children. 

Services were conducted from the 
Casterline Funerai home with the 
Reverend Paul Cargo of the First 
Methodist church officiating. Inter­
ment was at Oakwood cemetery in 
Farmington.

Thus, the camping 
program has a dual purpose: 
an Immedintc psychoiogicai ef­
fect and a iong range effect 
upon the child and Ills envkon-
nicnt. 
Children from the training 

school are taken to the camp in 
groups of 80-100. Giris and boys 
are taken separateiy. 

Cottage counselors or individ­
uai group personnel at the school 
also attend camp, thus affording 
the children with friendly, fa­
miliar guidance during tlieir stay 
in the woods. 

The children and their leaders 
live in tents, sieep on bunks, eat 
foods cooked on army stoves — 
aii which are federal surplus 
products. There is nothing fancy 
about the camp, but it serves 
admirably — and most important, 
the chiidren love it. 

Recreation includes nature 
tours and explanations, footbail, 
softbaii, -horseshoes, boathig, 
swimming and just plain relax­
ation. Swimming at the public 
beach, iike many of the other 
activities, affords training school 
children the opportunity to mix 
with normai children — all-im-
pcrtant in chiid development. 

How dees a visitor gauge the 
program's success? By the laugh­
ter, the smiles and that secret 
aside: "Are you from the paper, 
Mr. ? Come on down to the river 
and I'll show you how to catch 
fish."

S P E A K I N G 

S e c o n d

Just returning from four days in nortiiern Micliigan and liie 
Upper Peninsula it's a littie iiard to get bacit at the oid gi-ind. 

But after enjoying the fresh air, lakes, pines, birch and deep 
green vegetation that seem more beautiful than ever this year, it's 
easy to undei'stand how an ai-gument might develop from pi'oposed 
commercial use of our northei'n wildeniess. 

A portion of this week's Michigan Miri'or column on this page 
deals with this probiem. 

I, for one, wouid bate to see the beauty of winding roads thi-ough 
thick, green woodiands destroyed for the sake of commercial or 
Industriai development. 

Yet some planned program to iiclp iift the rugged, shack-
iillcrcd conditions In many areas mu.st certainly bc found. 

The sight of a prosperous industrial development would destroy 
nothing of the view here and would replace evidence of a "frontier" 
that should be forgotten. 

The reference to Dr. flerbert's stand for a program of conser-
vation coupled with limited development would appear to be the 
plan to foiiow. 

Our north country is wondei-fui to enjoy and behold. It should 
be that way for its residents, too. From tiie number of "sideshow" 
signs luring tourists to view a phenomenon of nature hidden behind 
high fences, one gets the idea that steady employment must, indeed, 
be difficult to find. Jobs that would reduce some of these "attrac-
tions" would restore natural beauty already lost. 

One can't help but wonder after heai-ing the decision of state 
park officials concerning the possible establishment of a state park 
in Novi if these officials have ever been near our area. 

Tlieir ai'gumcnt against a slate park in Novi is tiial tlic 
area Is hugely "residential". 

Real estate agents with hundreds of acres for sale could probab­
ly punch a fast hole in this theoi-y. 

The matter arose as a result of some $00,285 willed to the state 
by the late Mrs. Mary. McGuire Power. The money was acquired 
from the sale of her lO Miie road property and she had stipulated 
that it shouid be used for a. park in Novi. 

Untii recentiy there was some doubt that the money would be 
earmarked for park purposes. Now, however, the attorney general . 
has ruled that the money may be used for a park in Novi —• or an- -
adjoining township. 

Representatives of the Novi Citizens' Development committee 
will try to convince park officiais at a meeting next week that there 
are a few acres remaining in Novi without houses that would make 
an ideal parksile. 

Politely, but firmly, Northvilie Councilman John Canterbury 
told the city manager Monday night that he had received many 
coIiiplaints about "hot-rodders" on residential streets in.the city. 

He'Said he iiad witnessed'some of these exhibition? of-fast ex-
celleration and burning of rubber, himself, and thought it was about 
time the police department clamped down on offenders. 

