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He Soars

Without Wings

Wind sweeps past your face as;
you climb out onto the wheel and
cling to the wing strut.

White fleecy clouds drift by over-
head.

Then suddenly your hands unlock
and you fall backward into the emp-
tiness of space.

Far Northville sky diver Mike
Madigan the only terrifying aspect
of jumping into space is packed into
a few seconds before the fall, But
standing on the wheel of a plane at
a height <f 5,000 feet is no plact; to
change your mind — so ycu shiver
a few times and...

Despite the “seare”, the 24-year-
olil Eastern Michigan university
sophomore, who lives al 42717 8
Mile road, claims sky diving is a
safe, thrilling sport with no equal.
And Mike is not alene. The hund-
reds of young men and women who
head for the nation’s airports each
week attest to the sport’s growing
popularity.

Mike, who will join several other
outstanding Michigan chutists in the
state championship jump at the
Novi Gala Day celebration August
27, began jumping only last spring.
He logged 16 jumps in 42 days —
then on July 14 he suffered a simple
leg fracture when his chute failed
to function properly.

Far form discouraged, he jumped
again two weeks ago, this time into
a lake to prevent reinjury to his leg.

“My leg's ckay now,” he sald
last week still showing a llmp, ‘‘so
Il begin making land jumps
again, Pll be in fine shape for
{he Novi jump.”

Mike served four years in the air
force where he first became inter-
ested in jumping. But it was not
until the parachuting exhibition at
Novi last year that he decided to
take up the sport, He joined {Jhe
Michigan Sky Diving team which
meets weekly at Milan,

New members of his club take
only a few basic lesscns before
making their first static-line jump.
A static-line jump means the chlgte
is opened automatically, he explain-
ed. Members must make at least
five such jumps before beginning
“free falls'.

Sky diving does not begin until
free falls start. A chutist who pitch-
es himself into space and releases
his chute is free falling; a chutist
who plunges into space and glides
downward while executing turns,
dives and spins before releasing his
chute is a sky diver.

According to Mike, the greatest
thelll of this sport Is belug able
to glide through the sky by using
arms as wings. ‘You actually come
close to imitating a bird — but of
course you're falling steadily alt
the time and must open the chute
before it's too late.”

The most critical moment of every
jump, he explained, occurs within
the last few hundred feet to the
ground. At this point the jumper
must be ready for the touch down.
An improper landing can result in
serious injury.

But the jumper who knows how
to touch and roll is in no danger,
he added. “Sometimes landing feels
about the same as if you were jump-
ing off the roof of a house — and
sometimes it's like stepping off a
poreh step.”

What makes military jumping
more dangerous?

According to Mike, the weight the
paratrooper carries, and his “sleeve-
less” chute are two reasons for the
increased danger.

When the sky diver's chute

in Space

sleeve pulls away, allowing the

chute to gradually ‘“bubble” or
fill with air. The mllitary chute
Iias no sleeve, thus when released
it bubbles almost instantaneously.
This is the reason paratroopers
experience the shock of an abrupt,

sometime injurious hounce as the
chute opens, he said.

Probably one of the most surpris-
ing and perhaps unappealing aspects
of sky diving to the beginner is the
fact that he packs his own chute.
But in Mike's words, “Who is going
to use more care than the fellow
who intends to jump?”

A special meeting of the Novi
school board is expected to draw a
large crowd next Wednesday night
when the board takes up the matter
of hiring a remedial reading teach-

Two new board members, Walter
Ambinder and John McBride, who
last week saw their resolution to
hire a full-time highly-trained reme-
dial reading teacher scuttled, have
indicated that they will continue to
fight for this and other measures.

“Both of us,” they said, “who
have had extensive experience with
such children, feel that children with
reading problems of a serious na-
ture, are more difficult to teach and
thus require a teacher with exten-
sive training in remedial reading.”

