Anderson pointed specifically to
these reasons for wanting to quit the
council:

~— disappoiniment that the council
had not adopted a road chloriding
program; .

~ that he did not think it would

be fair to remain on the council

while consideration was being
given to hiring a new manager
because he opposes such action:

— general dissatisfaction with
road conditions;

— “araw deal” from appeal board
when his request to operate a grav-
el pit on his farm was denied.

A popular vote.getter, Anderson
ran second to Walter Tuck in the
election cf the five original council
members in September, 1958. His
term does not expire until April,
1962,

Anderson has never hidden his
unhappiness with matters as they
displeased him. In May of this year

Jjhe threatened -to -quit the -couneil

because -of dissatisfaction Wwith for
mer Manager Fred Olson and the
budeet. Fellow councilmen convine-
ed him to recensider and finally he
announced that he would “stay on
for awhile.” '

President Crupi at first declined
to read Anderson's letter aloud
Monday evening,

“Do you really want me to read
this,” he asked Anderson, who
replled that he did, “It fsn't sign-
ed,”” Crupl poinfed out,

“Here, let me sign it,” sald
Anderson. He quickly penned his
name and handed it back ta Crupi.
Crupi and Councilman Dean Len-

heiser led the appeal to Anderson
to reconsider, .

“1 thought everything was work-
ing out,” Lenheiser told Anderson.
In answer to Anderson’s charge that
the budget was top heavy with ad-
ministrative costs, Lenheiser pointed
out that this was not so. “We've
spent more than the $67,000 in road
money funds for road improvements
and we'd like to do more; but it
isn't possible,” said Lenheiser.

Anderson reforted that the time
was drawing near when the council
would need more than its present
millage limitation to operate the
village. “If you'd do something to
show the people we're giving them
something, they’d vote to raise the
millage.

10-Year Gain

Nerthville's schoel age population
has jumped 145 percent in the past
ten years a recent census report
revealed,

A 1850-51 count of children in the
5-19 age bracket numbered 806,
while the latest ccunt showed 1,980
in that group. Similarly, the pre-
school populatien of children not
yet five-years.ols shcwed a 126 per-
cent increase over the same ten-
year pericd. '

Since 1952-53 there has been a rise
of abhout 100 each year in the 5-19
age greup. An increase of almost
five percent was recorded since the
last census.

School administrators using cur-
rent census figures estimate a pos-
sible enrcllment growth of ten per-
cent each year in the public schools,
This would climb to a total popu-
lation of almost 2,000 by 1963 with
800-900 students in elementary
grades and in senior high and more
than 200 in junicr high,

The largest individual age -groups
in the May census repcrt were in
the 12-13 bracket numbering 161 and
171 for a 332 total.

LIVING IN THE IMPERATIVE

the imperative is to give your all to God. It re-
minds me of a modern parable,

The world has moved forward little by little

by imperatives. These are the commands that have
come from others, or from =above, or from within,
that have prompted action. Of all the moods we
have, the imperative has in it the most urgency
and hope. Take it out of life and there would be
such an easy-going, wish-washy way of living that
we would soon grow weary of its lack of drive,

At the age of twelve years Jesus showed that
he was living in the imperative. He went with his
parents to the Festival of the Passover in Jerusa-
lem. Seated among the teachers of the Temple, He
listened to them and asked them questions. With
the eagerness of an open mind and with simplicity
of spirit the maturing mind of Jesus was thrilling
to the insights of his elders. Beyond the call of
home wes the call of One above whom He called
Father, To His parents who came for Him, Jesus
said, “Did you not know that I must be in my

Father's House?”

We find this imperative quality of Jesus as
He moves into the ministry of preaching and teach-
ing. It seemed as though He was in a race against

Once upon a time there was a church down
by the sea, whose members prided themselves on
keeping the whole law, They met their missionary
apportionments in full, and when a plea came
from famine sufferers in China asking them to
send a gift, they did not know that it was the Lord
writing, They thought it was the district super-
intendeni. They wrote back that they would like
to help, but that they had given all they could this
year for foreign missions.

