Read-
ing is something that a child must
like and it must start in his home
and encouraged by his parents, then
in kindergarten is where the basic
education groundwork is instilled
in a child's mind. )

The idea was launched in July at
a meeting in Novi, Invited to attend
were officials representing Farm-
ingten (city and township), Livonia
(city and township), Lyon township,
Milferd, Northville (city and towne
ship), Novi (village and township),
Plymouth (city and township), Sal-
em, South Lyon and Wixom.

Strongest interest to date hag
been shown by Northville, Novi,
Milford, Salem, South Lyon and
Wixom. Hope is still held out that
the cities of Plymouth and Farm.
ington will jorn the effort.

Only five communities were rep.
resented at Friday night’s meeting
in South Lyon and a belief that the
plan needs more study and greater
public explanation prompted Wixom
Mayor Donald Brooks to move that
the voting date be delayed until
April. Brooks was supported by
Salem Township Supervisor William
Scheel,

An attempt to bring about accept-
ance cf the authority plan by all
communities was introduced in a
resolution prepared by Northville
City Attorney Philip Ogilvie.

The resolution, a suggested model
to be used by each community gov. .
ernmental bedy in placing the issue
on the ballot, held that the authori.
ty hospital facilities would be equal-
ly available for use by dcetors of
osteopathy and doctors of medicine.

Despite a word of caution from
Jacques Cousin, executive director
of the Greater Detroit Area Hos-
pital Council, the area representa-
tives ended their Friday night meet-.

Cousin, who told the group his
primary job was to help communi-
ties decide where hospitals are
needed, pointed out that a proposal
to operate a hospital with separate
wings for M.D.'s and D.0.'s would
be too costly. He also stated that the
need for a hospital in the proposed
authority area was less than in
other sections within the six-county
area served by his organization,

But, while deciding to take ad-
vantage of information available
from the Greater Detroit Area Hos-
pital Council to assist in its plans,
the community representatives vot-
ed to meet again in two weeks and
continue working for formation of
an authority, .

“The longer we sit and talk,
the tighter the bind for hospital
beds will become,” South Lyon
Mayor Herbert Sinclair stated. He
peinted out that, even with imme.

Two years of dreaming by a half-
dozen southeastern Michigan fruit
farmers bicsscmed into reality this
‘past week with the formaticn of the
Southeast Michigan Growers Asso-
ciated,

With the fermation of SMGA —
one of only two such crganizaticns
in Michigan — these six fruit farms
expect to improve their marketing
techniques. The farms are:

George Simmons & Son, 46320 West
10 Mile road, Novi; A. R. Green &
Sons of Farmington; Paul Button
of Farmington; Lynn Mathews of
Walled Lake and Peabody Brothers
of Birmingham and Fenton.

Gfficers of the new corporation
are: Paul Butlon, president; El-
den Green, vice president; Robert
Peabody, scerelary; George Sim-
mons, (reastrer, and Bruce Sim-
mons, coordinator,

In anncuncing the formation of
SMGA, Gecrge Simmons explained
that unstable marketing conditions
in past years prompted 10 fruit
growers to begin discussing possi-
bilities of such an organization back
in 1958 Working with Forrest
Strand, formerly of Michigan State
university, the growers laid out
their plans, By the time the group
was actually formed, however, four
cf the 10 had dropped out.

Specifically, this is how the or-
ganization works:

— Fruit raised by the six grow-
ers is ‘“pooled” and sold by the
Belding Fruit Sales company at a
commen frice, thus eliminating
price differences between members.

— Grading of the fruit will be
done at the Simmons crchard in
Novi. This central grading prccess
is expected to cut machinery costs
to a minimum, and make possible
the purchase of the most modern
facilities.

— Marketing information will be
exchanged between members, thus
eliminating scare tactics of *“bird
dogs” — buyers who attempt to
persuade individual growers to sell
at lower prices because of reports
of falling markets.

