S P E A K I N G

It's been neai-iy four years now that a committee representing 
six area schooi districts lias been worlting on a proposal lo estab-
lish a junior community college. 

Tiie Nortliville school district was invited to participate in the 
program but declined after attending preliminary meetings because 
our system was in the early stages of promoting its bond issue for 
a new high schooi. Presumably, our board of education did not 
believe that Northviiie was able to assume any new financial obli­
gations at that time. 

But I bciicvc the baxtA and sciiooi adininistrators would he 
quick to agree tlint responsibility for providing an opportunify 
for education docs not end witii graduation from high sciiooi. 

Tliis lias become a serious probiem and iviil become more so as 
each year passes. 

Our major state universities and coileges are jammed. I have 
been told that the Henry Ford junior college in Dearborn has been 
turning away applicants for the fall term for tivo months. The same 
is true of other junior colleges in the metropolitan area. 

Educators point out that our coiiege age population wiil double 
in lO years, and on top of this the percentage of our higli school 
graduate? going to college continues to grow. 

It ivas tlic recognition of this problem that prompted thc 
districts of Cliirenccvillc, Gjirdcn City, Livonia, Plyinouth, Red-
ford Union and South Bedford to underlakc thc community 
college plan. 

Their progress has been significant. They have been successful 
in initiating legislation to provide for formation of a community 
coUege by two or more sciiooi districts. They have eniisted the as-
sistance of the University of Michigan Bureau of Schooi Services 
and empioyed the part-time services of Dr. Aibert Ammerman, 
dean of instruction of Henry Ford Community coiiege, to heip pre­
pare material for a formal application. Just recently an office has 
been opened at Newburg and Ann Arbor trail. 

By Februaiy they expect to submit their proposal for establish­
ment of a coiiege to the state superintendent of public instruction. 

If tills is approved, an eiection wiil bc scheduled — possi­
bly In June — asking voters In thc participating districts to 
okay the community college pl.in, elect a board of trustees and 
agree upon the necessary inlllagc levy. State aid and tuition 
ivoiIld probably keep ,ihe .mill levy loiv, possibly at one mill. 

Interest in the community coiiege pian has been proven by 
a preliminary survey of some 4506 students in the northwest Wayne 
county area. Nearly'2660 I'eturned questionnaires stating they would 
be interested in attending the college. 

ActualUy, "it Is anticipated that the proposed college would do 
more thari .take the load off our bigger institutions. 

It would, "of course; enable students seeking four-year degrees 
or professionals requiring more study, to obtain their first two years' 
credit at their conveniently located community college. 

Just as important, thc community college would provide 
advanced technical trainhig for prospective nurses, bookkeep­
ers, stenograpiiers, etc., tiiercby upgrading thck opportunity for 
better employment. 

Likewise it would answer the growing area demand for adult 
education classes. 

I have been told by Mrs. Esther Hulsing, Plymouth school board 
member and secretary-treasurer for the study group (technically 
called the Northwest Wayne County Community College Committee), 
that school districts contiguous to the participatuig districts can 
join the program at any time. 

In the initial vote to form the "coiiege authority", however, 
every participating district must win voter approval or tlie entire 
plan fails. If it is appi'oved, neighboring districts can join by a 
favorable vote-within their own area. 

It is my personal conviction that Northviiie authorities — the 
school board, Parent-Teachers' association and any otiiers inter­
ested in providing maximum opportunity for education — should 
accept this invitation and become a part of the community college 
effort.

PEOPLE WHO READ traffic safe­

ty stories, giance at safety signs or 
hear safety reminders have short 
memories. Too often they let Ihem-
selves get killed or involved in an 
accident despite the warnings. 

But if it weren't for the newspap­
ers — and other media — the rec­
ord would be far worse than it is, 
according to Gerald W. Shipman, 
executive secretary of the State 
Safety Coinmission. 

"Definitely, we'd be dead without 
the cooperation and support of 
newspapers," he said. 

• • • 
As Michigan's 1,680,000 students 

start back lo school this fall, Ship-
iiian says there can he no better 
time for drivers to be reminded 
of the need for prceaullon on the 
higliivay cspcclally near schools 
and during the hours children arc 
making tlie ti'Ip between school 
and home. Thc familiar motto 
"Don't kill a child" has no greater 
significance tlian for the driver 
ivho has been involved In an acci­
dent ivith a youngster. 

• a • 
The law about stopping for school 

buses loading or unloading children 
needs to be reemphasized. It be­
came effective little more than a 
year ago and drivers need to be 
reminded that they are required to 
stop when the bus stops whether 
they are traveiing in the same or 
opposite direction.

