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T a r i f f s T a b o o 

London, England — E v e r y young 
person should be "protected" untii 
he or she is 14 to 16 yea r s of age. 
If tlie youtli shows any natural re­
sources, he or she should be pro­
tected or "subsidized" t.hrough high 
school and periiaps in coiiege, but 
no longer. 

Tiie same economic prmciple 
should be applied by nations. The 
U.S. iiad nearly a l l the na tura l re­
sources — including cheap iatior — 
when it adopted a protective tariff. 
It had timber o i l , iron, gas, copper, 
water power, and the c l imate to 
raise cotton, cattie and grains . A 
protective tariff was then justified 
in order to give industry a start. 

B u i io give the U .S . p ro l cc l i vc 
tariffs nniv, iviieu it no ionger has 
cheap lalior, ivould he foolish ami 
in i l ic end niai<e conditions worse. 
Tiic same apPiics to Great Bri taht 
and inost of Europe. 

Tlie forni.ition of the six- and 
seven-nation European groups which 
iiave united to provide central mar­
kets for tlieir products and el iminate 
trade barriers is a wonderfui step 
forward wiiich United States manu­
facturers and labor siiould watch. 

Since m y last article on Ireland, 
I have studied the E m e r a l d Isle 
most intensely. It has three basic 
natural resources: (Jood soi l , plenty 
of rain, and fine pasture land for 
cattle and sheep. It, however, l acks 
timber, coal, o i l , gas and sunshine. 
It has no iron, only a t race of cop­
per; but much cheap labor. Com­
mon labor is happy with $3 per day 
and skilled labor with $6 per day 
since l iving costs are very low. 

The future of Ireland i s agr icul­
ture, pr incipal ly livestock. The ma in 
manufactured products which appear 
to pay are cement and sugar made 
from sugar beets. There are also 
great possibilities for further de­
velopment of the tourist business 
especially hunting, f ishing and 
mountain c l imbing . Ye t the I r ish 
government is making a serious ef­
fort to attract factories — wit i i tax 
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exemption to other helps. The most 
interesting experiment is being made 
eight miies north of Ki i i a rney by the 
" H - C " Crane Works. This is a Ger­
man concern which is import ing its 
iron, making it into cranes and 
heavy machines and exporting all 
their products (selling none in Ire­
land) to a l l parts of the world . A l l 

from !) a .m. to 6 p .m. — for $8 
to $12 per week. I visited a skiiled 
carpenter, the father of a m a n in 
m y office at Wellesley ivhom I pay 
$8,000 a year . This carpenter gets 
$4.28 per day. 

Bu t the l iv ing here is cheap for 
working peopie. Everyone has good 
food and w a r m clothing and a good 
t ime. The weather is bad ; but the 
peopie are healthy. A person ui the 
U.S . who is re t i r ing on a pension 
Ireland hopes these Germans wi i i 
succeed. 

England has a smal l amount of 
i ron and coal which, wi t i i good 
workers, has made this an industrial 
nation without the need of pi'otective 
tariffs except as to luxuries . E n g ­
land's skii ied labor and financial 
ability has made its bankers a power 
in world finance, insurance and 
shipping. 

The F rench peopie are not too 
well informed on econnniics, but 
Southern France has a fine c i l -
mafc for ra is ing grapes and otiier 
f n i i U . Hence, it is icading the 
worid In maidng fine wines, per­
fumes, fashions and other luxur­
ies. (Our Cal i fornia is fast catch 
Ing up.) 

Germany has steel and much 
cheap skii ied labor; but I taly ap-
peals most to me. It leads the world 
in plastics, and is fast developing a 
great business i n automobiles and 
machines of a l l kinds. 

F i n a i i y , just a word about ieaving 
the U . S . A . and working in Europe . 

Except for young people who 
like farming and utoek-raislng, 
the opportunities in I rc iand and 
France are slight. The clerks work 

should think of coming here to live 
instead of going to Cal i fornia A n . 
zona, or F i o r i d a . With a pension 
check coming every month f rom the 
"good oid U . S . A . " he could live 
here like a mil l ionaire and have a 
long, healthy and happy l ife. 

In We.st Germany and I taly there 
are more opportunities for young 
peopie, with progressive factories 
for mak ing a l l kinds of machines, 
textiies, piastics, etc. B u t you must 
work; no coffee breaks o r labor 
unions. Even the waitresses in the 
hotels run. Everyone i s " o n their 
toes". These European countries do 
not need protective tariffs.

