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Officials of tlie city and township of Northvi i ie learned tiiis weel{ 
exactiy how much it w i l l cost if their communities are to part ici­
pate in the Wayne county plan to expand the interceptor sewer 
facilities. 

As most residents of the area know, the slate health departiuent 
has slapped a ban on buiiding that requires new sewer faciiities 
until the county adopts a definite pian for re l ieving the present 
interceptor sewer. 

The county department of public works has come up with a 
$17,15-1,45-! plan — the cost of which wi l i be sliared by the benefittuig 
communities based upon their popuiation and contribution aiready 
made to the present interceptor sewer. 

Specifically, the city share is $173,585.48. Thc township share 
is $162,977,45. 

These totals are some $60,000 higher than original estimates. 
But county officiais expiain that the oid plan would have incorporat-
ed partial revenue financing from the system, thereby raising sewer 
rates. This way, the actual cost is the same because sewer rates 
wi l l not be increased. 

l f Uils explanation has been interpreted correct ly, i t 's of 
l i l t ic satisfaction to townslilp residents, who would not be affect-
cd by scwcr cliarges — at least until tliey get sewers. 

A t any rate, under the county proposal the program would be 
financed over 40 years with no payment the first year . The next 
four years the township wouid be expected to make interest pay-
ments totaling $l0,260 annually and the city $10,930. 

Beginning the sixth year the payments would total $12,000 an­
nually including interest and principie. 

Natural ly , the county is pressing hard to have the plan accepted. 
A i l new subdivision building is at a standstill in Wayne county unti l 
it is appi'oved. 

It's pretty muci i of a foregone conclusion that tiie ci ty 
wi i i come up with a means of financing — probably through a 
fee for new scivcr lap-ins — to go along with tiie project. Sewer 
capacity is , of course. Imperative to complete ci ty development. 

The plan is a hot issue in the township, however. A n d I iwouid 
suspect that the township board has little else to do but turn thumbs 
down on the proposal, if the reaction of the citizens at the public 
hearing on tiie matter is to be considered. 

Witi i 100 residents j ammed into tlie township ha i l , only a 
iiaif-dozcn raised t l icir hands in favor of the county pian. 

So what are the consequences? 

D P W Administrator George R . Bingham described the pian as 
a "now or never d e a l " this week. Profoundly hopeful that the eiitire 
area wii i go aiong with the project, B ingham nevertheiess stated 
that there wouid be no pressure to force the assessment. 

" I f Northvi l le township is determined to remain as it i s , i t 's 
airight with the county," lie said. 

Apparently, then, this removes the threat of county enforcement 
of the pian. Township ofilclals had informed residents that this was 
a possibility. 

The majority of the residents at the public hearing on the sewer 
proposai expressed these views: 

— for several years payments for sewers (approxiniately $2 to 
$5 annually per household) have been made without benefit of sewer 
service; 

— until laterai sewers are installed within the township few 
residents can benefit from the interceptor; 

— septic fields already instailed are satisfactory; 
— the 530 taps ailecated under thc present interceptor are 

enough for the township; 
— taxes are already too high, 

The new county sewer plan wouid give the township the r ight 
to have 2,100 taps on the Middle Rouge interceptor system. 

County officiais and some residents (apparently a minor i ty ) 
believe it would not be good business for the township to pass up 
this allocation. 

They argue that this would stifle subdivision development i n 
the township and possibly tempt land owners, eager to sel l parcels 
for development, to seek annexation to bordering municipali t ies wi th 
sewer allocation to spare. 

B ingham points out that the county plan i s designed to m a k e the 
program as painless as possible. He believes that there is a l ready 
pressure for development in the township and that both water and 
sewers w i l i be available to satisfy this development within five 
years — when the principle payments arc due. 

Presumably , B ingham believes that tapping fees applied to this 
new development could help offset the cost to a great extent. 

A s the proposition now stands, however, i t 's uniikely that the 
township w i l l have a change of heart. 

It's difficult to predict what influence this decision w i l l have 
on the future of tile townsiiip. Some local officials believe that 
iviicn the t ime conies that sewers arc needed tiiey wi l l be ava i l ­
able despite tlie county's "noiv or never" u i t imaium. 

I would hope they have not guessed wrong in their appra isa l . 
Whiie the position of the peopie is completely understandable, I 
cannot heip but consider the many areas crying for sewer facii i t ies— 
ready to pay almost any price—and wonder if this could happen i n 
Northvi l le .

T H E R E W I L L P R O B A B L Y B E 
more peopie k i i led on Michigan 
highways in 1960 than there were in 
1959, State Pol ice report. 

Provis iona l figures for the first 
nine months of the year indicate 3 
percent to 5 percent more fataiities 
wi l l have been recorded by the end 
of this year than occurred last year . 

Reasons for the increase are hard 
to f ind. 

While the flow of traffic bas in-
creased, the number of casualties 
per 100,000,000 vehicle miles has 
gone up. This means that more ac 
cidents because more miles are dr iv­
en is not the answer. 

Thc inescapabic conclusion is 
that drivers do not practice safe-
ty as conscientiously as tliey 
might. 
There has been no evidence in 

publicity efforts by the State Safe-
ty Commission, nor any letdown in 
police vigilance. In fact, safety pro­
grams and enforcement procedures 
are better than ever. 

But deaths which occurred through 
the end of September numbered 
l,073. 

The figure was expected to go 
even higher with reports of delayed 
fatalities. It was already 3 percent 
higher than last year . 

WlUi fair ly solid statistics In for 
August, State Pol ice said deaths 
for the first eight months ef 1960 
were 8 percent above the previous 
year , and Injuries were a shock-
ing 43 percent above 1959. 

V A C A T I O N T R A V E L in Mich igan 
— if it gets a boost from faii trav­
elers — could reach the volume 
attained iast year. 

The Michigan Tourist Council said 
inquiries through August were about 
16 percent below the same period 
in 1959. Inquiries dur ing September 
ran about tiie same as in September, 
1959, however, indicating interest in 
Autumn travel continues high. 

