A presidential baiiot is a lways cluttered with long rosters of 

candidates and proposals. Th i s y e a r , for example , there wil l be 

candidates for state and national offices f r o m five par l ies in addi­

tion to the two m a j o r pol it ical part ies . 

T h e l icavy vote is certain to require poil offlciais to urge 

voters not lo t a r r y behind Uie curta in . 

Therefore it seems worthwhile to refresh our memor ies on the 

three proposed constitutional amendments that wii i appear on the 

baiiot. 

Proposa l No. 1: 

T h i s is an amendment to the constitution which wil l continue a 

method of financing schooi buiidings that was adopted by the peopie 

of M i c h i g a n in 19.'>5. Because the amendment of 1955 was considered 

to be an experiment in f inancing, a t ime l imit of J u l y 1, l9G2 was 

placed on it with the thought in Inind that, if it proved successful, 

it could be continued by submitt ing another amendment to the 

voters. Although the l955 amendment does not expire untii J u i y l , 

19G2, it is necessai-y to adopt a new .amendment before l9G2, in order 

to continue tlie present method of f inancing without interruption. 

T h e plan was .adopted to nialte it possible for hard-pressed seliool 

districts with l imited tax resources to pay for schools over a 25-year 

per iod . It places the faitl i and credit of the state behind schooi 

bui iding bonds with the thought that the schooi districts benefit f rom 

lower interest rates. 

T h e new proposai wil l boost the t ime l imit for school construc­

tion bonds f r o m 23 to 30 yeai's. It also removes the requirement that 

a school district most i evy a tax rate of at ieast $13 per 51,000 in 

assessed property to p r o v e itself in need of a state loan. U n d e r the 

new provis ion the legislature has the power to lower the l3-nii l l 

m i n i m u m if it wishes. 

Specif ical ly , the measure has permitted school districts to 

f inance school buildings b y issuing bonds that are payable over a 

long period of t ime f r o m taxes not l imi ted to the 15-mill amendment . 

P r i o r to 1955, school district f m a n c m g school bui ldings through the 

sale of bonds were requ ired to p a y the bonds over shorter periods 

of t ime because of the tax restr ict ions of the 15 m i l l l imitat ion. 

T h e Northvi l le school district, for example , sold its $3 mil l ion 

bond issue five years ago under this p l a n . It was required to levy up 

to 13 mi l l s before the state would take over the payments — but the 

loca l debt-service mi l lage is now a r o i m d 7 mi l l s . 

In other words, school districts h a v e the state to fal l back on 

if a 13-mill levy won't meet their bu i ld ing debts. L i k e Northvi l le , 

about 500 state school districts h a v e fmanced buildings under this 

p lan . O n l y 13 have had to actual ly b o r r o w f r o m the state. 

T h e Northvi l le school board off ic ia l ly went on r e c o r d at a re­

cent meet ing as favor ing a "yes" vote on this proposal . Superin­

tendent Russe l l A m e r m a n -lias f latly stated that the district would 

not h a v e a new high school without the state guaranteed p lan . 

P r o p o s a l N o . 2: 

T h i s takes v e r y little comment . E a c h voter must decide whether 

o r sot h e favors the question: 

Sha l l the M i d i i g a n constitution be amended to increase the l i m i ­

tation o n the m a x i m u m sales tax rate f r o m 3 percent to 4 percent? 

P r o p o s a l N o . 3: 

T W s proposa l is designed to m a k e several changes in the p r o ­

cedure for c a U i n g and conducting a C o n - C o n (Constitutional C o n ­

vention.) 

A p r i f n a r y feature of the proposa l is a change in r e g a r d to the 

compos i t ion of a n y future Con-Con. Instead of three delegates f r o m 

e a c h of toe 34 Senatorial Distr icts , as presently prescr ibed b y the 

State Constitution ( m a k i n g a total of 102 delegates), there would be 

one delegate from each State Senator ia l Dis tr ic t and one f r o m e a c h 

State Representat ive Dis tr ic t (maki j ig a total of 144). 

Another important change would r e d u c e the vote requ ired to 

c a l l a C o n - C o n f r o m a major i ty of those part ic ipat ing in an election 

to a m a j o r i t y of those vot ing on this p a r t i c u l a r issue. 

A th i rd change embodied in the proposal would change the 

t imetable for d i o o s i n g delegates a n d holding a convention. H i e 

proposa l would require that the delegates b e nominated and elected 

within four months fol lowing a vote to hold a Con-Con. Consequently, 

if the proposa l is adopted this N o v e m b e r , the question of holding 

a C o n - C o n on the new basis would b e p l a c e d on the A p r i l 1961 ballot . 

So if the Con-Con were voted on favorab ly next A p r i l , M i c h i g a n 

would hold its Con-Con m the fal l of 1961. 

F o l l o w i n g the hokl ing o f a Constitutional Convention, the actions 

and recommendat ions of a convention must be submitted to the 

populace for adoption. 

T h e holding of a Con-Con was voted on in 1958. A t that t i m e 62 

percent of those vot ing hi the election voted on the Con-Con issue. 

T h e vote fell 15 percent short of the necessary percentage needed 

to ca l l a Constitutional Convention under the Constitution as present­

l y in force .

T h e "you 
never miss the water 'tU Uie weU 
runs d r y ' ' aspect of newspapers is 
a source for concern to publIshers. 

