— and tlie school teachers throughout our entire area who have 
taught the fundamentals of free elections by conducting mock cam­
paigns and elections within their schools. 

As a dyed-in-the-wool newspaperman i t ' s dlff icul i for m c 
to admit tiiat ic icvis ion, toe, has contributed great ly to our 
current p re s idcn ib i election.

Roger Babson 

E x o d u s f r o m L a r g e C i t i e s 

Babson Paric, M a s s . — The fol­
lowing rough analysis of the 19f!0 
Census figures is intensely interest-
ing to me. The figures show that the 
total population of the United States, 
including H a w a i i and Alaska , is now 
about 180 mi l l ion . This is 30 mil l ion 
over 1950. 

F o r the frst t ime since the original 
federal decennial census in 1790, a l l 
of our largest cit ies except one now 
show a decline. B y " iarge ci t ies", 
l mean those with 1,000,000 or more 
population forming the core of larg-
er "metropolitan areas". Consider-
ing that the U . S . has been taking 
censuses for 170 years, this is an 
extraordinary event. 

The above-mentioned "one excep­
t i o n " is Los Angeles, which shows 
a gain of over 20 percent. This is 
due to severai reasons. Los Angeles 
found oil within its borders. It is 
also a center of the fruit industry, 
or at least it was untii the inhabi­
tants began to uproot trees in order 
to buiid subdivisions. Until the smog 
trouble developed, the Los Angeles 
cl imate was aiso superb. 

Of a l l iarge cities in the U . S. 
Boston has suffered one of the great­
est losses. M y first job after gradu­
ating from M . I . T . was in Boston, 
which then had a population of 500,-
000. This increased to 750,000 in 1940 
when the Boston Chamber of Com­
merce was forecasting a population 
of L000,000 for the c i ty . Boston prop­
er d id reach 800,000 in 1950; but the 
number has since dwindled to 677,-
000. 

Boston has lacked naiurnl re-
sources, with the po.iisibie cxccn-
tion of the fishing Industry. E d u -
catIonal instiiutions and smai l fac-
lories have been Its chief assets. 
Boston m a y s t i l l cIaIm to be a 
great cdiicniI:>nsl center, hut 11 is 
rnnldiy iosing Its factories and 
mil l s . 
The New Eng land shoe industry 

has moved to the Centra l West where 
hides are plentiful; the textile mi l l s 
are moving to the South where they 
are nearer the cotton and sheep. 
However, Southern Cal i fornia a n d ' 
Eastern Massachusetts ride at the 
head of the "electronics parade", j 

Union wages and restrictions are a 
handicap but the quaiity of New 
Engiand workmanship is very high. 

Tiie most revcai ing statistics of 
tlie 1900 Census concern tiic 
mighty force and gi'owih of sub-
urbia. Most peopie who have left 
tiie large cities have not moved 
to oliier states. Rather, they have 
moved p r imar i ly to neiv suburbs 
some 15 lo 25 miles distant. This 
not oniy gives them heticr i iv ing 
conditions, hut provides an entire-
iy neiv sociai life. 
Major factors causing this change 

are automobiles, telephones and tel­
evision. Tiiese factors, plus air-
pianes, have raised havoc with the 
railroads as well as the large cities. 
The raiiroads now empioy only 800,-
000 workers compared with 1,200,000 
in 1950. Trucks are carrying the 
iess-than.carload freight, whiie sup­
ermarkets and shopping centers are 
distributing the merchandise. Use of 
naturai gas has doubied, while coal 
has suffered tremendously. The 
number of miners working in some 

areas of West Virgin ia is now oniy 
half those in 1950. 

Since the census of 1950 tlie U . S . 
population has increased by 20 
percent; housing hy 70 percent. 
And aimost haif the expenditure 
for total new construction is now 
going into housing — pract icai iy 
a l l in liie suburbs, and buiit mostly 
on credit aniouniing lo $100 b i i -
Iion or more. 

The most unfortunate figure in 
this 1960 Census is the amount be­
ing spent on borrowed money. These 
great mushrooming suburbs are 
buiit on borrowed money — not oniy 
the new iiouses, but aiso their fur­
nishings and the automobiles. I esti­
mate that the suburbs have aiso 
borrowed, since the 1950 census, 
over $100 billion for roads, side­
walks, water, gas, etc. One dollar 
out of every eight of take-home pay 
is apparently obligated for appii-
ances and other things useful but 
not necessary. What wouid happen 
to these suburbs in case of a severe 
depression makes me shudder.

