T h e N o v i school board has decided to go ahead w i t h its plans to 
purchase 80 acres on the southwest corner o f Taft and 1 1 - M i l e roads 
for possible future use as a school site. 

W h i l e plans are st i l l indef ini te , it has been generally considered 
that at least part o f the site w o u l d eventually be used for a N o v i h i g h 
school. , 

Presently, N o v i teaches only 
through the eighth grade, sendmg 
its high .school students to North­
v i l l e . 

The parcel selected by the school 
board was one of three given serious 
consideration. It is owned by M r s . 
Gienh Salow, J r . . and wi l l be pur­
chased by the N o v i school system 
for $1,000 per acre. 

Other sites given strong considera­
tion were a 60-acre parcel on 11 M i l e 
road west of tiie Salow property and 
known as- the Waite-Coon property 
aiso pr iced at $1,000 per acre; and 
the Fuprct pronertv, an 80-acre site 
on l l M i i e road just west of C la rk 
subdivi'iion, priced at $750 ner acre. 

E a r l y regetlatloiis bv (he school 
board lo purchase a building site 
have been somewhat cioiided by 
secrecy — a sttiiatIon that caused 
the board some nnea<)Incss at l i s 
Wednesday meeting last week. 

Reluctance to make nublic the 
nrosress of the search fnr a site 
•have hern exniained by pointing out 
that tb!'! mi?ht have caused the 
pr ice of land in the area to'go up. 

But iast week a l l board members 
were eager to b r ing the public up 
to date and explain the action of 
the board in selecting the Salow 
site. 

A t the outset of last week's meet­
i n g P a u l Meredi th, an attorney rep­
resenting the school board in the 
purchase transaction, exniained that 
a pre l iminary nnrchase agreement 
b a d been signed for the Salow prop­
er ty . 

Only details to be completed con­
cerned payment of taxes on the 
nropertv and Insurance charges on 
the buildings until the tenants move. 

Under the agreement, the occu-
pants of the land can remain there 
unt i l September 1, 1961. The school 
system wi l l be resoonsible for taxes 
f rom the closmg date of the trans-
action until the land is taken from 
the tax rol ls as untaxable school 
prooerty. The owners of the land 
w i l l nav the insurance charges on 
the buildings. 

The beard finally decided by a 
vote of 3-2, thai Uie agreement 
should be signed just-os-soon'-as 
ihe exact cost of taxes and o t h i r 
mlnnr details, can be completed 
b y the attorney. 

A letter to the board from Roland 
Heaton asking l/hat a public meet-
Ine be held before closing the trans-
action almost succeeded in delaying 
the board's decision, however. 

Heaton's letter suggested that the~ 
board was paying too much for the 
prooerty. 

Board President A . . L He.slln 
nskcd for a vote on the public 
mect lng . Only HeslIp and E d w a r d 
E r w i n voted to hold a public meet-
Ing before finalizing the purchase. 
Wai te r Amblnder . John M a c B r i d e 
and Russel l Taylor voted to pro-
cced with the transaction. 
The trio also voted to explain a l l 

details of the purchase reports of 
the architect, etc., at the next reg-
u l a r board meeting, December 14. 

Ambinder , M a c B r i d e and Taylor 
favored a comolete and immediate 
explanation of the purchase through 
the newspaper, but took the same 
general attitude that their selection 
was in the best interest of the school 
distr ict and that they were ready to 
stand on that decision. 

" W h y this purchase was made so 
secret, I don't know, ' ' said M a c -
B r i d e . " M a y b e the public hasn't 
been informed as well as it might 

be, but I see no reason for delaying 
now," he concluded. 

The attorney pointed out durhig 
the discussion tiiat the board had 
already signed a prel imInary 
agreement and any withdrawal at 
this point could have legal reper­
cussions. 

Hesl ip , who tended to favor a pub­
l ic meeting before signing the final 
purchase agreement, said that he 
believes the people were entitled 
to know why the board paid more 
for the property — and hinted that 
the experts judging the property d id 
not note much difference. H e was 
disputed in this opinion by AmbuId-
er and M a c B r i d e . 

