It has been a general rule of the "Speak ing" column to confine 
i ts comments to strictly loca l issues that by reason of di rect contact 
a speciai itnowiedge has been gained to give qualification to our 
I-emarks. 

This week, however, a release came to our desk that touched 
upon a subject close to our heart. It has no connection wi th any 
area organization. 

But upon deeper consideration i t i s evident that this issue IS 
local and as important to every single individual as the devotion 
he holds for the basic principles upon which our nation was built. 

The release in part reads as follows: 

The United States Catholic bishops have issued a statement 
afler thek annual meeting ta Washhigton cmphaslzhig the Im­
portance of the individual . The bishops say ihe great need of 
our country Is to stress Individual responslblUty. The 227 Catholic 
leaders matatain that our national characterist ics of hidividual 
rcsponslbUlly and Initiative are under heavy pressure. They say 
uniformity of thought Is "too often encouraged and rewarded ' ' 
ta Industrial corporations, labor unions, and poUtical parties. 
" A streng and responsible nat ion' ' — the statement conttaues — 
"Is fashioned by responsible persons, not group pressures." 

The bishops say a sense ot personal rcsponst t l l l ty comes 
from deep reUglous convictions. In appcaitag for action, the 
Catholic bishops ash the individual A m e r i c a n to assume as Iiis 
proud right tlie accomplishment of what he can do for himself 
and for others. Such an action — the bishops say — w U l cure 
the mental l l thargy and inertia wl i i ch permit organizations lo 
usurp, main ly bv default, the r ights of thek members . 

These words "Individual responsibi i i ty" and " i n i t i a t i v e " — and 
"assume as his proud right the accomplis l iment of what he can dc 
for h imsel f" are terribly important. .And I am heartened that A m e r i ­
cans wi th the influence of these 227 Cathol ic bishops propose a pro-
g r a m of action to restore virtues, which I fear have passed out of 
style. 

I second their motion — and would ca l l upon our pol i t ica l leaders 
at home, in Lans ing and Washmgton, D . C . , to conduct -a "do for 
yourself ' ' campaign with the same gusto the government has under-
taken to sel l i ts war, defense and savings bonds. 

Th i s is more Important than -all the money i n the wor ld ; i t just 
•might ward off a decay from wi th in that would leave us more 
horribly scarred and useles,s than the most deadly atomic bombs 
and missiles. 

I cannot believe that we have become so helpless t imt both 
our major poUtlcal parties must ftad it necessary to out-promisc 
one another i n social legislaUon to w i n our vote. 

W e have an obligation to help prov ide for those unfortunate 
who, for some reason or other, cannot provide for themselves. Bu t 
it should not be our goal to build this mmor i ty into a major i ty and 
remove a l l desire or necessity for one to provide for one's self. 

' There a re great areas i n education, med ica l a id and research 
and assistance to tmder-developed countries where the federal gov­
ernment must p lay a key role and spend -heavily. 

B u t personal responsibiiity starts wi th the tadivldual and 
should move from there to the head of the famUy, the employer, 
the loca l government, the stale and ftaaUy the federal govern-
ment. 

I fear this order has been reversed. 

A n d 1 cannot subscribe to the theory so often heard: " soc ia l i sm 
is twund to come, there's nothing we can do about i t . " 

A s responsible individuals, we can fight it . 
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T h e S t a t e I s s u e s 

A N Y N U M B E R of issues could 
make the 196l-62 session of the 
Mich igan Legis la ture the l ivel iest i n 
years. Perhaps three stand out 
above tlie others: 

F r o m where in the state to elect 
the extra Congressman M i c h i g a n 
l iecame entitled to after the 1960 
census. 

What to do about the overa l l t ax 
muddle? 

Provis ions to b r ing aliout a con­
stitutional convention if one i s ap-
oroved by voters at the spring elec-
t ion. 

A d d to these the routine and re­
current problems such as appropri­
ations and pork barre l legislation 
and you have the makings of a ses­
sion that could out-do the year-long 
"cash c r i s i s " session of 1959 for 
f ireworks.

Both RcpubUcans and Democrats , 

of course, want Ihe new Con­
gressman to bc of thek poUtlcal 
faith. 
Because of Mich igan ' s rural-urban 

spli t , the area wl i i ch is g iven the 
right to elect the new Congressman 
w i l l pretty much determine what 
party he represents. E i t h e r par ty 
can make a pret ty good case for at 
least one o r two areas where It i s 
stronger. 

One obvious solution would be to 
spli t one of the highly populous 
areas of Wayne county. 

