The Hope in Cuba

Babson Park, Mass, — The Cuban
situation has reached a point where
it is affecting certain investments.
Therefore, I feel that my readers
are due an impartial summary of
the situation, I have always watched
Cuba critically as it is so close to
Florida, where 1 have spent over
30 winters.

1 feel that the Cuban situation will
come out satisfactorily due to the
influence of the Catholic church.
The Cuban people, with their Span-
ish blood, are emotional and enjoy
political and physical fights.

They, however, are deeply Ro-
man Catholic in faith, Hence, there
is a church safeguard which does
not exist in Russla or in many of
her satellites.

The Communist Government in
Russia has been brutal to the Chris-
tian church, due largely to its in-
heritance of the former Czarist dom-
ination which controlled and worked
through the orthodox church. The
situation in Cuba, therefore, is en-
tirely different from the situation in
Russia and its satellites.

Cuba is rich in soil, rainfall, sun-
shine, and warm temperatures. It
could be the gardenspot of the Am-
ericas; but it has been cursed by
wretched and unjust government.

Castro thinks it necessary only
to nationalize the farms, busi-
nesses, banks, and the few manu-
facturing establishments; he
seems to give no thought to mar-
keling .Cuba’s wonderful produc-
tive conditions are of no use if
her products cannot be marketed.
_Cuba’s natural market is the Unit-
ed States (which Castro is abusing
and doing his best to alienate). This

same trading principle is true for
the countries of Central America,
and even South America; they have
the land but lack the marketing fa-
cilities for their fruits, coffee, and
even minerals, including oil.

This is another reason why I feel
investors should have the larger pro-
portion of their common stocks in
marketing — rather than in farm.
ing, mining, or manufacturing —
propositions. Whatever the future
may bring as to the ownership of

land or the production of crops or
the extraction of minerals and oil,
there should always be a field for
companies engaged in the market-
ing of these products. This applies
to the big concerns such as Sears
Rosebuck, Montgomery Ward, etc.;
but especially to the large variety
chains, with their stores in all 50
states of the Union. Even in case of
World War III, these great mar-
keting oraginzations might come
through the best of all concerned.

When Castro, at 32 years of age,
conquered Batista and his gang,
I thought he was a wonderful fel.
low. As long as he stuck to mili.
tary warfare, he fared well; but
since he has tackled economic
problems, he is ruining the coun-

try. How long he can hold out,
even with Russia’s blessing, no
one knows. 1t seems he is desiin-
ed {o be assassinaled by someone
whose family he has ruined.

On the other hand, investors
should realize that the whole world
is passing through a leveling proc-
ess wherein those who have not are
gradually taking away from those
who have,

In Russia and her satellite coun-
tries, this has been done by ruth-
less stealing of property. In China,
goodwill is expropriated, but Mao
has sometimes made payment, on
his own terms, for actual property
taken. Great Britain has experi-
mented with nationalization, and
payment has been made for the
coal mines, steel companies, rail-
roads ,and public utilities that were
taken over,

In these United States, the lab-
or leaders have the same goals,
but they work through strikes and
unfair demands, In all countries,
fnvestors are being atiacked eith-
er by heavy taxation or by guer-
illa warfare such as is taking
place in Africa.

Hence, we investors In the U. S,

should be especially on the watch,

Final census tabulations for Michigan and its communities reveal
considerable gains from figures released last May for the area.

In Novi township for example, (unless the printers of the census
bureau’s hooklet have erred) the final population figure is 6,454,

Last May census counters reported that Novi's estimated popu-
lation was 5,423,

The bureaw’s final report would give Novi an incrcase of
57 percent over the 1950 census figure of 4,086,

In the city of Wixom the final census tabulation is 1,531, Being
a newly incorporated community, it has no previous record for com-
parison.

Northville township is listed with a population of 7,673, Last
spring the enumerators said the 1960 population was 7,548, so the
township has gained over 100 residents in the final count,

In 1950 the township population was 4,184, Much of the gain,
however, is due to the state and county institutions. Census takers
say that about 4,400 of the towaship's population are institution
residents.

Last May (he city of Northville’s population was estimaled
at 3,865, The final tally is 3,967. In 1950 the city population was
3,297,

According to the latest census report the city has 2,082 residents
living in the Wayne county section and 985 in the Oakland county
section,

And speaking of the Wayne-Oakland sections of the city, while
there's no comparison population-wise, the two sections are about
the same size in area.

