What happened to the “stop” sign arms that extended from
the sides of school buses whenever the vehicle was about to let
children out?

Nelson Schrader and Stan Schaefer asked me this question re-
cently — and I hadn't realized that they are no longer in use.

They point out that these signals served a definite purpose and
that without them 2 hazard is created.

On the new buses, I am told, light signals are used on the rear
of the bus to warn motorists that the bus is going to stop.

Schrader and Schaefer claim that shese lights are difficult, if
not impossible, to see if a large truck, for example, happens to be
directly behind the school bus. The truck blocks the school bus sig-
nal and the motorist behind the truck is likely to pull out and pass
the truck and bus.

If the signal was extended, it would be quickly visible to
motorisis in the rear, they contend.

It's a good point and one that shouid be censidered by school
officials in charge of the buses. Especially now during the winter
months when traffic accidents are at their highest.

Needless to say, one accident that can be avoided — particular-
ly involving children — is well worth the expense or trouble of
installing another warning signal.

State Selective Service headquar-
ters, located in Lansing, says ap-
proximately one million people have
registered with local boards in the
last 12 years.

Since less than half that number
have actually been called to serve,
chances for a deferment seems rea-
sonably good.

SEWAGE TREATMENT plant op-
erators must be licensed to serve in
Michigan. Some 350 engineers have
been so certified to date by the
State Health Department.

Examinations are held periodical-
ly and may be taken in a series un-
til a person becomes qualified to
operate any or all of the four class-
es of sewage treatment plants cur-
rently in use in Michigan.

The classification system is based
on size of the plant, type of treat-
ment, and location.

Besides qualified personnel to run
municipal sewage treatment facili-
ties and the plants at such state-
owned units as mental hospitals,
prisons and the like, many indus-
trial concerns have their own treat-
ment plants,

The reason behind the state cer-
tification is simply this:

There is a danger of pollution
to lakes and sireams, contamina.
tlon of widespread areas and epi-
demics of disease unless waste is
properly handled.

More than 95 percent of the state’s
sewage treatment plants are now
supervised by certified operators,
and qualified personnel reportedly
are being sought by the remainder.

Don’t Forget Will

Babson Park, Mass. — While Mrs,
Babson and I were in Europe this
fall, three of our intimate friends
passed away. Two of these I knew
had made no will, despite my urg-
ings. One had promised he would
do so “when he had time.” He be-
grudged the expense and felt it
really was not necessary. Let me
discuss these three cases.

In the first case, the man left a
wife and three children, and several
brothers and sisters who have child-
ren. The wife assumed she would
get all of her husband's estate and
then will it to their: children. But
she did not. Since her husband left
no will, she was given only one-
third; the remaining two-thirds was
divided equally among the children.
Nothing was available for the de-
ceased's brothers or sisters or cous-
ins, This is as it should be.

The second man left no wife—but
two children as well as brothers,
sisters and cousins. All of his estate
went to his children outright, in
equal proportions, or to their heirs.
None went to the brothers or sisters
or other relatives, One child 23 years
of age received the money outright;
since the other was a minor, his
share was entrusted to the guard-
ian appointed by the Court.

The third man left a wife but no
children; he did have brothers and
sisters and cousins, His estate ex-
ceeded $100,000. The wife will be
given the $25,000 which she would
automatically receive from an es-
tate valued at $25,000 or over. In
this case she also will get a second
$25,000. The remainder will go to the
man’s brothers and sisters or their
heirs who are now springing up in
all directions,

Originally when a man died all
his property went to the oldest son.
He was supposed to take care of his
mother and to secure workfor any
other children. Then land owners
sometimes died without leaving any
children; anticipating this, the fa-
ther left a written document outlin-
ing his wishes or “will”’ at his death.
These wills were considered sacred
by the Roman Courts, and their
policy and purpose were adopted
by the English Courts and carried
to America.

- I have recently been seeking cop-
ies of early records of the 40 fami-
lies who settled Cape Ann -(which
now comprises Gloucester and Rock-
port, Mass.). The very earliest doc-
uments are the wills of these in-
habitants around 1620-30. The first
Babson arrived in Salem from Lon-
don after 60 days in a small sailing

- vessel, She was a widow named Isa-

bel and she came to Cape ‘Ann in
1637. She was very enterprising and
—as there were no doctors—served
as a midwife. Also, since there were
no lawyers, she helped the fathers

written on scraps of paper — per-
haps on birch bark — they were
held very sacred and history still
records their contents.

