Wixom police have launched 
"crackdown" on traffic vioiators in 
the Lincoln piant area as a resuit 
of a record increase of property 
damage accidents. 

According to Poiice Chief Frank 
Jadzin.ski, his department has start-
ed a "selected enforcement" of the 
area in which no-ieft-turn signs 
were recentiy installed. 

The chief said the up-surge in 
accidents in this area is an indirect 
resuit of the addition of a second 
shift at the Lincoln plant. However, 
he added that the problem is caused 
by motorists ignoring the left-hand 
signs and exit and entrance signs to 
the piant parking iots. 

Within the iast five weeks, some 
30 property damage accidents were 
reported in the area, a few of thein 
serious. The crackdown has resulted 
in tickets for close to two dozen 
violators, Jadzinski stated. 

"If the motorists obey the traffic 
signs, they have nothing to worry 
about. We just want to clean up the 
problem," the chief concluded.

in.q the arguments, are not expected 
t: i-.and down a decision on the case 
untii April, Bond said. In cases of 
this kind, one justice usually studies 
the arr̂ uments, writes a decision and 
si'binits it to feliow justices for their 
dissenting or concurring opinions. 

Althougii the supreme court bat-
tie spcelfically concerns vUiagc 
prnpcrty Iving along the north 
side Pf Eiglit Mile road, it direct-
ly hffccis the adjoining 120-acre 
Nortiiviiic Estates suhilivlsion, 
ivhich ivas part of (lie townsliip 
of Novi until liie annexation dec-
lion last spring. 
At that time, residents of Northviile 

voted to annex both the township 
and village property by a 2 to 1 
margin. 

The election was calied as a re­
suit of petitions fiied with the secre-
'arv rf spate's office by Northviile 
Estates Civic association members. 

The sulidivision is composed cf 
some 3G homes in the $2fi,000 to 
S5n,000 ciass. Because residents of 
the subdivision refused to sign Novi 
village incorporation petitions, North­
viile Estates remained in the town-
shin, but not the village of Novi. 

To ?ain "cnnnection" to Northviile 
city limits, the subdivision had to 
include the 13S.acre narcel of -the 
viliage which divides Northviile Es-
tates from the city. Northviile's city 
imits untii the election extended 
•niy tn a point l,C09 feet west of 
Taft road. 

In announcing its move to gain 
idmittanco tn Nnrthviiie the civic 
i'!sociati'-n statH that its residents 
feci cioseiy related to the civic, 
reiitrious, educational and business 
affairs of the city." The area is in 
the Northviile school district. 

Bond's petition to the supreme 
court chaiienges the annexation elec-
tion on three points: 

— that the petitions did not con-
lain the proper number of village 
signatures; 

— that the notice of election 
should have been made by the 
township and village (the sccre-
tary of state directed the township 
clei-k to conduct the election for 
both the village and township 
areas)! 

— that the entire population of 
the village shiiulil have been per-
niittcd Ic vole in the election. 
The real argument rests on the 

finai point. Bond claims that the 
annexation iaws are in conflict and 
that under the law which Novi incor-
porated ali residents — not just 
those in the area of the village to 
be annexed — may vote. 

Under the election rules set down 
by the secretary of state, only the 
residents of the city and village and 
township areas to be annexed were 
permitted to vote.

The operator, of the 10 Mile road 
dump, Gus McCreedy, was handed 
another deadiine Monday by the 
Novi viiiage councii. 

Council members decided to give 
McCreedy 10 days — or untii its 
next regular meetinc; on January 16 
— in which to fulfiil the obiigations 
he assumed when he was granted 
2 license on December 5, 

At the December meeting the 
councii voted 4-1 to grant hiin a 
conditicnal iicense and to give him 
CO days in which to bring his dump 
up to the standards of the village 
landfiii ordinance. 

The councii stipulated, however, 
that he secure a $10,000 performance 
bond and execute iicense papers. The 
bond had not been secured by Mon-
day, so technicaiiy-ttlfe 60-day con-
ditionai license is not yet in effect. 

Coundiman Dean Lenheiser, who 
has been particuiarly displeased 
with McCreedy's dump operation 
and his negotiations with the vil­
lage, brought the matter up Mon­
day. (He cast the only dissenting 
vote on the license matter last 
month). 

"I'm getting ready to make ano­
ther motion to close him," the coun-
ciiman warned before attacking his 
dump operation once again. "He 
probabiy will; have an excuse this 
time that the ground's too hard, 
and in the spring it'ii -be too wet..." 

In other business Moriday, the 
• louncil .passed a resolution estab-
iKhing the hours of the board of re­
view's annual sessions. The sessions 
uiil be held between the hours' of 
! a.m. to 5 p.m. on January 14 and 
between noon and 8 p.m. on January 
21. Both sessions, which wiii be con-
djcted in the councii chambers, are 
fir the purpose of reviewing the 
asessment roii of the viiiage with 
irdividuai property owners.

A public hearing will be conduct­
ed liere next week to determine 
whetlier or not property at the 
norliiwest corner of 10 Mile and 
Mealowbrook roads should be re-
zone! from an agricultural to 
residi-ntiai classification. 

