Even with an estimated $120
million in additional revenue com-
ing in from penny hikes in the sales
and use taxes, income and expendi-
tures are expected to he uncom-
forlably near the same size during
the 1961-62 {iscal year which starts
next July L
Money problems for the State of
Michigan are not unlike those faced
by the average homeowner.
