Another project that will lend the buzz of activity to North­

viiie tins spring could be the Baseline road apartments. Plans 
for this project are most impressive and seem likely to mater-
iaiize this year.

It's 
planned on a five-acre site just in the city limits across from 
the intersection of tiie new cut-off and Taft road.

It's just a state of mind, but one that wiil do wonders to­
ward combating that other condition that has accompanied us 
throughout the winter and the one that politicians are so busy 
trying to do something about.

Tax reforms proposed by 
Gov. John B. Swainson have 
already accomplished their pur­
pose: To fuUiil a campaign 
promise without starting a po­
litical fight. 

Democrats contend the plan 
has "something for everybody." 

The plan imposes a tliree 
per cent corporate and person 
al income tax, wipes out or re­
duces tiic most inequitable tax-
es on business and exempts 
food and drugs from the sales 
tax. 

It gains no extra revenue for 
the state treasury, but offsets 
$418 miilion in new taxes with 
$418 million in tax reUef. 

Perhaps it should make 
everyone happy, but oppon-
enis find two flaws: The plan 
cannot become law and it 
fails to solve Michigan's prob­
lems. 
Democrats say the tax relief 

wi l l create prosperity and the 
existing taxes wiil consequently 
grow into a flood ot new doUars. 
A main ingredient of the plan 
is optimism. 

But RcpubUcans in the State 
Senate wiil reject anything 
Willi an imcome tax label. They 
proved that in 1959 and again 
wiien voters approved the one-
cent sales tax increase In 1960 

Liberals and pseudo-liber­
als like the Swainson plan 
because it is something 
fresh. Ai l other tax ideas 
have threatened to pinch the 
family pocketbook. 
This one affects only those 

making more than $7,000 
year if they have a family and 
it's hard to feel sorry for 
someone who has a job when 
320,000 Michigan workers are 
idle. 

Swainson had to come up 
with the plan. 

During his campaign for the 
executive office, he promised 

fiscal reform," while his op-
onent, Paul D. Bagwell, backed 
the sales tax on the Nov. 8 
ballot. Swamson opposed it 

Swainson won and prompt­
ly endorsed the sales tax, 
which also won, beeause 
"the people have spoken." 

The resultant reform plan is 
close to Bagwell's own ideas 

Democrats around the state 
are caUing meetings to explain 
Swainson's ideas. 

It wUl take nine legislative 
bills to enact the plan into law, 
requiring at least 18 votes in 
tlie Senate where Republicans 
hold a 22 to 12 majority and 
56 in the House where RepubU 
cans hold a 56 to 54 edge. 

Many, weary of financial 
crises in Lansing and tlIe threat 
of new taxes, are happy with 
the thought that the problem is 
solved without costing them 
more, but time wiU teU if their 
hopes are soundly based 

Voters went to the poUs to 
approve that extra penny of 
the sales tax to raise an esti­
mated $120 miUion a year more 
for the state treasury. This too 
will fall short of solving the 
problems. 

The $120 miUion will be piled 
on lop of the $50 million In 
"nuisance taxes" due to expire 
June 30. If tlioy do expire, it 
will be tho first lime in the 
memory of man tiiat temporary 
taxes have not become per­
manent. And if they do expire, 
it wlU leave tiie treasury only 
$70 miUion ahead. 

This is indeed a modest 
gain in the light of the needs 
of state agencies, particular­
ly the universities and col-
leges. New buildings have 
been under a moratorium for 
three years 
The best bet around the capl 

tol is that, if the nuisance taxes 
expire and if no new taxes are 
enacted, the next "crucial" 
crisis wUl arrive about the 
time Gov. Swainson's first term 
expires. 

But the Governor's promise 
has now been lulfiUed. 
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Babson Park, Mass., Every 
time it rains, anywhere, the 
water washes out much of the 
soil's goodness.

With the addition of nitrogen 
and potash this mixture is sold 
as "fertiUzer." 

