A likely question for State Senator Ray Dzendzel when he

wage. To my mind none of
them are of any real value,
The first suggestion would
put morc money into circula-
tion immediately, but would re-
duce the amount available lat-
er. As to increasing the mini.
mum wage, this will cause mer-
chants and others to reduce the
numbe> of their employees so
that the higher wage will not
cost them more in total. This
will result in increasing unem-
ployment without increasing to-
tal purchasing power.

When discussing these two
factors, it is much like asking
which came first, — the hen
or the egg? Each is dependent
on the other; but in most cases
increased  purchasing must
come before increased employ-
ment, and I think President
Kennedy believes this in his
heart. Hence, the soundest,
cheapest, and quickest method
of increasing purchasing is to
increase advertising,

Advertising appropriations are
now “upside down.” Merchants
advertise most when they have
plenty of money, which usual-
ly means when business is good
and there is full employment.
Then, when business slows up
and uncmployment develops,
these merchants reduce their
advertising.

This is why | say that the
present advertising policy is
“cockeyed.”” It may help the
temporary profits of the mer-
chant, but it is not for the
nation’s best interests; it is

employment if all advectising
should suddenly be stopped?
Such an action would create a
national panic with over half
the people unemployed. Cer-
tainly the government would be
as justified in subsidizing mer-
chants selling certain products
as in subsidizing farmers liv-
ing in certain states. . These
merchants are doing as much
for the nation as are the farm-
ers, In fact, the farmers are
dependent upon the merchants
o sell their farm products, No
one of us goes to the farmer
direct to buy.wheat, corn, po-
tatoes, tobacco, harley, or any
product of the farm,

1 would advise against per-
mitting the government to
change advertising rates; but
suggest allowing certain tem-
porary payments to newspa-
pers and broadcasters for in-
creasing the advertising space

Colorful fall festivals in Mich-
igan, the well-known county
fairs, can get money from the
state department of Agricul-
ture for putting on their show
if they qualify under a rule re-
cently established.

tenance of a park if and when
holds from the Power estate for
of a park site.

The resolution states that

Legislature approves the money for purchase and development of

land for a park site, that the
village would then accept the
responsibility of maintenance
and Set up a park commission,
‘ Village Attorney Howard
Bond, who drew up the resolu-
tion after consultation with At-
torney Emery Jacques, said he
included the park commission
factor to facilitate the hook-
keeping entailed.

Jacques, who has carried the
fight for the park in the village
and township behalf, also-asked
that Village President Joseph
Crupi ask for an Attorney Gen-
eral’s ruling on the present
amendment which allows the

* money to be used for land pur-

chase only.

If the ruling should return
nagative, then the area’s
state representatives would
push for passage of the
amendment allowing both pur-
chase and development of
‘land with the money In ques-
tion, Jacques told the Coun-
cil,

Jacques said that the Con-
gervation Department wants
“some indication’ that if the
funds become available to the
village that maintenance will

+ be accepted by the village from

its own tax rolls.

1f the amendment should fail
to pass the legislature, Jacques
eaid he was told it would be
legal for the village to buy

" “more than one parcel of land”

with the money if the village
Yisp wished,"”

A similar letter was sent to
the township board, Jacques
said, asking a similar resolu-
tion, He said he received ‘ver-
bal assurance” from the board

for such a resolution, but that
the board felt it was in mno fi-
nancial position to accept the
maintenance.

The park issue has been
with the village and town-
ship officials for a long time,
It began when Mrs. Mary
Power died in late 1957 and
willed that her 200-acre farm
at 10 Mile and Wixom roads
be made into a park in hon.
or of her children, Ella and
Louie Park,

But debts forced the sale of
the land and the remainder of
the money — $68,285.55 —~ was
turned over to the state. The
Conservation Departments ef-
ofrts to use the money for park
development outside Novi was
blocked by action from Rep.
S. James Clarkson, He won ap-
proval of an amendment per-
mitting the money for pur-
purchase,

Further legal complications,
mainly in the form of a strict
interpretation of the bill, pro-
hibited the village from using
any of the money for develop-
ment. The new amendment
waliting in the Legislature is the
result of the latest counterac-
tions to this interpretation,

In other Council action:

— Bond reported that he
"understoed” the Meadow
brook Lake sub plat will be
presented at the Council’s
next meeting for approval.
He recommended that the
control of the lake and dam
be invested in the civic as-
sociation to be formed in the
. subdivision, He said that this
was a ‘‘proper way' to elim-
inate- many problems_the vil-
lage would be faced with.

But the council’s okay came
after Penn served notice on the
council that he was going to
court to get an interpretation
of the ordinance governing the
noise limit emanating from the
manufacturing premises,

After the meeting, Penn
said he intended fo follow
through with his' notice. ”’I’m
not going to hook up my ex-
pensive etquipment {just to
have a neighbor protest that
it's too noisy,”” he sald. This
seemed to be Penn’s main
bone of contention in arguing
with the Council.

Here is what all the “noise
was about:

Penn raised two questions
about the M-2 zoning which the
planning board approved for
his property at last week’s pub-
lic hearing.

His first inquiry was handled
without too much difficulty, It
concerned the erection of a
fence on hoth sides and an
eight-foot high greenbelt on the
rear boundary line which ad-
joins a residential area. Penn
maintained that this would cost
him $14,000,

_ After some discussion, Village
Attorney Howard Bond told
Penn . that under another.zon-
ing rule, if the property within
100 feet of the residential area
boundary was not used, a
greenbelt was not required.

The second question refer-
red to ordinance 20,08, “Meas-
urable Noise,” which states
that noise coming from the
premises ‘“shall not exceed
80 decibels during the nor-
mal work peried or between
the hours of 6 a.m. and 10
p.m. and shall not exceed 70
decibels during the sleeping
hours or between the hours
of 10 pm. and 6 a.m, as
measured at the property
boundary line.

Penn wanted to know the
meaning of a decibel,

“This is the first time I've
come across this,” he stated.
“No manufacturer puts a deci-
bel rate chart on his machines.
And 1 can't certainly convince
my machines to operate guiet-
er at night than in the day-
