A "handful" of poopic — 12 to bc exact — turned out Fri-
day night to discuss wilh State Senator Ray Dzendzel some of 
tlie issues before the st.-'te legislature. 

Dzendzel isii't discouraged. He's coming bacit again, prob-
Ebiy in May after the anticipated April rush of legisiative 
business has passed its peait. 

Senator Dznndzei is tlie rcprcscntallve In the stale 
senate of Northville toivnship and Wayne county residents 
of tile ciiy -— whellicr tiicy iike Iiis politicni affilIalIon or not. 

Hc sliould be a source of valuable information to anyone in-
tcrcsted in state goven)ment — and certainly there are more 
than 12 in Northville. 

I like Senator Dzendzel's idea of making a pubiic appear-
ance eacli month or so bofore bis constituents. It's billed as a 
non-poiiticai effort designed to keep the peopie at home inform-
ed on the Lansing sceiie. 

We'd have to take tiie "non-poiiticai" part with a grain 
of sait — but fail lo see anything wrong with the senator 
strengthening Iiis job security so iong as he is willing to under­
take such a time-consuming project. 

What's more, iiis appearances couid hurt his popularity 
If ills aiisivers are not fully comprehensive and complete 
in delaii. 

lt is not important that Senator Dzendzel agrees with his 
questioners; it is, iiowever, important that he can substantiate 
his position on the issues. 

As an unsolicited suggestion to Senator Dzendzel and his 
moderator, I wouid propose that future sessions might draw a 
larger audience and pi-ove more informative if: 

— interested citizens would be encouraged to'submit ques­
tions to the moderator a week in advance of the meeting there­
by giving the senator an opportunity for research, if necessary; 

— a definite lijiie schedule be estabiislicd — 8 p.m. unlii 
lfl p.m., for example — and designation of the finai haif-hour 
to questions from the floor that had not been previously sub­
mitted; 

— finally, the true purpose of the sessions could be served 
more properly if members of the audience would refrain from 
direct, blunt criticisms of politicai parties per sc; this is not 
to suKgest that dcbatc of party policy differences should be 
excluded.

entitled "Miciiigan: The Problem State". 

In its positive answer to the article the Journal has this 
to say: 

— Michigan is the first in the nation in the production of 
motor vchicies, parts, Iruck-lraiiers and mobile homes; boat 
buiiding; conveyors; machine shop work; gray-iron foundry 
pi-oducl.ion; metai .stampings; hardware suppiies; sait; sport­
ing and athletic goods; stcei springs; cereais; public buiiding 
fixtures; padding and upholstery filling; and internai combus­
tion engines. 

— Miciiigan ieads aii other states in the value of its manu­
factured products per worker; thai Michigan bear.s tiie titie 
of "Indusirial Capital ol the World" and has manufacturing 
operations in .300 of the 4.')3 industry groups classified by the 
U.S. Bureau of Cen-sus; 

— nioi'o than half of Michigan's 83 counties rank among 
the lop 100 cmmlies in the nation in production of fieid crops, 
fruit and iivcslock; 

— the state h.ns 43..'; iiillinn dollars annual sales in its rctaii 
consumer market; thai it is served by liie St. Lawrence Sea­
way. :i2 raiiroads, l!lO truck iiues, 14 major or feeder airlines; 
tliat it lias one of the most complete highway systems in the 
nation; 

Michigan .still has about 40 percent of its land area avaii­
abie for development. 
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Babson Park, Mass., As l 
write this column, thousands of 
farmers and their wives in the 
snow-packed Central West are 
insisting they will never spend 
another winter on the farm 
They are agreeing to spend 
their winters in California or 
Florida, and are trying to de­
cide which it will be. Here is a 
brief, but impartial, answer. 

Although I hsve spent 35 
winters In Florid* and expect 
to de so for the remainder 
ef my life, I often wish I 
hsd been born In California I 

It is a wonderful state, with 
tropical climate in tho south 
snow in the north, and any cii 
mate between these which any 
one couid wish, lt has a long 
coastline, a desert uIlerior, and 
great mountains. The only out 
is Los Angeles, with its crowd 
ed population, terrific transpor­
tation problem, its "smog," 
etc. 

California is also rich in nat 
ural resources, with the pos 
siblc exception of coal, lt has 
great waterfalls which supply 
electricity to all the homes; it 
furnishes natural gas which 
heats most of the homes; but 
its great asset is oil. California 
has an abundance of oil of good 
quality, and this has been 
tremendous asset to the state 
industrially, besides paying for 
roads, state buildings, and oth 
er public improvements.

All of these came after the 

discovery of gold In 1849, which 
sparked the ''gold rush" and 
resulted in the building of the 
Union Pacific and Southern Pa 
cific railroads. 

As l think of the farmer and 
his wife in Nebraska, I wonder 
whether all these natural rc 
sources will be of much help lo 
them? l''or the businessman 
with money, who can purchase 
large acreage for an extensive 
cattle ranch or orange and 
other fruit groves, tiicre is stiil 
an opportunity for health, pow 

and prosperity in Califor­
nia. Few investment bargains, 
-iiowever, exist at the moment; 
although tiiey wiii appear again 
when the next depression 
comes. A large aInount of mon­
ey is borrowed on California 
enterprises, and most of these 
mortgages' arp held by one or 
two great California banks 
which qouid be yery tough it 
the tide turned against them. 

