Thus Wixom, apparently fearful that village incorporation
did not provide protection against annexation, took the step
that assured preservation of its designated limits.

Meanwhile, Novi was minus an industry and a choice tax
plum,

So in Septomber, 1958 it was not difficult to pass the village
charter and elect a council. But in September, 1959 a proposal
to incorporate as a city was soundly defeated.

It had been proposed not to protect against annexation,
hecause Novi believed it had already gained this security
tnrough village incarporation, but to eliminate duplication of
village and township government by replacing both with a
single city government.

Novi's information concerning the invincibility of village
borders was given in good faith, but without the test of the
supreme court,

So the commnunity stands on the very spot it has tried
so desperately to escape — with both township and village
government and stripped of its protectlve armor.

Township and village officials must now ponder this new
tern of events. What does the future hold for Novi?

Will there be other areas seeking attachment to the cities
of Northville, Wixom or even Walled Lake?

For Novi it would seem that this is the time for calm and
studied appraisal. Both township and village officials, who
have contributed their best efforts over many years to help
mold a better Novi, should set aside their differences and de-
cide together upon a course to follow.

This is not to suggest that a change in its present status
is necessary for Novi. But a consolidation of effort and purpose
could very well rally a new spirit and comradery that would
become stronger than any law — that would draw its borders
where the people themselves wish them to be.

‘Don’t Pay Tax’

Herbert Koester, longtime Novi resident and sclf-appoint-
ed “"watchdog™ of township and village affairs, announced this
week he was organizing a “tax strike™ in protest against the
“luxurious budger passed by the Novi village council” Monday

night,

In essence, the strike would consist of withholding pay-
mient of 1961-62 taxes to the village by citizens. Koester said
he was “distutbed over the treatment the people got” at the

public hearing Monday night
when the council approved a
$189,500 budger.”

A major portion of the al-
most three hour meeting was
concerned with salaries, es-
pecially that of the village
clerk and the police depart-
ment,

After the budget had been
reviewed and the council and
atdience aired their feelings
on it, president pro-tem Dean
Lenheiser asked the council
it there were any additional
discussions.

There were none and so
Lenheiser asked for a resolu-
tion approving the budget.
Koester demanded to know if
the objections made by the
audience meant anything to
the councll or had they (the
audience) just ‘‘wasted two
hours here.’”

Covncilman Walter Tuck,
just before making the ap-
proval motion, asked the oth-
er council members if they

he moved the hudget. There
being none, he made his mo-
tion and councilman, Philip
Anderson, seconded.

The vote came out 3-1 with
councilwoman Miss Eugenie
Choquet dissenting,  Silent
when Lenheiser and Tuck
asked for discussion, she ex-
plained her vote this way:

“If I vote yes, that would
show 1 approve of the bud-
get, But I do not. Therefore,
I vote no.”

Koester said that a tax
strike has been “effective”
whenever it was used against
a government. He said that
the people simply “let their
tax payments ride out and
then the village can't pay
their wages,”

He described the tax strike
as the ‘“worst” kind of
strike. He added that the
