The state supreme court decision upholding the annexation 
of Novi viilage property (pius the Northviiie Estates Novi 
township area) to the city of Northviiie tunus the ciocic baclc 
two and a half years. 

For it was then that Novi ieaders argued for viilage incor­
poration to protect its borders from annexation. 

There were other reasons for village incorporation but 
certainly protection agatast annexation was the most convinc 
uig and must have swung many votes. 

For at that time NbtJ was itlU smarting from the an­
nexation ef the Ford Motor eempany's Llncota plaat by 
Wbtom. 

The latter maneuver was accomplished first by Wixomites 
incorporating as a village, then continuing the incorporation 
process a year later and becoming a city. 

Thus Wixom, apparentiy fearfui that village incorporation 
did not provide protection against annexation, took the step 
that assured preservation of its designated limits. 

IVIeanwhile, Novi was minus an industry and a choice tax 
plum. 

So in September, 1358 it was not difficult to pass the village 
charter and elect a council. But in September, ISHD a proposal 
to incorporate as a city was soundly defeated. 

It had been proposed not to protect against amiexation, 
because Novi believed it had already gained this security 
through viiiage incorporation, but to eliminate duplication of 
village and township government by replacing both with a 
single city government. 

Novi's information concerning the invincibility of viiiage 
borders was given in good faith, but without the test of the 
supreme court. 

So the community stands on the very spot It has tried 
so desperately to escape — wilh both township and viilage 
government and stripped of Its protective armor. 

Township and viiiage officials must now ponder this new 
ti;ni of events. What does the future hold for Novi? 

Wiil there be other areas seeking attachment to the cities 
of Northviiie, Wixom or even Walled Lake? 

For Novi it would seem that this is the time for calm and 
studied appraisal. Both township and village officials, who 
have contributed their best efforts over many years to help 
mold a better Novi, should set aside their differences and de-
c.'de together upon a course to follow. 

This is not to suggest that a change in its present status 
is necessary for Novi. But a consolidation of effort and purpose 
could very well rally a new spirit and comradery that would 
become stronger than any law — that would draw its borders 
where the people themselves wish them to be.

This included 
leaks in the, roof, windows and 
screens brokenV and other dam 
ages. The insurance adjuster 
finally gave Ine a check for the 
damages. When looking at it, 
saw It to be for only $300. 
When I complained he cour-
teously asked: "Have you read 
the fine print of your policy?" 
I replied that I had not; but 
upon doing so I learned that 
the insurance company can 
make a deduction of $100. In 
fact, if the loss had been only 
$100, I would have received 
nothtag! 

I next showed the insuraiicc 
adjuster where my beautiful 
palm trees had been torn out. 
These had cost me $75 or more 
each. We agreed that my loss 
on the valuable trees, shrubs, 
etc. was at least $900. 

But when I asked for a 
check to reimburse me, the 
ediuster Inquired If I had 
read the) fine print in my 
policy which specifically ex-
empted the insurance com-
pany from all such losses I 
But this was not all. I also 

suffei^d the loss of fifty feet of 
concrete wall eight feet high at 
tached to my house. Surely, 
expected to be reimbursed for 
rebuilding this wall; but for 
the third time the adjuster ask-
ed: "Have you read all the 
fine print?" Upon doing so 
found that the fine print on the 
policy held the insurance com 
pany absolutely exempt from 
responsibility for damages in-
volving the destruction of any 
walls! 

It is not the fault of the in-
surance companies if you and I 
fail to read "the fine print." 
Furthermore, if a l l of these 
exceptions were not specifical-
ly spelled out, the premium 
which I paid would have had 
to be much higher. It is the old 

story: '"We cannot have our 
cake and eat it too." 

When buying tasurance, or 
real estate, or anythtag else, we 
cannot beat the basic laws of 
mathematics. The only safe 
way to try and beat an insur-
ance company (or a real estate 
agent) is to buy when interest 
rates are high and cash in 
when they are low. 

The same general principle 
applies to buying stocks. Insur­
ance companies make money 
by selling umbrellas when the 
sun is shining. But brokers 
make money by selling stocks 
today when everyone wants 
them. The careful investor will 
not be fooled by popular de 
mand, which is usually wrong. 
Write on the cover of your 
check book: '"Come into 
parlor,' said the spider to the 
fly." 

