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Traditionally at tlie Michigan Week mayor's exchange 
luncheon the American Legion makes its Citizen of the Year 

award.

Allen. 

Legionnaire Oscar Hammond "just happened" to be in 
Swartz Creek at the time of the huge Mayor's Exchange dinner 
sponsored by Rotary, Kiwanis and Jaycees there. So he was 
invited to join the festivities. Soon he was introduced and Mike 
Allen was proclaimed Northville's Citizen of the Year. 

So far as I am concerned, the Legion could not have found 
an individual more deserving of the award. 

Mike Allen is the perfect "good citizen". 

Probably more than any other single individual he has 
given of his time and effort for community affairs despite the 
demands of his own business. 

He is our mayor, our supervisor of tlie Wayne County Board 
of Supervisors, a member of the board of directors of Com­
munity General hospital — and performs the countless other 
duties that befall a city's chief executive. 

Yet Mike would be the last one to say that there are not 
others more qualified or who could get the job done as well 
a.s he. 

But Mike is willing, as so few of us are. 
He is devoted to his community aiid in his own unassuming 

way serves as the "common denominator" between the oid 
nnd the new, the pros and the cons. 

Mike Allen is what Northville needs at its council table.

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Babson Park, Mass., I hear 
that some of the college pro­
fessors who are advising Presi­
dent Kennedy on moans of in­
creasing employment favor ex­
panding consumer installment 
buying. 

Credit comes in two forms: 
(1) Wlien your wife goes to her 
favorite store and has her pur­
chases "charged." The store 
looks up her record through the 
Municipal Credit Bureau. If 
she has no black marks against 
her, the goods are given her 
or sent to her home. When the 
monthly bill is sent for these 
goods, the store expects a pay­
ment in a short time, — thirty 
days later as a maximum. The 
stores really like to encourage 
such charge accounts, as your 
wife is likely to buy more if 
she can charge the goods rath 
er than pay cash. 

without any down payment, or 
can be bought by anyone at 
very small down payments and 
a long mortgage of thirty or 
more years. This is very dif 
ferent from when I was a young 
man getting married. 

Then we were compelled to 
pay one-third in cash and the 
mortgage would be written 
for only five years. When 
talking to students of Babson 
institute, I call to their at­
tention the economics of birds, 
which build their "houses" 
before they are "married" 

and raise eny little birds. 
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The other form of credit pur 
chase is where the buyer gives 

note, or several notes, pay­
able on specified dates, with 
power of repossession of the 
goods on a certain date after 
reasonable notice in case a note 
is not paid. 

I do not object per se to such 
installment buying, especially 
on refrigerators, television sets, 
washing machines, clothes dry­
ers, and other household appli­
ances which can be repossessed 
in good condition. 

I, however, earnestly urge 
that you read the light fine 
print on the agreement and 
really understand what you 
are asked to sign. 

As I read the advertisements 
today on new homes for sale, 
I am astounded at the way 
they can be bought by veterans 

To young people buying furni­
ture on the installment plan, I 
am not prepared now to give 
definite advice. The laws of dif­
ferent states vary as to the 
rights of repossession. If you 
arc behind in the payments on 
a house, it is a long legal pro 
cess for the mortgagee to get 
you out of the house, especial 
ly if you are willing to pay a 
reasonable rent. If you are be­
hind in your payments for a 
television set or some other 
luxury item, and default on 
these payments, you must be 
prepared to let the store take 
it back before you damage it. 
This also applies to certain 
household utilities mentioned 
above.

When it comes to buying fur­
niture on installment, a young 
couple should carefully consid­
er each item purchased. One 
installment note and agree 
ment should cover the bed­
room furniture; another note 
and agreement should cover 
the living room furniture; and 

third note and agreement 
could cover the dining room 
set. A l l incidentals should be 
paid for in cash. 

