. funds had been earmarked for a 1949 bond issue which Is al­
ready retired, but they cannot be used for another purpose 
without voter approval.

It appears, experts say, that we're on the threshold of 
successfully transplanting hearts, lungs, glands, livera and 
even hands and feet . . . "just like changing a spare tire''. 

Amazing, indeed. But what struck me like a thunderbolt 
was the name of the doctor who is performing some of these 
miracles at Stanford university. WorkuIg with dogs, the article 
states. Dr. Norman Shumway has made six heart transplants.

'tImes called hUn "Stinky'' — not that he was, but it sort 
of rolled off your tongue and seemed to blend with his last

I kiiow ho.w proud his parents, who I believe still reside 
in Jackson, must now be. 
: It's been ;nany years shice I have seen Norm — at the

Ordinarily, we confine comments in this column to local 
iSsues. But maybe this personal tribute can be forgiven by 
readers when we consider that perhaps one day ''Stinky's" 
work out at Stanford may be very local, indeed. It may touch 
our very heart. 
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Babson Park, Mass., This 
was the motel industry.

Let me venture to say 
that real estate has become our 
fastest growing industry. 

The first English translation 
of Sir Isaac Newton's Law of 
Action and Reaction — upon 
which the theory of the Econo-
mic Cycle and the business of 
most Investment Counseling are 
based — was made in 1729. In 
those days, this Cycle practic-
ally applied only to gold and 
real estate. The price of gold 
has since become controlled by 
the Federal Government; hut 
the cycle theory still applies 
lo real estate. I personally be; 
lieva that wc may have passed 
the peak of the present real 
estate cycle. 

Of course, the general con-
dition of business always has 

profound effect on the real 
estate situation, — housing in 
particulaL Since I fear that no 
great economic boom is now 
probable, the immediate future 
of real estate must depend upon 
other factors. One of these is 
the availability and cost of 
money. Another is the cost of 
new building. Neither of these 
factors is now helpful to real 
estate. 

Another thing to remember 
is that the regularity and bal-
ahce of cycles in real estate 

I activity are especially pro-
nounced. Upward and' down-
Ward swings tend to match, in 
both intensity and duration.-

. But according to Sir Isaac 
Newton's Law, it is the pro. 
duct of the Intensity and dur-
atlon which must ultimately 
balance. As ihe intensity ef 
the racetit real estate beom 
has been rather magnified, 
then the duration of fhe fol-
lowing slump may be great-
ir than expected. This Ii 
centrary to most reasoning, 
but this Is Newten's Law. 

Overextension and retrench-
ment are psychological human 
forces wliich cannot be measur­
ed. Another human factor, is 
the large number of- people 
reiiching the age of 26, which 
means more marriages. This 
will call for more rented hous­
es and small apartments, The 
big home-buying age is 30-35. 
The percentage of Americans 
reaching these ages has begun 
to decline. 

There is, however, a growing 

trend toward home ownership, 
especially homes in the sub-
urbs. This figure is now 66%. 
Hence, rental price rises have 
fallen below the cost-of-living 
advance. Foreclosures have 
been increasing in certain new 
subdivisions. Office buldings 
continue in demand, with vit-
cancies of not over 5%. 

Since the Kennedy Adminis 
tration's policies should result 
in higher Income for the farm 
eL I expect a further rise in 
farm land prices — especially 
land liear cities, both large and 
small. The old advice: "Buy 
by the acre and sell by the 
foot" is still good. Also re 
member that each city is gorw-
ing fastest in some one direc-
tion, — it may be "east" or 
"west" or "south". 

Minority groups In Michigan 

Before speculating in vacant 
land, there are certain fads 
you should get: Determine the 
current land values and prices 
in the area, lax rates and ap-
praisal methods, new roads and 
highways approved for con 
struetion (as well as those in 
the proposal stage), all perti-
nent construction plans by gov-
ernmcnt and private enterprise, 
the growth rate in the area as 
compared with other sections 
of the country. 

