The “Budget in Brief” for the
fiscal year which started July 1
was just released by the De-
partment of Administration.

The five-year program, now
in its final year, got off to a
slow start but gradually picked
up steam. Within two years, the
number of miles of freeway
had doubled, from 101 miles in
1957, to more than 200 miles.
By the end of the third year,
it had tripled and today, Mich-
igan has 550 miles of freeway
open to traffic, more than five
times as much as it had when

And the final miles of gravel
highway will he paved carly
next year.

By the end of this year, the
Highway Department expects
to open its 800th mile of free-
way and will pass the 1,000-mile

— whether it is a democracy,
or one ruled by communism,
or whether it is an underdevel-
oped nation with increasing
population and a shortage of
food, good seed is probably the
greatest neced.

Furthermore, few people und-
erstand that unless the seeds
are carefully selected each year
from the healthiest plants, the
quality of the seeds quickly runs
out and vegetables ultimately
return to their native wild state,
Furthermore, a purchaser of
seeds cannot tell whether they
are good or bad until after they
are planied, which is too late.
It is absolutely important,there-
fore, to deal with companies of
the highest reputation,

As an iilustration of the
seed volume of this company,
| understand they sell 10 bil.
lion bean seeds, 7 billion of
corn, and many billions of
pea seed. Figures for the
small seeds, such as cabbage,
proccoli, and celery, are also

Hospztal Gomg Bankrupt
Ask Directors to Close

The two- year struggle of Northville’s Commumty General
hospital to survive a scemingly endless series of set-backs has
been lost.

Directors admitted this week
that the hospital is on the brink
of hankruptey.

‘Unless emergency funds arc
immediately . forthcoming — in
the form of outright donations
— a motion ‘to. stop admitiing
patients and begin. bankruptey
proceedings will be presented
at next Monday's board of di-
rectors’ mecting.

It is estimated that $10,000
would be needed to meet cur-
rent, pressing . obligations
cluding payroll, food and medi-
cal supplies.

The cold financial fucts were:
laid flatly on the table by Rod-
ney Kropf, board secretary and
city attorney of Livonia, in an
emergency
Tuesday afternoon.

Ironically, the financial sta-
tus' of the hospital Is ‘at its
lowest ebb just when doctor
participation and enthusiasm
has reached its peak.

While Kropf was telling 2
handful of directors,
and hospital employees the sad
news, .two staff doctors.reveal-
ed plans to save the facility
and even expand,

Dr. Patrick Daoust and Dr.
C. B, Jackson, appointed just
three weeks "ago;to head up a
finance committee to reorgan-
.lize' and bring about commuyity
ownership of the hospital; stead:

Dr. Molner Prescribes
Summer Baby Care

Special stention  should be
given to the health and comfort
of habies when days are hot,
Dr. Joseph G. Molner county
health commissioner, suggests,

The first vear of life has al-
ways been the most hazardous
and it is today still, even though
great strides have been made
in saving habies' lives in De-
troit during the last 25 years,

Last year, 1,050 Detroit bab-
ies under one year old died.
This is a rate of 30 for every
1,000 habies horn alive. How-
ever, in 1907 the rate was 188
for every 1,000 live births, Last
year, diseases of carly infancy.
was fourth among the leading
causes of decath in Detroit.

Young habies are very sus-
ceptible to discases. Anyone
who has a cold or intestinal
discase of any sort should not
take carc of the baby., At the
first sign of a cold or diarrhea,
the baby should be seen by his
physician. See that he is pro-
teeted  against diphtheria,
whooping cough, telanus and
polio beginning at the age of
threc months, '

Dr. Molner says although
hot weather requires no special

y infants, there is an increased
need for water. Offer the baby
boiled water or orange juice
between feedings when he is
awake, Whenever you prepare
food for the baby, use strict
cleanliness and care. Milk,
whether used in a formula or
as regular milk, should be re-
frigerated until it is used. Keep
all food for him clean and away
from flies,

Although being = outdoors is
good for baby, avoid overex-
posure to the direct sunrays
and heat, Children burn more
easily than grownups. Sun baths
for a bahy less than a year
old should be carefully timed.
If your doctor recommends
sun baths, probably he will sug-
gest starting with only two {o
five minutes of direct sun.

At first expose only a small
part of the baby's body and not
for more than five minutes, In-
crease the exposure about two
minutes cach day until you
reach one-half hour on each part

,of the body. The best time for

short periods of exposure to the
sun is before ten and after
three o'clock. The normal daily

changes in the feeding of health-
