Arc riding a horse and holding 
a sword. The statue was chisel-
cd by the famous sculptress 
Mrs. Anna Hyatt Huntingtoni 
Jian of Arc not only has in-
spired me with courage; but 
has taught ihe to expect the 
unexpected. Her life shows how 
an unknown eighteen-year-old 
girl can change the fortunes of 
two entire nations. 

One year France was In su­
premacy and all English for­
tunes were at a very low ebb; 
then in a few weeks the picture 
completely changed. England 
became powerful and wealthy— 
despite the wicked trickery of 
the English who caught Joan 
with a flag of truce and, burned 
her at the stake. 

ln the late 17th century, New-
ton announced to the world his 
Law of Action and Reaction, 
later called the "Business Cy­
cle." Isaac Newton — unlike 
President Kennedy and his ad­
visors — stated that periods of 
unemployment and suffering 
were caused by previous exces­
ses of economic activity, waste, 
and luxury. In fact, Sir Isaac 
Newton's teachings were the

foundation of my business. 

We now have" the third larg. 
est 'Newtonia collection in the 
world. His actual library was 
brought by Mrs. Grace K. Bab­
son from London and built into 
the Newton Library at the Bab 
son Institute. My forecasts to­
day are based upon the teach­
ings of Sir Isaac Newton who 
— in a way — founded Bab-
son's Reports. 

Early in the 17th century a 
wonderful woman and her. young 
son James left London in a sail­
ing vessel for a six-weeks trip 
across the Atlantic Ocean to 
Salem, Mass. From Salem they 
came to Cape Ann where Isa­
bel became physician, midwife, 
and pre-natal nurse to the six­
ty families then living on Cape 
Ann. 

From her son James all Bab-
sons in America are believed 
to have descended. April of this 
year marked the 300th Anniver­
sary of Isabel's death. A small 
Pfe-Natal College is being start­
ed in her memory. It will be 
located at 69 Main Street, Giou-
cester, Mass., where she had 
her humble log cabin hospital 
and became known' as "Good 
Woman Babson." 

The fourth character who 
greatly influenced my life was 
Cecil Rhodes of London who, 
broken down with tuberculosis, 
boarded a sailing vessel to 
South Africa. Since I have also 
been so afflicted, Cecil Rhodes 
is one of my "saints." He be­
came the bold developer of 
Rhodesia and Africa's greatest 
statesman and financier —work­
ing toward the Congo about 
which we hear so much today. 
He died in 1802 at the age of 
49. 

I visited his grave in Africa. 
His dying words were: "So 
much to do, and so little time 
in which to do it ." He said 
this after developing the die-
mond and gold mines of Aif-
rica and leaving all his great 
wealth in International edu­
cation. 

The study of ancestry has been 
a hobby of mine and I recom 
Inond it to other businessmen 
as a change from collecting 
stamps and similar means of 
keeping one's mind employed 
Siudying ancestry is a most 
fascinating and surprising avo 
cation. 

Furthermore, it means wc are 
coliecting new and permanent 
data which can be iiequeathed 
to our heirs. A i l such work 
v/hich we do is cumulative and 
can be carried on further by 
others after our death. 

Those who have the time 
should Interest their children 
and grandchildren in the laws 
of heredity, including genes and 
chromosomes and the new poly-
mcr sciences which may com 
pletely upset the orthodox theor­
ies of heredity. If we could 
interest our teenagers in the 
polyners, it might result in 
much happier marriages and 
more useful grandchildren.

view program permits all the 
drivers who accumulate 12 
points in a year for the first 
time to be interviewed at a 
nominal cost to the Depart­
ment. 

Hare was quick te point 
out that the change In pro­
gram means absolutely na 
softening up in dealing with 
violators. 
He said "scofflaws" and other 

habitual violators would still be 
severely dealt with, as in the 
past.

