Eyes for the bliqd^-i.The IĴ ^̂ ^ 

has set a goal of 26,660 pledges 
to help insure a continuing sup­
ply of eyes for persons with 
corneal blindness. 

The goal is announced in a 
newsletter going to interested 
supporters throughout the slate. 
The letter suminarizes four 
years of progress since the eye 
bank .— officially, "The Michi­
gan Eye Collection Center" — 
was established at.the universi-
ty ip September, 1957. 

Headed îy U-M professor of 
ophthamology Dr. John W. Hen­
derson, the eye bank has re 
ceived donations of 166 eyes 
Of these, ,163 were used for 
corneal transplants performed 
at University hospital. The re­
mainder were used for opera 
tions in Dptroit, Flint and Owes 
so and for research in perfect­
ing the techniques of trans 
plantation.

Rail ends are fused iogcther hy metal draining out the bottom 
of the/^bueket''. 

Seamless rail is shipped (by 
rail of course) from the steel 
mills where it is made into the 
1,326 foot- lengtts. Shipping this 
long rail is no easy task. Even 
thougli it weighs up to 115 
pounds per foot, it handles like 
a limp snake and must be trans 
ported on scverai flatcars. 

Once the old steel rail has 
been removed, giant cranes lift 
the serpentine seamless rail in­
to place. When it is in place 
and after tho assembly hne fas 
tens it securely, a small crew 
of welders moved up to fuse to 
gether the rail ends. 

This .special welding process, 
an invention of a Frenchman, 
eliminates the long, and less 
satisfactory method of welding 
with torches. -

First a mold of Tennessee 
sand is placed over the ends. 
Then the mold and the rail-ends 
are pre-heated to a very high 
temperature for 15 to 17 min­
utes. Once heated, a small 
bucket-like apparatus contain­
ing powdei-ed metal is moved 
over tlic mold. 

A torch ignites the powdered 
metal, a mixture called L'Alum-
inotliermique, and in just a few 
seconds the entire mixture is a 
molten metal. The liquid metal 
then drains out of the bottom 
of the "bucket" and into the 
mold, fusing the rail ends to­
gether. 

The mold, slag and excess 
metal is then chipped away and 
the seam is then grouiidismooth.! 

Although seamless^rail has' 
been used by some , railroads 
for several years, it neverthe­
less is a relatively new process 
which greatly lengthens''the life 
of rail. According to railroad 
officials, seamless rail eliml: 

nates the "click-ity-clack" as 
trains pass over rail joints. 

It's these joints, they explain, 
that are first to "give out" un­
der the tremendous weiglit of 
trains. Joints ot conventional 

rail are fastened together with 
angle or joint bars. The weight 
of the trains eventually loosens 
the bars and the joints must 
be repaired. 

Joints arc eliminated and main-
teiiance of rails is greatly re 
duced. 

Eventually, all rails will be 
replaced with the seamless type. 

By using seamless rail, theselofficials predict.

CHILDREN OF GOD 

The Christian concept of 
God is that He is a Father. 
From this conviction slciiis 
the further beiicf liiat liu-
man beings are the childi'en 
of God. 

It does not follow, however, 
that being chiidien of God 
all men arc Christian. One 
need but take tlie roll of the 
many religions of the worid 
to appreciate this fact. Then, 
again, not ail other I-eiigions 
agree 'vHh Christianity at 
this point of believing that 
every man — even ot "tiieir 
own faith" — is a child of 
God, When asked if it would 

'be Jjiossible for a Moslem 
cliild" to -repeat Tlie Lord's 
Prayer, a sheik fi'om Saudi 
Arajjia replied, "Impossibic! 
Wc; could not repeat "Our 
Fatlier" for 'God is not our 
father." To -which an Islam' 
scholar added, "'i'ou can talk 
about the slaves of Gocl if 

you like, but nol the sons of 
God." 

For many who, in one way 
or another, ai-c related to 
the Christian tradition, there 
is continuai need for clarifi­
cation of tlie term, "children 
ot God." 

In the "natural sense," 
Clirislianity will continue to 
insist in ils iielief lliat .God 
is Fatlier and that all men 
arc created children ot God. 
To depart from this conten­
tion would be to break faith 
witli Christ's basic gospel of 
the fatherhood of God and 
the brotliei-hood of man. 

