Northville’s city council is currently locked in debate over
an issue that has simmered locally for several years, And,
oddly enough, the matter has finally come up for definite
action as the result of a ruling by the attorney for the schoeol
board.

The issue is assessments and whether or not they should be
charged against property owners when the street in front of
their home is paved or otherwise improved by the installa-
tion of curbs, guiters and storm sewers,

It appears thag the majority membership of the council
favors the special assessment principle. But until now the
question has not been pushed, so sensitive has been s local
history,

As a six-year-old. clty, Northville has always paved its
streets from general fund monies. Many residents claim that
this was part of Lthe promise of advacates of city incorporation.
Becoming a city won for Northville tax rebates from the state
for harness racing at the Downs, With this money Northville
would be able to provide residents with a low tax rate, more
services and assessment.free improvements,

Beyond Lhis, opponents of sireet assessments point out that
it would be unfair to charge residents now after having pro-
vided the service from general funds in the past.

Why then do three of the council’s five members favor
assessinents? '

Let's go back to Northville School Attorney James Littell’s
ruling regarding North Center street. )

Pressed by residents of the area to pave the street, both
council and schoo! bhoard members promised action.

The city was willing to pave Center street beyond the new
Eight Mile road cut-off if the school district would participate
in the cost, Half of the street frons on’ school property. Be-
cause school traffic is responsible for much of the heavy use
of the street, board members indicaled a willingness to co-
operate,

But the city council, apparently still unwilling to intro-
duce assessments to residents living in the “old section” of
the city, introduced a plan tnat would have assessed the school
district for the entire cost of its half of the street while paying
for the residents’ side from general funds.

“Not possible,” ruled School Attorney Littell. His opinion
to the school board left the door open to council members, how-
ever. It indicated that if **some assessment” were levied against
one side of the street the school could rightfully participate
even if the school’s assessment were higher,

1t didn't take Litlell's ruling to forecast the problems the
cily was creating for itself in the matter of street assessments,
however.

Under the city’s old plan of no street assessments against
residents of the original cily 1mils the council would soon be
faced with the unique situation of having to pave a street with
“old"” residents on one side and “new’’ on the other,

Ang City Attorney Philip Ogilvie has pointed out to the

council that the basis for special assessments must be benefit
derived—certainly not length of residency,

And can you imagine a resident paying for paving in front
of his house hy assessment plus contributing taxes to the gen-
eral fund while his neighbor across the street goes un-assessed?

Obviously, there can be but one set of standards where
individual citizens are concerned. In the case of new subdi-
visions, whether in the “new’ or “old” city limits, it is pro-
vided that the builder must make all improvements,

All other streets are the responsibility of the city.

In our neighboring communities — much richer in industry
tax base than Northville even with its racing revenues — as-
sessments for Street paving are commonplace,

And instead of 25 percent as proposed loeally, the assess-
ment is up (o 100 per cent in Farmingion and nearly 70
per cent in Plymouth,

What does this mean in dollars and cents to the benefitting
property owner?

In- areas where curb and gutter already exist — such as
the Walnut street area — the 80-foot lot owner would pay about
$95 for paving. :

Paving, curb and gutter would cost about $210 ta the owner
of an 80 fool lot, Where concrete is required (instead of as-
phalt) the cost would be apout $300 per 80-foot lot.

These assessments may be paid over a 10-year period.

One might argue forever the equities and inequities of
assessments in Northville, -

What seems most important is that we move ahead with
a program thal gives residents some promise that their streets
will be improved — and approximately when.

It is more likely that such a schedule could be established
il assessments were applied to help finance the program.

The council has indicated that such a schedule would be
determined by public necessity and petition of the property

owner,

Like Topsy, Michigan’s De-
partment of Acronautics just
grew.

And unlike many other agen-
cies of state government, the
Acronautics arm had to attain
its maturity in a relatively short
time, While many functions of
government were young when
the state of Michigan was young
aviation itself was only born a
few short decades ago.

The state took a hand in the
development and management
of Michigan acronautics in 1929
when the Board of Aeronautics
was created by legislative ac-
tion,

This agency presided over the
birth and infancy of flying in
Michigan, so to speak, and was
still in operation through the
adolescence of the new and pre-
cocious child, -

It wasn’t until the post.
World War |1 boom In flying,
1945 to be exact, that the
présent Department of Aero-
nautics was organized,

In that year, the Legislature
passed what later became known
as the Michigan Aeronautics
Code. An Acronautics Commis-
sion, cxpanded to cight mem.
bers from the original five ap-
pointees plus the Highway and
State Police commissioners by
the addition of the Director of
Conservation, is the governing
body of the Department of Aero-
nautics.

