A successful supcrmaf-kot 
must have three rcquirtmenls; 
(1) It must be located in the 
center of a growing popula 
lion, (2) it must have a very 
large parkinlg space, (3) it must 
lic financed slowly out of its 
own growth. 

This means that a success-
ful supermarket Is more or 
less of a monopoly after a 
sufficienl number of success-
ful years. 
As our populaticn increases 

il becoiiics constantly niore dif­
ficult to secure a sufficiently 
large and central location. Fur-
tlicrmore, tlicsc locations are 
constantly becoming scarcer 
and much harder to find near 
rcsidenl iaI sections. 

At one lime we thought that 
"off street" parking lots would 
salisfy city shoppers. 

Unfortunately, however, wo­
men with children .do not want 
to travel from an "off street" 
parking lot to the supermar­
ket. 

They insist on parking direct­
ly on the land of the supermar 
kct ivhere a boy can wlieci the 
purchases lo the woman's car 
and where tlicrc is no time lim­
it or parking fee. 

Food is the mosl important 
of.Bil commodities. The fann­
er shouid receive more 1h(iII he 
does, but his price is not for 
liim to determine. The parly 
who makes money on food is 
the middleman, wlio buys when 
and where food is cheapest. 

Another commodity that has 
had a steady increase in de­
mand is electricity. Hence l 
like supermarkets as a specula­
tion and, the cumulative pre­
ferred stocks of public utilities 
for steady income. ' 

To keep track of your in­
vestment, buy the conimon 
stock ef the company which 
supplies your electricity and 
bills you each month. 
Shopping centers are popular 

at the present time. But only 

the ones pI-opcrly located have 
beon successful.

All of this brings us back 
to tho value and convenience of 
tiic supermarket wliich is prop 
eriy iocalcd in a residential dis-
trict and which has already pur-
chased a iargo amount of land 
lhat will permit free parking 
for many years to come.

Young married couples are 
learning that by living close lo 
a modei-n supermarket tlicy 
can get along without cooking. 
The father can get his own 
breakf.ist; lunch is a simple 
meal; and a freshly baked al­
ready-cooked complete dinner 
may be secured from tho super­
market. 

As a result, tho small houses 
surrounding the supermarket 
have almost doubled in price. 
This incrcasc in demand comes 
primarily from living so near a 
supermarket. But, of course, the 
supermarket is gradually buy­
ing liouses adjoining its land. 

A young married couple 
should first put their money 
into simple life insurance, which 
can now bo bought very cheap­
ly. Next, always have a rea­
sonable deposit in a local bank 
for emergencies. Tho best plan 
of all, however — both for the 
convenience and as a good in­
vestment for appreciation — is 
to "own a small Iiouse next to 
the land for a supermaikd. 

Furthermore, if a family de­
cides to move lo anotiicr city 
for business reasons, tlicre is 
always a good demand for such 
property. In short, I am bullish 
on good supermarkets and the 
neighborhoods in wliich they arc 
located.

The rule of "reasonable use" 
governs ground water. The 
right of landlioUlei-s lo sink 
wells and pump wiiler is rec­
ognized in Michigan courts. 

Wasteful, malicious or other 
unreasonable use of ground 
water can be prevented by 
the courts under the currently 
accepted Interpretation of the 
law. 
The place wlicre conflict oc-

curs in use of Michigan water 
is when a body is used for I-ec 
roational or agricultural pur 
poses. 

The so-called "Riparian Doc-
trine" governs, u.sc of this water. 
Oniy owners of land in contact 
Willi surface water sources have 
the right to use il. Tlicy don't 
own il, and they can't move it 
outside its natural watershed. 

Riparian owner.s must share 
their rights with other riparian 
users, and upstream owners 
cannot hold back waters except 
long cnougli to build reservoirs. 

