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Next March Novi citizens will go to the polls to vote 
for the second time on whether or not to incorporate the vil­
lage as a fiftli class rity. Tiie proposal was soundly defeated 
two years ago. 

Last Thursday tlie Novi board of coirimerce called to-
fictlier a group of citizens and proposed tliat a study com-
mittec be formed to dig out tlie pros and cons of city incor­
poration for Novi and present tlie information to the public 
In a scries of meetings. 

Tlic idea was generally considered a good one by the less 
than two doizen residents present and October 19 h.ns been 
set as the first meeting. 

According to Russell Button, president of the Novi Board 
of Commerce whicli is sponsoring the city study idea, an au-
tliority on city incorporation will be on hand to address the 
October 1? gathering at the community building. 
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It was quickly apparent after last week's introductory 
meeting that an Incorporation study is badly needed. Many 
questions were raised that indicated opinions are widely 
divided. 

And it would appear that at least four different attitudes 
exist among Nov! voters: 

1. Those steadfastly opposed to further loss of village 
property througii disconnection and annexation and tliereforc 
In favor of city incorporation; 

2. Those wlio would like to go back to township status, 
eliminating tlie village and perhaps forming a charter town­
ship; 

5. Tliose who would stay as they are because they fear that 
city incorporation would bring iiigiier taxes, bigger govern­
ment; , 

4. Those wlio prefer the status quo for a mixture of rea- • 
sons — but mainly because their community interests are out-
side Novi (in Northville, for example) and altliougli their 
liomes arc witliin tlie corporate boundaries of Novi they refer 
to "Northville" as their residence; these people may someday 
expect to bccoine a corporate part of Nortliviiie, but are not 
ready to assume such a tax boost when, located as they are, 
tliey would receive few city advantages; still, tliey do not wish 
to be locked out of Northville forever through city incorpora­
tion of Novi. 

There may be other reasons, but the.se should be enough 
to give a study committee ample material for discussion. 

\ 
It was apparent at last week's introductory meeting that 

many of Novi's "old guard" — the Phil Andersons, Jim Mitdi 
ells, Russ Buttons — are truly concerned tliat Novi is being 
"eaten up". They have been heartened by news of a state su 
prcme court ruling that city incorporation does protect bord­
ers frofn annexation . 

Tiieir interests do not lie elsewhere; they fear for NovI's 
future; tliey do not want it divided into village and township 
parts — or lost forever to neighboring cities. , / 

They have a tough fighf on their hands. But certainly 
.,.... tlirir 'approach'is• proper.. . 

They are asking the people to look at the facts — even 
argue them out — together. Then let the final decision be based 
on an opinion that has been reached through exposure .to all 
information available.

F a l l o u t P r o t e c t i o n

Babson Park, Mass., A fca 
luI'ed article in Life Magazine 
for September 15, 1861 makes 
some statements regarding 
'fallout" wiiich need careful 

checking and analysis. 
In the President's letter which 

preceded the article, the Presi­
dent said: 

"The government is moving 
to improve the protection af­
forded you in your communities 
Ihiough civil defense. We have 
begiln, and will Ipe continuing. 
tliI'oiigiiout the next ye'ar and a 
half, a sui'vey of all public 
building.? with fallout shelter 
potential, and the marking of 
those with adequate shelter for 
,'iO persons or more. We are 
providing faiiout shelter in new 
and in sonie existing federal 
buildings. We ai'e slocking these 
sliollcrs with one week's food 
and medical supplies and two 
weeks' water supply for the 
siieilor occupants...." 

Noiliier the Prepidont nor 
Life Magazine made clear the 
difforenco between the effect of 
the explosion of an H-Bomb antl 
the resultant fallout. If an. ll-
Bomb should strike a city, the 
blast would probably kill 97% 
of the people. No ordinary "fall­
out shelter" would be of any 
use. But the faiiout whieii would 
drift from this explosion would 
also 1)0 deadly. 

However, If ail the nation's 
people had proper shelte/s, 
97% of the. people not killed 
by ihe blast might survive 
the faiiout drifts. 
Even 3% of tiiose in shelters 

wiio might die from fright or 
from other causes in the course 
of two weeks amount to about 
5,000,000 people. Rencc, the 
scope of the entire project of 
shelters is stupendous. 

I have had a survey made of 
an average home shelter; the 
minimum cost tjuoted is $1850. 
This is for a shelter in a base­
ment 100 miles from the center 
of a large city which might be 
bombed. As the. distance be­
comes less than ISO miles, the 
price of the shelter increases. 
No shelter within five miles of 
where Iho bomb hits would be 
of any use. At least,.907-. of 
those within this radius of five 
miles would be killed under any 
conditions — shelters or no shel­
ters. 

