Nancy Schwartz — classified advertising managér, who also
performs a variety of other office dutles but is chxeﬂy responsi-
ble for our want ad pages;

Peggy Jones — she flips ‘at my punctuation and spellxng,
she's our able proof-reader and is responsible for any errar you
might detect;

Sharon Mazanec — our peppy little women’s editor (she sings
while she writes) who, in addition to planning and writing the
women’s pages, covers schaol board meetings and wntes general
feature stories; -

Kneale Brownson — news editor and newest addition to our
staff; covers Novi and Wixom meetings, also writes sports and
general news and features and is responsible for Novi page one
make-up;
