The big attr:iction i.s .i public lie:iring on ii proposal to 
impose 25 per cent :issessmenrs to property owners for street 
improvements in front of tiieir property. 

Tlie reiii:iiiiing 75 per cent, plus co,sts of intersections, 
would be p;iid from general funds. In addition, it is proposed 
to lower tlie assessiiicnt lo 12^ per cent along side-lot yard 
lines. 

Public hearings arc rarely pleasant affairs. Often citizens, 
who singularly would bc most polite and considerate, act in 
strange ways when banded together in a common cause. 

Generall)' tliey ;ire frustrated by what seems to be the red 
tape of government; actually, they are ninre often handicapped 
by a lack- of information. 

They are uninformed because: 
1. They do not attend council meetings; 
2. Tliey do nor read their newspaper carefidly; 
3- They believe what others, ai.so iininfornied, tell them. 
There is nothing wning with citizens finding fault wilh 

what their elecied .officials propose; it isn't even ungentlenian-
ly to raise one's voice lo shouting level to emphasize a point. 

Bu( charges cnnipletely unrelared to f:ict — or made be­
fore the facts arc explained — are difficult for lhe most toler­
ant body of citcied officials to ssvallow. 

Ir is ihc opinion of this writer that Northville's city coun­
cil is trying to do .sonieiliing that h:is been left for many years 
for the following council lo do. 

And they have certainly taken a nioderafe approach when 
one considers thai neighboring comniniiities inipn,se ;i.sse.ss-
nicnis up to 100 per cent. 

Wc ilo noi adhere lo the theory ihat race inick revenues 
slionid or cnuld be expecied lo pay for all srrcel improvemcnis. 
In fact, wc believe iliis is a wasic of lax dollars. 

In a low tax-rate ciiy (anel Northville's city lax is low 
b̂y comparison) it seenis e.sjieci:illy importiini that if .such a 
rate is to be niainiaineii the property owner.s benefiting most 
by imi>rovenient.s .slmulii pay a share of ihc improvement — 
regardless of pas: hisniry. 

There are ar least two other points thai should be con-
sidcre-i. Iiowei'cr. 

One is lhe belief ihat a 25 per cent assessment will ap­
preciatively speed lip our .sireet im|iroveinent program. Theor-
etiallv, it wmild advance by 25 per iciir. Rut ei'cn ihis is 
optimistic when one considers oilier pressing public iniprovc-
nient liroiecis. 

This is lhe .second point. Sii-eeis arc nor the city's only 
considcraiion — and perhaps not the most iioixirtanr. 

It is my understanding iliar a.ssessnienis would be imposed 
on sirec's whiTf- iinnrnv'Tiif-iifs arc dcr-ui'd tv-r-,-s'.'rv :'s a 
public need or where- rtslilcn's Uvc -'-'I'l s'e,l rlin iinnTi'-'--
iivnt. in ill'- lir;!-"- ips-an-i-. f'livjs nr';ht mi! pe:r.iii paving 
even ilnvie'i a reci'ies-- wis rei;is;ered.

,So by law, iirovidc-d by die citv's charter, if a niajoriiy of 
the property owners on a street o|ipose asse:«inenrs, rlu-y coiiltl 
by petjpnn ilefeai ihe i.ss'ie. It Is recpiired that any asse.ssmeiir 
oppii:ied bv a mijuriiv nl ihc s'reet's properly owners niiisi be 
appri"-f-d bv i f-i-ir-fifilis vo'c of ilic council. 

Tlv'S inilividiial rii.̂ Iiis hive been prorecieil. Individuals 
iniisi now decide what is best for the entire coniniuniiy.

Election workers in Michi­
gan have a new lool lo pre­
vent woes caused hy absentee 
voter problems. 

It's a new law passed hy the 
lDlil Logislatiiro. It permits Ihc 
naming of "Absentee Counting 
Boards" by the election com­
mission of any governmental 
unit olher than a county or the 
state. 

Considerable flexibility in the 
operation of "Absentee Count­
ing Boards" is allowed under 
the new law. 

Secretary of State .lames M. 
Hare, the man who must super-
vise elections, says tiic statute 
iias been intei-prctcd to mean 
that tiie ' election. commission 
must make decisions on which 
precincts areJto iiave counting 
boards and many oilier details 
of procedure.. 

There are, however, some 
requirements in the law 
which are aimed at prevent­
ing any possible abuse or 
cbincaiiery. 

