. Tile controversy started Octo­
ber 11 when sciiooi board Pres­

ident Walter Ambinder ended 
f'Mhe board meeting with a sug-
I Wfiestion to Supei'intendent Tom 

'Culbert that he caution ,tlic 
teaching staff against violatiiig 
state and federal laws by 
teaching specific religions as a 
part of their classroom obser­
vances of the Christmas holiday. 
, Board member Arthur Ileslip 

;took the position that Ambinder 
wanted to "take Christ out of 
Christmas," and this was the 

' tone of generai public opinion 
that was quickly whipped up. 

Last Sunday's meeting was 
brought about wiicn Reverend 
AiTioid 0. Cook, pastor of the 
Baptist ciiurch, published in a 
Sunday buiietin a statement in 
opposition to Ambinder's sug­
gestion. Ambinder requested 
that he be given an opportuni 
ty to clear up what he felt were 
merely misunderstandings over 
word meanings' caused by 
lack of direct communication, 
and the meeting last Sunday af-
Id-rnoon was arranged. 

Ambinder opened the meeting 
with a 10-minute statement in 
which he described what he 
thought were the (iuties of the 
school and the school boiird in 
relation to the religious issue 
(see story below). 

He said the law prohibits the 
school from teaching any par­
ticular religion, and added that 
he feels the school's policy 
should guard against advocating 
a particular religion or belittling 
any one doctrine; should leave 
specific rules to determination 
by the professional staff; shoiild 
inciude respect of all religious 
trainings; and should guaran 
tec that no child will be cm-
bi»rrassed by the' classroom pro 

'•cedures. 
When asked whether ..he iviiih-̂  

ed to limit the schools' obser­
vance of Christmas, Ambinder 
replied that he wanted no llmi-

• 

tations other than Vould he im­
posed under a policy similar 
to tho one he had outlined in his 
opening statement. He pointed 
out that any subject can be 
taught from either the positive 
or the negative viewpoint — it 
can be taught to create respect 
or lo cause embarrassment. He 
said he wouid oppose any eni-
baITassment, 

Another member of the audi-
ence asked wheliicr reading 
from the Bible wouid be accep 
tabic to Ambinder. He replied 
by asking which Bibic and 
pointing out tiiat even diffei-enl 
sects of the chrlstiaii religion 
use different Bibles and place 
different interpretations upon 
them. 

IIOW can you teach roligioii 
without being specific," iic ask­
ed, 'once more pointing out 
tiiat tile law prohibits specific 
religious teachings in the 
schooi. 

When asked why religion 
couldn't be taught, Ambinder 
explained that freedom of re­
ligion is a constitutional guar­
antee, and that the people may 
choose their own church and 
faith. 

But in the classroom, he 
pointed out, there are 30 chil­
dren whose presence is requir­
ed by law. If you teach them a 
particular religlori, he said, the 
children have no freedom of 
choice. 

Another person questioned 
Ambinder about the embarrass­
ment, asking how much there 
had been in the past. He re 
plied that he was unaware of 
more than one Instance of em 
barrassment, but pointed out 
that the object of his suggestion 
at the board meeting had been 
to prevent any embarrassment. 

"You don't wait until you 
have a fire before you buy a 
fire , extinguisher," he said, 
"and this Is the same sort of 
preventive action." 

When asked whether the 
Ciiristmas program would be 
changed, he said that he would 
have no objections to any pro­
gram as long as no harm were 
done and the program were not 
objectionable or offensive to 
any person or grouji. • -

The skunk was caught in tlie 
city of Farmington, on Farm­
ington road about a bloqk ,ncrf)(,h 
of Grand River avenlic, said 
Oakland' county animal' shelter 
Director Dr. Frank R.'jSatep.-
He added that the animai'wfts 
siiot and its head was taken'fo 
Herman Kiofer hospital', 'where 
positive rabies tests were ton 
ducted. • ' • '•' 

Bates said this was the first 
rabid skunk in Oakland county 
since 1954.' There have been '80 
fables cases in Michigan this 
.'•ear, but none in this area, he 
said. A large p'ercehlago .of the 
rabid animals in Michigan this 
year have been skunks, he add­
ed. 