I agree. One slip by one of these fast-driving exhibitionists 
and a life could bc taken — a child, a child's pet - even thc 
show-off driver's life. 

The offenders have their favorite streets on which to practice. 
They usually know right where the police cars are located before 
giving a performance. 

But maybe one night, as Councilman Cantei-bury suggested, our 
entire police force should be waiting - in six cars if necessary _ 
and catch the sliow-offs in the act. 

I'm sui-e there are a number of residents who could suggest 
suitable penaities.

Babson Park, Mass. — It has been 
my custom to spend a part of each 
summer vsiting a different section 
of the country. This summer I have 
cliosen the slate of Maine, I have 
been truly astounded by its size, its 
coastline, and certainly its natural 
I'esources. 

Potato Industry 
Tlirough the compliments of the 

able president of the Bangor & 
Ai-oostook Raili'oad, Mr. W. Gordon 
Robertson, I have been able to travel 
through the approximately 150,000 
acres of growing potatoes. The 
plants were in fuii bloom witii their 
white blossoms when I took the trip, 
and I was able to talk with some of 
tlie leaders in the industry. The 
potato growers are more than "just 
farmers". They are progressive 
businessmen who are constantly 
seeking new varieties of potatoes 
and attempting to improve the qual­
ity of the crop. The best potatoes 
are marketed, while the small ones 
are used for producing frozen 'french 
frieds', pre-mashed potatoes, starch 
and other by-products. 

When you eat a finely flavored 
iiieaily potato, you have no idea of 
tiie patience, brains, and hard work 
wliicli have been -put into raising 
liie potato. Apparentiy the oniy thing 
which Aroostook County cannot con-
iroi is the rainfall, which may be 
loo much, or too little, or occur at 
wrong intervals. I understand that 
the two reasons why Idaho potatoes 
are such a strong competitor to 
Maine potatoes is because the Idaho 
potato growers use considerable ir-
igation and freely spend money on 

advertising. Maine people need ed 
iicatioii on the y.ilue of advertising. 
'Preceding myltrip through Aroo-
look County I spent severjii hours 

with Dean Winlhrop Libby, wiio 
probably knows m'ore about pota­
toes tiian anyone in Maine. He ex 
plained that the potato is really a 
part of a stem, and not a seed, or a 
bulb, or a root. In fact, the tiny po 
Into seeds which come from the 
lilo.ssoms are of no use to the in­
dustry. As most readers know, new 
potatoes are obtained by cutting an 
old potato into several pieces, each 
containing one or two "eyes" which 
develop sprouts and give us the new 
potatoes. 

Dean Libby's wife, who was a 
teacher of Home Economics, says 
that the perfect menu from a diet­
ician's standpoint is a potato with

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a piece of butter thereon, a glass 
of milk, and some orange juice or 
fruit. Furthermore, the potato con-
tains oniy 20 percent starch com­
pared with 40 percent in bread and 
GO percent in rice — hence it is 
really a food for reducing, rather 
than being fattening. Maine is very 
backward in not advertising this. 

The Paper Products Industry 

I am toid that 90 percent of the 
great stale of Maine is covered with 
growing timber; aiso tiiat this tim­
ber is growing faster than it is be­
ing cut and used. I was astounded 
to stand at the Searsport terminal 
of the Bangor & Aroostook Rail­
road and see a ship 400 -feet long 
loaded with newsprint made frojii 
Maine trees by the Great Northern 
Paper company. There, however, 
are several other paper miils in 
Maine. Your newsboy probabiy de­
livers to many of you each day 
state of Maine newsprint; and even 
the books which you read and your 
telephone directory might well have 
been printed on paper made by 
Maine mills. Maine is also benefit­
ing from, the gi'owth in packaging 
of almost everything sold in super­
markets, as well as from the in­
crease in use of cartons and box-
boards. These products, however, 
are suffering from lack of proper 
advertising. 