The resolution was defeated
when the remaining three board

— A requirement that feachers
without college degrees: take not
less than eight semester hours of
college courses per year and net
more than four semester hours
per semester, (According {o Mac-
Bride, 40 percent of the Novi
teachers do not have degrees);

— A proposal to increase the safe-
ty of children riding school buses
by shortening bus routes;

— Establishment of a committee

Council Eyes
Trailer Park

Settlement

A possibility that the long-dis-
puted trailer park issue may be
resolved without a referendum was
apparent Monday as village coun-
cilmen took up the matter of set-
ting a new election date, -

Faced with the problem of find-
ing a suitable date following a de-
cision last week by stace officials
that the referendum could nor be
held in conjunction with the presi-
dential election, the council consid-
ered a suggestion of Councilman
Philip Anderson that the desputed
property be rezoned to an agricul-
tural status,

Anderson’s suggestion might very
well have prompted action Mon-
day, but the council decided to
withhold its decision until it learn-
ed whether or not reversal of a
resolution Is legal.

If a reversal is legal, the conncil
will once again have two choices
of action:

Set a new election date or change
the zoning classification of 108 acres
of property owned by Glemn Buff-
myer from R-3 (trailer parks) back
to agriculture,

Council members voted last June
to hold the special election since
close to 400 citizens petitioned them
for the referendum. They set the
election for Novembher 8, hoping to
save money by holding it in con.
junection with the township-conducted
presidential election,

The fact that Buffmyer has decid-
ed not to establish a trailer park on
his farm because of strong opposi-
tion from neighbors and the fact
that an election may cost the vil-
lage up to $1,000 are {wo of the
strongest points in favor of reversing
the zoning — now being considered
by the council,

Although the possibility of such a
reversal seems close to reality,
President Joseph Crupi re-empha-
sized Monday his reasoning for vot-
ing for the rezoning. He stated that
he and the other council members
had been assured by the village at-
torney and planning consultant that
denial would recult in a court suit
which the village probably would
lose.

In other business Monday, the
council heard an explanation by
James W. Taylor on why he wanis
3% ncres of his property at the
southwest corner of Novi and 10
Mile roads changed from a C-1
classification to C-2,

According to Taylor the property,
if rezoned, definitely will be used
‘as a site for a gasoline station. His
home lacated on the property would
not be removed. His son would op-

erate the station,

A

Hospital Authority
Faces Problems

The second meeting of area community representatives secking to
establish a hospital authority produced obstacles that threaten the unan-

imity of the joint effort,

ing an area hospital authority on
the November ballot.

It would appear that, with not
more than two or three exceptions,
the representatives would recom-
mend adoption of such a resolution
to their respective governing bodies,

A difference of opinfon, how-
ever, as (o the eventual operatfon
of an authority hospital now con-
fronts the group.

The plan was further complicated
by the reticence of some represen-
tatives to push the issue fast enough
to gain a spot on the November
ballot. According to Mayor A. M.
Allen, Northville member of the
committee, election laws permit pro-
posais to be placed on the ballot
as late as September 15. While he
would favor prompt action, some
communities suggest an April elec-
tion date.

Probably the wost delicale of
the problems, however, is the in-
sistance hy Wixem and the village
of Milford that it should be under-
stood at the oulset that the pro-
posed auhority hospial should per-
mit combined use by ostecopaths
and MD's, :

According to Community General
Hospital Administrator Calvin Mon-
fils, this decisicn is a matter. for
the authority toy settle once it . is
formed. "‘The” Wixom and ~Milford
groups, however, are pushing for
adoption cf a resolution that will
assure the combination-type facility
before the authority question is
placed on the ballot.

While it is not yet clear whether
the committee will continue its ef-
ferts to resolve their problems in
time for the November ballot, ano-
ther meeting has been called for
August 26,

Mayor Allen told the Northville
city council Monday night that he
hopes the council will adept a reso-
lution calling for a November vote
at the September 6 Northville coun-
cil meeting, On the same evening,
however, the Novi village . council
decided not to take action on the
matter because it was Councilman
Walter Tuck’s understanding that
the autherity vote would not be pro-
posed unil April.

Meanwhile, South Lyon has al-
ready passed a resolution favoring
a vote on the proposed authority.