The Lord uses strange instruments to open
blind eyes, That same summer a ship was wrecked
off the coast where this church stands, and there
were friends and loved ones of the church members
on the sinking craft.

time. He did not want to waste any precious hours,

but He wanted to glorify them by a perfect obedi-

There are two things that have meant every-
thing to the Christian faith, both at the outset and
now. One is the message and the other is the man.
The Christian imperative is 2 combination of both.

“I'm a tither,” said the guard. *“There were
only one hundred out there. I brought in ten." The
church members could not believe their ears. Some
swore. Seme prayed. Many threatened the man.
They cried, “You're not fit to be a life-guard. A
life-guard must keep going out till every man is
saved, or until he loses his own life.”

It is the word made flesh. What makes the Chris-

tian faith imperative and compulsive is that a pow-
erful message was met by a powerful life. Jesus
calls us through the centuries, and the answer to
an imperative message is an imperative life,

The message of God as taught by Jesus is com-
.forting, saving, challenging and revolutionary. Pet-
er preached it and when he had finished the peo-
ple who heard him were cut to the heart. They
said fo one another, “Brethren, what shall we do?"

The guard, who knew the people well, and
loved them all, smiled and plunged his boat again
into the seething waters. Long afterward, when he
had brought everyone safe to land, and hovered
between life and death himself, from exposure,
the tithing church members recalled a truth wrung
from their own lips in the hour of need — “A life
guard must keep on until every soul is saved.”
When they tried to thank him he said, “That's all
right. T did only that which it was my duty to do.”

This is the truth for which you long. It is music

to your ears, a symphony from above. It is bread
to the hungry and cool water to quench the thirst,
What shall we do with the message? Live it. Put
it in your life. Make it work. Let God work in you
unto the accomplishment of His designs. Living in

I suppose there are customs in today’s schools that children
will carry with them and remember fondly for years to come.

But to those of us who are now parents, or even grandparents,
it would be difficult to believe that there is anything in our modern
school system to compare with the memories of our own elementary

days.
Who can forget the clear, even-tempoed toll of the school

hell?

Someone ought to make a recording of this sound. It was the
same, no matter what school.

Many a race has been won to the classroom becau.se a kindly
janitor gave one more pull on the rope extending the ring of “last
bell” just a few more seconds.

And unless you attended a country school, there was always a
grocery store right across the street well stocked with a showcase
full of candy.

The penny candies were especially plentiful. The nickle hars —
Baby Ruth, Butterfinger, Milky Way, Hershey — were always on
the bottom of the display case for seldom did the store owner have
to reach for one of these.

But the one-cent candies — these were fast sellers. Bubble gum,
either the chunk-type (about walnut size — I can still taste its
flavor), or the “baseball card” flat squares, or red or black twisted
licorice sticks, the round suckers on a stick (that you were never
supposed lo have in your mouth when you were running), or wax
figures filled with colored liquid (they locked good, but were taste-
less).. .these were all favorites.

As I look back I'm amazed at the patience displayed by the
storekeeper, who would stand and wait while each young customer
made this most important decision.

All this reminiscing cames ahout, of course, because this
is our annual “back-lo-schoo)”’ cdition. In two weeks area young-
sters will return fo classrooms — answering the call of an clec-
{rie, automatic buzzer rather than the hand-pulled bell.

In Nerthville it marks the first time in half a dozen years that
the school district has not been in the midst of a building or re-
modeling program.

According to Superintendent of Schools Russell Amerman, the
district is “pretty well settled through 1965". It’s possible by that
time that another elemenary school will be needed. The school dis- -
trict owns 22 acres on Franklin road where the township hall is
located, although it is not known yet where population centers will
dictate the placing of another school.

And while our physical facilities seem well in order, adminis-
trators, teachers and laymen are turning their attention to the mat-
ter of teachers’ salaries. A proposed schedule is now being pre-
pared by a study group for presentation by December 1 in hopes
the recommendations can be initiated in the next school budget.

When this is successfully compleled, it would appear that
onr “school house” would he well organized.

There will be other problems, of course. But the school board
and school administrators will be ready to meet them as they arise.

1 believe it is a high tribute to the work of cur school adminis-
trators and board members that Northville finds, itself in this
position. In a job that is the frequent target for criticism, they
have moved ahead, despite serious money problems, to provide
modern and adequate facilities along with a deeply interested
teaching staff.