— Members will be better able to

supply and held custcimers because
of larger quantities cf fruit and
standard pricing. With grading of
fruit carried out at one lceation,
the custcmer can be aswived of
mere unifcrm packaging and the
growers will be able {7 purchase
packaging materials at lower cost.

Members of the grenn, Simmons
said, will be permitted to esntinue
operations of retail cutlets normal.
ly found at orchards.

“Grouns such as ours ave musts
in this industry,” Simmans poini-
cd out, “hecause of the inequities
in pricing and the uncertainties.
in marketing duirng the varions
seasons of the year.”

“Eventually, I believe mnst of
the growers will be persuaded to
join similiar organizations. And
we expect {0 add new members
to our organization as well,” Sim-
mons sald.

The Simmons fruit farm includes

Simmons estimates that between
12 to 15 persons will be employed
this fall during the grading period.
There is no immediate plan for
purchase of additional machinery,
he added, since the total output is
not expected to exceed the 1,000
units (approximately one bushel in
a unit) that currently can be handl-
ed.

Help in Virus
Discovery

The recent announcement by the
U.S. Surgeon General that the oral
live-virus vaccine developed by Dr,
Sabin under March of Dimes grants
has been found to be ‘‘suitable for
use in the United States”, is a trib-
ute to local residents,

Their support of the Novi March
of Dimes has not only provided care
locally for families that have been
stricken with paralytic polio but has
helped to support the National Foun-
dation’s research program that pro-
duced this new weapon in the fight
against crippling diseases, accord-
ing to Mrs. Bernard Marchetti, lo-
cal chairman,

“The fact that Dr. Sabin’s vac-
cine was selected over two other
live-virus vaccines justifies the pub-
lic's support of the wisdom and judg-
ment of the National Foundation’s
scientific advisors who directed the
iplacing of research funds,” she said,
‘“'Naticnal Foundation grants to
Dr. Sabin totaled approximately
$1,500,000. A commercial drug firm
announced that while it had spent
$13,000,000 working on one of the
other vaccines, it would now make
the Sabin vaccine,

Mrs. Marchetti emphasized that
Dr. Sabin’s virus strains would be
made available ta all who wish to
make the vaccine, “The vaccine
was developed with the dimes and
dollars of the American pecple and
is the property of all.”

The local March of Dimes leader
also warned that ‘‘the new cases
of polio in Oakland county this sea-
son suggest a warning to the un-
vaceinated. Three county residents
have been struck down by paralytic
polio so far this year. All are fa-
thers in their twenties and required
iron lungs. None have had any Salk
vaccine,

While the live-virus vaccine is
geed, it probably will not replace the
Salk vaccine, but they will supple-
ment each other. However, for an
indefinite time, perhaps a year,
there will be only Salk vaccine avail-
able to prolect against paralytic
polio. Those who wait for the oral

vaccine may find it came too late
to protect them.

So it seems that we can afferd
everything except salaries for teach-
ers and bocks for the students.

Dr. Ambinder, Mr. MacBride and
the parents cf Novi school children
are also taxpayers; when we ask
for teachers we are not pushing for

higher taxes, but would prefer the:

money we now have be used ex-
clusively for the education of the
children of Novi.

Mr. Koester has been called the
Watch Dog of the Township Board.
May I invite him to attend the school
board meetings and get his facts
first hand; perhaps our schcal sys-
tem needs a Watch Dog, too. Mr.
Koester, will you help us?

‘Ambassador’
Mike Returns
From Holland

Northville’s “ambassador” to Holland returned home Friday after a
summer experiment in international living,

Michael W, Goodrich, son of Mr. and Mrs, C. M. Goodrich, 305 West
Dunlap, spent two months in Holland under a program sponsored by The
Experiment in International Living organization, which was founded in

1932 by Donald B. Watt.