"The trend has been for a more 

safety conscious public over the 
past years, and newspapers have 
helped it aiong," Shipman states. 

Newspaper . effo/ts'. have been 
sparked by a committee of espec­
ially dedicated editors who work to­
gether in the Traffic Safety Com­
mittee of the Michigan Press asso­
ciation. F. Granger Weii, president 
of the Port .Huron- Times Herald, is 
a key drivmg force in this activity. 
In six of the iast seven years he 
served as chairman of the commit­
tee. 

• • • 
Tlie MPA committee urges tiiree 

main actions for Michigan newspap­
ers; 

1. — Devote ample news and edi­
torial to traffic safety matters to 
keep the public up to date. 

2. — Support the aims defined by 
traffic experts. In recent years this 
included pushing for a speed iimit, 
a iarger stale police department, 
adequate financing for a state safe­

ty office, tlie pouit system and the 
school bus law. The committee does 
not set itself up to decide what 
do; it supports the things safety 
leaders say will bring he best re­
sults. 

3. — Support local enforcement 
officials in their efforts to deal with 
traffic violators. The committee 
urged editors to chat with sheriffs: 
police chiefs and judges encourag­
ing tliem to deal strictly wilh law 
breakers; to offer editorial support 
for strictness. 

• • • 
Another effective way newspapers 

help in safety efforts is through 
campaigning for road improvements 
belter signing, traffic lights or olher 
safety aids right in their own com. 
munities, Shipman said. 

Not only can the public be warn 
ed about an unsafe situation, but 
officials can sometimes be per 
suaded to act. 

"In all our mcctlngs ivith dally 
and wcckly ncivspaper editors ive 
continuaHy emphasize the theme 
'Look around you. There may be 
a safety situation In your oivn 
town that needs cicaning up'," llic 
safely expert said. 
"Everybody is more affected by 

what they read than by anything 
else," Shipman said. "In order to 
get people to drive safely, we think 
the best thing is to urge them to do 
specific things. 

"You just can't teii them to be 
safe," he said. "The one thing we 
do emphasize in any campaign 
reasonabieness." 

He said newspapers used the spe­
cific suggestion approach effective, 
ly, with stories and sometimes pic-
'tureŝ lo illustrate siich warnings as 
Give your children something to do 
lo keep them from fidgeting on 
long ride. Don't quarrel with your 
mother-in-law while on a trip. Don 
drive when you're dead tired. Be 
sure your car is in shape to make 
the trip.

Newspapers have been compl: 

mented numerous times for their 
safety work by the Governor, by 
State Police Commissioner Joseph 
E . Childs and Secretary of Stale 
James M. Hare, who is chairman 
of the State Safety Commission by 
virtue of his elective position. 

Editors, like safety experts, know 
that the battle to reduce accidents 
on the highway is a never endinj 
one. Continued effort is necessary 
to keep from losing ground.

W e ' r e W o r l d L e a d e r s i n T a x e s , T o o ! 

On tlie Atlantic Ocean — As I 
travel about the world I am con­
cluding that we, the peopie of the 
United States, pay the highest taxes 
•f any nation with a responsibie 
government. We know the direct 
tax biii which we get from our cit­
ies and towns, based on reai estate 
asse.ssmenls, and the direct tax 
biils which we get from our coun­
ties, states and Federal Govern­
ment but we fail to recognize the 
indirect taxes we are paying. No 
other country which I annually vis­
it has such indirect taxes. 

When I have a meal costing a 
$1.06 or more in many states there 
Is a tax added lo the bill. All of our 
states have gasoline taxes ranging 
from 2c lo 8c a gailon, in addition 
to tile federai tax. When we travei 
on a tui-npike, or over certain bridg­
es, the toil is another form of tax-
ntion. Some cities and states also 
have sales taxes which are added 
to the cost of our daiiy purchases. 

You may think that the govei'n-
ment pavs you your Sociai Security, 
but really you have been taxed for 
'his for many years. Then there are 
'ho liquor and cigarette taxes, and 
'lie taxes you pay when you send a 
'.elegrani, make certain phone caiis, 
md buy transportation tickets. 
There are many others, too, which 
I could mention. 

The greatest mi.sccn lax iviiicii 
every consumer in tlic United 
Stiilcs pays Is thc corporallon 
profits (ax. This applies lo all 
corporations. It means that up to 
'>2 percent of the profits of all 
ccrporations must be paid io thc 
federal government in taxes. 