B a r r i n g some unexpected 
defect, this portion of the road was

However, cars probably 
w i l l not be able to enter N o v i road 
from Grand R i v e r unti l two "turn­
ing lanes ' ' have been poured. 

These two lanes, as wel l as s imi­
l a r lanes at the 10 M i l e intersection, 
are expected to be poured this week.

The court ruled that the request 
for a license had been unjustly der 
nied and returned the matter to the 
counci l for its decision. The council 
then postponed action on the request 

' pending a fuil report by the promot-
er on operation techniques. 

(This report was received by the 
vi l lage Tuesday morning.) 

If after examing the report, the 
counci l or the attorney decide that 
It contains the information desired 
to give them a "complete picture ' ' 
of the proposed operation, a new 
hear ing before the council w i l l be 
set.

Whats^ Going

Meet ing In Northvii ie last F r iday 
evening representatives of North 
vUle township, Wixom, Salem 
Farmlngton township, Livonia and 
South L y o n were told by Mayor 
A . M . A l l e n of NorUivl i le that the 
problem of bringing M . D . ' s and 
D.O. ' s together In one hospital 
seemed nearly Impossible. 

Th i s has been the difficulty that 
prevented a possible November vote 
on the hospital authority act. 

Representatives of several of the 
or iginal 14 communities invited to 
study the -hospital authority plan 
have steadfastly stated that they 
would not support any hospital plan 
that did not permit equal use of the 
faci l i ty by b o t h ^ D . C ' s and M . D . ' s . 

Therefore a proposed" resolution 
was drawn stipulating that, if vot-
ers of the par t ic ipat ing communi 
ties approved formation of an au­
thority, hospitals supported by the 
authority would be open to both. 

But Mayor Al l en and Community 
General Hospital Adminis t ra tor Cal 
vin Monfils revealed to the repre 
sentatives F r i d a y night that offi-
cials of the Michigan Osteopathic 
association would not endorse the 
plan. 

"They Indicated that thek or-
ganlzatlon would not support our 
authority unless the state hospital 
authority act Is cliaiiged to permit 
equai use of ihe facilities In a i l 
authority hospitals," A l l e n told 
the group. 
" In short ," Al len explained, "the 

state association of osteopaths is 
asking that we help enact new state 
legislat ion." 

General feeling of the representa 
tives present at the Northvi i ie meet-
ing was that this was not a problem 
for their proposed authority to un-
dertake. 

Under the state authority act it 
is up to the elected officials of the 
authority to determine the rules and 
regulations under which the hospi­
tals s l ia l l be managed. 

The group then adopted a motion 
made by Salem Township Supervisor 
Wi l l i am Scheel that both M . D . ' s and 
D.O. ' s prac t ic ing within the pro-
posed area authority be polled to 
determine their reaction to the 
problem. 

" I f our own doctors are wi l l ing 
to work together i n a hospital, 
then I believe we should go 
ahead," he stated. I l l s proposal 
iron the enthusiastic support of 
M a y o r Donald Brooks of Wixom 
and Wi l l i am Fisher , representing 
Farmlngton township. 
It was declared that M a y o r Al len 

and Monfi ls would prepare a ques-
tionnaire and submit i t to doctors 
practicing in the area to include 
South L y o n and L y o n township, the 
village of Mi l ford and Mi l fo rd town­
ship, the vi l lage of N o v i and N o v i 
township, the ci ty and township of 
Farmlngton, the city and township 
of Northvi l le , P lymouth , Salem, 
Wixom and L ivon ia . 

A l l of these communities have ex-
pressed interest at one time or ano-
ther in the -proposed authority. 

After results of the questionnaires 
have been tabulated another meeting 
wi i i be cal led. Upon these answers 
rests the future of the hospital au­
thority, the representatives agreed. 

Specifically, a hospital authority 
may be formed by an approving 
vote of a majority of the qualified 
electors of two or more cit ies, i i j-
corporated villages or townships. 

The authority is governed by a 
board of directors appointed by 
governing bodies of tiie participat-
ing units and further elected by the 
appointees on a population basis. 