Robert J . Fur iong , the Council ' s 
executive director, said " f rom a l l 
indications" the summer tourist vo l ­
ume was siightiy below last year . 

H e said an upswing in t ravel dur-
ing Ju ly and August plus high ex-
pectations for fall and winter travel 
offset some of the ear iy season l ag , 
which he attributed to cool weather. 

Favorable autumn weather could 
br ing the doiiar voiume of the tour 
ist business near the $650 mii l ion 
spent last year, Fu r iong said. 

P E O P L E W H O L I V E i n glass 
houses don't have to wor ry about 
fires. 

F o r those who l ive in conventional 
structures of wood and other com­
bustible materials, however, the 
Michigan F i r e Inspectors Society has 
a warning: Don't panic. 

That is, don't panic if your house 
i.s afire. Ca l l the fire department 
and give fuii information about the 
blaze. 

W i i l i a m J . Luck , of Coidwater, 
was general chairman of the F i r e 
Inspectors 11th annuai conference 
at Mich igan State university re­
centiy. 

l i e told the story about a house-
wife who called the fire depart-
nient and screamed Into the tele-
phone: " M y back room Is on f k e ' ' . 
"Where i s i t ? " asked the dispatch-

er at the fire department. 
'Behind the ki tchen, ' ' the woman 

said, and hung up. L u c k said the 
episode actuaily happened in M i c h i -
gan, and s imi la r occurrences are 
not r a re in this and other states. 

L u c k used the story to point out 
the necessity for direct ing firemen 
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to the fire so they can perform their 
duties. 

He ivarned tiiat when a blaze is 
in Uie hands of f l renicn, the house. 
In effect, belongs lo them. The 
homeowner can, however, give 
some helpful assistance i f he can 
remain ca i in enough to do so. 
Besides making sure the firemen 

can find the biaze, other things may 
be done to help them, L u c k sa id .

Speaking to some 100 fire mar­

shals and inspectors at the. confer­
ence. Luck said homeowners should: 

Get all people out of the house; 
close all the doors and windows; 
get out of the house and stay out, 
and stand by to give necessary in­
formation to the fu-emen. 

This information could include 
layout of the house, whether there 
is an oil tank or s i m i l a r i tem in the 
house, and where to f ind power 
cut-offs for electrici ty and gas .

Barcelona, Spain — B y the news 
from A m e r i c a , I judge that the 
United Nations has been the chief 
topic of discussion. .Anyone who has 
traveled about this worid must fav­
or the idea of this worid organization 
even though it is far from perfect. 
It is a seed which we a i l should 
nurture and help to grow and bloom 
even though this may take as long 
as it would an oak tree. 

If It has accomplished little as 
yet, It has served as n center at 
ivli icl i tlie i'epresentallves of many 
nations can meet and talk. This 
nf Ifseif Is a great step fonvard; 
but in addition It has active com-
mlt lecs with appropriations which 
are doing difficult work lo l in -
prove thc health, socal and cco-
noinlc conditions of the ivor id . 
Hence, without any necessary 

•"•t«-5. the<!e committees are doing 
much to eliminate economic causes 
of war. Considering that the U . S . 
'efused to join the oid League of 
Nations, we bave made a great step 
forward. 

It is good to have the headquar-
ters in New Y o r k City and have the 
meeting now attended by the actual 
heads of the wor ld ' s great govern­
ments. To have these men meet and 
talk with one another must result 
in some good, and at least delay 
Worid W a r H I . 

We knoiv that Russia is against 
us; but a majori ty ef thc total 
membership Is with us. Thc great 
difficulty Is Chbia, with her 600,-
000,000 people. 
China 's position now is unpredict­

able. She cla ims to be agamst us; 
but she m a y be preventing Russ ia 
from taking any fatal step. When 
China gets enough atom bombs, she 

w i i i attack Russia v i a her "back 
door" i f Russ ia should attack Ger­
many and our allies from her "front 
door" . Of course, if it were not for 
Chiang Kai-Shek and Formosa , it 
wouid probably be better to have 
Red China a member of the United 
Nations; but we must hold Formosa 
at a l l costs. 

F r o m m y experiences traveling 
about the worid , it seems as if the 
United Nations shouid work for one 
of the international languages, such 
as "Esperan to" . This, however, is 
in the far-distant future and may 
require Worid War III to bring 
about. 

A n international currency could 
be instituted at any t ime. Such a 
currency would greatly help foreign 
trade and benefit every country. 
This United Nations money would 
have to be based upon a gold stand­
ard, but each nation could continue 
to -have its own rate of exchange 
based upon its financial stability. 
Rate of exchange would be determ­
ined by the demand for and the 
suppiy of each nation's own cur­
rency. Th i s means that it would 
take more French francs to buy 
this United Nations money than it 
would take German marks or E n g ­
l ish pounds. 

Such a situation could work to­
ward -world equalization of sociai 
and economic conditions. Without 
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any international legisiation by 
treaties, or otherwise, this could 
gradual ly result in more universal 
welfare legisiation, wage standards 
and various other changes which 
must come about before worid 
peace is attained. 

F o r Instance, Russia , Germany, 
Chbin and thc United States could 
cnnllnue to compete; but " f igh t" 
ivith economic weapons rather 
than ivi t i i mi i t a ry weapons. E i t h ­
er this w i l l happen er else Worid 
War III w i l l result In a one-ivorld 
dielator ivho w i l l force such equal­
izations. I wish the Uni ted Na-
ticns would start a study ef such 
an international currency. 

In conclusion, I must remind 
readers that even the missi le w i l l 
not be the last development in m i l l -
tary weapons. The next step is an 

accurate anti-missile which can de­
fend a nation against accurate mis-
si ie attack. The fact tiiat this has-
not yet been invented may deter any 
nation from starting a confiict. Then 
missi les may be used containing 
concentrated poison gas or destruc­
tive bioiogicai bacteria instead of 
nuclear bombs. 