Since a newspaper acts as a nu­
cleus for a communi ty , merchants 
bel ieve it important to have one in 
their area , though they d o not al­
ways support it as they should b y 
u s b g its advert i smg columns. R e a d ­
ers are both producers and con­
sumers of newspapers. Without t h e m 
to m a k e the news, there would be 
no need to produce a newspaper. 
A n d people tend to "look at the hole 
instead of the doughnut" when con­
s ider ing their home town newspap­
er b y c o m p a r m g it wi th a .publica­
tion f r o m a m u c h bigger c i ty .

Next t ime you look at a newspap-

er, be it little or b ig , keep in m m d 
that publications l ike this f i l l a great 
need in the npUon; that few voters 

could react intelligently without 
them; that the community , national 
and c o m m e r c i a l information they 
bring to you is important!

M I C H I G A N C A N continue to .guar­
antee tlie loans floated by school 
districts — a sys tem which school­
men say has worked out well so 
far — if voters adopt the constitu-
tional amendment which w i l l b e 
proposai number one on the N o v e m ­
ber 11 baiiot. 

Present provisions s imi lar to the 
pi-oposition up for approval are d u e 
to run out in 19G2. 

If enough voters say "yes" on 
election day , the state could stand 
behind the school districts in their 
borrowing for another 10 years . 
Some changes, most of them re la ­
tively minor , in the state's role in 
this phase of borrowing would also 
be made. 

» • • 
A s the law and Constitution stand 

now, the state can borrow up to 
$109 mil l ion to help school districts 
in trouble m a k e payments on bond 
issues, according to H a r o l d R . 
Brown, of the Department of P u b l i c 
Instruction. 

This l imitation wouid be removed 
under the proposed new setup, he 
sa id . 

The Legis iature , as under the 
present system, wouid have the 
power to prescribe the conditions of 
the loans m a d e by the state, sub­
ject to constitutional l imitations o n 
the lawmakers . 

« • * 
B r o w n sa id the m a i n purpose o f 

the proposal on the ballot was to 
have the state guarantee the loans. 

Bat Uie school districts m i g h t 
get a sl ightly l>et(er hi icrest rate 
from the fact that the state Is be-
M a d the bond issues. B r o w a so ld 
some schooI people thInk present 
bond Issues should have been able 
to get a better interest rate aay-
w a y . 

T h e proposed l a w would also allow 
school districts to float bond Issues 
for shorter per iods than required 
under existing rules . 

Only 25 to 30 y e a r bonds can be 
guaranteed b y the state under ex­
isting conditions, but bond issues 
to be pa id off in IS o r 20 years or 
even shorter periods would be eli­
gible for the state backh ig under 
the proposal o n the ballot.

M I C H I G A N ' S D R I V E R education 
p r o g r a m rece ived a double honor 
recently f r o m the Insurance Insti­
tute for H i g h w a y Safety. 

Seven other states received the 
annual achievement a w a r d along 
with M i c h i g a n . B u t a special award 
for prov idmg d r i v e r education in the 
state's pubi ic schools for non-public 
school students went uniquely to 
M i c h i g a n . 

E n Route H o m e — T h e d k e c t debt 
of our F e d e r a l Government today, 
for which government bonds or 
short-term bi l ls are issued, is ap­
proximately $240 bil l ion. 

This means that when you buy a 
government bond as the best possi­
ble security, y o u should realize that 
many bill ions in these lionds have 
been issued. T h e y are looked upon 
by banks, educational Institutions, 
and other investors like yourself as 
the safest place in which to have 
one's money, but it is not generally 
realized how m a n y such bonds are 
outstanding. It is as you were buy­
ing shares of stock in a corporation 
and looked only at the pr ice without 
giving any attention to the number 
of shares issued. 

In addition to these bonds, the 
govei'nment has also guaranteed bil­
lions of dol lars in other fiscal obli­
gations. These are knoivn as ."con­
tingent liabilities", such as tiie guar­
anteed h o m e mortgages, loans to 
farmers , aid to colleges, hospitais, 
veterans, etc. Although the U . S . is 
the greatest country in the world, it 
is very generous and extravagant. 

F u r l h e r n i o r e , if we should go into 
a depression the F e d e r a l Govern­
ment would take on some liabilities 
of .states, municipalit ies, farmers , 
veterans, and m a n y business con­
cerns in order to prevent bankrupt­
cies. 

A l l of Uie money being spent on 
arinaii ients is not spent on inis-
siies and other forms of expiosivcs. 
Wiieu I visilert Cape C a n a v e r a l in 
F i o r i d a and saiv oiie of tiie mis­
siles cxpiode (al l of us were in an 
iniderground vault walc i i ing v ia 
(eievision), I saw a nii i l lon dol­
lars evaporate in a few seconds. 

T h i s is not true of m a n y mi l i tary 
expenditures. T h e r a d a r system 
which encircies this country to give 
us advance notice of enemy bomb­
ers is a good investment — as are 
aiso our nuciear submarmes , air­
plane fields, highways, etc. 

I recentiy visited Washington, D>C. 
and was astonished to fmd that our 
F e d e r a l Government is bui lding the 
largest and best airfield in the world. 
It is p r i m a r i l y for jet planes, and 
has runways two to three mi les in 
length. W a r or no war , this i s surely 
a good investment. 

T h i s airfield is about 20 mi les from 
Washington and the government is 
building a straight new highway 
from the airf ie ld to the center of 
W a ^ m g t o n . B u t this is not a l l . Some 
12 miles south of the airf ie ld is 
planned a most elaborate electronic 
control center o n 20 acres of l and . 