T h e br idge spans M e a d o w b r o o k 
road between N i n e M i l e and T e n 
M i l e roads. 

Officials of the county road de­
partment had indicated that they 
wculd remove the old bridge, instal l 
a new one and grade the road upon 
completion — provided the vi l lage 
furnish the tubing. 

The bridge and road currently are 
under the temporaiy jurisdict ion of 
the county because of N o v i road con­
struction. 

Under an agreement with the v i l ­
lage, the county must return the 
road and bridge to vil lage jur isdic­
tion after N o v i road is completed — 
and the road and bridge must be in 
as good a condition as it was when 
the county assumed control.

665 o f the 741 registered voters in W i x o m turned out for the elect ion. 

Po l i t i ca l ly , t l ie president ial elec­
t ion failed to produce any s i g n i f i ­
cant trends i n the t w o c o m m u n i ­
ties. The R e p u b l i c a n s t ronghold 

in N o v i ignored the state and na­
tionai picture and supported every 
Republ ican on the ticket. Wixom, on 
the olher hand, voted Democra t ic . 

Probabiy the most surprised of the 
two parties were the Democrats , who 
had predicted the overthrow of the 
Repubiican fortress in N o v i because 
of the record vote. Mos t Democra ts 
feit that a heavy vote meant a swing 
to their banner. 

A s usual. P rec inc t 2 in N o v i (that 
area ly ing north of 11 M i l e road) 
produced the greatest number of 
Democrat ic votes — but the R e ­
publicans continued to hold the edge. 

Prec inc t 2 voters gave Democrats 
a narrow edge in three races, secre­
tary of state by 41 votes, attorney 
general by two votes, and state 
treasurer by a single vote. Republ i ­
cans won a l l other posts i n both, 
precincts. 

Democrats won a l l seats in W i x o m . 
Of a l l the races, the most sur-

pr is ing probably was for state rep-
resentative where Democra t ic In-
cumbent S. James, Clarkson lost i n 
N o v i to Republ ican newcoiner R a y ­
mond L . Baker , 1,338 to 1,007. C l a r k - . 
son was 'expected to p ick up many 
Republ ican votes because of the 
part he played in securing a state 
park for N o v i .

At thc close of a fruitful life the Apostle P a u l 
testified to the fact that he had not apprehended 
that for which he had been apprehended of Christ 
Jesus on the road to Damascus . H e had fought a 
good fight and fmished his course. H e had kept the 
faith. H e had kept h is body under. H e had pressed 
toward the mark of the prize of the h igh cal l ing 
of God in Christ Jesus. H e had labored to enter i n 
to that rest that remains for the people of God. H e 
had feared lest a promise being left h i m of enter-
tag into that rest he shoui seem to come short of 
it . 

God had been revealed to h i m in Christ Jesus. 
He had been wonderfully used of God. Bu t not at 
the t ime of his departure he testifies that the Crown 
of Righteousness he had prayed and labored and 
fought to obtain was not his possession as yet. God 
had not given it to h i m . H e had longed to obtain it. 
He had fought a good fight to w i n i t . H e had be­
lieved it was possible to receive it . A n d now he 
was dying m the faith just as he had lived—the 
faith that God had it and would g ive i t to him—that 
it was laid up for l i i m . 

P a u l wanted to be r ight! H e desired to be per­
fect even as his Fa the r in heaven was perfect. He 
knew that it was God's p lan for h i m to be righteous 
even as God is righteous. A n d he recognized that 
he was not that way. H e was fighting himself, the 
world, the flesh and the D e v i l that he might over­
come and be r ighteous-r ight—even as God i s right! 

H e was determined. H e would never let go or 
give up unt i l he found himself not having his own 
righteousness but that righteousness which is of 
God by faith. 

B u t he l ike others fel i asleep not having re­
ceived the promise; but seeing it afar off he died 
with his hand toward heaven, i n the faith, bei ieving 
stiii that it was God's p ian to make h i m perfect and 
to place on his head the c rown that designated h im 
righteous even as his Fa the r i n heaven is righteous. 