After the vote was taken the at­
torney was instructed to arrange 
finai papers so that the board could 
ca l l a speciai meeting and sign the 
agreement as soon as possible. 

The board wi i l buy the site on a 
three-year land contract at no in­
terest with 29 percent down. 

When 60 percent of the purchase 
Price has been paid any 40 acres of 
the site ivi l l be avai lable to board 
for use as it sees fit. After 80 per­
cent payment, another 20 acres w i l l 
be the school distr icts for its use 
and finaily wi th completion of the 
"""ment the entire site w i l l be avai l -
able. 

In an evaluation of the sites pre­
pared b y the Bloomfie id H i l l s ar-
cii i tectural f i rm of Tarapata and 
M a c M a h o n the Salow site was award-
Pd 15 points to nine for the Waite-
Coon and seven for the Fuers t on 
the basis of topography, drainage, 
soil (for drain f ie ld and bui lding) , 
environment, gas and electr ical ser­
v ice , sewer and access. 

The architects ' r emarks concluded: 

" A l l three sites are bas ica l ly 
good sites i n a l l respects except 
for absorption of se l l . Site N o . 2 
(Salow) Is the (inly one with sandy 
soil In sufficient quantity fer a 
satisfactory dra in f ield. It has ad­
ditional advantage over the oUier 
two sites In regard to topegn'pby,-
sform drainage, gas service and 
access. WE have no knowledge as 
in (he acquisition cost ot these 
sites, so we have evaluated the 
sites on elements other than Inl-
t ia l cost. ' '

A n E d i t o r i a l 

Some cr i t ic ism has been voiced in N o v i over the decision of 
the board of education to purchase 80 acres of land as a future school 
site. 

In general The News believes the c r i t i c i sm is undeserved. 
It should not be unexpected, however. 

Specifically, we believe that the board of education has made 
the proper investigation and, on the basis of mformation supplied 
by experts, made a determination that' can be defended as i n the 
best interests of the school district . 

In short the board has acted completely within its authority in 
a responsible manner. 

But as a newspaper, we must speak up at the board's sudden 
interest in making pubiic t i ic intricacies o i the purchase. 

We believe it is asking for public support and understanding 
after It is no longer needed. The transaction has been made. 

The News learned of the exact location of the proposed sites 
at last week's regular meeting (after the newspaper had been pub-
lished). A n d , although a prel iminary agreement to purchase had 
been nigned weeks earlier, information concerning the sites was 
denied. 

Our point is this: had the school authorities wanted the pubiic 
informed after a decision to purchase had been made (but before 
final papers were signed) they had plenty of t ime to do so. They 
were even asked for that information by The News. 

R o w c v c r our editorial opinion m a y sound, it is intended as 
a constructive cr i t ic ism for the future. 

And it is our impression that the board itself is unable to ex-
plam its failure to bring the public into its confidence. It was, ve ry 
l ike ly , unintentional. 

We are wil i ing to cal l it a bad job of public relations. 
Bu t it is difficult tor us to remain silent when the frantic ca l l for 

publicity Is finally made. 
We believe tJIat an informed publ ic is any governmental body's 

strongest a rm and should be entrusted as such. 
The people — and The News — are mature enough to compre-

bend the school board's problems. And had they had the opportunity 
to share in tbem during the making, it is our belief there would be 
no misunderstanding today.

The expected election of Wixom 

Civic association officers and action 
to sponsor a petition ca l l i ng for 
an amendment to the c i ty char ter 
last week Wednesday never mater ia l ­
ized. 

A technicali ty in the association's 
by-laws, brought to- the attention 
of the membership by former M a y o r 
Joseph Stadnik, forced the postpone­
ment of both measurers. 

The association by-laws, Stadnik 
pomted out, stipulate that the elec­
tion meeting must be held on the 
first Thursday m November , hence 
a l l action at Wednesday's meeting 
would be i l lega l . 

A s a result of this technicali ty, as­
sociation members voted to amend 
the by-laws to permit the annual 

[ meeting any t ime durmg the month 
' of November if the executive board 
so desires. 