* « • 
This wouid almost certainly give 

the seat to the Democrats . 
Two other suggestions affecting 

southeast M i c h i g a n although not 
Wayne county would very possibly 
result in Republ icans c l a iming the 
seat for one of their members. One 
pian wouid detach Macomb county 
f rom tlie Seventh distr ict , which also 
stretches up into t i ie thumb. 

Democrat J a m e s G . O ' H a r a of 
U t i c a holds this seat, and whi le he 
would probably hold the new M a ­
comb county seat, a Republ ican 
would have an excellent chance in 
the newly created distr ict . 

« • • 
The o lher suggestion calls for 

division of populous Oakland coun­
ty, presently represented b y R e -
publican WlUiam S. Broomfield , 
into two parts. 

While Democra ts would stand a 
fair ly good chance of electing a rep-
resentative f rom a d iv ided 18th, Re-
publicans would almost cer tamly re-
tam Broomfield and i t seems l ike ly 
a second Congressman of his par ty 
would be swept into office ivith h i m . 

Theoret ical ly, each Congresman 
should represent the same number 
of people. 

M a n y Democrats insist that some 
of the spacious but sparseiy popu­
lated congressional dis t r ic ts of 
northern Mich igan , now a l l repre­
sented in Washington by Republ i ­
cans, should be consolidated. 

With the G O P dominat ing the 
state senate and holding a one-seat 
edge in the state house of represen-
tatives, this is unl ikely. 

There is a possibility that a com­
plete redistrict ing could be attempt­
ed to br ing populations into l ine 
with each oijher among the d is t r ic ts . 
However, Republicans don't want to 
lose any of their 11 seats and would 
i ike to gain another. Democrats w i l l 
insist they are entitled to their seven 
seats and should get the new one. 

• • • 
A N O T H E R P R O B L E M that could 

lead to bitter wrangling — both 
Inter-parly ond Intra-party — Is 
taxes. 

Though a problem nearly every 
year, revenue for the state w i l l be 
even more pressing i n the upcoming 
session because of the aftermath of 
the cash cr i s i s . 

Voting a penny hike in the sales 
tax as approved by the people could 
make littie difference in the legis la-
tive tax squabble. 

• * • 
While RcpubUcans m a y hold out 

for the tour-cent sales tax and 
nothing else, there i s considerable 
agitation among members of both 
parties lo ca r ry out total tax re­
vision aimed at mak ing the bur­
den of paying for government fnU 
more equitably. 

If the tax picture Is touched up, 
the sales tax wi l l s t i l l be the focus 
of attention. 

A n y adjustments would be made 
i n the subsidiary and auxi i ia ry taxes 
which are imposed on special groups 
or special types of transactions. This 
would mean special interest forces 
would fight hard for advantage. / 

• • • 
C O N - C O N P R O B L E M S can be ex­

pected to haunt l awmakers for some 
t ime to come. 

Not only must they provide for 
the means of selecting the delegates 
to a Con-Con, they must make pro-
vision for a place to hold one and 
vote the money to pay for it — 
estimated at better than $2 mi l l i on . 

The thorny question of whether to 
nominate candidates for C^h-Con 
delegates In pa r ty convention, pa r ty 
p r i m a r y or non-partisan p r i m a t y 
could by itself be dynamite. 

Recalc i t rant l awmakers could, b y 
dragging their feet, put a serious 
hi tch i n Con-Con p lans even i f voters 
g ive quick approval r ight down the 
l ine.

W h e n t o S t r i k e 
Babson P a r k , M a s s . — I am great-

l y relieved to hear that the threat-
ened newspaper s t r ike in N e w Y o r k 
C i t y has been cai ied off. I believe 
that labor is entitled to str ike pro-
vided only the employer is hurt. Bu t , 
for labor to use its power to h a r m 
the public is mora l ly , economically 
and poli t ical ly wrong. 

F o r the employees in a large de­
partment store in N e w Y o r k to 
s tr ike for higher wages or better 
work ing conditions i s perhaps justi­
fiable, as there are enough other 
good stores in N e w Y o r k Ci ty to 
supply the goods needed. F o r exam­
ple, i f the employees of M a c y ' s 
should strike, only the union or the 
owners of M a c y ' s would be hurt. 
On the other hand, i f the employees 
of the company which supplies elec-
t r ic i ty to N e w Y o r k — o r to any 
other c i ty — should strike, it would 
be a c r ime. In fact, every house­
holder would suffer so badly, es-
pecial ly in winter, that the people 
would rise en masse and demand a 
special session of the State legisla-
ture to put the mi l i t i a i n to run the 
plant. 