Ii's surprising, but with the annexation of the Eight Mile
road area including Northville Estates the Oakland and Wayne

county areas of the clty each equal aboul one square mile,

_ Three ordinance amendments
and a new ordinance establishing
a youth protection program were
adopted Thursday by the Wixom
city council.

The latter ordinance, similar to
the resolution recently adopted by
the village of Novi, provides for
child and youth protection com-
mittees, sets down duties and
powers, and provides a method fqr
guidance and assistance of fami-
lies, children and youth of Wixom.

Wixom, like many municipalities
in Oakland county, adopted the mea-

* sure at the urging of the county

juvenile court.

Purpese of the program is two
fold: It is designed to assist in the
preventicen of delinquency and neg-
lect; and it is to protect and im-
prove the physical, mental, emo-
tional and moral welfare of all
children in the area by strengthen-
ing heme, family and community
living conditions,

The ordinance provides for the
apnointment of an executive com-
mittee and a citizens’ general com-
mittee by the county juvenile court,
under the provisions of the court
rules.

Specifically, here is how the
commitiee works:

Build Loading Dock
At Wixom Auto Plant

Construction of a new railroad
loading dock on the Wixom Lincoln
plant property is expected to be
completed by the end of this month,
Ford Motor company officlals said
this week.

The dock will be located at the
northern edge of the plant property
near Wixom road. .

Ford officials said the loading
dock, which will necessitate the
construction of a spur line from the
existing C&0 railroad and four
branch rails,

The overall size of the loading
dock area will be 700x1000 feet.

Directors Take Action

As Area MD Use Lags

Invitations to area doctors of osteopathy to bring their patients
to Community General hospital were issued this week at the order of

the hospital's board of directors,

The decision came as the Northville hospital struggled to keep
its doors open until a definite program to determine the future of the

facility can be outlined.

Obvicusly upset by the relatively
small number of area MDs making
regular use of the hospital, the di-
rectors voted to open the doors to
csteopaths,

Staff doctors were asked to act
on the proposal at a meeting last
week, but because a quorum was
not present no vote was taken.

Board members decided to act
anyway. A similar motion was made
by the directors of Peoples Com-
munity Hospital Authority in Wayne
when it was declared last month
that osteopaths would be permitted
to practice in PCHA hospital.

Both Board President A. M, Al-
len and Calvin Monfils, adminis-
trator, admitted thnt (he action
was taken fo help fill t"e hospital
beds, but stated that uther factors,
perhaps more important, entered
inlo the decision.

“This move has been contemplat-
ed for many months and was no
snap judgment,” Monfils stated. “‘We
believe that it will make our hos-
pital truly a ‘community’ hospital,
available to all persons served by
doctors of the area,” he added.

Another factor in the decision

arises from the possibility that an
area hospital authority may be
formed, Many communities inter-
ested in joining such an authority
have indicated that they would not
consider an authority hospital that
did not permit joint use of the hos-
pital by MDs and osteopaths.

Although plagued by many prob-
lems, most of which could be solved
with adequate finances, the directors
have taken a determined stand to

The hospital lost ifs:full participa-
tion agreement with Bliue Cross be-
cause it has not taken definite steps
toward purchasing the building and
facilities from the owners, Dr. How-
ard Bergo and Abraham Farris.

In recent weeks the patient level
has dropped sharply and now aver-
ages less than 10 daily. In addition,
some of these patients have Blue
Cross insurance and although the
hospital receives but $14 per day
reimbursement for these patients,
thelr total bill (which normally
would be paid by Blue Cross under
the full participation plan) is absorh-
ed by the hospital.

Board members have a last ditch
plan in mind that may be settled

tonight (Thursday) by directors
of Peoples Authority. :

The PCHA directors have been
asked to “sponsor” Community
General hospital, If the request is
approved, local autherities are hope-
ful that full Blue Cross participation
can be regained and a campaign for
funds to start purchase proceedings
can be undetaken in January,

Community General hospital di-
rectors were encouraged by a tele-
phone survey of area residents which
revealed that 98 percent of those
called think the hospital is neces-
sary.

The survey further showed that
90 percent would be willing to con-
tribute to the hospital and 92 per-
cent snid they would use the hospi-
tal if they were sick,

About 10 percent qualiffed their
answer {o the last questlon hy
painting out that their family doe-
tor docs not use Community Gen-
eral,

Admittedly, this is a source of
irritation with hospital directors. As
laymen, they point out that they
are contributing their time to help
vrovide a hospital for the area but
find it impossible to gain the full
cooperation of the men they are
providing the facility for — the
doctors. .