Washtenaw-Livingston county area
served by the Herald and News has
many cf the same problems that

ccnfront our communities,” Sliger
priated out.

Acquisition of the Herald and
News expands the area served. by
Sliger's newspapers to the residents
of adjoining corners of four coun-
ties — Wayne-Oakland-Washtenaw
and Livingston,

Combined pald circulation of the
newspapers in the communities of
Northville, Novi, Wixom, South
Lyon -and Whitmore Lake totals
more than 7,000,

The Herald has a history of
publication in South Lyon dating
back to 1879, It has grown steadily
with the community and averages
12 to 16 pages weekly.

It was purchased by the late Frank
L. Freimund in May, 1956 from
George H, Thurber. After Mr: Frei-
mund’s death in 1958 Mrs. Freimund
continued active operation of. the
newspaper, This spring she took over
publicaticn of the Whitmore Lake
News, -

-This summer Mrs. Freimund be-
came the wife of Ivan Ely of North-
ville;and now resides on Cady sireet

in Yorttville, She has, continiedl s’ o

Don’t Expect
Boom in 1961

This year I have divided my
forecasts. into eight sections as in-
dicated by the following eight
headings. Instead of covering gen-
eral business as a separate topic,
I am sure that a reading of the
following will give a clear idea
of my thoughts on a general busi-
ness. - . -

Bul}di’ng' and Real Estate

" Lookjng back over the years that
I have been making these Annual
Forécasts, It seems that building
and real estate have been the last
to profit from a boom, and the last
to suffer from the following reac-
tion. Readers all know from its
World War II low point new build-
ing, especially of homes, gradually
rose to an all-time high in 1959, Part
of this growth has been due to in-
creased population and higher in.
comes. ‘

In addition to the natural growth
to which new building was entitled,
it was greatly encouraged by lodns
to veterans without any down pay-
ment, the acceptance of 20-year
mortgage- by bidnks in place of a
maximum mortgage of five years,
and by subsidies of varicus kinds,
Like all stimulants, however, these
have gradually become less effec-
tive. Hence, a decline in new build-
ing and new home construction Is

- only natural to expect in 1961,

I do, however, forecast (hat a
move for urban renewal will be
urged and secured by the new
President. This means pulling
down the slums of large citles and
substitnuting brick apartment hous-
es with playgrounds, When any
new bullding Is bullt, it Increases
the value of (he adjoining land
and Increascs real estate taxes.
Therefore, 1961 may see rea! es-
tate prices hold their own and even
rise in certain sections. Small farms
near cities will continue to increase
in price, and this will be true of most

well-drained suburban property. Ev-

ery family is justified in mortgaging
to buy 4 home in 1961, but T doubt
if. 1031"will be a-good year to specu-
late in real estate. The bloom is
surely off in Florida, where the
supply of new houses temporarily
exceeds the demand.
World Outleak

I cannot conscientiously close this
@areract for 1051 without ealling
readers' attention fo the tnsatisfac-
tory situaticn that we find the world
in t~day. I do nct need to comment
"n Russia cr China, as readers are
well acquainted with conditions
thera, T, hawever, must add that
Mr, Kennedy is agreeable to a Sum-
mit Canference as he is itching for
a talk with Mr. Khrushchev; Ken-
nedy has alreadv stated that he is
willing tn mit Formnsa under the
United Natinns,

Peaders should nnte the headway
~hich the Communists are making
in other parts of the world. Scuth-
east Asia, for instance, is a very
rich area, It is envied by both Chi-
na and Russia, We may expect con-
tinued revolts in South Vietnam,

Cambodia and Lans,

I am especially troubled about
the way the Communists are work-
Ing into Central and South Amer-
fea. I know South America very
well, It has virlually no “middle
class”. There are a few rich, but
millions of very poor.