The property involves a proposed 
lOO-arre subdivision to be called 
Meadiiwbrook Lake subdivision. It 
is being deveioped by the Suburban 
Development company of Detroit. 

According to a representative of 
the firm,.a total of 147 homes wiil 
be built on the subdivision iots, which 
average lOO'xlSO' and cost up to 
.$6,000 each with lake frontage. 

The homes reportedly will be of 
the $20,000-plus category. 

Work first started on the subdivl-
sion property three years ago. A 
control dam was constructed last 
year along with a 20-acre artificial 
lake, and construction of a model 
home is expected to begin yet this 
wintei". 

The lake itself will be part of the 
subdivision's recreational facility. It 
will be stocked with fish, and will be 
deep enough to accommodate swim­
mers. 

The hearing is scheduled for 8 
p.m. Monday in the council chamb-
ers.

T o H e a r T a l k T o n i g h t 
A talk entitled "What Makes Am­

erica Great?" will highlight tonight's 
meeting of the Novi board of com­
merce. The talk by the Rev. George 
Nevin, pastor of Novi Methodist 
church, will begin at 8 p.m. follow­
ing a membership dinner at the Novi 
community building. 

Nine pieces of equipinent from 
four fire departments battled a 
$50,000 fire at the Country Estate 
trailer court on Eight Mile road for 
five hours in near zero weather 
early Wednesday morning. 

South Lyon, Lyon and Salem 
townships and Northviile firemen 
answered the alarm at the batn 
used as a pumping station, laun­
dry room and recreation area at the 
trailer park. 

Owner Paul Clark said he noticed 
the fire about 1:30 a.m. when he 
made his nightly check in the laun 
dry room located in the baseInent 
of the old bam. 

He said he thought the fire start­
ed in the northeast corner of the 
buiiding where an oii furnace is lo­
cated. Cause of the fire has not yet 
been determined. 

Mr. and Mrs. Clark estimated the 
buiiding to be worth about $20,000. 
The contents they said were worth 
over $25,000. 

Heat from the flames which 
fltilcltiy spread through the entire 
frame buildinc was so intense 
that firemen first feared that a 
traiier near the bai'n would also 
be set ahiaze. Aluminum siding on 
the trailer was tvarpcd by the 
heat but there was no other dam-
age. Main concern of the Clark's 
and the trailer oivncr was the 
$15,000 pumo located in the barn 
which supplies the park with 
water. 
The new unit capable of handling 

about 1.000 gallons of water a day 
was installed about three years ago. 

Although the amount of damage 
to the pump was not immediately 
known, firemen suggested it could 
he repaired. In the meantime an 
auxiiiary well and pump will be 
used to supply water to the park. 
Because the pump was outside the 
building and placed underground it 
was beiieved the main damage 
would be to the wiring. 

"My husband came into the office 
about 1:30 and said tliere was a bad 
fire in the barn," Mrs. Clark re-
called, "and I just started calling 
fire departments.'' 

It seemed like hours before I 
heard their sirens, but actually it 
was only a matter of minutes be-
fore the South Lyon and Salem de-
partments were here." 

The Northviile department was 
summoned when'the other firemen 
arrived and saw the fire was al­
ready well out of control. 

The seven-week old Northviile 
Iniili truck was given major credit 
for bringing tiie rampaging blaze 
under controI and reducing the 
danger of the fire spreading to 
other areas. 
While making a run to refill its 

tanks in South Lyon the pump truck 
skidded on slippery pavement and 
was overturned, receiving slight 
damage, (See story on this page). 

Four new washing machines which 
had been delivered to the park 
Tuesday were salvaged from the 
inferno by residents at the pai-k. 
Three other machmes and a large 
commercial dryer which were in use 
could not be removed. A resident 
from the park said he saw the 
flames appai-ently .shortly after the 
fire started. By then, he said, the 
roof was already ablaze. After call­
ing the fire department which was 
already on the way to the scene, he 
helped remove the washers from 
the basement of the building. 

The Clark's theorized that the 
fire started in the northeast corner 
of the building on the main floor 
level.'The basement floors and walls 
are made of cement, the main floor, 
however, is made of wood. 

Working In the bitter cold (in 
about 10 degrees) the firemen 
sprayed water from four tankers 
and a well put in operation by 
Clark. 

No casualities were reported in 
the battle. One South Lyon fire-
man, hoivever, said he liad left 
home without putting on stock-
ings and thought his toes were 
frozen. 

Residents in the trailer court have 
used the buiiding as a community 
hall for social gathertogs. They re­
cently held a children's Christmas 
party in the recreation area on the 
main floor. 

In addition most of them relied 
on the laundry facilities located in 
the basement of the building. 

Although the Clark's have not 
made any plans it was suggested 
the basement could be reroofed and 
the laundry area replaced as soon as 
possible.

F i r e T r u c k 

O v e r t u r n s 
The seven .week old Northviile 

township -pumper truck, answering 
its fourth alarm, received slight 
damage while helping fight the fire 
at the Country Estate Trailer Park 
when it was overturned as firemen 
raced to South Lyon to refill its 
tanks. 