OriginaUy this fertilizer was 
sold only for use on the old 
farms and plantations of our 
13 original states. For years 
the lands of the Midwest con­
tinued to have enough "good 
ness" to raise crops without 
fertilizers; but now the demand 
for this Florida ferliUzer is 
graduaUy extending westward 
toward the Rocky Mountains. 

It has been found that this 
phosphate is essential not only 
to crops, plants and livestock, 
but also to men and women. A 
man weighing 150 pounds must 
Iiave within him IVi pounds of

He has given Michigan a tax 
reform program and, if it is 
not written into law, wiU have 
a powerful argument when the 
1962 campaign is launched. 

Remember this historical 
note: Gov. G. Mennen Wil­
liams came to Lansing in 1949 
advocating a corporation pro­
fits tax, an idea Republicans 
successfully resisted for 12 
years.

departure would have been 
much sooner.

phosphate mines have no cavi-
ties in their teeth. Furthermore, 
tile fluorine which great cities 
are now adding to their drink-
ing water comes from Florida 
piiosphate. 

Today phosphate is in de-
mand not only for fertUizer; 
but also as additives for over 
100 different foods. Baking pow­
der, prepared flour, table salt, 
water softeners — and even 
tooth paste and the head of the 
common match. 

Industrially, phosphate finds 
its way into many diversified 
industries ... in the making 
of aluminum, steel, ond tex-
tiles; as an additive for gaso-
line and motor oils; also in 
the manufacture of photo-
graphic film and thousands of 
other products.

Among the otiier eight arc 
the Virginia-CaroUna Chemical, 
tlie American Cyanamid, and 
the Davison plants now operat­
ed by W. R. Grace & Co., as 
weU as the large packers such 
as Swift, Armour, and otiiers. 

Not only is phosphate essen­
tial to life of all kinds; but it 

iS the basis of a growing busi-
ness. An increased demand for 
fertiUzer should continue al­
most forever. The Florida sup­
ply should last eighty years.

Cab Co., on the grounds that 
there is no immediate need for 
another cab service in Novi. 

Two other factors which also 
figured In the councU's action 
was the matter of setting a 
precedent for other neighboring 
cab companies to apply for 
licenses in Novi and the mat 
ter of reciprocity wiUI these 
communities. 

The CouncU, considering the 
precedent that would be set, 
said that eventuaUy with too 
much cab service, there might 
be no service at aU. The roU 
caU vote was three in favor of 
the denial and one abstention, 
that of Councilwoman Eugenie 
Choquet. Councilman Walter 
Tuck was excused. 

The Novi Cab company has 
three cars, operating on a 24-
hour basis. The drivers, in ad 
dition to Verhaag, are his wife 
and RusseU Taylor. Verhaag 
said he has $300,000 insurance 
to protect his customers. There 
is one car at aU times in Novi 
while the other two may be tak-
ing care of longer fares, he 
said. 

Concerning policy, Verhaag 
was questioned by Council-
women Choquet if it was not 
true that he would pick up 
additional fares If they were 
on the route "ef the ariginel 
fare. 
Verhaag said that only with 

the permission of the original 
fare did he do this. 

"The cab is his (the original 
fare's)," Verhaag said. "He 
can do with it whatever he 
wants. We just drive. But if he 
wants me to have the extra 
money for the extra fares, then 
l pick up -9thers along the 
way."

Listeniilg to John Richter talk 
is like getting an education. 

Before you can get away, he'll 
relate yarns about Nov i of yester­
year wlien Grand River . was 
nothing more than a cow path, 
about his annual coon hunting 
expeditions in the fallj about his 
trade which is_ repairing farm 
machiiiery, air-cooled engines 
("That's my specialty',') and 
lawn mowers. 

And he'U teU you aU these 
things and more while taking 
you around his home and gar-

His memory is sharp. It has 

to be. He depends upon it for 
his livelihood. He likes to teU 
you about the time a neighbor 
brought over his lawn mower, 
complaining that it wanted to 
run away aU the time.