For the farmer and his wife 
in moderate circumstances who 
want only a winter home or 
place to retire to — California 
may not be the slate. Prices 
are' high, and there is a .s'hprt-
age of houses in most sections. 
If you have friends living in 
some small California city — 
preferably near the coast — and 
they-know of some reasonably 
priced home, it might bc well 
to go out and'look it over. Cali­
fornia in general, however, is a 
place for big business rather 
than for reiircd farmers. 

Outside of sunshine and e 
fair rainfall. Florida has on­
ly a few natural advantages. 
It, has np.Qoal; no waterpow-
er; no natural gas, except 
that being brought In by pipe­
line; and, most Important of 
ell,. Florida has not yet dis­
covered en. Seme years ago 
ell was found in South Flori­
da around the town ef Sunnl-
land and a few wells nearby 
were drilled and produced 
oH. This caused tho great 
Florida oil boom. 

Nearly all the large oil com­
panies sent representatives to 
get leases and do exploration 
work. Many of these companies 
spent millions of dollars drill­
ing for oil, but not one drop of 
commercial oil or gas did they 
find. Very few wells have gone 
below the 10,006-foot limit, 
and very little ''off shore" 
drilling has been done. 

Small industries arc starting 
up in Fiorida, using electricity. 
Orlando and Tampa are rap­
idly liocoming industrialized, 
wliile Jnclv-sonviUc is n groni 

jobbing center. Florida is a 
state of small homes; in fact, 
just now there is a surplus of 
small houses. Thei-cfore, foi-
farmers of the Central West 
and the East who want a wint­
er home free from snow, or for 
retired families who wouid get 
a check from the north every 
month, I surely advise one of 
the small cities of Floiida. 

Perhaps it would bc cheaper 
lo buy a house already built 
than to buy a vacant lot. Bul 
I do not advise buying a Flori­
da home without seeing the 
actual property. There surely 
is a surplus of "motels and sub­
divisions. Nevertheless, I be­
lieve that a man with a check 
coming in every month would 
never regret moving to Fioi-ida. 

Miciiigan's muddied tax wa 
ters are being stirred up by 
proposals, counter-proposals and 
just plain talk. 

Action in the Legislature on 
revenue questions is expected 
lo bc hot and heavy this year, 
but not untii after the April 3 
election. That doesn't slow up 
the avalanclie of proposals, re­
ports and smokescreens con­
cerning taxes. 

Most of tiiese arc in good 
failii. Honest efforts lo corrcct 
liie recognized inequities in tiie 
tax situation are not hard to 
find, 

Unfertunatety, there is some 
self-seeking, a great deal of 
political maneuvering, a touch 
of misinformation and moun­
tains of misunderstanding 
surrounding taxes. 

Gov. John B. Swainson has 
presented his ideas on fiscal 
reform to the Legislature, and 
promises that these will be fol­
lowed up by specific proposals 
in the form of bills.' 

He is giving his plan, which 
includes a 3 per cent personal 
income lax, a 3 per cent tax on 
corporation profits, tax relief 
for industry, -sales tax exemp­
tions on food and prescription 
drugs and increased slate pay­
ments to local units of govern­
ment, tho hard seii. 

At every opportunity he has 

to speak, Swainson presses the 
theme that his fiscal revision 
plan is a way to start solving 
Miciiigan's fiscal woes. 

The Governor is also promot­
ing govei'nmenlal reorganiza 
tion plans and economic do 
veiopment proposals whenever 
possible. 

A state senate study commit­
tee which looked into the Mich 
igan tax picture recently re­
ported baek to the upper cham­
ber an analysis which grew oul 
of a scries of hearings in vari­
ous parts of the state. 

The chairman of this com-
mittee. Sen. Clyde H. Geer-
lings, whe is also the chair-
man of the Senate taxation 
committee, has advocated a 
plan which he says would hit 
the heart ef the problem; 
inequities at the local level 
in taxes on real and personal 
property. 

His ideas, backed by scverai 
strong groups, would cut the 
locai taxes on business with 
some loss of revenue to the lo 
cal governments. 

This could bc made up, Geer-
lings believes, by giving the 
local units the power to levy 
certain taxes such as payroll 
taxes, sales taxes on certain 
items and other levies, after a 
vote by the peopie in the local 
unit approved them. 

There is some opposition to 

this plan on the grounds that it 
would be giving the local gov­
ernments a taxing power which 
should be reserved to Ihe stale. 

Another plan in the logisla 
tive biil hopper was prepared 
by Rep, E. D. O'Brien, D.-Dc-
troit. 

Like Swainson's plan, it 
wouid produce no more rev.en 
ues for the state. O'Brien's 
plan also incorporates many of 
the features of the Governor's 
proposal, but wouid gain most 
of the revenue lost through tax 
concessions to business by levy 
ing a' 5 per cent corporation 
profits tax. 

It does not include a person-
al income tax. 

lt is too early to say which, 
if any, of these plans wiil be 
considered seriously by the Leg-
islature. Other tax ideas are 
certain to bc introduced, and 
the best bet is that any solu­
tion attempted by lawmakers 
will include elements of several 
plans. 

The powerful interest groups 
that watch closely legislative 
action arc certain to advocate 
tax proposals of one kind or an­
other as they crystallize. 

It would do well for the 
average, citizen to watch the 
Iegislalive maneuvering and 
the tax plans as cIoseIy, and 
make known his desires on 
how he wants to pay for 
government in the immediate 

future. 
In the event of a Constilu 

tionai Convention, at least one 
group in the slate will bo ready 
to lay out its ideas for revis 
ion of the 1D08 basic law. 