As most people are stupid 
and usually do the wrong thmg 
at the wrong time aIId never 
read the fine prtat, I have de 
cIded to tavest more money 
insurance stocks: life, fire, ac-
ciccnt, and casualty. In fact, 
over the past fifty years the life 
tasurance stocks have done 
more for investors than any 
other class of stocks. 

A l l insurance companies are 
slow ta getting started; they 
cannot pay dividends during 
their early years. They must 
use their profits for establish-
ing reserves. Insurance com­
panies are carefuly supervised 
by state authorities. Yet, every­
one is working to help them 
make money. This includes the 
doctors, the druggists, the leg­
islators, the fire departments 
and the schools. 

In fact, evejl President Ken 
nedy with his work to help the 
aged is prolonging life, which 
greatly helps all life Insurance 
companies. Hence, instead 
worrying about "the fine print'

The DPW came under some 
scrutiny, especially regarding 
the salary of the superinten 
dent ($5,400) and the gas, oil 
and grease costs ($2,500) and 
the repair and maintenance 
costs ($4,500). The latter item 

mostly equipment repair or 
replacement. 

Novi's dirt roods were as­

mer as $lO,000 was set aside 
for this. Chloriding had been 
a bone of contention in the 
last two budget years.

This, combined with revenue; 
from the general fund ($69,160)' 
and the highway fund ($65,006) 
will give the village an expect-
ed income of $189,500. i 

The major expense items-
are; administration — $59,350; 
police - $54,120; fire depart-
ment - $9,517; highway -
$57,841; village hall — $6,250; 
equipment — $650; and un­
known contingencies (for emer-
gencies) - $1,772. 

Compared with last year, the 
total budget is up by around 
$12,000. It won't be known until 
June 36, the end ot the .fiscal 
year, if a surplus of any kind 
will be realized from the 1966-
61 budget.

Tiiat is a sialciiient made by 
a Councilman in one of his 
answci's lo sonic 250 to 300 sig­
natures on petitions fiied ob­
jecting to any special assess­
ment on our unpaved streets. 

In otiior words, we, eompris-
ing signatures of a past viiiage 
president, former counciiman, 
business and civii ieaders, pius 
good sound cilizens, wlio sign­
ed lliosc petitions did not l<fiow 
what tiicy were signing. 

It is true tiiere aro arguments 
on both sides of liiis delicate 
subject. liowcvci', liic opinion 
of tiioso of us who signed said 
petitions thinic our cause is just 
and equilabic, more so than 
any otiicr iiind of ai'gument 
presonled for said assessment. 

Is it not odd that since 1927 
to date any of our past coun­
cil during those years had not 
scon fit to change the method 
of paving our streets? I had 
been of service lo our com 
Iininity as your councilman for 
eight years and my street 
still unpaved. But, during all 
that timo I agreed with the 
principai of that wilii wiiiclI we 
lived. 

In tiio ycai-s of 1927 and 1928 
our viiiage faliicrs attempted 
and did sot up a special assess 
ment district al the request 
properly owners on certain 
streets to have liioir streets 
paved. 

However, tiiere was an iile 
galily in llie assessment roll 
caused by the over assessment 
of the 5'.;- aliowed for any one 
year based upon the assessed 
valuation of the premises, (see 
ciiancery file no, 2G8252, refer­
ring that it was contrary to 
Section 1639 of compiled laws 
of 1929 and section 27.30 C.L 
1915). The roll was set up for 
a ten year period. This illegal: 
ty caused a law suit in which 
it was determined by the Court 
that the total amount of money 
that could be lawfully collected 
by the Viiiage was $45,000.00. 
The village liad to refund any 
over assessment upon request 
and that refund came mostly 
out of tlic general funds. Pay. 
ments were made on bonds 
from 1927 lo 1939 which were 
defaulted leaving the village lo 
float a new issue for a period 
of thirteen years at a cost of 
$136,724.48 which was paid off 
out of tlie general fund by the 
year of 1952. 

We most all agree the paving 
of streets sliould have been via 
special assessment method 
Hoivever, there was a case tliat 
created a specific problem and 
expense and as a result our 
leaders in the past said the 
streets should be paved out of 
general funds. 