Furthermore, the three sets 
of furniture should not be 
bought at the same time; but in 
the order above outlined, say 
at least a month apart, even if 
you are obliged to "camp out' 
for a few weeks. As I look 
back to my early married 
days, we got considerable pleas­
ure out of gradually furnishing 
our little liouse. Surely more 
pleasure comes in striving than 
in arriving. 

Let me close this column by 
giving some statistics for bank­
ers, merchants, and parents to 
read. These figures are based 
upon a survey by the Universi­
ty of Michigan. The survey 
showed that 68% of American 
households are in debt in one 
form or another. 48% of the 
families are saddled with peri­
odic installment debt repay­
ments; 31% owe mortgage 
debts; 24% owe on non-install­
ment debt. According to the 
study, 14% of the families owing 
installment debt are " in hock" 
for over $1,000 — double the 
proportion only five years ago. 

The survey had one encour­
aging note. Namely, that about 
one-third of the famiies owing 
installment debt report that 
they have enough savings to 
offset their debt. For those who 
rationalize that installment buy­
ing keeps their savings in tact, 
I would like to point out that 
statistics show this is a very 
costly practice. 

If it comes off, and only time 
will tell, the 1961 Michigan Leg 
islature may find that its great­
est accomplishment was in that 
intangible and controversial 
realm known as "national im 
age." 

Tight budgets and no new 
taxes, concrete actions of this 
year's session, could well lead 
to a reversal of the national 
picture of Michigan as a per­
ennial problem stale, 

Sears from the "Cash Crisis" 
of 1959 and the tax squabble of 
1960 will remain, but the wounds 
might at least be allowed to 
heal. 

True, Michigan will still be 
beset by problems of unem­
ployment, automation, labor dis­
putes, rural-urban bickering 
and controversy between the 
two major political parties, but 
the sorrowful and oftentimes 
needless damage wrought by 
stalemate and blunder and faul­
ty financial management may 
be on the way to repair. 

If so, both parties can 
claim part of the credit des­
pite a Republican Legisla-
ture and a Democratic gov­
ernor. 
While e d u c a t i o n , mental 

health and other vital areas of 
state government will have to 
get along on less money than 
they had hoped to have avail­
able for fiscal 1961-62, it is hop­
ed they can get through one 
more year of austerity. 

It was, after all, only some 
thing of a political misfortune 
tiiat at least token Increases in 
the tight operating budgets rec 
ommended by Legislative ap­
propriating committees for the 
crucial areas of government 
weren't inci-cased. 

The willingness to add was 
there, but disagreements over 
the means and who would get 
the credit prevented any in­
creases. 

Reipuhllcan law makers 
frankly say they are happy 
with the budget as It was 
passed. In fact, they are 
anxious to claim credit for 
what they hope Is a return 
to fiscal responsibility for 
Michigan. 
Gov. John B. Swainson wants 

it clearly understood that any 
cutbacks in state services, ed­
ucational or otherwise, are the 
fault of the GOP. 

But privately, many Demo 
cratic senators and representa­
tives are not too displeased 
with the $462.6 million operat 
ing budget, which is, of course, 
a record high for Michigan. 

The reasoning is that if it 
takes a year of belt-tightening 
to prevent future unfavorable 
publicity such as the recent 
Saturday Evening Post article 
on "Michigan, the Problem 
State," then the price may not 
be too high. 

Important part of the pricei 
involves the risk to the quality 

of higher education. Despite the 
record budget, educators are 
faced with providing facilities 
and education for a still more 
startling record number of stu 
dents, 

As salary increases are elim 
inated or reduced; as facilities 
like libraries and classrooms 
become more outmoded and 
overcrowded, staff people lose 
enthusiasm for their work. The 
most talented instructors find 
it easier to accept offers from 
other institutions where they 
are paid more, have better con­
ditions. The mediocre get few­
er offers and tend to stay. At 
the same time, it becomes more 
difficult to interest first-rate in-
structors to join the Michigan 
faculties. The result becomes 
an average or less teaching 
staff. 