You must guess: The length 
of time before land appreda-
tion will take place, the possl-
bility of being isolated by high' 
ways not yet proposed, the dan­
ger of sharp tax-rate boosts, 
the future cost of utilities, like­
lihood of industrial expansion, 
and future prospects for exist­
ing industries. 

ln Summary: Real estate in-
vestment at this tiine can still 
be sound — particiilarly in 
relation to maily "other profit 
ventures — hut the absence of 
any.evidence ot a great new 
boom makes it more important 
than ever for you to' select your 
vacant-land investment with 
great care. Final thought: Re-
member how fast interest and 
taxes pile up! 

have little reason to resort to 
"freedom irider" crusades, or 
even the "sit-in" or "kneel-in" 
tactics common in southern 
states. 

They've got the law behind 
them here. 

NortheITi states, of course, 
don't have the problems of the 
South. There is discrimination, 
because where there arc people 
who differ ln color of skin, na 
tional bfickground or religion 
there is in some degree mis-
trust, fear and bigotry. 

But Michigan has been a 
lasder iii guaranteeing hu­
man rights.; 
Even controversy over such 

things as the anli-discriniina 
lion "Rule Nine" which deals 
with real estate is based most-
ly on the fear that the rights 
of non-m'inorlty groups might 
be impaired by going too far 
With legislation or adminiatra-
live rules.. 

Anti-bias law has far deeper 
roots than ''Rule Nine,'' which 
was promulgated by the Corp­
oration and Securities Commis­
sion. 

First, there is the Michigan 
Constitution,' which (in Article 
II) guarantees' certain, basic 
property and personal rights to 
all the citizens of the state. 

The Fair Employment Prac­
tices Act; which sets up a Fair 
Employment/ Practices CkIm-
missioh (FEPC), is aimed at 
insuring-equal job opportunities 
for all citizens, regardless of 
race, color, creed, national orl 
gin or ancestry. 

The FEPC finds its greatest 
tool or fighting bias is the 
threat of action, although it 
can and will'go to court, to pro-
tect rights. 

Legally, of course, it is diffi-
cult to- prove an employer has 
been discriminatory in his hir-
ing and .firlngi practices. Too 
many ctuê tions involving only 
judgemeiit, ;of such things as 
competence,' ';personality, suit-
ability and other characteris-
tics, enters in. 

But the J.law, tends to make 
employerB> conscious of race 
regulations; aiid even employees 
who mfght .resent the hiring of 
some. pedple, Realize ' the law 
makes it difficult to do. other 
wise. .„ „" 

Perhaps |he inost effective 
anti-discrlmlnation fefee in 
the slate is tl]e example set 
by the MI'chigait government 
In itt personnel poIlcie* end 
statements. 
The Civil Service' Commiss 

ion has promulgated compre 
hensive and effective rules to 
prevent official bias.. 

Another movfe to. safeguard 
the rights of "all persons in 

Michigan was recently made 
by Gov. John B, Swainson, who 
issued a "GoveITior's Code of 
Fair Practices'' to govern per­
sonnel practices and services, 
facilities and regulatory and 
contracting policies of all state 
agencies. 

While Swainson, like any oth­
er politician, is aware of min-
ority group block-voting, he al­
so seems to have a very strong 
personal feeling in the area of 
civil rights. 

"If I demand a right for . 
myself," Swainson has often 
said, "then i must be ready 
to give that same right to 
ethers." 
The Governor's code, which 

details the things which govern­
ment agencies may and may 
not do in connection with civil 
rights, was based, he said. In 
the Preamble to the code, on 
fundamental American concepts 
that "all men are created 
equal,'" and are endowed with 
"certain iIIalienable rights." 

"No state constitution, no 
state law can hinder the pur-
suit of equality, justice and lib­
erty,'' the Preamble says. 

The state has a good record 
in civil rights, Swainson said, 
but government must take spec-
ial pains to keep its house ln 
ordeL 

"State government, as iin enf-
ployer, has a resppnsibility to 
serve as a model for business, 
industry, labor and private em­
ployment agencies," Swainson 

said in the Preamble lo his 
code. 

Group health and life insur­
ance for state employes appar-
ently will go ahead as ordered 
by the Civil Service Com 
mission despite the fact that 
many .agencies who have tight 
budgets may be hard-pressed to 
meet the state's share of the 
cost-of such programs. 