The miracle didn't happen. 
Ni)rilivillc's Comiminity General hospital dosed its doors 

this week coming to a complete standstill as tlic last of its patients 
wcf-c scheduled to be discliarged today. 

Directors forecast the end last week. Monday niglit they 
carried out the forinalities. 

And as it turned out, the di 
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rectoi's had no choice. 

Monday night Board Secre­
tary Rodney Ki'opf informed 
fellow board members that the 
hospital had been served with 
n notice to vacate within seven 
days for failure to p^y rent. 

.The order was submitted by 
owncis of the facility. Dr. H. 
L . Bcrgb and Abraham Farris. 

Neither of the owners could 
be reiiehed for comment, so the 
fiitc of the building and its 
equipment is not known. 
; The decision to cipsc down 

i;ame about as the result bf a 
ijcsolulion adopted by Directors 

M . Allen, president; Dr. L . 
W. Snow, treasurer; w d Ho-
bert Anderson, Kenneth Fischer 
and Kropf. 

Although doctors on tl^c staff 
had held out a last ditcli hope 
last week that funds might be 
accumulated to keep tiie hos­
pital open, Dr. Patrick Dfloust, 
chief of staff, admitted that it 
was wishful thinking. 

Fourteen of the staff of some 
25 doctors attended, Monday's 
meeting and are detcrinined to 
keep the staff active, IJr. paoust 
stated. 

"Wc need a hospital and we 
don't intend to slacken oiir ef-
forts. Now we'll just have to 
fitai't from-scratch''; he added. 

Dr. Daoust reported that 
more contributions had been re­
ceived from staff members to­
wards the Tri-County lIospltal 
Improvement Fund, which had 
been earmarked to purchase the 
iiospital. 

Community General jieipit-
a I had 42 employees vfth a 
monthly payroll tot*Ifnfl'hear-
ly $10,00P. 

The hospital was draped with 
gloom as employees were noti-
ficd that they were out of work. 

"The employees have been 
terrific — even donating food 
and not knowing whether or not 
they would receive their pay", 
Mrs. Marion Weimer, who has 
been acting business manager, 
related. She said that she will 
remain at th^ hospital on 
voluntary basis taking care of 
business details that will con 
tinue after the facility has been 
locked up. ' 

The 24-bcd hospital has main 
talncd a high patient lOccupancy 
since both M.D.'s and D.O. 
have used the facility together. 
But board members .point to 
backlog of .debts plus the loss 
of full Blue Cross plan mem 
bcrshlp as the reason for its 
financial failure. 

Formerly Sessions hospital 
the facility was purchased two 
years ago by Dr. Bergo and 
Farris but was leased (almost 
immediately by a board of di­
rectors composed of area rcsi-
dents when it was learned that 
Blue Cross would not grant 
membership to a privately own 
ed hospital. 

But full Blue. Cross member-
ship was withdrawn after one 
year when negotiations to pur 
chase the hospital and installs 
tion of certain improvements to 
the building were,not undertak­
en. • 

Purchase of the hospital plus 
remodelling and new equipment 
reportedly cost Dr. Bergo.and 
Farris some $150,000. 

According to hospital dircc 
tors, the facility eould be pur-
chased for $116,600 with a down 
payment of $20,600.

When Jesus said these 

words, he surely . did not 
have in mind that his follow­
ers should rove about reck­
lessly demonstrating their 

. faith by moving physical 
trees and moiintaihs. If 'this ' 
we're tlie case, then He 
would have given them the 
spe'clfic 'Command t'6 do so. 

By this saying that wc 
can and should move mop-
tains TJesUs is 'describing the 
great power of faith. He is ' 
telling His disciples that no 
difficulty is so great in the 
Kingdom of God that it is 

..iiisurmountable, unconquer­
able. By strong faith ,.aiid 
fervent.prayer.seemingly iin-: 
-possible things can be. ac-
coinplishcd. Yes, .Jesus ac-
tually adds; "Nothing .'shall 
be impossible unto you.'' (S. 
lilatthew I'7:20). 