/ Sometimes within tlie re­
lationship of our earthly fam­
ilies, liowever, there ai'e chil­
dren who, because of their 
delinquency, betray tiie good 
name of their families. When 
this iiappens, Hicro is 'the 
sense in -which Ihey, tliough 
"biologicaiiy" cliilflrcn of 
their fallierj arc no longer 

"spiritually" chiidren of their 
fathcI-. Liite the "prodigal 
son" who, having wandered 
away from tiiii very ciiarac-
ter of his home, finally ad-
mitled to himself that he 
was "no longer worthy lo be 
called my father's son,' 
many people have cut tlioni-
Selves off froin the "spirit-
uai' sonship with God. 

The Bibie assures us that 
those who "spiritually" ai'c 
sons ot God are "joint iicirs 
wilh Jesus Christ." lt may 
prove heipful to I'emember 
that Jesus said, "Whosoever 
shaii do the wiil of my Fa­
ther who is in heaven, he is 
my brother, and sister —." 

But there is still anotlier 
sense in wiiich sonship wilii 
God has, singuiar meaning. 
This, is in terms of the "vi­
carious." By this is meant 
tile manner in which those 
wlio are in tune wilii God 
can treat those who ai'e not 
as tiiougii tiioy were. This is ' 

the peak of being a chiid of 
God. This is tlie way of the 
cross — the way of Christ, 
the Christian's cider brother. 
This is the' eharacter of the 
family of God. 

The personal attainment 
of this "spiritual" sonship 
wilh God is within tiie I-each 
of every "naturally-created" 
child of God. lt Is recorded 
in Scripture tliat "as many 
as received Him (Christ), to 
them gave Hc the power to 
become chiidren of God." 

• Now, humbly and honest­
ly, aI-c you a child of God? 
lt is possible to know, you 
know! Tlic Apostle Paul 
wrote to the Christians at 
Rome, "The Spirit himself 
beareth witness with our 
spirit, that wc arc ciiildrcn 
of God." 

, 'If you have not yet found 
to you the counsel of Christ, 
"Seek, and you shall find."

Arnold Palmer, you liav^n't 
got a thing to worry about/i No 
sirrce! You can concern your­
self with fellows like Doug San­
ders or Gary Player, but never 
(on,Sunday or any day in the 
week) about me. 
•, I had lesson number three in 
what is slowly becoming an 
excruciating golf lesson al; Riv­
er Tee golf range at' -30725 
Grand River, just east of Hag­
gerty road, in Novi, . •; 

The topie of this lesson was 
fairway woods. There was no­
thing fair about the way I 
cliopped with my wood. It amaz­
es me how my tcachci-,' Ron 
Walker, was able to sit through 
the half-hour of comedy ... es­
pecially since he had some Ti­
ger tickets burning a hole in his 
pocket. 

Ron tells me there Is one 
major difference In using a 
fairway wood end, the tee-off 
wood: the ball is played .about 
an inch inside the left heel 
rather than even with the 
heel. 
But I think there is aiiother 

difference, too. And tliat-is me. 
I was still swaying as I tvas 

swinging land as Ron toid me 
last week, the thing to do'is'to 
pivot. 

Imagine that barrel you're 
supposed to be standing in. . 

Keep that head dawn with all 
Byes on the balI from the 
moment of the start of the 
backsWirig through the down-
swing and foIlew-through. 
Keep your weight on your 

heels wiicn addressing tlie ball. 
Keep thiit left arm extended 
(or straight, if you prefer) and 
the right elbow in close to the 
body. Don't cock your wrists 
until waist-high on the baek-
swing. 

The right leg is locked, the 
left foot raised sliglitly with the 
knee in a direct line with a 
point b(5hind the b'all, 

The club is ho'rizorital to the 
ground at the-top of'the swing 
and not wrapped around. I was 
overswinging; Ron told, me re­
peatedly, and as a result I was 
disassembling myself. 

"You have to control your 
club and you can't do it by 
rushing your swing. It tlirows 
you out .of gear," Ron said. 

How could I tell I was over-
swiiigirig even before I dubbed 
the ball? Simple.,, , _ _ 

Even thou l̂i_ my eye was 'en 
the balI at the top of my 
backswing, I .notlee'd theclub-
Iiead ouf of ihe cofner .of ,my 
ay». Try tfiis yourself. If you 
see that clubhead, then, you 
are overswiiiging and there 
is the gr«atest cause for your 
ball going off in all direc­
tions. 

"Golf is not a game of vio-

lenco,'' Ron said. "Bring the 
cliib back slowly." And he gave 
mc a tip. 

For about six inches behind 
the ball, bring liie club back 
along, the gi'ound --- slowly. The 
important thing: club control. 