The Aeronautics Department
is perhaps unique among state

epormous amount of services
to the men and women who
fly.

These range from preparing
charts and publications used as
aids in planning and exccuting
a trip in Michigan to helping
organize such things as “dawn
patrols’ where private aircraft
fly into one or another of Mich-
igan’s airports, breakfast to-
gether and enjoy other cnter-
tainment Dbefore . flying home
again,

A greal deal of the depart-
ment’s work is in helping local
communities and their airport
operators plan and make ar-
rangements for airport con-
struction, expansion or improve-
ment,

It also helps administer some
of the programs of, and coop-
erates closely with, the huge
and complex federal agencies
which regulate and conlrol avia-
tion.

If somebody asks you where
the grealest concentration of
state government workers is lo-
cated, think twice before ans-
wering in what would seem to
he logical fashion, “the Capital
City of Lansing.”

True, Lansing and Ingham
county lave more stale work-
ers than any other county in
Michigan, on a head-count bas-
is, .
But in lite Luce county of
the Upper Peninsula, a total
of 8 percent of the population
is on the state payroll, In
"Ingham county, only 3.3 per-

Fresh Water to Become Scarce, Expensive

For further details, readers
should write John Powers, Ir.,
of Homewood, Alabama, The
Atomic  Energy Commission
may now be considering such a
“peace” project for {iflly years
hence,

In view of the proJcctcd in-
crease in population and great-
er per capita use, the cost of
fresh water and “soft drinks”
will increase! To help with this
problem the first step might
be for cities {o build a separate
plant to distribuic only salt
water. Thus cach house and
industry would have {wo water
bills to pay.

Unless there is a World War
111, homes and {factories with
successful driven wells will be
in demand, as will those hor-
dering  non-polluted  rivers,
streams, and lakes. My refer-
ence to World War III concerns
the danger from “fallout’” when
using water - from  streams,
lakes, and uncovered reser-
voirs,

Driven wells, moreover, are
wholly dependent upon cleciric-
ity for pumping. Hence, as a
part of any “shelter” such as
the Civil Defense agencies are
recommending, there should be
included fully charged storage
batteries along with. the food
and other needed supplies. Fresh
water may be shipped by tank
cars or great pipes, or the fresh
water may be frozen and ship-
ped as frozen food is now ship-
ped. The purpose of this column
now is to get readers thinking
about what an economic revo-
lution is ahead based upon a
scarcity of fresh water.
When I was a boy most homes
had brick cislerns in their cel-
lars. These were kept filled by
the rain which fell upon the
roofs. People who could not af-
ford cisterns went {o the ‘‘town
pump” twice a day to {ill thejr
pitchers and pails,

have several of these ‘‘tewn
pumps”’ for the ‘convenience
of the people,

Two different surveys conducted recently by William and
Mary and Western Reserve universities seem to bear this out.

Students participating in the experiment were given $35
each with instructions to spend it all “if they were asked to.”

They were also instructed to ask for an item of low-dollar
value, but to allow themselves to be switched, traded up, or
sold additional goods.

The students were told to answer
said simply “is there anything else?”

Bui they were instructed to agree to all suggestlons by
clerks (up to $35),

At William and Mary in Norfolk, Virginia the worst report
by a student was $1.00 spent without a single suggestion for
additional purchase by the clerk,

The best report was a student who asked for a $3.99 item
but who leflt the store as the result of suggestions by the clerk
with $28.96 worth of merchandise.

The fotal resnli: with $1645 to spend the studenls asked
for items that cost a tolal of $184.05; they actually spent $252.79
and returned $1,208.16 unspent!

The Western Reserve survey in Cleveland was confined to
men's wear items only.

Resulls of Lhis survey showed ihat the worst report was
$4.50 spent for the item requested withoul an additional sug-
gestion from the clerk.

The best report was $19.55 spent when a $4.50 item was
requested.

The average report by a sludent was a purchase of $8.80
when a $1.50 item had been requested — leaving the average
unspent amount at $26.20.

The total reporl by all the Cleveland studenls was $392.82
spent out of a possible $525.

only as far as the railroad right
of way, where it ends,

The extension heyond the rail-
road property has never been
used as a street, as a matter
of ‘fact, it’s merely an open
field, The road, if it existed,
would cross near the back of
the property owned by Ray H.
York, 31250 Chambers and the
adjacent city hall property.
The council will hold a public
hearing prior to its next regu-
lar meeting on October 12, at
which time objection to the
abandonment of the road will
be heard. The council doesn’t
expect -any objection because
only two properties are .involy-
ed, and one is the city’s.

Specifically, Culbert’s budget