The doctrine can be sum-
med up:; "Use the water, but 
pass it along or leave it sub­
stantially undiminished in 
quantity, and.̂ ciuality.' 
People who don't own land 

with riparian rights gain ac­
cess lo water through pubiic 
iands bordering on walor. They 
aiso iiave tlic right to travel on, 
or fisli in lakes where surround­
ing iand is totally owned by 
private individuais, if the lake 
has an inlet and an outlet. 

When the slate sells any of ils 
land bordering on a water­
course, it reserves the right of 
ingress and egress to posterity, 
also. 

The days of paying for high­
er education in Michigan at so 
much a head may be numbered. 

For some time legislators 
have tended to 'look further 
than "just numbers' when Inak 

times really boil down to little 
more than a complicalcd head 
count basis for budgeting. 

All this may be changed 'due 
lo work of the Micliigan Coun­
cil of State College Presidents. 
The organization recently an 
noimccd through ils executive 
director, M. M. Chambers, that 
accurate figures siiould be 
available soon lo tell exactly 
iiow much it costs to educate 
one student for ono hour in any 
given academic program, in a 
given' institution'. 

Tlie figures will be kept cur­
rent and permit close compari 
son of educational costs among 
the universities and colleges. 

Chambers said the figures 
will bo made available lo "an 
interested public in order to 
inform the people just how their 
education dollars are used. 

There will likely be two- oth-
er, and possibly much; more 
valuable results of the uniform 
cost studies. 

First, legislative cominitlees 
will be better able to stop slic­
ing education's "appropriation 
pic into segments based on en­
rollment. Second, accurate cost 
studies should eliminate com­
petition between the various 
sciioois for disproportionate 
shares of budget money. 

Probably most people have 
never stopped to wonder hew 
it is they happen to know 
when there's an election com-
ing up. 
News outlets do such a thor­

ough job.of publicizing impend­
ing issues tiiat'iittio else in the 
way of general notice would be 
required in most - cases. The 
law, however, spells out how 
impending elections shall be 
publicized in detail. There is 
sound reason behind llie law. 

Election notices which must 
be published by iocal clerks be­
fore general elections arc. spe­
cific reminders, ' according to 
Attorney Gencrai Paul L. Ad­
ams. Tliey • provide exact data 
as to location and hours of bal­
loting. Tliey also provide a com­
plete list of contests and issues 
as the voter- gets a chance lo 
see the entire election picture 
rather tlian be overwhelmed by 
d few ot the "hotter issues". 

Adams says people are ex­
pected to know that there is a 

general election in Novoiniicr ot 
every even-numbered year, be­
cause that is spciied out in liic 
law, as arc certain other elec­
tions.

Novi Township sciiool district 
is operating with a budget.def­
icit of $27,681 this year, accord­
ing to Superintendent of Schoois 
Tom Cuibert. He pointed this 
out during a discussion of his 
preliminary budget proposal for 
this year at the sciiool board's 
September meeting last week. 

The deficit comes from tlie 
fact that the schools plan to 
spend -$'332,440 whiie having an 
anlicipaled revenue of $365,359, 
Cuibert said. He added that the 
expected revenue is $15,660 
more lhan last year, but such 
added expenditui-cs as the op­
eration of two new classrooms 
($16,666),. increased cost of cur­
riculum consultant services 
($4,666), salary increases ($8, 
256) and increases in the num 
ber of tuition students attend 
ing Northviile high school 
($11,766) pushed the school 
spending above the $336,666 
mark, causing the $27,660 defic 
it

Specifically, Culbert's budget

Instruction makes up the 
greatest increase in expendi­
tures, calling for $263,666-for 
teacher and principal salaries, 
curriculum consultant expens 
es, tuition and text book costs 
and teacher supplies. The 19G6-
61 expenses for instruction were 
$229,919. 

Operation and maintenance 
allotments of Culbert's propos­
ed budget aro $29,250, as com­
pared with $28,831 for last year. 
These include such costs as 
wages, fuel and utilities, opera 
tional supplies, grounds up-keep 
and building maintenance. 