We are constantly told what 

Mr. larushchev wants; also 
what President Kennedy wants 
but we have never heard what 
the people of Berlin want, pr do 
not want. Of course they want 
food, water, and heat. They feel 
that the West Germans will sec 
that they get tlieso. But they 
certainly do not want a "shoot 
ing war" between Russia and 
the Western Allios, with Berlin 
getting the worst of it all in 
the center of the figiiting. 

Therefore, as a practical mat­
ter, should one build a shelter 
here in tile U.S.A. until it is 
learned that tiic well-to-do fam­
ilies iii Berlin (both West and 
East Berlin) are building shel­
ters? 

Another awltward question: 
How many people should such 

shelter be built to accommo-
dale for two weeks? Those liv­
ing on farms and having no 
near neighbors can answer this 
question quickly; but in' small 
cities or towns the answer is 
very difficult, where all are 
neighbors and friends of one 
another. It is one thing for a 
neighborhood or community-to 
build a shelter which would ac­
commodate several hundred; 
but to build for just one's own 
small family would, I should 
think make one feel rather self­
ish. 

All of the above boils down 
to the question of wlietlier mis 
siles witii hydrogen bomb heads 
will be thrown at cities of tiie 
U.S.Ai.to cause their destruc­
tion? 

I don't believe they will be 
for many ycars to come. When 
I vvas in Berlin, Poland, and 
Russia two years ago, I was 
told by high Berlin officials 
that there must first be de­
veloped an accurate anti-
missile missile. 
There 'is none such now: Only 

bombs launched from airplanes 
or submarines have an accur­
ate enough aim to destroy a 
large city. Such a city must be 
relatively near the seacoast. We 
are building up the defenses of 
these cities lis fast as possible 
so'that we will be in a position 
to use "anti-missile missiles" 
when we have them in storage. 
Such defense missiles are what 
Russia is now testing and it ls 
silly to' talk about sueli tests 
underground eitllcr by Russia 
or by the U.S.A. ; ' 

A recent Supreme Court de­
cision which seems to nullify 
an age old doctrine of govern­
mental immunity is a ease in 
point. The idea lliat govern 
ments should not be sued by 
individuals is said lo date back 
to days when "liio king could 
do no wrong," Others say that 
the concept developed from-'the 
way things used to be'when tlic 
local government units per­
formed only-a few, necessary 
services,and had no sizable re­
sources.. /

In its decision, which upsets 
these ideasj the. Court pointed 
out that tlie -legislature could re­
store governmental immunity 
any time it chose lo do so. 

As it stands now anyone wlio 
feels he was wronged or dam 
aged by a government in Mich 
igan is free to start suit. Pre 
viously It was necessary to seek 
and obtain permission from the 
government about to be sued 
before action could take place 

There are few who would ar 
gue'today that an individual 
should. not have llie right to 
seek just restitution for damag­
es suffered because of failings of 

government unit to properly 
discharge its i-esponsibilities 
There are also tliose who are 
concerned that. juI'ies in such 
Cases may follow ilie path of 
tiiose whieii set damages for 
accidents involving insurance 
companies. 

There has been a detectable 
attitude in spme cases: "soak 
the insurance company, it 'has 
lots of money." This has residt-
ed in increased insurance pre­
miums.. 

A "soak the city"' attitude 
on the.part of juriefi could 
easily ^result in the same, 
thing:, an increase of cost to 

the public. • 
Government immunity was a 

doctpine'of Michigan since the 
state came .intb being until tlic 
receilt Supreme • Court decision 
overthrew it.'Alarmists among 
those with 'an., interest in the 

subject would do well to allow 
at .least some brief period to 
sed the effect of the new con 
cept and how it will work. 

It is always possible, accord 
ing to the Court, for the legisla­
ture to bring the former doc-
trine back into existence. 

Vision is needed to make any 
kind of wortlIwhile attempt to 
predict cither urban growth or 
transportation needs of tiie fu­
ture.

Our first ai'ticle in tiiis series 
is "an effort to describe the 
charier township and point out 
its advantages and disadvant­
ages. ' , 

Township government was or­
iginally designed to perform 
certain necessary functions in 
rural areas. Over the years, tlic 
limitations of township govern­
ment lIavc caused many of ili 
original functions to be taker, 
over by oliier governmental un­
its, such as villages and cities. 