. A recent publicalion of Hare's 
office, which goes to election 
clerks antl other workers, out­
lined provisions of the niiw law 
because of possible confusion 
over soiTic of Uic rather compli­
cated wording. No i'cgiiiar eiee-
lion at which the counting 
hoards could operate is sched­
uled until November of 19G2.

A special clcclioii or primary 
can make use of "Absentee 
Counling Boards" as well as a 
regular election. 

The value in the new proccd 
urc is that it relieves the regu­
lar election woi-kcrs of IIk 
chore of compiling absentee vol 
er ballots. At the' same time it 
provides a somewhat closer 
check than is possible with the 
old method. An undcsii-able ef­
fect might be that il eould make 
the voting procedure even more 
compiex than il already is. 

In precincts where a largo ah 
sentee vol-.' is expected, cspe-. 
iaily those where the abscnte. 
vote must bc ti'ansierrcd onto 
voting machines for eonipiiia 
tion, the time and frustration 
savetl could he eonsidcrahle.

It-goes something iike this: If 
the ievei of one of tiie Great 
Lakes goes down, and a proper­
ty owner brings fill dirt into an 
area that was formerly cover­
ed by water thus making it high 
and dry when, the lake level 
rises again, tloes the new shore­
line land belong to Ihc property 
owner or the stale? 

The Supreme Court has to 
dclcrniine whether the liish lev 
el mark ot tlie water, the iow 
ievcl mark, or some piace in 
belween is proper point to de­
termine what is Great Lakes 
bottomland and what isn't. 

It's well established in law 
lhal liic state iiolds lille lo bot­
tomlands, and can Iran.sfcr 
this to private owners iindeii 
certain conditions and through 
the proper procedure. 

the Interior Departnienl at 
Wa.siiington, D.C. A negative de-
clsion' eould result in tlie loss 
lo Michigan of sueli vast and 
important recreation areas as. 
the St. Ciair Flats region. More 
court action could be taken in 
this case which involves many 
olhcr states besides Michigan. 

Any doubt that Michigan is a 
major farming state should be 
laid to rest by the success of 
yoiuigslers who have chosen ag-
rieultui'e as a career.

Education Week is "Your 
Schools: Tiinc for a Progress 
Report." 

Michigan's Governor John C 
Swainson, in his' proclamation 
setting the 1001 Michigan ob 
servancc/of the occasion, ui'ged 
all persons to "recognize the 
need for continued exceilence 
pf training in our schools." 

Ue said that Michigan offers 
lo its students "lhe oppbi'tiinlty 
of obtaining an education un-
exeeiied anywiiorc. Our citizens 
should recognize the need for 
continuing support of our edu 
cational system." 

Dr. li;. Dale Kennedy, Michi 
gan Education associaton exec-
uttvc secretai'y, called the oc-
easion an "opportunity extend­
ed to educators and laymen lo 
work together in common cau.se 
for the benefit of the children 
of this nation, nnd the nation 
itseif." 

He said public education is a 
responsibility siiarod between 
tiiose wlio serve in the schools 
and those who support the 
school program by taxation and 
contribution of services. 

American Education Week 
grew out of the finding, during 
World War I, that a surprising 
percentage of American people 
were illiterate and physically 
unfU. 

Representatives of the Nation­
al Education Association anc 
the newly formed American Le-
gion gathered to discuss these 
problems, and their talks led 
to the observance, in 1921, o! 
the first American Education 
Week/ , ' ; . , 
...gince.-1p22j- the pbfiervanct! 
has Dcen oo-sponsorcd by the 
United States Office of Educa­
tion, and in 1938, the niitiona 
congress ot P-TA association!, 
became national sponsors. 

Many such groups as farm, 
labpi', business, civic, religious, 
fraternal and general cultural 
organizations are participating 
in tlie present observance. They 
help plan and finance many pro-
iecls and activities .for the oc-
casion. 

Making every American 
iware of tho important role ed-
ucatipn plays in a democracy 
and helping him reaiize tha. 
good schoois are his perspnai 
esDonsibiiity arc tiie basic pur­

poses of American 'Education 
.Vcek. 

Speeific purposes arc to in

Friday's game slarled off 
pretty eooly for Northviiie. 
Twice Ciarkston recovered Mus 
tang fumbles dui'ing the open­
ing quarter to make one of their 
two marches into Nortiiviiie ter 
ritory.

As a result, 
before Iheir streel was paved 
or will be paved, they cither 
put into or will have put into 
the Genei'al Fund a substantial 
amount of money.