He' <also suggested that' I;esl-
dents make certain tlleir dogs 
receive anti-rabies treatmenL 
He said any animal can become 
infected and a dog would be 
the closest link betweeti, si rabid 
wild animal and humans. 

BeGole added that Novi resi­
dents should be doî bly eai'Ofiil 
about approaching st'range-.dogs 
because Farmington had such 
a low lurn-oUt at the rabies'clin-
ics last spring. He.said Novi 
has been commended for Hav­
ing the best record in the coun 
ty for having its dogs register-
ed and immunized. 

al and ethical values in youths. 
I believe that the teaching of 
any particular religion is a 
function of the church and fam 
ily," said Novi school board 
President Walter Ambinder this 
week. 

He said he was making his 
statement because of possible 
misunderstandings that may 
have developed at a meeting 
last Sunday in the Baptist 
church. (See story above). 

"It is not the responsibility of 
the public schools to teach spe­
cific doctrines or to water down 
religion and so secularize it that 
it is paiatabic to all and satisfy­
ing to none," he said. He add­
ed: 

It is not the responsibility 
of the board pf education to 
speli out in complete detail what 
teachei's should or should not 
teach. We have a staff of train­
ed professionals lo decide these 
matters. It is the responsibility 
of the board of education to of­
fer clear principles and policies 
for the teaching staff. 

"With I'cgard to the Christ-
mas holiday, emphasis should 
be on tlie cultural aspects of the 
season. All activities should be 
designed to foster 'appreciation 
of the worth and dignity of all 
individuals, regardless ot re-
ligion or creed. 

"The traditions and reiigious 
teachings of aii pupils must be 
respected. The firmly establish 
ed principle of church-state sep­
aration must be maintained. All 
activities should be of good 
taste so that they can be ac 
cepted by all without cmbar-
rassment." 

Ambinder said he brought up 
the religious issue al the reg-
ular Oclober sciiool board meet­
ing because "several parents 
complained that_ a teacher's 
atheistic ridicule of all religion 
had embarrassed and upset 
their children,'' as well as be­
cause the school system has a 
new superintendent and a quar-
ler of its teaching staff is new. 

"lt seemed reasonable to dis-
cuss it in the open," he said, 
''and to bring il up before the 
holiday season arrived."

A department of pubiie works 
activity schedule was presented 
to tho village council Monday 
night so that the council could 
be more able to follow the do-
partnienl's work.

K e e p T h e s e T i p s i n M i n d

Time now to begin planning 
for the Thanksgiving holiday 
Are you entertaining your fam 
ily for dinner or going away? 

When selecting your turkey 
for Thanksgiving dinner, look 
for the round Federal Inspec 
tion stamp. This means the bird 
has been inspected for whole 
someness. All turkeys/which go 
across state lines, which is 
about three-fourths of all tur 
keys, are checked. A large per 
cenlage of turkeys are federal­
ly graded. A, B, or C. For best 
quality, look for the government 
shield with the words USDA 
Grade A In the center. 

Turkeys may be purchased 
weighing from four to 36 pounds.

weight for each serving. You 
will probably want to add sec 
ond helpings find planned overs 
for youi-'family. 

As far as eating Is con-
, earned, there Is no difference 
between the hen and tom tur-
key. The, larger birds yield 
a largei- proportion of meat 
to bone. If you can efficient-
ly use all the meat,''you will 
want the larger turkey at a 

'lower cost per pound. Let the 
.slie,.uf ihe bird you need, de-
rerniine whether y«o buy i 
hen or a tom. 
The recommended freezer 

storage period is four to five 
months, but may be kept 16 to 
12 months. Keep the turkey fro-
zen until ready to cook. 

Defrost the frozen bird in the 
refrigerator. Puncture its orig­
inal moisture-proof wrapping: 
and allow one to two days to 
defrost ip the refrigerator. Are 
you in a hurry? Place the tur-
key under running cool water 
in its original wrapper. Defrost­
ing may be done by this method 
in 4-6 hours. 

Do not keep a defrosted 
turkey or fresh drawn turkey 
more thsn two or three days. 
In addition' to a roast, sur­

prise your famiiy wilh some 
turkey treats such as hiI'key 
salad, hash or casserole; tuIkey 
kabobs; iiaibecued turkey; or 
turkey in cream sauce with cur-
fy and ainionds, or pineapple 
and coconut.