Thc state of Maine Is doing very 
little to help the manufacturer of 
these paper products. This espec­
ially applies lo neivsprlnt, which 
is absolutely dependent upon news-
print advertising. Radio and tele­
vision advertising and tlic beau-
llfully colored magazine adver­
tisements aie all Indirectly aided 
by federal govci'nnient; but the 
state of Maine is doing nothing to 
increase newspaper advertising, 
the promotion of which is left to 
individual neivspapers. 
Yet, the state of Maine "is iargeiy 

dependent upon Ihe âdvertising 
which the newspapers of the coun­
try — yes, and of the world — carry. 
As newspaper advertising increases, 
tlie number of pages of newspapers 
increases and the demand for news-
print increases. Inversely, as the 
number of pages of newspapers de­
creases, the demand for newsprint 
decreases proportionately. Further­
more, the continued prosperity of 
this nation depends upon increased 
use of newspaper advertising. I only 
wisli the Legislature of the stale of 
Maine would realize its responsibili­
ty in helping to build our nation's 
prosperity by stimulating newspap­
er advertising. 

Oiiporlunllies for Young Pcojiie 

There are numerous small indus­
tries which should attract young 
people to Maine. Unfortunately, too 
many young people are leaving the 
slate. This sad fact, however, fur­
nishes more opportunities to young 
people from other states to come to 
Maine and start a small business. 
There are in Maine small woolen 
and other textile mills, shoe factor­
ies, iobster and other fishing and 
canning faciiities, and possible 
forms of mineral extraction. The 
field of recreation also holds many 
opportunities for starting a small 
independent business. Maine's sur-
•pius of water power makes for rea­
sonable electric rates; its freedom 
from state income taxes allows rea­
sonable operating costs; wiiiie its 
labor situation is especialiy favor­
able. The efficiency of tiie workers 
is to be commended. Maine people 
are instinctively religious and con­
scientious, niey are anxious to give 
a day's work and are naturally in­
genious. 

For young people wlio want an 
independent business, I especially 
recommend that they visit Augusta, 
Maine and see the Department of 
Economic Development, or Dr. Rob­
ert G. Doyle of the State Geological 
Department. I especially commend 
the good work of Dr. Robert L. 
Dow of the Sea & Shore Fisheries 
Department. Any ambitious young 
person can well spend two or three 
days at the State House at Augusta, 
Maine, where he will find intelligent 
experts eager to help him. 

Tlie greatest of ail oppnrlunlties 
lies In selling advertising to Maine 
potato growers, to Maine's manu-
faclurci-s of paper producLs, and 
to those hi the state producing a 
hundred other commodities. Nat­
ural resources arc of little ii.sc 
unless accompanied by the courage 
and "gumption".of advcrlisiuR.

THE watchdog over Michigan's 
money matters is the Auditor Gen-
eral, a position now held by Otis 
M. Smith. 

Until tiie first of the year, the 
Auditor General's office aiso wrote 
the state's checks and baianced — 
or tried to balance — the check­
book. 

An act of the 1959 Legislature 
created a situation not unlike one 
llial could be found in many homes. 

» t » 
The Treasury Department, like a 

good wife, has taken over the task 
of writing and disbursing warrants 
against the state. But the Auditor 
General's department, like a good 
husband, still retains the power to 
check fiscal operations and see that 
Uie books balance. 

The philosophy behind the change 
was that one agency ought not to 
liave bolli pre-audit and post-audit 
powers. 

Action of the Auditor General is 
now concentrated on checking not 
only the Treasury department, which 
handles state payrolls, welfare pay­
ments and general expenditures 
made by tlie Department of Admin­
istration, but the operations of all 
state agencies which have substan­
tial money matters in their own 
hands. 

• • « 
Chief among these ivould bc thc 

IIIghway Department, Department 
of Revenue, the larger regulatory 
agencies, colleges, hospitals and 
prisons. 

Agencies which have major fi­
nancial iiiattcrs in their hands 
are audited annually. Those with 
lesser iioivcrs arc audited each 
two or three years. 

In addition, a commercial firm 
of iuiditors is hired every year to 
audit tiic Auditor Gcnerai's opcr-
nlioiis. 