At the August 26 Milford meeting

in the Bertha Baker school, which
has been designated as a session
onen to the public, a representative
of the Detroit Area Hospital council
will address the group.
Joint use of the hospital by osteo-
paths and MD's is certain to be the
main matter of discussion. Accord-
ing to Monfils, Northville, Farm-
ington and Plymouth would oppose
Wixom and Milford on the question.
In the two meetings to date the
following communities have been
represented: Novi village and town-
ship ;Farmington city and town.
ship; Northville city and township;
Salem and Lyons township; South
Lyon; Milford village and township;
Wixom and Walled Lake.

While Plymouth was not officially
represented by its city council, the
meeting was attended by Dr. Barry
Alford of Plymouth. According to
Mayor Allen and Monfils, Plymouth
has expressed some interest. It is
generally believed that Walled Lake
and Livonia, once considered as
possible members, will not join the
effort,

Specifically, the proposed hospi-
tal authority plan, if approved by
voters of two or more townships,
villages or cities, permits establish-
ment of an “authority” with the
power to levy a tax up to four-tenths
of a mill on the stae equalized as-
sessed valuaion, This authority is
made up of representatives of the
communities it serves and has the
power to plan, build, buy, improve,
enlarge, maintain, etc., one or more
hospitals within or without the
boundaries of the authority.

The assessed valuation of the area
under consideration amounts to
about $150,000,000, not including
Plymouth, A four-tenths mill levy
would yield about $60,000 annually,
The inclusion of the city of Ply-
mouth (the township has said it is
not Interested) would boost the val-
untion by $21 million, for an addi-

tional tax income of $8,000.

Next Week

Open Bids
On Paving

Bids for construction of approxi-
mately one mile of preliminary
paving on Potter road will be open-
ed next Thursday at the meeting of
the Wixem city council.

The road to be paved is located
between Wixom road and Beck road.
This work is part of a 10-year,
$200,000 road program inaugurated
by the city council with the coopera-
tion of the city road commission.
The program will first include “sta-
bilization”’ of Wixom roads and, sec-
ond, construction of hard, perman-
ent surfaces.

Preparations for installation of
this stabilization process has al-
ready been completed on Potter
read. City officials hcpe to com-
olete preliminary paving this year,
then begin work next year on Beck
road. '

Each year the council expects to
spend close to $20,000 on road con-
struction,

before the contract year ends. The
contract was approved by the Novi
council Monday night.

— Denial cf a request by Judge
william Welke that his wife be paid
$49.69 for clerical work in assisting
him during the month of July. The
mayor, who recommended the de-
nial, after claiming that the recent
increase of Welke's salary was to
include cost of clerical help.

Brocks explained that he had con-
crete information showing. that Mrs.

Quick action by the council in
voling to purchase the property
was prompted mainly by the urg-
ency of providing housing for the
new fire truck which the city wiil
receive in December through the
cooperation of the Fard Motor
company.

The city has been told that it
must provide adequate housing for
the truck.

Since the proposed new, one-story
city hall will include police and
fire department facilities, Mayor
Donald Brooks urged immediate
purchase so that building could be-
gin soon. A representative of the
architectural firm has indicated that
the buildng could be ready by the
time Wixom receives the new truck.

A key to the land purchase from
Mr, and Mrs. John Chambers, 49085
Pontiac trail, was the arrangement
for payment,

Briefly, here is the arrangement:

The city currently has $26,000 in
its special fund resulting from the
division of assets with Novi town-
ship. Since the property cost $17,000
and. ‘s proposed building will cost
abott $31,000, this fund is far short
of the needed money. And no other
monies were allocated in the cur-
rent budget for such expenditures.

Appreached by city officials, the
Chambers' agreed to sell their
property en a five-ycar payment
plan, The down payment will be a
foken $1.