They have had a guod share of outside help from willing par-
ents, but the task of making decisions and moving ahead on proj-
ects has fallen on the shoulders of a few.

So as we start another school year (and despite the fact that
the buzzer has replaced the bell), it seems appropriate to com-
mend our school officials on the job they have done.
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IT WILL PROBABLY take anoth-
er year before the effectiveness of
the 1958 law which makes it man-
datory for motorists to stop when
a schoel bus stops can be determin-
ed.

Statistics showed five persons kill-
ed and 239 injured in 562 Michigan
rural school bus and related acci-
dents in 1959,

Compared {o 1958, ihe figures
represent an increase of 12 per-
cent in accidents and one more
death, bt a reduction of 15 per.
cent in (he number of injured.

Expanded use of school buses to
aet children to and from school in-
fluenced the figures, but it is hard
to tell just how much.
The Department of Public In-
struction estimated that 6,250 school
buses carried 490,000 children more
than 60 million miles during the
1939 school year,

All the figures represented in-
credses over previous years,

Exposure to accidents was also
increased because of the four per-
cent gain in total travel by motor-
ists in Michigan during the period.

One facl was crystal clear in
the report: Molorists have {o he
more alert in order to avoid acei-
dents of all lypes because of the
fact that traffic from both dirce-
{ions must slow or sfop according
to the action of a schael bhus.

The greatest increase in accidents
and injuries were noted in accidents
not directly involving a school hus,
but which took place in the vieinily
of a scheol bus slowed or stapped.

Babson Park, Mass, — There are
several “volcanoes” throughout the
world which may explode at any
time, My travels to Berlin last year
taught me that the situation there
could be the most serious, The one
nearest home, however, is Cuba.
Both Mr, Nixon and Mr. Kennedy
should visit Cuba at once.

Cuba A Close Neighbor

While I am at Babson Park, Flori-
da, during the winter, the Webber
college students often fly over to
Havana as a part of their vacations.
Cuba has seemed only a ‘‘stone's
throw" from any portion of Florida.
Cuba is a vital factor — for good
or evil — to the Florida East Coast,
with its 50 great hotels extending
north and south from Miami.

I am not afraid of Florida'’s im-
porting any Communism from Cu-
ba, as the TFlorida people are
very conservative, I seriously fear,
however, that Russia may get a
foothold in Cuba,

Could we afford to Jet Russia get
a base in Cuba for submarine and
launching pads for missiles, or, on
the other hand, could we now af-
ford to go to war with Russia to
prevent such gradual occupation? I
leave this to Richard Nixon and
John Kennedy to decide after their
visit o Havanna.

I further advise them to consult
with Governor Nelson Roclkefeller,
wha is one of our best-posted men
on Latin America,

I have visited all the countries
of Central and South America. Not
only are many of these people ruled
by dictators, but they are very sen-
sitive, like most Spanish people. At
heart, they would like to have us
keep Russia out of Cuba and even
straighten out affairs in Cuba. Some
of these Latin American dictators,
however, might resent such an atti-
tude on the part of the United States
and make us appear more enemies
than friends.

We now hear much abcut the
Monroe Doctrine, which was an-
nounced to the world over a hundred
years ago by President Monroe —
namely, that we would not allow any
European nation to get a new foot-
hold in any Latin American country.

I helieve that the American peo-
ple would stand for a reassertion
of this Monroe Docirine, but I
wish {he Latin American countries
would ask us fo do so. The entire
situation is very ticklish.

It should be one of the first things
consider seriously.

Considerable U, 5. money is in-
vested in Cuba. This includes cer-
tain railway and traction proper-
ties, the Cuban telephone company,
and many mercantile businesses.
Several thousand American families
have been living in Cuba, depending
upon the protection offered by its
closeness to the United States.

Many of these ramilies, directly
or indirectly, contributed to Fidel
Castro in his revolution against
Batista. Now the women and child-
ren are fast leaving Cuba, and
the men are undecided what to
do,

Much depends upon the health of
Fidel Castro and what will be the
real attitude of his brother in case
the brother becomes Prime Minis-
ter. This can only be ascertained
by waiting and watching.