Watt orieiniated the ideas of
“hemestays” as the basis for pro-
moting international understanding
on the person-to-person level. An
independent, nonprofit organization
with an annual program, The Ex-
neriment comprises a United States
headquarters in Putney, Vermont;.
branch offices in New York City;
San Francisco: Washington, D.C.:
and Paris, France; and national
offices in 32 countries on five con-
tinents.

As in Mike's case, experimenters
g0 abroad usually in groups of ten,
under the guidance of mature, care-
fully-trained leaders. Each experi-
menter snends a month living with
an individual family, with a second
month spent in exoloring the coun-
try and its significant landmarks,
often in the ccmpany of the young
pecple or friends of the host family.

In addition to the 1200 partici-
aants from the United States, more
than 1100 nersons from 40 countries
came to the United States in the
nast year to have homestays under
Experiment sponsorship.

Actually, Mike’s trip abroad was
an “experiment within an experi-
ment”, Normally the hoys and
girls making these trips are of
college level. However, Mike and
several members of his group are
high school students.

Mike first became interested in
Holland in talks with Antoinette
Michielsen, a Holland girl who spent
a year in Northville under the For-
eign Exchange student program.

Then early this year he applied
for the Experiment program through
Donald Riddering of Salem, a group
leader. After his acceptance, Mike,
who will be 18 next month, began
meeting with members of his group
once each week in Detroit, At these
meetings, the members became ac-
quainted with their leader and each
other, and learned a little of the
Dutch language and culture.

In many cases, the Experiment
student is selected by local schools
or groups and his trip is financed
by these groups, Mike financed his
own trip, including expense money.
It cost about $800.

The Northville senior lived with
the William Gorter family at

Haarlem during his stay in Hol-
land,

Members of the family Included
a foster sister of Mike's age, and
a hrother, 13. Another daughter
is currently with the Dutch em-
bassy in Washington, D.C. Mr.
Gorter, a member of the under-
ground during the war, is the
police chief of the small town
which is about the size of North-
ville,

The Gorters, Mike explained, liv-
apartment-like dwellings adjoining
each other,

“l was immediately impressed,”
o in a typical Dutch house, three
Mike said, “‘with the ease and cor-
dial atmosphere of my first meet-
ing with my family, They were very,
very friendly. I think our first meet-
ing was particularly smooth be-
cause they spoke English.”

Mike’s first impression of the
country was the impression almost
all visitors come away with: “It’s a
very clean country; the land is flat—
but it isn’t an uninteresting flat-
ness; that which Is green is very
green, You have the feeling of see-
ing things right out of pictures.”

Other impressions Mike has of
Holland, a country to which he plans
to visit again some day, include:

The peaple arc extremely happy
and friendly, yet they seem to live
in a continual cloud of fear or
apprehension and many of them
have elther glven up or lost their
religlon. This paradox, Mike be-
lieves, is an oulgrowih of thelr
experlences during World War II.
The cloud over Holland Is Russia,
Mike explained, and it seems to
hover fhere because of Russia’s
proximity. o

Because the threat of war seems
5o much ‘“nearer’” fo this country
the people take the position that the

United States “is not firm enough” |

wih Russia, he said.

““When the United States sent up
its Echo satellite,” Mike recalled,
“the people were thrilled — mayhe
even 4 little more proud than I
Every time the United States can
show up the Russians, the Dutch
are very pleased.”

The Dutch also have a great deal

Although there is little apparent
prejudice against the Negro, mainly
hecause there are so few of them
in Holland, Mike believes such prej-
udices would certainly blossom into
reality should the Negro population
grow,

Aside from these peculiarities,
Mike found the country rich in cul-
ture and pride,

For example, household furniture,
a common commodity oft-times lit-
tle appreciated in the United States,
is a prized possession in Holland,

selves in their furniture — which in

The pace of living in Holland is a
great deal slower than here, he said,
No matter how busy they may be,

This means that your chanc-
es for a permit will probably be
less than 50-50. Odds will vary from
area to area, of course, depending
upon the number of applications
made and permits available. Draw-
ings may not be mecessary to de-
termine permittees in a few areas;
in others, applications may outnum-
ber permits by 5 to 1 or possibly
higher.
Mcst of the unsuccessful appli-
cants will be able to blame Lady
Luck. The others — between 10,000
and 13,000 judging from last year —
will have to blame themselves,
Failure to attach proper postage
has been the most common over-
sight among applicants in recent
years. Last year, it cost 5,500 appli-
cants a chance to have their names
drawn for permits.