Those of you who receive semi­
annual reports from corporations in 
which you hold stock know what 
they pay in income taxes. These 
taxes, however, are added to the 
price of the goods which the cor­
porations sell. Hence, when you buy 
anything from your local stores (ex­
cept food, drugs, and a few other 
necessities) you rebate to the pro­
ducers 52 percent. This, includes re­
frigerators, coolcing stoves, televi­
sion sets, radios, as well as almost 
all the fumiture for your house. You 
pay this through the increased price 

tag which absorbs the 52 percent. 
Strange to say, these taxes we 

pay give employment to people. 
With less taxation-employment is a 
sort of "rmg around the rosy," or 
is like a monkey trying to climb a 
wheel in his cage. 

It is almost like a man trying 
to cure himself of drinking by 
taking more drinks! 

With some nations of Europe the 
taxation system has ullimaleiy re­
sulted in socialism, revolution or 
communism. 

With each of the presidential can­
didates trying to oiitdo the other In 
promises, I don't know what the 
end will be. I continue to be glad 
'hat. I am an American citizen. 
There is no other part of the world 
where I would rather live than in 
the United Slates. We pay for both 
our misfortunes and our comforts 
by higher taxes, and yet these tax­
es are a "shot in the arm" to pro­
long our present pro.snerity. 

Is thc U.S. A Welfare .Stale? 
No, it is not, compared with many 

other countries in Europe. The most 
marked example is Sweden, which 
I visited last year. There the mother 
is helped while the baby is being 
bom, and is cared -for during the 
first five years. Citizens can get 
free hospital service as well as free 
education. The railroads, telephones 
and buses are owned by the people. 
The government builds and operates 
co-operative stores and many places 
of amusement. 

Hoivever, I found these ivcrc 
not appreciated by the people; 
Instead, they ivcrc complaining 
about the high taxes. This Is also 
evident In Denmark, and even In 
England. 
Human nature seems to be about

The bid was awarded to the 
I'ontlac fkm, one of five (SwIstruc-
tion companies to submit'bids, on 
tlic basis of the recdmmendntions 
by the architect, KatolaufI, Mc-

bined construction, electrical and 
mechanical estliiMtes were lower 
than were the combinations oflother 
firms.

Predict Surplus 

In Novi Treasury 
The village of Novi may have a 

surplus of $21,000 in its treasury by 
the end of this month, Village Co-, 
ordinator Harold Ackley reported 
this week. 

According to Ackley, the village 
currently has a bank balance of 
$40,002. With expenses not expected 
to exceed $18,277 during the remain­
der of the month, he said, the vil 
lage should be in the black by 
$21,725 September 1. 

He pointed out, however, that the 
highway fund "still owes'' the gen­
eral fund about $7,600. The highway 
fund deficit once stood at about 
$32,600, he added. 

Much of the surplus now in the 
village treasury is a result of tax 
payments during the past several 
months, he said. Through Septem­
ber 10, according to Treasurer 
Charies Trickey, Sr., $48,348 of the 
total village tax of $53,864 was col­
lected. 

And thirdly. Superintendent of 
Schools William Medlyn told the 
board that schooi consultant services 
were available through the Univer­
sity of Michigan. Last month the 
board approved a motion to hire a 
part-time elementary curriculum 
consultant. 

An audience filled the library of 
the Orchard Hills school at the board' 
meeting. If they came expecting a 
duplication of the previous meeting' 
at which arguments raged over the 
proposed hiring of a -remedial read­
ing teacher, they were disappointed. 

Although Walter Ambinder and 
John MacBride were reluctant to 
wait until next Tuesday evening to 
settle the remedial -reading prob­
lem, their fellow board members 
voted them down.

Mr. Editor: 

I was very concerned after read­
ing the letter in la:5t week's Novi 
News and hearing the comments of 
vai'ious peopie I know, that anyone 
would beiieve radios were installed 
in school buses primarily for en­
joyment. 

Included in the radio set-up is an 
audio-amplifier that enables the 
driever to be heard instantly by 
flipping a switch and speaking into 
a microphone. When drii'ing a car, 
danger of an accident is increased 
everytime the eyes leave the road 
for one second. This danger is quad­
rupled when a bus driver's atten­
tion is distracted by a disturbance 
behind them, because they have to 
turn their head to be heard. 

In the iarger buses no one couid 
possible be heard in the back, even 
when the chiidren are just taiking. 
They can now put a stop to any 
disturbance and quiet any distract­
ing hullabaloo witiiout taking their 
attention from the road, thereby 
iessening the danger of injury and 
possible death to 60 or 70 chiidren 
If a chiid has to cross the street, 
a speaker mounted outside the bus 
enabies the driver to let the chiid 
ren know when it is safe to proceed 
Happiiy our bus routes can be ar­
ranged so no child has to cross any 
main highway. There are two rea­
sons I know of for the radio to be 
inciuded in the iset-up, aithough 
there might be more. One: the driv­
er automaticaiiy turns it off when 
leaving the bus, as anyone does in 
the car, therefore not running the 
battery down, and Two: music does 
tend to quiet the children, some es-
peciaiiy if their favorite record is 
playing. 