The authority tlieii may levy a 
tax up (0 four-tenlhs of a m i l l (40 
cents pci^ lliouaand dollars 

equalized valuation). F o r tlie aver-
age home oivner this tax w o u l d 
amount lo approxhnateiy $L5Q 
annuaily. 

Under the act the authority has 
the right to pian, acquire, construct, 
improve, eniarge, own, maintain 
and operate one o r more hospitals 
located within o r without the 
boundaries of the authority. 

Construction of hospitals is plan-
ned according to the center of pop-
ulation.

Poor speii ing can -pull down your 
child's grades i n social studies, 
reading, science and other school 
subjects, say the nation's eiemen-
tary school teachers. M a n y teach­
ers mark down book reports, proj­
ect notebooks, and test papers be­
cause they contain spell ing and 
grammat ica l errors. 

Why is speii ing so difficult for 
many chi ldren? 

" L e a r n i n g to spell E n g l i s h is hard 
work , " according to the National 
Educat ion association, in its book­
let " H o w to He lp Y o u r Chi ld L e a r n " . 
"Johnny would have an easier t ime 
of it with Spanish or F inn i sh , which 
are far more consistent in their 
ruies ." 

Most schools concentrate on 
teaching chi idren a list of about 
••JOOO Eng l i sh root words that make 
un flS percent of the words both 
adults and chi ldren use in written 
expressions. About 20 percent of 
these words don't follow the regu­
la r ainhabetical rules, and these are 
probably the ones that are g ivmg 
your chi ld trouble. 

Here are ways, suggested by the 
N E A , in which parents can help 
their children improve m spel l ing: 

F i rs t , make sure that your chl id 
lias no phys ica l handicaps which 
l i iay he holding h i m back — a 
speech defect, faulty hearing, or 
poor vision. If .vou suspect any­
thing of the sort, i iavc hhn ex­
amined Immediately. 
Have 'him make his own diction-

a ry of " d e m o n " words that plague 
h i m . Get h i m a scrapbook and have 
h i m devote one page to each al­
phabetical letter. A s he masters 
the "demon" , he enters it on the 
proper page. 

Give your chi id the fun of adven­
turing wi th words. Encoiu-age h i m 
to make a list of new and interest­
ing ones 'he comes across. P l a y 
games with words. O r a l r iddles are 
fun. F o r example : " I ' m thinking 
of a four-letter word that means

sharp (keen). What is the word and 
how do you spell i t ? " Or -ask h i m 
how many " h a p p y " words he knows 
how to spell (gay, cheerful, merry , 
smiie , jo l ly ) .

Encourage h i m to write fre­
quent notes — to other children, 
to reiaUves — as thank-you's for 
parlies and gifts. Check wi th h i m 
to sec tihit a l l words are spelled 
properly and tiiat the note is legi­
ble. 
Observe how avidiy your chi id 

watches television commercia ls , and 
turn this interest into a spelling 
game. Ask him to name the prod­
ucts he sees advertised, and to 
spell them. Asp i r in , automobiles, 
bread, bottles, soap, shampoo, shave 
—the list is endless. 

P l a y word games with h i m , such 
as Ghost, Junior Scrabble, Ana-
grams. Hangman. 

Give i i in i his own dict ionary. 
He wi i i use It faitiifuily, i f you 
give h im the good example of 
"looking up" the spell ing of words. 

Avoid "baby t a lk " with your pre-
schooler or first-grader. It may be 
great fun for parents and doting 
uncles, but i t 's no heip to your 
child m the real l ife of school. Make 
sure he hears a l l words c lear ly and 
correctly pronounced at 'home.

At 28, T i emey ' s already had 
an amazing career in his chosen 
field. Those who loiow h i m would 
probably be w i l l i ng to wager that 
•he'll top his " F o r d T o w n " idea — 
maybe by taking over an entire 
country i 

M r . and M r s . Tierney and their 
two chi idren, Debbie, f ive , and 
Noreen, three, moved to^North-
vi i le f rom Chicago a year and a 
half ago. Chicago i s T i emey ' s 
'hometown and after high school 
he attended night school while 
holdmg down a daytime job. 

Two years i n the navy got h i m 
started m publ ic reiations worit 
and after his stay in the service 
he jotaed an advertising agency. 