The gossip which I hear over here 
is that the scientists are working 
on a ray with an invisibie source 
which cnuld be used to "read or 
black out" the minds of world lead­
ers. This machine would be unde­
tectable by police or other defend­
ers and the source of it could not 
be found before or after using. In 
fact, 1 am told that these k i l l ing 
mental rays would pass through 
wal l s of buildings as do radio or T V 
waves today;

H i s hind-quarters were partly 
eaten away. 

A donkey, also owned by the Chis­
hoims, was in another barn and was 
not harmed. 

Po l i ce Chief L e e BeGole said the 
attack was the first he has heard of 
since dogs attacked and kil led more 
than two-dozen chickens and turkeys 
near N o v i and 10 M i l e roads last 
year.

approved an increase of §17,000 over the or ig ina l estimated $31,000 
cost o f the new ci ty hal l faciii t ies now under construction. 

B y resolution here is what the counci l d i d : 
— A p p r o v e d transfer of monies f rom the budgetary general and 

foad pav ing funds! to the pav ing funds, to the c i v i c 
development fund. 

—, Appi^oved contracts- with two 
•b'rganiiatlons for additiohal work a t 
the city hall site; 

— Approved a "borrowing proced­
u r e " with the general contractor 
for $5,000; 

— Approved a total expenditure 
not to exceed $48,000. 

Original ly, the council and the 
architect had estimated that the 
cost of the new building would not 
exceed $31,000.' However , the low 
construction b id (which included 
special -mechanical and electr ical 
costs) was $32,525. 

Since then several additional un­
seen costs hove arisen, W i x o m 
M a y o r Donald Brooks explained.

These costs, plus the cost of an 
addition to the original plans, puts . 
t h e ' t o t a l constriictloii c o s t ' a t - ' 
$47,425. 

Including then the $17,000 expen-
diture for the city ha l l propierty, the 
total cost of the entire project i s 
$64,425. 

Beyond the origmal construction 
bid cf $.13,525, here is a breakdown 
of the expenditures that must come 
from tiie 1960-61 budget: 

Addition to the or iginal construc­
tion contract wi th F r a n k Stewart 
& Sons, $9,300; a front entrance 
canopy, $1,000; arehitecturai fee (the 
architect has not charged for the 
addition). $1,800; f i l l dirt and grad­
ing, $1,060; gravel for parking lot 
and dr iveway, estimated $1,000; en-
i;ineer, $282; and histaiiation of gas 
line, $126; and $907 for such things 
as sidewaiks, water storage tank, 
and furniture. 

Monies for the $17,000 addition 
wi l l be provided from the cur-
rent budget i n this manner: $6,000 
w i l l be "bor rowed" from the road 
paving fund, and a total of $5,425 
w i l l be transferred from the fke 
department, industrial develop-
ment, contingency reserve, legal 
reserve and road commission a l -
locations to the c iv ic development 
fund. 
The general contractor has agreed 

to forego payment of $5,000 of the 
total construction cost until October 
1, 1961. In esseiIce, the contractor 
is loaning this money (at 5 percent 
intore.'t) to the city. 

It w i l l be recalled that the city 

had $20,000 in its civic fund at the 
outset. Then in purchasing the seven 
acre buiiding site from Counciiwo-
man Mrs . John Chambers, the city 
borrowed $5,000 from her to make 
the anticipated $31,000 cost of con-
struction. 

Interest on Mirs. Chambers ' loan 
-.jind tlie " l o a n " from the con-

t r a k o r is not due until next year . 
A c c o r d i n g to the mayor , the cbun-

ci l - favored the addition to original 
plans because (1) more room was 
needed to accomodate department 
of public works offices and storage 
and (2) the cost per square foot of 
the addition was only about half of 
the cost of the basic bui lding. 

Th i s addition. Brooks said, i s ap 
proximately 34x18 feet in diameter. 
I t ' ad jo ins and is part of the con-
Crete shed which was located on 
the property when the city purchased 
it . P a r t of it win be used for a con 
ference room, part for a D P W office, 
and part for storage of D P W equip 
ment. 

The remainder of the building 
(100x30) includes: fire garage, fire-
men's office, firemen's quarters and 
offices for tiie poiice, c lerk, treasur­
er and mayor . The council chamb 
ers w i l l be used by the ci ty judge 
as a court room.

Spurred to action by reports of 
dangerous l iun t ing tactics in past 
seasons, the vil lage c o u n c i l M o n ­
day n igh t passed an emergency 
ordinance p r o h i b i t i n g h u n t i n g i n 
the f o l l o w i n g subdivis ions:

It also provides that no hunting 
wi l l be permitted within 300 feet of 
the subdivision boundaries when 
signs are posted by the owner or 
lessee of the property. 

Persons violating the ordinance 
are subject to a m a x i m u m fine of 
$100 or a j a i l sentence of 90 days 
or both. 

Council members decided to 
adopt the ordinance upon the rec-
ommendatlon eariler this month 
of Pol ice Chief Lee BeGole , who 
explained that "It Is becomhtg far 
too dangerous for our citizens to 
permit hunting In heavily populat­
ed areas of N o v i . "

The meeting was tentatively set 
for 8 p . m . 

Members of Ihc council decid­
ed lo meet with the planners af-
ter M a y o r Donald Brooks said 
that "too many rumors" are be-
Ing passed around that he Is pur-
posely "going over" the planners ' 
heads i n connection with the nciv 
ci ty ha l l . 

" M a y b e by meet ing," the mayor 
sa id , " w e can get rid of our differ-
ences . . . Le t ' s see if we can't get 
the pianners back on our side. 