Th i s control center wi l l look l ike 
an ord inary two-story office bu i ldmg 
m front, wi th wai ls of glass and 
stainless steel. B e h i n d it w i l l b e a 
high bu i ld ing which wil l look l ike a 
m a m m o t h safe-deposit box with ce­
m e n t wal ls 16" thick. T h e r e wi l l be 
emergency l i v i n g accommodations 
in the basement for the workers . 

In addiUon to Uie cost of Uie 
Iahd a n d the btUlding, It is snId 
UIat the electronIc devices thereto 
w i U r u n over '$3 mi lUon. 

N o s tructure wi l l s tand a direct 
•hit f r o m a n a tomic b o m b . B u t while 
i t i s bel ieved that a bomb f r o m an 

airpiane o r a missi le f r o m some 
R u s s i a n satellite could destroy 
Washmgton, it would not necessari ly 
h a r m these buildings or the people 
and m a c h i n e r y therein. T h e only 
danger would be the fallout. T o 
e l immate this there wi l l be tanks 
on the roof which will ho ld 100,000 
gallons of water, which , in two 
hours, would c l ear the roof ot any 
contamination f r o m fallout. I under­
stand that m a m m o t h airfields and 
structures s imi lar to this are plan­
ned for areas near a l l the largest 
cities. 

. Regardless of what is sa id in C o n ­
gress or by Pres ident ia l candidates , 
we should realize that expenditures 
have to increase ra ther than de­
crease. A tremendous effort must 
be m a d e to keep the budget in fair 
balance in order to protect our gold 
supply and our credit abroad . T h e 
U . S . dol lar must be kept sound as 
a means of protection. It is foolish 
to talk about reduced taxes. Witih 
the exception of reduc ing foreign 
aid help to farmers , veterans , and 
other large and pol i t icai ly strong 
groups, we are bound to have high­

er federal costs and lIigher direct 
and indirect taxation. L e t us pay 
these increased taxes cheerful ly and 
thank G o d we are l ivhig in the U . S . 
instead of anywhere else in the 
world.

The regular meeting of the board 
of education was cal led to order at 
8:05 p . m . on Wednesday, September 
14, 1960. Present were M r . Heslip, 
M r . E r w i n , M r . Taylor , D r . A m -
binder and M r . MacBr ide , M r . Kno-

• die . D r . Med lyn , and a large group 
of parents and interested persons 
f rom the community. 

The minutes of previous meetings 
were approved with the followhig 
correct ions: In the-minutes of the 
August 10th meeting, delete the por­
tion reading "this policy shall not 
apply to non-degree teachers holding 
l i fe certif icates". In the same para­
graph, insert the word " p r i o r " after 
the word provided. In the minutes 
of August 24th, the motion pertain­
ing to the kindergarten registration 
form was offered by M r . M a c B r i d e 
and supported by D r . Ambinder .

The date of September 22nd was 
set for an organizational meeting of 
the ci t izens committee. The appoint­
ees were to be notified of the meet­
ing by letter from the superintend­
ent's office. 

A report was given on the light-
ing recommendation from the De­
troit Ed ison for the N o v i School an­
nex. The Detroit Edison found an 
intensity of 25 cubic foot candles, 
and recommended 70. The super­
intendent pointed out that iihe an­
nex l ightmg couid have been con 
sidered adequate in 1950, but that 
standards having changed, more 
light is considered desirable. The 
superhitendent was directed to pur-
sue the l igh t ing problem further, to 
consider cold cathode and fluores-
ent l ightuig . and to obtain bids for 
the next regular meeting. 

New registration forms for -use ta 
the schools were preisented to the 
board for their examination. 

D r . M e d l v n reported that he had 
contacted the Bureau of School Ser-
vices of the Univers i ty of Mich igan 
and found the service of a curr icu- . 
l u m consultant was avai lable; he 
was to contact the bureau further 
regarduig cost of the service and to 
br ing the consultant to a board 
meetmg. 

M r s . V e m a Al len , the l ib ra r i an , 
is preparing a list of titles -and ma­
terials needed for the l ib ra ry ; her 
recommendations are to be present­
ed to the board at the next regular 
meeting, 

The financial policy committee re-
ported on their recommendations in 
regard to purchasmg. The major 
change ta procedure would be to 
institute a system of purchase or­
ders. The recommendations were to 
be discussed further after other 
members of the board had an op­
portunity to study the proposal. D r . 
Med lyn was asked to submit a sen-
tence to include which would 'allow 
for emergency powers of the super-
tatendent. 

M r . Tay lor presented bids on the 
fire exit f rom the N o v i School cafe­
teria, from Smi th and Roux $5289, 
and f rom Clifford Smith $1474.90. 
The cha i rman dkected M r . Tay lor 
to pursue the pr ices further, and. 
on a steel door only. D r . Medlyn 
was to consult with the fire mar ­
shal regarding proper placement of 
the exit . 

D r . M e d l y n reported that D r . 

Hahn of. Oakland County Board of 
Educat ion tastructional department 
had been contacted to meet with the 
board regarding the remedial read­
ing teacher and would be available 
Sept. 22, 26 or 27. D r . Ambtader 
pointed out that on August 24 the 
board had passed a resolution to 
discuss the cost of a remedial read-
tag p rogram within 30 days. 

It was moved by M r . E r w i n , and 
supported by M r . Taylor , to amend 
the previous motion of 30 days to 
allow D r . Hahn to come to an open 
meeting on Sept. 27. The motion 
car r ied ; M r . M a c B r i d e explafaed 
that he had abstained f rom voting 
because he felt the action inappro­
priate to the resolution which had 
approved the idea of retaining a 
remedial reading teacher. 