This is our faith. We know that the religious 
world is not right. We know that w e are not right. 
But we are f i th t ing the good fight of faith and lay­
ing hoid on eternal i i fe. We beiieve ta a l l the experi-

I ences that God has given to his people through 
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tlie years. Bu t we are not satisfied with these ex­
periences. We are not satisfied wi th the gifts of 
the spiri t and a l l the things that God has done for 
us. We long to be perfectly whole. We want to be 
r ight . We want to be holy as God i s holy. W e are 
fighting ths good fight of faith. P a c e to face with 
a l l the unbelief in the church and a l l the opposition 
of the worid we st i i l cannot y ie ld . We cannot give 
up. We must prevai i and be made perfect. We must 
receive that Crown of Righteousness which God has 
l a id up for us. 

It is God's plan that we are to receive it. Some-
one w i i i stand up some day and say I have receiv­
ed the Crown of Righteousness which the L o r d , the 
righteous judge, has given to me. W e w i i i not have 
to forever die in the faith that that Crown of Right-
eousness is l a id up for us that day of H i s ap­
pear ing; but that day is here even at the doors! 

o h God grant that even now we might break 
through into Thine everiast ing kingdom of right­
eousness in abidtag, eternal real i ty . Crown us w i t h 
a crown of Righteousness. Pu t your s tamp of ap­
proval upon us. 

Then we shall be satisfied in thy likeness. Then 
we shall a l l be perfectly joined together in the 
same mind and ta the same judgment. A l l shall 
speak the same thtag, (God 's mmd) and there 
shal l be no divisions among us. F u l l Salvation 
Union shall be a reali ty i n the earth and the wor id 
w i l l believe. 

Note : 

The Crown of Righteousness which is laid up 
for a l l those who ftaish their course i n faith and 
which is given to a l l who love Chr i s t ' s appeartag is 
the crown that designates a person as being right­
eous even as God is righteous. It i s a matter of 
entertag tato the reality of suoh accomplishment. 
Just as a ktag i s croivned because of the real i ty of 
h is station in life, so a person who -attams unto a 
state of righteousness is crowned wi th a crown of 
righteousness. The Croivn of Righteousness is s im­
ply a matter of the existence of the real i ty of be­
ing righteous. 

Anyone who attains unto the state of betag 
righteous a s God i s righteous i s crowned at that 
moment wi th the Crown of Righteousness. The re-

P lymouth Sunday. 

"Grea t inspirat ion, strength and 
satisfaction await one, who persis­
tently investigates t ru th ," M r s . H a y 
said. A member of the Chr is t ian 
Science Board of Lectureship, she 
spoke under auspices of F i r s t C t o c h 
of Christ , Scientist, P lymouth , i n the 
churoh edifice, 1100 West A n n Arbo r 
T r a i l . She w a s introduced by M r s . 
E m m a M a e P h i l i p , Second Reader . 

The lecturer emphasiezd the pr ice­
less value of knowledge of the B i b l e 
and its records of the operation of 
spiritual l aw. "I t is strengthenmg to 
note," she sa id , "how Scr ip tura l 
characters, i n many instances, met 
the challenge of discord through the 
demonstration of spir i tual truth, and 
to find that the same ability i s dem­
onstrable today for everyone."

H a y 
said. " H e admonished his followers 
to preach -and to heal, stattag that 
they would be known by their fruits , ' ' 
she said, and addtag that Jesus over-
came every manner of disease. 

To show the present-day effective­
ness of the Mas te r ' s teachtags, M r s . 
H a y cited several healtogs brought 
atiout entirely through spir i tual 
means. 

A woman who had a la rge goiter, 
she said, turned to a Christ ian Sc i ­
ence practit ioner for help, borrowed 
a copy of "Sc ience and Heal th wi th 
K e y to the Scr ip tures" by M a r y 
Bake r E d d y , and began to read at 
once. " F a r into the night she con-
ttaued, so -absorbing did she find the 
contents. When rettatag she forgot 
to examtae the goiter as before. The 
followmg morntag it was gone." 

She also told of a m a n who o v e r 
came impa i red v is ion after wear ing 
glasses 30 years . Insptaation gataed 
from the s tudy of Christ Jesus ' beau-
titude, "B les sed are the pure i n 
heart; for they sha l l see G o d , " she 
said, contributed to his heaitag. 