Accord ing to Herb A b r a m s , 
president of the association, tlie 
election of officers and action on 
both the petition and the change 
In the by-laws probably w i l l take 
place at a meeting sometbne In 
December . V, 
A b r a m s and other executive boatd 

members had hoped last week to 
submit to the membership for ac­
tion a recommendation that the 
association initiate steps to amend 
the charter to enforce what A b r a m s 
called " a n honest" eight-mil l l i m i ­
tation. 

The president pointed out that the 
charter ca l l s for an eight-mil l l i m i ­
tation, but the ci ty has legally 
adopted a procedure to use the state 
equalization factor of 1.74. B y do­
ing so, the city can stay within the 
charter l imitat ion, he explained, 
even though its equalized mi l lage 
m a y exceed eight mi l l s . 

A o r a m s and board members con 
tend that the use of the equalization 
factor m a y be lega l but it defeats 
the purpose of the charter and the 
thmi^ing of the ci t izens who drew 
up the charter . 

When and if the membership votes 
to initiate such action, a petition w i l l 
be cu-culated and presented to the 
counci i . A n d if the petitions contam 
sufficient signatures, the council 
must ca l l for a special election m 
which the qualified voters w i l l de­
c ide if the charter should be amend 
ed.

To the Edi tor : 
Anyone is entitled to their opin­

ion and may so express it if he de-
sires. But , in expressing that opin­
ion, one should not make statements 
that are untrue. Perhaps, in t ry ing 
to put his point across, he did not 
realize-he was mak ing some untrue 
statements, which I thmk shouid 
now be corrected. 

Aiso, we did appoint a committee 
to make recommendations to the ci ty 
council on a proposed city hal l site, 
and to the best of m y knowledge, 
although their resort has been re-
ceived, it has not come up for coun­
c i l discussion. 

However, in as much as one ophi-
ion has publiciy been expressed, I 
feel it necessary to try and give to 
you a little clearer picture on the 
new city hall site. 

It is not the thinking of myself, 
5nd I am sure the same can be said 
of other members of the counci l , to 
iocate a city hall on a site not con­
ducive to the best interest of the 
public. If we d id , this would only 
be stupid on our part. In turn, I 
may add the public should be in­
formed as to other probable sites 
for the erection of the new ci ty ha l l , 
thereby better acquainting you, the 
public, with this problem. 

Here are some sites (and there 
could be others) that would serve 
the purpose: 

1. The present ci ty Jiall site, (Ci ty 
owned); 

2. The present public works prop­
erty situated on Cady street, 
(City owned); 

3. Land adjacent to the F o r d fac­
tory on M a i n street (City owII-
ed); 

4. -Buying the Detroit Edison build­
ing on Center street. 

In anaiyzing these part icular sites, 
or any others, we shouid take into 
consideration the following factors: 

a. What is best for the ci ty, or in 
other words the taxpayer? 

b. What advantage is it to our 
business district? 

c. What advantage is it to the 
housewife? 

d. If we can provide one avai l ­
able space for a supermarket, 
wi l l others want to bui ld in our 
city? 

e. If we have one or more super­
markets what effect w i l l that 
liave in the development of our 
community, and upon the fu­
ture tax rolls of the c i ty? 

There are probably many more 
factors, but I just toss out these 
few for your consideration. And we, 
the councii, should take these into 
consideration so that we may best 
serve the interest of a i i in the ci ty 
and not just a certain few. 

It has been remarked that an oval 
drive be provided on the land of 
which the present city hall is a part. 
This was first suggested by our 
Mayor and has been discussed many 
times, but no action was ever taken 
because we are not sure as to what 
Durpnse this area would be most 
beneficial to the public interest. 
There certainly would be no use of 
spending the taxpayers money for 
something we may not use. 

I may add the land (from M a i n 
to Cady on Wing street )is not a 
public park, was never deeded to 
the city as such or ever dedicated 
to the public for that pui-pose. The 
reason I am explaining this particu­
l a r point is i f it were a public park 
it would be necessary to have a vote 
of the people to sell this land, other­
wise the council can take such ac­
tion as it deems fit for the best 
interest of you, the public. 

We had a petition submitted to us 
by many housewives of our city 
asking for some kind of action on 
the part of the council to provide 
or help provide a site for a super­
market. I am sure that many more 
housewives would l ike to see us do 
.something in this matter rather than 
let shopping centers or chain stores 
locate outside our ci ty l imi ts . 