In reali ty, every newspaper is a 
public ut i l i ty i n which the public i s 
v i ta l ly interested; this especially ap-
ples to cities wi th only one news-
paper. Labor ' s argument that the 
people could get a paper for some 
adjoning c i ty i s not sound. This 
would not help the local merchant. 

The present anti-trust laws appear 
to exempt labor unions. They cer­
tamly should be amended so that 
they would apply to newspaper 
workers o r to labor in any other 
business that could be classified as 
a public ut i l i ty . 

M a n y states voted two weeks 
ago on "r ight- to-work" legislation. 
I have not tabulated the final de-
cisions, and i n m a n y states such 
legislation must be approved by the 
courts. 

The potat of confUct Is the 
"c losed shop", so to speak. Labo r 
leaders insist tha i i n order for 
anyone to work in a unionized m U l 
he must bc a union member, and 
In some cases they insist Uic em­
ployer collect the dues for Uie 
union. 
Some states have already passed 

right-to-work laws mak ing the "c los­
ed shop" i l lega l . Indirectly, this 
right-to-work problem is mixed up 
wi th c ivU rights on the theory that 
the Negro vote is much taterested 
i n that subject. Investigation, how­
ever, shows me that the Negro vote 
is divided on this . C6rt;ainly, the 
colored vote i s becoming constantly 
more important. In this connection 
it iibould be remembered that some 
of our best baseboU players are 
Negroes. Also , i n i he recent O l y m -

pic games at R o m e a Negro g i r l 
from Clarksvi l le , Tennessee brought 
home three medals. 

The " r ight to compete'" Uiere de­
pended solely upon quaUficatlon 
for the races. T l i i s shouid bc equal-
l y true of indush-y and Uie right 
to work. 

F r o m a statist ical standpoint, of 
course, employers would appear to 
be fighting a losing game. A t every 
state or national election the wage-
workers are i n the majori ty and 
m a y be aroused to "bite the hand 
that feeds them." A consistent level­
ing has been going on for some 
years ; and i t Is s t i l l rapidly takmg 
place through inheritance taxes, l a ­
bor unions, and benefits to special 
groups. Ti i i s i s especially true under 
a system whereuI everyone has an 
equal vote whether he is a college 
president or a street sweeper. 

But to get back to the threatened 
N e w Y o r k newspaper strike that 
was called off: Such a strike at any 
t ime of year would be very unfair 
to the people of N e w Y o r k , but to 
have it come just at the Chris tmas 
season would cause a tremendous 
loss to a l l parties. 

I am not yet prepared to vote for 
compulsory arbitration, but I be­
l ieve that ce r tam regulatory legis­
lation — including a t ime for str ik­
ing — should become law immedi­
ately. F o r instance, the unions i n 
the fuel o i l business should not be 
allowed to s tr ike i n the wintert ime. 
Likewise , it would be unfair for em­
ployers to be allowed to operate 
lockouts during the wintert ime. 

I certainly hope there w i l l be no 
more newspaper s tr ikes anywhere. 
Surely the existhig legislation cov­
ering ra i l road str ikes could be ap­
pl ied equally we l l to newspaper 
str ikes. This co lumn appeals for 
justice for a l l concerned — and this 
includes all readers whether they 
are employers, o r wage-workers, o r 
other consumers.

L i v o n i a and the barn was being 
used for storage of apples, crates 
and other equipment. N o one re­
sides on the f a rm. 

F i r e m e n from Northvi l le and N o v i 
fought the flames for neariy four 
hours after a r r iv ing at 4:38 p .m. 

Ailhough the north end of Uie 
barn eontalntng 6,000 apple crates, 
a tractor, grader, apple duster 
and compressor burned lo Uie

o v e r the years, annexations. In­

corporat ion and disconnections 
have reduced the map of N o v i to 
a crazy patchwork of undula t ing 
boundaries. 

A n d the " land grab" apparently 
I's far f rom completed. 

Just recently, the N o v i vi l lage 
council learned that another local 

(...resident has petitioned the court for 
disconnection from the vil lage. 

John Osllu has asked Ihe court 
to dlsconnccl 160 acres of his 
property bordering on 13 MUe 
road , near Eas t Lake drive. It 
he Is successful he ivi i l become 
the fifth N o v l resident to win dis-
connceUon. 

When prooerty is disconnected 
from the vii iage, it remains within 
the boundaries of N o v l but oniy as 
a part of the township. A n d as a 
disconnected parcel , the property 
can be taxed only by the township. 
Technical ly township areas only are 
not entitled to vi l lage services. 