“It's a matter of survival now.
The MDs have had more than a
year to put their best foot forward
and they haven't, We feel that we
cannot limit the hospital to their
use, especially when only a handful
choose to use it,” Board President
Allen stated this week in comment-
ing on the decision to open the hos-
nital to both MDs and osteopaths.

A newly-recommended route from Michigan to Florida, utiliziing
the maximum mileage of four-lane highways, has been logged by Auto-

mobile Club of Michigan.

Auto Club Touring Manager Jerry E. Fisher has craveled the route

that uses the Ohio and Pennsylvania turnpikes to reach Florida. Fisher
found this route excellent throughout its 1,206 miles from Southeast-

ern  Michigan o Jacksonville,

Florida,

Traveling along toll roads and
straight, fast conventlonal high.
ways in the eastern Uniled States,
it incorporates 549 miles of four-
lane roadway. Total behind-the-
wheel time, Detrolt to Jackson-
ville is 23 hours, 41 minutes,

Once the Pennsylvania Turnpike is
left at the Breezewood Interchange,
motorists head southward via Win-
chester and Roanoke, Va.; Greens-
boro, N.C. and Oranegburg, S.C.
Several worthwhile side trips are
possible; one to Washington, D.C.
and another to Shenandpah National
Park, and Jekyll Island off the coast
at Brunswick, Ga.

Fisher reports that accommoda-
tions are excellent along the route,
However, he issued several words
of caution,

“In the dead of winter, it may be
advisable to veer south as soon as
possible by another route. There is
the danger of the turnpikes being
snowed or iced in several times dur-
ing the winter. However, this route
is safe virtually all year! round,”

Fisher also warned of “letter of
the law” enforcement in Virginia.

“When speed signs say 55 or 60
miles an hour, that’s exactly what
they mean. Even if there is little

good, drivers should adhere to the

speed limit. The Virginia State

Police enforce the speed laws
sirictly.”

Fisher says the new route offers
an extra bonus to antique collectors,
“There are more good antique shops
in the Shenandoah Valley area than
just about any other place I've
seen.”

Fisher suggests this route as a
possible alternate to other popular
routes either on the trip to or from
Florida.

Scattered stretches of interstate
super roads will he available along
two popular roads to Florida. An
Interstate road between US-50 in
Southern Indiana and Louisville, Ky.,
will speed traffic along the most
popular Florida route. This is the
western non-mountainous drive that
passes through Nashville, Tenn.

Another Interstate highway links
Dayton and .the northern outskirts
of Cincinnati another heavily-travel-
ed route, that continues through
Knoxville, Tenn., and Atlanta, Ga.
This route travels through moun-
tainous’ terrain that travelers gen-
erally wish to avoid in the midst of
winter, Fisher says.

Fisher adds that vigorous enforce-
ment areas in Georgia generally
have been eliminated through the co-
operation of the Georgia state gov-
ernment and the American Automo-
bile- association, He cautioned that
several small cities along US-31W in
southern Kentucky are enforcing
speed laws strictly,

An estimated 350,000 Michigan

Board members and school administrators from Northville and
Novi sat down together last week to discuss the future of the two
school systems.

In particular they attempted to reach a mutual understanding
on the matlter of Novi students attending Northville high school.

It would be accurate to report that the meeling was success-
ful and the two groups agreed upon a plan that salisfles the

interests of both,

At the same time an issue was raised by two newcomers of the
Novi board that wrinkled a few brows and lifted an eyebrow or two.

The result was a fruitful meeting, better understanding of the
problems at hand and perhaps a fresh outlook with an alternative

or two to consider,

Basically, Novi and Northville are in agreement on a plan tpat
would have Novi students in grades 10-11 and 12 only attending
Northville high school beginning in 1964.

Under this plan Novi would concenirate on establishing a
new junior high school that would provide for its 7th, 8th and 9th
graders. Presently, Novi grades nine through twelve come to
Northville.

Enrollment projections (which could change, of course) indicate
that Northville can accommodate the tuition students until the be-
ginning of the 1964-65 school year, when the ninth graders would
have to be withdrawn.

Beyond that it is difficult to predict. But the school officials
seemed to agree that a Novi high school might be eight years away.

And when Novi does provide its own high school, the students
would be taken from Northville a year at a time so that the impact
would be gradual — and any student having started as a tenth grader
at Northville high school would continue and graduate without hav-
ing to change to a new building.

Thus it would appear that Novi will now concentrate its efforts
on a new junior high school — to be located presumably on the new
g0-acre site at Taft and 11 Mile roads.

But while there was agreement on the immediate future,
two members of the Novi board suggested that a consolidation
(or annexation) of the two school districts might be the long
range answer.