The Communists are organizing
ereat strikes in Latin America. As
these strikes accomnlish something
for the wage workers, they give the
Communists geod ammunition for
further progress.” This situation has
been intensifiel by the agents of
Castro. '

Ancther very sore spot is Africa,
which I visited two years ago. South
Africa will blow up of itself, without
any help or hindrance from Russia.
The Ccngo, however, which the
United Nations is now trying to
straighten out, is a serious prob-
lem; and the Congolese feel that

In all likelihood there will he
no political battles in the Febru-
ary primary — even though nine
township posts are up for elec-
tien. In fact, there probably would
be ne primary election at all but
for the proposition which will ap-
pear on the primary ballot,

Through Tuesday, onlv three per-
sons had filed petitiors with the
township clerk. However, several
incumbent township officials had in-
dicated they would file before the
deadline,

Normally a primary election is
held only if there is mcre than one
candidate — of the same political
party — for any one township of-
fice. For example, a primary elec-
tion is necessary when two or more
Democrats are seeking the township
supervisor's post.

However, primary elections also
are held when propositions are to
be decided — as is the case in Novi.
The ‘lone proposition to be decided
by Novi voters in the primary is:

Shall the electors of Novi elect
two additional trustees to the town-,
ship board? (If the proposal is voted
in by Novi, the additional board
menbers.will not be elected until
1963). -% 0 o

Even {hough the primary may
not include a political battle, the
filing of petilions is all-important
since il determines who will run
for offfce in the spring election,
Only those persons who file peti-
tions are eligible to run for office
in cither a primary or a regular
spring election.

Fortunately or unfortunately, how-
ever the individual views it, the
spring election will offer only one
ualitical contest. Herb Koester, the
only Democrat to file thus far, will
attempt to unseat Incumbent Town-
ship Supervisor Frazer Staman. Sta-
man had not filed by Tuesday, but
he has announced he will seek re-
election. .

The other inecumbent officials,
mnst of whom have announced they
will seek re-election, avparently will
be “elected”’ simply hy filing peti-
tions since no other Republicans or
Democrats are contesting their
posts,

erty in or near Novi. :

Because the state conservation de-
partment leaned toward establish-
ing a park somewhere outside of
Novi, presumably near Kensington
park, village officials continued to
press for a park in Novi.

Trojan Tale:
Ist to Last

In One

Year

Into every life some rain must fall:

Last season Tony Giacobazzi

was a stellar performer with the

Clareceville Trojans — 2 Wayne-Oakland league squad which swept
to a co-championship with a record of seven victories and four defears.
He and his teammates crushed the Mustangs last February, 69-55.

And it was Giacobazzi — a six-
foot-plus center, who exploded for
22 points to lead the Trojans'
attack,

Last Thursday Giacobazzi, alone
among a quintet of varsily new-
gomers — including the coach, in-
vaded Northville carrying a satch-
el of three defeats, When the Tro-
jans departed, the satchel was full-
er by a 4820 humiliating defeat,
and Clarenceville was mired deep-
er in the W-O cellar.

And ironically, Tony Giacobazzi
was left holding the bag as a result
of his lowest mark in the Clarence-
ville scorebook: one point.

All was not sadness, however, be-
cause last year’s cellar dwelling
Mustangs, picked up their second
win of the season.

Although Northville Coach Dutch
Van Ingen was not overly pleased
with his team’s performance Thurs-
day, he wasn't an unhappy man as
his team dressed and prepared for
a two-week holiday before traveling
to Bloomfield Hills for the next con-
test on January 6.

Northville was out-front through-
out the entire game, except for the

C'ityv of Wixom Ordinance No. 35'-A’

AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE
FOR THE CONTROL OF DOGS,
THE~VACCINATION THEREOF,
THE- DISPOSITION OF STRAY,
DANGEROUS OR ANNOYING
DOGS, TO PROVIDE FOR A DOG
POUND, TO PROVIDE FOR PEN-
ALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION
THEREOF.