Driving toward South Lyon on Pon-
tiac trail, the truck overshot its 
turn Into the subdivision south of 
town. Skidding on the ice-spotted 
highway, the truck missed the road, 
turned end-for-end and rolled over 
in the ditch on the west side of the 
road. 

The rear wheels of the truck were 
hent. making it imoossible to drive 
the truck. It was towed to Northviile 
where it is now undergoing repairs. 

Two firemen were riding with 
Chief William McGee at the time. 
They were Stanley Smith and 
Charles Buttermore. None were in­
jured in the accident. 

South Lvon Patrolman Grant Dale 
said the firemen were crawling out 
of the cab when he arrived at the 
scene. 

The new pumner-type truck was 
given major credit for bringing the 
fire under control and preventing it 
from' spreading to nearby trailers In 
the court. 

The 1,000-gallon pumper was pur­
chased by the township early In 
November at a cost of $16,000.

Only one incumbeiit. Township 
Treasurer Ray Harrison declined to 
run for re-election. His decision not 
to run again came as a surprise to 
many of the township people who 
twice elected him to the post under 
the Republican banner. 

Two political newcomers, Duane 
Bell, 43485 Fonda, and Mrs. Willai-d 
Sprenger, 111 Austin di'ive, will seek 
the Republican nod for Harrison's 
post in the Febuary primary. 

Other political newcmers are 
Emery Jacques, 4092il Maiott drive, 
who wiil run agatast Incumbent 
Trustee Gordon Promo on the Re­
publican ticket, and Harvey Miiford, 
26203 Novi road, an unopposed Dem­
ocratic candidate for trustee. 

Two other non-incumbent can­
didates, both of whom are not now 
to the Novi political scene, are 
former justice of peace William 
MacDermaid, 44050 Stassen, who 
will battle IncuInbent JP Robert 
K. Anderson on the Republican 
ticket, and Herbert Koestcr, 42780 
Eight Mile road, an unsuccessfui 
candidate In several previous elec­
tions, who will be unopposed on 
the Oemccratic slate for the post 
of township supervisor. 

. Incumbent Supervisor Frazer Sta-
man, a Republican, also is unoppos­
ed in his bid for a place on the 
spring election ballot. Staman is 
seekirig his fifth consecutive term 
as supervisor. 

Incumbent Clark Bachert, a Re­
publican, is unopposed by both Re­
publicans and Democrats. Barring 
a winning write-in candidate next 
spring, Bachert wiil win re-election 
to his third term. He was appointed 
clerk in 1956. 

Other unonposed incumbents are 
the constables, Leon Dochot and 
Roger Curtis, and Kenneth Cook of 
the township board of review. 

Although a total of 13 persons filed 
petitions before the Friday deadiine, 
oniy six of them wiii be bidding for 
political nominaton in the primary 
election. All six are Republicans. 
They are again; Bell and Mrs. 
Sprenger for treasurer; Promo and 
Jacques for trustee; and Anderson 
and MacDermaid for justice of the 
peace. 

Assured of a place on the spring 
election ballot, regardless of the pri-
mary outcome, are: Staman, Bach-
ert, Dochot, Curtis and Cook, ail 
Republicans, and Koester and Mil-
ford, Democrats. 

Included on the primary ballot 
will be one proposition ivhich asks 
the people: Shall the electors of 
Novi elect two additional trustees 
to tiie township board? (If the 
proposal is voted in by Novi, the 
additional boord members wiii not 
be elected until 1!)63). 
About the challenging candidates: 

, Mrs. Sprenger is a housewife and 
mother of two children, 18 and 12. 
She once worked out of the Detroit 
tax office, and for the past four 
years has assisted the Novi town-
ship clerk with his duties here. 

Bell is married and has four child­
ren. He is a member of the board 
of recreation for. the community 
building, past commander of the 
Novi AMVETS, and a member of 
the Novi fire department. 

Jacques is married and has four 
children. Secretary - treasurer of 
the Novi Citizens' Development com­
mittee, he Is an- -attorney and is 
legal advisor to the Oakland county 
probate court. 

MacDermaid Is married and has 
three chlldreii. He served four years 
as justice of the peace before run­
ning unsuccessfully as township 
clerk two years ago. He is past trea­
surer of the Novi school hoard and 
is a member of the Novi fire de­
partment. 

Koester Is married and has two 
children. He has been an unsuccess­
ful candidate for justice of the peace 
three times, supervisor twice, vil­
lage chai-'ter commission and Oak­
land county sheriff. Currently, he is 
a director of the Novi Citizens' De­
velopment coInmlttee. 

Miiford is married and has three 
children, A real estate broker by 
trade, Miiford is a former science 
teacher at Denby high school. He 
holds a MA degree hi education from 
the University of Michigan. Active 
In scouting, he is a former assist­
ant scout commissioner in Detrot.

P r o b l e m s 

It may be winter, but the weeds 
under the Walled Lake ice aren't 
sleeping. 

And neither are the citizens who 
last summer were plagued by a 
web of weeds which stretched from 
one side of the lake to the other. 
At the urging of one Walled Lake 
property owner this week, the vil­
lage of Novi launched an investi­
gation to determine what can be 
done to combat the weeds. 