The trouble was simple — 
a tiny piece of stick had stuck 
in the throttle and bent a wire, 
causing the machine to want to 
"run away."

Safety patrol officers from 
Amerman and Main street ele 
mentaries, OLV and the Luth 
eran schools were on hand to 
receive pennants for their re­
spective schools.

Each elementary sc-hool ._ 
supplied a green pennant. It 
can earn the right to fly the 
pennant below the American 
flag by going 36 calendar days 
without an accident to any of 
its pupils. 

Threughput the school 
year, the school flies the 
green pennant each day, but 
it is Iewered and hung iriside 
the school whenever the 
school principal .Is notified of 
a chargeable traffic accident 
by the local police depart 
ment. 

Chargeability Is determined 
by the-poiice, but vehicle-pas 
scngers and injuries of any 
kind on private property are 
not counted. 

"The idea of the program is 
to teach the child and the par­
ent to be safety minded," Chief 
King explained. He believes 
that each school youngster will 
take pride in the fact that the 
green pennant flies over his 
school. When the flag is re-
moved — frofn his or another, 
school — tho pupil is reminded 
tiiat accidents can and do hap 
pen. 

Any school having an acci 
dent-free school year (Septem 
ber through June) is awarded 
•'Perfect Safety Record" ban 
ner. 

When an accident occurs 
the principal of the school 
causes the green pennant to 
be withheld from the school 
flagstaff for 30 calendar days 
from the time tho accident 
occurred. At the end of this 
period, if no additional acci­
dents are reported, the pen 
nant is flown again.

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Pians for a second teaching 
career began as a result of cir­
cumstances and the remark of 
a schooi principal that "We 
sure could use you around 
here." Mrs. McDonough taught 
second grade at Novi school 
for two years and then moved 
to fifth at Orchard Kills when 
the new school was built. 

In retrospect, she finds many 
more teaching aids available 
today compared with former 
years. 

Her fifth grade science pro­
gram has been enriched by 
television's educational channel 

56. One of the channel's Inost 
recent units was on air and 
space travel. Among the many 
demonstrations performed, two 
informative and effective ones 
were "What makes a propeller 
piano fly?" and "What propels 
a jet plane?" Mrs. McDonough 
directed her students in re­
search about planes. Many mod­
els and pictures were brought 
to school and shared. Airplane 
stories were read. Personal ex­
periences of riding in planes 
or making visits to the airport 
were expressed in oral and 
written work. Mrs. McDonough 
said the TV programs have in­
terested the children in inde­
pendent research and experi­
mentation. 

Another advantage of supple­
mentary TV instruction, in Mrs 
McDonough's opinion, is that 
many of the experiments per­
formed by the program instruc­
tor would be impossible to pre­
sent in the classroom because 
of the equipment needed, 
feel television couid be one of 
our most helpful visual aids. 
Preceded or followd by class-
room instruction, it brings „ 
richer, more interesting, more 
variable type of instruction to 
the children," says Mrs. Mc-
Donough. 

"Nevertheless, reading, writ­
ing and arithmetic stiil held 
their Iead in importance. Pho­
netic reading, especiaiiy, is an 
important study skill since it 
gives the child a tool to heip 
himself anaiyze words," she 
added.

Recently a married man 
with a fair sized family told 
me of his loneliness. The 
marriage was not working 
perfectly, it must be admit­
ted. The fact of the matter 
is there are many marriages 
loss than perfect and many 
lonely husbands and wives. 

Loneliness is a universal 
experience. You may find a 
happily married woman sur-
rounded with loving, devot­
ed persons and yet with all 
the love she gives and re­
ceives this woman is still 
lonely at times. Is there 
something wrong with her? 
Very likely not. 