Veteran law enforcement of­
ficers are directing a study to 
determine what areas of the 
Constitution most affect their 
line of work. 

A sub-committee of the per-
manent legislative committee 
representing law enforcement 
ageneies has so far isolated 
nine areas which it believes 
must be looked into in relation 
to a Con-Con.

Like a bad dream, another 
rezoning request on the south 
side of Grand River returned to 
haunt the village council Mon­
day night. 

But they have a way out ---
if they want one. The planning 
board moved to change the mul­
tiple dwelling zoning now on tlie 

_> master plan for property south 
of Grand River between Beck 
and Taft roads to M-2 restricted 
manufacturing to a line a quar­
ter-mile deep running parallel 
with Grand River. 

This was the technicality upon 
which the councij by a disputed 
3-2 vote denied the request of 
Willis R. Miller of 46489 Grand 
River, March 26. 

The council said there was 
no "indication" on the master 
plan that industry was desir­
able there. Miller wanted his 

property, which is zoned com­
mercial in the front and agri­
cultural in the rear, changed 
to industrial to allow a Warren 
construction company to set up 
operations. 

The change en the master 
plan does not in anyway af-
feet the present zoning which 
for the most part, is com 
merelal in the front end agrI 
cultural in the rear. A com 
pany would still have to re-
quest a rezoning end ga 
council approv,aL 
Attempts by Andrew Burgess

School Budget 
tip by $65,000 

A 1961-62 budget calling for increased expenditures of 
around $65,000 was prcposed to the Novi school board at 
special meeting last Wednesday night. 

The board went through the budget item by item and d. 
rected Superintendent DL William MedlyiI to present the final 
fofm at the next regular meeting April 12. The budget goes be­
fore the county allocation board April 17. 
If there was one mollf run-

^ping through the meeting, it 
'was that more money is needed. 

This was noted in the budget 
which was prepared by Medlyn 
and the citizens finance com­
mittee, headed by William 
Dean. 

The note said: "A five mill 
increase in taxes will be re 
quired to support the proposed 
1961-62 budget if adopted and 
if other sources of income are 

Medlyn told the board that 
no appreciable Increase in 
tax money can be expected 
from the property owners in 
the school district. Talking 
with a township official, /Vtsd-
Iyn said that the present 
evaluation of fiist-over $12 

-.million can be expected to 
rise slightly. 

The proposed budget showed 
only a $16,772 increase in in 
come over the present fiscal 
year with the largest increase 
being $16,666 in state aid. 

Considerable time was spent 
trying to shave off the unneces-
sary items on the expenditure 
side of the budget, but, obvious­
ly trying to get a "selling pro­
gram" before both the county

Odds are not too good on get­
ting any help from the county 
allocation board which divvies 
up 15 mills among the countŷ  
township and schools.

Records Open to Public 
wixom City Council handled 
varied agenda last Thursday, 

taking action on everything 
from public records to support 
ing a bill pending in the state 
legislature that would relieve 
the county assessor of a lot of 
paper work. 

The public records matter 
was the most interesting. It 
started recently when council-
woman, Mrs. Lottie Chambers; 
was refused records by treas-
urer Everett Pearsall until she 
gained the mayor's okay. 

Instead, Mrs. Chambers gain­
ed a verbal opinion from the 
state Attorney general's office 
stating that all public records 
are open and that no agency 
or official can refuse to honor 
a request from tlie public. 

Mayor Donaid Brooks ex-
plained that It was not his In­
tent lo held the records back. 

' but merely to Insure their 
not being mislaid, stolen or 
handled with abuse. 
The council moved that the 

public has the right to see pub­
lic records and can do so in 
Wixom with the permission of 
the department head concern­
ed. 

One condition (which is in the 
present charter) attached to 
the motion was that the re 
quest be made at a reasonable 
time. It would not be a reason­
able time, the council said, for 
a citizen to ask to see records 
at 3 a.m. or when a department, 
head was busy at the moment 
of the request. The council sug-
gested that appointments be 
made to facilitate the matter. 

A request from the depart 
ent of publie works for the 
transferring of $1,226 to the 
road improvement fund was ap­

proved by the council. DPWj 
head. Bob Trombley, explain­
ed that some heavy work on 
Beck road requires heavier! 
equipment than the city has, 
necessitating contracting the 
work to an outside firm. 

The sum of $135 was ap-
proved lo buy seven new fire 
extinguishers for city hall 
from the General Fire Extin­
guisher Company, of DelroH, 

The council voted to buy a 
$35,660 insurance policy — or 
86 per cent of the original cost|i-* 
- for city haU. A bid that 
would have provided 90 per 
cent coverage was rejected be­
cause of the fireproof factors 
of the new building and the 
higher costs. The 86 per cent 
coverage will cost $39.10 a year.

For those who preach the 
need for immediate expansion 
of Novi, I would like to point 
out several important facts. 
Business will not move to Novi 
just to Iielp us pay our taxes. 
We must have something to of­
fer. That something is suitable 
locations in a stable and well 
planned community. Those lo­
cations must also be agreeable 
to the residents who have al 
ready invested their money 
here. 

The taxes paid by new resi-
dents and business are not all 
additional revenue to us. Each 
additional building also brings 
in additional cost. This may be 
in the form of new schools 
more police and fire protection, 
new road construction, or many 
other forms of governmental 
responsibility. This additional 
cost may in some cases be 
more than the additional tax 
monies that will be collected. 