We, wiio have lived in our 
community lor five to forty 
years, or even a life time have 
built up an equity i h the gen 
cral fund. Not oniy as far as 
paving is concerned but also 
in public utilities such as wa 
ter, sewer, both storm and san 
itary, fire protection, etc. The 
development of these certainly 
cost the residents a large 
amount of dollars. Further, 
while waiting for sti-eets to be 
paved the residents had to suf 
fer the consequences of living 
on unpaved streets. The conse 
quences lo the uninitiated con 
sist of • dust, tracking of oil, 
bumpy roads, etc. Any new res­
ident moving into our communi­
ty and becoming a part thereof 
does have the advantage of all 
these improvements and tiie 
cost tliercof. I beiieve any new 
citizen wiii recognize this Iheo 
ry and fact. 

It may take ten years instead 
of seven or eight to accomplish 
all of the paving out of the 
general fund. Note it has been 
called a street improvement 
program but in reality it is 
nothing more than just a plain 
old special assessment with all 
of its inequities because it is 
against the principals as laid 
down in the past. 

However to those of us who 
have waited up to thirty years 
or more to have our streets 
paved, another year or so will 
not make any difference. 

It is my opinion from obser­
vation that any of the old pav­
ed streets that need resurfac­
ing should be put on a special 
assessment basis thereby allc 
viating the general fund. If, in, 
any such case it could be prov 
en that it was inequitable to 
handle a situation of this kind 
in such a manner we could take, 
the money from the general 
fund. 

I wonder if we the people, 
who signed those petitions have 
to be educated or who should 
be?

Babson Park, Mass., The big­
gest iieadache of any corpora-
tion official in the United States 
wiil bc suffered, not by General 
Electric officiais, or even those 
of tho AT & T, but by tlie man 
who must operate a Northern 
Pacific-Great Northern-Burling-
ton Railroad Merger. 

First, this man may some-
time have the i l l wii i of tlic 
former Northern Pacific stock 
holders who may feel they have 
been robbed. I will not brag of 
tho railway traffic of the North 
ern Pacific. Like most rail­
roads, the passenger business 

a big loss; but even the 
freight is declining. 

But tlic Northern Pacific has 
very valuable mineral, o i l , gas, 
and other properties with great 
potential wealth. The only real 
hedge against inflation Is land, 
of which the Northern Pacific 
has some of the most valuabic. 

Second, let me refer to the 
size of the planned merged rail-
road. I roughly figure that this 
will have the greatest mileage 
of any railraod in the United 
States. A large part of this 
mileage should never have been 
built. Yet with millions of bonds 
outstanding on these rails, it 
will be very difficult to get the 
necessary agreements by bond 
holders to dismantle a major 
part of a railroad and liquidate 
tiie rails, bridges, and rights 
of-way. A legal merger Is sim 
pie, but a division of the 
'spoils" is exceedingly com 

plicated. 

The only way to prevent 
such a greet merged rail-
road system from going into 
bankruptcy is to dismantle at 
least one<-thlrd of the mileage 
and reduce the number ef 
employees proportionately. 
This thought causes great 

consternation among the labor 
unions. They will not only fight 
for their own jobs; but will 
feel in doing so they are fight 

ing a battle for every railroad 
in tho country which is now 
talking merger. 

But tlic expected discharge 
of railway workers likewise an-
gers the thousands of little 
towns along the lines which 
should bc abandoned. These 
towns and way stations think 
their life depends on having a 
railroad station, especially for 
freight. To a certain extent 
every railroad merger will have 
these handicaps. 

As the abandonment- of 
railroad's main line or branch 
lines usually means that the 
roadbed will revert to the 
county, state, or Federal Gov­
ernment, the newly merged 
lines will continue to operate 
such portions of the Northern 
Pacific as have the mineral 
rights. This creates another 
paradox. Handling of the 
freight by trucks would ordi 
narily be the answer; but 
trucks would not enable the 
Northern Pacific to hold owner 
ship of aU its valuable mineral 
and oil assets.

Such a merger awakens a 
sentimental recollection in my 
life which should be a lesson 
to all investors. An uncle of 
mine was once the operating 
Vice President of the Northern 
Pacific, with his home in St. 
Paul. Once, when I was going 
to St. Paul to visit tho family 
of my late wife — Grace K . 
Babson — my father, Nathaniel 
Babson of Gloucester, Mass., 
asked mc to call upotI my 
'Uncle John" and ask his opin­

ion as to the value of Northern 
Pacific securities. 