It is not increased work loads 
these college people object to, 
it is lack of tools and lack of 
what they consider apprecia 
tion or respect for education. 

The people of Michigan must 
decide soon if they want to 
support higher education at 
level which will only grind out 
students after mediocre tram 
ing period or at a level which 
will permit true university train 
ing, 

you have less money per 
student than previously," the 
Legislature tells education ad-
ministrators, ''but you had bet-
ter not limit your enrollment 

50 that qualified students can­
not get in or you'll reckon with 
us." 

The only thing that can give 
is the quality of the education 
or tuition fees which were in 
creased $24 per year only last 
year. 

The key to the 1961 Michigan 
Legislature rating in the his 
torical record book may be 
found in the national economic 
picture overall. 

If there is recovery in the 
durable goods market, it is al­
most sure to be reflected in a 
rosier fiscal picture for Michi­
gan. 

Budgets are based on frankly 

pessimistic revenue estimates, 
Swainson actually formulated 
his recommendations on reven­
ue estimates some $15 million 
higlier than those used by law-
makers. 

There could be a surplus of 
revenue, which mi'jht be ap-
plied to the state deficit, es­
timated at $62 million by 
June 30. 
While. governmental theorists 

can argue endlessly about the 
desirability of operating in the 
black, there can be no doubt 
that it looks good on paper, and 
that is where a great many o^ 
Michigan's fiscal troubles have 
been, on paper.

A request tliat Wixom take advantage of matching Federal 
monies to subsidize its planning commission was heard, by the 
city council last Thursday night. 

The council, although showing an interest in the program 
known as the "701 Plan", tabled the request until such time 

as a formal written one is made, " " 
to the council, 

Mrs, Charles Ware, planning 
commission president, indicat­
ed she may call a special meet­
ing just to draw up a written 
request. She told the council 
that the commission had made 
such a motion to this effect at 
its last meeting, ^ 

Reading a memorandum pre­
pared by Vilican-Leman Assoc­
iates, the city's planning con­
sultants, A l Grubb, of the plan­
ning commission, told the coun­
cil that the 701 Housing Act of 
1954 would in effect "double 
present appropriations" of the 
city for planning. 

The consultants are paid 
$6,600 a year by the city on 
a 30 rnonth contract that runs 
out In 1962. With HO por cent 
Federal matching funds, the 
elty.woulcl,jje p.ayliifl holf. pr„ 

'$3,300 for the same services. ' 
Grubb said that the consul­

tants have agI-ecd to work un­
der the 701 Plan for two years 
and disregard any payments for 
the months between the start 
of their second year and the 
start of the Federal plan. 

Grubb mentioned that an ad­
ditional fee of $225 to get into 
the program would be neccs 
sary. 

Wixom, in the planners' esti­
mate, met the qualifications for 
the program. These were a 
comprehensive program leading 
to a master plan which must 
be okayed by the Federal and 
State authorities and then put 
into effect. 

Additional services could be 
gained under cooperation with 
the Federal program, Grubb 
said. Among these were a sew­
er and water study which would

Today in Michigan four In 
fants, genetically destined to be 
mentally retarded, have been 
assured normal intelUgence and 
healthy growth. 

The four are heirs to phenyl 
kctonuria (PICU), a disease 
which affects the body's pro­
tein metabolism and eventually 
"poisons" the brain unless de­
tected and checked before six 
months of age. They were res­
cued by the Michigan Program 
for MentaUy Retarded Children, 
centered at The University of 
Michigan Medical Center, and 
its intensive statewide cam-

.paign to predict and prevent 

mental disease. 
According to D L Richard J . 

AUen, U-M pediatric neurolo 
gist and director of the pro-
gram, the groundwork for sav 
ing the four children was laid 
less than three years ago when 
the program initiated a con 
tinuing survey of Michigan's 
mentaUy iU. The study reveal 
ed about 100 cases of clearly-
defined P K U among the num 
ber of other mental diseases 
that beset Michigan. 