Attorney General Paul L, 
Adams has ruled that because 
the Legislature failed to pro­
hibit the programs, they will 
be legal; 

In an opinion nearly two 
years ago, Adams cleared the 
way for Insurance programs in 
which the state and state cm 
ployes participate in the cost 
by ruling that the Civil Service 
Commission could legally make 
the necessary commitments to 
set up such a plan. 

State Controller Ira Polley 
asked Adams if it would be 
proper to certify expenditures 
for the state's share of insur­
ance premiums. Adams said 
yes. 

The Legislature not only re-
fused to include in appropria­
tions for salaries and wages 
any sums for insurance, it also 
failed to either approve or dis 
approve such | expenditures. 

Adams' opinion said not only 
could classified Civil Service 
employes take part in the plan, 
but so could unclassified em­
ployes — which includes the 
Legislators.

There is no single thing more 
politically importaiit right now 
in the Slate of Michigan than 
the calling of the constitutional 
convention in October. 

Within con-con is contained 
the "significance of tlie kind of 
State we are or hope to bo" 
and for this reason, voters 
should elect delegates whose 
"controlling interest will be to 
make Michigan, a good place to 
live, play and. raise our chil­
dren." 

Thus spoko Alfred M. Pel-
ham before the Novi Board of 
Commerce June 1 in the Novi 
Community building. Pelham 
is budget director for Wayne 
Stale university, coming there 
after holding a similar position 
for 19 years with Wayne Coun-
ly. 

More important in regard to 
con-con, he is chairman of the 
GoveI'nor's Constitutional Con­
vention Advisory Committee bn 
Taxation and Finances. 

The constitution ef any 
state, Pelham said, Is the 
"basis for the fulfillment bf 
Its responsibilities te Its citi­
zens." It serves to protect 
the people's rights and pre­
serve the fundamental pollti-
cal institutions of the land. 
Urging an "active interest by 

the citizens'' in tJie upcoming 
con-con and pointing out the 
pros and cons of the niajtir 
parts of the present 1908 con-
stitution whicii will .probably 
come under serious study by 
the 144 delegates, Pelham- saicl: 

"The scope and complexity 
of these issues is ind;eatiye of 
the heavy responsibility facing 
the delegates. I hope the citi 
zens will use more than .ordi-
nary discretion in . selecting 
their delegates." 

Pelham divided his 45 minute 
talk into three parts — back-

ground, procedure and tlie is-
sues. 

He said that no constitu-
tlen as originally drafted er 
amended can continue indefi­
nitely te serve effectively Its 
purposes. A "dynamic socie­
ty", can demand a constitu­
tional review to meet the con­
stant changes. 
The three methods for amend­

ing or rewriting the constitution 
are by legislative proposition, 
initiatory proposition and by 
calling a constitutional conven­
tion, All three must conic lo a 
vote of llic people. 

Since January 1, 1069, when 
llie pi-esent constilulion went 
into effect, a total of 125 amende 
ments have been submitted to 
the pcopie with 69 approved. 
Some 96 of tiieso were by legis­
lative resolution with 59 of these 
passing and. 35 by tlie initiative 
process, 16 of these winning the 
popular vote. 

In the first 42 years (or up 
to 1951), Pelham said that only 
48 of 161 proposed amendments 
passed while in the last decade, 
21 of 24 proposed changes have 
passed. 

Pelham said that the last fig­
ure is cited by some propon­
ents of con-con as a sign of 
recognitioli by the people tliat 
a constitutional revision is need-
ed. 

Opponeiits cite the fact that 
four times since 1909 a proposi 
tion calling for a convention 
was defiiatcd. But, Pelham 
pointed out, that' up to last 
April, a majority of those vol-
ing '>vas'' heeded for' approval 
while, in April after a legisia-
tive resolution, a majority of 
those voting on - the- issue itself 
and not of the,total coming to 
the polls was,ruled sufficient. 

"This is the only reason the 
con-con call passed,'' Pelham 
said. 