' Indeed, there 'are moun-
.̂tiiins, massive 'and tremen­

dous mountains that God 

wants us to remove throiigh 
faith in Him. Let hs discuss 
some of these. 

What Mountains? 

Certainly the 'first moun­
tain is tiie "motintain of siII. 
This moiiiitain has been for-
Iiied -and biiilt up by so many 
trSIisgresslon's 'of thought, 
Word and deisd that it reach­
es to the hehvens.- This taoUn-
tain is so-miich in our Way, 
so bothersome, so great'ah 
obstriictibni that it must be 
removed. It separates us 
from 'God'and'hides us from 
heaven. And this mountain 
of sin, pressing down upon 
us'and looming over us, is so 
heavy that we' cannot' free ' 
ourselves frbm its weight. If. 
it-depended-on us alone, this 
huge mountain would never 
be removed. 

However, through bur Lord 
Jesus Christ this dreadful 
'mountain can be taken out 
of the way. Every one of the 

sirî  that 'make up this moun­
tain" hhsbbeh' paid for' by 
Hi's precious blood. The Pro­
phet'Micah' exclaims that 
'God' will' cast' all our sins 
into the'depths • of the sea: 
(7:18)'. This sea is th6 mer; 
cy'of'God 'which' will forever 
'cover'' our sins: Now, for all 
who believe, the mountain 
of'sill' ho longer exists. But 
if anybn'e' refuses to accept' 
the' reiiioval of siii through 
faith' in Christ, he will' be 
crushed' forever by this 
Iii'ouhtaih: 

Th'ere are ottier mountains 
th'at'ou'rifalth removes. There 
is'thtf mburitiiin of doubt, for 
example. .Th'ecriemies ofoUr 
soul Would have us 'doubt' the 
gifeat Biblical' truths of' our 
fiiith, such as the doctrine 
of''the Holy Trinity, the Vir­
gin Birth and deity of Christ, 
the salvation from sin, death, 
and hell through the substi-
tiitiOnary death and resur­
rection 'of Christ, -the person 
and \york of the Holy Spirit, 

tho resurrection of the body 
and o, the life everlasting. 
When thes e doctrines are 
called into doubt, our faith 
can overcome all objections 
throiigh the power of ,.thc 
Holy' Spirit. Thus, the moun­
tain of doubt is removed. 

Space dbes not'permit us 
to elaborate on other moun­
tains that our faith removes. 
Suffice' it simply to mention 
tlI'em. TlIbrc are the' moun­
tains of passions and-'vices, 
the unforgiving spirit,' care 
and' worryi fear' and' trepi­
dation, and' many others. 
Airof these can be conquer­
ed 'by faith: 

Sllppliig or Gripping?' 

So often we don'ti make 
use of the power at'oUr'dis­
posal; and our life becomes 
like amachine whose diitch 
is slipping. — All the. power 
of the big engine is there, 
but the vehicle doesn't' move. 

We must learn to take 
hold of the poWer of God, 
literally grip it, clutch it. 
When WC thus take hold of 
God by faith, we have in 
our possession the greatest 
power in heaven and on 
earth — a power that will 
move mountains.

Surrounded by dcrcp of pro­
ductive f.irmland, tiie pecuilar 
looking white buiiding is nearly 
hidden from view, i 

To the motorist,' tlic building 
is an unimpressive .landmark 
located about one-quarter miie 
nortiiwest of tiic Six Mile Cur­
rie road intersection in Salem 
township. 

To tiio airpiane pilot, how­
ever, the building is a huge 
''traffic light' .on a giant super 
highway. 

Called the Salem VORTAC 
Station, the building is a Fed­
eral Aviation agency facility. 
VOR stands for "very high 
frequency omni range", while 
TAC stands for "tactical air 
communication". The former 
is for civilian air navigation; 
the latter is used by military 
aircraft. 
Rising out of tlie center of the 

rectangular building, which is 
surrounded by a wiiite wooden 
fence, is a "smoke staclc'' that 
resembles an inverted ice 
cream cone or tiic space cap­
sule used by the United States 
in sending ils astronauts through 
space. 