Then on the downswing, shift 
your weight from the right to 
the left. Tiirow the clubhead 
into tho ball, don't push it. Fol­
low Ihi'ough witii your hands 
finishing high. 

Docs this sound like a repeat 
of last week's lesson? You're 
riglit, it is. But fairway wopds 
are like the driver as regards 
the grip, stance and swing. -

The ball is positioned about -
sn inch inside your left heel. 
This means the ball is hit at 
the bottom of vthe downswing 

with fairway woods instead 
of at the start of the upswing 
when th^ iialI is teed. (See 
accompanying photo.) 
Ron caugiit me unpIxipared, 

though, for this lesson. I didn't 
do any iiomework, not having 
had the opportunity to' golf ovtr 
the weekend. But I did play tfie 
same afternoon this time and I 
Used my fairway wood just 
once. 

It was a resounding success 
Drives picked up -just a bit, 
but there was lots of work tb 
be done yet. 

So, Arnold ol' bby, it looks 
like wc won't meet in tlic Na­
tional Open for quite a few 
yeai's. 

Sudden thought: wonder if 
I'll slill be around In 1995?

A "iiai'd-core" of tiie Community General hospital staff 
refuses to give up and call it quits.

Nevertheless, certain food 
companies are taiioring a hum 
ber of products to the needs of 
liie geriatrics. Older people do 
consume large quanities of soft 
drinks, fruits, and fruit juices. 

Perhaps their biggest needs 
are for mcdicai and dental sup­
plies, eye glasses, hearing aids, 
and inexpensive "informal" 
clothing. .Sporting goods lines 
(including bowling, golf, and 
fishing) and hobiiy supplies 
shouid experience iiigher de­

mand. Tourist and vacation re­
gions, and businesses incident­
al thereto, will enjoy Ihcir trade. 

People quickiy become bored 
with retirsnienl. Tlicrefore, 
forecast that businesses supply­
ing "Do-il-yoursolt" tools, seeds 
and gardening impiements, and 
cameras and photographic 
house. A singie room and bath, 
equipment shouid find a good 
market in these senior citizens.

Everything about them will 
be designed for the greatest 
pesslbIB advantage! of the tour-
1st who iwants to feast his 
eyes on the'natural beauty 
and panoramic grandeur of 
Michigan's woods end waters. 

. The exfict piacc for the re­
mainder of a scenic higiiway 
program lias not been deter­
mined. Although a study is in 
progress, Mackie reports, cer­
tain of the physical facts about 
the scenic highways tiicmseivos 
have been determined. 

They will be wide, Mackie 
says. The roadways themselves 
would be normal width, but the 
shoulders would bo paved and 
would lead themselves casiiy 
to "stoppers and gawkers." 

Turnouts and roadside parks 
wiii alioiind. 

Perhaps the most unique 
thing about tlic roads is that 
Mackie promises they wiil iiave 
no reiation whatsoever to the 
siiortost distance between two 
points. Locations which "blend 
Willi the natural topograpiiy" 
wiii lead lo a situation where 
"direclnoss will be avoided 
wlicnever possible," he said. 
Speed limits, special route 
niarkeis :ind other safety and 
location devices will mark the 
scenic routes of the future, the 
Iiighway Commissioner prom­
ises.

lung cancer. mijrry-go-'round 
comes from Micliigah State un 
versity, wliere a teaIn of re-
searchers looked into the atti 
tudes of Lansing residents on 
the subject. 

Three researchers asked men. 
and women, old and young, 
iiow they felt about smoking 
and lung cancer. 

Hans H. TOeh, Terrence M. 
Allen and William Lazer found 
that a "susceptible" group of 
smokers reacted te tlie wide 
spread publicity about smek 
ing and lung cancer by drop-
ping the habit er switching to 
filter brands of cigarets. 
But, the dominant attitude 

seemed to bc: "It can't happen 
to me." 

Some of tiie men responded 
to the data on danger with ;a 
characteristic sneer,' the re-, 
searciiers reported. The womeii, 
many of whom only smoked an. 
occasional filter tip, , tIjougHt 
tliey didn't smoke enough to be' 
tiireatened -with the dread dis

Skepticism about the cigaret-
lung cancer, link, while prob? 
ably largely a defense against 
thc threat to a habit, seemed 
to hear out what sales figuirep 
had already indicated. There 
was some worry about the daij-
ger of cancer from cigaret 
smoking, but no mass exbdiis 
from smoking. -