The fixed charges of insur­
ance and interest are set at 
$3,360, which Is only $4 more 
than the actual expense for last 
year. , 

Auxiliary services of trans­
portation, recreational activities 
and health expenses are allow­
ed for in the amount of $18,556. 
These costs amounted to $18,276 
last year. 

The only budget' allowances 
set lower than last year are 
capital outlay and supplemen­
tary disbursements. Capital out­
lay for this year is scheduled at 

$6,560, as compared with !p^,m 
for last year. Supplementary 
disbursements for this year aro 
$160. Last year, they were $ll5. 

Capital outlay includes mon 
ey paid out for such ct|uipmcnt 
as buses, furniture and Nation­
al Defense Education Adminis­
tration science equipment. The 
federal government pays a good 
part of the iatler. Such things 
as community services are in-
eluded under supplementary 
disbursements. 

These figures nnd ones pre 
sented later by Ihe school's 
auditors represent a financial 
backward step for the school 
system, according to; tho audi­
tors, the firm of Janz and 
Knight of Birmingham. Roberl 
KniglIt and Louis Robbins, rep­
resentatives of the firm, point­
ed out that last year, the school 
operated on an $8,000 deficit, 
whiel this year the deficit will 
be greater. 

ln explaining their audit 
report for last year. Knight said 
their audit showed a $19,000 
surplus in the school's general 
fund, but pointed out this sum 
is there only because of receipt 
of a $26,600 fund which repre­
sents unpaid state aid for a 
prior year. 

Knight explained tliat without 
the state aid, the school would 
have had a deficit for last year 
of $8,560. The only reason the 
school's finances looked good 
last year was because of the 
$30,566 deficit of the year be 
ore, the year in which the state 
aid should have been paid, lf 
IL.had been pajd in. 1959-60 as 
it was scheduled to be. Knight 
pointed out, then the deficit 
that' year would have been only 
$4,006 and the deficit last year 
would have been $8,500. 

Board member Arthur J. Hes­
lip, apparently acting in re­
sponse to the question of im­
proper bookkeeping raised at 
the time of the iast school elcc 
tion, asked Knight how long his 
firm had been auditing tlie Novi 
school district's books. Knight 
replied that his firm Iiad per 
formed this task since 1954.

A s s e s s m e n t M e t h o d 

The Novi village council voted Monday evening to proceed 
with tlie proposed p:iving of streets in Willowbrook subdivision 
number one. They completed tlie action by approving the reso­
lution prepared by tlic bonding company which is to handle the 
special assessment bonds for the project. 

The action came after the council had delibcr.ited over the 
objections raised at the public hearing on the project which was ' 
held September 11.

Councilman Howard Coe 
and Councllwoman Lottie Cham­
bers were absent from the meet­
ing. 

Budget report action was de-
layed by the council so that the 
missing members could have a 
chance to inspect the budget re­
port for the end of last year 
before it was approved. 

Approval of the minutes of 
the last meeting caused more 
discussion than any other issue 
on the light agenda. Council­
man Oscar Simmons started the 
controversy when he objected 
to the way tho minutes report 
ed the 'council's action on a 
suggestion made at the last 
meeting by the city treasurer. 

The _ treasurer's suggestion 
had • been that tho city save 
$2,606 by pre-paying a four-
year indebtedness of $16,000. 
Tlie $2,000 would be a saving 
on interest for the debt. The 
<lS.000 was to be 'borrowed' 
from the road paving fund for 
the resurfacing of Beck road, 
which can not be started this 
year because of the late date. 

The council objected to the 
suggestion because the DPW 

the tax revenue to replace the 
$16,000 comes in next spring 
This would then over-burden 
next year's budget, the council 
fell. The minutes were amend­
ed to include the reason for 
the council's action, and then 
approved as amended. 