• • 

Today, assessment and collce-
liofi of property taxes, tlie con-
duet and supervision of elec-
lions and the representation of 
the township on the county 
board of supervisors arc ma­
jor functions left to' the town-
ship. 

Because of Michigan's tax 
structure, little revenue is 
provided for township opera-
tions.'The severe restrictions 
placed ' On township ' taxing 
powers has meant that many 
highly populated township 
areas have been unable to 
provide adequate public ser-
vices such as scwagei and gar­
bage disposal, water supply 
and other public works. 
Tile problem has-not been in 

• 

obtaining llie funds needed to 
maintain such sei'viccs. l l ha! 
been in I'aising enougli capital 
and financial backing to initiate 
tlic sei'vices. • 

IN AN EFFORT lo help lowi 
siiip aieas raise funds for tlic 
creation of Ihcso services anc' 
otiier similar govcrnmcnlal ,op; 
eralions, the Michigan icĵ lslh; 
lure enacted the .(̂ h'ari.or town­
ship Act of 1947. ' , .' , " 

Tlvis act provides forthe cs-
tablLshment of township a,reo,s 
governed by a charier that,con­
sists of the 1947 act. Any! town-
ship with 5,000 or' more popiila-
lion, or any township thiil lias 
2,000 iniiabitants and borders on 
a city with a minimum of 25,000 
populalion may Ijocome a char-

tw lownsiiip by a m!i.ioi'ity vole 
of its citizens adopling the act 
as its charter. 

The central feature of the 
charter township plan is that 
it authoriies the township to 
levy a tax of up to 10 mills 
of assessed valuation of all 
real and personal property in 
the township. This tax rate 
may be iiriposcd in place of 
the much smaller portion the 
normal township .receive of 
the 15-nii;; county levy. 
Charter townships are also 

pcrmitlo'd to' borrow money aiid 
issue genci'iil obligation bonds 
for public works. i3otli of tliesc 
sources of revenue are added 
to the usual township .sources, 
includiIig license receipts, fines' 

and slate aid. 
A SEVEN-MEMBER beard 

consisting of a supervisor; clerk, 
treasurer and four trustees, 
govei'ns the charter township. 
Tiie trustees are elected to four 
yeJr terms, while the other of­
ficers' terms arc for two years. 

Tlic board is given the power 
to appoint a supei-intendent lo 
act as cliifif administrative of­
ficer, much like'si city mahager. 
If a superiniondoiit' is not ap­
pointed,' the stipei'visor heads 
Ihê  board • and'represents the 
township on Ihe. county board of 
sujieIVisors. 

• The charter township, there, 
fore, has the foiloyving ad 
vantages "over the norma 
township: ' 

First, it jnay incf'casc its ser­
vices without resorting to spec 
ial assessmc'nts because of it' 
10-:mill tax' levying power that 
replaces the normal township's 
small share of the 15-miIl limi-
Inti'on; 

SECOND, IT may vote gen 
ci'ai obligalion bonds up to 10 
percent of the township's assess­
ed' valuation, 'i'iiis is a broader 
ii'oiid-issuing power than tlic nor­
mal iownship has; 

Aiid third, tiie charter townr 
ship may appoint as superinten­
dent a pi'ofessionai chief execu­
tive similar to a village or city 
manager. 
, Stacked up against these 
three distinct advantages are 
several disadvantages: 

— Tlic plan gives the township 
most of the resjionsibililies of 
home-rule city, witiiout giving.it 
llie home-rt.-.j city's flexibility 
in governmental organization; 

— THE POSSIBILITY of ap­
pointing a professimal to head 
the government is apt lo bo 
overshadowed by the supervis­
or's reluctance to give up his 
administrative powers; 

— The entire township must 
be included in the charter town­
ship, under tlie act, and this 
may mean that the densely pop­
ulated iind • highly" developed 
aroa,s would be burdofied with 
tlie costs of sei'vicing thinly pop­
ulated sections; 

— Oniy one ropI'esentalivc 
from the township may bo sent 

to,Ihe county board of super-i' 
visors, while cities often have 
two or more representing theiî -. 
interests; ,;• 

— THE ACT I-equircs partir 
san elections, which many slu-
dents of municipal government 
feel are not in the best inter-
ests of the community. 

Ralph T. Jans, a research 
associate of llie Institute of Pub­
lic Administration and a loctur-. 
cr.in political science at live' 
Uiiiversity of Michigan, con­
cludes in a University publica­
tion that liic'Charlcr Township 
Act has many disadvantages 
which render it a failure as a 
solution to' township problems 
of financing and providilig puli-
iic services.

life has been devoted to the 
study of them. 