Tlie actual net result of the 
illegality in this flaw, was nol 
lliat tiic great niajoi'ily oniy 
paid 25';;. of tlie cosl, but, the 
people had to float that tre-
nicndous bond issue and pay fpr 
it out of the gcnei-al funds. This 
resulted in a very low Village 
budget during llic payoff years 
and little money was left for, 
street iinprovemcnl, Thei'cforc 
all the people, living on unpav 
cd streets, liad to suffer all the 
cnnseriiiences thai go thcrq-
willi, and the people that had 
(heir streets paved had all the 
advantages llici-cof for all these 
years. If there ever was a case 
of equity it could and should 
bc shown here for the unselfish 
citizens who paid that bond is­
sue off at a tremendous inetiuity 
lo themselves. 

Further, some of Ihe CRy Fa 
Ihcrs have said that some, of our 
citizens paid 160% for their pav­
ings. How utterly untrue a state 
mcnt like this is. Arc they try­
ing lo piay politics or are they 
trying to create trouble within 
our own Community? It cer-
tainiy has to be one or the oliier. 
Or do they want us to be gull 
ibie to their line of reasoning? 

Those citizens could not pos 
sibly have paid 166% for their 
paving because they had also 
bought into a system that cor 
lainly cost someone some mon 
cy. This system includes sew­
ers, water, fire and police pio-
teclion, the paying off of the 
afoi-esaid bondissue, also many 
other expenses such' as the 
City's portion of Hincs Drive 
Cut-off, in the amount of thirty-
five llioiisand dollars ($35,606), 
twelve thousand dollars ($12,006) 
being the City's share for pav 
ing of a portion of Center 
sti'cet (which is a Counly road), 
and many others l could men­
tion.

BUT, what wc do object to is 
the way some of the council, 
arc trying lo force this assess­
ment upon us, ignoring llic fact 
that wc have helped others all 
these years.

' certain dufies I'cqiiirccl'of local 
governmenllal units by tlie Stak 
and local services the indii'idua' 
commuiiifics' provide foI'"ihcm-
selves. 

The 'state-imposed duties in 
elude (isscssing property as a 
basis of counly and schiiol tax-
es; collecting thise-'tqxes con­
ducting county, state and na­
tional elections; serving as a 
district for represontiition on 
tlijB county board of supervisors; 
and providing a local court sya 
tem. 
•T!'he' loeal'seft^iceSwhich each 

community may 'provide in 
dude sii(;h"6ncs as fire and po-
lice prote'ction,'t<!'atcr'and sew 
age disposal''failiiHes, -zoning 
aiid piiblic heiiilh.' 

'Cities and townships are the 
primary local ,units of govern 
mcnt. These two furnish both 
the state-required duties and, in 
varying degrees, the local ser­
vices. 

A-village is not a primary 
local unit, but is an incomplete 
government furnishing only lo 
cai services. A village's area 
is part of the township, its resi­
dents are also township. resi 
dents land the township govern­
ment provides the state-impos-
ed duties for itself and the vil­
lage. 

Whenever a village or other 
township area incorpoi'atos into 
a city. Us area Is withdrawn 
from the township fpr all gov­
ernmental purposes, 

Thus the change from villrigo 
to city, as would be the case in 
Novi, merely means •Withdraw­
al from the township and pro­
vision, through the new city 
government, of the locar-ser-
vices formerly provided by the 
village, as w?ll as the required 
duties of the township. 

- The effects and costs of a 
village's separation from a 
township directly Involve these 
services 'and duties, whicli must 
be assdmcd by the new city. 
The remainder of' this article 
will (leal witli the effect and 

cost of - assuming these func 
tions. 

PROPERTY ASSESSMENTS 
in a villag6'''are',:made hy botii 
the Viiiage - and-the township, 
J'iiis Ulltficcs'sSS^duplicalion of 
governmental aijtlvlty exists be­
cause* the township collects 
county and schooi ta.xes, while 
the village collects tax revenues 
for its local, service opeî .lions. 
Upon incorporation; • a(jt- proper­
ty is assessed ortiy'once'for col-
loclion of all taxes of the city, 
county and school district. 

There are several important 
advantages in having only one 
city assessment. First is the 
convenience and saving in COM 
of climinalin,? the duplication of 
separate townsiiip and villag-o 
asscisments. Second, Ihe asse.̂ -
; or and board of review would 
bc responsible oniy lo ihe eil; 
zens of llie cily. 