Thc assessment issue is one 
which shouid never have caus-
cd a "wedge'' between the old 
and the new parts of this city. 
It Is a political or pseudo 
wedge. Too many of the old 
residents have happily found 
Iiew friends in the subdivisions 
as well as retaining old ^friends 
wlio have moved out to the 
newer parts of town, and the 
reverse is siirely true as well. 

Some of us in the old part of 
town would like the new homes, 
new streets and new neighbors 
but our homes must be sold 
usually with a much higiier 
down payment than under 
F .H .A. financing with low down 
payments, and long term loans. 
Also, these licwer homes .will 
require less outlay of cash for 
general maintenance for some 

time to come. Others in tiie 
old city have tiieir roots down 
deep and no otiier piacc wouid 
be home to them in spite of in­
conveniences and increased traf­
fic due to growth of the city, 
which is welcomed. 

When we moved here about 
15 years ago we chose North­
ville finally because it was old, 
gracious and beautiful. Another 
thing we learned impressed us 
perhaps most of all and cer-
tainly indicated the kind of 
friends and families we hoped 
to meet here. This villoge then 
had a percentage of High 
School students going on to 
higher education which was 
higher than the national aver­
age. This is still true as in 
1961, it was 56% of the graduat­
ing class. The churches were 

also growing. Membersiiip 
men's and woinen's organizn 
tions (many founded here years 
ago) now inciude people from 
ali parts of the city. 

There is much talent and cul 
ture to be found in all of North 
ville. There are people in this 
city who have contributed much 
to its history. Many have grown 
old and wise and we have much 
to learn and enjoy from them 
We find, in the liswer parts of 
the city, more of the younger 
families who are now putting 
their own roots down and in 
time will make their contrihu 
tion to the city. We must have 
understanding and open minds 
on the problems of all North 
ville and not just "our" part.

O p p o s e s I n c o r p o r a t i o n 

To The Editor: 
After hearing Dr. Friedland 

speak and the discussion dur­
ing the question and answeif per-
iod, I would like to go on rec­
ord as being opposed to becom­
ing a city. 

There seems to be a small 
group, the same group that Jed 
us to believe that becoming a 
village would protect our boun-
daries, would now try to tell us 
lhat becoming a city will pro 
tect our boundaries. What this 
group has to gain, heaven only 
knows, but I will bet It's good. 

The facts are, as brought out 
by Dr. Friedland, that becom­
ing a city would give very lit-
tie additional protection over 
that of a township, because an 
area could still annex to an 
other city after a vote through 
court action. 

As pointed out by me at the 
meeting, Novi is at least. 75% 
farmland. I think that; it is a 
little premature for Novi to be­
come a city because of this, 
Once we become a city, the 
more populated areas will be 
demanding public services such 
as, water, sewers, rubbish pick-
up, • gaifbage, pick-up etc, ":l 
might add that from Jiving in a 
city subdivision before coining 
to Novi, these subdivisions are 
largely made up of people de-
mandiiig services because, it is 
too much, work to take their 
rubbish to the dump, biit yO" 
will find them teeing .o,(f oh tiic 
golf, course at.;daybreak.„Al50, 
they are not interested ili.whoth-
er their childrpq, can read or 
write, add or subtract: la^iloni 
as they are made, social butter­
flies and taught to swim, etc. 

i l l these services must be paid 
for by all of us. This is liked 
by somf; people, because the 
farmer cannot pay the higher 
taxation and is forced to sell 
at a low price to investors who 
in turn hold out for high profits 
to subdividers. 

I think most of the newcom­
ers to Novi have come here be­
cause of the same reason as I, 
namely: 

1. Rural Atmosphere; 
2. Low Taxation. 
There seems to be some con-

corn ovdr the area lost to North­
ville, and the loss of revenue. 
I say. we have lost nothing. This 
area was evidently made up of 
people that would be demand­
ing the services that I mention 
ed previously. They are not the 
type that enjoy country living 
and so chose to incorporate in­
to Northville. I say good rid­
dance, we cannot afford this 
luxury at present. 