• * » 
The County Audit Division of the 

Auditor Generai's department is sup­
posed to examine the books, ac­
counts and financial affairs of each 
county department and institution 
annually. 

However, understaffing permits 
oniy periodic checks with commer­
cial accounting firms doing part of 
the work. 

Tilings the Auditor General looks 

for m going over the books of state 
or county agencies include: Wheth­
er procedures Involving systems and 
records conform lo the laws; whe­
ther the handling of funds and prop­
erty has been done properly; and 
whether cost accounting records and 
reports are adequate and effective. 

t » * 
The great debate over use of wil­

derness areas, particularly in the 
Upper Peninsula, for commercial 
operations still rages. 

It seems to involve -a basic con­
flict of philosophies that will be dif-
fiouit, if not utterly impossible, to 
reconcile in the forseeabie future. 

On- the one hand are the conser­
vationists, who say certain wild 
areas should be preserved for pos­
terity as the one last frontier. 

• * » 
But those who advocate maximum 

industrial and commercial opera­
tions as a way to -make Miciiigan 
richer and give the state a better 
competitive position nationaiiy say 
use can be made of many if not 
most of the wiiderness areas without 
harming tiieir vaiue as naturai at­
tractions. 

Conservation gi'oups, outdoorsmen 
and plain nature-lovers take the 
first position, whiie commerciai in­
terests, e c o n o m i c development 
groups and private businessmen 
take the second stand. 

The conservationists won one 
round when permission was refused 
for mineral exploration in the Por­
cupine Mountains State Park. 

* • • 
A powerful spokesman on record 

for liiiiited development of wilder-
ness areas Is Dr. Paul Herbert, 
chief of rcsearcli for the Michigan 
Economic Development Depart­
ment, ivlio says conservation, not 
preservation, of natural resources 
is Ihc key to prosperous opcrallon 
of both tourist businesses and In-
dii.strial and commercial firms. 

Herbert said loo much conccn-
tration on the preservation of wild 
areas would "further Impoverish 
Ihe Upper Peninsula." 

« • * 
AN ILLUSTROUS statesman who 

was also an illustrious scholar left 
his mark on state, national and in­
ternational politics and also had one 
of Michigan's state office buildings 
named after him. 

Gen. Lewis Cass held six appoint-̂  
ments as territorial governor of 
Michigan between 1813 and 1828. 

He served in the United States 
Senate and as Minister to France. 
Throughout his career in pubiic ser­
vice, Cass continued to do research 
on historical and governmental mat-
ters and was almost a prolific writ­
er on the subjects. 

Among his other contributions. 
Gen. Cass was recognized as one of 
the young nation's foremost authori­
ties on the American Indian. He 
spread bis efforts, however, to num­
erous historical fields and questions 
of the day. 

An important facet of his charac­
ter was the way in which he en­
couraged others to scholarly activity.

De.ipltc tiie "scare", tiic 34-ycar-
eld Eastern Michigan university 
sophomore, who lives at 42777 8 
Mile road, claims sky diving Is a 
sate, tlu-Illing sport wilh no equal. 
And Mlhc is not alone. The hund­
reds of young men and women who 
head for Ihe nation's airports each 
week attest to the sport's growing 
popularity. 
Mike, who will join several other 

outstanding Michigan chutists in the 
state championship jump at the 
Novi Gala Day ceiebration August 
27, began jumping oniy -last sprmg. 
He logged 16 jumps in 42 days — 
then on July 14 he suffered a simple 
leg fracture when bis chute failed 
to function properly. 

Far form discouraged, he jumped 
again two weeks ago, this time into 
a lake to prevent reinjury to his leg. 

"My leg's okay how,'' he said 
last week still showing a limp, "so 
I'Il begin making Iand jumps 
again. I'll be In fine shape for 
Ihe Novi Jump.'' 
Mike served four years in the air 

force where he first became inter­
ested in jumping. But it was not 
until -the parachuting exhibition at 
Novi last year that he decided to 
take up the sport. He joined the 
Michigan Sky Diving team which 
meets weekly at Milan. 