With arrangement for the property
purchase out of the way, the city
through the efforts of Attorney
David Utley and Accountant Robert
Clark, were able to secure a $5,000
personal loan from the Chambers’
to be paid back next year. This
money was borrowed to make up the
difference between the $26,000 and
the anticipated $31,000 cost of the
new building,

By these arrangements, Utley ex-
plained, the city can save close to
$10,000 which would be necessary in
conventional financing by a bond
issue,

Boiled down, the city will owe ap-
proximately $22,000 — not counting

Although the vote to purchase the
properly was unanimous, at least
two councilmen indicated they were
not entirely satisfied with the pur-

His objections included:

He was not satisfied with the
planning consultants’ recornmenda-
tion that the city hall should be
located south of Pontiac Trall; that
in the long run seven acres will
not be adequate for the city hall
and civic center; and that the un«
orthodox financial transaction, re-
gardiess of its merit, has on the
surface “unusual connotations”,

Lahti concluded that Wixom has
a poor city layout to begin with —
“and I hope we don't add to ‘this
incongruity.”

Councilman Fred Beamish indi-
cated the necessity of providing fire
department facilities was the only
reason for his favorable vote.

Councilman Oscar Simmons said
he might have agreed with Lahti
if the city had an alternate plan for
housing.the. fire- equipment. He add-

ed thot” adjoining land probably
could be purchased in the future to
enlarge the city hall-civic center
site,

In discussing the impending pur-
chase, Councilman Gunnar Met-
tala emnhasized that the Cham-
bers' had noi offered thelr land
for sale fo the eily — but that
city officials had approached the
couple and requesied that it be
sold to the city., Councilwoman
Chambers did not vote on the mat~
{er. \

The property contains 5.25 acres’
of unplotted land and eight lots. It
also includes the right-of-way to the
old Wixom street and an old bhuild~

looked heavenward, because he was “full of the

Before a person has been influenced by the
Spirit of God he sees only the things of this earth.
He is earthly-minded. He has no interest in heaven-
ly things, He is bound to this earth and its vanities.

Stephen could only look beyond this earth be-
cause his whole being was full of the Holy Ghost.
Being full of the Holy Ghost, he was permitted to
see the majesty of God and Jesus, the Son of God.
This was the same Jesus who had lived a life of
extreme poverty and utter humility on this earth —
the same Jesus who had suffered the ignominous
death on the cross, but now resurrected, glorified,
and ascended, was at the right hand of the majesty
of God, ready to receive this His faithful witness.

Being full of the Holy Ghost, we, too, can look
heavenward. With the eyes of faith we behold the
only true God and recognize Him as our Saviour.
We know that Jesus the Son of God and the Son

know that He rose and ascended for us and is now
glorified at the right hand of His heavenly Father,

What Will The Heavenward Look
Encourage Us To Do?

Stephen could not contain himself, He had
looked into heaven, and he wanted others to know
it, too. So he preached that bold sermon which is
recorded for us in Acts Chapter 7. The heavenward
look will also move us to witness joyfully and fear-

and bruised his brow, he was able to endure, be-
cause he was given strength from above. He had
seen heaven. Thoughts of heaven will likewise give
us hope and courage in the face of all of our
earthly suffering and will give us the patience we
need every day and every hour.

Furthermore, looking heavenward will help us
to pray confidently and forgivingly. As Stephen
was stcned, he prayed confidently for himself:
“Lord Jesus, receive my spirit;"” and he prayed
forgivingly for his murderers: “Lord, lay not this
sin to their charge.” (v. 60). How similar to the
prayer of Jesus: “Father, forgive them, for they
know not what they do."” (St. Luke 23:34).

When faced with the greatest evil, death, the
Christian can confidently pray: “Lord Jesus, re-
ceive my spirit”. And do you know how to pray
forgivingly? Do you know how to pray for those
who wrong you? Are you able to forgive? As we
behold Stephen, Jesus tells us: “Go, and do thou
likewise.”

Finally, looking heavenward, we can die peace-
fully. “And when he said this, he fell asleep.” (v.
60), Thus the chapter of Stephen’s martyrdom
closes. Cruel death that it was, it is nevertheless
called a sleep. Stephen’s soul was now with Jesus.
His body, buried by devout men, will be awakened
on the last great day. Stephen, whose name in the
Greek means “crown”, had now received the
crown of life.

Look heavenward. Do not for anything in this
world give up the riches of heaven. Every day
keep heaven first and foremost in your mind, Re-
member Stephen. Remember all of the martyrs.