The largest American investments
are in the sugar lands, which, of
necessity, must be operated either
by large corporations or by the
Cuban Government. It would be
sheer nonsense to divide up these
lands among small Cuban holders,
Whetlier President Eisenhower
is handling {his sugar sifuation
properly by retaliation, I do not
know, Such an action greatly
helps the sugar producing com-
panies.

One of the largest amounts of
Cuban sugar lands owned by U.S.
investors is that held by the United
Fruit Company, which has 90,000
stockholders in the United States.
The stock of the United Fruit Com-
pany — which I believe to be good—
is selling close to its lowest levels
of the past two decades, although
I understand that only 5 percent of
its earnings have recently come
from Cuba. Russia wants to get
Cuba as she js in great need of
tropical land and warm-water bas-
es, but she will not go to a nuclear
war to get Cuba.

The surprise resignation of Coun-
cilman Philip Anderson has been
postponed, pending a request by
him for a rehearing before the ap-
peals board on a property-use ques-
tion.

Anderson submitted his letter
of resignation at the end of a vil-
lage council meeting a week ago,
and at that time indicated thac his
mind was made,up — and that he|
would te-submit -the resignation
Monday. ) %

However,  after outlining his
reasons for resigning again Mon-
day, the Eight Mile road fruit
farmer agreed to postpone his ac-
tlan — at least until after he has
either been granted or denied a
new hearing.

Anderson told fellow ccuncilmen
Monday that one of the main rea-
sons for his decision to resign was
because of the““unfair*’ action of the
appeals board in restricting opera.
tiens of a proposed gravel pit on
eight acres of his property.

These restrictions, which Ander-
son maintains would prohibit gravel
pit operations, were handed down
at a July 28 meeting of the appeals
board. They included:

(1) That the operation be com-
pleted within two years;

(2) That the depth of the pit be
no greater than 20 feet;

(3) That the pit be refilled with
“hard fill”’ upon completion;

(4) That the surface be left even,
so that water cannot collect on any
area, and that the land be left so
turf can grow upon it.

The councilman pointed out that
he could nol possibly fiil the
gravel pit unless he tore out his
orchard to get the necessary fill
dirt.

Anderson Slaps
Appeals Board;

appeals board had granted James
Erwin permission to take sand
from his property at the southeast
corner of 10 Mile and Novi roads
and had not notified adjoining prop-
erty owners of the hearing as was
done in his case.

Village Attorney Howard Bond
ruled that notification of adjoining
property owners in the Erwin case
was not necessary because it was
a question of a temporary centifi-
e whiled Anddrson’s -case avas the
granfing. of\a variance. . . .
"..In’ granting. Efwin permission to
remove sand from his property, the
appeals board stipulated that the
ground must “be left in a smooth
and drainable condition when finish-
ed and that the sand be used for
the Novi road right-of-way only.”

Although the council decided to
postpone actlon on the resignation, |
Village President Joseph Crupi
made it clear that the couneil had
no jurisdiction over the appeals
board and that the council’s deci-

sion “is by ne way an aitempt to
influence the appeals hoard.”

Other reasons Anderson gave for
wanting to quit the council included:

— disappointment that the council
had not adopted a road chloriding
program;

— that he did not think it would
be fair to remain on the council
while censideration was being given
to hiring a new manager because
he opposes such action;

-~ general dissatisfaction with
road conditions;

— dissatisfaction with ordinance
restrictions upon farm owners.

In commenting on the latter point
Monday, Anderson said “There are
a lot of restrictions on farmers that
are pretty severe. Just owning land
doesn’t make your bread and but-

ter,”

—

A petition to' the council Mon-
day sparked an official investiga-
tion into alleged hazardous and un-
safe property conditions in two
village locations.

Two committees, consisting of
two councilmen and Village Co-
ordinator Harold Ackley, were di-
rected by the council to investigate
weed “conditions at the northwest
corner area of Novi road and
Grand River and on undeveloped
‘Praperty in Echo Valley subdivision.

One committee also is to investi-
gate complaints of a *hazardous
and unsafe” water hole on the prop-
erty of the Wallace School of Horse-
manship, located opposite Echo
Vallgy’ subdivisicn on 10 Mile road.