It's been nearly four years now that a committee representing
six area school districts has been working on a proposal to estab-
lish a junior community college.

The Northville school district was invited to participate in the
program but declined after attending preliminary meetings because
our system was in the early stages of promoting its bond issue for
a mew high school. Presumably, our board of education did not
believe that Northville was able to assume any new financial obli-
gations at that time.

But I believe the board and school administrators would be
quick to agree that responsibility for providing an opportunily
for cducation does not cnd with graduatien from high schoel,

This has become a serious problem and will become more so as
each year passes.

Our major state universities and colleges are jammed. I have
been told that the Henry Ford junior coliege in Dearborn has been
turning away applicants for the fall term for two months. The same
is true of other junior colleges in the metropolitan area.

Educators point out that our college age population will double
in 10 years, and on top of this the percentage of our high school
graduares going to college continues to grow.

It was the recognition of {his problem that prompted the
disiricts of Clarencevilie, Garden City, Livonia, Plymounth, Red-
ford Unien and South Redford fo underlake the communlty

coliege plan,

Their progress has been significant. They have been successful
in initiating legislation to provide for formation of a community
college by two or more school districts. They have enlisted the as-
sistance of the University of Michigan Bureau of School Services
and employed the part-time services of Dr. Albert Ammerman,
dean of instruction of Henry Ford Community college, to help pre-
pare material for a formal application. Just recently an office has
been opened at Newburg and Ann Arbor trail.

By February they expect to submit their proposal for establish-
ment of a college to the state superintendent of public instruction.

If this is approved, an election will be scheduled — possi-
bly in June — asking voters in the participating districts to
okay the community college plan, elect a board of {rusiees and
agree upon the necessary millage levy. State ald and tuition
would probably keep the.mill levy low, possibly at one mill.

Interest in the community college plan has been proven by
a preliminary survey of some 4500 students in the northwest Wayne
county area. Nearly 2600 returned questionnaires stating they would
be interested in attending the college.

Actuallly, 'it is anticipated that the proposed college would do
more than take the load off our bigger institutions.

1t would, of tourse, enable students seeking four-year degrees
or professionals requiring more study, to obtain their first two years’
credit at their conveniently located community college.

Just as importani, the community college would provide
advanced technical training for prospective nurses, bookkeep-
ers, stenographers, cte., thereby upgrading their opportunity for
better employment.

Likewise it would answer the growing area demand for adult
education classes.

I have been told by Mrs. Esther Hulsing, Plymouth school board
member and secretary-treasurer for the study group (technically
called the Nerthwest Wayne County Community College Committee),
that school districts contiguous to the participating districts can
join the program at any time,

In the initial vote to form the *college authority”, however,
avery participating district must win voter approval or the entire
plan fails, If it is approved, neighboring districts can join by a
favorable vote- within their own area.

It is my personal conviction that Northville authorities — the
school hoard, Parent-Teachers’ association and any others inter-
ested in providing maximum opportunity for education — should
accept this invitation and become a part of the community college
effort.

But if it weren't for the newspap-
ers — and other media — the rec-
ord would be far worse than it is,
according to Gerald W. Shipman,
exceutive secretary of the State
Safety Commission.

“Definitely, we’d be dead without
the cooperation and support of
newspapers,’’ he said. '

As Michigan's 1,680,000 students
start back to school this fall, Ship-
man says there can he ‘no better
time for drivers f{o be reminded
of the need for precaution on the
highway especially near schools
and during the hours children are
making the trip between sehool
and heme. The famillar motto
“Don’t kill a child” has no greater
significance than for the driver
who has been involved in an acei-
dent with a youngster.