Regarding the money used for ex­
pensive schools and equipment In­
stead of teachers, there was a spe­
cial bond issue raised to provide 
for building and equipping schools, 
aiso necessary repairs to existing 
buildings. To use that money for 
other purposes wouid require the 
vote of ail the taxpayers in the 
schooi district. If any school board 
not only Novi — but all over the 
state, cc.uld legally have used such 
money on hand, they surely would 
have done so instead of borrowing 
against State Aid (due them but not 
paid) to pay personnel and running 
expenses. 

If such an eiection WERE held 
and passed where would we -get the 
money for additionai ciassrooms? 
According to the school census this 
district, the 4th unit at Orchard 
Hills will have to be buiit in two 
years for chiidren we already know 
are going to attend schooi here. We 
can't go back to the taxpayers and 
ask for another tiond issue, it 
wouldn't pass by a iarge margm 
and our chiidren of necessity wouid 
be on half day sessions. 

Schoois being built now look ex-
pensive, but by actual cost analysis 
are cheaper in man hours, materi­
als and upkeep than two or three 
story buiidings.

As to reading difficulties, all of 
-lur chiidren who have started school 
in the last ten or twelve years have 
been short-changed. That is "when 
the educators (who decide what is 
to be taught in our schoois) thought 
children couid learn to read faster 
by the "look-say" method than by 
the teaching of systematic phonetic 
method. It was true, the majority 
couid iearn to read faster, but they 
could not distinguisii between words 
simiiar in spelling. When they reach­
ed the higher eiementary grades 
they were iost when confronted by 
an unfamiliar word because they 
had not been taught to pronounce 
a word by sounding out the sylla­
bles. Now the educators have come 
around full circie and admit the 
method was wrong and once again 
recommend the teaching of -phoJiics, 
but OUR children are the losers. 

This is not oniy my thinking, many 
articles have been -written on this 
subject in the past year. The latest 
and most out-spoken, was m the Sep­
tember Ladies Home Journal entitl­
ed "Our Educators Need Educat­
ing". 

We should not blame our school 
boards for hiring "inadequate teach­
ers" or teachers for "inferior teach 
ing", but put the blame squarely 
where it belongs and insist some­
thing should be done to insure us 
from another such fiasco as this. 

We shouid aiso work with our 
school officials to find the extra 
money to hire the necessary reme­
dial reading teacher. I am thankful 
some of my older children iiad as 
their third grade teacher one wiio 
beiieved so impiicitiy in the teâ ch-
ing of phonics, that she did so, re­
gardless. I had oniy hoped my 
youngest couid aiso have her, but 
I understand she is ieavuig after 
this school year. We are losing a 
good teacher and I oniy hope we 
are lucky enough to get another of 
her caiiber.

Gallopmg to an early lead Friday night the Mustangs stumbled sud­
denly on a Rock wall and lost the season opener to arch-rival Plymouth 
25-12. 

The defeat on'Plymouth's gridiron ended an eight-game Northvilie win­
ning streak and spoiled the debut of Coach Ron Horwath, who replaced 
former Coach Ron Schipper now of Jackson. 

Surveyuig the wreckage, Horwath 
premised plenty of rigorous practice 
for his gridders this week in an ef­
fort to "clean up our mistakes" be­
fore tomorrow's league opener with 
Holly. 

Although Horwath was obvious­
ly disappointed by tlie loss, he 
was far from discouraged. "There 
were plenty of bright spots des­
pite our mistakes,'' tlie coacli said. 
Tiie most eiicotu'aglng sign, he in­
dicated, was the goal-IInc stand 
that started (he capaclty-plus 
crowd buzzing In the fIrst half. 
"The beys proved thcy can hold 
their own with even a heavier 
line." 
The goal-line stand, which drew 

thunderous applause from both sides 
of the field, climaxed what eventu 
aiiy proved to be Northviiie's finai 
impressive series of piays.

" T H R E E EVILS OF OUR TIMES" 

Thc task of nammg tlie three worst sins of our 
age is a complicated one to say the least, To begm 
wilh, it is a false premise to say that sins are cate-
goi-icaily arranged, when God says, " A l i unright­
eousness is sin". It is -man who has graded sin ac­
cordtag to its effect upon society; consequentiy, we 
have been made to tiitak of eviis as having degree. 
In this we have faiied to disttoguish that there is 
sin, and there are sins. Sin is our nature, stemming 
from unbelief, while sins are the resuits manifestmg 
that nature. Sin is the root, sins are the fruit; sta 
is the iieart, sins are the artei'ies. 