Soon he became assistant chief 
deputy to the Cook county sher-
iff in charge of public relations. 
T iemey ' s ideas for improving 
pubiic relations as weii as ser-
vice for this police body were 
unique enough to gain wide at­
tention and publication in trade 
journals. Perhaps his most widely 
copied idea was the use of heli-
ccpters to report traffic tie-ups 
and direct their relief by radio . 

Next Tierney became associat-
ed with the Nationai Society for 
Crippied Children (Easter Seai 
drive) and helped organize the 
nation-wide campaign for funds. 

In this behalf he was instru­
mental i n gaining a spot on " T h i s 
Is Y o u r L i f e " l o r two of his na­
tional campaign chai rmen, Joe 
Foss, former governor of South 

Dakota, and Ivy Bake r Pr ies t , 
treasurer of the United States. 

Tierney has been with the 
Ford Motor company for three 
years. One of his first ideas to 
gain atlcntion for the EdscI 
car in Chicago was to "f reeze" 
a car In August. 
Thus an Edse l , covered bump­

er-to-bumper by a two-inch layer 
of ice and appropriately surround­
ed by a covey of pretty g i r l s , 
gained the attention of thousands 
of passers-by as weii as -photo­
graphers as it slowly melted into 
view on one of Chicago's m a i n 
streets. 

Last year T iemey conceived 
a sort of " junior F o r d T o w n " 

. idea when he proposed introduc­
ing the F o r d trucks on a Ca l i ­
fornia ranch. The rancher was 
supplied with a complete Ime of 
Ford trucks and the press was 
invited to stay at the ranch and 
witness the performance of the 
new modeis. 

A s coordmator of the F l o r a 
project, Tierney has been a busy 
man for the past few months. 

F i r s t of a l i F l o r a ofricials 
had to accept the Idea. The i r 
response ivas unanimous oiid 
the plan wos revealed to the 
public on M a y 11 in the F l o r a 
Dai ly News - Record hi a two-
line, eight-column headline of 
two-Inch high letters proclaim-
Ing "1961 Fords Wi l l Be Intro-
duced in F l o r a " . 
F l o r a was selected because i t 

is the ci ty closest to the present 

population center of the country. 
The idea of the program was 

• four-fold: 
— to provide a massive and 

unprecedented pre - introduction 
test involving 'hundreds of typi-
cai car and truck owners; 

— dramatize the social and eco­
nomic roies played by cars and 
trucks in a community 's l i fe; 

— give the nation's information 
media a first-hand opportunity to 
observe and report an entire 
community 's reaction to new ca r 
and truck modeis; 

— provide sufficient vehicles to 
test the effect an increased car 
and t m c k popuiation wi i i have 
on present day streets and park­
ing facilities in a typical com­
munity. 

Fo rd moved 1,600 vehicles to 
F l o r a and provided every fam­
i ly with a 1961 white iFalcon, 
F o r d or Thunderblrd to dr ive. 
E a c h truck in F l o r a was re-
placed with o 1961 blue F o r d 
truck. 
E v e r y car-owning family was 

given at least two models to use. 
Bu t at the end of the project, 
the cars were a l l moved out to 
be soid elsewhere or used as 
demonstrator models by dealers 
throughout the country. 

To process the reaction of the 
public to questionnaires concern­
ing performance of the new mod­
els an I B M computer was i n ­
stalled. 

In general the reaction of the 
townspeople was favorable — 
with the possibie exception of at 
least one dealer for a competing 
automobile f i r m . But officially. 
F l o r a was flattered and happy to 
be chosen " F o r d Town, U . S . A . " 

The entire project — assembl­
ing the cars, install telephones, 
prepare cars for use, provide ac­
commodations for the press and 
official visitors, l ist a i l the fami-
ilies to receive cars (a slip up 
here resuited in a five-year-old 
boy being listed for a car — he 
received a miniature gasoline 
model instead) — probably cost 
F o r d Motor company more than 
a quarter of a mi l l ion dollars. 

It proves what a young man 
with an idea — a smal l cog h i 
a giant industry — can do in this 
land of opportunity.

This chapter reveals in a wonderful way the 
love of the Savior for lost sinners. Here Jesus shows 
us that the recovery of one single lost soul is mo-
l ive for the greatest joy. 

In .'iO verses Jesus relates three matchless 
stories — the parable of the lost slieep, the para­
ble of the lost coin, and the account of the prodigal 
son. 