E lwood Grubb, one of the plan-
nuig commission members present 
at Thursday's meeting, told the 
councii that in his opinion the prob­
lem " i s in the area of communica-
tions". H e mdicated that the pian-
ners have not been receiving ade-
quale communications from the 
council in connection wi th planning, 

One of the matters l ikeiy to be 
discussed is a proposed R-3 (trailer 
park) zoning amendment. The plan-
ning board has indicated it would 
l ike to establish suoh an area so as 
to insure pi-oper location of a site 
for a trailer pai'k, 

Grubb took the point of view that 
anyone couid iegaiiy eslabiish a 
trailer park in the city of Wixom 
because no area has been set aside 
for one. 

City Attorney Dav id Utley, on the 
other hand, said " I ' m not so sure 
we do — and iml i i I 'm sure I don't 
want lo move ." 

.He. stated that i n r e c e n t years his 
department has been deluged with 
complaints about hunters shooting 
too ciose to homes — sometimes 
right in a backyard . 

BeGole and members of the coun­
ci l agreed that N o v i does not yet 
have a sufficient population to war­
rant prohibition of hunting through­
out N o v i . Counci lman Walter Tuck 
added "There ' s stUl a lot of good 
hunting here ."

The u s e ' o r d ischarge o f a n y a n d o i l firearms within 
the C i ty o f Northvi l le is he reby prohibi ted, except that shot-
guns may be used or d i scharged b y owners, a n d their Invitees, 
where s a id owners have a pa rce l o f l and conta ining five (5) 
ocres or more, subject however , to the fo l lowing conditions: 

1. The use o r discharge o f shotguns shol l i n no event be 
a l l o w e d within six hundred (600) feet o f a n y bui ld ing 
on adjoining l a n d ; a n d 

2 . Owners a n d / o r their invitees shal l b e requi red to o b -
ta in a 30 -day permit f rom the Chie f o f Police before 
the use o r discharge of shotguns shal l be a l l o w e d ; a n d 

3 . Before a 30-day permit shal l b e issued b y the Chie f 
o f Police to invitees, s a id invitees shal l first submit to 
the Chie f o f Police the written consent o f such owners 
to the use o f the proper ty ; a n d 

4 . In no event shall the use o r discharge o f a n y shotgun 
b e a l l o w e d in the C i ty o f Nor thv i l le on Sunday ; a n d 

5. The C h i e f o f Police, in his discret ion, m a y refuse the 
issuance o f sa id 30-day permit if he deems it necessary 
in the best interest o f the pub l i c hea l th , safety a n d 
wel fare . 

Section 2. No th ing herein conta ined sha l l prevent the use or 
discharge o f a n y firearms on o du ly l icensed shooting range, 
o r b y a n y person or persons p rope r ly act ing in self-defense, 
or by , or q / the direction o f a n y po l i ce , mili tary or governmental 
authority du ly established under the laws o f the C i ty o f Nor th­
vi l le , State of M i c h i g a n o r the Uni ted States. 

Section 3. No th ing herein conta ined shal l prevent regular pol ice-
men, specia l pol icemen a n d a u x i l i a r y pol icemen from using an 
open a i r range in the Ci ty o f Nor thv i l l e ; or elsewhere, for the 
purpose of target practice. Such activi ty shall b e subject to the 
control a n d discretion of the C h i e f o f Pol ice as to scheduling 
the time a n d determining the locat ion for such torget practice 
a n d in a l l other respects. 

Section 4. N o shooting range shal l b e ope ra t ed within the Ci ty 
of Northvi l le unless a license therefor is p rocured from the C i ty 
Clerk . N o license for the opera t ion o f a shooting range shall 
be issued b y the C i ty Clerk until there is p a i d info the Ci ty 
Treasury a license fee of Five ($5.00) Dol lars pe r y e a r or a n y 
portion thereof, a n d until the issuance o f such license shall 
hove been a p p r o v e d b y the C h i e f o f Police o n a reasonable 
showing that the operat ion of tho shooting range wi l l be prop-
er iy supervised a n d wi l l not constitute a d a n g e r to life and 
property. 

Section 5. A n y person who shall v io la te or fa i l to comply with 
a n y of the provisions of this o rd inance shall b e gui l ty of a 
misdemeanor a n d upon convict ion thereof shal l b e punished 
b y a fine not exceeding Five Hundred ($500.00) Dol la rs , or b y 
imprisonment not to exceed 90 d a y s in the Detroit House of 
Correct ion, o r b y both such fine a n d imprisonment in the dis­
cretion o f the court. 

Section 6. In the event any port ion o f this ord inance is held 
inva l id for a n y reason, such ho ld ing shal l not affect the val idi ty 
o f the remain ing port ion o f this o rd inance . 

It is hereby dec l a red that the fo rego ing O r d i n a n c e is o f a n 
emergency nature, tho immediate enactment of which Is neces­
sary for the preservation of the pub l i c peace , heal th , or safety. 
This Ord inance shall therefore beconne effective immedia te ly 
upon passage thereof b y the C i ty C o u n c i l . 

The foregoing Ord inance was passed b y the Counc i l for the 
Ci ty of Northvi l le o n M o n d a y , O c t o b e r 17th, 1960.

R i c h ­
ard Burgess, pastor of the Salem 
Federated church. 

— Choir rendition of " T o Goi B e 
The G l o r y " , under the direction of 
George M c D a n i e i . 

R e v . Peter Nieuwkoop, pastor of 
the church, w i l l act as program mod­
erator. 

Persons attending the special af­
ternoon service wi l i have an op­
portunity to look over the complete­
l y remodeled interior of the church . 

The biggest change in the basic 
appearance of the frame buiiding 
is the addition of a GO'x.'iO' wing 
which extends southward from the 
original structure aiong Wing street. 

Although the New England archi­

tecture has been maintauied, the 
remodeled interior of the church 
has been radically changed, wi th 
the direction of the nave o r audi­
torium changed from east-west to 
north-south. 

The main entrance to the church 
has been retained, but the vestibule 
now faces the side rear of the nave. 
The south wa l l of the old church 
has been removed, forming a long, 
unbroken line of sight from the 
north wai i of the oid church to the 
chancei iocated at the extreme south 
side of the addition. 

l'"iniEhcd in natural f ir , the nave 

includes a l l new pews, wall-to-wall 
carpeting, and new lighting. 