The chair directed D r . Medlyn to 
invite D r . Hahn to attend the meet­
ing on Sept. 27. It was moved by 
D r . Ambinder , and seconded by M r . 
E r w i n , that the superintendent be 
directed to send notices to the par­
ents of an open meeting on Sept. 
27. The motion carr ied. 

D r . Ambinder questioned the de­
lay in setting up a guidance pro­
grani under N . D . E . A . D r . Medlyn 
was to attend a meeting in Oakland 
County during the next week on 
this matter. 

A meeting date was set for Sep-
teniber l!) " ' i th Tarapata and Mac-
Malion to disciiss the optional sites 
foi' a hi,i?h school. 

The i-.-zcently cc.mpleted audit i'e-
•!.-vt v--)= diccii5,--e(i. with M r . Rob-
-"-t Knight, cf the f i rm of Janz and 
Knight, Birnilnffhani, on hand to 
answer questions. 

T'le pui'"r.ir> of the audit commit­
tee was question'Jd. M r . Knight ex-
pbined that an inspection of the In-
voices by board members could 
determine i f purchases were made 
through the authority of the board. 

In regard to the sys tem of book-
keeping used -by the district, M r . 
Knight explained that in t ime a gen-
eral ledger system would need to 
be instituted here. H e stated that 
most school districts do use a gen-
eral ledger system, but most dis­
tricts a re larger than our district . 

M r . W i l l i a m Dean, on behalf of 
D r . Ambinder and M r . M a c B r i d e , 
questioned certain procedures ta 
bookkeeping and auditing. M r . 
Knight stated that the school's book­
keeping is on a cash basis which is 
approved by the Munic ipa l F inance 
Commission, and the audting pro­
cedure i s governed by the manual 
of the Department of Pub l i c I n 
struction. 

M r . Hesl ip pointed out that the 
chi ld accounting is done by the 
County Board of Educa t ion ; the 
count for this purpose is made on 
the fourth F r i d a y ta September. 

M r . E r w i n suggested that M r . 
Knight could meet with the citi-
zen's committee on school finance, 
and this M r . Knight agreed to do. 

Mis s Glor ia Soulliere of the..Ju-
nior H igh faculty was present to 
answer questions on the testtag 
program ca r r i ed out ta the schools 
in M a y , 1960. Tests g iven were: 
first grade. Gates p r i m a r y readtag 
test: second grade. Gates advanced 
reading test; third, fifth .and sixth 
grades, Iowa test of basic ski l ls ; 
fourth, seventh grades, California 
tests of mental matur i ty ; eighth 
grade (given by Nor thv i l l e ) , Otis 
quick scoring mental abi l i ty test. 

D r . Medlyn reported on the test 
results. D r . Ambinder stated that 
he would l ike to know the number 
of children showing discrepancy be­
tween abi l i ty and achievement. H i s 
recommendation was for achieve­
ment tests each year , and intelli-
gence tests three or four t imes i n 
a chi ld 's school career, also that 
testing be done early i n the year to 
help the teacher in planning work 
for the students. M r . M a c B r i d e ask­
ed if it might be possible to com­
pare test results from our distr ict 
with norms of Oakland County, the 
metropolitan area, or a la rger re­
gional norm if such norms are 
available. D r . Med lyn was asked 
to provide discrepancy scores with-
ta 30 days in grades where both 
achievement and intelligence scores 
were available. 

The following appotatments were 
made to the ktadergarten entrance 
committee: M r . M a c B r i d e and M r . 
Taylor of the board of education, 
M r s . H a r t and M r s . Batzer , the 
two ktadergarten teachers. 

There was some discussion re-
garding p r io r publication of the 
agenda of the regular meettag of 
the board. It was moved b y M r . 
MacBr ide and supported by D r . 
Ambtader as follows: B e U resolved 
that the secretary forward to the 
N o v i News for publication In the 
edition p r io r to the regular meet­
ings of the school board an agenda 
of new and old bustaess of the meet-
tag in sufficient detail to be under­
standable to the public. The motion 
carr ied . It was understood that this 

service would be provided at no 
charge by the N o v i News. 

In regard to l iabi l i ty insurance, 
D r . Medlyn explained that munici­
pal organizations had been in the 
past held immune to suit; however 
at the present t ime judgments are 
not usually rendered against school 
districts, but periodical ly a judg­
ment is rendered against a munic­
ipal i ty. 

M r . R ichard B ingham of the com­
munity spoke on l iabi l i ty insurance. 
He stated that the premium is de­
termined by the number of children, 
the l iabi l i ty is of the school area. 
H e recommended the district ca r ry 
$100,000/$300,000 l imi t s ; that the 
amount carried be uniform with the 
l iabi l i ty carr ied in bus insurance, 
and that it be carr ied with the same 
company as the bus insurance. 

It was moved by D r . Ambinder 
and seconded by M r . MacBr ide , that 
D r . Medlyn be appointed to accept 
bids from at least three companies 
on public l iabi l i ty insurance at 
$100,000/$300,000 l imits , and prop­
erty damage at .50,000, and it tiie 
bid is in line with competition, to 
nurchase the policy from the insur­
ance agent wi lh whom we carry 

13 insurance. The motion cai-ried. 
D r . Medlyn was also to check the 

boiler insurance coverage to adjoin­
ing property. 

It was reported that the -county 
'larl out up (on Ten M i l e road) the 
school crossing signs, and that 
T-f.w.valks are to be painted. The 
vi l lage police had been asked to 
-ome into the area before and after 
•Jchool, and a school employee had 
'^pcn on duty. M r , Ackley had been 
asked to determine if any ease­
ments were available between W, 
LeBos t and Meadowbrook road 
through which the children might 
cross. 