Exp la in ing how this heal ing came 
about, she said that the m a n "rea-
soned prayerful ly that seeing CJod 
was seeing good, hence having good

Spir i tua l healfag i n Chr is t ian Sci­
ence does more than restore com­
fort and n o r m a l action of the body, 
she said. I t brtags regeneration and 
a more spiri tually mature, mean-
ingful way of life, she emphasized. 

M r s . H a y described prayer ta 
terms of knowing the truth — humb-
ly , posit ively, 'and constructively. 

Scientific prayer , she said, " i s 
expresstag the true meantag of love 
by seetag our neighbor and our­
selves as chi ldren of God . It is con-
viction based on reason, revelation, 
and the demonstration of the fact 
that mat ter i s unreal, w i t h nothtag 
good to offer, whiie divtae Mtad i s 
a l l and i s manifest ta intelligent 
action, health and prosperi ty. ' '

due to a cut hi special permits. 

Some 92,700 permits were maiied 
this week to hunters who may take 
one deer of any age or either sex 
in 35 food-siiortage or crop-damage 
areas. 

There are several new things the 
permit holder must remember. F i r s t 
of a i l , he must write in his name, 
address and license number on the 
new tag portion of his permit before 
taking to the woods. The tag must 
remain attached to the permit untii 
an antlerless deer is shot or it wi i i 
not be considered va i id . 

E a c h successfui " a n y deer" hunt­
er wi l l be required to punch out the 
date of k i l l and fasten this green, 
waterproof tag to the j aw or gamb-
rei (hock) of his deer along with the 
regular metal seal . Deer are to re-
main tagged untii they are trans-
oorted to the hunter 's home or a 
processing plant. 

Besides the tag, hunters wi i i find 
something else added in northern 
Mich igan since last fa l l — namely, 
about twice as many l aw enforce-
ment men on duty. Drawing men 
from its various divisions, the Con-
servation Department wi l l send 100 
extra patrol units afield in the north­
ern lower peninsula. Additional units 
w i l l also be deployed before and dur­
ing the season above the Straits. 

Denartment game men again wi l l 
b e j j u s y during and right after the 
season mak ing traffic counts to 
measure k i l l and studying deer at 
roadside biological checking sta­
tions, locker piants, special study 
nrens. Department headquarters and 
hunting camps. 

Successful hunters are ui-gcd to 
stop at one of the department's 
checking stations to a id deer re-
search.

Severai moiiti is ago tiie city council suggested tiiat a committee 
of residents representing the council , township board and school 
board study the area's economic picture—past, present and future— 
as it applies to the community tax burden. 

In part icular the committee undertook to determtae what the 
future tax requirements might be within our school district . II was 
also instructed to investigate possible solutions and make recom-
niendatons, if the projected tax burden was predicted to be ex­
tremely burdensome. 

A full report ot tiiis committee's study Is carr ied on page 
one (his week. 

As a non-contributing observer to the committee 's work, I wish 
first of a i l , to commend its exceiience. 

Secondly, aithough the report does not pretend to go beyond the 
briefest stage of recommendation, it contains indications that should 
spur every businessman and taxpayer to action. 

F o r example, It conscrvat lvciy estimates tlint school and 
county taxes on real properly wi l l Increase by 170 percent of 
1959 by the year 1969. This does not Include ci ty or toivnshIp 
taxes. 

This prediction is predicated on the assumption that residential 
growth wi l l continue in tiie next 10 years in the saine proportion 
to industrial growth as it has in the past 10 years ; and that new 
methods of tax support for schools or county government are not 
introduced in the next decade. 

Logical ly , the report suggests that the best device for increasing 
the iocal tax b.ise is a working industriai deveiopment corporation. 
It points out that some 275 Michigan communities have such organi­
zations functioning and with such competition it is fool-hardy to be­
lieve that industrial growth can take place without a concerted effort 
to attract it to an area. 

As if to console those ivho might be ainrmed at the prospects 
of smolicstiicks i n Nor l i iv i i l e , the report notes that the "preserv­
ation of Northvii ie 's nttrnctive wooded hlils and slopes as prime 
rcsidoiilini areas is assured by tlie zoning and is an essential 
part of tiiis p r o g r a m . " 

It points out that our attractive residential areas may well serve 
as our best selling point to prospective industries, interested in the 
community benefits for their employees. 