In reply I can say the Council w i l l 
take some action, but first let us 
analyze a l l factors of this particu­
lar problem.

of men who, like the passing of 
the C i v i l War soldier, are gradu­
al ly dwindling in numbers. 

Berendt, ivho iv i l l celebrate 
his 88th birthday on November 
29, entered the a rmy at De­
troit wiiere he i ivcd In Apr l I 
1894. He retired 20 years later 
in 1020 as a captain. 

Packed into this 26-year period 
is a mountain of mil i tary experi­
ences that begin with -his pres­
ence at the inauguration of Pres­
ident W i l l i a m M c K i n l e y , include 
combat in Cuba, the Phil ippines 
and Mexico , and ends with ser­
vice in F r a n c e during World W a r 
I . 

Berendt trained as a cavalry­
man at Jefferson Bar racks , M i s ­
souri — now a mii i tary finance 
center. 

Finished with his basic training, 
he was assigned to Troop " E " 
in the Th i rd Caval ry at F o r t 
R i l ey , Kansas . A i i horses in his 
troop were handed names begin-
ning w i l h the letter " E " , he re-
cal ls . " I named my horse " E a t ­
on" . 

In 1894 Berendl 's troop was 
ordered io Chicago with tlic 
eruption of the infamous P u l l ­
man str ike. DItcidng of a maiI 
t ra in by strliters prompted 
President Cieveland to declare

A year later Troop E was gar­
risoned at Fo r t E than A l l a n , 
Vermont. Berendt 's mi i i t a ry ser­
vice bere was uneventful — ex­
cept for a r ide to Washington, 
D .C . in 1897. " W e rode in the in­
augural parade of President M c ­
Kin ley , from the White House to 
the Caoi to l . We had bunked at 
Fo r t Meye r , V i r g i n i a , and from 
6 in the morning ' t i l 6 at night 
we never dismounted. 

We carr ied sandwiches and ate 
while r i d i n g . " 

Berendt 's first taste of combat 
came in 1898 as a first sergeant. 
Leaving behind their horses, the 
caval rymen joined with regular 
and volunteer infantrymen at 
Tampa, F l o r i d a and left for the 
jungles of Cuba . 

Ai ihougi i iiundrcds of A m e r i ­
can soldiers died from bullet 
nr knife wounds, the " r e a l k i l l ­
e r " In the Cuban war , the old 
veteran recalls, was jungle fev­
er. " W e lost a lot more men 
from mala r i a and yclloiv fever 
than f rom fighting". 
A r m s were scarce, Berendt 

admits. There were enough K r a g 
rifles " fo r us regulars, but the-
volunteers (who had answered 
President M c K i n l e y ' s ca l l f o r ' 
help) had to use old rifles and, 
black powder. Anyone using 
black powder gave away h is 
position immedia te ly . ' ' 

Food was terrible. A standmg 
joke among the soldiers was that 
the rations were left over f rom 
the C i v i l War . Some men were 
less k indly , cal l ing the meat 
"embalmed beef ' . 

Perhaps the most memorable 
experience of his tour in Cuba 
was the f lag ra i smg at San Juan . 
A sergeant in his outfit, Berendt 
remembers, had planted the 

American f lag on the peak. Ted­
dy Roosevelt of the Rough Riders 
wanted the sergeant to remove 
the flag and use it as a s ignal . 
He refused, saying it was a sym­
bolic accomplishment for his unit. 

La te r the sergeant was called 
to the headquarters — and in­
stead of a court mar t i a l , he was 
given a certificaie of merit . 

In August of lara , Berendt was 
ordered to Seattle, Washington 
enroute to the Phii ippines. 

More (hnn 1,500 horses were 
shipped wi lh the soldiers from 
Ihe per l . "We docked at Dutch 
Harbor, A l a s k a to give the 
horses a rest," he recal ls . " T i i e 
horses were strapped so that 
their feet never touched ihe 
deck. They couldn't stand on 
ihe roll ing ship. So by ilie 
l ime we reached A l a s k a , l i i c i r 
feet had started swel l ing, and 
ire iiad lo let them down and 
But after weeks of harrowing 
Upon reaching the Phi i ippines, 

the horses were dumped into the 
sea to swim ashore. There were 
no docks. 