^ Osl in , l ike the four other property 
owners who have won s imi la r court 
suits, is seeking disconnection under 
an oid state statute which permits 
f a rm lands to be disconnected, pro­
vided the property meets the fol. 
lowing requirements; 

— Ihc land is used for farming 
purposes only; 

— the land is located on Uie 
boundary of Ihc munic lpa l l ly ; 

--- the land has not been subdi­
vided or platted; 

--- (he land covers 10 acres or 
more . 

Propert ies which have been dis­
connected from the vil lage under 
this statute are: 40 acres owned by 

I M r s . Clarence Welfare located af 
Beck road and Pontiac t r a i l ; 106 
acres owned by John Meier on Hag-
gerty near 13 M i l e road; 156 acres 
owned by W i l l i a m Chase near Novi 
and Eight M i l e roads; 'and 97 acres 
owned by Ber t Welfare on 14 M i l e 

road between Eas t L a k e dr ive and 
Haggerty. 

Ber t Welfare was the latest resi­
dent to win disconnection. Aithough 
the viiiage contested his court suit 
on grounds that the f a rm was not 
used for agricui tural purposes but 
was in the soil bank. Judge Stanton 
G . Dondero ruled that the soil bank 
property is oniy a temporary with-
drawai for future agricui tural uses. 

Vi i iage Attorney Howard Bond has 
been given the "go ahead s igna i " 
by the council to dispute the iatest 
petition for disconnection. 

Bond contends OsUn does not 

qualify for diseonnecllon because 
his property is not on ihe original 
boundary of the vi l lage. Oslln, 
on the otiicr hand, maintains that 
a portion of his properly touches 
Ber t Welfare's disconnected prop­
er ly and hence is now on the 
boundary. 
Conceivably, If Oslin 's property is 

disconnected, it could start a chain 
of disconnection cases that would 
extend into the middle of the vil lage. 

Another chunk of the v i l lage (and 
the township) may be sliced out of 
Novi if the Supreme Court rules in 
favor of the annexatIon of Nor th-

vi l le Estates area to Northvi l le . This 
matter is expected to come up be­
fore the Supreme Court in January. 

Specifically, N o v i vi l lage is chal­
lenging the annexation of the 135-
acre parcel located between North­
vi l le Estates and the c i ty of North­
v i l l e and bounded on the south by 
E i g h t M i l e road. Support of the v i l ­
lage's position by the Supreme 
Court, of course, would nullify the 
entire annexation — including North-
vUle Estates — or about 255 acres. 

Northvi l le Estates was part of the 
township of N o v i , but not of the 
vi l lage. 

If Nor thvi l le wins the annexation, 
it w i i l have taken from N o v i over 
the years a l l of the area ly ing north 
of E igh t M i l e (Baselhie) to about 
the B% mi l e line, from N o v i road 
to Beck road. 

The first of these areas — which 
original ly were part of N c v i — to 
be annexed to N o v i was Uic 62-
acre Oakwood subdivision bock in 
the 1920's. Next was on SS-acre 
section which now contains A m ­
erman elementary sciiool and tlie 
l i lgl i school. A n d finally, 250 acres. 
Including Warren Products, Y e r -
kes Estates (VUlagc Green subdl-
vision area) and property along 
Taft road wliieh abuts the area 
most recently annexed to NorUi-
vt l lc . 

Thus, i f the Supreme Court rules 
in favor of the new ahnexatlon, N o v i 
wi l l have lost close to 650 acres of 
prime residential and industrial 
property to Northvil le . ' . '

are sma l l when compared to the 
granddaddy'of them a l l at the north-
west comer : of Novi . ' For-.with-, the 
Incorporation of W l x b i h , N o v i loiat a 
hiige area bounded generally by 
Wixom road. Grand R i v e r , Beck 
road -and Pontiac t ra i l . A n d included 
in this area is the Lincoln plant and 
two truck transportation companies.

Wixom City Hall 
Nears Completion 

A hold-up on the delivery of 
windows may postpone the open 
ing o f W i x o m ' s new city hal l u n ­
t i l early January, M a y o r D o n a l d 
Brooks said iast week. 

H o w e v e r , city officials s t i l l are 
h o p i n g that the windows w i l l ar­
r ive i n t ime so that the bu i ld ing 
can be opened by Christmas. The 
b u i l d i n g I's located off Pontiac 
t rai l , east of W i x o m road on seven 
acres o f city property. 

Although no arrangements have 
been made, a grand opening cere­
mony is in the planning stages. 
Brocks said. Presumabiy , tlie grand 
opening wil l be at least as important 
as the cornerstone laying ceremony 
which was conducted more than two 
months ago. 

At that t ime hundreds of Wixom 
residents and area visitors were 
present, as were several prominent 
area municipal and industrial lead­
ers. 