Walter Ambinder and John MacBride, both newcomers to Novi
and the school board, tossed this suggestion into the discussion.

Arthur Heslip, Novi school board president, said he didn’t be-
lieve there was any feeling for this proposal in Novi, that in fact,

it would not be a popular idea.

Northville schoolmen also pointed out that such a plan had been
tried in 1954 with no success and some ill-feeling.

But George Mairs, a longtime Novi resident and member of
its citizens' school study committee, stood up to say he favored
consolidation — even though he opposed it six years ago.

Ambinder said he favored larger systems because he is con-
vinced that high school students receive a better education. In a
high school supported by a larger tax base it is possible to provide
a wider curriculum benefitting both college or non-college students,
he argued. '

It was finally agreed that such meetings are worthwhile and
should be held more often.

But a suggestion by Ambinder that a study committee to
consider consolldation be formed was left hanging. 5

Babson Park, Mass. — This is not
an anticle on the election, as its out-
come has been covered'fully by the
newspapers, the broadcasting com-
panies, and the magazines during
the past two or three weeks. This
is a column strictly on the person-
ality of Senator Kennedy. Being a
Massachusetts man, like him, and
knowing his father, I can write
frankly about him personally at the
present time.

Senator Kennedy is a tremendous

worker and very few rich men
would make the sacrifices which he
has personally made to secure this
election. His industrious effort start-
ed four years ago when he came
near getting the nomination for the
vice presidency on the Democratic
ticket., He then laid plans and built
up an organization unequaled in
any presidential campaign.
The great crowds which he at-
tracted, and his personal advisers,
led him to believe he would win by
a landslide, On the strength of this,
he made many statements as fo
what he would do during the *“Ken-
nedy honeymoon” of one hundred
days.

Although Senator Kennedy is nat-
urally pleased to be elected presi-
dent and move into the White House
next January, yet in his heart he is
a much disappointed man, He will
have the honor and prestige of be-
ing president; but will not have the
influence and power which he had
expected,

Other than making appointments,
both in the diplomatic service and
at the head of commissions, about
the only real power he will now
have will be that of the veto, and
even then Congress may pass legis-
lation over his veto.

Although Scnalor Kennedy won

a majority of the electoral votes,
these were not even unofficially
confirmed until many hours after
the polls closed. His greatest dis-
appointment was the very close
popular vote, which has not yet
been officially determined.

I will not discuss the legal aspects

of the electoral versus the popular
vote, but I do wish to make an im-
portant statement. Although the pop-
ular vote in the recent election has
no legal status, it has a great moral
influence. It surely will cause Mr.

Kennedy to remodel the Democratic
party and the presidency. His prob-

able program is outlined in the Wall
Street Journal of November 8th,
Page 10. He may now be sorry he
made certain of his statements dur-
ing his campaign, as he may be
forced to back track on many of
them,

His influence with Congress will
be much less than if he had won with
a fairly good popular margin and
were taking office with & mandate
from the people. Therefore, after
the tremendous crowds which met
him at every city, he is especially
disappointed by his failure to cap-
ture a majority of the popular vote,
It will be very difficult to per-
suade Congress to pass any radical
program, even though the Republi-
cans are in the minority. A Con-
gressman takes his clue from what
the people in his district think. Ev-
ery Congressman has figured out
carefully what the popular vote
shows as to Senator Kennedy’s pop-
ularity in his respective district.
Senator Kennedy's campaign
speeches said that if Vice President
Nixon were elected, we would have
a ‘do nothing” Congress during the
next two years, and perhaps dur-
ing the next four years.

Unless something happens which
cannot now he foreseen, the next
four years under President Kenne-
dy could record a “do nothing”
Congress.

Hence the great disappointment to
him, as well as surprise to most
Democrats. This is why Mr. Kenne-
dy will go into the White House re-
strained somewhat by the notice
able absence of an ‘‘unrestricted
franchise' from the people.

Unfortunately, what happens dur-
ing the next two years or more may
be very largely in the hands of Mr.
Khrushchev. One cannot tell whether
he is serious or merly bluffing about
Berlin and his relations with China
and other countries such as Cuba.
He surely does not want a nuclear
war; furthermore, he may be re-
placed by Mr. Moiotov, or by some-
one else either more or less radical
than Mr, Khrushchev.

On the other hand, as Mr, Eisen-
hower pointed out in his famous
Pittsburgh address, a war could
start from some accidental and un-
wanted incident due to the unpre-
meditated psychotic action of some