THE CITY OF WIXOM ORDAINS:

Section 1. 1t shall be unlawful for
any person to own, possess or harbor
any dog in the City of Wixom, Mich-
igan, except as provided in this.Or-
dinance, and any failure, neglect or
refusal to comply with the provisions
of this Ordinance or any act of omis-
sion or commission contrary to the
terms hereof shall be deemed a vio-
lation punishable by the penalties
hereinafter provided,

Section 2, No person owning, pos-
sessing or harboring any dog shall
permit such dog to run at large at
anytime, and the Chief of Police
or any authorized representative of
the Police Department may destroy
any stray dog, any apparently vic-
ious dog, any dog not held by leash,
or accompanied by owner, found in
any of the streets, alleys, commons,
or other public or open spaces in
the City; provided however, that
reasonable effort, except in the case

of an apparently vicious dog, shall:

first have been made to .catch and
impound such dog in the cify m@d’

Section 3. No person shali narbor
or keep any dog, which, by loud
and frequent or habitual barking,
yelpmg, or howling, 'shall cause
serious annoyance to the neighbor-
hood or to people passing to and
fro upon the streets, No owner of,
or person harboring or keeping a
fierce or vicious dog or dogs that
annoy - people passing to and fro
upon public streets, or other public
places by barking, chasing or biting
them, or following them in a threat-
ening manner, shall suffer the same
to run at large at anytime within
the city limits.

Running at large, as used in this

v ordinance shall be construde to in-
clude a dog not held by leash or
accompanied by owners, on any
street, alley, commons or any other
public or open spaces in the City.
Any person allowing any dog habit-
ually to remain and be lodged or fed
within his or her house, store, build-
ing, enclosure, or premises, shall be
considered as harbormg or keeping
the same -within the meaning of the
Ordinance.

Section 4. Any person who shali
have in his or her possession a dog
which has contracted rabies or which
has been exposed to the same or
which is suspected of having rabies
or. which has bitten any person,
shall, upon demand of the Police
Department or of the Health De-
partment surrender such dog to the

# gaid Police Department or Health
Department to be held for observa-
tion and treatment as hereinafter
provided.

‘It shall be the duty of every per-
son owning or harboring a dog
which has been attacked or bitten

by another dog or other animal
showing the symptoms of rabies
to immediately = notify the -Police
i Department or the Health Depart-
ment that such person has such dog,
or other such animal, in his posses-
sion. ‘Whenever a dog is brought to
the pound after having bitten a per-
son, the Police Department may, if
deemed necessary and advisable,
after holding such a dog a sufficient
length of time to meet the réquire-
ments of the Health Department for
investigation, cause such dog to be
destroyed as a vicious dog.

Section 5. Violation of any provi-
sion of this Ordinancse shall be pun-
ishable by a fine of not more than
one hundred dollars ($100.00), or im-
prisonment for not to exceed ninety
days, or both such fine and imprison-
ment, plus costs of prosecution.

Section 6. For the convenience of
the public and economy in enforce-.
ment. Police Officers .are hereby
authorized to issue violation tickets
to offenders hereunder, which may
he settled by the payment to the
City Treasurer of the sum of five
dollars ($5.00). The form of such
tickets shall be approved by the
Justice of the Peace or Municipal
Judze and the Chief of Police.
Sheuld an offender be unwilling or
fail to settle such ticket, a com-
plaint shall be filed and the alleged
violator shall be .duly tried -bherein
in the Municioal or Justice Court.

Section 7. This Ordinance is nec-
essary for the public peace, health
and safety and shall be liberally
construed.

Section 8. This ordinance may be
known, cited and amended as the
“Dog Ordinance’” Ordinance No.
35-A, )

Secticn 9. If any portion of this
ordinance or the application thereof
to any person, or circumstances
shall be found to he invalid by a
Court, such mValldity shall not af-
fect the remaining portions or.ap-
plications of the Ordinance which
can be given effect without the in-
valid portion or application, proid-
ed such remaining portions or ap-
nlications are not determined by the
Court to be inoperative and to this
end Ordinances are declared to be
severable,

Section 10. This Ordinance shall
hecome effective twenty (20) days
following the final passage by the
City Council of the City of Wixom,
Michigan,

The average employment in 1960
was about 67,000,000 workers.

unite with Republicans to block rad-
ical laber legislation.

Congress certainly will nct out-
law the *right-to-work” legislation
which has been passed in certain
conservative states, nor will labor
get a revision of the Taft-Hartley
Act. Congress will not compel in-
dustry to ccllect dues from union
members, hut may temner the re-
cent ccurt decisions ruling against
excess union spending.

All the above means that labor
will be able to hold its own during
1961 and secure some small increas-
es in wages, pensions, and improved
working conditions; but this may
not be what labor expected to get
from the election of President Ken-
nedy.