Donald Wiseman, a Soutiificld 
resident and a proper'.y owner 
along Walled Lake, requested the 
investigation and suggested that 
perhaps a ivced control program 
could be storied while ice is still 
on liie water. 
Wiseman's request prompted the 

councii to establish a three-member 
ccmmittee of lake area residents to 
work with a similar committee of 
the city of Waiied Lake m making 
an investigation. 

Tentatve anpointments include 
Roy Crites, Edwin Branch and Mrs. 
Santo Gargalino. Councilwoman Eu­
genie Choquet wiil work with the 
committee, and Village Coordinator 
Harold Ackley was designated to 
request a similar committee in 
Walled Lake. 

As envisioned by the viiiage coun­
cii, the two committees would inves­
tigate the problem jointly, come up 
with a recommendation, and then 
report back to their respective mu-
nicipai officials. The two municipal­
ities would then decide what course 
of joint action would be advisable. 

Actually, the two most important 
questions to face either the commit­
tees or the municipal officials arer 
How will a weed program be fi-
nanced and what guarantee of suc­
cess does a weed program promise? 

Although the council has taken no 
formal action on the matter, inform­
ally several of them have stated 
that it is not a village problem — 
but a problem of the lake area 
property owners. 

Councilman Dean Lenheiser ex­
pressed it tills tvay: "Vm sort of 
against appropriating village funds 
because many people in the vU-
Inge dn not benefit from it. In 
fact, tlicrc are more that don't 
benefit than do." 
On the other hand, Miss Choquet 

stated that a special assessment 
against lake-front property owners 
would not be entirely fair because 
the lake is used by many people not 
from the area. 

She added that there are ease:, 
ments at the eIids of all streets run­
ning mto the lake which the public 
can and does use as swimming and 
boathig beaches. 

It also was suggested that the 
township should be asked to share 
the cost of a weed program since 
It operates a park and beach along 
the lake. 

Last summer plans for a limited 
weed control program for Walled 
Lake were scrapped when efforts 
to raise the necessary money from 
lake area residents fel short of an 
$8,000 goal. The campaign was spon­
sored by the West Shore Community 
association. 

Altliough association officials de-
cilncd to state whether or not 
another campaign would be at-
tempted In liKl, they hinted that 
on attempt probably would tie 
made to get a special assessment 
Proposition put on cither a town-
ship or village election ballot. 
When the matter came before the 

council last year. Village Attorney , 
Howard Bond explahied that the vil-
lage could not legally use treasury 
funds because the project was not 
specifically provided for in the budg­
et and because there was no surplus 
in the general fund. 

The only method available through 
the viiiage, he indicated then, was 
through special assessments. 

Shortly after the failure of the 
weed control plan for Walled Lake,

Whiie the new year is still 
young and resolutions are still in 
order, local cooks might take 
stock of the meat varieties they 
use in menu planning and consid­
er serving more lamb to their 
families m '61. 

Lamb is easy to cook, asserts 
the American Lamb councii, and 
tastes best when these three rules 
are followed; (l) Cook according 
to the cut; (2) always use low 
temperature; (3) avoid overcook-
ing. 

Practically all lamb cuts are 
tender, notes the council, so they 
may be cooked by dry heat. Leg, 
shoulder, rib and loin are usually 
roasted. Chops from these cuts 
are broiled, pan-broiled or fried. 
Shanks, breasts, riblets, stew 
meat and neck slices should be 
cooked by moist heat by either 
braising or simmermg.

Last weel! liie state tax coiimiission issued a "stern waniiiig" 
to ail assessoi's of tiie state to "imiiiediateiy begin assessing pei'-
sonai property and real estate uniformly". 

Tn husinessinen in this area ivlih machinery^ equipment and 
invcnlorics sucii a ruling wlli ceriainiy bring ciiccrs of joy. 

Wiiiie we agree wiiolelieartediy witii tlie state tax commission 
statement tliat tliere sliould be uniformity in assessing, past per­
formances by tiiis body would not indicate that tiiis is tiieir belief, 
Soniewiiei'e in tlie statement it almost seems that the announcement 
should have contained an insert: "except in Wayne county". 

First of all, let's look at the tax assessments and see what uni. 
formity would mean. 

Real estate is presently assessed at between 40 and 46 percent 
of its value. 

In the case of inventories in Wayne county the assessmenThas 
been 75 percent. The assessor uses the depreciated value of machin-
ery and equipment for his assessment. 

Against these figures our city, schooi, township and county 
millage is applied. On top of this, county and state equalization 
boosts the assessments somewhat higher. 

Uniforiiiity wouid mean that pcrsoiial property aiid invcn-
tories wouid also be assessed iiic same as real estate at around 
45 percent — a nifty 30 percent reduction. 

It doesn't talte much imagination to see what wouid happen in 
the city of Detroit and many other heavily industrialized Wayne 
county communities if their revenues were suddenly cut. 

It wouid affect every governmental unit, particularly school 
districts already levying their inaximum millage to meet general 
operation expenses and bonded indebtedness for buiidings. 