Our Divine Savior, Jesus 
Himself, must have been 
lonely many times during 

His life on earth. His beloved 
Apostles, not to mention His 
enemies, failed to under­
stand His love for them He 
taught the twelve the sub-
limest of truths; yet they 
argued who was the greatest 
among them, lfe told them 
that thc Son of Man had to 
suffer and die; they did not 
seem to understand Him, 
But it was in the Garden of 
Gethsemani that His loneli­
ness was most pronounced. 
At no other moment of His 
life did He look so truly 
human as in the Garden. At 
'this moment lie sought the 
company of His three belov­
ed friends. Perhaps he ex­
pected only a word of sym­
pathy or affection in that 

hour of loneliness. 
On Calvary's Cross Jesus 

felt the complete desolation, 
the total abandonment not 
only of men but also of God 
the Father. From His divine 
lips escaped the words " M y 
God, my God, why hast thou 
forsaken me?" 

If the God-man Himself 
suffered from intense loneli­
ness, what ought we sinful 
humans to expect? We must 
recognize that all of us at 
times get lonely. We must 
be convinced also of the 
words of St. Augustine 
"Thou hast made us for Thy­
self, 0 Lord, and our hearts 
will not rest until they rest 
in Tiiee."

Mrs. Noble, a native of De­
troit, had never traveled more 
than 90 miles from her liome 
until about three years ago 
when she and her husband went 
to Vancouver, British Colum 
bia. 

It can now be reported that 
this vacation was a mistake 
— but a happy mistake as 
far as the Noble cIan Is con-
corned. 

On March 20, they will depart 

tired last week. 

It wasn't his idea, strangely 
enough, to leave friends and 
famiiy ties in Novi. The finger 
of blame falls on his two daugh 
ters who, putting it quite sim-
ply, were enthralled with Scot-
land and wanted to remain with 
Noble's sister, Margaret, who 
lives about ten miles from 
Aberdeenshire. 

The girls' Aunt Margaret 
welcomed them and offered 
to keep the girls at least 
through the remainder of 
their education. 

Catherine was so determined 
that she took an examination, 
passed it, and will enter a nurs­
ing school in Aberdeen when 
she reaches Scotland, She is a 
junior now at Northville High. 

The attraction for Ellen, an 
eigiith grader at Novi Schooi, 
was the scenic beauty and a 
bicycle which the Nobles 
bought and were going to bring 
back to Novi. 

As it turned out, the bike 
was ieft behind and when Eiicn 
gets to lier new land, she'll 
face 50 miles of pedaling from 

American shores for their newi where the bike is now to her 
home in Aberdeenshire, Scot- new home. She is looking for 
land, for what Mrs. Noble calls,ward to it. 
a "five year sabattical." The girls' enthusiasm start­

ed Mrs. Noble thinking: 
"Couldn't we live in Scotland 
for five years until at least 
the girls are through with 
their education?" 

Mr. Noble could see no rea 
son why not. So it was settled. 
Their attention turned then to 
finding a home and this tiiey 
did before one even reached 
the want ad section of the local 
newspaper. On a tour, they had 
Seen this lovely granite home 
for sale and it remained in 
their memories. 

They all went back to see it, 
Mr, and Mrs. Noble were up 
far into the wee hours of the 
morning discussing the liouse. 

It had 12 rooms and three-
and-a-half baths. There was a 
fireplace in each room. The 
kitchen was as modern as couid 
be. Electricity in Scotland is 
dirt cheap compared to Ameri­
can rates. 

Located on an acre of land, 
tiie property, like most in Scot-
land, is enclosed by a ten foot 
stone wall on three sides and 
probably a five foot wall in 
front. There are two garages, a 
workship and an clectrically-
licated grccnliouse where Mr, 
Noble will be spending a great 
deal of time as his wife's gar­
dener. 

The community of Abcr-

deenshire — around 50 miles 
from where Noble was born 
and reared — Is smaller 
than Novi. It has a popula-
tion of 1,300, three churches, 
three banks and 36 business­
es. 