Very few residents were at­
tracted to Novi because it was 
an industrial area and offered 
jobs to them. If we think back 
about a year to the survey 
made by the Novi Citizens De 
velopment Committee, wc will 
recall that the majority of those 
answering tlIe questionaire in-
dicated that the quiet country 
and suburban residential atmos 
phere attracted them to Novi. 
The present attempt to fill Novi 
with indiscriminately located in-
dustry is not consistant with 
the indicated desires of a sub-
stantial number of the present 
village residents. 

Novi had a great deal of un-
favorable publicity back when 
spot zoning was in vogue. With 
out a doubt that reputation has 
retarded village growth. This 
condition can only be over­
come by following a pattern of 
orderly growth and a policy of 
regulated construction consIs-
tent with an approved plan and 
the desires of the present resi-
dents. The planning board is to 
be criticized for recommend­
ing approval of the spot rezon-
ing of the two locations consid­
ered at the March 20 council 
meeting, particularly because 
these rezoning requests were 
not in accord with thc tenta­
tive community plan supposed­
ly being developed by that 
same planning board. 

I would like to commend the 
Village Council for resisting the 
frantic pressures exerted at the 
March 20 meeting. I am sure 
that their action will in the 
long run do more for the de­
velopment of Novi by showing 
potential residents that their 
investment will be sound and 
that they will not be sold out 
everytime someone wants to 
make a fast buck at the ex­
pense of the community.

Michigan Bell Teiephone com­
pany announced its payment to 
the state primary schooi fund 
in 1960 was the largest single 
state property tax payment in 
the company's history. 

Amounting to a record 
$14,857,665, an mcrease of near­
ly a miiiion dollars over 1959, 
the payment again placed Mich 
igan BeU as the top contributor 
to the fund. 

Hughes C. Bronaugh, manag 
er here for the company, re­
ported that $13,840 of the total 
tax payment was allocated to 
the public school system of 
Northville. This is an increase 
of $1,064 over last year 

Schools throughout Wayne 
county received from Michi­
gan Bell's payment a total of 
$4,956,546. Payments were bas­
ed on the county school census 
of 709,091, and the local school 
census of 1,980.

When Christ was crucified 
on Calvary's hiU there were 
three groups of people gath­
ered at the foot of the cross. 

One group was made up of 
the crowd which insisted 
upon throwing verbal gibes 
at Chrst. A second group 
was made up of the inti­
mate relatives and friends 
of Christ. It consisted of 
Christ's mother. His aunt, 
Mary Magdalene and the 
disciple, John. The third 
group consisted of the sold­
iers in charge of the cruci­
fixion. 

The reactions of people to 
the happenings of life are 
always conditioned by their 
personal dispositions. So it 
was as we look closer at the 
groups around the Cross on 
Good Friday. 

The first group, the crowd, 
was in no condition to be 
alert to nor to grasp the 
deeper meaning of the cru­
cifixion. The inability of the 

people in this group to do 
this lay in the fact that they 
had come to Calvary with 
preconceived noUons which 
they voiced as foUows, ''If 
you are the Son of God, 
come down from the cross. 
Then we wiU bcUeve in you.' 
Such a disposition wiU for­
ever keep people from un­
derstanding and accepting 
Christ fuUy. 

The second group, though 
smaU in number, was strong 
in faiUi. It was made up o£ 
the brave ones who, out of 
love for Christ, dared to 
bear their humble witness. 
One can not help but think 
of tho other ten disciples 
who apparently, were not 
there. Their tcsUmony, in 
absentia, was that a faith, 
weakened by doubt and fear, 
can only make for an inef­
fective Christian witness. 

Of the third group, atten-
tion is centered on one of its 
number. He was the centur-
ion who, witnessing at first 

hand the disposition of the 
Christ on the cross, was led 
to exclaim, "Truly this man 
was a son of God.'' Once 
again it is made clear that 
belief in Christ is estabUsh-
ed by the unuIterrupted im­
pact of His divine life upon 
those who are receptive to 
His spirit. 

As, in commemoration, 
you take your place ''be­
neath the Cross of Jesus" 
on this Good Friday, the 
meaning of the crucifixion 
wiU he determined by your 
reactions to the person of 
Christ. May you come free 
of preconceived notions and. 
with the faith of a brave 
Witness. Or, if perchance 
like the centurion, you ap­
proach the Christ for tho 
first time, may you, too, be 
able to say out of your own 
personal experience, ''Truly 
this man was a son of God," 
and to accept this truth for 
the saving power it can be 
in your life.

most challenging and excit­
ing career, because it gives 
me a sense of doing a job 
that Is meaningful and im­
portant. Working with teen-
agers is especially fascinat-
Ing. They are usually a mix-
ture ef strange confradic-
tions. They combine apparent 
sophistication with genuine 
simplicity. They know so 
much about so many things 
and so little about so many 
things. Often the latter are 
the things It would be well 
for them to know. They are 
outwardly se sure of them-
selves, and yet in truth they 
face the outside world with 
bewilderment. They seem 
quite certain they can chart 
their own courses, yet in their 
hearts they are desperately 
lonely. They seem to resent 
intrusion Into their private 
affairs, yet they are eager 
for someone to give them 
common sense guidance.' 
There are some misconcep­

tions about school counselors to 
which Miss Soulliere objects. 
For one, many people think 
school counselors deal chiefly 
with trouble-makers, she said. 
Really, counselors spend most 
of their time, she cxpalined, 
helping students who arc not in 
trouble, but who are only living 
up to a fraction of their ca 
pacity. In her opinion, while 
assistance in overcoming learn­
ing handicaps is a vital part 
of the job, so is assistance in 
improving the student's person­
al and social lives. 