My uncle replied: - - "Tell 
Cousin Nat that the Northern 
Pacific bonds are good; that 
the preferred stocks wil l prob 
ably work out fairly satisfac-
torily; but that the common 
stock today is not worth the 
paper upon which the certifi-
cates are printed.'' 

Yet within two years this 
common stock sold for one 
thousand dollars per share! 

With this personal experience 
it is difficult for me to advise 
a present holder of Northern 
Pacific what to do. I think, 
however, that a good many 
Northern Pacific holders will 
sell their stock and switch into 
the stock of Union Pacific. The 
latter sells at about 32 and pays 
$1.60 dividend per year. 

B i g H i k e i n P u p i l C o u n t 

A big part of the problem 
faced by Michigan educators is 
the trouble they have keeping 
up with the school population 
increase. 

While the spokesmen for 
teachers are far from reticent 
when it comes to telling the 
Legislature and the public about 
the burdens tliey carry, the 
cold hard facts turned up by a 
recent Department of Public 
Instruction study are none tiic 
less impressive. 

According to the figures, 
there were 1,676,543 children in 
public schools in Michigan on 
the fourth Friday following L a 
bor Day. 

The count, taken annually at 
this time, Is used lo determine 
the amount due each school 
district in state aid payments. 
This year's tabulation showed 
some 52,281 more students en 
rolled for the 1966-61 school 
year than were in public schools 
the previous semcsler. 

Entrollment Increase this 
year was 2,62S, greater than 
the Increase last year over 
the previous figure. 

But the hike this year fell 
far below the average increase 
over the last five years of 
58,313. (Jhief reason for the 
higher average was the huge 
enrollment increases in 1955-56 
andjl956-57. 

Gain over the previous school 
year when the count was taken 
in 1956 "and 1957 was well over 
66,600 students each time. 

The total membership in-
crease in. Michigan public 
schools for the last five years 
has been,291,584, according to 
the study' by the divisions of 
research and dcpartinent ser 
vices of the Department of Pub-
lie Instruction. 

A fact that shouldn^t be losi 
in looking at these tigures' is' 
that they stand for children, 
who are entitled to basic ed-
ucation. 

Indications arc that the in-
crease for the coming schoo: 
year, that is, tire count that 
will be taken the fourth Friday 
after Labor Day, 1961, wi l l be 
about 45,006, the Department 
says. 

Lead pellets from the guns 
of hupters which never reach 
their mark still cause a heavy 
toll among Michigan's ducks 
and geese; , ' " .

Lead poisoning was the 
cause of death in virtually 
all cases, the department 
said. 
Actual losses were probably 

higher, since many of the birds 
are picked up by predators and 
others dio .where the research 
ers are unable to find them. 

Recent opening of the 1961 
trout fishing season marks the 
start, for many Michigan ang 
lers, of another year spent on 
the streams and lakes of the 
north country. For many, of 
course, fishing is a year-around 
pastime. 

Like connoisseurs of fine 
wines, many fishermen pick 
one facet of their hobby as 
surpassing all others for pure 
pleasure. 

Many pick going after trout 
with a flyrod on a swift stream 
as the peak of the sport. Oth 
ers, of course, choose bass fish-
ing; still others say pike offer 
the gieatest challenge; some 
say panfish caught from a boat 
on a hot summer's day make 
the angler's greatest pleasure, 
and there are some who only 
like the hardy sport of fishing 
through the ice. 

Probably most fishermen take 
part in all or a combination of 
the types of fishing. 

The significance of - the open 
ing of trout season Is that it 
marks the conversion front win-
ter to summer fishing. The im­
portance, of trout fishing to 

Michigan is pointed up by the 
annual National Trout Festival 
at Kalkaska to mark the open 
ing of the season. 

Some experts contend that 
Kalkaska Is located within 50 
miles of more than half the 
best trout waters east of the 
Mississippi River.

Wixom holds a public hear-
on its 1962 fiscal budget at 8 
p.m. tonight in the city hall 
after the council, in preliminary 
executive sessions, chipped off 
$5,000 from the one first pro 
posed by Mayor Donald Brooks 
Apr i l 27. 

The total expenditures come 
to $172,600 which represents an 
increase of almost $18,000 over 
last year's $154,723 budget. 

Most of this increase — 
$13,406 — accounts for the final 
payment on the ne\v^5i.ty hall 
whicli was orighIauy .scheduled 
to bc paid off in five years. 
The remaining debt on the city 
hall will be the land on which 
it stands, a sum of $16,000, 
which will be paid up in five 
years. 