P K U Is an inherited disor-
der, and so physicians, psy­
chologists and social workers 
from across the state Interview­

ed and examined aU family 
members of the victims uncov­
ered by the survey. Special in­
terest focused oq newly preg­
nant mothers within the fami­
lies. On deUvery at various hos-
pitals throughout: ^ the state, the 
babies were tested with special 
blood tests. 

The four found to have P K U 
were diagnosed within days af­
ter birth and immediately'plac­
ed on a special corrective diet. 
Dr. Allen says, ." These four 
children wiU presumably grow 
to normal, intelUgent adult-
hood. If they had gone untreat­
ed longer than six months, some 

degree of abnormality probab­
ly would have resulted." 

The Central Registry of all 
known P K U victims is located 
at the U-M Medical Center. The 
Michigan Program is /aided by 
the Children's Bureau of the 
Department of Health. 

D L Allen said it is believed 
to be one of the first state-wide 
efforts of its kind to combat 
this type of mental illness. He 
predicts that in the near future, 
when all physicians in tlie state 
are acquainted wiliI the disease 
and perform the necessary ear­
ly and accurate diagnosis, 
P K U will be controlled.

Mr. Treaster pointed out that 

more knowledge about Miciii­
gan permits individuals to make 
sound decisions for improve 
ment. 

"Man can do something about 
our environment and Michigan 
Week is one of the most useful 
vehicles in our state for tiiis 
purpose," iie said. "Tiirough 
this event we iiavc liie opportun­
ity to inspect our surroundings 
from every point of view. We 
see the beauties and tiie siiort-
comings. Wc leai-n about some 
of. the assets that make our 
communities, our stale and our 
nation tlie envy of other peo­
ples throughout the world. By 
identifying both the good and 
the bad, Michigan Week pre 
pares the way for the improve 
ment of our environment."

Delegates to a convention for 

tile purpose of revising the 1908 
Michigan Constitution will con 
vene in October. They have a 
chance to rise above' partisan 
bickering and special interest 
pressure and devise a solid doc 
umenl to provide a basic frame 
work for government. 

The Constitution, of course, 
is no more responsible for Mich­
igan's troubles than any other 
one thing. 

But a sound basic document, 
coupled with a better economic 
situation' and responsible ac­
tions by the leadei's of pohticai 
parties, business and industry, 
couid mean Michigan is on tlie 
road lo better things. 

It may be an oversimplifica­
tion to say that one Payless 
Payday shattered the image of 

great state. Tiie rebuilding 
job, which may be underway, 
is neither simple, or easy nor 

in Europe during the winter, 
have held these notes until 
now. 

Owing to Great Britain's de 
sire to break up all unproduc 
tive estates of available acre-
age, I know of no bargains in 
acreage in England — altliougl 
raw acreage can be purchased 
in Scotland and Wales. 

However, I have traveled 906 
miles by automobile in Ireland 
There are few industries in Ire 
land due to the lack of natural 
resources. The people are 
healthy, happy, and willing to 
work. The youth of Ireland — 
outside of the few large cities 
-— are happy living on farms 
which they expect to inherit 
from their parents. 

As a result, very little of the 
good farming land is for sale 
in Ireland, even at high prices 
Land which sells in Kansas for 
$160 per acre cannot be bought 
in Ireland for less than $400 
per acre. . 

The mountain land in the wes 
tern portion, which is good only 
for grazing sheep, can be 
bought for $16 or so per acre 
depending upon its accessibili-
ty. Lakes and rivers abound in 
Ireland, which makes it good 
for pasturing. 