Reviewing the procedure 
iiiat will be followed, Pelham 
told the audience that the 
cenvigiiitien will' adieurn - In 
Laiising on Octeber 3:' : ' 
A i total of-144, delegates — 

representing each' state senator 
and state representative — will 
assembic. They will be elected 
in a primary election July 25

and a general eieclion Septem 
bcr 12, 

Thei'c is no time limit on 
their deliberations. They will 
be paid $1,006 a month with a 
ceiliiig of .$7,566. If they meet 
for moi'c than seven-and-a-half 
months, then they will work 
without compensation. 

The convention may rewrite, 
amend or leave intact the pre­
sent constitution, Pelham said, 
but any change will have to 
be approved by the majority of 
the delegates attending, 

After 90 days have elapsed 
fi'om the final adjournment, the 
now coiistilution or amendments 
will be submitted lo the voters 
on the first Monday in April or 
at the genei'al election, which-
ever comes first. If the voters 
approve, then they become ef 
fective the first day ot January 
following the approval. 

As for the issues, Pelham 
called the one of reapportion­
ment of the Legislature ,"a 
dilly" and probably subiect 
to "leiig and arduotis debate." 
He hsped that the delegates 
would find a basis for com-
promise between the demands 
for equel representation by 
both the urban and rural 
areas. 
Local government and taxa­

tion are two otiier sections of 
the present constitution 'that 
will receive consideration. Pel-
ham thought. Under local gov-
ernment, the problem of home 
rule will be a ticklish one while 
establishing a "more flexible 
framework for sound, equitable 
tax structure" will come under 
scrutiny, when the tax section 
is reached.. 

; The tax structure issue, Pel­
ham said, will depctid to 
large degree upon the solution 
of. reapportionment. 

He listtid other issues that 
will probably come' up on the 
conyention floor: 
ishould! !the long ballot be 

eliminated? Should there be 
less frequent e|ectl6iis7 Shouid 
the voting "age of 21' be' lower-
ed?-'--̂ ---.-̂ ,,"-'. • 
• Shoiild the' terins of -office-of 
the .-'house and senate be in­
creased? -Should a legislative 
council be established where 
.matters'of fact and'docuiiien-
latipn could be refet'red? 

Should tiic number of elected 
officials be reduced? (Present-
ly there are seven. Pelham 
thouglil that maybe only the 
governor, possibly the lieute­
nant-governor if we have one 
and secretary of state should 
be elected). Should the terms 
of office of the .elected execu­
tive officials be increased from 
two to four years? Should the 
constitutional status of Civil 
Service be changed? 

Should judges be appointed 
rallier than elected? Should the 
judicial branch be made more 
flexible by pi'oviding for a 
more unified system' of courts? 
Should justices of the peace be 
integrated into this unified court 
system? 

Should the limit on State bor-

In the opinion of Nprthville 
High school's girls' physical cd 
ucation director, Pat'^Bubel. 
physical education is not held 
in high enough esteem by 
enough people. "Physical edu 
cation is stereotyped and con­
sidered unnecessary," she says, 
adding, "It is one of the least 
understood .school subjects." 

She nevertheless has full con-
fidence of its value and goes 
out of her way to see that as 
many as possible: Share, in it. 
As one of the: school'̂  biisier 
people. Miss Bubel''^ugeryises 
the physical educatfpnjieeds of 
some 200 girl^. HeJ'.'Regular 
teaching scheduli: iIicliidcs only 
the Oth and 10th grades, so ..she 
provides many extra-curricular 
athletic activities for the older 
giris who can-t participate dur-

ing regular school hours. These 
add many hours to her day. 
"If you want to find Pat," a 
colleague observed, " Don't look 
for her at home.'' 

Why this eagerness te teach 
a subject that is often 
S0 misunderstood? "Educa-
tiom" says Miss Bubel, "must 
consider the whale child. Ne 
child can be taught, -accept­
ed er understood unless the 
physical drive and physical 
needs are developed and 

I channeled Into positive, ac­
ceptable modes ef behavior. 
Physical education is training 
the body through physical, 
mental and emotional effort." 
In tJIis regard. Miss Bubel 

believes that an adequate phy­
sical education program im­
proves scholarship in all sub­

jects. For an illustration she 
points to driving: "When you 
drive a car while physically 
tired, you are also mentally 
tired. Both your physical and 
mental reflexes are slow." A 
physically fit body, she feels 
means an alert mind. 