The edges of tho flat robf 
form a hexagon shape. The 
building has no windows,.one 
door. 

Allhoiigli the exterior is un-

cuit to say, but you can be 
sure lliat all ot the equipment 
is vei'y expensive 

According to Stewart, tiic 
area lieadquarters for the sta­
tion is St the Detroit Mctropoli 
tan Airport. Plans are under 
way now, he added, to switch 
tiic headquarters to Wiiiow Run. 

In describing the purpose of 
the Saiem station, Stewart said 
tiio facility is located below a 
wide air highway. A cobweb of 

impressive, tiic interior iiiims radio beams are constantly ris-
ing from tlIe cone and from .oth­
er antennae on the roof. 

Pilots — mostly airline 
Pilots — mostly airline pi 

way pick up the beams rising 
from the facility and use them 
to chOck bearings and cours­
es as they approach or leave 
'Detroit area terminals. All 
civiiian planes, provided they 
have "the right kind" of radio 

witli excitement. It (s stuffed 
full of sensitive, elaborate 
equipment — some of which is 
classified. 

Maurice Stewart of Ypsilanti, 
one of the electronic mainte­
nance lecbnicians- wiio works 
out of the- Salcni station, esti-
maics that just one piece of 
equipment is probabiy worth 
more than $100,000, "It's diffi-

equipment can pick up these 
signals, Stewart said. 

The VOR equipment qitliin 
the building only transmits sig 
nais. However, if a pilot can­
not or does not, for one reason 
or another, use regular com­
munication frequencies with the 
terminal, he can switch to the 
Salem frequency and communi­
cate over this line, tiio tech­
nician explained. 

Although the beams are used 
in all kinds of weather,, day 
and night, tlIoy arc particularly 

valuable to pI'lols during incli-
mate weather wlien pilots arc 
forced to fly on instruments 
only. . 

The. TAC equipment, which 
was only recently installed at 
the--station, both transmits and 
receives information. For ex 
ample, if a military aircraft 
pilo't wishes additional informa­
tion, he can interrogate the Sa 
lem equipment by fadio code. 

Ajnotlier fascinating part of 
llie; TAC equipment js that tlic 
bpajns or "pulses'" of informa­

tion it sends out are checked 
for accuracy by a monitor ma­
chine also inside the buiiding. 
Should tiie monitor detect an 
inaccuracy, a standby piece of 
equipment is automatically put 
into operation.-

So complicated are the TAC 
machines, that some 100 
planes can interrogate them 
at the same time. 
Finally, all of the equipment 

can be controlled either from 

the headquarters or from the 
station itslef. If, for example, 
one of tlie machines goes out of 
order, lieadquarters personnel 
can attempt lo correct it by 
dialing a code number over a 
direct telephone line. 

Of course, if the equipment 
cannot be "repaired" by tele­
phone code, Stewart or one of 
the other technicians must be 
capable of making a quick re­
pair — day or night.

Half the balllc lo insure an 
open Constitutional Convention 
this fall is won, 

Miciiigan's two ma.ior politi 
cai parlies have slated that the 
public's 'right lo know' should 
not be abused after the dele-
gales meet in Lansing Oct. 3. 

Their statement came in re­
sponse lo a resoiiilion from liie 
Michigan Press Association and 
a request that they take a stand 
on the open meeting issue. 
Newspapers of the slate be­
lieve strongly that all sessions 
of tlio Constitutional Conven­
tion, as well as all meetings of 
committees concerned, should 
be open to the public and, of 
course, to representatives of 
news media. 