The council alsô  introduced 
an ordinance to prevent the ob­
struction of city streets by rail­
road trains. The ordinance, 
which provides that the rail­
roads may be fined up to $100 
for obstructing city streets with 
stopped trains, is intended lo 
discourage the raiiroad from 
stopping tiieir trains whiie some 
of tiie cars are biocking streets.

The Novi viiiage councii Mon­

Bond registered a formal ob-
jcction -to the Drain Com 
mission September 11 after the 
counly billed Novi $2,165 as its 
share in tho $13,708 Beck road 
drain which was never com­
pleted. Ho reported to the coun 
cii Monday night that the Drain 
Commission did not feel it was 
being unfair in asking both 
Novi and Wixom lo pay a part 
of the costs wiucii were incur-
I-c(i before progress on tiio 
d-nin was stopped. 

Bond said he can't under­
stand why engineering costs of 
almost $14,000 wcre incurred 
before the drain was determin­
ed necessary: He explained that 
a three-man court-appointcd 
commission dclermined that it 
was not necessary to lake away 
private lands to build the drain, 
making it impossibie far the 
drain to be buiit. 

The councii pians to enact 
the raiiroad ordinance at its 
next meeting, after firemen, po­
licemen and council members 
have a chance to inspect it and 
suggest possibic changes. 

After tabiing a fire depart­
ment request for 25-cenl-a_n-liour 
monitor cost payment until tho 
next budget hearing, the coun­
cil learned from Mayor Donald 
E. Brooks that the police de­
partment has donated its oid 
radio to the fire depaflnicnl for 
use in the fire Iruclt. This made 
unnecessary council action on a 
fire department retiuest for 
money for sucli a radio. 

He told the council ho didn't 
see why the expenses were nee 
essary before the county got 
the go-ahead from the special 
commission, and therefore, he 
doesn't see how the county can 
legally charge both Wixom and 
Novi for part of the costs.

The a.ssessment roll must 
then be approved, corrected 
and approved or refused hy the 
council. In the latter case, a 
new roll would be dratted. 

Acklcy pointed out that the 
best method, of assessment 
wuuldbe.ii simple ono in wliich 
only one standard such as own­
ership of a lot or footage' along 
the street, is used. The more 
complex the method, he ex­
plained, the less likely it will be 
approved by the public debt 
commission in Lansing: 

The council appi'oves of botli 
the project and the village's 
share In its costs because it 
feels the end result will be a 
saving, according to Council 
President Joseph Crupi. He ex­
plained at llie first public hear-
ing on the matter that tho vil-
lalge's street maintenance costs 
in the subdivision, which are 
now of considerable amount, 
would be cut to nearly nothing 
once the paving is installed.

When forecasting prices of the 
future, we are inclined lo be 
lieve that a good mare will sell 
for- several thousand dollars. It 
really seems lhat in only fifty 
years Hie prices of mosl com­
modities will he ten times their 
present prices. 

In short, inflation is nothing 
new. l l has always been going 
on and l see no leason wliy it 
should not continue. 

lt may increase gradually, or 
it may increase in spurts — 
rising rapidly for a while, and 
then being followed by a period 
of deflation. On the other hand 
We believe lh.il. each period of 
inflation will be greater tiian 

6onslitutibnal Convention for 
Michigan is rapidly taking on 
overtones of a "cily folks ver­
sus the farmers" balllo. 

Partisan politics are to blame 
for much of this. Both Demo­
crats • and Republicans have 
been quick to seize on slogans 
and catch-phrases aimed al 
making the other side look bad. 

Thus the Democrats arc call 
ing for an end to "represonla-
tion of slumps ami wilderness" 
whiie the OOP wants to "keep 
the Senate from becoming a 
caucus club for .Southeastern 
Michigan." 

Both llie appeals are based 
on sound, if totally different. 
govci'nment philosophies, and 
both reflect wlial lhe political 
scientists call lhe "rural-urban 
diciiotomy". Put simply, this 
means cily folks.lend lo tliink 
their interests ojipose lo a great 
degree those of lhe nirni dwell-
ers, and vice versa. 