Babies are probaly the 
world's oldest investment, hav 
ing survived many thousands of 
years of wars, massacres, pan­
ics, and revolutions, in mony 
nations even today thc largest 
families are believed to be the 
riciicst, while a family with no 
ciiildren is looked down upon. 

Stocks are only two hundred 
and forty years old. The first 
l;ig promotion was that of the 
Mississippi Bubble, sponsored 
around 1715-1720 in France by a 
Scoisnian; while the second 
great stock promotion vvas the 
South Sea Bubble, which follow­
ed in England under tiic leader­
ship of Robert ltarlcy and later 
under Robert Walpole. 

Oilier than in liie United 
States, lhe sale of stocks (new 
issues) reached, a maximum 
just before World War I, when 
London was the world's center 
of slock trading. World War l 
gave tiie London market a great 
blow; wliile World War II put 
New York ahead of all the 
world's centers. ' 

Stocks offer a speculative 
profit which bonds do not offer. 
Stocks also benefit from infla­
tion. Interrupted with a few 
eras of deflation, tiie inflation 
of currency has been going on 
for centuries, — since money 
was first used in Persia and 
Babylon 3,000 years ago. Bonds 
suffer through inflation, tiience 
long-term bonds should usually 
be avoided. 

Of a given corporation, liow­
ever, the bonds should be safer 
than tlie stock, provided .the 
bonds are due within about five 
years. They have a first lien on 
the company and, in case of 
trouble, interest on the bonds 
comes before dividends on the 
stock. The safest, investments 
of all are healthy, well-trained 
children. To be doubly safe, 
lake out an insurance policy on 
each child as soon as it is linrn. 

Stocks, bonds, and other 
'pieces of paper" sucii as we 

recognize as wealth • have no 
value in Russia. Only in bank 
accounts of the Russian Govoin-
ment Bank can one save money 
in Russia. Even then, Russia 
devalues the ruble (or Russian 
"dollar") whenever it stilts lier 
convenience. Savings are not 
encouraged under any com­

munistic government. The Rus 
sian government is supposed to 
own all land, factories, stores, 
etc. Well-trained children are 
the only assets considered. 

In view pf the above, those of 
us wiio have property dread 
communism. All property would 
be taken away from us; we 
would all worlt for the state, 
buying our food, our rent, 
clothes, and entertainment from 
the stale. 

On the other hand, Russia is 
gradually lieconiing capitalistic, 
while lli^ United Slates is grad­
ually becoming socialistic. If 
we can continue fifty years 
without a World War HI, there 
may not be much economic dif-
ferenee between the East and 
lhe West. This especially ap­
plies tu those here who are liv­
ing on inherited money arid are 
not actual workers. The income 
of non-producers will gradually 
be taken away by taxes of vari 
ous kinds. 

Tills brings us back to our 
original tliought, that well-
trained children are tiie best 
security and insurance. Our 
President Kennedy, seeing this 
change coming in lhe distance, 
is working for legislation to 
give free medical service to 
tho.se wlio deserve it. Already 
England has "from the womb 
lo the tomb'' covci-age; while 
many other countries such as 
Sweden arc trending that way. 

I agree with the physicians 
that such a program is danger­
ous. I am even opposed lo giv­
ing free 'obstetrical services. 
But some could bo worked out 
whereby the family could get a 
lax reduclion, directly or in­
directly, on each baby born. 
With liie growing importance 
of babies, some inducement 
should be given for the expens 
cs connected with their birlli 
and early years. To bring this 
about is a basic purpose of tlic 
Isabel Babson Memorial,, in 
which I am much interested..

Michigan's northern peninsu­
la, despite all the lalk about its 
"depressed areas" and "chronic 
unemployment," is far from 
down and out. • 

There are five good reasons 
why it would be a tragic mis­
take to write off llio area above 
the Strails of Mackinac as a 
kind of economic wasteland to 
lie aliandoned to a life liased to 
a large degree on governmental 
rejiivenalion programs. 
They are tourist trade, mining, 
farming, forestry and industry. 

It would be equally foolish, of 
course, to refuse lo recognize 
the ills that have come lo the 
upper peninsula largely as a 
result of less demand for the 
products of it̂  mines and for­
ests arid from tiie emigration 
of people to the south. 