Another advantage is the cs 
capo from the possiliilily of th. 
township assessing village pro-
porly at a higher fii'ure than 
rural. property, thereby forcing 
village rosldcnlE lo pay. a dii 
proportionately high share of 
school, county and township tax­
es. 

The cost of property assess­
ments by the city would involve 
no incrca.se over the village'; 
cost because the complete as 
sessmcnt is already being made 
for village purposes. It might 
even create a saving because 
taxes would not have to include 
the cost of a scpar'alo assess­
ment made by the loWship, 

TAX COLLECTION on village 
properly fot counly and school 
taxes is performed by the town­
ship, and would have lo bo tak­
en over" by the new city. The 
cily would continue to collool 
the taxes already levied by the 
village. 

Assuming the collection of 
counly and school taxes would 
probably involve an increase 
in cost for the new cily, be­
cause the village does not make 
these collecllons. The cost, how 
ever, would be no more than 
the cost ot having the lownsiiip 
make those collections, and 
would probably be a liltle less, 
since it would not mean the 
maihlenance of sopai'ate offices 
and staffs, 

CONDUCTING ELECTIONS 
for county, state and national 
officers is done by the township 
and would be an added duly 
Ihe new city would have to as 
sume. The main effect would be 
convenience for the voter, since 
he would have to register only 
once and, would vote in only 
fine place for all elections. 
" The village already keeps 
registration records for local 
elections, and the change to city 
would eliminate the incon­

venience to the voter of having 
lo inake a separate registration 
with the township. ' /.. .'

CITY REPRESENTATION on 
the county board of supervisors 
would he gi'eiiter and more dir­
ect than that of the village. As 

village, the only represent-
tivc is the township supervisor. 
The city, however, has its own 
representative, and is entitled 
In more, roprosenlalives as it 
grows in population. 

Tlie advantage Iicre is that 
the city's representative is more 
directly inlerostc'd in the city 
area than is the lownsiiip sup­
ervisor in Ihc village area. A 
separate reprcsentatiye, insures 
botii the pi-esenlatloii',: of . the 
city's -viewpoint on liiattersygf 
concern to cily rissideiits arid 
equalization of city and county 

roperly assessments . \ ' 
- Since., city . supervisors, lihe 
township supervisors,, are paid 
by tlie county, there would be 
no cost to the city. .', ., 

A LOCAL COURT system, to 
replace the township justice of 
the peace, is another service 
tlie new city would have to take 
over. The form of the city, court 
would be determined iiy the 
ciiarter commission; and could 
be cither a fee-paid justice or 
a saiary-paid justice. 

Tiic latter is thought more 
advantageous because . it re-
moves much of the incentive 
for abuse often found under the 
fee system, tiic court becomes 
a-definite part ot the city gov­
ernment, the justice could be 
required to be an attorney and 
civil- jurisdiction may'. b,e in­
creased to provide greater con 
vcniencc for local citizens. 

The fee-paid justice in either 
city or township is no expense 
to the government. The salary-
paid justice could bc paid a 
salary based on the average of 
returns from fees, making his 
services of no expense tb the 
cily. •

Dear Mrs. R.: ' 

What you describe as the fear 
of thunder and lightning is a 
rather common neurotic symp­
tom.- As the child struggles to 
mature, the job is sometimes 
temporarily too difficult for him 

and he may develop as a pro­
tection against an unknown an­
xiety wllhin himself, such a de­
fensive symptom. 

ln the large number of in­
stances, this will be temporary 
and as the child masters his un­
conscious conflict, the protect­
ing symptom will likewise dis­
appear. I'm afraid your hus­
band either misread, or the au­
thor of the information that 
your son is experiencing this 
phobia because you are now 
pregnant, is overgenerous in 
his interpretation. It may be 

true, but at best it would be 
but a partial truth for all symp 
toms have multiple reasons for 
their existence, and all these 
reasons are exquisitely person­
al and individual. 

No two persons are alike ex­
cept in the most superficial and 
unimportant way, and hence 
what would be true for one per­
son would not necessarily be 
true for another. 

Do not be too anxious to gel 
your child into psychiatric treat­
ment, but give him a chance to 

work this through on his own 
He'll be the better for il.

Babson Park, Mass., My col 
umn today is addressed ,to 
young people getting married, 
or to those in a position to ad­
vise couples starting out in life. 