As Dr. Friedland pointed out, 
supporting two forms of govern-
ment is not economical because 
of duplication of offices. As I 
see it we have one choice. That 
i^. to abolish the village aiid 
township and become a charter 
township. An alternate to this 
would be to incorporate a city 
of the heavily populated areas 
within a charter township of 
Novi. By doing this, as the area 
grows and we get more Indus-
try to support a city, we would 
be able to. annex to the city 
parcels immediately adjacent, 
and not worry about subdivis-
ions spasmodically placed 
our township boundaries. These 
outlying subdivisions tare the 

ones that would he demanding 
the services of the city and 
cost the most money to pro­
vide, due to distance. 

Also at this time, I would 
like to comment on the zoning 
problem. It is my belief that 
we have an ideal opportunity to 
set up a plan for one of the best 
communities in the state. We 
must set up a master plan 
now, and retain it. 

Novi must have industry, but 
it should be located adjacent 
to the railroad and Grand Riv 
er. Shopping centers should be 
located along Grand River and 
at strategic locations through-
out Novi. 

Once this master plan is com-
pleted it should be published 
for all to see. I would suggest 
that a copy of the, plan and 
prospectus be sent out to sub-
dividers, realtors, and industry 
inviting their exploiting the po 
tential development in Novi. 

This would allow for our 
growth as a planned commun­
ity, yet retaining our suburban 
atmosphere.

I gather that your 3on,, is 
about six years old, and you 
sound experienced enough ijtith 
youngsters to recognize that 
growing up is difficult, and Jilte 
most parents you're desirous of 
helping your child. 

I do not think thot his re'action 
is indicative of cmotioiial Ul -
ness and therefore siiould,hot 
recommend that you seek pro-
fessional help. 

The maturation of the incli 
vidua! from infant to adlilt can 
be compared to the effort re 
quired to civilize a primitive 
savage who knows only the 
laws of his own pleasures. 

A l l children nave aggressive 
Impulses which tend to be cruel 
and almost lnvariabiy directed 

against those wiia are weaker 
tiian liicmselves. Perhaps you 
could help your child in learn­
ing the techniques of defending 
himself from tiie unfair advant 
age taken of him by others. 

Pei'Iiaps in some way he is in 
viting this kind of behavior 
from others,'but this is only a 
possibility you will have to ex-
plore by trying again to get 
him to talk with you about the 
situation. 

I should think the fact that 
he is so stoic about his unhap-
piness is a good sign and indi 
cates his growing strength 
to tolerate disctimfort, despite 
his tearful reaction when under 
fire on the school bus.

In a littie over an hour they'll run through the same sched-
uie tiieir child follows daily. 

' The boiied-down version of a regular school day should 
give parents some idea of what goes on behind the brick and 
glass waiis of NHS. 

It could also prove to be a fair test of their condition. Ten 
minute classes should be just about enough time to rest up 
for the four-minute period allowed to trek to the next class. 

The mock school day for parents Is part of tlie pro-
gram planned by aii area schoois in observance ot Ameri­
can Education Week, November 5-12. 

Northviiie, Novi and Wixom's elementary schools held 
special programs for parents Tuesday and Wednesday. 

The Northviile junior and senior high schools are staging 
their open house program tonight. 

You'ii notice in this edition a special section devoted to a 
report on Northviiie schoois. Legally, a financial report and 
statement written by the superintendent is required annually 
about this time of the year. 

This week ivas selected lo coincide with American 
Education Week. 

The report gets its title from this year's education week 
theme, "Your Schools; Time for a Progress Report''. 

It includes more iniormation than is strictiy required by 
law and is "dressed-up" with pictures, graphs and miscellan­
eous data to give school district residents a better idea of 
what progress has taken place in their schools and how it has 
been accomplished. 

Extra copies of the section will be handed out to parents 
attending the open house programs at their respective schools 
this week. 

It's significant that credit for conceiving and compiling the 
report belongs to the administrators of our public schools. 

They are eager to tell tlie public what is happening in our 
school system. 

The enthusiastic interest school administrators — and 
board of education members — have siiown in keeping the 
public informed is one of the most important qualifications 
for a good school system. 

Equally important is the keen attention given school mat­
ters by residents of the school district. 

Credit for Northville's bright 'progress report' (unique in 
these days of deficit financing throughout many of the state's 
school districts) beiongs properly to our school board, admin­
istrators, teachers and mterested citizenry. 