New members of his club take 
only a few basic lessons before 
making their first static-line jump. 
A static-lme juIhp means the chute 
is opened automatically, he explain­
ed. Members must make at least 
five such jumps before beginning 
"free falls". 

Sky diving does not begin until 
free falls start. A chutist who pitch­
es himself into space and releases 
his chute Is free falling; a chutist 
who plunges into space and glides 
downward while executing turns, 
dives and spins before releasing 'his 
chute is a sky diver. 

According to Mike, the greatest 
thrill of tills sport Is being able 
to glide Uirough tlie sky by using 
arms as wings. 'You actualIy come 
ciose to ImItatIng a bIrd — but of 
course you're faIlUig steadily all 
the time and must open the chute 
before It's too late.'' 
The most critical moment of every 

jump, he explained, occurs within 
the last few hundred feet to the 
ground. At this point the jumper 
must be ready for the touch down. 
An improper landing can result in 
serious injury. 

But the jumper who knows how 
to touch and roll is in no danger, 
he added. "Sometimes landing feels 
about the same as if you were jump­
ing off the roof of a house — and 
sometimes it's like stepping off a 
porch step." 

What makes military jumping 
more dangerous? 

According to Mike, the weight the 
paratrooper carries, and his "sleeve­
less" chute are two reasons for the 
increased danger. 

When Uic shy diver's chute 
springs from Its holster, a long 

of sky diving to the beginner is the 
fact that he packs his own chute. 
But in Mike's woi-ds, "Who is going 
to use more care than the fellow 
who intends to jump?"

An area resident, Lt. Col. Harvey 
D. Cook of 39620 Nine Mile road, 
crashed a flaming jet attack fighter 
into Lake Erie early Wednesday 
morning shortly after taking off 
from Grosse He Naval Air Station. 

His condition was described as 
"fair" Wednesday noon at Wyan­
dotte General hospital. 

Cook moved to Novi from To­
ledo about I'/ii years ago and is 
employed In Detroit as a structur­
al cngiiieer. He Is married and 
has two children. 

His flight was part of routine 
training being taken durmg a two-
week summer tour of the Maruie air 
reserve. Col. Cook is commander 
cf Marine Attack Squadron 222, sta­
tioned at Grosse lie. 

Piloting a Douglas AD 5-N sky 
raider jet, Col. Cook took off at 7:00 
a.m. Wednesday. Shortly after take­
off he reported an uncontrollable 
fire in the cockpit. His wing man 
radioed "May day" distress signal 
as Cook's plane crash landed into 
Lake Erie about 13 miles south of 
the naval air station and three miles 
off shore just east of the Enrico 
Fermi atomic power plant near 
Monroe. 

Early reports stated that Cook 
suffered second and third degree 
burns on both legs. 

His rescue was made by helicopter 
and he was being taken to the hos­
pital withta 25 minutes of the time 
his plane crashed into thewater.

"Both of us," they said, "who 
have had extensive experience with 
such chiidren, feel that children with 
reading problems of a serious na­
ture, are more difficuit to teach and 
thus require a teacher with exten­
sive traming in remedial reading." 

The resolution was defeated 
when the remaining three hoard 
mcmhcrs contended that under the 
current budget such an expendi­
ture would bc prohibitive. 
This resolution was one of a 12-

pnint program which Ambinder and 
MacBride attempted to "push 
through" at last week's board meet­
ing. Seven of these were passed;

F a c e s P r o b l e m s 

The second meeting of area community representatives seeking to 
establish a hospital authority produced obstacles iliat threaten the unan­
imity of the joint effort. 

Citizens representing 14 communities met in Wixom last Friday 
evening in an attempt to complete plans to place the question of form­
ing an area hospital authority on 
the November ballot. 

It would appear that, with not 
more than two or three exceptions, 
the representatives would recom­
mend adoption of such a resoiution 
to their respective governing bodies. 

A difference of opinion, hoiv-
ever, as to the eventual openition 
of an authority hospital now con-
fronls tlie group. 