According to UAW Local 36 Presi-
dent Sam Fishman, local and state
officials will join with UAW leaders
in launching the $120,000 building
program,

Teenagers

Considering the United States
alone, the age factor is now a vital
force in manufacturing, business,
college enrollments, investments
and other considerations. Many of
today's young people will become
voters for the first time this year,
and may be a factor in the Novem-
ber elections, The high birth rate
of World War 1I is now showing up
in the large number of teenagers
reaching college and/or employment
age. For a while, those dealing in
baby foods, clothing for youngsters,
etc., profited greatly; more re-
cently, teenagers have been a
source of pood business for retail-
ers (and of headaches ta many par-
ents)!

Now, these young people are
about (o be (lwrown on their own,
to make good either in college or
in the competitive business world.
This is something which should be
recognized by employers, parenis,

age of workers in many lines of
indusiry -— especially of office
. employeces. After the summer va-
catlon is over, there should be a
Ietup in the demand for such jobs,
and the shortage of workers might
develop into a surplus during the
next year or two,

Growth in Foreign Population

In China, with its population of
over G600 million, 1,200,000 babies are
born every week. The same is true
proportionately of India and Pakis-
tan, with their ccmbined popula-
tion of about 500,000,000 It is true
that measures are being taken to
limit the birth rate, On the other
hand, new means of sanitary living,
free medical supplies, and proper
nutrition are causing fewer babies
o die. Hence, I see no prospect at

After more than an hour of
council discussion, during which
all members joined in asking And-
erson ta recansider, President Crupi
returned the Jetter.

But Anderson vowed that his
mind was made up — and that he
would re-submit the resignation at
the next council meeting.

Without  evidencing  bitterness,
Anderson told his fellow councilmen
that they were “too far out of line
with my thinking. 1 sit here like a
toad on a stump.”

Anderson pointed specifically to
these reasons for wanting to quit the
council:

~— disappoiniment that the council
had not adopted a road chloriding
program; .

~ that he did not think it would

be fair to remain on the council

while consideration was being
given to hiring a new manager
because he opposes such action:

— general dissatisfaction with
road conditions;

— “araw deal” from appeal board
when his request to operate a grav-
el pit on his farm was denied.

A popular vote.getter, Anderson
ran second to Walter Tuck in the
election cf the five original council
members in September, 1958. His
term does not expire until April,
1962,

Anderson has never hidden his
unhappiness with matters as they
displeased him. In May of this year

Jjhe threatened -to -quit the -couneil

because -of dissatisfaction Wwith for
mer Manager Fred Olson and the
budeet. Fellow councilmen convine-
ed him to recensider and finally he
announced that he would “stay on
for awhile.” '

President Crupi at first declined
to read Anderson's letter aloud
Monday evening,

“Do you really want me to read
this,” he asked Anderson, who
replled that he did, “It fsn't sign-
ed,”” Crupl poinfed out,

“Here, let me sign it,” sald
Anderson. He quickly penned his
name and handed it back ta Crupi.
Crupi and Councilman Dean Len-

heiser led the appeal to Anderson
to reconsider, .

“1 thought everything was work-
ing out,” Lenheiser told Anderson.
In answer to Anderson’s charge that
the budget was top heavy with ad-
ministrative costs, Lenheiser pointed
out that this was not so. “We've
spent more than the $67,000 in road
money funds for road improvements
and we'd like to do more; but it
isn't possible,” said Lenheiser.

Anderson reforted that the time
was drawing near when the council
would need more than its present
millage limitation to operate the
village. “If you'd do something to
show the people we're giving them
something, they’d vote to raise the
millage. But now it won’t have any
more chance than God's little green
apples,” Anderson exclaimed,

Lenheiser then pointed out that
the village is trying to pay up its
bills and build up a little cash,
“Surely the people would rather that
we operate within our income than
go out and spend more than we
have,” he added.
Anderson continued his list of com-
nlaints, which mainly narmrowed
down to consideration of @ manager,

tive costs.

He said he did not belteve Novi