These commiltees are to report
their findings at an upcaming coun-
cll meeting at which time the vil-
lage will determine what — if any
— action is necessary,

The petition to the village, signed
by more than 25 Novi residents,
claimed that weeds growing on
preperties along the west side of
Novi road make the area unsafe

because they offer cover for prowl-
ers, .

Following review of the. petition,
members of the Echo Valley Civic
asseciation turned In verbal com-
plaints about weeds in their subdi-
vision and about an unfenced water
hole on the nearby riding stable
property. .

Donald Pegg, member of the as-
scciation, along with Steve Mihalik,
Edward Valbusch and Evan Hench-
all, requested the council to force
correction of these “rmisances” un-
:ler a provision in the village char-
er, '

This -provision to which {hey
referred permits the councll - to
first Investigate and {hen request
corrections of lots, sidewalks,
bulldings or siructures which liave
become a public hazard or nois-
ance to (he extent of endangering
public health, safety or welfare
because of noxlous weeds or age
or dllapidation.

If such a request is made and no
acticn is taken by the owner, the
council may have the conditions cor-
‘rected and then charge the property
owner for the work performed,

struction to borrow $35,000 against
anticipated state aid.

Under pointed questioning by Am-
binder and MacBride Medlyn ad-
mitted that the state was behind
only $20,000 in payments, but point-
ed out that the lag between open-
ing of school and the time that
school tax revenues are collected
made it necessary to borrow more.

Medlyn described the procedure
as ‘“deficit financing” and was up-
held by Erwin who stated that “'90
percent of the school districts oper-
ate in this manner,”

. But Ambinder and MacBride were
unrelenting and asked why the pub-
lic had not been informed of these
conditions. Under questioning con-
cerning the budget Medlyn reported
that the school district had a $8,260
deficit last year, whereupon Am-
binder asked how the district ex-
pected to make this up “on top of
borrowing $15,000 more than we
expect to get back from the state.”

Medlyn answered that the dis-
frict could continue o provide
services without adding millage.
He also pointed out that the school

district had been cut back from
10.48 mills to 9.91 mills by the
county allocation Dboard as iis
share of the 15 mill limitation.

Finally, Ambinder and MacBride
agreed to support the request to
apply for preliminary aoplication
papers, but indicated that they
would have more to sav about the
amount to be borrowed, ’

At this point Ambinder introduced
his resolution to hire “a highly
trained remedial reading teacher.”

Ambinder and MacBride are both
specialists in this field — Ambind-
er, an assistant professor of clinical
and ‘educational psychology at
Wayne State university and Maec-
Bride, a clinical psychologist for
recorders’ court and a consultant
to the McGrath Reading clinic.

Heslip pointed out that the resolu-
tion ‘had been “brought up three
times and decided.” But Ambinder

Heslip explained fhat the hoard
had decided last spring to “get a
start by hiring a helping teacher”.

MacBride pointed out that this

,stgfl'; could help with minor prob-,
lems, but ‘was not trained for reme-
dial reading.

Medlyn answered that there was “no
doubt we have reading problems,
but the only question is the termin-
ology of ‘reading teacher’.” He ex-
plained that he had been instructed
by the board to initiate the “helping
teacher” plan,

Medlyn was asked by Ambinder
if he objected to having a highly
trained remedial reading teacher on
his staff and the superintendent re-
plied that he did not, but that the
‘‘commodity was very short,”

“I'm in sympathy with the diffi-
culties in obtaining a remedial
teacher, but not with the hope that
one will float into our school,” Am-
binder retorted, pointing out that
no effort had veen made in this
direction,

After. Heslip explained that his
idea of a helping teacher was one
that could help students with all
problems and get them “out of a
rut”, Ambinder fired back that he
was worried about “the kids who
have lost six or seven years and
have a serious reading problem.”

Heslip replied that in many cases
parents paid {o hire their own extra
reading help when their children
needed it. Ambinder answered that
this was the board’s responsibility
and pointed out that this left child-
ren unable to afford special reading
instructions “without_help,

He snapped back"at Heslip's re-

‘lnarks concerning school building

Heslip maintained that he had
checked with county officials and
had been informed that @ remedial
reading teacher would cost from
$7500 to $9000.