The law about stopping for school
buses loading or unloading children
needs to be reemphasized. It be-
came effective little more than a
year ago and drivers need to be
reminded that they are required to
stop when the bus stops whether
they are traveling in the same or
opposite direction.

“The trend has been for a more
safety conscious public over the
past years, and newspapers have
helped it along,” . Shipman states.

Newspaper . efforts. have been
sparked by a committee of espec-
ially dedicated editors who work to-
gether in the Traffic Safety Com-
mittee of the Michigan Press asso-
ciation, F. Granger Weil, president
of the Port Huron Times Herald, is
a key driving force in this activity.

Another effective way newspapers
help in safety efforts is through
campaigning for road improvements,
better signing, traffic lights or other
cafety aids right in their own com-
munities, Shipman said.

Not only can the public be warn-
ed about an unsafe situation, but
officials can sometimes be per-
suaded to act.

“In all our meetings with daily
and weekly newspaper cditors we
continually emphasize (he theme:
‘Look around you., There may be
a safety sifuation In your own
town that needs cleaning up’,” the
safety expert said.

“Everybody is more affected by
what they read than by anything
else,” Shipman said. “In order to
get people to drive safely, we think
the best thing is to urge them to do
specific things.

“You just can’t tell them to be
cafe,” he said, “The one thing we
do emphasize in any campaign is
reasonableness.”

He said newspapers used the spe-
cific suggestion approach effective-
ly, with stories and sometimes pic-
‘tures™to illustrate sueh warnings as:
Give your children something to do
to keep them from fidgeting on a
long ride. Don’t quarrel with your
mother-in-law while on a trip.

These
taxes, however, are added to the
price of the goods which the cor-
porations sell, Hence, when you buy

Seek OK
For Study
On Sewers

Oakland county public works of-
ficials are expected to ask approval
for an area preliminary sewer study,
which is to include Novi, next week.

Deputy Director Donald Ringler
saidd his department will seek ap-
proval frem the public works board,
which governs the department, in
an effort to establish the study as an
Oakland county project,

There is little doubt that the board
will grant approval, in view of ac-
tion taken on similar studies, he
said.

Once this approval is secured,
the next step by the county will be
to apply for Federal aid through the
Federal Housing and Home Financ-
ing Agency, he indicated. Should
the Federal gcvernment grant mon-
ies for this study, then the study
could begin within two or three
months, he said,

But if no Federal aid is forthcom-
ine plans for the study may be cur-
tailed for a time, Ringler added.

Novi village and township, along
with several other area communi-
ties, have already centributed mon-
ey to the county to help finance the

proposed study, which presumably

will include only these areas lylng
within the Rouge River basin, Event-
irally, however, the study is expect-
ed to be widened to include areas
within the Huron River basin..
The city of Wixom, which lies
within both basins, probably will be
included in the plan — even though
it has nots, comributed ‘money. -for
the study, Ringler §afd.”*'We can't ™
very well exclude those communi-
ties or isolate them. If they're in
the area then we necessarily have to
include them,” he explained.

Most of the $6,000 contributed by

the village of Novi was made avail-
able by individual contractors and
property owners in this area,
This money, as well as all other
money given to the county by par-
ticipating communities, will be re-
turned once construction of sewers
is started.

Predict Surplus
In Novi Treasury

The village of Novi may have a
surplus of $21,000 in its treasury by
the end of this menth, Village Co-,
ordinator Harold Ackley reported
this week,

According to Ackley, the village
currently has a bank balance of
$40,002. With expenses not expected
to exceed $18,277 during the remain-
der of the month, he said, the vil-
lage should be in the black by
$21,725 September 1,

He pointed out, however, that the
highway fund “still owes” the gen-
eral fund about $7,000. The highway
fund deficit once stood at about