Standing at the head of the list as degrading 
Ij cviis of our day, are biaspheIny, drunkenness, and 
If murder, and yet it is not uncommon to find that a 

person guilty of one, is capabie of all three. TlIis 
fact is weil iiiustrated by the fable of the Arabs 
concerning the man who fell into Uie clutches of 
the Devil, who would release him only df he com­
mitted one of three alternative sins; to get drunk, 
kill his father, or curse Aiiah. The victim could not 
consider killtag his father nor cursing Allah, so 
chose to get drunk, and while drunk kiiied his fa­
ther and cursed Allah. Wiiiie this illustrates the 
point that sin leads to sta, we need further to ex­
amine each of these evils in the light of God's 
Word, and fmd God's thoughts concei-ning them. 

Biasphemy, curstag, foul language is a sad 
commentary on our society. It is not uncommon 
to hear men, women and teen-agers, pubiiciy dis­
play by word of mouth, the condition of their 

wiUiin, out of the heart of men, proceed evii 
thoughts, aduitcries, fornications, murders, thefts, 
covctousness, wickedness, deceit, lasciviousness, an 
cvii eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishness . . . " Then 
aiso in the great moral code, given to Moses, "Thou 
Shalt not take the name of the Lord thy God in 
vain; for the Lord will not hold iiim guiltiess lhat 
taketh his name in vain." 

The second evil, responsible for more chaos, 
and corruption, more death and destruction than 
many wars, is drunkenness. With the mcreased 
consumption of alcoholic Jiquors-and tatoxicants, 
crune and moral rot have been steadiiy mounttag. 
Should there be only one verse of scripture, proiiib-
Ittag the practice of an evil, Uiat would suffice; but 
we have abundant Scriptural witness agatast drunk­
enness. In the Proverbs, "Wme is a mocker, strong 
drtak is raging and whosoever is deceived thereby 
is not wise.. .for the drunkard and the glutton shaii 
come to poverty." But the strongest tadictment 
against this sin is given in 1 Cor. 6:9-10 which tells 
us that "such shall not taherit the kingdom of God." 

Certainly, everyone knows tiie extent and aw-
fulness of miu-der that manifests the fact that some-
thmg is tragically wrong with a world such as ours, 
fiiled wilh such violent language and violent acts. 
The diagnosis of the Great Physicians cannot be 
disputed — "Out of the heart proceed evil tiioughts, 
etc., etc., etc. Now, if these evils are the fiiIit, 
then the condition of the heart -must be the root 
and oniy as the heart is cleansed by Him can the 
fruit of our lives be righteousness, arid peace, there­
fore the need of Romans 10:9-10.

think of as "Ireland" consists of 
two distmct divisions politically. The 
Repubiic of Ireland (Eire) com-
prises four-fifths of the area; its 
population is independent, and large­
ly Catholic. Nortiiem Ireland, con­
sisting of six counties is still a mem­
ber of the British Commonwealth 
and is largely Protestant. It was 
settled chiefly by tiie Scotch. 

The northwestern tip ot this Pro­
testant section is O'Dougherty coun­
try, which has the remnants of a 
Castle which Mrs. Babson's ances­
tors buiit 200 years ago. It was con­
stantly in trouble. It was taken by 
the English some 40 years after it 
was built; tlien the O'Doughertys 
got it back for about 40 years, and 
thereafter the occupancy of it 
switched from one to the other. 
There is a lesson here which may 
apply to other countries where prop­
erty has been seized by the Rus­
sians or other Communists. 

Aithough the O'Dougherty build­
ings were burned and the cattle and 
toois stoien, the title of the real 
estate finaiiy returned to the or­
iginal owners. This makes me feei 
that weli located reai estate is one 
of the safest investments hi this 
troubled world. 

The pcflpic of Ireland are most 
courteous iind wannIicarlcd. They 
have iaugiitcr and humor as well 
as curious supcrstltIens. They 
arc knoivn as chronic exaggerat-
ors, due to IheIr kIssIng tlie Biar-
ncy Stone! Both thc men and wo­
men arc hcalliiy, athietIc and 
handsome. Tlicv are very trust­
worthy, God-fearhig working peo­
pie, charmingly graceful. 

In my traveis over the world, I 
have never met more friendiy or 
happier inhabitants. 