L O S T 
In e;icii of these stories Jesus teaches that the 

lost soul is a direct loss to God . Jn that fact we have 
the infinite pathos of this chapter. He is the Shep­
herd whose sheep has wandered off. H e is pictured 
by the woman whose piece of money has disap­
peared. He is represented by the father whose son 
lias wandered far away into the world of sin and 
shame. 

God original ly created man not to l ive in the 
dominion of sin and Satan, but in God's K i n g d o m . 
After man feil into s in , God showed His great love, 
by sending H i s oniy begotten Son to redeem man . 
And Clir is t , the Son of God cannot forget what He 
has done for man. H e loves every lost soul as much 
today as wlien H e gave H i s life on tiie cross for 
tho salvation of mankind. 

This should give careless sinners food for seri­
ous reflection. Y o u are God's , redeemed by the 
blood of His own Son. Bu t you have gone away 
from God, walk ing in your own paths and seeking 
your own selfish ends; and God misses you.

Nelson M . Hauenstein, assistant 

professor i n woodwind instruments 
at the Univers i ty of Mich igan , w i i l 
be the featured soloist for the first 
concert presented by the P lymouth 
SympJiony Orchestra Sunday, Octo­
ber 16. The program w i l l be given 
in the P iymou t i i h igh school at 4 
p .m. Compositions by Ber i ioz , Hay­
dn, V i v a l d i , Griffes -and Resphigi 
wi l l be piayed by the 100-piece or­
chestra, now in its ISth season, and 
conducted by Wayne Dunlap . 

The "Goldf inch Concerto for F lu te 
and S t r ings" by Antonio V i v a l d i and 
"Poeme for F lu t e and o rches t r a " 
(a tone poem for orchestra domhiat-
ed by a hauting song for a flute) by 
the ipoetic Amer i can composer 
Charles Tomlinson Griffes w i i l spot­
light M r . Hauenstein's talents as 
flutist. M r . Hauenstein, a member 
of the P lymouth Symphony Orches­
tra and widely featured soloist 
throughout the state, is a graduate 
of the E a s t m a n School of Mus ic , a 
recipient of the degree of Bachelor 
of Mus ic f rom the U . of Rochester, 
and a master of Music in Music E d -
ucaliion granted by the Univers i ty of 
Mich igan . H e is also recognized as 
one of the organizers of the U . of M . 
Woodwind Quintet and the Baroque 
Tr io . 

A portion of the program wi i l car­
ry a R o m a n theme. Conductor 

Wayne Dunlap has selected the " R o ­
man Carnival Over ture" by Hector 
Berl ioz and "P ines of R o m e " by 
Ottorino Resphigi . Berl ioz, one of 
-ne great pioneers of music, left the 
classical "past" to become the flrst 
great romantic composer, Using li t­
erary subjects, fantasy and remark­
able innovations i n orchestration his 
music is -passionate and in the iarge 
design. " T h e R o m a n Carn iva l Over­
ture" was composed or iginal ly as a 
prelude to his opera "Benvenuto Cel­
l i n i " ; iater the composer made it 
an independent symphony. P layed 
in three sections the first move­
ments present a saltareiio or 16th 
century Roman dance, a dashing 
figure for vioiins and violas; the 
main melody is a beautiful song for 
an Engl i sh horn; and the third sub­
ject is a dance theme returning to 
the opening saltareiio, 

Ottorino Resphigi , whose Import­
ance as a modern composer rests on 
his contribution toward helping 
bring about a symphonic renascence 
in Italy, portrays the four sections 
j f Rome in "The Pines of R o m e " . 
His bri i l iance in instrumentation and 
utilization of modern harmonics are 
in evidence in these selections. The 
Pines of the V i l l a Borghese, the 
Pines Near a Catacomb, the P ine of 
Janicuium, and the Pines of the 
Ap.-iian Way are visited on this i m ­

pressionistic tour of Rome . 
The most famous of the gay, ef­

fervescent P a r i s Symphonies, " S y m ­
phony No. 88 in G M a j o r " by F r a n z 
Joseph Haydn , wi l l also be played. 
Written about 1787 at the request of 
the city of P a r i s where the composer 
was well known and admired, this 
is one of Haydn 's most often per­
formed symphonies. Typica l of 
Haydn ' s symphonies, a slow intro-
duction prefaces the first movement. 
A song is first heard in the ceiios 
and oboe in the second -movement. 
P a r t three, the "Minuet to" , or min­
uet, has a peasant l ike vitali ty not 
unlike an Austr ian foik dance. The 
finale is in rondo form . . . vigorous 
and' v i ta l . 