The choir loft is iocated behind 
the chancei. The old church balcony, 
located above the vestibuie, has 
been ciosed up and converted lo a 
classroom for teenagers. 

Two smal l rooms once located be­
hind the oid chancel have been con-
verted to a smai l paneled chapel, 
which adjoins the pastor 's study. 
The chapel is used p r i m a r i l y for 
Suiiday school and junior youth fel­
lowship. 

The new addition, which has in­
creased the adult seating capacity 
from 200 lo 360, aiso includes a fuil 
basement, which in turn contains a 
still uncompleted feliowship ha i l and 
large kitchen. Lavatories also are 
located in the basement. 

Adjoining the basement addition, 
under the oid church, is a pr imary 
room, a nursei'y. and eiprht recentiy 
remodeled Sunday school class­
rooms. 

There are four entrances to the 
chui-ch, including the pi-ivate en­
trance lo the pastor's study on the

west side of the buiiding. The other 
entrances are located on the south, 
east and north sides. 

P a r k i n g is provided on the south 
and north sides of the church. Add i -
tionai parking eventuaiiy w i l l be pro­
vided with the removal of church-
oivned houses located on Wing and 
Randolph streets. 

Although the estimated cost of the 
addition and remodeling work was 
close to $75,000, Pas tor Nieuwkoop 
explained that work by members of 
the church reduced this estimated 
cost to $50,000, 

N o w a congregation of 182 mem­
bers, tiie Baptist church was launch­
ed on a cold winter night (Tuesday, 
February 3, 1835) 125 years ago by 
17 dedicated men and women. 

The Rev . Nathan Noyes, v;ho 
came to Northvii ie just two years 
earlier, presided over this organiza-
tionai meeting. Pastor Noyes wrote 
these words of his a r r iva l here: 

" I found myself in the woods, al­
most among entire strangers; ob-
'ainnri a house near Nor thv i i ie for a 
short t ime. I now began to iook 
about, and see if I couid suit myself 
anywhere in this region of the coun­
try. I found a few Baptists scatter­
ed in this place, who appeared much 
rejoiced because m y lo t had fallen 
i n among them." 

A committee composed of Eben-
ezer Fennel , John L e m m o n and 
Joseph Stiles was appouited to pre­
sent the constitution, providing for 
a society consisting of the church 
and congregation. 

Members of the fu-st board of trus­
tees were Henry Knapp, D a v i d Gre­
gory, Lester Sha, M e r r i l l Randolph, 
Samuel Rogers, W i l l i a m Munn and 
Fenne l . 

A site was acquu-ed two miles west 
of Northvi i ie on Taft road and a 
smal l log building was erected to 
house the new congregation. 

Pas tor Noyes chose Mat thew 11:28 
as the text for his f i rs t sermon: 
" C o m e unto M e , a l l y e that labour 
and are heavy laden, and I w i l l 
give you rest". 

On M a y 1, 1843, the site at the 
comer of Randolph and W i n g was 
purchased from W i l l i a m and Sarah 

Duniap , parents of M r s . Jennie 
White who was one of Northvii le 's 
most popular historians. 

On September 20, 1848, the society 
was reorganized on the same pian 
as the first, with Lewis Vranden-
burg, A l d r i c h Knapp, Winfieid 
Scott, James B . P a l m e r and Rogers 
as trustees. 

The church building was enhrged 
in 1859, and in 1879 it was extensivs-
i y repaired. A l,000-pound beli was 
placed in the church tower by Sam­
uel and Danie l Rogers and Ald r i ch 
K n a p p at a cost of $280. 

A m o n g the interesting bits of his­
tory i s the action of the congrega­
tion to discontinue the rental of pews 
as of November 29, 1859. .Another 
motion authorized the trustees to 
erect 14 stalls beside the church, 
'"hich were to be sold to the highest 

bidders. The proceeds from this sale 
were to pay for the bui lding of the 
stal ls and erection of a fence around 
the "meeting house" and repai rs on 
the church bui idmg. 

Individuai Communion cups were 
first used in J u l y 1895. 

Also appearing in the ear ly church 
records are the names of these lay­
men and iaywomen: H . R . Holmes , 
D r . Burgess, D r . John M . Swift, 
J . K . Lowden, R . H . B e a i and L e n a 
M . Sioan. D r . Swift reportediy took 
an extremely active part in the iife 
of the church. H e was the town's 
leading physician, a pubi ic speaker 
of exceptional note, and a h ighly 
praised singer. 

One of the early ministers of the 
church . Pastor Sylvester Cochran , 
was at one t ime superintendent of

B u t the Mustangs made one ftital mistake: they didn ' t control tlie 
scoreboard, wh ich w i n k e d its verdict through a steady drizzle. W e s t 
B l o o m f i e l d 20, N o r t h v i l l e 0. 

Thus, the lilgh-flying Lakers dc-
tiironcd thc stronger defending 
ciiamplons and vir tual ly wrapped 
up thc 19C0 Wayne-Oakland league 
croivn. 

F o r West Bloomfield, the v ic to iy 
was a double potion of good medi­
cine: it meant a championship and 
it heaied the' wounds of the '58 and 
'59 gr id losses to Northvi i ie . 

A n d for Northvii ie , the lost was 
especiaiiy bitter because it meant 
the end of a four-year' reign as 
champions of the W-O league and it 
meant that one of its bitterest r ivals 
w i l l wear the i960 crown even though 
Nor thv i i ie was the stronger of the 
two teams. 

Just as there is no question as to 
who cla imed the victory, there also 
i s no question as to which team 
dominated the game. Look at the 
record: 

Nort i iv i i le picked up 15 first 
downs, while West Bloomfield set­
tled for four. Nort i ivi i le plied iip 
168 yards rushing and 74 yards In 
the air .

Northvii ie attempted 12 passes, 
compieicd ninc.