M r s . Pinner , a parent, spoke of 
the hazard on Meadowbroqk road 
due to its being used as a detour, 
and asked that bus transportation 
be provided the children of Willow-
brook 2. 

I t was moved by D r . Ambinder 
and seconded by M r . E r w i n , that 
the supertatendent be instructed to 
m a k e changes necessary in bus 
routes, bus dr ivers , school open­
ing and closing times, to allow for 
transportation of children in the 
WiUowbrook 2 area during the emer­
gency caused by construction on 
N o v i road. The motion carr ied . 

M r . Heaton asked the board to 

appeal to the vi l lage to enforce the 
50 mi le l imi t on Ten M i l e road, so 
that the Hmit might eventually be 
reduced to 40 miles. D r . M e d l y n 
was to request a trafflc survey from 
Grand R i v e r to N o v i road on the 
Ten M i l e road. 

M r . Heaton also pointed out to the 
board that F o r d Motor Company 
wil l match any employee gifts to 
a school. D r . lvledlyn was to investi­
gate this. 

A n announcement was made that 
the annual statistical and f inancial 
report is to be published in the 
Novi News. 

It was moved by D r . Ambinder , 
and seconded by M r . E r w i n , that 
prior to publication of the minutes, 
the minutes are to be submitted 
to the board members for approval 
or correction. Motion carr ied. 

It was moved by D r . Ambinder , 
and seconded by M r . M a c B r i d e , to 
amend the motion regarding college 
credit for teachers, l imi t ing the 
amount of course work per semes­
ter to six credit hours. The motion 
carr ied. 

It was moved by M r . E r w i n and 
supported by M r . Taylor , that the 
board renew the personal floater 
onlicy with N o v i Real ty . Motion car­
ried. 

D r . Medlyn announced that en­
rollment in the two schools is now 
772. 

Dnane B e l l of the Community 
Bui ld ing Recreat ion Board appeared 
before the board to discuss a con­
flict over use of the buiiding. It was 
agreed that a letter was to be sent 
to the township board protesting 
their action in this regard, and a 
copy sent to the Recreation Boai 'd 
to indicate support. 

The Auto-Owners depository res­
olution was read. It was moved b y 
M r . M a c B r i d e and supported by M r . 
Taylor , that the resolution of the 

Auto-Owners Insurance Company be 
adopted as read. The motion c a r 
ried. 

Dr . Medlyn presented the applica-
tion for an Anticipated State A i d 
Loan for $35,000. The resolution (a 
copy of which is on file in the board 
office) to borrow was offered by 
M r . E r w i n and supported by M r . 
Taylor, and carr ied. 

D r . Medlyn stated that a certifi­
cate of payment of the Atk in-For-
don contract had been received from 
M r . Lane 's office. The superintend­
ent was directed to set up a meet­
ing with the contractor and archi­
tect, the Oakland County sanitarian, 
and M r . Carpenter, the attorney. 

It was moved by D r . Ambinder , 
and supported by M r . M a c B r i d e , 
sented, with the exception of the 
that current bi l ls be paid as pre-
statement of the Oakland' County 
Association of School Superintend­
ents, and that of Tarapata and 
MacMahon. The motion- car r ied . The 
bills were: general fund, $6,769.32, 
and buildmg and site, $3,454.24. 

It was moved by M r . Tay lo r and 
seconded by M r . E r w i n , that the 
board pay D r . Medlyn ' s dues to 
Oakland County Association of 
School Superintendents. The mo­
tion carried. 

The meeting was adjourned by 
the president at 12:55 a.m.

When the plam 
sense of the scrip­
tures makes com­
mon sense, seek 
no other sense; 
therefore, t a k e 
every word at its 
p r imary , ordin­

ary usual meaning, unless the 
facts of the context indicate 
clearly otherwise. No. 8 — Rec­
ognize the fact that language 
changes from generation to gen­
eration. E v e n the Engl i sh lang­
uage has changed considerably 
during the last few hundred 
years. Some words become obso­
lete, others change in meaning, 
different shades of meaning are 
given. F o r instance the word 

talent" used today means the 
ability of a person to do a cer­
tain thing. I n the parable in 
Matt . 25 it means money of a 
certain weight. A g a i n the word 
"conversa t ion" in our day means 
to talk one wi th another, while 
the word as used in Phil l ipians 
means "c i t izenship" .

In its latest report to the board of 
education last month, Northvi i ie ' s 
curr iculum study committee submit­
ted its findings on the gifted or 
"academical ly super ior" chi ld in the 
local school system. 

Made up predominantly of lay cit-
izens working wi th school personnel, 
the committee began the study sev­
eral months ago guided by a two­
fold pui'pose: (1) to survey the dis­
position of academical ly superior 
kindergarten through twelfth grade 
students and (2) to recommend spe­
cif ic steps that might be taken in 
regards to these students. 

M r s . James Ross, M r s . F r a n k 
Angle, M r s . C. W. Whittlesey, John 
W . Swain, James Kipfe r , M r s . Ken­
neth Coniey, M r . and M r s . Wilfred 
Becker and D r . Gordon For re r work­
ed on the project. 

They formed four sub-committees 
to study gifted children at the early 
elementary, later elementary, ju­
nior high and senior high school 
levels. 

The subject of t l i c k study, they 
agreed, was a student ivIUi super­
ior academic achievements or an 
above 120 I.Q. or both character­
istics. 

Committee members talked with 
teachers, consulted school adminis­
trators, examined student records, 
reviewed testing programs, listened 
to speakers, read pertinent publi­
cations and exchanged ideas with 
other schools. 