In fact, avaiiabie industrial sites are extremely l imi ted in North­
viiie — both because of terra in and the fact that 20 percent of the 
land is state or county owned. 

* * * 
Without dwell ing ionger on the findings of the report it seems 

.most important that the conclusions are investigated with great 
deliberation. 

In particular I have reference to a suggestion — made almost 
as an after-thought — that an act lvc chamber of commerce often 
takes the lead in such community economic development proj­
ects. 

It has frequently been .suggested that Nor thvi i ie couid use an 
aggressive chamber of commerce. The only organization that re­
sembles such a body is the retail merchants association — a group 
that itself does not adequately represent local commercia l estab­
lishments and has shown little aggressiveness and a more or less 
distinlerested membership. 

And it has been suggested by the authors ot this report, a cham­
ber of commerce could actively promote both our commerc ia l and 
industrial interests on a full-time basis. 

It is m y personal beUcf that the growth of Northvi i ie 's tax 
base Is equally dependent upon the ivelfare and prosperity of 
our retai l business establishments. 

Therefore, i n appraising the report of Nor thvi i ie ' s economic 
future, it i s hoped that our city, township and school officials w i l l 
look seriously at the prospects of the formation of a chamber of 
commerce and offer their support and leadership in this regard , 
if it is concluded to be a proper step.

Babson P a r k , Mass. — When the 
electronic stocks were becoming pop­
ular, I was slow to discuss them in 
this column. Now, however, I have 
concluded that electronics w i l i be 
the next big industry. 

For ty- f ive years ago, nearly 40 
different types of automobiles were 
being advertised and sold. In the 
stocks of the companies making 
these 40 automobiles, there was 
much speculation. 

M r . Ford ' s " T i n L i z z i e " ivns the 
mnsi popular, selling around ?500, 
iviiiie tlic liiost expensive ca r was 
Ihe P a c i i a r d . Another popular car 
ivas the Studebaker, iviiose in.nnu-
faclifrer ivns once tiic iargesl 
maker of iv.-igons and carriages, 

Both the Packa rd and the Stude­
baker since deciined in production 

a reduction of armaments gives the 
electronics people the j i t ters ; they 
wonder what they w i l l do when, as, 
or if there comes a reasonable 
peace. This must come about some 
day, or else we wi l l a l l go broke 
from armament expenditures of 
World W a r III. Elec t ronic automa­
tion is inevitable; but it must come 
slowly. It is very expensive for pri. 
vate manufacturers to change tlieir 
plants over to electronic automa­
tion. 

The electronic experiments at the 
Providence, Rhode Isiand post of­
fice may hold the answer. The gov­
ernment, to prevent unemployment, 
could greatly help the industry by 
operating a i l their important post 
offices electronically. This would 
lake some t ime and, in the mean­
time, prevent any serious period 

aimed at m a k i n g government 
smoother, more efficient or cheaper, 
have been seriously mentioned as 
subjects which should be considered. 

No doubt there are many more. 
* * • 

More power for the Legislature 
might be one item less subject to 
partisan feeling and more apt to 
be discussed seriously on its merits 
than many others.

Another very popular car of those 
early d.nys was the Hudson, while 
the Nash also forged ahead.

F ina l l y , after a reorganization these 
two companies were united into the 
present A m e r i c a n Motors corpora­
tion. Thousands of investors lost 
money buying the stock of these once 
popular auto manufacturers. A m e r i ­
can Motors , however, has since put 
out the R a m b i c r , and under a very 
abie ieader, M r . Romney, has been 
rapidiy coming to the fore. Whiie 
the other stocks have gone down, 
Amer ican Motors has ci imbed from 
around two i n 1956-57 to 20 today. 

M y reason for giving the above 
iilustra tlons Is to warn investors 
that tiic market for eicctronics 
stocks w i l l probably go through 
the same history. 

In other words, of the 40 popular 
electronics stocks in which people 
are now speculating, probably 30 
wil l go through a severe reorgani­
zation and most of bhem w i l l go out 
of business. Ye t the industry as a 
whole wi l l be a great and permanent 
one. Let me explain one reason for 
this last statement. 

Thus far, the electronics industry 
has depended very largely on de 

the government's getting behind this 
proposition. Congress could pass 
legislation requiring the standard­
ization ot all ma i l as to size of en­
velopes, location of addresses, 
stamps, etc. 