And finding the right horse for 
the right "owner" was no easy 
task. Yet not a singie horse was 
lost on the trip. 

Berendt's unit immediateiy 
was given orders to chase after 
a band of insurgents who had cap­
tured a Nava i officer and seven 
of his men. With oniy five-day 
rations, he and his troop ieft on 
October 21. They didn't return 
untii December 19. 

Most of the t ime we l ived off 
the iand ," he remembers. " W e 
ate rice and fed it to our horses 
as w e i l . " 

Travel ing through the jungle 
and mountains, with an occasion­
al skirmish with the fleeing in- • 
surgents was as rough on the 
horses as i t was on the men. 

Horses would step knee-deep in 
mud and when they tried to step 
out they would leave their rotted 
hoofs buried behind. 

Fever was everywhere; men 

slipped off their horses never 
knowing what ki l led them. 

At nignt the soldiers would 
ride through the mountains un­
afraid of the darkness. In day­
light, however, these same men 
quickly dismounted and led their 
horses when they saw the nar­
row passages that lipped the 
cliffs. 

But after wkeeks of harrowing 
experiences, the caval ry caught 
up with the insurgents, defeated 
them, and found the sailors alive 
but in poor health. 

When Berendt returned to the 
United States, only 36 of the 120 
men of his troop were still with 
h im . 

H e returned to the Phil ippines 
as a regimental sergeant-major 
in 1905. In 1908 he was transfer­
red to the Mexican border where 
for several years he and his 
troop patrolled. 

Raids by Mexican bandits un­
der Pancho V i l l a , as well as 
the loss of Amer i can lives and 
property In Mexico , promoted 
the United States to dispatch 
4,000 troops to Mexico In 1316. 
Berendt was among them. 
In 1917 after President Wilson 

issued his declaration of war , 
Berendt left for F rance . " B e ­
cause the older fellows in our 
outfit knew something about sup­
plies, they gave us commissions 
and put us in the quartermaster 
corps ." 

Thus, with the opening of 
Wor ld War I , Berendt left a 
branch of service for which he 
had trained — and that in just 
a few more years would become 
the armored division of the Unit­
ed States A r m y . 

H e retired m 1920.

One of our leading periodicais has the custom 
of seiecting, "The M a n of the Y e a r " , and makes 
that annual selection in the month of December, 
The choice of the editors is based upon the prom­
inence of the individual , not necessarily his pop­
ular i ty ; therefore, such men as Adolf Hi t le r , Jos­
eph Stal in, etc., have been chosen. 

"Were I to submit a nommation for this honor 
it would not even be considered, but nevertheiess, 
I want to say that Jesus Chr is t is the man of ai i 
the years, past, present, and future. A n d incident-
ai iy , this wouid have been quite a different world 
i f H e could thus have been chosen, and it would 
have put us on the right track i n solvhig the prob-
lems that confront us, for it would mean the public 
recognition of One who i s not only man, but t ruly 
God. 

B i b l i c a l Christ ianity wants the world to recog-
nize The M a n of the Year s , and that is why we 
are constantly preaching H i s gospel. Y e t the su­
preme folly of our day is that Jesus Christ , the 
greatest and best of them a l l can be overlooked, 
while some insignificant mor ta l is lifted to the 
lofty pedestal. It stands to reason that Christ w i l l 
never be so extolled in the national mind until one 
by one He becomes to individuals their personal 

M a n of the years. H o w then is this to be? How can 
the mdividual make Chris t the M a n of the Years? 