Tiie $48,000 c i ly hai l , when com-
pieted, w i l l be a modern one-story 
structure, constructed of concrete 
blocks, brick and a luminum, and 
porcelain exterior facing. 

B y uti l izing an existing concrete 
chicken coop, the basic 100x30-foot 
structure has appreciably increased 
in size at a min imum of additional 
expense, Brooks said. 

Accoi 'ding lo Brooks, Ihe council 
favored Ihc addUlon lo original 
plans because (1) more room was 
needed to accoimnodate deparl-
mcnt of public works offices and 
Storage and (2) Ihc cost per 
square foot of Uie addition was 
only about half of Ihe cost of the 
basic building. ^ 

" I ' m very proud of the size of our 

building and its efficiency, and I 
think we got a wonderful bargain 
with the addition."' 

This addition is approximately 
34x18 feet in diameter. P a r t of it 
w i i l be used for a conference room, 
part for a D P W office, and part for 
storage of D P W equipment. 

The remainder of the buiiding (the 
entire buiiding is officiaiiy called a 
"munic ipa l bui iding") wi i i contain 
a fire garage, firemen's office, fire-
men's quarters and offices for the 
police, clerk, treasurer and mayor. 
Counci l chambers w i i i be used by 
the ci ty judge as a court room. A 
vauit aiso wi l l be provided in the 
building. 

The architect is K a i n l a u r i , Mac-
Mul l and and Associates, Inc., and 
the generai contractor, F r a n k Stew-
art and Son.

If there remains any doubt in the 
minds of our counciimen regarding 
the practicai advisabii i ty of retain­
ing the park area south of the pres­
ent City H a i i as such, I respectfuiiy 
ca i i their attention to the art icie in 
the November issue of the Readers 
Digest entitled "Good-by to Our 
Publ ic P a r k s " . 

F o r the irreplacable benefit of 
both- present and future generations 
of our citizens the conversion of this 
park to a commerc ia l use would, in 
my opinion, constitute a g la r ing ex­
ample of a "penny wise, pound 
foolish" decision. 

F r o m my experience of 15 years 
as a realtor I am certata that the 
natural beauty of our city has been 
a most important factor i n the de-
cision of a majority of both old and 
new residents In mak ing their homes 
here. 

Also , if anything has been impress-

ed on me as a long time member of 
the Northvi l le P lann ing Commission, 
it is that the retention and deveiop-
ment of park and/or recreationai fa­
cil i t ies is an essentiai consideratlan 
in sound community planning. 

Le t us, therefore, not make thc 
expensive mistake of many munici-
paiities in destroying tlie parks 
which are providing useful and es­
thetic vaiues.

H e r e ' s E x p e r t ' s A d v i c e o n W i n t e r D r i v i n g 
A Univers i ty of Wisconsin re­search professor who has conducted 

winter d r iv ing tests on Wisconshi's 
ice and snow for the past dozen 
years has revealed that some whi­
ter tire advertisers ocoasionaliy 
"get -carr ied away and present mis­
leading information which is unfair 
to the majori ty of companies which 
stick to factual information." 

H e calls attention to a national 
safety committee resolution warning 
that "mis leading advert is ing con­
cerning non-skid properties of tires 
can become an indirect cause of 
costly traffic tie-ups and pamful ac­
cidents by leading motorists hito 
takhig r i sks of which they are not 
fully aware ." 

H e is Prof. Arch ie H . Easton, d i ­
rector of the Motor Vehic le Re­
search Laboratory at the Universi ty 
of Wisconsin, who points to results 
of comprehensive tests by the Na­
tional Safety Counci l ' s (^mmit tee 
on Winter D r i v i n g Hazards . H e is 
cha i rman of the committee and is 
described as i;be outstanding author­
i ty on "coefficients of friction as 
related to winter road surfaces." 

Prof, Easton's favorite subject, 
when he Isn't teaching his engi­
neering classes at Uie university. 
Is to talk about the facts of safe 
winter d r iv ing . R c points out that 
during snow-ice months ru ra l traf­
fic deaUi rates m-e three times 
higher than bi urban areas. 

Hav ing r isked his lirnbs and life 
t ime and agam in winter test dr iv­

ing, Easton can tell hundreds of test 
results with all types of vehicles, 
t i re treads and chains to reduce 
dangers of skidding or stal l ing. H e 
recommends that a l l snow-belt dr iv­
ers, part icuiariy those m ru ra l com­
munities, study the foiiowing facts; 

W I N T E R S T A R T I N G - When it 
comes to start ing and pul l ing abi l i ty 
on glare ice, snow tires are 28 per­
cent better than regular t ires; reg­
ular tire chains are 231 percent bet-
ter, while reinforced tire chains are 
409 percent better. On loosely pack, 
ed snow, the snow tires are 51 per­
cent better than reguiar tires, 
whereas reinforced t i re chains pro­
vide 313 percent better traction. 