The Federa! Government will not
increase income taxes during 1961;
but may close some loopholes and
increase excise taxes.

Politics and the New President

I do not expect any big changes
under President Kennedy. If he had
won by a landslide I would be quite
worried, but with a narrow plural-
ity in the electoral college and only
a small fraction of 1 percent over
Nixon in the total popular vote, I
think that our new President will
be very much on his good behavior.

Certainly he will not have much
influence with either the-Republi-
cans or the Conservative Democrats
of the,South, He may malke radical
recommendations in his 'inaugural
address to “save face”, but most of
these will not become legislation.

1t is unpopular for me to take a
hearish position in my Annual Fore-
cast.

In all the years I have been making
these forecasts, last December was
the first time that I refused to take
a definite position. At that time the
Dow-Jones Industrial Average was
670 and today it is fluctuating around
600.

Corporation earnings reports now
coming out are not good. In many
cases the gross is kept up or per-
haps increased, but the net is off,

Many companies will show a decline
for 1960 compared with 1959, Pros-
perity has continued so long that
most manufacturers, retailers, and
consumers are assuming it will last
at least another year. I cannot hon-
estly agree with this.

Therefore, I feel that 1961 will
sec lower prices for the Dow-Jones
Indusirial Averages. I hope that
many readers with small business-
eg are showing a profit, Those who
are not should begin to reduce
their loans and “trim thelir sails”.
In many cases good bonds now

vield more than good stocks. This
is unfavorable to the stock market
and favorable to the bond market.
Therefore, I believe that bonds will

continue around their present levels
in 1961. Many readers will be wise
in shifting now from certain stocks
to bonds. There will be reductions
in stock dividends; hence it would
be much better to held bonds wit:
fixed-interest payments rather thar
risk a reduction in the dividend pay-
ments of stocks.

I especially call readers’ atten-
tion to ‘‘tax-exempt general obliza-
tion municipal bonds”. These are
the fixed-interest municipals of cit-
ies with a direct lien on all the tax-
able property in the city. T wculd
advise against holding bonds of such
large cities as might be vulnerable
to bombing in case of World War

Veterinarian Urges
Calfhood Vaccinations

-Most of the replacement’calves in
Michigan's cattle herds will be eli-
gible for calfhood vaccination against
brucellosis within the next four
onths, according to the Michigan
epartment of Agricultute.

‘Dr. C. H, Failing of Route 2, Ox-
ford, who is the Federal-State De-
partment of Agriculture veterinarian
in the Wayne, Livingston, Oakland
and Macomb county area, urges
calfhood vaceination,

" Brucellosis is a highly contagious
disease of cattle and has cost Michi-
gan cattle owners miilions of dollars:
over the years in loss of calves,
sterility and reduced milk produc-
tion. Under certain conditions man
may contract the disease through
infected animals, This is sometimes

known as undulant fever.

The Automobile Club of Michigan has officlally recommended a new
route for motorists between Detroit and Chicago that saves one-third
of the cost of the trip, plus at least a half-hour In time cach way.
It Is the new Interstate-94 (I-94) freeway, which replaces US-12 as
the Chicago road with the opening of tllk; 18-mile stretch of the new
highway between Ann Arbor and Jackson, The new roufe recommend-
ed by Auto Club utilizes 1-94 from Detrolt to Stevensville, where motor-
ists will pick up the remnant of US-12. Stevensville lles seven miles
south of St. Joseph, and leaves but 43 miles of old US-12 to be travers-
ed before picking up the Indlana Turnpike at the Michigan City,
Indiana, interchange. The distance from downtown Detroit to down.
town Chicago is shaved to 291 miles, a saving of 30 miles over the
previously recommended route that utilized the Deiroit-Toledo Free-
way and the Ohlo and Indinna Turnpikes, Use of 1-94 will also save
a minimum of one-half hour in behind-the-wheel time between Detroit
and Chicago. The new route also saves motorists $2.70 in tolls, as
well as time and gasoline. Completion of 1-94 from Stevensville to New
Buffalo, at the Michigan-Indiana boundary, is scheduled for next sum-
mer, and this will further enhance the newly-recommended route.
This stretch s currenily 4-lane, undivided highway.