In Northville, for example, pcrson.il property taxes repre­
sent about 20 percent of our tax revenues. For tiiis lo be reduced 
by 30 percent ivouid be far less damaging llian in communiiics 
whei-e personal property revenues totai CD or 70 percent of liie 
ioini. 

It has been generaiiy considered by Wayne county assessoi's 
that the state tax commission had tai<en a position, though not offi-
cialiy, that suggested "slow reduction" of the personai property 
assessments to the reai estate level. 

Once nearly flO percent, the personal property level in most 
Wayne county communities has been reduced slowly in recent 
years. This year it is expected to drop at ieast another five percent. 

This "go-easy" policy has been undertalten to avoid a budget 
calamity in local governments. 

But let's read another portion of the release issued last week 
by the state tax commission (referring to areas not now practichig 
uniformity in assessing) — 

"Presently, there remain only a few major isiands of re­
sistance in tile slate but these are creating great difficulty. 
Our commission is unanimous that immeili:itc action is neces-
sary and this is our final warnng to lissessors. The Commission 
recognizes that in sonic areas the mcciianics of liiis progoram 
cntalis numerous adjustments with varied ramifications, how­
ever, in spile of the apparent difficuitics a program of uniform­
ity must be recognized and that the Tax Commission will insist 
upon it in the future." 

Compare this with the experience of our neigiiboring commu­
nity of Plymoutii, which iias adopted the uniformity rule of assess­
ing. For two years Wayne county has "equalized" the Plymouth 
assessments up to the 75 percent level and although the city fathers 
of that community have appealed the action to the state tax com­
mission, their appeal has been denied. 

So,'unless the state's latest announcement reflects a new policy, 
we must assume that "uniformity" applies outside Wayne county.

Babson Park, Mass. — During the 
recent eiection campaign, the un­
employment problem was discussed 
at length by both politicai parties. 
Naturally, the interpretations given 
to the jobless situation wei'e pre­
sented in a light wliich would best 
suit the particular audience listen-
ing to each speech. Within the past 
few weeks, some projections of un­
employment trends seem to bear out 
fears expressed during the election 
campaign. Government officials pre­
dict that a sharp increase in jobless 
workei-s may lie ahead. 

Once a month, the Bureau of Lab-
or Statistics releases its estimate of 
employment and unpmploynient. 
This is based on a mid-month survey 
by the Census Bureau in which ap­
proximately 35,000 households ai'e 
interviewed in 330 selected regions 
thi-cughout the countiy. The groups 
of liouseholds interviewed are rotat­
ed so that a given household wiii be 
questioned for four successive 
months during a given year. 

The infoimation obtamed for the 
latest month is then compared witli 
the preceding month's estimate of 
unemployment to derive a measure 
of the change which has taken place, 
The next step is to inflate the cur-
rent data by the estimates of vari­
ous population groups — viz., by 
age, sex and color. After the results 
of each step are weighted, the two 
steps are then combined. 

Nnluraliy, sucii a smaii sample 
leaves much room for error when 
the data are inflated to slioiv an 
estimate of the total labor picture. 
Remember that only 35,000 house­
holds arc interviewed out of a to­
tal of neariy 50,000,000 famiiics in 
the country. 

Furthermore, tlie personal inter­
view metiiod has certain natural 
pitfalls. More often than not the 
housewife answers the questions. 
She may not have an exact knowl­
edge of the circumstance of each 
member of the iiousehold. Or the 
person questioned may be in a "bad 
mood" and tiius unwittingly give in­
accurate or incomplete answers. Lo-

' cal conditions and/or mass psychol-
'ogy could also contribute toward a 
distortion of answers given. 

Aside from these "human" fact­
ors, unemployment figures should be 
adjusted by readers to take into ac­
count other distortions. 

For example, workers wiio arc 
idled by stril<cs are inciudcd as 
uncmpioycd. These, of course, do 
not truiy reflect liie state of the 
economy's iieaiiii. In addition, 
workers wiio .-u-c teniporariiy laid 
off because of seasonal curtail­
ments in activity are counted as 
unemployed. I aiso question whe­
ther sick worlicrs, and houscivlves 
and students seeking "extra spend­
ing money," siiouid he inciudcd. 

I At the present time, the Govern­
ment estimates that over 4,000,000 
people are unemployed. Historicaiiy 
speaking, this is still not a very 
burdensome figure. Considering the 
growth in popuiation, tliis represents 
only a little over 5 percent of the 
labor hrce. 

Admittedly, tiiere are "pockets of 
unemployment" in various sections 
which should receive help. Taking 
the country as a whoie, however, 
the picture is more encouraging, es-
peciaiiy when it is related to periods 
of normai business rather than war 
and super-boom times. 

Readers of this column, therefore, 
should pay more attention to certain 
fundamental conditions which are 
threatening to make the unemploy­
ment problem worse than it now is. 

I fear tliat too many workers, 
whether Individually or through 
unions, are prlchig llicmsclvcs out 
of the market. This Is evident In 
the trend toward hicreased auto­
mation which, though ulUmately 
beneficial to labor, could In the 
mcanthnc make for greater unem­
ployment. 