It is in a tourist area, noted 
for its salmon fishing and 
grouse hunting. The Queen of 
England's summer palace is 
but a few miles away. Aber­
deenshire in the summer is 
crowded and the people re­
spond by converting their 
homes into "bed and break 
fast" homes, wliich seems a 
more appropriate name than 

"tourist" liomes. 
And so the Nobles will do the 

same with their new home It's 
a matter of custom and the tra 
ditional generosity of the Scot 
tish people that they do this 
and not as a moneymaking 
venture. 

WilI it be hard to leave 
Novi? Of course. Noble spent 
37 years in America, mostly 
in Detroit working in the 
auto factories and In a couple 
of appliance shops. 
He married Mrs. Noble in 

1941 and they moved to a farm 
home where the present Wix­
om Lincoln plant is in 1947. 

Noblo commuted back and forth 
to his job in Detroit until lie 
grew tired of all the driving. So 
he joined tiie Novi Police force 
and was still -doing plenty of 
driving. But this lie found more 
enjoyable than bucking rush 
liour traffic on Detroit byways. 

Mrs. Noble has been most 
active in Novi civic affairs. 
She helped persuade reluctant 
farmers to sell their properties 
to clear tlie way for the Lincoln 
plant, served as secretary of 
the Citizens Development Com. 
mittee when it formed in 1959, 
helped form the first blood 
bank and was instrumental in 
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getting a successful petition 
around calling for the drawing 
up of a master plan for Novi. 

But a challenge came along 
and they accepted it with 
open arms. This Is some 
thing, they feel, that many 
people are secretly fearful to 
do. 

This was a studied move on 
their part, nothing that they 
rushed into blindly. And the to 
tal of their experiences during 
the two , month vacation last 
summer led them to this de 
cision. They would've told any 
one last June as they were 
leaving that come March 20, 
they would still be firmly root­
ed at 42520 Grand River 

But the prospect of shady 
walks, relaxed gracious living, 
and tea breaks every after 
noon at two o'clock was irre-
sistable. 

Summing it all up, the Nobles 
came, they saw, they were con-
quered.

Tiie next step in tiie procedure for cailing a constitutional 
convention comes up for voter consideration on April 3. It's 
proposal I on tiie ballot. 

If it is defeated, a con con wiii not be automatically on the 
ballot for another IG years. 

If the "yes" votes prevail, then Michigan wiii be on its 
way toward re-writing a constitution drafted in 1900 and since 
amended 09 times. 

Last November's vote put the caii for a convention on the 
spring ballot, altered the delegate selection to a convention 
and changed the majority requirement for passage of a con 
con proposai. 

Based en last November's results and tlie growing list 
of organizations backing the proposal. Its chances ef passing 
appear excellent. 

In addition to endorsement by both poiiticai parties, the 
Coordinating Committee for Constitutional Convention inciudes 
among its lO member organizations: Citizens for Michigan, 
Michigan AFL-CIO, Michigan Education Association, Michigan 
Municipal League and the UAW. 

Tiiere will be opposition, however, by those who fear that 
change may somehow wealten their particular interests. 

There are always those who resist change, but the success 
of drafting a new constitution rests with the peopie and the 
deiegates they send to the convention. It is a tasic above parti-
san poiitics and caiis for the sltilis of peopie who recognize that 
the needs of the whole state must come first. 

Delegates to a constitutional convention would be chosen 
on the basis of one for each senator and representative to 
which a district is entitled. This totals 144. 

If the convention is approved, nominating petitions for 
deiegates must be fiied by June G; primaries wIil be heid 
Juiy 25 and the final eiccllon of delegates wiii be conduct-
cd on Scpiember 12. 

Under this procedure Wayne county wouid have 45 deie-
gates. Adding the most populous counties together (Wayne, 45; 
Genesee, 5; Oakland, 7; Macomb, 4; and Kent, 7) gives a total 
of C8 — stiil iess than a majority at 47 percent. 