For an insight into this mis­
interpreted, yet essential, phase 
of the school world, the infor­
mation prepared by Miss Soul 
Uere for the use of students at 
the beginning of the school year 
is valuable. In part it says. 

The more you know about 
yourself, the better decisions 
you can make about yourself. 
That is why we help you get a 
better picture of yourself dur­
ing conferences by referring to 
what you have done in the past 
— report cards and achieve 
ment tests — as well as what 
you are capable of doing — in 
teUigence tests. Interest and 
personaUty tests are also avail­
able for those who wish to 
know themselves better in these 
areas. The more I know about 
you, and the more you know 
about yourself, the better we 
can work together toward help 
ing you become the ltind of 
person you want to be and arc 
capable of becoming." 

This year the Novi Communi­
ty school district has been test 
ing students for achievement 
and I.Q. to increase not only 
the school's knowledge but the 
self-knowledge of the student. 
In this way, Miss Soulliere be­
lieves she can help students 
"become the kind of people 
they want to be."

E d Welch — incumbent with long record of participation 
In city and community affairs, sincerely devoted, his famili­
arity with city problems weigh in his favor, but should not 
necessariiy disqualify vote for newcomer.

Charles McDonald, a young attorney, is waging an aii-out 
fight to win E . M . Bogart's justice of the peace office. 

The judge has made no secret of his disappointment at the 
city councii for discontinuhig the "fee-type" court. Despite 
this, he has decided to run again without campaigning, how­
ever. Well known, and well iiked. Judge Bogart is standing on 
his record and reputation. 

Nevertheless, there is much to be said for advocating a 
law-trained person for the position of judge. This is exactly 
what McDonald is emphasizing. 

Despite the judge's long service, all other things being 
equal, it would be difficult to refute that those who sit in judg­
ment are better qualified if they have a thorough knowledge 
of the law. 

But I'd like to ciose with this thought, passed aiong to 
me by a judge, which may prove heipfui to both voters and 
candidates. 

It's a statement by Chief Justice Erskine, one of Engiand's 
17th century judges. In defining the qualifications of a good 
judge he said that it was important that he be; (l) honest; 
(2) courageous; (3) industrious; (4) a gentleman; and finally, 
have some knowledge of the law.

I n I n d u s t r y H u n t 
Tlierc's much in the news 

lately about legislation to bol-
ster Michigan's position in the 
struggic to create jobs through 
industrial development. There 
arc only two ways to bring this 
about: hold and expand exist-
ing payrolls; bring in now fac 
lories in competition with other 
areas. Work and luck play im­
portant roles in tliis effort. 

Most professionals in the 
plajit location field would prob-
.-ibly agree that tho search for 
new locations really matches 
community against community 
rather than state against state. 
This moans that, in addition to 
the vaiuabie financing plans a 
state might offer, the communi­
ty itself is mighty important. 

When a business is to be 
located, the executives usual-
ly contact (or are contacted 
by) the stale Economic De-
veiopment Department, many 
community leaders and utili-
ty representatives. Often they 
consult "plant locating" eon-
sultants. The resulting delib­
erations are often hectic and 
much Iess logical than one 
would think to be the ease 
when all these interested peo­
ple are working. 

A $35 million installation in 
Montague illustrates the point. 
Hooker Electro-Chemical was 
trying hard to find a suitable 
location on tlie shores of Lake 
Michigan. Everybody seemed 
to be in the act, but nothing 
was being decided. A local 
plumber wrote Hooker a letter 
stating emphatically that he 
knew there were many subler-
ranean salt deposits nearby 
and wondered why the plant 
didn't locate there. Company 
officials checked, found the let 
ter correct and the factory was 
built. 

A mistake discovered by 
member of the Economic De 
veiopment Department is crod 
itcd with saving another Indus 
try for Michigan. A consulting 
service recommendcd an Indi-
ana location over one in Kala 
mazoo, the deciding factor be­
ing a wage and tax differen­
tial. The economic develop 
ment staff man feit sure the 
consultant's figures were 
wrong. 

To prove it he worked sev-
erai days at the MSU library 
collecting and sifting infer-
mation. Then he found the 
mistakel Some hurried phone 
calls set up appsinlments in 
Chicago where the figures 
couid be disproven. As a re-
suit the plant now operates 
in Kalamazoo. 
In another instance ono of 

the utilities men carted a pros 
pcct all over Southwest Michi 
gan and showed him some of 
the finest towns in the area. 
Trouble, was, every place he 
stopped it rained or snowed. 
Finaiiy, after a few days of dis 
mal outlook, the utilities man 
surrendered his guest into the 
hands of a competitor from an 
otiier utility. 

That day dawned bright and 
fair as Nature put her best 
foot forward. The competitor 
signed, scaled and delivered the 
prospect and his plant to the 
first town where they stopped. 
You're never going to convince 
that first professional that 
there isn't any luck to this 
business. 

A few years ago, a prospect 
stopped at the offices of the 
Economic Development Depart-
ment in Lansing. He was look-
ing for a building in which to 
house a new industry which he 
had just assembled. The de 
partment's man gave him lists 
of buildings on three different 
occasions and the prospect 
spent about eight weeks travel 
ing around looking at these va 
cant plants. None of them were 
quite what IIC wanted, so he 
went back to the department 
for a fourth attempt. 