WIxom residents will not 
Set an increase In luxes des 
pile the Increase in budget. 
The millage will still stand 
at S.3S and the state equaliz-
etion factor down slightly 40 
l-72. The assessed valuation 
was up by around $2 million 
to $13,126,248. 

The budget has been on file 
for public view since last Thurs 
day in the city hall. 

Last week's regular council 
meeting had a light agenda. 
The major action was the ac-
ceptance of a Manufacturers 
National Bank resolution com 
pleting the transaction of bor 
rowmg $5,000 to pay the bal 
ance owed to Frank Stewart 
and Son, contractors, on city 
hall. 

The money was originally 
due October 1 this fall but 
request for the money by the 
contractors necessitated the 
bank note. It will be payable 
as soon as the treasurer has 
tax receipts available. 

In other business, the coun-
ci l : 

— accepted the low bid of 
$2,160 plus costs of a perfor 
mance bond from the Bowers 
Garbage Disposal to make the 
weekly garbage and rubbish 
pick-up in the city starting 
July 1.

- - approved June 19 as the 
date for a public hearing on 
the city's new zoning ordinance. 
Tho request came from Vilican-

---- re-appointed Paii l Salo and 
John Lambert to the zoning 
board o£ appeals. 

— approved a $50 donation to 
the Babe Huth League. 

The contract showed provis 
ions for an easement running 
along the east boundary line of 
the property, which in effect 
puts 36 feet of the city hall 
building on the easement. 

Brooks said that Edison made 
no objection when the city was 
building on the site, that there 

no harm to the city with the 
right-of-way on the land and 
that the city is endeavoring, 
while Edison's mind is still not 
made up, to have the easement 
line moved further to the east. 

Questioned about a seeming 
conflict between the mayor's 
stand and the admission of 
Mrs. Chambers at the associa 
lion's March meeting that she 
told the council of the easement 
Brooks said: 

"The first day I stepped on 
the land, Mrs. Chambers told 
me of the easement coming 
through. But right up to to-
day, I don't know where it is 
going." 

He said that the council knew 
it (and he showed a title dated 
September 27, 1960) and the at­
torney checked the derails. The 
opinion was that everything 
was proper and good. 

Brooks took off his official 
mayor's hat and put on his citi 
zen's one to encourage the as­
sociation to drop their petition­
ing for a four mil l limit. The 
charter states an eight mil l 
limit. 

For one thing, Brooks said 
that the road program initiated 
last year could never bc ac-
complished with a four mil l 
limit. He said tiiat during his 
campaign, he was told to get 
better roads in Wixom and he 
considers the project as the 
city's top one. 

With just a four mil l limit, 
Brooks asked how the residents

The borrowing of funds was 
necessary, Mediyn told the 
board, in order for the district 
to have operating funds avail-
able for the summer months. 

With state aid payments 
lagging behind now (the dis. 
trlct has been receiving 
around 70 prt- eent of the full 
payments) and the next one 
due In September, and lo-
cal taxes not payable until 
December, Mediyn made the 
recommendation for the bor­
rowing of funds. 

The district borrowed $35,000 
last summer against state aid 
payments. This year's will be 
against anticipated taxes be-
cause more money could be bor-
rowed. The note was okayed, 
through the Michigan Munici-
pal Finance Commission and is 
payable next April i . 

The board approved the pay-
ment of around $13,000 lo the 
Orchard Hills School architect 
(Charles Lane Associates) and 
contractor (Atkin-Fordon Co.) 
which represented the final pay-
ment to both. 

What held up the payment 
was a dispute over a tile field 
for tlie school, which was not 
laid according to original spec 
ifications. 

The board won a five year 
guarantee from the contractors 
from January of this year, when 
the field was finally completed 
to January, 1965. They will 
make necessary repairs on 
breakdowns of a normal nature 
other than from misuse.

and the surroundings seemingly 
"designed to k i l l reading 
terest." 

He said that the practice 
towel-drying dishes in the kitch 
en was unsanitary and that 
automatic dishwashers were 
needed to sterilize the plates, 

Mediyn told the board that 
the school has always "techni 
cally" passed the county's per-
iodic checks. 

Miss Gloria Soulliere handed 
in the results of year-long 
achievement tests given to the 
children. Results were to be 
studied before the June meet 
ing.