In fact, the acreage in Ire-
land may be divided into three 
groups: (1) Good farm land in 
the "Golden Midlands"; (2) 
pasture land with good green 
grass but with not much depth 
of soil, which sells for about; 
$150 per acre; and (S) rocky 
mountain land good only for 
sure-footed sheep and cattle, 
but preferably in the southern 
part near the ocean, 

The above comments as to 
prices regarding Ireland apply 
also to France, Switzerland, and 
Italy. No good acreage is avail-
able in Belgium, Holland, or 
West Germany. Not only is the 
fertile land there in production, 
but the farmers control the poll 
tics, tariffs, and even prices. 

Italy, however, is- fast be­
coming an industrial ' nation 
with waterpower and other nat­
ural resources. U.S. manufac­
turers should walch Italy and 
Switzerland (and also Japan), 
Ithough these countries now 

have much unemployment. 
Europe has natural resources, 

including navigable rivers, iron, 
coal, chemicals and waterpow­
er. It also has a climate which 
encourages people to work. 
Wages are fairly low and there 
Is no searcity of labor in most 
localities. This explains why so 
many American manufacturers 
are buying or building plants 

in Europe. Labor unions exist, 
but with the exception of tliose 
in France, are not now much 
of a handicap. 

My comments regarding the 
three classes of land in Ireland 
also apply to Spain. Spain has 
waterpower, both developed and 
undeveloped. It has coal, oil, 
and chemicals. Wages are low 
and the cost of living is reason 
able. Industries are springing 
up in Spain and the climate is 
fair, for both workers and 
tourists. 

Perhaps as a foreign hedge 
against Inflation I would now 
advise the purchase of well 
lecated land In Spain, espec 
ielly in the suburbs of Ma-
drld> Toledo, Barcelona, and 
Valencia. The big reel estate 
profits in Spain will take 
place In "Suburbia" - which 
is now just starting. 

Of course, no one should in 
vest in any foreign country 
without spending a month there-
in and seeing the land person-
ally. Spain has several differ 
ent kinds of terrain and cli­
mate — dry and wet, mountain 
ous and 'fertile, cold and warm 
Most of what I say about Spain 
also applies to Portugal. I ad-
vise the southern coastal por-
tioti of Spain. 

The west, coastal country Is 
warm in winter and may be 
compared to our Florida. South-
west of Barcelona. toward Gi­
braltar there are several very 
attractive places. Given the 
sanie altitude, the temprature 
should grow warmer as one tra 
vels southwest from Barcelona 
or Madrid. Malaga is supposed 
to have the best all-round cli­
mate of any city in Spain. 

Let me describe in some de-
tail the area from Barcelona 
eastward to the French Border 
where one approaches the 
French Riviera, One can reach 
Barcelona by steamship, or 
plane, or railroad train. From 
Barcelona to the French Bor 
der is about 75 miles. One can 
make the trip in 3 hours by 
automobile or in one hour by 
electric train. The first town 
which interested me was San 
Pedro. This is about 20 miles 
east of Barcelona and has a 
good beach with medium-priced 
hotels. The next was Plana on 
the Sea, which is rapidly de-
veloping somewhat like our 
New York Coney Island, The 
next point of interest is Lloret 
de Mar. These places are old 

towns with very narrow streets, 
while the sandy beaches for 
sunning and bathing are superb. 
All these places . have numer-
ous hotels at all prices. 

A fourth place of interest is 
Tossa by the Sea. This place 
is more expensive than the oth 
crs and now jippeals only to 
gay young people who want to 
bathe or lie in the sun all day 
and dance all night! Further 
more, the highway betweer; 
Lloret and Tossa is very wind­
ing, with over 20 dangerous 
hairpin turns. Those going from 
Barcelona, lo Tossa or beyond 
should take the electric railway 
and avoid these hairpin curves 
with great high cliffs on one 
side and 1600-foot drops on the 
other. 

Now for the final and most 
important reason why I think 
good money could be made east 
of Barcelona by those who are 
willing to go there and live for 

month and look carefully 
about. 