There arc, however, many ob 
stacles in the way of physical 
fitness in our culture. "Our 
technology,'' Miss Bubel ob-
serves with considerable accur­
acy, ''is geared to providing 
ease. Our society wants effort­
less living while physical fit­
ness requires hard work." 
ing is a serious detriment to 
health and wants to discourage 

Miss, Bubel feels that smok-
tecn-age smoking. In launching 
her campaign,, she has stock­
piled a formidable arsenal — 
films, records, pictures, statis-
tics, etc. showing what science 

-has learned about the effects 
pf smoking. 

Physical edifcation happens 
to bc her field, but education 
in general fascinates Her. ''Ed-
ucation conceivably can right 
ail wrongs but it's a slow pro-
cess," she observes. Education 
should he foremost in our 
minds, but isn't; she deciares. 
"One tiling that slows down 
educatibii,"' she SiJ.ys, a little 
heatedly, "is the reltvctancc of 
both educators and. nofi-Qduca-
tors to change. If we atb\ to 
maintain our place in the worW 
we'll have to change — curric-
uluma, I school hours, possibly 
year-round school, must bfe 
lookeii into; lot more :effieicn-
cy."

lt was nt this time that the 
Securities & Exchange Com 
mission was formed, witii Pros 
idem Kennedy's father as chair­
man. And it was as a result 
of this iioiisecicaning that Elec­
tric lJond & Siiarc dropped al 
most out of sigiit! 

In fact, instead of a "slock 
dividend" (here was a "reverse 
split" wiiich forced stock own 
ers' sharchoidings virtually out 
of existence. I fear that tiie 
present exaggerated craze over 
"eiectronies" may later run In 
to simiiar troubies for some of 
the companies.

In addition lo the bonds, most 
eicctric companies issue both 
prefciTcd and common slock. 
The preferred slock carries a 
fixed dividend, if earned, which 
usually yieids over 5 per cent. 
Be sure tiiat any preferred 
which you buy is "cumulative' 
and, if possibie, "non-cailabio. 
A cuInuialive slock moans that 
if tile dividend is not paid in 
any year, i l must later lie m.idc 
up and surely paid before tiic 
common stockiioidcrs get 
penny. 

"Non-callable" means that 
the company cannot cali in the 
slock and pay you oft for it 
money rates go down. A "cali 
able" preferred is a case 
"iieads or tails" — wilh the 
odds in favor of tiie company. 
If the slock is "callable" and 
money rates go down, liie com 
pany pays you off; but 
money rales go up, the com 
pany leaves you "holding the 
bag," so to speak. Other things 
being equal, you can buy the 
preferred ot your local com 
pany.

Iie said tliat around 
$3,706 in ciiioi'idc iias licen spent 
to control the dust.

Recalling that the roads 
were inherited in a "bad 
condition'' from the township, 
Ackley said that the csuncil 
should start thinking "In the 
not too distant future" about 
appropriating money te re-
buiid roads in preparation for 
biacktopping or paving. ' 

lie said that a special assess 
ment, district would not be 
feasible in .this ihstaijcei'be­
cause of the .great cost- burden

Novi village officials were 
breathing a litlle easier Mon­

Projected figures on the 19(il 
fiscal budget to Junc 36 showed 
that the viiiagc will wind up 
with over $4,006 in the black. 

But with this announcement 
came the revelation of how the 
council paid off unpaid bills 
amounting to around $30,000 at 
tiic slart of the fiscal year iasl 
July. 

As viiiagc Coordinator Iiar-
oid Ackley put it: 

"We knew we had to cut 
down on expenditures but just 
how far, I we didn't know." 
Pointing lo tiie $4,060 black fig-
ui-c, he said, "Maybe ivc cut it 
loo thin." The council was aim­

ing to break even.

last halt of the month are tiic 
finai payment on the DPW 
truck, matching funds for road 
construction on Meadowbrook 
road, down payment on a new 
grader and tliree new type­
writers for the o'ffice.

When Ackley assumed tiie

Results of written 
tests by the Novi School Dis­
trict and oral exams by the Ann 
Arbor Police Department indi­
cated that the tiiree were high 
ly qualified.