They were gratified to learn 
of the offleiaI reaction of the 
political parties. 
George M . Van Peurscm, 

chairman of tlic Republican 
State Central Committee, wrote 
M P A : 

The interest of all citizens 
can best be served iiy making 
ail deliberations open lo the 
public. If the voters are to 
liiakc an inteiiigenl final .judg 
ment, they must lie kept fuliy will foilow. 

"The dcicgales are responsi-
bie to tlie peopic wiio elect 
them and the elcclorale must 
be given an unobstructed view 
of liic manner in wiiich tiic re­
sponsibility is being discharg­
ed.' 

Gov. Swainson and tiie Dem­
ocratic parly came out official­
ly for an open Con-Con. Refer­
ring to "tyranny wrougiit by 
rules pi'ohibiling full public 
consideration of ail matters per­
taining to ail people," the Gov­
ernor added: "As the vehicle of 
tho people, lhe Convention can­
not deprive tiiem of their right 
to consider any matter prop-
eI-iy brought before the delega­
tion." 

Final phase of the open meet-
ing bailie will lake place after 
the Convention convenes. This 
imiiortant body has the power 
lo establish its own rules; and 
presumably lhe power lo close 
meetings if its members choose 
to do so. 

Individual contact with del­
egates before fhe recent elec-
tjon indicates that many of 
thetri favor Open meetings, so 
perhaps a ruling to this effect 

informed along the way._ They 
must understand completely the 
thinking of the delegates in ar­
riving at a final delerniinalion. 

Mr. "Average Man" will be 
winner if the proceedings are 
as open as possible. Newspaper 
people feel that the question is, 

not one of "freedom of the 
press,'' but of fixiedom. of tlie 
people to know wlial is going 
on in government. Tiie real val­
ue of newsmen in meetings is 
realized by peopic reading the 
news. • 

Staffing Con-Con, most people 
probably do not realize, impos­
es a new aiid sizable expense 
on news collecting offices. 
Newspaper members of Asso­
ciated Press voted special as­
sessments upon themselves to 
cover the important meeting 
which Is expected to be in the 
news for six months to a year. 
Staffing costs will increase like­
wise for United Press Interna­
tional, Booth Newspapers, Inc., 
Federated Publications, Inc. 
and Detroit daily newspapers, 
all of which must expand their 
staffs. 

This cost is not passed on to 
the public, but is assumed by 
news media as part of their 
responsibility in informing the 
people of the,state, 

A newer concept than "the 
people's i'iglit lo know" is "tiie 
individual's obligation lo be in­
formed," in a free society 
which is to remain that way, 
each person has ,a duty to in­
form himself about local and 
national, government functions. 
In no other way can lie react 

with Intelligence at the voting 
polls. 

Con-Con is the most Impor 
tant political question to face 
Michigan people in 56 years or 
morc. Among delegates nom­
inated are many outstanding 
Michigan citizens. Pressures, 
femplalions, propaganda, ap 
peals of all sorts will assail the 
delegates from all sides. 

At such times of stress there 
is frequently a temptation lo 
"get away from it a i i " by de­
ciding in secret what course 
shall be followed. Such decision 
making away from public view 
is certainly simpler for the law­
maker, and sometimes more ef­
ficient. It preciudes pressures, 
reduces wasted time and elimi­
nates embarrassment. 

It aiso deprives the individ­
ual of his,right to know what 

is going on in his government 
and-makes it more difficult 
for him to folfiii his obiiga-
tion as a citizen to be fuliy 
informed. This is the major 
difference between policy 
making for the public and 
for a private business. 
As long as puiiiic business is 

reaiiy public business there is 
no short cut for id l ing the pub­
lic in on deliberations, Tlierc 
can be no alternative. 

A new and better Constitu­
tion for the fundamental law 
of the slate can come neither 
from a circus nor series of se­
cret sessions. 

The public which approves or 
rejects tho Constilulion created 
by the coming Convention can 
concur wilh inlclligcnco only if 
voters understjmd the reasons 
and the reasoning involved.