There ere differences of 
opinion and suspicion between 
the farmers and ciiy laborers. 
Bul if pure partisanship is 

removed from the scene, the 
differences arc liarder to find. 
For example, much of lhe Dom-
ocralic party tends lo favor 
deveiopmonl pi'ograms of one 
kind or anotlicr which arc di­
rected from llic stale (or fed­
eral) level in an allompl lo 
solve major pi'olilcms such as 
delinquency, urban renewal and 
the like, which are chiefly cily 
burdens. 

And lhe Democratic streiigth 
lies in tho cities. 

Republicans, on tho other 
hand, genei-aliy lend lo favor a 
greater extent of local control 
in government affairs. The GOP 
draws' ils votes from \vider 
areas, and consequently recog­
nizes a greater di.ssiniilarily, in 
tlie needs of p'eople and places. 

Party emphasis, on the 
rural - vejr'sus - urban ques-
tion creates uneasiness among 
city Republicans and coun­
try Democrats.

lousiness. There was a certain 
amount of fishing, but nol 
much, as only sailboats were 
used and the fish were caught 
by lines and surface nets.

Partisan harmony may be 
difficult lo come by, but agree­
ment among the good citizens 
of Michigan, whether Ihey live 
in the cities or the villagos, can;

Especially this is true 'in so 
vital an undertaking as lhc writ­
ing of a new basic law for 
Michigan. , ; 

The chief manifestation of 
the rural-urban split as It .ap­
plies lo Constitutional Conven­
tion is in llic hassle over wheth­
er, or how, lo reapportion the 
Legislature, parliculai;ly tiie 
Senate. Maneuvci'ing lor sim 
pic partisan advantage could 
work against tlio best interest 
of all tlie people of Miciiigan, 
if it is pegged lo a figiil over 
whether people or people plus 
territory should be tlie most 
iniporlanl considei'alion tor sol­
ving the apportionment prob­
lem. 

Genial Clai-ence W. Lock, 
Michigan's revenue commission­
er, ha.'s compiled quite a record 
of national recognition in his 
ciiosen field. 

Most reccnl achievement for 
the director of the slate revenue 
department, wliicli handles the 
tax collecting for Michigan, was 
his election as a member of 
the Board of Directors of the 
National Tax Associalion. 

Earlier this year. Lock was 
named to tlie Advisory Council 
ot Tax InstiUilc, Inc., and elect-

\-
ed secretary of the National 
Association of Tax Adininisli'a-
tors. 

Lock, who took over as Rev 
enue Commissioner after serv­
ing many years as dispuly lo 
Louis Nims, ijow relired, has 
demonstrated by his activities 
at the, national level thai Michi­
gan is still among the leading 
slates in governmenl organiza­
tion and operation. 

This, despite the desperate 
cash crisis of 1959 and alien-
dam tax ahd financing Iroub. 
Ies. 

State officials arc again look­
ing into the wage and fringe 
benefit picture for Michigan's 
31,666 classified employees lo 
see if they aie being short­
changed in comparison witli 
people doing comparable jobs 
in private indusliy. 

This year's survey ot public 
agencies is due for completion 
in November, and wiil lie used 
by the Civil Service Commis­
sion to see if there should be 
any changes in stale employ­
ment practices. 

John Downes, chief of the 
wage and saiary section of the 
Civil Service Department, is di­
recting the study. 

Chief items in the survey are 
interviews with woriters in soiiic 
37 public agencies in Miciiigan, 
22 states and the federal gov­
ernment, and a mail survey of 
wages paid by 370 private em 
ployers. 

It will be up lo the four-
member Civil Service Commis­
sion to evaluate findings of this 
year's study in coriiparison wilh 
suI-v(;ys done in other years-to 
determine wiietiier stale em­
ployees are compensated too 
genei-ously, or Iiol generously 
enough.