The "proper'' view, especial 
ly for Michigan citizens who 
made their homes in the lower 
peninsula, seeIhs to be that the 
lovely land up norlii is some 
thing like a post-depression fi 
nancier. 

Things may be a little tough 
economically rigiil now, but tiic 
ability lo prosper has not been 
lost by tlIc current situation. 

The decline-iif mining, a lag 
in forest-related occupations; 
tiie failure to spurt ahead with 
advancing-technology in a host 
of jields; and tiie serious blow 
dealt by the lamprey-eel to 
profitable fishing industry have 
inirt the upper peninsula, it is 
true. 

But there arc two facts iibout 
the area which must be recog-
Iiized. 

Fir.st, the great fields of en 
deavor which brought fabulous 
wealtii to the upper peninsula 
in the past are not dead. They 
can be brought back. While min­
ing, , forestry, fisiiing and the 
like have slipped, they still ac­
count ,tor substanliai income. 
Second,' there is opportunity for 
virtually unlimited growth in 
new ai-eas with farfliing and 
tourism moat likely to !'arrive' 
as money-makers in the near fu 
ture. 

With a push from the govern­
ment and help from research 
and technology. in many fields, 
the upper peninsula's future ne­
ver looked brighter. 

For example, the region's 
$25 million a y p r tourist bus­
iness is estimated to be only 
about half its pi>,tential. 
Farming nev̂ ir did reach the 

heights of which It is capable 
in the land above the Strails. 
New horizons iiI wood products 
and related fields, efforts to 
bring bock mining and abun­
dant water and power for indus­
try are a few further reasons 
for fairh and confidence in the 
uppei'peninsulii'.'" 

The whole tlIing adds up to 
this: -Don'l sell Michigan's 
norlliern frontiei'" short. 
A subject for. speculation by 

slate revenue officials recently 
i,? iiow much the 4 per cent 
sales lax, which replaced the 
earlier 2 per cent levy on- Jan, 

of this year, hurt the sale of 
new automobiles in Michign. 

Revenue Commissioner Clar­
ence Lock reports that income 
from automobile sales taxes 
has dropped considerably in tiie 
last few months.' 

Lock says lower per-unit col­
lections, because of the lower 
price of compact cars, has 
tomeliung lo do with it. 

However, some dealers still 
insist that the higher tax has, 
hurt tlicir sales,, he says. This 
particular point is open to con-
jeclurc. Lock says, but there is 
no doulil lhat the income from 
sales taxes on autos is down. 

The iiuto sales tax picture 
wliicii incideiitaUy ought lo im 
prove wlien iabor and manage 
ment work out tlieir differences 
on contracts in the industry 
and wlieii new models start sell­
ing briiikly, fits into Michigan's 
overall revenue picture. 

Tills year, total income is be­
ing walciied more closely than 
ci'cr by legislators and the ad 
niinislralion because of differ­
ent csllniales used in threshing 
out iiic budget for the fiscal 
year. 

Unless income hits the exact 
mid-point bolween Gov. Jolin B 
Swainson's revenue, estimate of 
$-177.0 million and that used 
by tlic Icgislatiire, $466 million, 
somebpdy will say "I told you 
so" from one end of the state 
to tlie other. 

If revenue for the 1061-62 fis­

cal year does hit that mid-point, 
lawmakers and the administra­
tion will both say "I told you 
so. 

A curious relationship be­
tween federal government reg­
ulations and stale law means 
that trucks in interstate com­
merce, when used on Michigan 
tininklines, must have amber 
turn signals. 

AtloIney General Paul L. 
Adams recently came to this 
conclusion in an opinion writ­
ten • foi Slate Police Commis-
sioncr Josepli A. Cliilds. 

Via a nifty course of nega­
tive reasoning, Adams arrived 
at tlic- amber light middle 
ground between federal and 
stale requirements. 

Fedeial regulations . require 
trucks which arc disabled on 

the highway to flash both turn 
signals simultaneously while sig 
nal flares, also prescribed in 
the reguIations,' are set out and 
aken In.' 

But Micliigan law proliihils 
flashing red lights except on 
certain emergency vehicles. 

Under federal regulations, the 
flashing turn signals may be 
red, but other colors lielwnen 
red and yellow on the spoclruni 
are not prohibited. 

Michigan law does not siiy 
anything about flashing lIgiits 
of a color, other thai) red'. There-
fore, Adams- s^s,' the ..federal 
regulation and the state-lfiw)ir^ 
Iiot in conflict, Carrying his rea­
soning a step further results in 
the conclusion that trucks on 
Michigan highways must have 
amber turn signals.