Newlyweds should place at 
least a part of their joint sav­
ings, after buying essential fur. 
nitiire, in straight life insur­
ance. When they are young, they 
can get such insurance without 
difficulty and at a moderate 
rate. 

Next, I recommend building 
up credit and establishitig good 
will at a local bank, ff is'a 
wise move to rent a small safe-
deposit box for jewelry and im 
poriant papers, including wills. 
Don't forget to make wil,ls, 
even if you haven't much cop 
ital. 

It is important to keep a rea­
sonable deposit in your local 
bank for emergencies, — and a 
portion for possible later invest 
ment when conditions are less 
clouded and you have 'more 
funds. After you put money in 
the bank, don't withdraw it un 
til the proper time comes, and 
then only after careful consid-
oration. Think of your bank ac 
count as sacred, not to be dis-
turbed except for these pre-
considered contingencies. 

The youngmay think the idea 
unimportant, but there is no 
better way of building up 
reputation for thrift, honesty, 
and hard work than by starting 
a bank. account and making 
regular deposits'. Become ac­
quainted with an officer of tiic 
bank and speak to him every 
time you go in, so that he will 
come to know you .and will be 
able' to give you a good refer-
ence If you need one. 

Getting to Itnow bank offic-
iais can bo at valuabIe to 
you as' your bank-account In-
terest payments. 
During the bank-closing emer-

gency in the 1930's practically 
all the weaker banks were done 
away with, so that financial in 
stitutions today are in a safe 
and profitable positioiI. This 
brings me to the question of 
bank stocks, which I recommend 
as an investment particular-
ly the stock of your local bank 
with which you do business. 
Practically any local bank could 
be liquidated for more than its 
published assets, so, that you 
as a stockholcldr would prob­
ably get more than you paid 
for your shares. -Five or ten 
shares of such stock would prob 
ably., be one of the very best 
Invê tmeIits for a young mar-
ried; couple. 

If you are going to put more 
than a, moderate sum into hanlt 
stocks.ilt would be wise to get 
the Annual Reports froih' at 
least two or three banks and go 
over them carefully. Any bank 
will give you an Annual He-
port, whether you are a custo-
mer or not, and In most slates 
these reports must be publish­
ed in the papers every year. 

After my father's death, 
recall finding a scrapbook 
which were pasted all the An 
nual Reports of our hometown 
Gloucester banks, clipped from 
the Gloucester Daily -Times. 

Most people look for the bank 
with the largest deposits, but 
let me give you a hint about 
this, When bankers talk to me 
about their "large deposits," 
always say, "Well, you certain 
ly'owe a good deal of money! 

Because it should be retilized 
that a bank's deposits represept 
money that must be paid back 
to the depositors sooner or-la't 
er. Therefore, when appraising 
bank statements, be sure . 
subtract the deposits from the 
total assets to find out what 
would be left for the stockbold 
ers.'

The state constitutional con 
venlion adopted a great many of 
its rules for procedure from 
practices followed in the Michi 
gan Legislature, but one devia­
tion, due .to 'the nature of the 
Con-Con, was both a blessing 
and a burden. 

Thjs is the problem of com­
mittee chairmanships. 

In the;. Legislature a compli­
cated seniority-system, built up 
through long practice and more 
or less strictly observed, deter-
mines who shall preside over 
various coiIimiltees. 

Biit, asCeh-Con president 
Stephen S;.Nisbet often said, 
ell the. convsntlpn delegates 
are freshmen. 
Committee chairmen, there­

fore, were rather arbitrary se 
lections made by Nisbct and his 
three vice-presidents, George 
Romney, Edward Hutchinson 
and Tom Downs. 

Since - no delegate felt he 
could cliiim a chairmanship as 
a matter of right, there were 
few complaints • about the mon 
chosen to-lead the committees, 
although there was some grum­
bling about commiltee assign­
ments in general. 

The potential danger in the 
Con-Con method of selecting 
chairmen will come when ac-
tion of the convention is read 
led for voters. Almost sure to 
be raised, by somebody is the 
question. of whether different 
chairmen. )vqiIl(j have produced 
different, decisions on the basic 
law subject' matter. 

Generally speaking, the 
State ef Michigan has plenty 
ef everything. Except, ef-
course, money to run its gov-
ernment., 
Few would find fault with the 

land of plenty'' concept as ap-
plied to Michigan because an 
abundance of manufactured 
goods, 'agricultural products, 
scenic and recreational areas, 
water, skilled workers and in­
vestment capital is all around. 

But once, some 96 years ago. 