It's a happy wedding — a sure formula for a successful 
system.

It's ironic that on the eve of American Education Week an 

incident conipieteiy defying rules of good sportsmanship should 
occur in a footbaii game involving Northviiie. 

To the credit of Coach Ron Horwath and his squad North­
viile conducted itself properly and displayed the results of 
disciplined supervision. 

In such situations it is always difficult to remain unbiased, 
but if one examines the testimony surrounding the incident 
it is impossible lo believe that the host team has had the same 
coaching advantages as Northviiie. 

Northviiie Quarterback Steve Juday has a broken nose 
and a possible broken jaw. 

He was knocked unconscious in the closing seconds of the 
game as he waited for the snap-back from center. The attack 
was so vicious his protective face guard was broken. 

Juday is guilty of iiciiig a good, iiard-driving tontliail 
player — undoubtedly one of the finest ever to ivear a 
Mustang uniform. His pcrform.-incc Friday night was typ­
ically Juday — clean, liard-fought and ivinnlng.

D o w - J o n e s L i s t 

Babson Park, Mass., So much 
appears in the newspapers 
about the Dow-Jones Averages 
that 1 am sure readers will be 
interested in an analysis there­
of. The most weii-known and 
widely discussed stock average 
is tiic Dow-.iones Industrial Av­
erage, 

The stocks which comprise 
this average represent a good 
cross section of the industrial 
companies, and they are lool̂ -
cd upon as "blue chips." They 
are popular choices for trusts 
and pension funds, which often 
disregard the prices at which 
the stocks arc selling, and rely 
on the "dollar averaging" con­
cept and the growth of our 
economy. Tho thirty stocks 
which comprise this Average 
are as follows: 

Allied Chemical, Aluminum 
Co., American Can, American 
Tel. & Tel., American Tobac­
co, Anaconda, Bethlehem Steel, 
Chi-ysler, DuPont, Eastman Ko­
dak, General Electric, General 
Foods, General Motors, Good­
year, Int. Harvester, Int. Nick 
ol. Int. Paper, Johns-Manvllle, 
Owens-Ill. Glass, Procter & 
Gamble, Sears Roebuck, Std. 
Oil of Calif., Std. Oii of N.J., 
Swift & Co., Texaco, Union Car-
bide. United Aircraft, U. S. 
Steel, Westinghouse Electric and 
Woolworth. 

There are also two other 
Dow-Jones stock averages, — 
one consisting of twenty, rail 
road stocks, and one of fifteen 
utility stocks. There is also 
Standard & Poor's Daily Av­
erage, of which I think highly, 
which covers a diversified list 
of 560 stocks. And there are 
numerous otiier Averages. 

The Dow-Jones Industrial Av­
erage varies from day to day. 
Five years ago it stood around 
490. It later declined to 426, 
swung up to 685, seltied back lo 
566, and tiien rose to 726. It is 
now around 705. 

Because of the high level of 
this Average, many people 
think that all stacks are very 
high, l-lowever, many stocks 
are selling well below their 
highs of the past two years. 
Using the Dow-Jones Indus­

trial stocks as an Iiiuslration, 
we find that some of these have 
reached new iiighs recentiy, — 
among them: American Tobac­
co, Allied Ciiemicai, Interna­
tional Nickel, General Foods, 
Sears Roebuck, and Texaco. 

Some have shown modest de-

F o r C a r e 1 ? r e e C o m f o r t 

clines of less than 16%. Among 
these are American Telephone 
& Telegraph, International Pa­
per, Procter & Gamble, Johns-
Manviile, and Union Carbide. 

Middle Group 

Most of the stocks have de­
clined from 10% to 20%. Good-
year, Standard Oil of California, 
du Pont, Eastman Kodak, and 
Swift & Company iiave declin-
ed between 10% and 15%. These 
would constitute a well-diversi­
fied list for conservative in 
vestors. 

On the other hand, I would 
prefer a combination of Celan-
ese along with du Pont and East­
man Kodak, although Celanese 
is not in the Average. AmerIcah 
Can is also in tlie Dow-Jones 
group. It is the oldest can com­
pany, but Continental Can, not 
in the Average, is also a good 
stock. 