The plan was further complicated 
by the reticence of some represen­
tatives to push the issue fast enough 
to gain a spot on iihe November 
ballot. According lo Mayor A. M. 
Alien, Northviiie member ot the 
committee, eiection laws permit pro­
posals to be placed on the ballot 
as late as September 15. Whiie he 
wouid favor prompt action, some 
communities suggest an April elec 
lion date. 

Probably the most delicate of 
the problems, however, is the In-
sislance liy Wixom and tile viiiage 
of Mlifoi-d that it should be under­
stood at tlie outset tliat the pro-
posed auhorlty hospial should per­
mit combined use by osteopaths 
and MD's.

A proposed preliminary sewer 
study moved closer to reality this 
week with a report to the council 
that Novi has received $3,300 from 
local contractors and property own 
ers to help pay the village share 
of the study. 

Accorduig to Harold Ackley, vil 
lage coordinator, 11 contractors and 
property owners have contributed 
the money. He said two or three 
more may also contribute, bringing 
the tctal to at least $4,200. 

The council had previously com­
mitted itself — unofficially — to 
raise the remainder of the $6,000 
wliioh is the village's share of the 
study cost. A resolution indicating 
to the county the village's willing­
ness to participate financially in the 
study is expected to be voted upon 
at the council's next meeting. 

The township of Novl lias already 
pledged its $1,500 share oi the $60,-
000 total study cost.

S e t t l e m e n t 

A possibility that the long-dis­
puted trailer park issue may be 
resolved without a referendum was 
apparent Monday as village couti-
cilmen took up the matter of set­
ting a new election date. 

Faced with the problem of find­
ing a suitable date following a de­
cision last weelc by state officials 
that tlie referendum could not be 
held in conjunction with the presi­
dential election, the council consid­
ered a suggestion of Councilman 
Philip Anderson that the desputed 
property be rezoned to an agricul­
tural status. 

Anderson's suggestion might very 
well have prompted action Moii-
day, but the council deeided to 
withhold its decision until it learn­
ed whether or not reversal of a 
resolulIon Is IegaI. 
If a reversal is legal, the council 

will once again have two choices 
of action: 

Set a new eiection date or change 
the zoning classification of 108 acres 
of property owned by Glenn Buff­
myer from R-3 (trailer parks) back 
to agriculture. 

Councii members voted last June 
to hold the special election since 
close to 400 citizens petitioned them 
for the referendum. They set the 
election for November 8, hoping to 
save money by holding it in con­
junction with the township-conducted 
presidential election. 

The fact that Buffmyer has decid­
ed not to establish a trailer park on 
his farm because of strong opposi­
tion from neighbors and the fact 
that an election may cost the vil 
lage up to $1,000 are two of the 
strongest points in favor of reversing 
the zoning — now behig considered 
by the council. 

Although the possibility of such a 
reversal seems close to reality. 
President Joseph Crupi re-empha­
sized Monday his reasoning for vot­
ing for the rezoning. He stated that 
he and the other council members 
had been assured by the village at­
torney and planning consultant that 
denial would reralt in a court suit 
which the village probably would 
lose. 

In other business Monday, tlic 
council heard an cxpiaiuition hy 
Jnines W. Taylor on why hc wauts 
3VJ! acres of his property at the 
southwest corner of Novi and 10 
Mile roads changed from a C-1 
elassirication to C-2. 
According to Taylor the pi'operty, 

if rezoned, definitely will be used 
'as a site for a gasoline station. His 
home iocated on the property would 
not be removed. His son would op­
erate the station. 

According to Community General 
Hospitai Administrator Caivin Mon 
fils, this decision is a matter: for 
the authority toi. settle once it. is 
formed. "Tiie" Wixom and Milford 
groups, however, are pushing for 
adoption cf a resolution that will 
assure the combination-type facility 
before the authority question is 
•placed on the ballot. 

While it is not yet dear whether 
the committee wiii continue its ef­
forts to resoive their probiems in 
time for the November ballot, ano­
ther meeting has been called for 
August 26. 