We started at Cobh and went along 
the South Coast, passhig wonderful 
old castles such as the Dronoland 
Castle, built in the 11th Century, 
the Ashford Castle, and the Bally-
nahince Castle. Hotels are reason­
able, the food is good, but bath­
rooms are scarce and cold. The 
rooms are heated by open fireplac­
es, burning peat rather than coal. 
Littie wood is left in Ireland, but 
the fields are verdant. 

Value of Pasture Land 

Although Ireland is smaller in 
area than Pennsylvania, it has 
marvelous ocean frontage exceed­
ing that of Fiorida. Some of this is 
meadow farm land extending down 
to the water; in other places there 
are high cliffs. As I worked up the 
West Coast and noticed this beau­
tiful unoccupied ocean frontage, I 
systematically took samples of the 
soii. These I will bring home with 
nie and have analyzed. This land 
seils at a -low price per acre and is 
fairiy rocky, suitabie, from our 
standpoint, only for pasturage. It 
aiso is difficut to purchase iarge 
tracts of a thousand acres. 

However, I should Uilnk this 
land niishl be an excellent Invest­
ment for those with liallcnce who 
are ivillIng io visit Ireland once 
every other year and talk ivith 
those lo whom they rent. 
I was much surprised at the tem­

perature of Ireland. I saw palm 
trees growing m the southern por­
tion, and I was told that, due to the 
Gulf Stream, even the northern por­
tion is seldom freezuig cold. The 
Killarney Lake section m South­
west Ireland is beautiful, and many 
other lakes abound throughout Ire­

land providmg fishmg, hunthig and 
other sports. 

Transportation 
Dubiin has an excellent au-port 

with pianes gomg to ail the ieadmg 
Engiish and Scotch cities, as well 
as to Paris, Rome and elsewhere. 
Pianes from the United States land 
at Shannon, 160 miles southwest 
of Dublin, near the famous Blarney 
Castle. The population of Northern 
Ireland is almost 1,500,000, whiie 
the rest of Ireland has about 3,000,-
000 people. Ireland has excellent 

banks, department stores and ho­
tels. It remhids me today of what 
our Florida was hi 1900, 60 years 
ago.

C o m e s t o H e a d 
Tiie question of wlietlicr or not 

N o v i is to have a new viliage 
manager definitely wil l be settled 
Monday night. 

At least that's what three of the 
five members of the council de­
cided last Monday night .it an in-
furii.iil mfcetWg.^wo touhcilnfen'i 
Presideiit Joseph Crupi :iii.l Wuiier 
Tuck, were absent. 

Until recentiy, the question before 
the council was who and when shall 
we hire a manager. However, coun­
cil and an apparent public satisfac­
tion ivith the status quo, has caused 
the councii to wonder if a manager 
is really needed. 

Since the , resignation of former 
manager, Fred Olson, last June, 
Novi Building Inspector Harold 
Ackley has been acting as village 
coordinator, assuming most of the 
responsibilities of a manager. He is 
paid $200 a month in addition to his 
$5,400 building department salary 
for his services as coordinator. 

Olson, who was unpopular with a 
good many of Novi's residents, re 
ceived a salary of 56,000 per year. 

Only Councilman Philip Ander-
son has taken a stand on the man-
ager Issue. He has stated repeat-
cdly that hc opposes hkIng of a 
manager. "I like the way Harold 
is working and the way things are 
going," he said. 

Several other memers have,j^x-. 
pressed satiisfac'tloh ivflh iiickley' 
and present operations of the vil­
lage, but ihey have nelUier stated 
that Ihcy oppose or support Imme-
diatc appointment of a manager. 
Compliments of citizens on "the 
ivay liilngs are going" have tend­
ed to slew action to iiirc a man-
ager.

However, Councilwoman Miss Eu­
genie Choquet stated Monday that 
she has received just as many com-
•plcints from citizens because the 
councii has not taken any action. 
Her demand that "we take a stand 
one way or the other" prompted 
proposed action next Monday.. 

Miss Choquet maintains that Ack­
ley cannot do a good job acting in 
two capacities. She also objects to 
the additional money being paid to 
.\cklcy as a coordinator. 

If the council decides Monday to 
hire a manager, it probably wiii de­
cide aiso which of the haif-dozen 
aoplicants now under consideration 
should be chosen. More than 30 ap-
oiications for the position already 
have been screened. 

Aithough the viilage charter does 
not speoificaiiy require a manager, 
it does provide manager-type gov­
ernment. 