For thcoming concerts wi l l feature 
Nel i ta Ann True, pianist; Jean Har -
ter, violinist; Eleanor Burton, so­
prano; Shir ley I,ove, mezzo; F r e d 
Kenda l l , tenor; Nat Sibbold, bass; 
E m i l y Mutter Adams, violinist ; and 
the P lymouth Symphony chorus di ­
rected by F r e d Nelson. Dates for 
these concerts have been set for 
November 20, December l l , Janu­
ary 29, M a r c h 19 and A p r i l 16. 

Open to the public without charge, 
a l l concerts are held in the P l y -
mouth high school gymnasium. Baby 
sit t ing arrangements for guests with 
sma l l children wi l l be available for 
a smal l charge.

Probably not one of the Veterans who at tended the meeting 
in October , 1949, could have envisioned the forceful, f ighting 
group that has sprung from that humble beginning In the past 
11 years. 

Today the Veterans of W o r l d W a r I o f the U . S . A . number 
some 200,000 members, with 44 Departments a n d over 2,100 Bar-
racks in every State of the Union , in addi t ion , there a re units in 
the for flung Phil ippine Islands, France, Ireland a n d A l a s k a . 

The newly-organized group stated emphat ica l ly that it w a s 
not their purpose to be antagonistic to a n y other Vete ran society. 
A s a matter of fact, they outl ined fully their determination to 
work in accord with other groups. 

Under the great Na t iona l Commander Lew Brake , the Ve t -
erans of W o r l d W a r I were granted a N o t i o n a l Char ter b y the 
Uni ted States Congress, thus p lac ing the organ iza t ion on a p a r 
with the other great Veterans ' organizat ions of the United States.

School worlc wi i i be easier for your 
oi i i id and he wi l l learn faster if he 
is ful ly rested wlien l i e leaves home 
for school each morning. D r . Joseph 
G . Molne r , City-County Hea l t i i com-
missioner, reminds parents. 

To make sure that your chi ld is 
fully rested and ready for new ideas 
and responsibiiities requires careful 
planning and may require persistent 
and constant supervision to get this 
sieep pattern estabiished early in 
the new schooi year. 

Day t ime naps drop sharpiy when 
li t t ie children reach f ive and enter 
itindergarten. See that your chi id 
i s not deprived of sleep he needs at 
night. The large group of children 
he mingles with in liiie c lassroom 
are new to h im and many of his 
school experiences are new too so 
that he i s l i l tely to be keyed up. 
These new experiences can cause 
fatigue and mus t be balanced by 
reiaxation, rest and sleep. This 
makes it necessary for parents to 
have definite pians for more rest 
at home. 

The kindergarten ch i ld should be 
in bed at 8 p . m . if he i s to be up at 
7 a .m. If your chi ld i s nervous or 
tired by the middle of the momuig , 
the chances are that home condi-
tions -and home pianning shouid be 
improved. 

Chi ldren i n elementary school 
need nine to 11 hours of sleep, de-
pending on their age, general 
health and physical makeup. In 
general tcen-agcrs' need at least 
eight to nine hours sleep. A Uttle 
experimentation wi l l dctenti ine if 
being up an extra IS mhiutes at 
night means "dopey" Irrcsponsi-
bll l ty i n the morning. A good gen-
oral rule Is to see to It that a 
school-agc ch i ld goes to sleep ear ly 
enough to awaken natural ly hi the 
morn ing . 

If at a l l possible, the adolescent 
should sleep alone. F i r m springs and 
mattress a re important, for the 
hours spent i n bed can v e r y easUy 
contribute to poor ways of holding 
the body if beds are sagging or too 
soft. 

Adolescents should have a chance 
for a i l the rest and sleep they w i l l 
take. A n y adolescent who seems 
" l a z y ' ' , w h o sleeps "too m u c h ' ' or 
doesn't seem to bui ld up energy 
from the rest he gets has something 
wrong wi th h i m , and what i t i s , phy­
s ica l or emotional, needs to be dis-
covered by a doctor. 