St i l l more evidence: excluding 
its touchdowns, the Lake r s never 
penetrated beyond NorUivl l le ' s 37-
yard l ine. Thc Mustangs, on the 
other hand, marched Into the West 
Bloomfield camp five t imes, once 
to (he four-yard line and once to 
Ihc one-foot line. 

If there was a key to West Bioom-
field's victory F r iday , it was neatly 
demonstrated three minutes after 
the opening whistle of the game. 

After fumbling, the kickpff, the, 
Mustangs covered the bai l and pro­
ceeded to march to the mid-field 
stripe. Then, with seven yards to 
go for a first-in-ten.

West Bloomfield 
took possession and in three piays 
pushed to Northvi i le ' s 37. Halfback 
Roge r Hess caught Northvi l le nap­
p ing , dodged his attackers, found a 

hole, and skipped across for the T D . 
Tiiough mortal ly ivoundcd, thc 

Mustangs continued (o ro i l over 
Uie Bioonif ic id defense. One 21-
y a r d drive ivas slopped at tlie 
Blooinfleld 38 when NorthvUle 
fumbled and lost (lie ba i l . Ano-
ther march car r ied from the 
Northvi i le 5 to mid-field. Mean-
ivhile, Bloomfield picked up less 
l l ian 10 yards in the second period. 
But despite this power the Mus-

tangs were st i l l looliing for a touch-
down at the half. 

Aside from the score, the half 
ended on st i l l another sour note 
for Northvi l le . With less than 10 
seconds to play, the Lake r s faked 

kick and moved the bal l three 
yards to their 20. 

A n official called an offsides pen­
alty against Bloomfield, but another 
waved the end of the half, c la iming 
time had run out before the penalty 
was cal led. 

Fans and coaches roared their 
objections in vain. 

Par t i san fans roared again — ap­
provingly this t ime — as the Mus­
tangs covered a Bloomfieid fumble 
on the opening second half k ick .

In the closing seconds of the 
game, Juday completed five short 
passes, despite a steady drizzle. H i s 
passes carried Northvi l le into Bloom­
field territory as the game ended.

1 A t the very outset of mar r i ed life, newlyweds

I A home should be a place where pi-oper values 
1 are given to things. Religious and spii-itual values

I wise is the marr ied couple that prefers a baby to 

a new car or other luxuries. Babies, though they 
require much attention, are a blessing to a home. 
A mother finds her greatest happiness in her 
children. Her heart is made for them, and she w i l l 
never be fully satisfied until she experiences their 
love. Children, too, act as a safeguard agauist 
divorce. Statistics show that chances for divorce 
lessen a great deal i n proportion to the higher 
number of chiidren in the fami iy . 

Parents should not vie for tlieir children's love. 
E a c h spouse should s tr ive to insti l l in the cli i idren 
a love for both parents smce children need the 
love of both for their personal development. F a ­
thers should real ize without being resentful that 
their chiidren may be drawn more closely to the 
mother because of he r loveable qualities and lov­

ing care. She is the heart of the fami ly . 
Just as personal cleanliness and neat appear­

ance foster better relations between the spouses, 
cieanliness and neatness of the home and proper 
preparation of the food w i i i strengthen fami iy ties. 

Both parents should uphold each other's au­
thority over Uie chi ldren.

The articles of faith adopted in 
1835 were the usual quaintly ex­
pressed statements regarding God,

About 1927, the church interior 
underwent considerabie reconstruc­
tion. 

'1ne church celebrated its centen­
nial in 1935 with a week of special

The present pastor, Pe te r Nieuw­

Dur ing his first year of minis t ry, 
the charter was changed and a new 
constitution written and adopted. A 
second missionary, M r s . Marguer i te 
(Coykendall) Shaw was added. The 
church now has a monthly mission­
ary commitment of $450 with mis­
sionaries in Pakis tan, Angola , Af r i ca , 
Niger ia , and A l a s k a . 

Remodeling prior to the present 
work and addition included new mod­
ern restrooms, a new heating piant 
and extensive remodeling of the 
church basement to provide Sunday 
school rooms. 

The present church membership 
stands at 182, with attendance aver­
ages for the past year at 222 for 
morning services, 214 i n Sunday 
school, and 129 for evening services.

If registrations are any cr i t er ia (and tliey certainly must be) , 

tiien area residents will be voting in record numbers come N o v e m ­

ber 8. 

A presidential baiiot is a lways cluttered with long rosters of 

candidates and proposals. Th i s y e a r , for example , there wil l be 

candidates for state and national offices f r o m five par l ies in addi­

tion to the two m a j o r pol it ical part ies . 

T h e l icavy vote is certain to require poil offlciais to urge 

voters not lo t a r r y behind Uie curta in . 

Therefore it seems worthwhile to refresh our memor ies on the 

three proposed constitutional amendments that wii i appear on the 

baiiot. 

Proposa l No. 1: 

T h i s is an amendment to the constitution which wil l continue a 

method of financing schooi buiidings that was adopted by the peopie 

of M i c h i g a n in 19.'>5. Because the amendment of 1955 was considered 

to be an experiment in f inancing, a t ime l imit of J u l y 1, l9G2 was 

placed on it with the thought in Inind that, if it proved successful, 

it could be continued by submitt ing another amendment to the 

voters. Although the l955 amendment does not expire untii J u i y l , 

19G2, it is necessai-y to adopt a new .amendment before l9G2, in order 

to continue tlie present method of f inancing without interruption. 

T h e plan was .adopted to nialte it possible for hard-pressed seliool 

districts with l imited tax resources to pay for schools over a 25-year 

per iod . It places the faitl i and credit of the state behind schooi 

bui iding bonds with the thought that the schooi districts benefit f rom 

lower interest rates. 

T h e new proposai wil l boost the t ime l imit for school construc­

tion bonds f r o m 23 to 30 yeai's. It also removes the requirement that 

a school district most i evy a tax rate of at ieast $13 per 51,000 in 

assessed property to p r o v e itself in need of a state loan. U n d e r the 

new provis ion the legislature has the power to lower the l3-nii l l 

m i n i m u m if it wishes. 