In the final report, each sub-com­
mittee wrote a brief preface to rec­
ommendations for gifted students in 
the grade grouping which it was 
charged to survey. 

The difficulty facing the entire 
committee as it sought to prepare 
sound recommendations to encour­
age achievement by the acadernical-
ly superior chi ld was summed up 
in an observation made by' . t l ie k in- , 
dergarten t o ' t h i r d grade kit i-cam--
mittee. ' . 

" C r u c i a l problems arc cjncount--
ered in fully cducaling-.tiic' 'giftcd. 
FrcqucntIy chlldre;i a rc glftpd^'lii 
one area and mediocre orvpbor in 
others." 

Some recommendations suggested 
by the sub-committee were: 

Kindergarten - Grade Three — 

" A serious attempt shouid be em­
barked upon to evaluate teacher ef­
fectiveness. It was the sub-commit­
tee's opinion that teachers with the 
highest t raining should work in the 
iowest grades, for it is in the very 
eariy years of a child 's education 
that fundamental capacities be en­
couraged." 

Grades F o u r to Six — 

"The start of a pilot study in 
which the top three to five students 
in each of the grades four, five and 
six are withdrawn from the reguiar 
classroom and piaced with the Re­
source Coordinator or another spe­
cial teacher for two half days per 
week. These could be seminar and 
workshop activities with the coor­
dinator providing guidance and out­
side resource persons from the 
community at large when desirable. 

'This program should be evalu­
ated regularly by a committee com-
posed by the coordinator, the ele­
mentary school pr incipals , the 
school psychologist, and two mem­
bers of the Citizens ' Curr icu lum 
Study group. Records would then be 
kept on the success of the pro­
g r a m . "

Take an oversized handsome pony, 
toss an open bottle of b lack ink at 
h i m and the results a re sure to be 
pretty staggering. 

Specks of black, polka dots and 
la rge black blotches — a l l against a 
white blanket. It 's odd sure, but 
beautiful too. 

N o w add a few stripes to his hoofs, 
dob some pink on his eyes -and nose 
and you ' l l come up wi th probably 
the hottest an imal on four feet. H e ' s ' 
an Appaloosa, a 4,000-year-old pony 
that has started a stampede of ex 
cited horsemen. 

Las t spring there were only about 
500 of these ponies registered in 
A m e r i c a . Since then, 600 more have 
been registered, with new registra 
tions coming in every week. 

Current ly , the "Pa louse fever" is 
concentrated mostly i n the western 
sections of the Uni ted States. How­
ever, there are indications that the 
fever is spreading eastward. 

There arc s t i l l less than 15 of 
these ponies registered In M i c h i ­
gan — three of them In Nor thvi l le 
on the Seven M i l e road f a rm of 
M r . and M r s . E a r l o Clarke and 
their daughter and son-in-law, M r . 
and M r s . George Whitefield. 

- The Appaloosa, once considered a 
" f reak" , was known as the "Leop­
ard H o r s e " of prehistoric L i b y a ; 
and the "blood sweating horse" of 
ancient Chma. 

His popularity with the Indians 
started when the . Conquistadores 
brought them to M e x i c o in the 16th 
century. The Nez Perce Indians of 
the Northwest, an area cal led Pe-
Icnse by the F r e n c h , raised a herd 
of 3,000 horses, with nearly half of 
them oddly marked . 

These spotted animals were so 
well identified with the area that 
settlers would refer to one as " A 
P a l o u s e " horse. Nesters hated the 
an imal because it mated wi th their 
plow mares and shot h i m at every 
opportunity. 

When f inal ly the Nez Pe rce In­
dians were confined to a reservation, 
the " A Pa louse" herds dwindled un­
ti l they became almost extinct. 

A few remained, however, and it 
is on these rare animals that horse­
men are - bui lding their dreams. 
The Appaloosa, as he was soon 
cal led, i s par t icu lar ly at tractive to 
horsemen because he has a strong 
gene, is a fine saddle horse, and is 
often more intelligent than other 
horses. 

The Appaloosa pony, a breed i n 
itself, i s considered ideal for chi ld-

- r c n because " they can grow wi th 
i t . " - T h e pony is larger than a 

{Shetland, smal le r thi in a horse 
thus ' ' a growing clUld looks bet 
ter and rides better on the A p ­
pa loosa , " M r s . Whitfield explains. 

No two Appaloosas have the same 
markings . Some have black or red 
spots on white; some are white on 
black; some are completely spot­
ted: and some have spotted "blank­
ets" or sma l l spotted areas. Bu t 
al l true Appaloosas have pink eyes, 
short ears and striped hoofs. 

Another characterist ic of the an i 
m a l is that his colors may change: 
one year he may have fewer spots 
than the next; and he may have no 
markings at b i r th , but may acquire 
them later. 

The C la rks and Whitefields, who 
are now ra is ing Appaloosa, johied 
forces two years ago while l iv ing 
in Redford . A daughter wanted a 
horse, then a son. 

" I f we ' re going to have horses, 
we ' l l need a place to raise ' c m , " 
Clarke told his chi ldren. So he 
bougiil a sma l l , 20-acrc farm nt 
41810 Eas t Seven M i l e road. Not 
long afterward his SDn-in-law and 
fami ly joined them, buying a 
house r ight next door. 
One pony led to another. Soon 

several were galloping around the 
pastures. They were ordmary pon 
ies, most ly welch size. 

Then something caught Clarke ' s 
eye: a strange lookmg animal with 
spots on his body. That ' s when the 
two famil ies decided to cultivate a 
business that would be handy about 
retirement t ime. 