Some post offices are now using 
electronic " shak ing" machines to 
sort letters and drop bhem into the 
proper slots for 300 cities; hut the 
reading of handwrit ing electronically 
is just being developed, and this is 
what I cal l the mirac le of the indus­
try. It is technically known as 
"scanning" . 

Tl ic scanning machine w i l l first 
be used In the Oakland, California 
post office, and tiien in De t ro l i . 
"Scann ing" shouid keep down the 
postage rate, iviileh w i l l Interest 
every reader of this column. 

The concern which is getting the 
most pubiici ty on this scanner is 
Farr ington Manufactur ing company 
of Needham, Mass . Its main com­
petitors in postai equipment include 
International Telephone and Tele­
graph (whicii built the Providence, 
R . I | post office), International Bus­
iness Machines, Chance Vought, P i t -
ney-Bowes, Food Machinery and 
Chemical (now building the Oakland 
plant), Emerson Radio, Sperry Rand, 
and Western Union. M a n y others 
wi l l enter the field. In some cases 
the stocks w i l l triple in price, but 
in many cases the companies w i l l 
go into bankruptcy. However, I now

Dear Ed i to r : 
I siiould i ike to take advantage of 

'this method of making known m y 
thinking regarding the location of 
a new city ha l l . I believe this is 
part icularly in order in view of 
recent editorial comment as well 
as last week's news story regarding 
part of the thinking by part of the 
council on a city hal l location. 

At this t ime I personally do not 
have a fixed opinion regarding not 
oniy the location but the style and 
other details, including t iming with 
regard to our new ci ty ha l l . There 
are some things, however, that I do 
feel rather f i rmly about. These in ­
clude the following: 

(a) A city hall should not be lo­
cated in a part icular place s imply 
because the site is not desired for 
any otiier purpose — quite the con-
trary. The location of tlie public 's 
nrincinal building should have con­
siderable priority with respect to 
1 most desirable location even 
though the same site is also desired 
for other purposes. 

(b) Among the locations to be con-
.=idpred, my current inclination is to live preference and priori ty to the 
nresent city hall site. It is a desira­
ble site, convenient, etc., and ties 
in ve ;y well with the school and 
nark M.sage that comprises the re-
rr Hinder of the immediate adjacent 
area. 

(c) When the time soon comes to 
consider iityling, design, etc., while 
I am going to favor economy and 

l i v i n g within our means, at the same 
time, I am going to be most inter­
ested that the public 's builduig shal l 
be architectural ly one of which the 
community can be proud durmg the 
many years it w i l l no doubt be 
util ized. 

With respect to other recent com­
ments regarding land use, I should 
l ike to repeat that I early and 
strongly favored the necessary re-
zoning to permit the location of a

To Court 

To the Edi to r : 

Have you ever been in court? Do 
you know what your r ights are? 

Think judges and police are crook­
ed? Wel l , why don't you Imd out for 
yourself? 

The justice court for the ci ty of 
Wixom meets six days a week, M o n ­
day through Saturday, f rom 9 a.m. 
until a l l cases are through. Some­
times there are night sessions. 

There isn't any excuse why you 
cannot come anfi brhig your ch i ld ­
ren to see the court in session. It 's a 
lot better to watch an actual hearmg i 
than to see it on television. 

Just ice courts started i n Eng land 
a long time ago. They have adapted 
themselves to the needs of the t imes 
through history, and today, i n M i c h ­
igan, are pract ical ly self-supportbig 
Y o u don't have to be a lawyer to 
be a justice of the peace, and that 
makes it cheaper for the taxpayer, 
too. 
Usua l ly , justice courts handle smal l 

c la i ins . It is the c(>mmon in'an's 
court, where legal aspects of c l a ims 
are kept to the m i n i m u m , as nothing 
about the c la im has to be put hi 
wr i tmg. M a n y traffic cases are also 
tried i n justice courts. A l l i n a l l 
justice courts handle more cases 
than any other courts. 

In Oakland county cases, a jus­
tice of the peace is pa id out of the 
county general fund. The fines he 
collects h i state cr imtaal cases go 
into the state l ib ra ry fund to buy 
books for school l ibraries . The costs 
the judge assesses hi a case only 
can be enough to cover its process-
tog ta his court. Costs go into the 
county general fund and are used 
b y the county to pay almost any 
kuid of county b i l l . The sys tem i s 
pretty good because violators are 
paying for their wrong dobig and 
the court 's operation, instead of the 
taxpayers generally. In cit ies, the 
ftoes and costs are collected b y the 
judge and turned over to the c i ty 
treasurer. 