The story told b y a cer tam visitor to Denmark 
illustrates the point. H e wanted to vis i t the ca­
thedral and see the famous statue of Christ by Thor-
valdsen. Upon entermg the cathedral, he walked up 
the center aisle and there before h i m was this 
great artist 's conception of Christ, carved in stone, 
wi th a rms outstretched. A n d on the base of the 
stone were insci-ibed the fami l ia r words of our 
Lord ' s invitation: " C o m e unto me" . Bu t the visitor 
could not see the Mas te r ' s face until he instinctive­
ly knelt at H i s feet and looked up. The artist plan­
ned it that way. The face wouid be hidden from al i 
those who stood erect and would not bend their \ 
knees. | 

So it is with a l l tliose who would acc la im Christ 1 
as M a n of the Y e a r . They must kneel at H i s feet 
and acknowledge H i m as L o r d before they can see 
H i s face. They must be humble and contrite, con­
fessing their sins and implor ing His grace, before 
they can know H i s salvat ion. B i g men, proud men, 
self-righteous men — they w i l l never fmd Jesus. 

Bu t we who are smal l and helpless, conscious 
of our sin and our need of salvation — we cannot 
find anywhere One who is big enough to be the 
M a n of our Years , until by F a i t h we receive Christ, 
Gcd ' s only begotten Son.

Chris tmas Seal contributions heip 
I hundreds of chi ldren every year 
keep well and healthy, E d w a r d L . 
Baker , cha i rman of the 54th annual 
Chris tmas Seai Campaign, said Wed­
nesday. 

Since 1931, more than 62,00 Wayne 
county youngsters have enjoyed a 
summer of fun and body-buiiding 
heaith at the Ci i r i s tmas Seal camp 
near Chelsea. The camp, operated 
by the Detroit Tuberculosis sana­
tor ium, is open only to those who 
are exposed to the dangers of T B 
and who can not -get this healthful 
experience i n any other way. It 's 
l>art of the long-range plan to pre­
vent T B by encouraging good gener­
al health. 

Chr is tmas Seal contributions; 
which are commg i n now,- also sup-
port the Southeastern Mic l i i gan T B 
Detection Project which admmisters 
free tuberculin skin tests to 200,000 
Detroit-area school c l i i ldren every 
yeaI-. 

F o r those children whose mothers 
are hospitaliiied with T B , the Wo-
man 's Committee of the T B and 
Heal th Society has given $11,250 in 
the last two years to provide a 
specially-trained Home Afde from 

the V i s i t i n g Nurse Assoc. The Home 
.Aides are able to keep large fami­
l ies of chi ldren together while the 
mother Is in the hospital and the 
father i s working. Otherwise, broth-
ers and sisters would have to be 
separated, " farmed out" to board-
ing homes or relatives for care. 

Short ly before Ci i r is tmas, the 
M'oman's Committee w i l l v k i t tlie 
130 chi ldren now recovering from 
T B at WIlIIam Maybury sanator-
um In Northvi l le , br inging armfuls 
of presents and hearts full of lovc 
and good cheer. 

When T B strikes a chi ld , it can 
move quick ly to a fatal conclusion 
unless the right kind of treatment 
is promptly applied. In a special 

b u i l d m g at Maybury , these child­
ren, f rom hifants to 12-year-olds, 
stay for periods rangmg from sev­
eral months to more than a year, 
cretting the k ind of treatment which 
w i l l a l low them to return to their 
famii ies , healthy and active once 
again. 

But the best treatment of a l l is 
the ku id that prevents T B or finds 
it ear ly enough to treat easily. 
Chr i s tmas Seal dol lars a re poured 
hito a health education campaign 
al l through the year to teach ooth 
chi ldren and parents the dangers of 
T B and the value of be ing alert to 
it.;3 dangers. 

The Chr is tmas Seal Campaign 
contuwes through December 31 and 
provides the entire support of the 
T B and Heal th Society and the De­
troit T B sanatorium. The agencies 
receive no funds f rom the Torch 
D r i v e .

The Record headline last weeic procla immg a 170 percent in­
crease in county and school taxes in the next decade brought several 
inquiries that prompted some second thoughts and a short lesson 
in mathematics. 

The reference to the tax increase was included in the economic 
development committee report that forecast the tax rise if some­
thing isn't done to increase the proportion of industr ial development 
to residential growtli within the boundaries of our schooi district. 

In dollars and cents it means that if you were paying $100 
in schooi and county taxes in 1959, a l l other things being equal, 
your tax bii i w i l l be $170 In 19C9. 

Tiie report used 1959 as the 100 percent level and indicated by 
chart a tax rise to 170 percent. 