S T O P P I N G A B I L I T Y - On glare 
ice, at only 20 mph, braking dis­
tances for regular t ires average 195 
feet. Snow tires take 174 feet, reg­
uiar t ire chains 99 feet, and rein­
forced tire chains 77 feet. A t 20 
mph on loosely packed snow, regu­
la r t ires stopped in 60 feet, snow 
tires 52 feet, regular tire chains 46 
feet, and reinforced tire chains 38 
feet. 

B A S I C C O N C L U S I O N S - Prof . 
Easton summarizes other basic con­
clusions from his winter dr iv ing 
tests, to aid drivers in 43 snow-belt 
states just before severe weather 
"nd road conditions set in , as foi-
lows:

T h e H o p e i n C u b a 
Babson Pa rk , Mass . — The Cuban 

situation has reached a point where 
it is affecting certain investments. 
Therefore, I ieei that m y readers 
are due an impart ial summary of 
the situation. I have always watched 
Cuba cr i t ical ly as it is so close to 
Flor ida , where I have spent over 
30 winters. 

I feel that the Cuban situation w i l l 
come out satisfactorily due to the 
influence of the Catholic church . 
The Cuban people, with their Span­
ish blood, are emotional and enjoy 
political and physical fights. 

They, however, are deci i ly R o -
man Catholic In fnilh. Hence, there 
is a church safeguard which docs 
not exist in Russia or in many of 
lier satellites. 

The Communist Government in 
Russia iias been brutai to the Chris­
tian church, due iargeiy to its in ­
heritance of the former Czarist dom­
ination which controiied and worited 
through the orthodox church. The 
situation in Cuba, therefore, is en­
tirely different from the situation in 
Russia and its satellites. 

Cuba is r ich in soii, ra infal l , sun-
shine, and warm temperatures. It 
could be the gardenspot of the A m ­
ericas; but it iias been cursed by 
wretched and unjust government. 

Castro thinks it necessary oniy 
lo natiomiiize the farms, busi­
nesses, banits, and the few manu­
facturing cslah i i s h m e n t s; he 
seems to give no thought to mar -
keting .Cuba's wonderful produc-
l ive conditions are of no use i f 
her products cannot be marketed . 
Cuba's natural market is the Uni t ­

ed States (which Castro is abusing 
and doing his best to alienate). This 
same trading principie is true for 
the countries of Centrai A m e r i c a , 
and even South A m e r i c a ; they have 
the land but lack the marketing fa-
ciiit ies for their fruits, coffee, and 
even minerais, including o i i . 

This is another reason why I feel 
investors should have the larger pro-
portion of their common stocks in 
market ing — rather than i n fa rm-
Ing, mining, o r manufacturing — 
propositions. Whatever the future 
may br ing as to the ownership of 

land or the production of crops or 
the extraction of minerals and o i l , 
there should always be a field for 
companies engaged in the market­
ing of these products. This applies 
to the b ig concerns such as Sears 
Rosebuck, Montgomery Ward , etc.; 
but especially to the large variety 
chains, with their stores in a l l 50 
states of the Union. E v e n i n case of 
World War III, these great mar-
ketmg oraginzations might come 
through the best of a i i concerned. 

When Castro, at 32 years of age, 
conquered Bat is ta and his gang, 
I thought i ic was a wonderful fel­
low. A s long as he stuck to m i l l -
t i i ry warfare, he fared we l l ; but 
since lie has tackled economic 
problems, he Is ruining the coun-
try. R o w long he can hold out, 
even with Russia 's blessing, no 
one knows. It seems he Is destin­
ed to be assassinated by someone 
ivhose fami ly he. has ruined. 

On tho other hand, investors 
shouid real ize that the whole world 
is passing through a ieveling proc­
ess wherein those who have not are 
graduai iy taking away from those 
who have. 

In Ritssia and her sateiiite coun­
tries, this has been done by ruth­
less steaiing of property. In China, 
goodwiii is expropriated, but Mao 
has sometimes made payment, on 
his own terms, for actual property 
taken. Great B r i t a i n has experi­
mented with nationalization, and 
payment has been made for the 
coai mines, steel companies, r a i l ­
roads ,and public utilities that were 
taken over . 

In these Uni ted Stales, the lab­
or leaders have the same goals, 
but they work through strikes and 
unfair demands. In a l l countries, 
Investors nre being attacked eIth-
er by heavy laxaUon or by guer-
Ilia warfare such as Is' taking 
place In Afr Ica . 