If wage costs mcrease much more, 
I fear that American wiii lose the 
race for world markets, and that 
foreign imports wiii cut deeper into 
domestic markets. Both of these

conditions could contribute to job-
iessness. 

Areas where .yhnempioyment is 
high should seek, to create and at-
tract new opportunities. This can 
best be accomplished by. advertis-
ing local advantages, and, above 
all, by proving labor's willingness 
to work harder. Unless something is

OF ALL THE CHALLENGES fac­
ing Michigan people, the crisis in 
higher education could be the most 
vital. Consider these points; 

Most of the teachers for Michigan 
scliools are trained in Michigan

I The need for doctors is aiready 
pinching. It can easily become so 
great that exjstmg medical train­
ing facilities will fall short of handl­
ing enough first-year students by 
1070. 

Michigan business needs weil-
trained leaders. Most of them will 
be educated in coiieges and univer­
sities within the state.

Add to this the nation's critical 
overall need -for more highly train­
ed scientists and enguieers and the 
simple fact that better educated 
peopie are needed every day .to keep 
a complex society operating.' 

•'» • • 
There is obviousiy -ample reason 

for concern over higher education. 
The chaiienge faces all the people, 

not just the leaders of state gov-
ernment or educators. Not only do 
taxpayers finance a major part of 
the cost of higher education, they 

also must want to improve educa-
tional facilities before action will be 
taken. It is their attitude on higher 
education which will be reflected 
to the Legislature at the time de­
cisions are made. 

» » » 
One indication of expected growth 

in higher education came recentiy 
when Michigan State university 
President John A. Hannah address­
ed a group of newsmen and their 
wives on the East Lansing campus. 
After expiaining the piight of higher 
education in general, of which MSU 
is typical, he discussed specifics 
there. 

'Our enrollment is increasing 
faster than we.had expected. Though 
we are becoming more selective, 
Michigan State has an obligation to 
open its classrooms and laborator­
ies to the qualified youth of this 
state," Hannah said. 

He predicted enrollment at MSU 
wouid hit 30,000 by 19GC or 1967. 

* « * 
The number of students at the 

school has topped 20,000 for the past 
few years. Hannah noted, the m-
crease in students taking advanced 
study — working toward master's 

or doctoral degrees — as one of the 
more critical areat'. 

"Graduate enrollnit.it has doubl­
ed in the last few year,'," he said. 

Working fi-om projections hnsed 
on present enrollment trends, Han­
nah said the make-up of the MSU 
student bcdy when its numbers 
reach 30,000 would be about one-
third freshmen and sophomores, one 
third juniors and seniors, and one 
third graduate students.

Although the approach of winter 
usually means a decrease in police 
activity, the Novi poiice department 
bandied a record number of cases 
during tile month of November. 

According to the monthiy report 
submitted to the council by Chief 
Lee BeGole, ti'affic cases set a rec­
ord for November, with 161 actual 
traffic tickets issued — or 21 more 
tickets than were issued during the 
previous mbonth and 11!) more than 
were issued in the' November of 
1959. 

A total of 164 complaints, includ­
ing traffic violations, were handled 
by the department, the chief re­
ported. Of these, 139 were closed 
and 25 remain to be solved or check­
ed. 

The breakdown included: 15 seri­
ous crimes or felonies; 44 misde­
meanor crimes; 36 safety and traf­
fic complaints; 67 non-criminal com­
plaints; and two general accident 
cases. 

Other activity of the department 
included: 10 automobile assists; 169 
car investigations; 2,038 property in­
spections; 20 liquor inspections; and 
154 verbal warnings lo motorists; 

Court costs and fines for the montii 
totaled $1,839. 

The report also stated that the 
recentlŷ  established Youth Protec­
tive committee is functioning prop-
eriy, with severai local juvenile 
cases being successfully handled; 
that a gun bureau was established 
within the department; that attempts 
to secure a drivers iicense bureau 
are underway; and that a nuinber 
of traffic surveys on village roads 
have been completed.

Attorneys for Northville and 
Novi presented tlieir oral argu 
ments before the state supreme 
court Tuesday in a case brought 
by tlie village of Novi protesting 
the annexation of village property 
by the city of Northville.. 

The case' concerns 135 acres of 
village land and thel20-acre North-
ville Estates Novi township subdi-
vision annexed in a special election 
held iast spring. The properties ad-
join each other on the north side of 
West Eight Mile road between the 
Northville city limits and Be<A road. 

Action for annexation to North­
ville was started by the residents 
of Northville Estates. To gain phy 
sical connection to the city's bound­
aries it was necessary that the 135-
acre parcel dividing the subdivision 
from the city limits be included in 
the annexation move. Until the elec­
tion Northviiie's city limits extended 
westward along the north side of 
Bight Mile road to a point 1,000 feet 
west of Taft road. 

If the village is successful in 
its arguments before the supreme 
court and regains its lost acreage, 
Nortiivilie Estates subdivision 
ivould revert to township property 
fcr lack of connection to North-
vlllc's boundaries. 