Michigan needs a new constitution, perhaps for more rea­
sons than simply inodernizing an ancient, patched-up document. 

Continuing with our present constitution could discourage 
capabie administrators and tlierefore limit the field of candi-
dates interested in serving the state as chief executive.

Michigan voters every other 
spring get a chance to take a 
liand in the future of their sons 
and daughters. 

All too many of them don't 
even realize what Is at stake. 

In the biennial spring elec­
tion, coming up April 3 this 
year, two members of the 
Board of Regents of the Uni­
versity of Michigan; two mem­
bers of tiie Board of Trustees 
of Michigan State University; 
two members of the Board of 
Governors of Wayne State Uni 
vorsity, and a Iriember of the 
Stale Board of Education, which 
supervises other iiigher educa­
tion institutions, will be elected. 

Other positions will be filled 
Aprii 3 also. 

Statewide, two justices of the 
Supreme Court wiii be chosen, 
and a RIghway Commissioner 
and Superintendent of Public 
Instruction will be elected. Ma­
ny offices in local government 
units arc to be contested in the 
spring election.

Babson Park, Mass, It has 
long been thought by scientists 
that tlie sun should some day 
give us free power Unfortu 
nately, the clouds and storms 
have prevented this, Further­
more, nations in different lati 
tudes would get different 
amounts of sun power, and all 
latitudes would get varying 
power according to the time of 
year. 

I again call readers' atten­
tion to the work which the Grav­
ity Researcii Foundation of 
New Boston, N.II., is doing in 
fundamontai piiysics. By giving 
grants to colleges the Founda 
tion hopes to interest students 
in harnessing gravity to supply 
free power anywhere in small 
units. But first it must discov­
er a partial insulator, or ab­
sorber, of gravity. 

The Foundation now has 
the world's best files on grav 
ity end is giving $1000 annual 
awards for the best original 
essays upon the subject. 
These essays average over 
eighty a year and come from 
the United States, Great Brit-
tain, France, Germany, and 
other countries. 
While the Defense Depart 

ments of the United States 
Russia, Great Britain, and oth-
er countries have been spend­
ing billions on missiles, the 
American Telephone and Tele­
graph Company has been mak­
ing some very important ex 
periments. By the use of micro 
waves and other processes they 
have succeeded in sending sig-
nals through space hundreds of 
miles above the earth — with 
power waves "bounced" from 
one orbiting object, or man 
made satcliitc, to another. 

These experiments have 
aroused in me a great interest 
in "space travel". I am not 
interested in having men go to 
the moon or having the mil l 
tary attack any enemy from 
hundred or more miles up in 
the air. I, however, am greatly 
interested in the work of .the 
Telephone company. • This will 
first be used in sending mess 
ages and television waves, 
earnestly watch the newspa 
pers each day for such "Space 
News''. 

The next step will be to cap 
ture and harness the electric 

waves which are coming to­
ward us every hour of every 
day. They cannot be shut off 
by clouds or storms; they faU 
upon all nations equally.

Not a cent of truck 
tax supports your schools. Their 
taxes go toward the roads, 
which they break up with their 
heavy rigs - - notliing else. 

Mrs. Moorman's letter is part 
of a Teamster pressure cam 
paign to abbrogate the "right 
to compete" — finally given to 
the railroads after decades of 
unfair, too-low truck rates which 
allowed the truckers to take 
business from the railroads. 

Now that the truckers have a 
taste of the medicine forced 
down railroad throats for thir­
ty yea^-s, they don't like it.

A n apparently deadlocked Wixom city council moved last 
Thursday night to continue police and fire department opera 

tions on a status quo basis ' ^ ^ 
for the time being. 

Two "executive sessions 
have produced nothing definite 
on the proposed ordinance num 
ber 47, the Department of Pub­
lic Safety ordinance. 

The crux of the problem 
the integration of the two de 
partments into a single depart­
ment with a public safety d i 
rector. 