The industrial agent told him 
that the only remaining build-
ing hc knew of was right in 
Owosso that he himself had 
listed in the department's avail-
able plaift file. The prospect 
remarked in utter amazement 
that he had never thought of 
this possibility and proceeded, 
after weeks of searching else-
where, to move his new indus-
try into liis own building. 

Professionals in the plant 
locating field will tell com-
munities to assemble every 
possible bit of information 
about their towns. This will 
help. It is of value to these 
looking fer lecatiens. It will 
show the community is in­
terested. The utility or state 
representative can knock 
himseif eut trying to sell a 
cemmunity. This helps teo. 

But luck, the efforts of little 
peopie, tlie unexpected, the 
whimsical; these too can be 
tho deciding factor. 

Pesticides and insecticides 
can be bad news — and not 
just for tile bugs. 

The Department of Agricul-
ture fights a constant battle to 
keep farmers from mishandling 
chemicals that are harmful on­
ly to pests if handled proper 
ly. It also continually has to 
warn pcopie who buy treated 
goods. 

Neither job is easy. But the 
application of pesticides on a 
large scale, if not handled prop­
erly, can produce more prob­
lems than the bugs themselves. 

Large numbers of fish can be 
killed by dumping chemicals or 
washing equipment in a stream. 
Wildlife, whiie not as suscepti­
ble as fish, can also be killed. 

At one time, there was con­
flict between the agriculturists 
who said the spraying had to 
be done and some of the con­
servationists, who were con­
cerned about wildlife. 

Roger Babson 
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F u n , T r a v e l C a u s e H i k e i n C o s t o f L i v i n g 
Babson Park, Mass., From a 
strictly statistical point, the 
government's cost-of-living in-
dex today stands at 128 com-
pared with 116 ten years ago 
and 66 twenty years ago. How-
ever, the great difference is 
due to the changes made by 
Washington in the things i n 
eluded. 

When I was a boy our water 
came from rain on the roof 
which we collected in a brick 
cistern in the cellar of the 
house. Every night my father 
would pump tiiis water from 
the cistern to a tank on the top 
floor of our house. 

Tills gave us running water 
on all floors. Our heat came 
from anthracite coal and my 
job each morning was to get 
up at six o'clock and build a 
coal fire in the kitciien stove. 
There were no incandescent 
lamps or electrical gadgets in 
those days. Wo were happy 
with kerosene lamps and can 
dies. Today the water, gas and 
electric bills amount to about 
526.66 per month for the fam-
ily. 

Monday was then wash 
day, and mother used her 
own heme-made soaps which 
she had allowed te dry in the 
aHic. We heated the house 
with a coal furnace. My fath­
er put in the coal feur times 
a day and I "shook down" 
the fire and took out the 
ashes. 
Moreover, these aslies were 

carefully sifted by me and 26% 
of them were used over again. 
There were no vacuum clean­
ers. My mother every Friday 
would sprinkle tea leaves on 
the carpets to "lay the dust" 
while sweeping the carpets 
with a broom. 

There was then only one 
laundry in Gloucester, a city 
of 15,666-26,666 people. "Dry-
cleaning" we never heard of! 
But we all were well dressed 
and happy. M y father owned 
the leading "dry-goods" store 
of the city. He personally un 
locked the store door every 
day (except Sundays) at 7:66 
a.m. and personally locked the 
door at 6:60 p.m. 

Then there were no super 
markets, but many grocery, 
meat, and fish stores all com­

peting one with another. Pr ic 
es of food are higher today but 
so many food items are frozen 
or precooked that it greatly 
simplifies housework. As a re 
suit the housewife today has 
time to do outside work, from 
which she gets more than 
enough money to pay the ex­
tra food bills. My mother had 
a kitchen maid to whom she 
paid $3.56 pcr week. This would 
cost $36 or more per week to 
day, but owing to these new 
frozen and precooked foods very 
few homes need any maids. 
Hence, although the food bills 
are higher, yet tiie saving in 
the homes is tremendous. My 
mother made my sister's 
clothes and my pants. Tiiese 
pressed at night by carefully 
folding and sleeping upon them. 

Looking back on those happy 
days, the only big price increase 
I see at present is in haircuts, 
which were then only twenty-
five cents. We all shaved our 
selves with long-blade razors. 

Gillettes" were never heard 
of. 

There was no bathreem; 
we shaved and washed In 
cold water, and sometimes 
had to crack the ice to get 
the water. But we were 
healthy and happy. We, more-
over, were taught to take 
good care of our clothing be­
cause it had to be passed 
down to sisters and brothers. 

Rents are considerably high­
er today than they were 26 to 
46 years ago; but the tenant 
gets a far better place to live. 
Furthermore, a family can now 
buy a house at a low rate of 
interest, paying oply $506 or 
less down with 26 years in which 
to pay the mortgage. This sit­
uation did not exist 26-36 years 
ago. 

Furthermore, it is usually 
easy to rent a room which will 
bring in ten dollars pcr week. 
Renting a room was in my day 
impossible. Shoes cost double 
now; but we walk so little tliat 
they cost less per year. .Almost 
everyone rides to school or to 
work, or even to play, in 
school-operated buses or in 
their own automobiles. Speak-
ing of autos, a new Ford car 
46 years ago sold for $506, com-
pared with over $2006 today; 

but you can today buy a good 
second-hand Ford with a good 
self-starter for $566 and it is 
a much better car than the 
new Ford of 46 years ago. Even 
with the increased cost of col-
lege education any worthy boy 
can get a scholarship, and the 
increased income which he now 
receives the first few years af-
ter graduating more than off-
sets the increased cost of tui­
tion. 