Here are three simple rules 
to follow: (1) Buy well-drained 
and between the highway and 
he ocean even if it is bisected 
)y the electric railway. Insist 

that your land go down to the 
ocean. (2) Buy land now cultl-
vatcd so that the rent which 
some reliable farmer will pay 
you will take care of the taxes. 
(3) Be sure your title is good, 
which means buy It througli: 
some reliable local banker or 
real estate agent. These rules 
apply to buying land for spccu-: 
iation in all of the above coun­
tries. 

You will soon realize that 
situations exist for profit which:, 
I have not found in the suburbs' 
of any large city in the world.! 
From the time you leave San! 
Pedro you will find small farms. 
located all along the line ad-
joining good residences. 

I'cannot give you prices per. 
acre because equally good pro--, 
ducing soil appears to sell at; 
entirely different prices. You 
must check up on a large num­
ber of such farm plots and then 
buy the cheapest; but insist on 
the above three conditions and,, 
of course, get your land in a 
good neighborhood with good 
neighbors. This you can do only ^ 
by living for one month be-' 
tween San Pedro and Lloret by 
the Sea,

On the one hand the Ambind-
or-MacBride combine has plead-
ed for an end to deficit flnanc-
ing and an upgrading in ed-
ucational services offered in the 
Novi system. 

Yet, apparently, they would 
prefer to hold two elections to 
gain their goal then to throw 
their energies behind a single 
effort at considerable less cost 
to the taxpayer. 

Meanwhile, the Heslip-Erwin-
Taylor combine proposes a 
measure (the millage hike) and 
then stands back to see what 
the voter has lo say. 

He'll say "ne". And why 
shouldn't he. Who (besides 
Medlyn) has cincouraged him 
to do otherwise? And when 
has a taxpayer ever volun-
ttered to boost his ewn tax­
es? 
He needs a reason. And we 

believe that a school board 
united could have presented a 
convincing program that the 
voter would have accepted — 
regardless of time hmitations. 

But the proposition was pass 
ed in a maneuvering action 
with five sets of eyes on the 
June 12. election. Small wonder 
that the voter is confused when 
two members who want to 
spend more money '— and for 
?ood reason — oppose a mill-
age boost while condemning 
deficit financing. And at the 
;ame time, three other mem-
bers accused of failure to rec-
ognlze the need for greater êr-
ice propose to (irovlde monies 

for such services and then take 
luke-warm attitude towards 

passage of the proposal. 

lt is clearly evident that the 
board's 3-2 split will remain rê  
«ardless which candidate wins 
Monday. But if Fried is elect 
ed, the minority will become 
the majority. 

The News classifies Fried -as 
an extremely qualified candi 
date. We,wish he had entered

Perhaps, he could have served 
as a pivot man.

The Novi School system has 
made considerable progress 
since lis consolidation in 1956 
Despite a 59.4 per cent increase 
in piipils during this time, we 
liavc never had overcrowded 
classrooms or half day sessions 
The position of Librarian was 
changed from half time to full 
time in i960. Our school library 
has over 4,370 books and with 
the additional appropriation of 
over $3500 to secure new books 
it will be .significantly enlarg­
ed. 

In a recent survey of 134 ele­
mentary schools in Oakland 
County only 12 schools were 
reported as having a trained li 
brarlan, for a ratio of 1 trained 
librarian for eech 11 elemen 
tary schools. 

The testing program which 
has been carried on in our 
schools very clearly shows our 
children have not been "short 
changed" in basic education. 
The reports on this program 
have consistently shown that 
our children are achieving sig-
Iiiflcantly above the national 
norms in the basic skills. 

The running of a school sys 
tem such as ours is a complex 
matter. I have gained much 
expei-ience serving your school 
during the past three years. I 
will be glad to continue, if you 
so desire, I hope to see con­
tinued orderly upgrading of 
oiir school system.