Michigan was in trouble be­
cause of "a shortage of_one of 
the most common items known 
to man: stone. 

Nowadays, the only major 
lack that makes a splash in,the 
Water Wonderland is lack of 
jobs. Or, as during the infam­
ous "cash crisis" of 1959, lack 
of money for government. 

But ln ;order to get a state 
Capitol, Michigan had to go to 
Ohio. Wlien plans for a struc­
ture of stone to replace the old 
frame building which had exist-
ed prior to 1871 were complete, 
a search was undertaken for 
materials. 

Michigan had fine stone, but 
not enough ef any one color-
to build its seat of govern 
ment building. 
So the three-man Board of 

Building Commissioners, head­
ed by Gov. Henry Baldwin, sent 
to Ohio in 1871 and selected 
an Ohio sandstone for construe-
tion of the Capitol. 

Many Michigan products went 
into the Capitol, even if the 
main outside material was fi'om 

southern neighbor. Perhaps 
even the iron which went into 
some of Uie girders and furnish-
ifigs of tiie Capitol and dome 
was produced from ore mined in 
the Upper Peninsula! 
iIt's not often that any, phase 

of.igovernmqnt gets ,a, dianw 
to go back to the beginning and 
slart over:., | . ; 

•But this happened recently;In 
connection with yotcr rcgistra-

tions in two Upper Peninsula 
communities. Over a period of 
many years and through long 
standing, although improper 
practices, the situation bocaihe 
thoroughly fouled up. 

It might be technically ille-
gal, but state and local officials 
working together have started 
a salvage job without any ill 
feeling or thought of criminal 
action. Obviously there was nev 
er any real intent to break the 
law. 

There is a multitude of les-
.sons for officials charged 
with supervising voting pro­
cedures and for "just plain" 
citizens. 
The problems In the two 

Houghton eouiity villages wcfe 
mostly improper .signatures on 
voter registration cards. Ap-
parently nobody ever bothered 
to find out the proper way to 
handle the signature cards, so 
things just went along for years 
with no change. 

AH the requirements and pro­
cedures are spelled out in the 
state election law, which is ad-
mittedly somewhat vague, com 
plicated, / ambiguous and gen 
Orally difficult. 

The violations discovered in 
the Upper. Peninsula, however, 
were iiot caused by-problems of 
understanditig election law. 
•,̂ hey .were .simply improper 

procedures perpetuated through 
tl̂ c yeai's, probably because the 
system seemed to bc working 
ail; right.

AN ORDINANCE to regulate 
and restrict the location and 
use of buildings, structures and 
land for trade, industry, resi­
dence and for public and semi-
public or other specified uses; 
and to regulate and limit the 
height and bulk of buildings 
and other structures; to regu­
late and to determine the size 
of yards, courts, and open spac­
es; to regulate and'iimit the 
density of population; and for 
said purposes to divide the City 
into districts and establishing 
the boimdaries thereof; provid­
ing for changes in the regula­
tions, restrictions and bound­
aries of such districts; defin­
ing certain terms used herein; 
providing for enforcement; es­
tablishing a Board of Appeals; 
and imposing penalties for thc 
Violation of this Ordinance. 

PREAMBLE 

Pursuant to the authority con­
ferred by the Public Acts o£ 
the State of Michigan' in such 
case, made and provided and 
for the purpose of promoting, 
and protecting the public health," 
safety, peace, morals, comfort, 
convenience, and general wel­
fare of the inhabitants of the 
City of Wixom by protecting 
and conserving the character 
and social and economic sta 
bility of the residential, com­
mercial, industrial and other 
use areas; by securing the most 
appropriate use of land; pre­
venting overcrovvdihg of land

Alley: Any dedicated public 
way affording a secondary 
means of vehicular access to 
abutting property, and not in­
tended for general traffic cir­
culation. 

Alterations: Any change, ad-

Commiesion: The word "com­
mission" shall mean tiie City 
Planning Commission. 

Court: An open space, on 
the same iot with a buiiding or 
group of buildings and which is 
bounded on two or more sides 
by such building or buildings.

Dwelling Unit: A building, or 
a portion thereof,' designed for 
occupancy by one (1) family 
for - residential purposes and 
having cooking facilities.