We now come lo the group 
which shows declines of from 
15% to 20%. This includes In 
ternational IIarvester, which 
represents the farm equipment 
stocks. Also in this group are 
U.S. Steel, Bethlehem Steel, 
Chrysler, Woolworth, and Ana­
conda Copper. Anaconda is a 
large copper producer, but Ken-
necott and Phelps Dodge are 
real competitors. 

Largest Decline 

Here again, siocks will come 
temporarily under this heading 
and then later on graduate 
from it. at the time I am die 
fating this column a few of the 
stocks have declined nearly 
40%. 

Among these are General 
Electric, General Motors, Stan­
dard Oil of New Jersey, United 
Aircraft, and Westinghouse Elec 
trie. Only one D-J Industrial —-
Aluminum Company of Ameri­
ca — has declined 40%. 

I personally would prefer lo 
buy Aluminum Company rather 
than some ot the stocks which 
have declined less severely. 

In closing, l' wish to point out 
to readers why the Dow-Jones 
Industrial Average is worthy of 
careful consideration by con­
servative investors. When this 
Average is made up, all splits, 
stock dividends, etc., - are in 
eluded by use of a complicat 
ed formula. Over a long period, 
therefore, the Average works 
out well but il is deceiving from 
day to day. 

So watch the Individual com­
panies rather than the Average 
as it appears in the newspapers 
each day. Owing to its compli­
cated formula, inflation, and 
certain other factors, it is pos­
sible that the Dow-Jones Indus­
trial Average could I-each 1006 
during the Kennedy Administra­
tion. 

M i c h i g a n M i r r o r 

S w a i n s o n v s . ( ? ) i n 1 9 6 2 

The November, 19B2 election 
was brought sharply to the at­
tention of Miciilgan Republi-
cans with tiic forniai announce­
ment Gov. Joiin B. Swainson 
would seek another term. 

Although it was assumed 
Swainson would want another 
twoj years as Governor, there 
were some in liic GOP who 
hoped his probieiiis in the first 
term would be great enough to 
discourage him. 

Reports Of lack of "cem-
monication" within the Dem-
ocra'ic party, a term used by 
party chairman, John J. 
(Joe) Collins, apparently were 
not enough, however, io cause 
the leadership to look for 
another candidate. 
Collins said he had "every 

indication'' the entire adminis­
trative board, iieutenanl gov­
ernor; secretary ot state; at­
torney general; auditor gener­
al and treasurer, would be on 
the ticket with Swainson next 
year. The other two posts, high­
way commissioner and superin­
tendent of pubiie instruction, 
were filled last April. 

Attorney General Paul L. Ad­
ams was the only doubtful one 
of the six officeholders. Adams 
was very disappointed he did 
not receive one of the several 
judgeships which were appoint­
ed recently. 

With or without Adams, how­
ever. Republicans face a big 
task in attempting to unseat 
the incumbents. 

Congressmen Gerald R-
Ford of Grand Rapids and 
Robert P. Griffin of Trav­
erse City were among Re­
publicans most often mention­
ed as possible candidates for 
the Number One spot on the 
ticket. 
State Sen. William Milliken of 

Traverse City and Rep. Gilbert 
E. Bursley of Ann Arbor show 
ed promise in the future but 
lacked experience. Each was in 
his first term in the state Leg­
islature. 

American Motors President 
George Romney was still giv­
en top ranking by some party 
spokesmen but his unsuccessful 
battle for the presidency of the 
Constitutional Convention left a 
bad taste in the mouths of some 
of the more conservative parly 
members. 1, 

MSU President John A. Han 
nah is considered by some as 
an outstanding possibility if he 
could be interested in the gov­
ernment job. 

The Governor's communica­
tion problems during his firsl 
year in office, when even Dem­
ocrats commented on his mis 
takes, gave Republicans one ot 
ihe most advantageous oppor­
tunities in many years, 

The fact that Swainson and 
his team were in office and 
started campaigning some limi 
ago, however, made a quick, 
wise decision by the GOP an 
urgent requirement. 

The advent of civil serviee in 
Michigan and the start of long-
range planning in the highway 
department took road construc­
tion out of the political arena 
some years ago, although peri­
odic attempts ai'e made to gain 
favors in project plans. 