Mayor Allen told the Northvilie 
city councii Monday night that he 
hopes the councii will adopt a reso­
lution caiiing for a November vote 
at the September 6 NorthviUe coun­
cii meeting. On the same evening, 
however, the Novi viiiage councii 
decided not to take action on the 
matter because it was C r̂nicUman 
Waiter Tuck's understanding that 
the authority vote would not be pro­
posed unil April. 

Meanwhile. South Lyon has al­
ready passed a resolution favoring 
a vote on the proposed authority. 

At the August 26 Milford meeting 
in the Bei-tha Baker school, which 
has been designated as a session 
onen to the public, a representative 
of the Detroit Area Hospital council 
will address the group. 

Joint use of the hospital by osteo­
paths and MD's is certain to be the 
main matter of discussion. Accord­
ing to Monfils, Northviiie, Farm­
ington and Plymouth would oppose 
Wixom and Milford on the question. 

In the two meetings to date the 
following communities have been 
represented: Novi village and town̂  
ship ;Parmlngton city and town 
ship; Northvilie city and township; 
Salem and Lyons township; South 
Lyon; Milford village and township; 
Wixom and Walled Lake. 

While Plymouth was not officially 
represented by its city council, the 
meeting was attended by Dr. Barry 
Alford of Plymouth. According to 
Mayor Alien and Monfils, Plymouth 
has expressed some interest. It is 
generally believed that Walled Lake 
and Livonia, once considered as 
possible members, will not join the 
effort. 

Specifically, the proposed hospi­
tal authority plan, if approved by 
voters of two or more townships, 
villages or cities, permits establish­
ment of an "authority"' with the 
power to levy a tax up to four-tenths 
of a mill on the stae equalized as­
sessed vaiuaion. This authority is 
made up ot representatives of the 
communities it serves and has the 
power to plan, build, buy, improve, 
enlarge, maintain, etc., one or more 
hospitals within or without the 
boundaries of the authority. 

The assessed valuation of the area 
under consideration amounts to 
about $150,000,000, not including 
Plymouth. A four-tenths mill levy 
would yield about $60,000 annually. 
The inclusion of the city of Ply­
moutli (the township has said it is 
not interested) would boost the val­
uation by $21 million, for an addi­
tional tax income of $8,000.

Wixom may have Its new city hall by December or January as the 
result of action taken Thursday by tlie city council. 

Council members voted unanimously to purchase seven acres of 
land located south of Pontiac trail, east of the C&O railroad, at a cost 
of 517,000. 

The council also voted to retain Kainlauri, MacMullan Si Associ­
ates, Inc. of Ann Arbor as the nrdistectural firm to draw up plans for 
the new city hall. 

this stabiiization process has al 
ready been compieted on Potter 
road. City officiais hope to com-
Dlete nreiiminary paving this year 
then begin work next year on Beck 
road. 

Each year the council expects to 
spend close to $20,000 on road con­
struction. 

Other council business last week 
— Approval of tlie fire protection 

Ci.-.tr.-.ct v';,!;h the village of Novi at 
a yearly cost of $3,000 to be placed" 
on a pro rata basis should Wixom 
acquire its own police equipment 
before the contract year ends. The 
csntract was approved by the Novi 
council Monday night. 

— Denial cf a request by Judge 
William Welke that his wife he paid 
$49.69 for ciericai work in assisting 
him during the month of Juiy. The 
mayor, who recommended the de-
niai, after claiming 'that the recent 
increase of Welke's saiary was to 
inciude cost of ciericai help. 

Bro!:ks explained that he had con­
crete information showing, that Mrs. 
D'Arcy Young works for the city, 
can iegaily do clerical work for the 
judge. An offer to let Mrs. Young 
perform this ciericai work had been 
rejected by the judge on grounds 
that she was an assistant to the 
clerk and because in the past she 
has assisted police in delivering ar­
rested women to the county jaii. 

In a letter to the councii. Welke 
suggested that since the court files 
were in his home it would be more 
convenient and less expensive to 
have clerical work performed in his 
home. He further stated that if his 
home continued to be used to house 
court files he would charge a month­
ly rental of $50. 