One section of the charter states 
"In the event a viilage manager 
shall not be appointed, or should a 
vacancy at any time exist in such 
office, the president shall perform 
the functions which would otherwise 
be performed by the viilage mana­
ger unless the councii shail other­
wise direct, expressly provided., 
however, that any appointment to 
office made by the president under 
this section shall he made subject 
to the approval of the councii." 

The appointment of Ackley falls 
within this provision. 

P o l i c e C a s e s O n I n c r e a s e 

The month of August was the busi 
est month the Novi police depart­
ment has experienced m its seven 
year history. Chief of Poiice Lee 
BeGole reported to the council. 

Much of the increased activity, 
BeGoie indicated, was a result of 
more efficient traffic enforcement. 
Many more verbal warnings were 
recorded than ever before — and 
'more than three times as many 
traffic summons were issued during 
August than were issued during the 
same month last year, he said 

Traffic enforcement was better, he 
added, even though "we had less 
police cars on the road due to our 
new system of havhig two men in 
the car on the afternoon and mid­
night shifts." 

The two-man car system, he ex­
plained, has been particularly suc­
cessful because it boosts department 
morale while increasing the effi­
ciency and safety of the policemen. 

Although the total number of traf-
fic violations increased from 52 last 
year to 171 in August, BeGole em-

phasized that this increase is no in-
dication that Novi is becommg a 
"speed trap". "We're just more 
efficient than ever before.'' 

Court costs and fines to the village 
during August were $2215, an in-
crease cf $1 450 over the previous 
August total. 

The department handled 218 cases 
during August. Most significant of 
the.'̂ e were: 

Felonious larceny, 10; simple lar-
ceny, 11; disorderly, 11; -miscellan 
ecus crimes, 34; and traffic ai^ci-
dents, 21. 

The two patrol cars traveled a 
total of 0,054 -miles during the month. 
Six policemen worked a total of 1,451 
hours. 

In his report on juveniles, BeGole 
said his deoarbmcnt had "very little 
trouble with local juveniles...how­
ever, many children from outside 
our boundaries swarm hito the vil­
lage during the summer and get 
into difficulty with the police. Many 
of these juveniles are turned over 
to their local 'juvenile officer. 

A Novi woman -who soid a fake 
divorce to a Pontiac woman pieaded 
iuiity of obtaining money under 
false pretenses Tuesday and was 
fined $100. 

Mrs. Hazel McCardle, 26785 Wix­
om road, was handed the fme and 
was piaced on,two years probation 
idien. she appeared before Far.ming. 
ton Justice of Peace James Lawaon. 

Mrs. McCardie was charged with 
seiiing fake divorce papers to a 
Pontiac woman, who later remar­
ried. AccoI;ding to Oakland county 
prosecutors, the papers were maiied 
lo the Pontiac woman in 1958. 

The Pontiac woman, who is ille­
gally divorced from her first hus­
band, went to the prosecutor after 
a friend questioned the vaiidity of 
the divorce. 

A warrant for Mrs. McCardle's ar­
rest was issued -and iccai and state 
loiice began a search for the wo­
man, who disappeared from her 
home. 

•Last week she surrendered to 
Novi Justice of Peace Robert K . 
Anderson, who in turn persuaded 
her to give herself up to state po­
lice. 

In her defense before Justice Law-
son, Mrs. McCardle admitted exe­
cuting the documents — but that 
the Pontiac woman, who asked for 
her help, knew that the divorce pap­
ers were false. 

Mrs. McCardle is married and 
has four sons, one of whom is at­
tending the University of Michigan.

A program of night classes m 
aduit education to begin immediate­
ly 'was approved Tuesday night at 
a special -meeting of Northville's 
baaiti of education. ^ 

Acting on requests by numerous 
area residents and the resuits of a 
questionnaire presented at the ini­
tiai meeting of the P-TA iast week, 
the board unanimousiy supported 
•administrators' proposais to offer 
classes this year in the high school. 

Dr. Kenneth MacLeod, assistant 
superintendent, was named di­
rector of the adult education pro-
gram. 

Because greatest interest has 
been shown in art (painting and 
crafts), homemakhig, commercial 
classes and shop (woodwork and 
metal "work), these classes have 
been definitely adopted. 

But any other subjects with suf­
ficient public demand will be of­
fered. Dr. MacLeod stated. 

Minimum class size ivill be IS 
ivith a luItIon fee of $8 per per­
son for a 10-week course. Ciasses 
will be held weekly, prohabiy 
Monday or Tuesdays from 7 p.m.

The two opposing views — which 
v.'ere partly resolved — were these: 

Hahn believes the reading prob­
lems in elementary schools shouid 
be attacked by eliminating ivhere 
possibie the probiems which create 
bad readers. On the other hand, Am­
binder, agrees that this method is 
worthwhiie but only as a secondary 
step to direct and immediate heip 
to the child with reading problems. 