IWany an energetic ch i ld hates 
to be inact ive, but he needs some 
quiet re laxat ion to keep f rom be-
ing overstUnulnted. Radio and tel-
evislon programs should be turned 
off and home work completed be-
fore bed t ime so that a period of 

quiet relaxation Is possible before 
thc chi ld goes to bed. Pa rUes for 
students should be saved for F r I -
day and Saturday nights. 

In discusshig the diff icul ty of hav­
ing children turn off the television 
or radio programs. D r . Moiner sug­
gests to parents that teen-agers feel 
iess frustrated when they 'have a 
voice i n working out f a m i l y plans 
to see that they -get sufficient sieep. 
However, the last word must r ema in 
with parents where the young per­
son's health i s the point of issue.

Don't be surprised if the ci ty council decides against bui iduig a 
new city hal l on the same site as the -present location. 

Although this was the recommendation of the cit izens' study 
committee, there has been some inclination by council members to 
investigate the possibility of sell ing the c i ty h a l l land for commer­
cial development. 

Advocates of this plan would then build the ci ty hai l on ci ty-
owned property on South M a i n street between the F o r d plant and 
ihe Old Spring. 

They argue that the ci ty hal l land is too valuable, both i n dol-
lars and toward the future development and preservation of the 
present business district, to re tain for munic ipa l use. 

Actua l ly , the council has not given any serious consideration 
to this matter as yet. Las t week they received the $145,000 check 
for the community buUding f rom the school distr ict , wh ich w i l l be 
earmarked for the city ha l l building. N o w the council U studying 
possible architects. 

Speaking of city haiis, W i x o m is we i l underway with its new 
buiiding. The $32,000 structure is being built on a 7'/4-acre site on 
Pontiac t ra i l just east of W i x o m road. It w i l l contain a fire garage, 
firemen's office and quarters, and offices for the police, c lerk, trea-
surer and mayor. 

Sunday several hundred residents and officials from surround-
ing communities attended a corner-stone l ay ing ceremony officially 
marking the first buiiding project undertaken by the three-year-old 
city. 

A touch of beauty w i l l be added to the new city parking lot be-
hind the Fi rs t Methodist church. 

Planter boxes wi l l be installed at both the M a i n street and Dun-
lap street entrances. 

The idea was suggested to the council by an alert, but unidenti-
fied, cili i ien who apparently recognizes that the "Beautify North­
v i l l e " effort is a year-around job. 

If the efforts of a handful of merchants -prove successful, the 
community wi i i have another parking lot i n the center of the busi-
ness district, between Northvi l le Rea l ty and Wainvi l le ' s Drugs . 

The plan calls for tearing down the old apartment -house cur-
rently standing on the lot and paving the entire area for free park ing . 

Merchants wi l l lease the lot on a yea r ly basis. 

Personal ly, I think the idea Is cxcc l l en l . It w i l l provide our 
community ivith badly needed, convenient park ing -— and also 
do aw.iy with a building which contributes nothing to the appear-
ance or function of Ihe business district .

by the p l a n n i n g board. 

P l a n n i n g board officials receiv­
ed the request f rom the Car l i fe 
corporation, which is selling the 
property to E a r l Winernan of North­
vi l le , who in turn plans to construct 
a lumber ya rd sales depot on the 
site. 

Specifically, the request asks for 
a zoning change from a C-2 district 
to M-2 (heavy industry). 

In making a request for rczon-
ing last month, WInemnn lo 'd 
members of the board that the 
present C-2 classification would be 
Idi-ai but fnr a clause which pro-
hibils oulsido sioi-ngc of lumber. 
F e r fhls reason he and (ho present 
land owner asked fnr the M.2 . 
Wineman indicated at that time 

that the parcel of land he is buying 
wo'l id be used for sales depot and 
perhaps for a gasoline station as 
w e l l . H i s zoning request does not 
include all of this land. Presuma­
bly, the remaining nropertv wi i i re­
ma in in C-2, which permits erec­
tion of a station. 

T l i e station would be located di­
rectly across from the new Novi 
road approach to the lilight M i l e 
cutoff and the sales depot just north 
of the approach on the east side of 
N o v i road. 

In other business this week, the 
planning board returned to the 
council the request of D r . James 
Taylor for rezoning of his property 
with a recommendation that the 
3i<-acrc parcel , located at the 
snulhwcsl corner of N o v l and 10 
M i l e road, be changed from a C-1 
classification to C-2.