Specif ical ly , the measure has permitted school districts to 

f inance school buildings b y issuing bonds that are payable over a 

long period of t ime f r o m taxes not l imi ted to the 15-mill amendment . 

P r i o r to 1955, school district f m a n c m g school bui ldings through the 

sale of bonds were requ ired to p a y the bonds over shorter periods 

of t ime because of the tax restr ict ions of the 15 m i l l l imitat ion. 

T h e Northvi l le school district, for example , sold its $3 mil l ion 

bond issue five years ago under this p l a n . It was required to levy up 

to 13 mi l l s before the state would take over the payments — but the 

loca l debt-service mi l lage is now a r o i m d 7 mi l l s . 

In other words, school districts h a v e the state to fal l back on 

if a 13-mill levy won't meet their bu i ld ing debts. L i k e Northvi l le , 

about 500 state school districts h a v e fmanced buildings under this 

p lan . O n l y 13 have had to actual ly b o r r o w f r o m the state. 

T h e Northvi l le school board off ic ia l ly went on r e c o r d at a re­

cent meet ing as favor ing a "yes" vote on this proposal . Superin­

tendent Russe l l A m e r m a n -lias f latly stated that the district would 

not h a v e a new high school without the state guaranteed p lan . 

P r o p o s a l N o . 2: 

T h i s takes v e r y little comment . E a c h voter must decide whether 

o r sot h e favors the question: 

Sha l l the M i d i i g a n constitution be amended to increase the l i m i ­

tation o n the m a x i m u m sales tax rate f r o m 3 percent to 4 percent? 

P r o p o s a l N o . 3: 

T W s proposa l is designed to m a k e several changes in the p r o ­

cedure for c a U i n g and conducting a C o n - C o n (Constitutional C o n ­

vention.) 

A p r i f n a r y feature of the proposa l is a change in r e g a r d to the 

compos i t ion of a n y future Con-Con. Instead of three delegates f r o m 

e a c h of toe 34 Senatorial Distr icts , as presently prescr ibed b y the 

State Constitution ( m a k i n g a total of 102 delegates), there would be 

one delegate from each State Senator ia l Dis tr ic t and one f r o m e a c h 

State Representat ive Dis tr ic t (maki j ig a total of 144). 

Another important change would r e d u c e the vote requ ired to 

c a l l a C o n - C o n f r o m a major i ty of those part ic ipat ing in an election 

to a m a j o r i t y of those vot ing on this p a r t i c u l a r issue. 

A th i rd change embodied in the proposal would change the 

t imetable for d i o o s i n g delegates a n d holding a convention. H i e 

proposa l would require that the delegates b e nominated and elected 

within four months fol lowing a vote to hold a Con-Con. Consequently, 

if the proposa l is adopted this N o v e m b e r , the question of holding 

a C o n - C o n on the new basis would b e p l a c e d on the A p r i l 1961 ballot . 

So if the Con-Con were voted on favorab ly next A p r i l , M i c h i g a n 

would hold its Con-Con m the fal l of 1961. 

F o l l o w i n g the hokl ing o f a Constitutional Convention, the actions 

and recommendat ions of a convention must be submitted to the 

populace for adoption. 

T h e holding of a Con-Con was voted on in 1958. A t that t i m e 62 

percent of those vot ing hi the election voted on the Con-Con issue. 

T h e vote fell 15 percent short of the necessary percentage needed 

to ca l l a Constitutional Convention under the Constitution as present­

l y in force .

S P E C I A L W E E K S are a d ime a 
dozen so it comes as no surprise 
tliat M i c h i g a n new.spapers don't toot 
very hard dur ing Nationai News­
paper Week, which started this year 
October 15. A n d newspaper people 
would be surprised to see much 
now evidence this week (or any 
other) of appreciation for the i m ­
portant part a newspaper piays in a 
communi ty or for tlie increasingiy 
difficult economic probiems faced 
by those who work with newspaoers.

352 members , v ir tuai iy aii tlic 
ncwsi iapcrs of tiie stale.

T h e "you 
never miss the water 'tU Uie weU 
runs d r y ' ' aspect of newspapers is 
a source for concern to publIshers. 

Since a newspaper acts as a nu­
cleus for a communi ty , merchants 
bel ieve it important to have one in 
their area , though they d o not al­
ways support it as they should b y 
u s b g its advert i smg columns. R e a d ­
ers are both producers and con­
sumers of newspapers. Without t h e m 
to m a k e the news, there would be 
no need to produce a newspaper. 
A n d people tend to "look at the hole 
instead of the doughnut" when con­
s ider ing their home town newspap­
er b y c o m p a r m g it wi th a .publica­
tion f r o m a m u c h bigger c i ty . 

• • • 
Next t ime you look at a newspap-

er, be it little or b ig , keep in m m d 
that publications l ike this f i l l a great 
need in the npUon; that few voters 

could react intelligently without 
them; that the community , national 
and c o m m e r c i a l information they 
bring to you is important!

M I C H I G A N C A N continue to .guar­
antee tlie loans floated by school 
districts — a sys tem which school­
men say has worked out well so 
far — if voters adopt the constitu-
tional amendment which w i l l b e 
proposai number one on the N o v e m ­
ber 11 baiiot. 

Present provisions s imi lar to the 
pi-oposition up for approval are d u e 
to run out in 19G2. 

If enough voters say "yes" on 
election day , the state could stand 
behind the school districts in their 
borrowing for another 10 years . 
Some changes, most of them re la ­
tively minor , in the state's role in 
this phase of borrowing would also 
be made. 

» • • 
A s the law and Constitution stand 

now, the state can borrow up to 
$109 mil l ion to help school districts 
in trouble m a k e payments on bond 
issues, according to H a r o l d R . 
Brown, of the Department of P u b l i c 
Instruction. 