With western horsemen as excited 
as prospectors dur ing the California 
Gold Rush , ra i s ing Appaloosas seem-
ed l ike the next surest thing to an 
insurance pol icy so the families de-
cided to buy one. 

But Appaloosa are rare and ex-
pensive — a champion stallion run-

ning as high as $20,000. A n d be-
cause these ponies are so ra re and 
expensive, most raisers start in this 
new field by tak ing a solid color 
mare, with perhaps Welsh, Shetland 
or Arabian in her background, and 
mate her with an Appaloosa owned 
by someone else. 

This is what the two Nor thvi l le 
families d id . 

F i r s t attempts were almost suc­
cessful. The fkst mat ing resulted 
In twins, a ra re b i r th among hors-
es. One colt, which had distinct 
markings of an Appaloosa, was 
born dead. The other, which might 
have "shown co lo r " later in l i te, 
l ived only a few days and died 
also. 

About this same time, the famlies 
bought a young Appaloosa mare 
from an Ohio breeder. M a t i n g of 
this pony produced a handsome 
colt — but without characterist ic 
markings. 

Another solid-colored sorrel was 
mated with an Appaloosa and this 
time, the result was grat i fying: an 
Appaloosa with beautiful spotty 
color. Since then a young s ta l l ion, 
purchased from an Ar i zona ranch , 
has been added to the Nor thvi l le 
stable. 

Although the amateur-turned 
professional team here Is wel l on 
l i s way In tiiis new business, both 
Ciarke and Wliltefleld predict It 
wi i i be between five to 10 years 
before II w i l l return their invest­
ments and provide a " l i v a b l e " 
Income. 

But both families are wi l l i ng to 
wait, confident that the Palouse fev­
er that hit an Indian tribe hundreds 
of years ago, wi l l spread throughout 
the nation. 

Meanwhile, the two famil ies are 
attempting to form a " P o n y of A m ­
erica C l u b " chapter here. ( A n A p ­
paloosa is called the P o n y of A m ­
erica) . A n organizational meeting 
^has been set for 1 p . m . Sunday at 
the farm of Chuck Smel l i , 330 Or­
chard Ridge road in South L y o n . In­
vitations have gone out to dozens of 
Michigan horsemen. Anyone inter­
ested in this new breed is invi ted 
to attend.

The Apostle P a u l wrote a good word to his 
spii-itual " son" , Timothy, " G o d did not give us a 
spirit of t imidi ty, but a spiri t of power and love and 
self-control." There's evidence of a t imid soul 
here. P a u l begs h im to "rekindle tlie gift of God 
that is withm y o u . " If you, dear reader, are honest 
with yourself, you have known many times when 
your soul is t imid . The gift of God within you has 
needed to be rekindied. The trio of virtues, as 
stated by P a u l , can aid us. 

Power stands for mtensity of life. Our word 
5 " d y n a m i c " comes f rom the Greek word for power. 

The ear iy Chris t ian church did not begui with t imid 
souls, unsure of their footing. There were mount-
tains to c l imb, seas to cross, a culture to topple, 
a worid to save. There were so few of them to do 
i t , but they set about the task with God-given 
power. Look at Acts 4:13 and you w i i l see that the 
Church was launched in dar ing and courage, not 
by the t imid and cautious: " N o w when they saw 
the boldness of Peter and J o h n . . .they recognized 
that they had been wi th Jesus ." 

God lias given to us love. God is love. The word 

in the New Testament is "agape". Over 250 times 
the New Testament uses it, and "agape" means 
nothing sentimental or p r imar i i y emotional at a l l ; 
it moans understanding, redeemuig creative good 

w i l l . A great preacher said, " T o see a l l men near 
and far as sons of God, to practice understanding 
and creative good wi l l to a l l men as human beuigs 
—that is the Christ ian ethic." ' 

" W e l l , it won't work , " people say. A n d I say, 
"I t ' s never been fully t r i ed . " I have an idea that 
i t ' s leva that makes the world go 'round, and 
anythmg less tlian that is a monkey-wrench in the 
machinery of God . 

P a u l counseled "self-control". Without disci­
pl ine we are l ike the mythica l rider who jumped 
on his horse and rode furiously off in a l l direc­
tions. H o w many lives are wasted! How many are 
frittered away on trifles of no importance 1 What 
a soul-power waste there is in the wor ld ! 

" G o d d id not give us a spirit of t imidi ty but a 
spiri t of power and love and self-control." I I T i m ­
othy 1:7. Today there is a great.need for courageous 
souls. Can you be one of them?

St i i i the city attorney has ruled that Nor thv i l le must abide by 
the state laws governing elections and efforts to exempt Northvi i ie 
fronv this unnecessary early f i img have not been successful. 

Therefore, any ci ty resident interested i n rumUng for the 
councii next A p r i l must file his petitions more than three months 
before the cicctlon. 

It has long been our belief that more ci ty residents should be 
interested in their government. 

The job of conducting city busmess is becoming more compli­
cated each year as our community grows and the cost of providing 
services increases. 

A look at l i ic record of business handled by the councii in tiie 
past fciv years points up the outstanding job that has been done 
($300,000 water improvement prograin, ncw parking lots, street 
paving projects, tiirec annexations, sale of community building, 
numerous ordinances, sldcivaik projects, etc.) . 