Oakland county justice courts are 
probably the best i n Miohigan be­
cause we have a justice court coor­
dmator who keeps everybody 
straight. H e audits the books of a l l 
the justices to see that thei r ac­
counts are correct, and answers 
questions any judge has about the 
operation of his court. 

To ful ly explata the court, how­
ever, would take of lot of t ime. I 
am taviting you to v is i t your justice 
court" ta Wbcom so you can see for 
yourself what it does. Come as a 
visi tor, not a violator, and I w i l l 
t ry to answer any questions y o u 
want to ask about the court and its 
operation.

T h e N o v i school board has decided to go ahead w i t h its plans to 
purchase 80 acres on the southwest corner o f Taft and 1 1 - M i l e roads 
for possible future use as a school site. 

W h i l e plans are st i l l indef ini te , it has been generally considered 
that at least part o f the site w o u l d eventually be used for a N o v i h i g h 
school. , 

Presently, N o v i teaches only 
through the eighth grade, sendmg 
its high .school students to North­
v i l l e . 

The parcel selected by the school 
board was one of three given serious 
consideration. It is owned by M r s . 
Gienh Salow, J r . . and wi l l be pur­
chased by the N o v i school system 
for $1,000 per acre. 

Other sites given strong considera­
tion were a 60-acre parcel on 11 M i l e 
road west of tiie Salow property and 
known as- the Waite-Coon property 
aiso pr iced at $1,000 per acre; and 
the Fuprct pronertv, an 80-acre site 
on l l M i i e road just west of C la rk 
subdivi'iion, priced at $750 ner acre. 

E a r l y regetlatloiis bv (he school 
board lo purchase a building site 
have been somewhat cioiided by 
secrecy — a sttiiatIon that caused 
the board some nnea<)Incss at l i s 
Wednesday meeting last week. 

Reluctance to make nublic the 
nrosress of the search fnr a site 
•have hern exniained by pointing out 
that tb!'! mi?ht have caused the 
pr ice of land in the area to'go up. 

But iast week a l l board members 
were eager to b r ing the public up 
to date and explain the action of 
the board in selecting the Salow 
site. 

A t the outset of last week's meet­
i n g P a u l Meredi th, an attorney rep­
resenting the school board in the 
purchase transaction, exniained that 
a pre l iminary nnrchase agreement 
b a d been signed for the Salow prop­
er ty . 

Only details to be completed con­
cerned payment of taxes on the 
nropertv and Insurance charges on 
the buildings until the tenants move. 

Under the agreement, the occu-
pants of the land can remain there 
unt i l September 1, 1961. The school 
system wi l l be resoonsible for taxes 
f rom the closmg date of the trans-
action until the land is taken from 
the tax rol ls as untaxable school 
prooerty. The owners of the land 
w i l l nav the insurance charges on 
the buildings. 

The beard finally decided by a 
vote of 3-2, thai Uie agreement 
should be signed just-os-soon'-as 
ihe exact cost of taxes and o t h i r 
mlnnr details, can be completed 
b y the attorney. 

A letter to the board from Roland 
Heaton asking l/hat a public meet-
Ine be held before closing the trans-
action almost succeeded in delaying 
the board's decision, however. 

Heaton's letter suggested that the~ 
board was paying too much for the 
prooerty. 

Board President A . . L He.slln 
nskcd for a vote on the public 
mect lng . Only HeslIp and E d w a r d 
E r w i n voted to hold a public meet-
Ing before finalizing the purchase. 
Wai te r Amblnder . John M a c B r i d e 
and Russel l Taylor voted to pro-
cced with the transaction. 
The trio also voted to explain a l l 

details of the purchase reports of 
the architect, etc., at the next reg-
u l a r board meeting, December 14. 

Ambinder , M a c B r i d e and Taylor 
favored a comolete and immediate 
explanation of the purchase through 
the newspaper, but took the same 
general attitude that their selection 
was in the best interest of the school 
distr ict and that they were ready to 
stand on that decision. 