On top of this, the chart indicates that state equalized valuations 
wi l l increase 20 percent during the same period. A n d if our arith­
metic is correct, this wouid add another 20 percent to the anticipated 
tax boost. 

Whetlier ihe figures are accurate to ihe dec imal or nol , 
ihey make unpleasant reading. 

Let ' s hope that an energetic economic development committee 
(or chamber of commerce) can reduce the spi ra l b y increasmg our 
industrial and commercia l tax base.

M I C H I G A N lawmakers may be 
asked next year to pass a b i l l to 
lielp police c rack down on distrib. 
utors of obscene li terature — espec-
ia l ly to youngsters. 

Tiie Legislature, and its bill-draft 
ing agency, the Legis la t ive Service 
Bureau may find they have a job on 
their hands in t ry ing to write a bi i i 
that w i i i control smut and st i l l not 
infringe on the rights of newsstand 
vendors or offend the l i terary world 
and those anxious to guard rights 
of expression. 

" a committee of the Mich igan 
Hnuse studying c i rcula t ion of l i ic 
obscene li terature found It was 
more widespread tlian had been 
thouglil . 

• • • 
Postal officials told the commit­

tee, whose chai rman is Rep . H a r r y 
A . DeMaso (R-Batt le Creek) , more 
than 70,000 complaints on smut were 
received by the Pos t Office depart­
ment in the last year . 

Groups from various communities 
told the committee, which has been 
holding a series cf hearings, of 
problems in their areas. 
One well-meaning police officer sug­

gested that the Legis la ture pass a 
bin requiring that a l l newsstand 
operators be licensed by the state. 
This , he reasoned, would give l aw 
enforcement officials something to 
hold over the heads of recalitrant 
dealers in smut — namely, loss of 
their license to operate. 

The trouble wi th approaching the 
problem from this angle is this: 

Where do you draw the line be­
tween regulating undesirable prac­
tices of some operators and inter­
fering with the legit imate c i rcula­
tion of the news and comment to 
which people are entitled? 

Since ihe distribution point ef 
obscene niatcr lals i s obviously the 
easiest place lo check It, lawmak­
ers have a ticklish situation In t ry-
Ing to walk the narrow line be­
tween necessary regulations and 
unwarranted Interference.

A S Y S T E M which aided the an­

cient Romans and was fami l ia r to 
the Amer ican pioneers has come to 
modern Michigan . 

M i l e posts are being placed on 
super-highways which are part of 
the Inter-state system. The Highway 
Department says the posts help 
travelers estimate their progress. 

They also serve as reference pomts 
in case of emergency, the depart­
ment says.

The mile numbers, which have 

already been placed on green and 
while posts on one highway (the 
Detroit lo Toledo freeway, I-75) 
froni the Ohio line to the Monroe-
Wayne county line, are the same 
on both sides cf the highway.

Essential ly, the changes b r ing 
Michigan into l ine with recent fed­
eral innovations in O C D M programs 
and procedures. • • • 

Four state agencies, the Of­
fice of C i v i l Defense, the Heal th 
Department, the Highway Depart­
ment and the Department of A d m i n ­
istration were slated to receive an 
additional $101,510 in federal funds 
to help modernize their programs 
under the new plans. 

The State C i v i l Defense Advisory 
Council recently approved measures 
to help state and loca l units insti­
tute their changeover. 

County, township and ci ty C i v i l 
Defense agencies a rc faced wIth 
more radica l changes In some cas­
es to qualify for federal a id and 
to receive federal approval for 
their programs.

The advisory council approved a 

measure requir ing state approval 
before local units could receive fed­
eral surplus property or matching 
funds. 

One requirement making it diffi-
cult for some local units is that 
workers in a C i v i l Defense program 
must be under a meri t employment 
system to qualify under certain parts 
of the federal program.

Babson P a r k , Mass . — U p until 
a few months ago, the popular sub­
ject ot discussion was the so-called 
"golden s ix t ies" busmess boom. E x ­
pectations were based largely upon 
the projected gi'owth in popuiation 
and consumer spending — predicted 
upon the free-spending attitude of 
consumers since the end of Worid 
War II. Consumers have upset the 
applecart, however, b y exhibiting 
greater patience with regard to 
building new homes and purchasing 
durable goods. Moreover, they are 
nullinK away larger amounts in sav­
ings. The net result has been a slow-
ing down of industrial activity. 