Hence, we investors in the U . S. 
should be especially on the watch. 
With only 6 percent of the people 
of this wor ld , we have near ly half 
of the wor ld ' s wealth.

F i n a l census tabulations for Michigan and its communities reveal 
considerabie gains f rom figures released last M a y for the area. 

In N o v i township for example, (unless the printers of the census 
bureau's booklet have erred) the final population figure i s 6,454. 

Las t M a y census counters reported that Novi ' s estimated popu­
lat ion was 5,423. 

The bureau's final report would give Novi an Incrcasc of 
57 percent over the 1950 census fIgure of 4,086. 

In the ci ty of W i x o m tbe final census tabulation is 1,531. Be ing 
a newly incorporated community, i t has no previous record for com­
parison. 

Nor thvi l le township is listed wi th a population of 7,673. Las t 
spr ing the enumerators said the 1960 population was 7,548, so the 
township has gained over 100 residents in the final count. 

In 1950 the township population was 4,184. M u c h of the gain, 
however, is due to the state and county institutions. Census takers 
say that about 4,400 of the township's population are institution 
residents. 

Las t M a y the city of Nortl ivUle 's population was estimated 
at 3,865. The finai taUy is 3,967. In 1950 the city population was 
3,297. 

According to the latest census report the city has 2,982 residents 
l i v i n g in the Wayne county section and 985 i n the Oakland comity 
section. 

A n d speaking of the Wayne-Oakland sections of the ci ty, while 
there's no comparison population-wise, the two sections are about 
the same size in area. 

It 's surprising, but with the annexation of the E i g h t M i l e 
road area including NorthviUe Estates the Oakland nnd Wayne 
county areas of the c i ty each equal about one square mUc . 

• • *

T h e latter ordinance, s imi la r to 
the resolution recently adopted by 
the vi l lage o f N o v i , provides for 
c h i l d and youth protect ion com-
mittees, sets d o w n duties and 
powers, and provides a method for 
guidance and assistance o f f a m i -
lies, ch i ldren and youth of W i x o m . 

Wixom, l ike many municipali t ies 
i n Oakland county, adopted the mea-

' sure at the urging of the county 
juveniie court. 

Purpose of the program Is two 
fold : It is designed to assist i n the 
preventifn of delinquency and neg­
lect; and i t i s to protect and i m -
prove the physical , mental, emo-
tional and mora l welfare of a l l 
children in the area by strengthen­
ing home, fami ly and communi ty 
l i v i n g conditions. 

The ordinance provides for the 
apDointment of an executive com­
mittee and a cit izens' general com­
mittee by the county juvenile court, 
under the provisions of the court 
rules. 

Specifically, here Is how the 
commIttee works :

Tbe needs of an individual ch i ld , 
youth or fami ly may he ca l led to 
the attention of the committee by 
letter from the police, fire chief, 
school administrators, ministers, 
st:c)al ivorkers and parents or rela-
l ives . 

Such letters, which cannot be 
made public, are investigated by 
trained social worker, who may 
furnish the necessary casework as-
sistance or refer the matter to the 
committee. 

The commIttee may, i f it desires 
request the child and his parents 
i r guardian to appear before it in 
-irivate to discuss the welfare of 
the chi ld and fami ly and plan how 
the parents and the community may 
meet -the chi ld 's problem. 

The social worker or the com 
mittee may request the parents to 
do anything deemed necessary for 
tbe welfare of the chi ld , including 
medical or hospital care, an outlhie 
i f parental supervision, secure help 
from any community orsanization 
•ind o n d u e t further hearings. 

In t'le event that the parent or 
•iiRvrlinn does not comply with the 
-equp.?!.;, the committee wi l l report 
'he m a t ' ^ to the county juveniie 

'tiioritins -who v/ i l l intercede in 
•ircler to prevent further delin-
ouency. 

T'orn-hpr.'! i f tHp committee, to be 
made un of voluntary Wbcom ci t i -
zeii.s, wi l l serve without compensa-
tion. However, tbe city w i l l supply 
miscellaneous office supplies, c ler i ­
cal heln and office space i f it is 
specifically authorized by the coun-
c i l .

Although the school officials ap­
peared cautious in evaluating the 
plans, generally they welcomed the 
opportunity to inspect the plans and 
learn of future development. 

.The school district representa­
tives main ly are concerned with 
vi l lage planning that m a y directly 
affect the school districts. 