Villa "B Attorney Howard Bond 
opened the arguments Tuesday and 
contended that provisions ot the 
village home rule act should have 
applied in the election, thereby re­
quiring all village residents to vote 
in the annexation election.

The viiiage council and planning 
commission, holding a joint public 
hearing, approved the rezoning of 
the proposed Meadowbrook Lake 
subdivision property from agricul­
tural to R-l-S Monday night. 

But proposed rezoning ot four pri-
vateiy-owned parceis adjoining the 
subdivision was postponed untii it 
could be definiteiy determined whe­
ther the property owners had been 
properly notified of the change. 

The subdivision property is iocat-
ed at the northwest corner of Ten 
Mile and Meadowbrook roads. Some 
1.50 lots are proposed for the 110-
acre site which includes a 20-acre 
artificiai lake. 

Following the first hearing, the 
planning commission opened a new 
hearing to review the subdivision 
pint as submitted by the owners of 
the parcei. Suburban Deveiopment 
company. 

Planners adjourned this hearing 
until January 30 after it was deter-
mined that some changes wouid be 
necessary and that more time would 
be needed to permit planners and 
consultants to study the revised 
plat. 

A representative of the deveiop­
ment firm urged the planners to 
indicate some preliminary approv­
al so that workmen could precede 
with the project. Re said that 
drilling would begin this week for 
water. 

Chairman V. A. Mikias said he 
saw no serious objections to ' the 
plat and Indicated that he would 
provide the developers with a letter 
of tentative' approval. - • • 

Pians call for the water system 
of the subdivision to be turned over 
to the village after it is completed 
along with the control dam on the 
lake. 

The developers have Indicated 
that a model will lie constructed 
a« soon as possible. 

Councilmen and planners declined 
to rezone abutting property to R-l-S 
after it was pointed out by Village 
President Joseph Crupi that this 
would not permit keeping of horses 
on the land. "While none of these 
property owners now keep horses, 
two have barns on their land and 
might wish to do so in the future," 
Crupi explained. 

It was indicated that the owners 
in question would be contacted 
again. Presumably, if there is an 
objection to R-l-S zoning, planners 
will permit this property to remain 
agricultural.

A subdivision plat calling for con-
struction of 115 homes was approved 
by the Wixom council Thursday 
night — with the stipulation that the 
developer meet several city require­
ments. 

Approved was a proposed subdivi-
sion of Lee Keating, called Palmer 
Lake Estates subdivision Number 1, 
located near Wixom and Loon Lake 
roads. An adjoming subdivision, al-
so to be developed by Keating, was 
approved earlier by Wixom officials. 

The subdivision wiil contain homes 
in the $18,000 to $20,000 class, Keat 
ing has stated. The three bedroom 
homes will be of brick construction, 
with varying architecture. 

Much of the land development, in­
cluding roads, already has been 
completed. Construction of the hous­
es is expected to get tmderway in 
the spring. 

Among other Wixom building proj­
ects which have been recently com­
pleted, are under construction, or 
are in the planning stages are: 

A new $48,000 city hall, which Is 
slated for completion later this 
month; a new $110,000 UAW union 
hall; a new Baptist church with a 
seating capacity of 350 persons; an 
addition to the Handling Equipment 
Manufacturing corporation; a $26,000 
medicai clinic; a $400,000 addition 
lo the Lincoln-Mercury plant, new 
railroad receiving docks on the 
plant property, and a $200,000 city 
road reconstruction program.

The city of Wixom is an expand­
ing metropolit.in area, serving indus-
triai and residential growth, bring­
ing forth concern relating to potential 
traffic ccnditions. During peak hours 
the existing streets that serve in­
dustry are already being used to 
near canncity, and to make these 
streets practicable for future traffic 
loads, acceieration of Wixom's five-
year street paving program becomes 
the most important decision for 
lOlil, together with the widening of 
US-16 Expressway exits leading to 
Wixom road, plus helping to exped­
ite State and Federal highway plan­
ning for the proposed "cloverleaf" 
to accomodate the estimated in­
crease in traffic, by state and local 
traffic engineers. 

Another question of major im­
portance to the city of Wisom, is 
the implementation of their master 
plan program. Although the plan 
was intended as a long range guide 
to deveiopment, recommendations 
wiii surely be introduced, as the 
plan proceeds, to carry out needed 

actir.ns that cannot be set aside 
until the overall plan is completed; 
thus affording an active planning 
program to guide the growth ot the 
city in a sound and practical man­
ner. The overall master plan is. In 
itself, not an end, but a beginning, 
ft is designed to serve as a guide 
to future development, to be modi­
fied or adjusted to meet changing 
conditions. 

The iast, but not least, important 
decisirn facing the citv cf Wixom 
concerns the use of public relations 
as a tool for executive management, 
tci acquaint local citizenry with the 
city's aspect. During 1900, munici-
ral officials, for the most part, ac-
kno'i'iedied the importance of nnblic 
relations and their responsibility to 
develop an informed citizenry. While 
the annual report is still the main 

t̂ay as a reporting vehicle among 
municinalities, success, in the long 
run, is based on providing the F"b-
lic with information in a manner 
that will win the public's respect. 
The committee on industrial rela­
tions develops the recommendation 
to or<ranize a iocal chamber of com­
merce, under state charter, for a 
sounding board of public Interest 
on specific local problems. 