The firemen are against 
the Integration, police 
for. The split in the council, 
according to Mayor Donald 
Brooks, is over the "word-
ing" of the ordinance regard 
ing the investment of powers 
and authorities to both de 
partments. 
Brooks said that Attorney 

David Utley thought the word­
ing was "contrary to tiie die 
tales of the charter itself.'' 

The council's difficulty with 
the ordinance — similar to one 
that many area communities 
have, including Novi, Oak Park 
and Farmington — is that " i f 
so green lo us and we don't 
know much about i t ," Brooks 
said. 

The mayor said that the pre­
sent system would be continued 
on a "tr ial basis" and if it 
doesn't work out, then the ordi­
nance probably would be adopt 
ed. 

The fear behind the present 
voluntary basis in the fire de 
partment is its small number, 
some officials said. There are 
13 volunteers. Bob Potter, of 
3027 Potter Road, is Fire chief. 
He resigned his position re­
cently as a lieutenant on the 
Commerce Township depart­
ment. 

With the integration, there 
would be policemen helping 
fight the fires.

The ques­
tion was raised in subsequent 
discussions if the sum was 
originally made to have the fire 
chief recorded technically as a 
city employee and thus eligible 
for insurance coverage. Attor­
ney David Utley was directed 
lo study the matter. 

Contacted by The News, Stad 
nik said the dollar was a tech­
nicality to provide the volunteer 
police and firemen with insur-
ance coverage. 

The linayor reported that 
the state Insurance agent rec-' 
ommended seven fire extin-
gulshers for city hall while 
on an Inspection tour to fix 
rates for Insurance protec-
tion. There Is one extinguish-
er presently In the building, 
Potter said that two firms he 

consulted are asking for $235 
and $222. The council resolved 
that $250 be transferred from 
the fire department fund lo the 
office equipment fund for the 
purchase of the extinguishers.

Maybury Sanitarium on West 
Seven Mile road reached 
milestone last Thursday, but 
they wish they hadn't. 

A l about noon, a 10-monlh-
old child was admitted as the 
25,006th patient since the sani 
tarium's opening in December, 
1921. Her name is Georgiana 
and she's cute as a button. 

But Georgiana wasn't alone 
in her affliction. She was ad 
milled along Willi six sisters 
and a brother — all down 
with tuberculosis. One sister 
was a bit luckier than the oth-
ers. She wil l be treated in the 
out-patient clinic, and will be 
under-the care of her mother. 

She'd have the comfort of her 
father, too, except for onelhing 

he has TB and is presently 
in Heriiian ICiefer hospital in 
Detroit. Having undergone tests 
since November, the 32-year-
old husband and father was 
admllted on February 7. 

A tragic case? Certainly, 
but one that l s not uncom­
mon to Dr. W. Leonard (He-
ward, medical superjnten-
dent, and his hard-working, 
dedicated staff. 
In 1960, four, families with 

four children were admitted, 
two families with six, ten fam­
ilies with three,- and 20 fami­
lies with two. Of' the neariy 
700 patients cared for at May 
bury, about 135 — capacity — 
are children. And this is what 
gripes Dr. Howard more than 
anything else. 

The reason there is TB in 
a child is because someone is 
infecting them,' he pointed out. 

A n d they are infected at home 
and not in the communily. 

'The average age o£ the 

child admitted last year was 
four years. Nearly 85 percent 
of the lime, we found the 
source and 70 percent of these 
sources are in the home. 

"If we can control TB In 
the child, we will be able to 
wipe It out," Dr. Howard 
said. 
To this end, the wiping out 

of TB in children, the Michi­
gan Tuberculosis Council has 
promised itself to cut down the 
number of positive skin tests 
on 14-year-olds and younger to 
one percent. The average now 
is around three percent. 