The real reason for the pre­
sent "high cost of living" comes 
from the money spent for rec­
reation, travel, and other di-
versions. There were no ra-
dios or televisions when I was 
a young man and the entrance 
fee to movies was only a dime 
or 26 cents. Nor were there any 
country clubs or cocktail par-
ties. 

In dosing let me give the 
average budget today of a fam­
ily of four (for each additional 
child the father must increase 
liis income). 

Annual Income — $6,660 — 
Food, $1650; clothing, $726 
46%); housing, $1595; transpor-
tation, $865 ( 46%)- church and 
benevolence $276 (5%); recrea 
tion $666 (16%); annual income 
- $16,666 - food, $1900; cloth­
ing, $1166 (36%); housing, $2760; 
transportation, $1166 (46%); 
church and benevolence, $766 
(7%); recreation $1800 (18%). 

In the above I have not speci-
fied the cost of educating the 
two children, — due to scholar-
ships, government aid, sum­
mer work, and other factors. 
Hence, to the extent that the 
father is obliged to pay toward 
this, something must be pared 
off all the six items above ex­
cept Church, 

I repeat: This shews that 
"Recreation" is the reason 
fer today's increased cost of 
living. 
Certainly gifts to benevolence 

(hospitals, etc.) and the church 
should be increased ratlier than 
decreased. Whether or not the 

$6600-man can save anything is 
question, although money 

spent wisely on the two chil-
drcn should be a good invest-
should, however, save some-
thing (perhaps 6%) for tavest-
ing in good stocks In addition 
to educating his two children.

A s S c h o o r s A n s w e r 
The problem after last Wed­

nesday's special meeting of the 
Novi Board of Education is to 
separate the wheat from the 

; chaff. 
In a session that at times 

resembled many of the hotly 
disputed meetings of recent 
months, the board, after 
struggle, reached decisions on 
two motions: 

1 — olcayed a teacher sal-
ary schedule calling for more 

- • money all down the line with 
the condition that letters of in 
tent accompany the contract-3 
guaranteeing these raises only 
if the people vote a millage in-
crease to finance the raises; 

2 — denied a.motion to in 
elude teachers on a full-time 
basis in remedial reading, for­
eign language, music,- art and 

. guidance and part-time curricu­
lum consuitant and authorizing 
the superintendent to recruit 
these teachers and issue con-
tracts. 

If there was one generalIy 
agreed upon conclusion, it 

\ was this — there will be a 
' special election called to ask 

. the voters to approve addi-
' tionai millage. This step 

seems imperative. 
But when and how much were 

questions left unanswered. Ac­
cording to the proposed budget 
presented at the March 22 
meeting, expenditures will ex­
ceed income by around $65,666. 
The finance committee recom­
mended a five mill increase to 
take care of this deficit. 

Another deficit of almost 
$32,666 is expected to be star-
ing the board in the face come 
June 30. The proposed budget 

j^iincluded $10,666 as the first o^ 
* a three year payment plan td 

. . . pay off this debt. 
The primary purpose of the 

special meeting was to act on 
the teacher salaries for the 
coming year. And the meeting 
started out toward this goal in 
a calm, cool and collected man­
ner. 

Superintendent Dr. William 
Medlyn explained that there 
is a state-wide shortage of 
teachers, especially at the 
elementary level, and ac-
cordingly, cempetltien Is stiff 
to attract teachers into the 
classroom. Novi expects to 
fill six vacancies, created by 
two known retirements from 

. the present staff and the open-
nig of four now sections In 
the lower grades. 
And while einphasiiing that a 

good salary is good bait, Med-
lyn told the board members 
that the proposed budget did 
not support the salary sched 
uie submitted, by the teachers. 

His recommendation that 
''letters of intent'' to pay high-
er wages bc issued was ques-
tioned on the grounds that such 
letters would provide a poor 
Inducement for new teachers be-
cause of the many "ifs ' ' ill-
volved. 

, Member John MacBride said 
'that the question is whether 

"we move ahead or hold the 
•present position.'' He recom­

mended that the salary schedule 
and other services ( the new 
positions that were denied in 
the second motion) be adopted 
into the 1962 budget, then ask 
the people to approve the in­
crease in millage, and if the 
voters say no, cut down ser-
vices. 

"It's been done before," Mac 

Bride said. "But I have a feel-
ing that the community wants 
to go forward.' 

Member Dr. Walter Ambind­
er then made a resolution; 

"In order to achieve ex­
cellence in education, it is 
liecessary for Novi to remain 
competitive with other simi­
lar communities. Therefore-
the Novi Board of Education 
adopts the following teacher 
salary schedule: 
"Starting teachers with a B . 

A. with a provisional certifi­
cate, $4860 and yearly incre 
ments of $225 for 16 years. 

"Starting teachers witII 
M.A. and provisional certifi­
cates, $5166 and yearly incre­
ments of $256. 

"In addition, for college cred 
its 'above the B . A . degree, 
an allowance of $8 a credit hour 
to 26 hours, and for credits be 
yond the M.A. , an allowance of 
$8 an hour to 36 hours. 

Member Edward Erwin pro 
posed an amendment cailing for 
a letter of Intent to accompany 
the contracts guaranteeing these 
wages with the approval of a 
millage increase. 