Dwelling, Two-Fami(y: A 
building designed exclusively

ARTICLE XVlll 

BOARD OF APPEALS 
AND ADJUSTMENTS 

SECTION 1300. CREAT10N 
AND MEMBERSHIP: 

In accordance with Act 207, 
Public Acts of Michigan, 1921, 
as amended, there shall be a 
Board of Appeals for the City 
of Wixom consisting ot five (5) 
members, all of whom shall be 
residente of the City of Wixom 
and shall be appointed by the 
Council. The board shall con-

_ sist of one Council meihber and 
foiir (4) Jay members selected 
from the general-]pubUc, and 
not' more than one may be a 
member of-the Planning Com 
mission. 

The first appointments shall 
be for the terms of one (1) for

Va-
cancies in the Board of Appeals 
shall be filled fay appointments 
by the Council for the unexpir­
ed term. The board shall an­
nually elect its own chairman, 
vice-chairman, and secretary. 

SECTION 180L MEETINGS: 
All meetings of the Board of 

Appeals and Adjustments shall 
be held at the call of the Chair­
man and at such times as such 
Board may determine. All hear­
ings conducted by said Board 
shall be open to the public. The 
City Clerk, or his appointed 
representative, shall keep min­
utes of its proceedings showing 
the vote of each member upon 
each .question, or if absent or 
failing to vote, indicating such 
fact; and shall also keep rec­
ords of its hearings and other 
official action. Four (4) mem­
bers of tiie Board shall consti­
tute a quoruiii tor the conduct 
of its business. The Board shall 
liave the power lo supoena and 
require tlie attendance of wit­
nesses, administer oaths, com­
pel testimony and the produc­
tion of books, papers, files and 
otlier evidence pertinent to tiic 
matters before it. 

SECTION 1802. APPEAL: 
An appeal may^be taken to 

the Board of .Appeals -liy any 
person, firm or corporation, or 
by any officer, depai-tmcnt, 
board or bureau affected by a 
decision of the Building Inspec­
tor. Such appeal shall be tak­
en within such time as shall be 
prescribed by the Board of Ap­
peals by general rule, by filing 
with the Building Inspector and 
with the Board of Appeals a no­
tice of appeal, specifying the 
grounds thereof. The Building 
Inspector shall forthwith trans­
mit to the Board all of the pap­
ers constituting tlie record upon 
which the action appealed from 
was taken. 

An appeal shall stay ail pro­
ceedings in furtherance of tlie 
action appealed from unless the 
Building Inspector certifies to 
(he Board of Appeals after iho 
notice of appeal has been filed 
with him that by reason of tacts 
stated in the certificate a stay 
would, in his opinion, cause im­
minent peril to life or property, 
in which case the proceedings 
shall not be stayed, otherwise 
than by a restraining order, 
which may be granted by the 
Board of Appeals or by a court 
of record' on application, on no-

BaUdinS- Inspector 
and on due coarse skown. 

_The Board shall select a rea.̂  
sonable time and 'place for the 
ijiearing'of ilie' appeaj'aiid give 
aiieaJtic^ thei-ebt to thepartieW 
a'Od shall render a decision on 
the appeal without unreasonable 
delay. Any person may appear 
and testify at the hearing, eith­
er in person or by duly author­
ized agent or attorney. 

A fee of ten dollars ($10.00) 
shall be paid to thc City Clerk 
at the time the notice of appeal 
is filed, which the City Clerk 
shall forthvvith pay over to the 
City to the credit of the general

The Board ôf Appeals shad 

have the following powers and

Subsection 1. To bear, and de­
cide appeals where it is aiJeged 
there is error oi lavv "in any 
order, requirement, decision or 
determination made, by the 
Building Inspector in the en­
forcement of this Ordinance. 

Subsection 2. In hearing and

;took the position that Ambinder 
wanted to "take Christ out of 
Christmas," and this was the 

' tone of generai public opinion 
that was quickly whipped up. 

Last Sunday's meeting was 
brought about wiicn Reverend 
AiTioid 0. Cook, pastor of the 
Baptist ciiurch, published in a 
Sunday buiietin a statement in 
opposition to Ambinder's sug­
gestion. Ambinder requested 
that he be given an opportuni 
ty to clear up what he felt were 
merely misunderstandings over 
word meanings' caused by 
lack of direct communication, 
and the meeting last Sunday af-
Id-rnoon was arranged. 

Ambinder opened the meeting 
with a 10-minute statement in 
which he described what he 
thought were the (iuties of the 
school and the school boiird in 
relation to the religious issue 
(see story below). 