A recent attempt to get high 
priority for Lansing area con­
struction projects had sound 
arguments, although it met 
with little success. 

The cultural importance ol 

Michigan Stale University, the 
Constitutional Convention and 
the scat of stale government 
were cited as prime reasons 
why several projects should be 
constructed earlier than the de-
partmentls plans specify. 

Department officials pointed 
to the several needs studies 
which led to current and future 
construction schedules. Traffic 
loads, safety factors and local 
development of roads were all 
taken into account in the stu­
dies. 

Another basic argument, 
though seldom used by depart­
ment officials in discussions 
with civic leaders, was the ef­
fect of any decision to change 
the schedule. 

Grand Rapids, as a conven­
tion center; Mount Pleasant, 
Big Rapids and other cities, as 
homes of growing colleges and 
universities; still others as tour­
ist havens or the core of grow­
ing industrial areas; ,many cit­
ies would bc at the highway 
department's doorstep asking 
for a "priority rating" on pro­
jects.

The Novi board of education 
formally adopted two policies 
last Wednesday evening, one for 
dealing with parent complaint.-
and the other sotlinfi forth the 
rules for use of school facililiot 
by outside pei'sons and organiz­
ations. 

The sciiool use policy is de­
signed to encourage local 
gi'oups to sponsor and^pi'ovidc 
activities that are educatlon.nl, 
recIeational, cultui-al or civic-
minded in natni'e,.said Superin­
tendent Tom Culbert. It is also 
designed to safeguard the in­
vestment of taxpayei's in their 
schooi, Culbert added. The pot 
icy ordains that school facili­
ties: 

1. May be used only by non­
profit organizations whose ma­
jority of members live within 

the school disli'ict. 
2. May not bo m.ide avaiiabie 

lo individual.s Ior poi'snnni uses 
other thanrthe pi'ovision of ed­
ucational, I-ecreational or cui-
turai services. Such activities as 
porsonai piirtie.s or wedding 
ceiciirations wiii not bc per­
mitted. ' ! 

3. No facility may bc used 
iinlcsii an employee of tire schoo' 
board is present to open and 
close' the building. 

4. Organizations using the 
.schools will bc I'c.spon-slblc for 
damage done during their use. 

5. Rental fees will bc $2 per 
hour for classrooIns or a $10 
fee and custodiai wages for the 
Orchard Hiiis multi-purpose 
room.

Approximately 125 persons 
waited patiently through the 
regular meeting of the Novi 
school board last Wednesday 
evening, until,the meeting was 
opened for pubiie discussion. 

Emery Jacqiies backed into 
the issue they ail wanted to dis­
cuss — religion in tho schools — 
by pointing out thatHhe school 
board had accepted the min­
utes of its last regular meet­
ing. He asked whether the 
board felt these minutes were 
accurate. , 

(The board had accepted a 
brief statement to tl)? effect 
that the schools' observance of 
the coming holiday was discus­
sed, and had re.iected by a 
three to two vote an amend-
Inent of member Arihur Heslip 
that the minutes be elaboi'at-
ed.) 

Board member David Fried 
pointed out that tiie Inimites 
had been adopted, and suggest 
ed that if Jacques wanted'some 

. thing discussed, he should make 
his point to start the dlscussiori. 

Jacques replied that hethad' 
hoped the board-would "falce 
the Initiativc in discijssing 
the matter, and asked'that 
the minutes be changed to 
mere accurately reflect what 
was said. 
Superintendent -Tem Culbert 

pointed out th'at the discussion 
had concerned himself, and 
said that board President' Wal­
ler Ambinder had asked him 
lo discuss the- Inatter/With the 
teachers so they would be sure 
to .know how the schools can 
handle retigious holidays. 

He said that he had subse­
quently had 'a talk with thx-̂  
teachers, and reiid a slatemeni 
giving the position of the school

She said it wasn't fair 
to the teachers lo ask the board 
such questions about specifics. 

FRIED SAID he felt Culbert's 
discussion with the teachers 
was adequate. Hc said the 
board had confidence in the 
staff, and leaves the decisions 
afiohtspdcific practices'lb'fhem". 
He added that if there are ob­
jections to specific procedures, 
they .should come before the 
fioard for discussion. 