The matter was resolved when the 
council decided to keep all such 
court records under lock at the city 
hall. 

Quick action by the council In 
voting to purchase the properly 
ivas prompted mainly by the urg-
eney of providing housing for the 
new fire truck which the cily will 
receive In December through the 
cooperation of the Ford Motor 
company. 

The cily has been told that it 
must provide adequate housing for 
the truck. 

Since the proposed new, one-story 
city hall will include police and 
fire department faciiities. Mayor 
Donald Brooks urged immediate 
purchase so that building could be­
gin soon. A representative of the 
architectural firm has indicated that 
the buiidng couid be ready by the 
time Wixom receives the new truck. 

A key to the land purchase from 
Mr. and Mrs. John Chambers, 49085 
Pontiac trail, was the arrangement 
for payment, 

Bi'iefly, here is the arrangement: 

The city currently has $26,000 in 
its speciai fund resuiting from the 
division of assets with Novi town­
ship. Since the property cost $17,000 
Hnd_;N' proposed buiiding wiii cô t 
about $3l,000, this fund is far short 
of the needed money. And no other 
monies were allocated in the cur­
rent budget for such expenditures. 

Approached by city officials, the 
Chambers' agreed to sell their 
properly on a five-year payment 
plan. The doivn payment will he a 
token $L 

With arrangement for the property 
purchase out of the way, the city 
through tlie efforts of Attorney 
David Utley and Accountant Robert 
Clark, were able to secure a $5,000 
personal loan from the Chambers' 
to be paid back next year. This 
money was borrowed to make up the 
difference between the $26,000 and 
the anticipated $31,000 cost of the 
new building. 

By these arrangements, Utley ex 
plained, the city can save close to 
$10,000 which would be necessary in 
conventional financing by a bond 
issue. 

Boiled down, the city will owe ap-
proximately $22,000 — not counting 
and 5 percent interest on the loan 
and mortgage. 

Aithough the vote to purchase the 
property was unanimous, at least 
two councilmen indicated they were 
not entirely satisfied with the pur­
chase. 

Councilman R. W. Lahti stated 
that he was inclined to vote no, but 
because the matter required unanl-
mous consent and since feilow coun-
cilmen felt it was a sound Invest­
ment he voted favorabiy. 

His objections included: 

Hc was not satisfied with the 
planning consultants' reeommenda-
lion that tile city hall should be 
located south of Pontiac Trail; that 
in the long run seven acres will 
not be adequate for the city hall 
and civic center; and that the un-
orthodox financial transaction, re-
gardless of lis merit, has on the 
surface "unusual connotations". 

Lahti conciuded that Wixom has 
a poor city layout to begin with — 
"and I hope we don't add to this 
incongruity." 

Councilman Fred Beamish indi-
cated the necessity of providing fire 
department facilities was the only 
reason for his favorable vote. 

Councilman Oscar Simmons said 
he might have agreed with Lahti 
if the city had an alternate plan for 
housing.the. fire equipment. He add­
ed th.-'f adjoininsr land probably 
could be .purchased in the future to 
eniarge the city hall-civic center 
site. 

In discussing the impending pur-
chase. Councllnian Gunnar Met-
tala einnhaslzcd that the Cham-
bers' had not offered their land 
for sale io the eity — but that 
city officials had approached the 
counle and requcsied that It be 
sold lo tlic city. Councilwoman 
Chambers did not vote on the mat­
ter. 

The property contains 5.25 acres' 
ot unplotted land and eight lots. It 
also includes the right-of-way to the 
old Wixom street and an old build­
ing. " — ••-I--;. • •*'*iAi 

It was pointed out at the meeting 
that many parcels of land had been 
considered for purchase, but ac-
cording to the mayor, the property 
belonging to Mr. and Mrs. Chamb­
ers was the most land the city could 
get near the center of Wixom foi 
the money. 

"We are crowded here," Brooks 
said, "and are paying a tremendous 
amount ot rent." 

The present city hail facilities — 
a converted house owned by Gerald 
and William Abrams — is being 
rented to the city for $125 a month.