Halm recommends a program ot 
helping present (cachcrs in the 
school sysiem lick (lie problem. 
Ambinder con(ends that helping 
tile indlviduiii pupil is niorc im-
per(an( --- and this, lie einphaslzes, 
requires having a highly trained 
remedial reading teacher to do 
thc job. 
The program advanced by Hahn 

•.btain them. 
Amljinder agreed and added: 

"Eiit that doesn't mean we can't 
try." He indicated that he could use 
hi.i influence at Wayne State uni­
versity, where he is employed, to. 
secure such a teacher. 

Witli bnlh men agreeing some-
what ivitii ihc program of the 
oilier. Board Member Joiin Mac­
Bride tried to bring the tivo vieivs 
loBedicr hv proposing Uiat a re-
mi^diai rending teacher couid^ 
serve as a "helping teacher" and 
nt tile same lime Iielp those indi­
vidual children who need Imme-
diatc help. 
Actuaiiy, it was not oniy the 

clashing viewpoints of Ambinder 
and Hahn which resulted in the 3-2 
vote, but also the question of financ­
ing 

School Board President Arthur 
Heslip and board members, Edward 
Erwin and Russell Taylor, took the 
stand that tlie school was already 
in debt and that they did not favor 
the hiring of a remedial reading 
teacher because it meant more def­
icit financing. 

And Heslip added that the board 
had not yet had time to study the

er, with a background in remedial 
reading, to act as a "helping teach­
er", to help other teachers gear 
their study programs to the specific 
needs of each chiid. This program, 
he contends, benefits a greater num­
ber of children while improving the 
teaching system itseif. 

"If we can help just four kids 
(with a full-time remedial readmg 
teacher)," Ambmder argued after 
listening to Hahn's talk, "I will be 
very happy — it would be money 
weli spent. 

"For four years ive have stailed 
(in doing somedilng obout reading 
problems), AmbSider said later. 
"We can start right now wllh a 
weil-lralned leaclier and start 
working \vlth the kids that need 
help. I don't believe tj-pieal teacii­
ers can do the job. They simply 
are not interesicd in this (ype of 
work; they don't have the time.'' 
Ambinder drew this medical ana­

logy to support his stand that a pro­
fessional is needed to work directly 
with the chiidren: When a child cuts 
his finger, mother puts a bandage 
on it. But when he becomes seriously 
ii i , a doctor is caiied in to treat 
him. 

The Oakland county official in his 
talk called for "differentiathig" 
programs. The' helping teacher -
he also called her a "master teach­
er'; — can help regular teachers 
recognize the different rates of 
growth in children "so that we can 
anticipate the types of programs 
needed. 

' 'I say Hie average classroom 
teacher witli help can reach a very 
large number of ehIldren, who will 
respond lo flexibility hi the pro­
gram." 
The closest he came to defining 

"flexibility" was provision of hooks 
in the classrooms that would 
satisfy the needs of every child. He 
contended that "we cannot expect 
every chiid to be at the same grade 
ievei when they reach say the sixth 
grade." Some are "growing in the 
shade," he said. 

Hahn said the teacher must put 
the child in the sun, with the help 
cf the parents and the school board 
in providing pienty of good resourc­
es. 

The problems, which sometimes 
are visual, emotional, or medical 
ones, stem often from the environ­
ment in the home, he said. Too 
often in the homes today, he ex­
plained, the TV lamp has taken the 
place of the rending lamp. Parents, 
he added, should be "models" for 
their children; they should show an 
interest in reading themselves and 
provide good books for their child­
ren. 

"No one ever became a good 
reader without reading a book, Hahn 
5mphasizcd. 

The "great debate" took severai 
avenues. One other was the difficul­
ty or ease In obtaining a good reme-
dial reading teacher. Hahn said good 
teachers were seldom available. He 

the answer. 
Ambiiider and MacBride argued 

that the board had adopted a resoiu-
tion by Erwin last month that caiied 
for a 30-day study on what it would 
cost to hire a remedial readhig 
teacher and how the salary could 
be financed. The 30 days are up, 
they added, and nothing has been 
done. 

In past years, the two members 
pointed out, the board apparently 
has not been concerned with defi­
cit financing. So why, they asked, 
should the board be so concerned 
now when the welfare of the child--
ren is at stake.

"The only (hing we can do Is 
ask for a mlllage Increase," Hes­
lip said, "and until then I do not 
favor deficit spending."

"We were elected by the people 
and I don't think we have to go 

to them every time a matter like 
this comes up."