This l imitation wouid be removed 
under the proposed new setup, he 
sa id . 

The Legis iature , as under the 
present system, wouid have the 
power to prescribe the conditions of 
the loans m a d e by the state, sub­
ject to constitutional l imitations o n 
the lawmakers . 

« • * 
B r o w n sa id the m a i n purpose o f 

the proposal on the ballot was to 
have the state guarantee the loans. 

Bat Uie school districts m i g h t 
get a sl ightly l>et(er hi icrest rate 
from the fact that the state Is be-
M a d the bond issues. B r o w a so ld 
some schooI people thInk present 
bond Issues should have been able 
to get a better interest rate aay-
w a y . 

T h e proposed l a w would also allow 
school districts to float bond Issues 
for shorter per iods than required 
under existing rules . 

Only 25 to 30 y e a r bonds can be 
guaranteed b y the state under ex­
isting conditions, but bond issues 
to be pa id off in IS o r 20 years or 
even shorter periods would be eli­
gible for the state backh ig under 
the proposal o n the ballot. 

• * * 

M I C H I G A N ' S D R I V E R education 
p r o g r a m rece ived a double honor 
recently f r o m the Insurance Insti­
tute for H i g h w a y Safety. 

Seven other states received the 
annual achievement a w a r d along 
with M i c h i g a n . B u t a special award 
for prov idmg d r i v e r education in the 
state's pubi ic schools for non-public 
school students went uniquely to 
M i c h i g a n . 

E n Route H o m e — T h e d k e c t debt 
of our F e d e r a l Government today, 
for which government bonds or 
short-term bi l ls are issued, is ap­
proximately $240 bil l ion. 

This means that when you buy a 
government bond as the best possi­
ble security, y o u should realize that 
many bill ions in these lionds have 
been issued. T h e y are looked upon 
by banks, educational Institutions, 
and other investors like yourself as 
the safest place in which to have 
one's money, but it is not generally 
realized how m a n y such bonds are 
outstanding. It is as you were buy­
ing shares of stock in a corporation 
and looked only at the pr ice without 
giving any attention to the number 
of shares issued. 

In addition to these bonds, the 
govei'nment has also guaranteed bil­
lions of dol lars in other fiscal obli­
gations. These are knoivn as ."con­
tingent liabilities", such as tiie guar­
anteed h o m e mortgages, loans to 
farmers , aid to colleges, hospitais, 
veterans, etc. Although the U . S . is 
the greatest country in the world, it 
is very generous and extravagant. 

F u r l h e r n i o r e , if we should go into 
a depression the F e d e r a l Govern­
ment would take on some liabilities 
of .states, municipalit ies, farmers , 
veterans, and m a n y business con­
cerns in order to prevent bankrupt­
cies. 

A l l of Uie money being spent on 
arinaii ients is not spent on inis-
siies and other forms of expiosivcs. 
Wiieu I visilert Cape C a n a v e r a l in 
F i o r i d a and saiv oiie of tiie mis­
siles cxpiode (al l of us were in an 
iniderground vault walc i i ing v ia 
(eievision), I saw a nii i l lon dol­
lars evaporate in a few seconds. 

T h i s is not true of m a n y mi l i tary 
expenditures. T h e r a d a r system 
which encircies this country to give 
us advance notice of enemy bomb­
ers is a good investment — as are 
aiso our nuciear submarmes , air­
plane fields, highways, etc. 

I recentiy visited Washington, D>C. 
and was astonished to fmd that our 
F e d e r a l Government is bui lding the 
largest and best airfield in the world. 
It is p r i m a r i l y for jet planes, and 
has runways two to three mi les in 
length. W a r or no war , this i s surely 
a good investment. 

T h i s airfield is about 20 mi les from 
Washington and the government is 
building a straight new highway 
from the airf ie ld to the center of 
W a ^ m g t o n . B u t this is not a l l . Some 
12 miles south of the airf ie ld is 
planned a most elaborate electronic 
control center o n 20 acres of l and . 

Th i s control center wi l l look l ike 
an ord inary two-story office bu i ldmg 
m front, wi th wai ls of glass and 
stainless steel. B e h i n d it w i l l b e a 
high bu i ld ing which wil l look l ike a 
m a m m o t h safe-deposit box with ce­
m e n t wal ls 16" thick. T h e r e wi l l be 
emergency l i v i n g accommodations 
in the basement for the workers . 

In addiUon to Uie cost of Uie 
Iahd a n d the btUlding, It is snId 
UIat the electronIc devices thereto 
w i U r u n over '$3 mi lUon. 

N o s tructure wi l l s tand a direct 
•hit f r o m a n a tomic b o m b . B u t while 
i t i s bel ieved that a bomb f r o m an 

airpiane o r a missi le f r o m some 
R u s s i a n satellite could destroy 
Washmgton, it would not necessari ly 
h a r m these buildings or the people 
and m a c h i n e r y therein. T h e only 
danger would be the fallout. T o 
e l immate this there wi l l be tanks 
on the roof which will ho ld 100,000 
gallons of water, which , in two 
hours, would c l ear the roof ot any 
contamination f r o m fallout. I under­
stand that m a m m o t h airfields and 
structures s imi lar to this are plan­
ned for areas near a l l the largest 
cities. 

. Regardless of what is sa id in C o n ­
gress or by Pres ident ia l candidates , 
we should realize that expenditures 
have to increase ra ther than de­
crease. A tremendous effort must 
be m a d e to keep the budget in fair 
balance in order to protect our gold 
supply and our credit abroad . T h e 
U . S . dol lar must be kept sound as 
a means of protection. It is foolish 
to talk about reduced taxes. Witih 
the exception of reduc ing foreign 
aid help to farmers , veterans , and 
other large and pol i t icai ly strong 
groups, we are bound to have high­

er federal costs and lIigher direct 
and indirect taxation. L e t us pay 
these increased taxes cheerful ly and 
thank G o d we are l ivhig in the U . S . 
instead of anywhere else in the 
world.