B u l many knotty problems remain . Next year , for example, the 
council wi l l decide \ipon a new city ha i l ; serious thought w i l l un­
doubtedly be given to more street paving; i t ' s highly possible that 
more subdivisions wi l l require expansion of sewer faclities; improve­
ment of our commercial district is definitely a c i ty council concern; 
our public l ibrary, more industrial base within the tax-paying l imi ts 
of our school district — al l of these, and many more, are problems 
our future councils must face. 

I have no idea whclhcr tlic present council members whose 
terms of office expire In A p r i l pian to run again . Tivo council 
seats and the mayor 's post wi i i be up for election. 

But I believe it is essential to good government that we have 
a good field of interested and capable candidates. 

The time is short. If you have read this far , then you are inter­
ested in your city. 

Why don't you file for our ci ty council? Or , if you know of a 
well-qualified person, encourage h im {or her) to offer their t ime 
and taient to the city.

tie as possible. A s a result, great 
purchases both of machmery and 
of goods are being made in Ger­
many by Amer i can manufacturers. 

I ta ly is also forging ahead in ex­
ports to the United States and al l 
over the wor ld . This especially ap­
plies to plastics, for the manufac­
ture of which M i l a n has very large 
factories. Th i s Includes not only 
solid plastics, which w i l l soon com­
pete with steel in our new light­
weight automobiles, but also tex­
tiles of a l l kinds from tableware to 
dress goods and clothing. 

Both the textile l abor unions 
and the manufacturers of woven 
products already see the hand­
wri t ing on the w a i l ! 

Dur ing m y trip I met several buy­
ers for such concerns as Sears, 
Roebuck, Montgomery W a r d , Wool-
worth, M c C r o r y - M c L e U a n , and Ma-
cy 's . These concerns are br inging 
goods from both Europe and Japan 
in shiploads to sell in the United 
States and South A m e r i c a — at low 
prices and at good profits. When 
China also breaks into these mar­
kets the competition wi l l be very 
severe. This lat ter m a y be worry­
ing M r . K . and be one reason for 
certainly this situation docs not 
F i ' o m the above, it looks as if the 

profits of our industrial companies 
wi l l continue to* decline, and be fol­
lowed by dividend reductions. If 
competition increases, as I expect, 
it w i l l result in unemployment fol­
lowed by more labor strikes. 

Employe r s may not be about to 
reduce wages but they sureiy wi l l 
resist wage Increases and l l ic 
" f r inges" which arc constantly in­
creasing. I now see no reason for 
a real business depression, but 

are contented. Spain's sandy beach-
now encourage another bull mar­
ket, except possibly in the mer-
chatidlslng and specialty stocks. 

Then what is holding our U . S . 
stock market up? M y answer is 
"European buy ing" . Our gold sup-
ply is sureiy eroduig, yet every 
European with whom I have talked 
believes that the United States is 
the safest country in which to invest 
funds. E v e r y German and Italian 
manufacturer who gets surplus 
funds (either from the sale of goods 
or perhaps from the sale of his en-
tire business to Americans) is send­
ing a portion of those dollars to the 
U . S . to invest in the Dow-Jones 
stocks, inciuding steels! 

Such foreign buying of U . S . stocks 
could hold the Dow-Jones Industri­
als up whiie earnings and possibly 
dividends decline. But I now hesi­
tate to recommend either the pur­
chase or sale of active stocks for 
capi tal gains or tax losses. Of 
course, we wi l l know much more 
after November 8th. We then, how­
ever, should not judge the true ef­
fect of the election by what hap­
pens to the stock market during the 
first 30 days, but shouid i iave pat­
ience to wait a few months. 

P . S . — Reading over m y notes, 
I see that I made no mention of 
Spain, in which we spent ten days. 
We l iked Spain and the Spanish cus­
toms. The hotels are good, the pric 
es are reasonable, and the people 
are contended. Spain's sandy beach­
es on the sunny blue Mediterranean 
Sea are heavenly. Furthermore, an 
Amer i can cannot get lonesome be­
cause every streetcar and bus ap-
pears to be named "Coca C o l a " .

In a letter to the local hospital 
Bennett McCar thy , dkec tor of the 
Blue Cross Hospi ta l Affa i rs D i v i ­
sion, said the committee recommen­
dation and the board of trustees 
action voting not to renew the tem­
porary part icipating agreement was 
based on the hospital 's fai lure to 
comply wi th certain basic require­
ments la id down a year ago. 

The requirements included:

— that there be definite improve­
ment in the maintenance of medica l 
records. 

Also mentioned was Ihe failure 
of Uie hospital to employ a cerII-
fied public accountant to audit Uie 
books, Ihe re la t ively high cost of 
operaUon and Uic failure to In-
stall a spr inkler system. 
Community General has not had 

an easy t ime of It smce oommg into 
being a year ago. 

The faci l i ty , formerly known as 
Sessions hospital and located at 520 
West M a i n street, was purchased in 
the summer of 19,59 by D r . Howard 
Bergo of Nor thv i l l e and A b r a h a m 
F a r r i s . 

Renamed and completely remodel­
ed and re-equipped, the hosoital was 
doomed before it opened. Blue Cross 
notified the new owners it would 
not accept a privately-owned hospi­
tal as a fuU-participatinc! member. 

Because approximateiy 60 per­
cent of the patients in this area 
belong to the B lue Cross plan. D r . 
Bergo and F a r r i s gave up their 
efforts to operate the hospital and 
leased the faci l i ty to a "communi ty 
board ' ' , comnosed of citizens ren-
resentlng Northvi l le , N o v i , P lymouth , 
L ivon ia and South L y o n . 

The new group qualified for 
B lue Cross under a temporary one-
.year agrecmcnl — which e x p k e d 
October 31.