" W h y this purchase was made so 
secret, I don't know, ' ' said M a c -
B r i d e . " M a y b e the public hasn't 
been informed as well as it might 

be, but I see no reason for delaying 
now," he concluded. 

The attorney pointed out durhig 
the discussion tiiat the board had 
already signed a prel imInary 
agreement and any withdrawal at 
this point could have legal reper­
cussions. 

Hesl ip , who tended to favor a pub­
l ic meeting before signing the final 
purchase agreement, said that he 
believes the people were entitled 
to know why the board paid more 
for the property — and hinted that 
the experts judging the property d id 
not note much difference. H e was 
disputed in this opinion by AmbuId-
er and M a c B r i d e . 

After the vote was taken the at­
torney was instructed to arrange 
finai papers so that the board could 
ca l l a speciai meeting and sign the 
agreement as soon as possible. 

The board wi i l buy the site on a 
three-year land contract at no in­
terest with 29 percent down. 

When 60 percent of the purchase 
Price has been paid any 40 acres of 
the site ivi l l be avai lable to board 
for use as it sees fit. After 80 per­
cent payment, another 20 acres w i l l 
be the school distr icts for its use 
and finaily wi th completion of the 
"""ment the entire site w i l l be avai l -
able. 

In an evaluation of the sites pre­
pared b y the Bloomfie id H i l l s ar-
cii i tectural f i rm of Tarapata and 
M a c M a h o n the Salow site was award-
Pd 15 points to nine for the Waite-
Coon and seven for the Fuers t on 
the basis of topography, drainage, 
soil (for drain f ie ld and bui lding) , 
environment, gas and electr ical ser­
v ice , sewer and access. 

The architects ' r emarks concluded: 

" A l l three sites are bas ica l ly 
good sites i n a l l respects except 
for absorption of se l l . Site N o . 2 
(Salow) Is the (inly one with sandy 
soil In sufficient quantity fer a 
satisfactory dra in f ield. It has ad­
ditional advantage over the oUier 
two sites In regard to topegn'pby,-
sform drainage, gas service and 
access. WE have no knowledge as 
in (he acquisition cost ot these 
sites, so we have evaluated the 
sites on elements other than Inl-
t ia l cost. ' '

A n E d i t o r i a l 

Some cr i t ic ism has been voiced in N o v i over the decision of 
the board of education to purchase 80 acres of land as a future school 
site. 

In general The News believes the c r i t i c i sm is undeserved. 
It should not be unexpected, however. 

Specifically, we believe that the board of education has made 
the proper investigation and, on the basis of mformation supplied 
by experts, made a determination that' can be defended as i n the 
best interests of the school district . 

In short the board has acted completely within its authority in 
a responsible manner. 

But as a newspaper, we must speak up at the board's sudden 
interest in making pubiic t i ic intricacies o i the purchase. 

We believe it is asking for public support and understanding 
after It is no longer needed. The transaction has been made. 

The News learned of the exact location of the proposed sites 
at last week's regular meeting (after the newspaper had been pub-
lished). A n d , although a prel iminary agreement to purchase had 
been nigned weeks earlier, information concerning the sites was 
denied. 

Our point is this: had the school authorities wanted the pubiic 
informed after a decision to purchase had been made (but before 
final papers were signed) they had plenty of t ime to do so. They 
were even asked for that information by The News. 

R o w c v c r our editorial opinion m a y sound, it is intended as 
a constructive cr i t ic ism for the future. 

And it is our impression that the board itself is unable to ex-
plam its failure to bring the public into its confidence. It was, ve ry 
l ike ly , unintentional. 

We are wil i ing to cal l it a bad job of public relations. 
Bu t it is difficult tor us to remain silent when the frantic ca l l for 

publicity Is finally made. 
We believe tJIat an informed publ ic is any governmental body's 

strongest a rm and should be entrusted as such. 
The people — and The News — are mature enough to compre-

bend the school board's problems. And had they had the opportunity 
to share in tbem during the making, it is our belief there would be 
no misunderstanding today.

a m a x i m u m of Sl-4 per day rc im-
bursement from Blue Cross.

Al len and Adminis-
t rator Calvin Monfils were hopeful 
tha i the local hospital couid solve 
its problems by gaining "sponsor­
s h i p " under the Wayne (Michigan) 
headquarters hospitai authority.