Pol i t ical promises have been 
Ihroivn at voters by tlie candidates 
in an atlemnt to c ia im credit for 
h.il l ing inrinl lon. The truth of the 
mai le r is lhat the bulk of the 
credit belongs to the consumers. 
Although Federa l monetary poli­
cies designed In lighten credit can 
dampen inflationary pressures. It 
is the voluntary action of consum-
ers which determines spending and 
borroivlng. 

B y s l ic ing to a systematic and 
intelligent savings program, the 
readers of this column can both help 
check inflation and lay the ground 
work for a healthy period of future 
economic growth. Cure-all legisla­
tion suggested by politicians appears 
very tempting; but it the old-fash-
ioned habit of T H R I F T which, in 
the long run, w i l l promote sound 
business growth and hold down in­
flation. 

At the present l ime, the rate of 
individual savings has been increas­
ed to over $25 bil l ion a year. This is 
almost $l billion more than people 
saved in the 1958 recession year, and 
almost $2 bil l ion more than they 
put away last year . In addition, by 
easing up on bank borrowings and 
whittling down their outstanding 
loans, consumers have held the in­
flationary rise of consumer debt in 
check. 

The task of saving today is made 
easier by the record level of per­
sonal income. However, this increase 
in income presents also a strong in­
ducement to indiscriminate spend­

ing. Hence, the fact that consumers 
have voluntari ly chosen to put aside 
more money for the future makes 
me moi'e optimistic on the future of 
this country! 

In recent years , tlic low Interest 
rnle on savings bonds lias discour­
aged saving via ll iat sector. In 
fact, many people have been cash­
ing In such bonds. A t long last the 
Government has raised the interest 
rate on these bonds to make them 
competitive w i l h other savings 
med ia ; so it may be that savings 
wUl again he put inlo government 
savings bonds. 

Savings accounts in commercia l 
banks, mutual savings banks, and 
savings and loan associations are 
at an all-time high. Savings in the 
form of life insurance — including 
endowments and annuities — also 
continue to increase to new record 
levels. These, of course, are old 
stand-bys for savings. Today more 
people are funneling savings inlo real 
estate and the stock market — eith­
er directly or indirect ly through the 
purchase of Mutua l Investment 
Trust shares. 

I a m not worried about those 
people wiio have a fair proportion 
of their savings in bank deposits 
and government bonds. I a m , how­
ever, fearful for the neoplilles ivho 
are attempting to "get r i ch qu ick" 
In real esiatc and stock market. 

These people too often neglect to 
build up first a cushion of cash re-
serves. The decline of over a hund­
red points in the stock market this 
year, and the laggard real estate 
market, show that investing is not 
a one way affair . . .always going up. 
Marke t declines are a natural occur­
rence, and they can hurt those who 
invest indirectly through the var i ­
ous funds as well as those who do 
their own buying of stocks, real es­
tate, etc. 

In view of the uncertain worid 
conditions and domestic business 
maladjustments, m y advice is to 
build up cash reserves and wait pat­
iently for real bargain investment 
opportunities. Y o u r thrifliness — not 
that of the politicians — Is the hope 
for healthy business.

7 - The estimated length of opera­
tion from 7 to 10 years, which pos­
sibly could extend to 15 years based 
upon Information supplied by the 
promoters, is too long ; 

8 - The landfi l l would not repre­
sent the best use for the property. 

Councilman Dean Lenheiser put 
al l but one of these reasons hito his 
motion for denial . The remaining 
reason, number 8, was amended to 
the motion by Councilwoman Mis s 
Eugenie Choquet, who also seconded 
Lenheiser's denial motion. 

Then upon consultation wi th V i l ­
lage Attorney Howard Bond, the 
council voted to table the motion 
until each of the eight reasons — 
possibly more — could be written 
accurately. 

Unofficial denial quickly brought 
a protest from Ar thu r L . Robblns, 
attorney for the Wayne Disposal 
company. " W e have gone to con-
sidcrabic expense i n providing in-
formation requested by you.