One area In ivhlch the prel im­
inary plans may adversely affect 
an adjoining school dish-ict was 
pointed out by a L y o n school board 
representative. Spccificall.v, It ivas 
noted tha i the projecled industrial 
areas of Uie vil lage are wIlhIn ll ie 

^NovI scliool district, ivbile one of 
the largest polentlai residential 

. areas lies in the northwest section 
of the.yii lage — InUio l.iyjin'jiKshogl^ 
d i s t r i c t . ' 

This would mean that the L y o n 
school distr ict would have to pro-
vide school facilities for this resi-
dentai population, with l i t t le or no 
industr ial tax base contributed by 
N o v i . 

The plans currently underway. In 
fact, would mean that most of the 
N o v i areas in adjoining school dis­
tricts would eventually be residen-
t ia l . 

M i k l a s hinted — without suggest­
ing .— that some of these future 
problems might be avoided i f chang­
es were made hi school district 
boundaries. 

Another area of planning which 
probably was of pr ime interest to 
the school officials was the sugges-
tion that N o v i may eventually have 
to have one school for every square 
mi le of residential area. M i k l a s 
pointed out that the board reached 
this figure by est imating the ultl-
mate population of N o v i at 80,000 
persons. 

St i l l another area which drew 
comment from the officials was the 
suggestion that Nov! parks should 
be located near schools so that, school 
facilities could be utilized during 
^jummer months. 

Such a plan suggests that school 
districts purchase school property 
with the park idea i n mind , Mik l a s 
said.

A s i m i l a r motion was made 
by the directors of Peoples Com­
munity Hospi tal Authority in Wayne 
when it was declared last month 
that osteopaths would be permitted 
to practice in P C H A hospital. 

Both B o a r d President A . M . A i -
Icn and Calv in Monfil<;, adminis­
trator, admitted t!nt l l ie action 
was taken to heip fil l '.''c hospital 
beds, but stated that utl:er factors, 
perhaps more Impcrtanl, entered 
Inlo (he decision. 

"Th i s move has been contemplat­
ed for many months and was no 
snap judgment," Monfils stated. " W e 
believe that it wii i make our hos­
pital t ruly a 'community ' hospital, 
available to a l l persons served by 
doctors of the area ," he added. 

Another factor in the decision 
arises from the possibility that an 
area hospital authority m a y be 
formed. M a n y communities inter­
ested in joining such -an authority 
have indicated that they would not 
consider an authority iiospitai that 
d id not permi t joint use of the hos-
pital b y M D s and osteopaths. 

Although plagued by many prob-
lems, most of which could be solved 
with adequate fuiances, the directors 
have taken a determined stand to 
kefep/ t i te^Mpifa l open i f at a l l pos-
s i b l e : ' ^ ^ Y " 

The hospital lost itsi-full participa-
tion agreement with B lue Cross be­
cause It has not taken deftinite steps 
toward purchasmg the bui lding and 
facilities f rom the owners. D r . How­
ard Bergo and Abraham F a r r i s . 

In recent weeks the patient level 
has dropped sharply and now aver­
ages less than 10 da i ly . In addition, 
some of these patients have B lue 
Cross insurance and although the 
hospital receives but $14 per day 
reimbursement for these patients, 
their total b i l l (which normal ly 
would be paid by Blue Cross under 
the full participation plan) i s absorb­
ed by the hospital. 

Board members have a last di tch 
plan In mInd that m a y be sclUed 
lonIghl (Thursday) by dIreclors 
of Peoples AuUIorlty. 
The P C H A directors have been 

asked to "sponsor ' ' Communi ty 
General hospital. If the request is 
approved, local authorities are hope-
ful that full B l u e Cross part icipat ion 
can be regained and a campaign for 
funds to start purchase proceedings 
can be undetaken in January . 

Community General hospital di­
rectors were encouraged by a tele­
phone survey of area residents which 
revealed that 98 percent of those 
called think the hospital is neces­
sary. 

The survey further showed that 
90 percent would be wi l l ing to con-
tribute to the hospital and 92 per-
cent said they would use the hospi­
tal if they were sick. 

About 10 percent qualified their 
answer to the Iast question by 
poinling out that their f ami ly doc-
tor docs not use Communi ty Gen-
eral . 
Admit tedly, this is a source ot 

Irritation with hospital directors. A s 
laymen, they point out that they 
are contributtag their t ime to help 
orovide -a hospital for the area but 
find it impossible to gain the full 
cooperation of the men they are 
providmg the faci l i ty for — the 
doctors.. 

"It 's a mat ter of surv iva l now. 
The M D s have had more than a 
year to put their best foot forward 
and they haven't . We feel that we 
cannot l imi t the hospital to their 
use, especially when only a handful 
choose to use i t , ' ' Boa rd President 
Al l en stated this week ta comment­
ing on the decision to open the hos-
nital to both M D s and osteopaths.