The city's soiutions to these prob 
lems, reveal a ready willingness to 
meet the challenges of a highly ur-
banized 'metropolitan c u l t u r e , 
through sound administration, in a 
setting of cooperative and enlighten-
ed action,

Most of the rather important de-
cisions for 1961 will be related to 
day-to-day problems and will be re-
solved on the basis of a fiscal budg-
et or circumstances peculiar to the 
problem.

derly growth of any community. 
Yet, the first two, in particular, 
will see the drawing of battle lines 
because the status quo of many will 
be affected. This Is historical and

nothing less can be expected in 
Novi, Unfortunately, wish as we 
will, progress will take its toli. 

Since these matters are not a 
question of yes or no but rather 
when and how, it is hoped that each 
person will participate individuaiiy, 
through his neighborhood association 
or through the Novi Citizens' De­
velopment committee. The latter 
group is open to all.

Locally, the biggest problem fac­
ing Novi residents and its officials 
is the matter of sewers. Sewers, in 
mv opinion, are the keys to the sue-
cess of this community. Without 
them we wiii have little ind:istria] 
or residential expansion; with them 
developmeiit is assured. 

This year we will have to decide 
whether we want to go ahead with a 
sewer program. 

Cnrrentiv a .survey is being made 
by the Oakland County Department 
of Public Works — and since the 
sewer question is a big problem, it 
is easier soived with a few good 
thinkers now than with two or three 
times as many people in years to 
come. 

As I look back at the projects of 
somevof our neighboring townships 
I call see many mistaltes that they 
have made concerning sewers, and 
it seems to me that we should profit 
by those • mistakes. Specifically, 
these townships have learned the 
hard way that spotty sewer develop­
ment, particularly in subdivisions, 
is no substitute for good, sound pro­
graming - - the' kind the county 
is now undertaking. 

People of Novi also are vitally 
affected by the decisions which will 
face both the state and the nation 
in this new year. 

Goods are plentiful with costs stiil 
ffoing up; profits are being slashed; 
industry is not expanding as It did 
a few years ago; foreign markets 
are caught up because our costs 
are too high; inventories , in our 
salesrooms are bigger today than 
ever before; and unemployment and 
welfare are growing headaches on 
the state and county level. 

All these matters offer decisions 
that the nation, state and citizens of 
this community must face in 1961. 

In conclusion, at least one thing 
can be said for the new year: even 
if you look at it upside down it 
will be 1961,

Wixom city officials tin's week 
revealed they had turned down a 
proposal by the st.-ite that .i 76-
acre parcel of city property be 
"given" to Novi for a township 
park. 

The property, which is owned 
by the state, is located on the 
north side of the U-S16 express-
way between Beck and Wixom 
roads. 

According to Mayor Donald 
Brooks ihc siaie approached the 
city tiro ivccks ago ivlth its sug-
gcstlou tliat Wixom relinquish Us 
jurisdiction so that liie property 
couid be made part of the toivn-
siilp of Novl for use as a park. 
Presumably, the stale conservation 
department ivould purchase the 
property from the state iilghway 
department with money realized 
from the will of the late Mrs. 
Mary McGuirc Power ot Novi. 

Brooks said that his assistant, 
John Finlayson, went to Lansing 
Tuesday to tell the state that Wixom 
"didn't want any part of the plan." 
Such a proposal. Brooks said, -means 
"a big legal headache for the city." 

Early last month Novi officials 
were informed that the state was 
willuig to purchase Novi property 
for park purposes. Previously, the 
state had said it would either pur­
chase property in Novi or adjacent 
to it. Property near Kensington park 
was reportedly under consideration. 

This latest proposal with Wixom 
apparently substantiates the state's 
wiiiingness to establish the park 
within the boundaries of Novi. 

The property ta Wixom considered 
for purchase was obtauied by the 
state highway department when the 
expressway waŝ  constriIcted .It is 
"landlocked", bounded on the south 
by the expressway and on the other 
three boundaries by private land 
owners.

A tough legislative fight spear-
headed by the Citizens' Develop-
ment committee and former State 
Representative S. James Clarkson 
led to a statute requiring the state 
to use the money for purchase of 
park property in or near Novi. 

Because the state conservation de­
partment leaned toward establUh-
ing the park somewhere oiItside of 
Novi, presumably near Kensmgton, 
village officials continued to press 
for a park inside the-Novi boundary. 
Department officials finally agreed 
to this request. 

Novi village planning board mem­
bers are to meet with Emery Jac-
ques and one or two other members 
of the citizens committee later this 
month to air legal aspects concern­
ing the proposed park. 

Among the legal problems to be 
discussed are: 

— The money can be used only 
for the purciiase of Novi park 
Property, not for its development 
or maintenance) 

— The park will not be operated 
by the state, but wlU be deeded 
to the township; 

— If the property Is located In 
Novi, whlcli braneii of local gov-
ernment township or village 
will have jurisdiction and which 
tvili maintain ll?