The point of the whole pro-
gram is-to exercise a better 
control of the iiifectors. By 
1970, the program's target date, 
the Council, hopes to have 90 
perdent of all suspects checked 
and .-examhied and 85 percent 
of the known cases be brought 
under treatment within 90 days. 

<'We need a better platihed 
program;" Dr. Howard said. 
"I f has to be more exten­
sive. -It's'a fact that for 
every new case found, there 
are three'more cases." 
With modern drugs',"the aver­

age length of slay i i i ' the sfini-
tarium has been slowly shorten­
ed year after year. In 1958, tlie 
average stay of a child was 
254 days. Now i l is 178 diiys. 
tat adults, the average stay 
in 1958 was 325 days, now it is 
255 days. 

from TB in the sanitarium was 
in Apri l , 1952. Since, 1,673 chil­
dren have been admitted, treat­
ed, and sent home. This record 
is fabulous compared to the 
six dead of the first 53 chil­
dren admitted after the hos­
pital's opening. 

Dr. Howard said successful 
surgery is possible now with 
the advent of modem drugs in 
1948. In the pre-drug days, 
there was no specific treat 
ment, he said, but only rest, 

The modern advances in 
drugs and treatment combin­
ed with better facilities and 
an ever-growing knowledge of 
the disease has given May-
bury a "good record in treat­
ing children and adults,'' Dr. 
Howard said.

Acting on the recommenda-
tii;',-- of superintendent Dr. Wil-
liam. Medlyn, the board wiU 
consider a preliminary budget 
for presentation to the County 
Allocation Board in Apri l and 
act on teacher contracts. 

Medlyn indicated he will meet 
with tlie finance committee on 
or before March 20 and bring 
in his report to the special 
meeting. 

The county aUocation board 
meets Apri l 21 tQ review bud­
get requests and determine the 
state equalized valuation of the 
district. Medlyn said he was 
told by a township official that 
the increase in property taxes 
wiU be "mtaimal" this year. 

Some board members 
broadly hinted that a larger 
budget will probably be pre­
sented and that revenues will 
have to be Increased and ex­
panded accordingly.

The books could be or--
dered very easily, Mrs. Allen 
said, but the filing process 
which includes 19 steps was 
too much for h»r to hondl^ " 
alone. ^' 
Another problem that hurt 

the Novi school library espec­
iaUy is the lack of storage fa-
duties. More shelving and bet-
ter furniture was needed, Mrs . 
AUen said. 

She said that Novi's libraries 
are "not much below'' the state 
standards of 10 books per chUd. 
Counting books In the libraries 
and classrooms, Mrs. AUen not-
ed that there were six or seven 
books per child. The approp-
riated money would probably 
bring Novi standards over Mich-
igan requirements. 

Purchase of a $500 piano 
from.J. L . Hudson, Detroit, for 
Orchard HUls school by Dr. 
Medlyn was approved. Also, the 
purchase of two typewriters at 
a cost of around $180 each for 
Orchard HUls was okayed. 

— Dr. Medlyn told the board 
he wUl be recruiting on state • 
coUege campuses later this 
month and next month. He wiU 
be looking for six teachers, Two 
are resigning, from .the ^ staff • 
now and four positions wiU be' 
open next faU because of doub­
le sections in some grades.

Both the board end teach-
ers discouraged the wearing 
of formals and strongly ad-
vocated neat, simple dress — 
shirt and tie for boys, dress 
or suit for glHs. 

One teacher said that night 
time ceremonies have thrown 

the exercises "out of proper-
tion'' to their importance, A l -
though the board favored af- • 
ternoon exercises with ''some 
ceremony," the idea was nix-
ed because of tlIe. taconven-
ience to working parents,, 
friends and relatives of grad-
lIates, 

Seating, always a problem, 
was discussed on a reserved 
seat basis. Each graduate 
would get so many tickets 
(probably for parents) and 
only those presenting the 
ticket at the door would be 
seated. Presumably, It would 
be a first-come, first-serve 
basis for others without tick-
ets. 
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