MacBride contended that such 
a letter would mean difficulty 
in filling the six vacancies and 
would probably mean hiring 
teachers without a certificate 
at lower levels. 

The vote on the amendment 
passed, 3-2, with Heslip, Erwin 
and Russell Taylor voting aye, 
Ambinder and MacBride vot 
Ing nay. 

The amended motion then 
was passed by a 2-1 vote. Er­
win and Taylor voted aye, Am­
binder' voted nay, MacBride ab-
!stained aiid Heslip did not vote. 

The board turned its atten­
tion then to the budget. Am-
binder more specifically turn­
ed his toward the position of 
the new services he Introduc­
ed to the budgsft a week be­
fore. 
With the board just about 

split on when to hold a special 
eiection — whether in June, 
August, or September — Med­
lyn told the board that if the 
members wished the new teach­
ers for the coming school year, 
then the election shouid be held 
no later than June. 

By waiting until summer 
school is over, Medlyn explain­

ed that chances of getting a 
teacher with the special skills 
in art or music would be almost 
nil. . 

Heslip said that he would 
like to see more work done 
oin the budget to be resent­
ed te the county allocation 
beard on April 17. Ambinder 
caiied it a "colossal waste of 
time'' and that any budget 
going to the county should 
have the direction of the 
board. 

He then moved that the new 
services be included on the bud­
get. With Ambinder's okay, 
MacBride added that the sup 
erintendent be authorized to re­
cruit and issue contracts to 
these teachers. 

The motion was defeated, 
Ambinder and MacBride voting 
yes, Heslip, Erwin and Russell 
voting no. 

Heslip again told Ambinder 
and MacBride: "The money 
isn't there. If you want to offer 
these services, you have to go 
to the people and ask for it 
(the money)." 

Medlyn was directed to pre­
sent a final budget at the 
board's next regular meeting 
April 12. 

Ambinder asked Medlyn if he 
was recruiting remedial read­
ing teachers in his travels to 
colleges. Medlyn said he talked 
with one, but at this point, "not 
anymore" for lack of a direc­
tive from the board. 

MacBride than made a mo­
tion giving Medlyn authority to 
hire teachers with more excep­
tional qualifications than those 
at a beginning level. 

By "exceptional qualifica-
Uons,''. MacBride..explained, ' 'I 
mean a"teacher with every in­
dication of being an outstand­
ing one that we can't get at a 
base salary." 

Medlyn felt that this 
wouldn't go well with the pre­
sent staff, especially begin­
ners on the salary schedule 
rate. He was told this mo­
tion would give him the au­
thority. 

"Taik of businessUke,'' Mac 
Bride said, referring to re-
marks made by Heslip, "This 
is business like. We're in a sup-
ply and demand situation." 

The motion passed unani 
mously.

Shank prepared himself for 
whatever might happen by 
switching his pocketbook from 
his side cout pocket to his 
shirt pocket. 

' 'I just pulled the money, 
about $40, from the wallet when 
these three guys walked i n , " 
Shank said, referring to the 
man who had just left and two 
accomplices. "One was carry­
ing a paper bag and I thought.

to leave when one of the men

''They were stunned,'" Shonk 
said.

The robbers 
wanted to be sure that the gro­
cer wouldn't shoot them after 
releasing Shank and the grocer 
was reassuring them that JIe 
would not.

— turned down a suggestion 
by Ackley that the village buy 
a power-driven rotory lijwn-
mower for $156. The village in-
stead hinted that the village 
DPW could take care of the 
mowing which concerns the plot 
in front of the Novi Library, 
north of the village offices.

Incumbent Frazer Staman de-
feated Herbert Kocster for the 
township supervisor post, a job 
that Staman has held now for 
eight years, and Emery Jacques 
won over Harvey Milford for 
the township trustee position. 

A l l other offices were -uncon­
tested — Incumbent Hadley 
Bachert was re-elected as town-
ship clerk; Duane Bell as treas-
urer; Robert K . Anderson as 
justice of the peace; Kenneth 
Cook to the board of review; 
and Roger Curtis and Leon 
Dochot as constables. 

Anderson had some write-in 
opposition from Wiiiiam Mac 
Dermaid, former Justice of the 
peace four years ago until de­
feated by Anderson. MacDer­
maid lost tlIe February primary 
by 11 votes. His sticker cam-
paign netted 56 votes with 
few more invalid because the 
stickers were put in the wrong 
places on the voting machines. 

Some 43 per cent ef the 
registered voters — 1,092 of 
2,5i7 — cast ballets, giving 
Con-Con the nod' and approv 
ing all Republicans down the 
line on the state ballot. 
The con-con proposal, which 

won acceptance over the state 
won In Novi 'by a 583 to 317 
vote. A primary election to se 
lect delegates to an October 
convention will be held July 25 
with a general election coming 
up September 12. 

The convention wil l merely 
consider revision or amend­
ment of the Michigan constitu-
tion. 

The second proposal won by 
a 454..102 margin; It- calls for 
raising the borrowing power of 
the state to $5 million to aid 
in financing industrial, manu 
facturing and municipal de-
veiopment projects. However, it 
was defeated on a statewide 
basis. 

Voting for state offices fol-
lowed the party lines in both 
Novi and Wixom, Novi going 
aii out Republican and Wixom 
leaning toward the Democrats. 

In Wixom, where there were 
no local offices or issues, 33 
per cent of the registered vot 
ers (249 of 746) turned out to 
vote for the first time in booths 
in the new city hall.