He said the law prohibits the 
school from teaching any par­
ticular religion, and added that 
he feels the school's policy 
should guard against advocating 
a particular religion or belittling 
any one doctrine; should leave 
specific rules to determination 
by the professional staff; shoiild 
inciude respect of all religious 
trainings; and should guaran 
tec that no child will be cm-
bi»rrassed by the' classroom pro 

'•cedures. 
When asked whether ..he iviiih-̂  

ed to limit the schools' obser­
vance of Christmas, Ambinder 
replied that he wanted no llmi-

• 

tations other than Vould he im­
posed under a policy similar 
to tho one he had outlined in his 
opening statement. He pointed 
out that any subject can be 
taught from either the positive 
or the negative viewpoint — it 
can be taught to create respect 
or lo cause embarrassment. He 
said he wouid oppose any eni-
baITassment, 

Another member of the audi-
ence asked wheliicr reading 
from the Bible wouid be accep 
tabic to Ambinder. He replied 
by asking which Bibic and 
pointing out tiiat even diffei-enl 
sects of the chrlstiaii religion 
use different Bibles and place 
different interpretations upon 
them. 

IIOW can you teach roligioii 
without being specific," iic ask­
ed, 'once more pointing out 
tiiat tile law prohibits specific 
religious teachings in the 
schooi. 

When asked why religion 
couldn't be taught, Ambinder 
explained that freedom of re­
ligion is a constitutional guar­
antee, and that the people may 
choose their own church and 
faith. 

But in the classroom, he 
pointed out, there are 30 chil­
dren whose presence is requir­
ed by law. If you teach them a 
particular religlori, he said, the 
children have no freedom of 
choice. 

Another person questioned 
Ambinder about the embarrass­
ment, asking how much there 
had been in the past. He re 
plied that he was unaware of 
more than one Instance of em 
barrassment, but pointed out 
that the object of his suggestion 
at the board meeting had been 
to prevent any embarrassment. 

"You don't wait until you 
have a fire before you buy a 
fire , extinguisher," he said, 
"and this Is the same sort of 
preventive action." 

When asked whether the 
Ciiristmas program would be 
changed, he said that he would 
have no objections to any pro­
gram as long as no harm were 
done and the program were not 
objectionable or offensive to 
any person or grouji. • -

The skunk was caught in tlie 
city of Farmington, on Farm­
ington road about a bloqk ,ncrf)(,h 
of Grand River avenlic, said 
Oakland' county animal' shelter 
Director Dr. Frank R.'jSatep.-
He added that the animai'wfts 
siiot and its head was taken'fo 
Herman Kiofer hospital', 'where 
positive rabies tests were ton 
ducted. • ' • '•' 

Bates said this was the first 
rabid skunk in Oakland county 
since 1954.' There have been '80 
fables cases in Michigan this 
.'•ear, but none in this area, he 
said. A large p'ercehlago .of the 
rabid animals in Michigan this 
year have been skunks, he add­
ed. 

He' <also suggested that' I;esl-
dents make certain tlleir dogs 
receive anti-rabies treatmenL 
He said any animal can become 
infected and a dog would be 
the closest link betweeti, si rabid 
wild animal and humans.

"It is not the responsibility of 
the public schools to teach spe­
cific doctrines or to water down 
religion and so secularize it that 
it is paiatabic to all and satisfy­
ing to none," he said. He add­
ed: 

It is not the responsibility 
of the board pf education to 
speli out in complete detail what 
teachei's should or should not 
teach. We have a staff of train­
ed professionals lo decide these 
matters. It is the responsibility 
of the board of education to of­
fer clear principles and policies 
for the teaching staff. 

"With I'cgard to the Christ-
mas holiday, emphasis should 
be on tlie cultural aspects of the 
season. All activities should be 
designed to foster 'appreciation 
of the worth and dignity of all 
individuals, regardless ot re-
ligion or creed. 

"The traditions and reiigious 
teachings of aii pupils must be 
respected. The firmly establish 
ed principle of church-state sep­
aration must be maintained. All 
activities should be of good 
taste so that they can be ac 
cepted by all without cmbar-
rassment." 

Ambinder said he brought up 
the religious issue al the reg-
ular Oclober sciiool board meet­
ing because "several parents 
complained that_ a teacher's 
atheistic ridicule of all religion 
had embarrassed and upset 
their children,'' as well as be­
cause the school system has a 
new superintendent and a quar-
ler of its teaching staff is new. 

"lt seemed reasonable to dis-
cuss it in the open," he said, 
''and to bring il up before the 
holiday season arrived."