Whei;i another audience mem­
ber pointed out that there had 
been a statement .made at a 
previous board meeting, say 
ing that this had left him with 
the impressio;n somelhing was 
wrong, Ambinder replied that 
lhe intent in biiiiging the mat­
ter up was, as Culbert had said 
earlier, to be certain the teach­
ers understood the proper pro-
cedui'os. 

Mrs. Olga Penn asked 
whether the board had a pol 
icy On religion, and Fried 
replied that the state and fed 
eral constitutions spell out 
pretty 'dofinitoly what the 
board's policy would be. 
She then read an opinion of the 

Stale Attorney General, which 
said no seculai'izcd religion 
could bc taught in the sciioois. 

.Lloyd George pointed out that 
the schools' observance , of 
Chflstmas,, yvas not "religious 
instructioii".,or secularized teach 
Ings, and Fried said this is why 
an obsci'vance is allowed. 

RICHARD RITTER explained 
that Ambinder had been asked 
to look into the religious issues 
in school because a teacher had 
made atheistic remarks dui'ine 
classes. He said the matter has 
snow-balled way beyond pro­
portion, and it's not Ainbinder's 
fault. 

Reverend MaiVin Hickert 
pointed out that this country be­
lieves in the separation of 
chureh and state, and the pub-
lie shouldn't expect sectarian 
religion in the schools, He add­
ed that teachers, in terms of 
sectarianism, were , not quali­
fied to teach religion, because' 
that is not, what they were 
trained to do. 

He said it was time society 
faced up to the fact that no 
one can talta Christ .from 
Christmas.,- U'n a-, matter pf 
faltI>,:he said.and,fhoae who 
believe cannot.. think, - Christ 
could be removed. 
He said it was time persons 

of different faiths realized that 
it's their duty to teach their 
own faith to their own children, 
and to do it through the family 
and church. ,\ 

"If we're coneerncd," he 
said, "then wo each have a re­
sponsibility to go to our own 
ciiurch and give more punch to 
the religious interpretation we 
want our children to learn. This 
is a golden opportunity for 
each of us to realize that this 
job is our duly, and not tlie 
schools'."

The policy on procedures of 
handling parent compiaints and 
requests was drafted by the 
professional probiems commit­
tee of the teachers ciub. They 
recommended, so thai the meth-
od iiandiing compiaints would 
be fair and 'equitable to the 
teachers and parents, that: 

— Any problems coficerning 
individual teachers sliould first 
be discussed by parent and 
teacher together. 

— Parents may request the 
principal or Superintendent to 
aid in the discussion, or may 
seek a private interview with 
the administration after discus­
sion with the teacher. 

— If, after these communica­
tion channels have been follow­
ed, the parent still feels there 
is a problem, the matter will be 
placed on the school board's 
agenda for discussion. 
'—Individual-members of the 

school board refer parents with 
problems concerning teachers 
or administrators to the staff 
so that the proper channels may 
be followed. 

Culbert also presented the 
board with a sample of a bud­
get control report which he 
plans to prepare every month 
to give the 'board a clear pic 
ture of lhe school district's fi­
nancial position. The report in­
cludes a break-down of revenue 
sources, giving anticipated rev­
enues and actual revenues. It 
also has a break-down of antici­
pated nnd actual expenditures; 

The anticipated revenues to 
November 1, he pointed out,' 
were exceeded by $11,670. The 
schools received $51,806, while 
they'iha'd expe(fted';-t6/reoeive 
only $40,947 by November 1. 
Culbert said the difference came 
mainly from ahead-of-time pay­
ments from the stale, and didn't 
actually reflect an increase in 
the school's total revenue. 

Anticipated expenditures to 
November 1 (were higher than 
the actual amount paid out, 
Culbert noted. The budget had 
allotted $54,244 lo date, and the 
schools have spent $53;036 thus 
far, he said. 

School board Treasurer Da 
vid Fried reported that the gen­
eral fund contained $41,960.92, 
the lunch fund $2,366.79, the 
payroll fund $400.00,' the 1957 
building and site fund $142,606.25 
the 1955 debt retii-ement fund 
$20,312.80, the 1957 debt retire-
fent-fund $18,927.65 and the 
1958 ' debt retirement fund 
$6,448,92. 

The board also: 
— Approved a $1,600 contract
