I'd rather see that glint of devilment mixed with complete 
concentration to the exclusion of aii eise in the world on a 
game of "Iciciy Ackiy Aiko" or "Knock 'Em Down". 

According to tlie Opies, tliese are two of the games piayed 
by British children. In "Ickly Ackly Aiko" you throw a ball 
over a low buiiding (we called it "Eniiy I Over"). In "Knock 
'Em Down" ynu fiip bubble-gum cards at another card lean­
ing against a wail. 

The Opies found there are 400 variations of marbles, 309 
variations of skipping games, 40 variations of tag. What's more 
they conciude that children don't have to be entertained ali 
the time. The more 'free time' is organized for them by adults— 
with equipment, etc. — the more they lose the traditional art 
of seif-entert'ainment. 

It wouid be absurd, of course, to restrain chiidren with 
special talent or genius and insist instead that they piay games. 
But it can be equaiiy wrong, I beiieve, to deprive our child-
ren of tiiese priiiiitive days for the sake of our own egos.

Ilousewlvcs in America spend 
at ieasl one-third of the na 
lion's annual income. 

For this reason, a group of 
Michigan peopie believe public 
school education shouid ti'ain 
women lo bo discriminating 
biiyei's from the timc tiiey arc 
piaying witii dolls until tiiey 
are ready to buy toys for their 
own chiidren. 

A recent consumer protection 
conference conducted by a di­
vision of thc state attorney gen­
eral's office spent a long day 
considering thc problems fac-
ing the public in everyday buy 
ing. 

"It is rather difficuit lo e.x-
piain to a person wilh a mini­
mum education the difference 
between the various size pack­
ages In relation to price and 
content," said Mrs. Maxine Vir­
tue, assistant attorney general 
in charge of tlie consumer pro. 
lection division. ' 

"The conference participants 
suggested education in tiiis area 
siiould start in the grade school 
and be carried continuously' in 
the curriculum through the dni-
versity," she said. 

If was also urged that pee-
Pie in rospOnsibIc, leadership 
positions should educate the 
housewife-consumer regarding 
habits of discrimination as 
contrasted with economies. 

"Industry interests piay 
largely on motivational aspects 
of marketplace choice," Mrs. 
Virtue said. "If the consumer 
sci'iously wishes to.be protect­
ed, she siiould develop a resis­
tance to these practices." 

Conference participants gen­
erally were agreed packaging 
liabils of industry should be 
standardized by legislation. 

"II seemed to be the consen­
sus, however, that proper edu-i 
cation and communication wouid 
bring about a great deal of 
voluntary sclf-regulalioh by both 
Toducers and retailers," said 
Mrs. Virtue.

throughout the nation have con-
tinned pi-e-holiday maiiings ol 
seais as tiicir singie fund-rais­
ing eampaign of lhe year. 

In Michigan this year seal; 
were mailed lo nearly Iwo mil­
lion homes and business places. 
Tiie Michigan TB and Jlespira-
loiy Disease Associalion hope: 
to set a new I-ccord, by collect­
ing a million dollars. 

Impact of the disease has 
lessened considerably, offic-
ciais report. Leaders In the 
battle against TB have set 
1970 as a target date for 
eradication of the disease. 
The happy holidays this year 

wiii be somewhat less than joy-
pus for many Michigan resi­
dents, state statistics sliow. 

November, December and 
January ai'e traditionally the 
worst months on the highways. 
Holidays tiiroughout thc year 
generally bring an increase in 
the number of traffic accidents. 

The three year-end holidays 
contribute to heavy traffic sub­
stantially and wintry weather 
gives cause to extra care behind 
the wheel. ' 

Highway department officials 
marked the recent opening of 
additional iiigli mileage with 
predictions the new multi-lane 
divided highway through the 
north central section of the 
stale would result in a sharp 
drop in traffic accidents] 

Department studies on otiicr 
freeways in thc state would 
lend to support this prediction. 
TiieI'c are fewer accidents on 
divided iiighways than on the 
roads they repiaccd. One rea­
son for this, however, would 
seem lo be that tlie old roadi 
were not built to accommodatt" 
tlie current traffic loads and 
speeds. 

State Police records tend tc-
discount the highway depart-
ment's rosy picture of the ef 
feci of multi-lane routes. 

Overall traffic accident rec­
ords in Michigan have not 
substantially decreased. In the 
lost tv»o years fatalities hove 
beOn as high or higher than 
previous years. 
State Police Commissioner Jo­

seph Ciiiids piaced emphasis 
in recent months on extra care 
on roads near home. 

"People get off tile high 
speed routes and near tiieir 
homes, whcI-e they have driven 
the side roads year in and yeai 
out," he said. "They often gcl 
careless because they aixin't 
ready for the unpredictable."

price controls in effect then, 
iiivcslors owning Ktocks of com­
panies insuring properly and 
life had much less worry than 
those who pinned tlicir faitii on 
the issues which made up the 
Dow-J()nes Average during lhat 
time. 

Today investors ai'c disluib-
cd aiiout the possibilities of con­
trols and anxious about what 
tlicir institution migiil do in the 
way of depressing common stock 
values. 

This is nol so serious a mat­
ter for slockiioiders of fire and

I thei-efore recommend that 
ali investors have at ieast one 

well-clIosen fiI-c and-life insur­
ance stock in their list of secur-
ities lo help them maintain 
peace of mind in liiis danger-
ous aton^ic age. 

Both fire insurance stock; 
and life insurance stocks have 
the public working with them, 
The cost to liie city in which 
you live — for its fire depart­
ment, GamewplI fire boxes, etc. 
— directly benefits all fire in­
surance stocks. This is especial­
ly important witii fire insur­
ance flosses constantiy increas­
ing year by ycar.

A M o s t F a t e f u l 

D a y I n H i s t o r y 

Today, Thursday, is just a common, ordinary day like any 
other in the early part of December — full of deciding which 
Christmas card siiould go to Aunt El la , wliat color tie Dad 
should get and how big a doll Baby Ann should find under the 
Christmas tree. 

There are also seasonal activities like putting up the iast 
storm door, cieaning ail the leaves off the lawn before the 
snows cover them, buying a new filter for the furnace and 
taking the hoses in for the winter. 

These are the sorts of activities that everyone was busy 
with 20 years ago, on D E C E M B E R 7, 1941. 

And suddenly the cozy Sunday evening silling by the fire­
place and listening to the radio was blasted into a period of 
shock, horror, terror and a great deal of soul searching. For 
the radio announcer screamed that at dawn, which was eve­
ning here, the Japanese had bombed Pearl Harbor. 

Christmas thoughts of big presents, bigger meals and giant 
trees flooded with tinsel and colored lights suddenly were 
crowded out as people ran to pull out a dusty encyclopedia 
and look up Hawaii, that far-off island paradise where iife 
was ail warm evenings, dancing giris and palm trees swaying 
in a breeze filled with the aroma of exotic foods, 

Tivo days earlier, Tlie Record had published that 
area Christmas club members would receive a tnlal of 
about $13,000 from Ciirlslmas ciub savings' deposits, and 
tiiat plans for presenting Handel's "Mcssiaii' ' were being 
made. 

The December 5 Record also carried a story about hund-
reds of persons having attended the formal opening of the 
Penn Theatre in Piymouth the previous afternoon. The movie-
goers had been treated to a taste of island life when they 
viewed " A Week-end in Havana". 

On December 12 the Record reported that a great deai of 
activity had been stirred up locaiiy by the war. Area residents 
were joining forces to 'push the sale of defense bonds and 
stamps. A common slogan was "Give a stamp or bond for 
Christmas". The bonds made small packages, but they were 
probably the most significant Christmas gifts that year. 

The foundation of a defense council had followed closely 
the declaration of war on Japan. Many local citizens volun-
teered to serve as clerks to help the hundreds of persons from 
this area who wanted to join the armed forces. 

Among those backing the defense bond saie were Fred Van 
Atta, Reverend Harold Fredsell, Dr. R. M . Atchison, Super-
intendent of Schools R. H . Amerman, Neil Hannaford, Harry 
F . Wagenschutz, Mrs. W. F . Forney, Mrs. Garrett T. Barry, 
Ray Casterline and Gerald Taft. 

The defense council members were Mayor Carl H . Bryari, 
Supervisor Willard A. Ely , Mrs. Tracy Ely, Harry F . Wagen-
schutz, Frank Wilkinson, Chief of Police Richard Loomis, Earl 
Montgomery, R. H. Amerman, Mrs. James Green, Lisle Alex-
ander and M . C. Gunsell. ' 

Also on the front page of The Record that day was a time-
table of the war; showing, the Jap attick on Pearl Hai^bor and 
Maniila on Sunday, the U.S. declaration of war at noon on 
Monday, the unconfirmed reports Tuesday and Wednesday of 
enemy aircraft flying over California, the Thursday morning 
declaration of war on the U.S. made jointly by Italy and Ger-
many, and Congress' retaliatory declaration of war on Ger­
many and Itaiy made Thursday noon. 

By December 19 the war activities were weii under 
way and Tiie Record devoted ncariy hnif ii.s' front page to 
reports of local and national efforts to boost the country 
Into readiness for fighting. A Red Cross war relief fund 
campaign had started here, with a goal of $1,500. 

Plans were being made to start the Defense Bond saie the 
following day, with 23 persons taking four-hour shifts selling 
bonds in four local stores. 
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Another 114 persons had donated blood for the Army and 
Navy when the Plymouth Oddfellows opened "their hail for a 
mobile blood bank. 

All of this was taking place just 20 years ago. Since that 
time the world has experienced many crises, but none have 
been quite so sudden or quite so shocking as the events of 
D E C E M B E R 7, 194L

Thursday night heard a tele­
phone company presentation 
concerning tiie possibility of in­
stalling special fire call phones 
in firemen's homes, and then 
tabled the matter for furllier 
discussion at their next meet­
ing. 

Darrell Judy, representing the 
teiephone company, told the 
council the telephone system 
they'd been discussing would be 
installed initially as a one-line, 
five-phone hook-up. He said thc 
system would be designed so 
that an additional line and up 
lo a total of 10 phones could 
be incorporated into it. 

The red phones would have 
no dial, he said, and could be 
used only for in-coming calls. 
He explained that when a per­
son dialed the fire number, oil 
five phones would ring until one 
of them was answered. Only 
the first phone answered could 
be used for talking back to the 
caller, he said, but the other 
phones in the system could lis 
len in. 

After the caller had hung up, 
he added, the other phones on 
the system could be used to 
lalk with the person who first 
answered. 

Judy said the reason for 
having five phones end allow-
Ins only one to talk with the 
original caller was that the 
information could be heard 
by fhe other firemen, while 
the dfirst porsoit to answer 

buf^ being Interrupted. He 
said that the fire phones could 
talk to each other after the 
caller had hung up, to make 
sure they had the informa-
tion correct. 
The rest of the firemen would 

be notified of the fire, Judy

He explained lhat 
the persons who liad fire piiones 
wouid caii one other fireman, 
and he would begin the chain. 
Ho would call several others, 
who in turn would each caii 
severai more. 

ANOTHER feature of the fire 
phone system would bc a switch 
in each of thc five homes, which 
coidd be used lo activate thc 
siren on top of the city hall, 
Judy said. This switch would 
have a safety lock, he said, so i l 
could only bc turned on con 
sciously. 

Judy said the city would have 
to pay $66 to have the entire 
system installed, and then 
would have a $7.25 monthly ser­
vice chai'ge for each phone on 
the system. Additional phones 
could be added with an installa 
tion charge of $7.50, he said, 
and these wouid also cost $7.25. 

Mayor Donald Brooks point-
ed out that the reason for con-
sidering the system was the 
growing burden that phone 
duty was becoming for the 
volunteer fire department. He 
explained that the men were 
dissatisfied with having to 
give up nights, holidays and 
other occasions to sit in the 
fire office without receiving 
any pay. 
Judy said the phone system 

would give the men a more-
normal life, because they could 
at least stay at home when they 
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five phones would cost the city 
$59.55 a month, which, he point­
ed out, would amount lo about 
12 cents an hour. 

COUNCILMAN Raymond Lah 
ti asked whether Fire Chief Ro­
bert Potter were sure there 
would always be someone at one 
of the phones. Potter said they 
would work-out a schedule, and 
added lhat if the man on duty 
had to leave his home, he could 
call one of thc other men and 
ask him to stand by for the per­
iod he would be away from the 
phone. 

Brooks asked whether one of 
the piiones could bc installed in 
the district governed by Gen­
eral Telephone company. Judy 
said it could, but the rates 
would become prohibitive. 

Councilwoman Lottie Cham-
bOrs wondered whether there 
would be any bad effects on 
morale when some men re-
ceivod these special phones 
and the rest didn't. 
Potter replied that,he didn't 

tiiink there would be .any prob­
lem of this nature. He said 
some of the men had told them 
they didn't even want the phone 
In their homes. He added that 

he was planning tn iocate 
phones on Pontiac traii, Potlcr 
road, Nof'lh Wixoni road and 
Morningdove road. 

W H E N S E V E R A L coimcil-
men wondcrcd why it wouid 
lake five montiis lo inslaii the 
system, Judy oxpiained tliat thc 
project ref|uires speciai oc|uip-
mcnt and speciai engineering 
work, both ot wiiicii comiiincd 
to lake up most of the five 
months.

Novi Justice of the Peace 
Robert K . Anderson spent F r i 
day and Saturday learning 
about taxes and then Sunday 
he ran into (or drove into) 
what he termed a rather "tax 
ing problem." 

He spent Friday and Satur­
day in Ann Arbor at a Universi 
ty of Michigan symposium on 
taxation. He spent Sunday visit­
ing I'elatives near Detroit, and 
then, as he was driving back 
lo Novi with his family Sunday 
evening, he was stopped by 
Detroit Police patrolman who 
hinted he might iiave been 
speeding. 

The officer took one look at 
Anderson's license and hauled 
him into the station, where An 
dcrson had to post a $25 bond 
to guarantee his appearance 
Wednesday in municipal court 
— to face a charge of driving 
on an expired iicense. 

Anderson, who handles a good 
number of expired license eases 
each month, said he "just didn' 
realize" that his license had 
expired. He added that tlie re 
poi't that he gave an excuse 
about losing his license and 
thinking he would receive a re 
newed license was not true. 

Wixom's chamber of com-
merce Tuesday night turned 
over to Mayor Donald Brooks, 
as representative of the city, a 
check totaling $880 for use in 
developing a playground for the 
city. 

The money, raised recently in 
the chamber of commerce's 
first project — a benefit ticket 
sale for a rifle — will be placed 
in a special account to be used 
only for developing the play-
ground. 

The gift was made in front of 
the chamber's Christmas tree, 
erected near tlie Wi.xom Co-op 
at the intersection of Wixom 
road and Pontiac trail. The 
lights on the tree were lit for 
tiie first time that evening as 
the pi'esentation was made. 

The chamber ot commerce 
originated plans for the play-
ground, which it hopes to locate 
behind the new city hall and in 
front of the proposed civic cen­
ter site. 

Mayor Brooks ottered his 
heartiest congratulations to the 
organization for such success 
on its fii'st pi'oject. He thanked 
tlic members for tlic city.

viiiage iiecomes a city, the 
bonds for the sewer project 
couid probably be sold al a low­
er interest rate, and the com­
munity could then afford more 
extensive planning. 

He said bond buyers wouid 
bid with lower interest if Novi 
weriD a city because tiie com 
munity boundaries wouid 
more stabie and parts of the 
base couldn't be lost through 
annexation by neighboring 
ies. 

Anderon appeared before 
council Monday to report 
what steps the village should 
take toward securing a federal 
loan to help pay for the plan 
ning of extensions for the sew­
er. The council is planning 
apply for a loan from the Hous 
ing and Homo Finance Agency 
of thc federal government 
cover part of the engineering 
costs for the extensions. 

The engineer explained that 
thc government makes these 
loans so that communities like 
Novi can afford better 
more extensive engineering 
such projects. Re said the loan 
would pay for about one fourth 
(if thc engineering co.sts,- and 
^buld allow the village to pay 
part of the fee before it was 
receiving revenue from the sew 
ers. 

The council wanted to knew 
how soon it should apply for 
the federal funds because the 
amount of the loan has to be 
included in the bond issue, 
which would have to be made 
up before the sewers were 
begun. 
Anderson said that there was 

enough time to wait until next 
March, when tlie incorporation 
issue would be decided at the 
regular village election. 

HE A D D E D that the village 
needed lo plan its sewer sys 
tem so thai it will be adequate 
to serve the entire community 
He said the main trunk was be 
ing designed with capacity lo 
cover all of Novi when it is fully 
populated, so all laterals and 
branches shouid be large 
enough lo serve lhe entire area 
they extend into. 

Suppose a land development 
such as a subdivision were 
started a mile from a lateral 
said Council President Joseph 
Crupi in example. And suppose 
the developer installed a four 
inch line from his land to the 
lateral because that would be 
adequate for his land. Then sup 
pose that at a later time, the 
land in between tlie lateral and 
the subdivision is developed. 

This land would have to 
have its own sewer line to 
the lateral, he said, because 
the original four-inch iine 
wouldn't handle the newly de-
veloped property. The sec-
ond doveloper might have to 
install a four-inch line also, 
when a six-Inch line might 
have handled both develop-
ments. This Is why we need 
engineering, Crupi concluded. 
Anderson also suggested to 

the council members lhat they 
look into the possibility of get-
ling county aid in the bond is 
sue. He said the village might 
gel the county DPW to sponsor 
thc bonds by pledging the coun-

's faith and credit beiiind 
them, and this would mean 
bond buyers would agree lo 
lower interest rates. 

HE A D D E D that the village 
might also ask the DPW to is­
sue the bonds and then turn 
the facility over to the village 
when it was completed. He said 
this would cost thc county no­
thing, but would bring down 
the interest rates because of the 
greater bonding ability of the 
county. 

Tlie council decided to take 
Anderson's advice to hold up 
the application for federal funds 
and thc decision on how far to 
go with the sewer plans until 

after the March election. 
Turning its attention to oth­

er matters, the council decid­
ed to hold an informal meet­
ing next Monday night to 
start writing a policy manual 
for the village. 
The matter was brought up 

when Administrative Assistant 
Haroid Ackley asked the coun­
cil to approve a policy he had 
drawn up concerning purchase 
orders. The policy, as approv­
ed by the council, states that all 
purchases of $10 or more must 
hove a purchase order before 
the purchase is committed. 

A C K L E Y said lhat it was im-
possible for the clerk to pI-c-
pare an accurate budget state­
ment for the councii when bills 
of all sizes would appear with 
no warning. 

After the acceptance of Ack-
ley's suggestion, Crupi pointed 
out that the village has never 
had a written operating proced­
ure policy, and said maybe this 
was the time to begin o f^ 

Village Clerk Mable Ash 
said the council has set up 
many ruIes of procedure, but 
they've been scattered aII 
tht'Oû h the minutes for meet-
iiigs over since' the vIIIage 
was formed. 

Crupi suggested that these 
ruios be extracted from the 
various minutes and compiled 
into one form. The council 
decided to have the clerk ex-
tract all such rules, and set 
Monday night as the meeting 
ts start writing a policy man­
ual. 

After Ackley reported tiiat 
Viilage Attorney Howard Bond 
was unable to attend Uie meet­
ing, but had told im ho was 
expecting a decision in the Os­
iin disconnection case within 
five days, Couneilman Walter 
Tuck asked what had become 
of the Hickory Lane Land and 
Development company's discon­
nection suit. 

He said he brought the mat­
ter up because he had been told 
the reason they wanted to dis­
connect was to escape high 
charges for engineering inspec­
tion ot liieir proposed construc­
tion projects. He said he had 
talked with representatives of 
the developers, and shown 
them the schedule of charges 
for inspections, and they had 
felt the charges weren't too 
high. 

CRUPI said he thought the 
reason for disconnection was tlic 
possibility of Wixom building a 
sanitary sewer system. He 
pointed out that the disconnec­
tion suit had been started just 
after Wixom started talking 
about scwers, and said he sur­
mised the developers wanted.lo 
join Wixom so they could have 
sewage service. 

Ackley also reported .that he 
had met with several. persons 
about the completion of the 
McCrcedy landfill, and said 

lhe next council meeting he 
should have a definite idea 
about what will be done. 

Tuck then asked whether, 
the village couldn't get sonie 
competitive bids for some of 
the iobs the DPW Is doing. 
He said he felt there w«i-e 
firms that had bigger and bet-
ter equipment for many of 
the projects the DPW tries 

do, and he asked If the 
village couldn't save money 
by farming out some ef the 
larger jobs. 
Crupi said he agreed, and 

pointed out lhat tiie DPW ought 
be able to figure oul how 

much some of these jobs will 
cost so that competitive bids 
could be sought. 

Thc council concluded iiis 
nieeting by setting March 13 
and 27 as dates for the board 
of review meetings and ap-
proving payment ot montiiiy 
bills totaling $7,459.12,

Perhaps the circumstances 
are as you present tliem, but it 
is much more likely that where 
a marriage has lasted for 20 
years before being seriously 
tlircatened, both parties play 
responsible role. On the one 
side it is tlie flagrantly obvious 
— on lhe other I cannot say, but 
must pI'csume an attitude, 
way of being, a manner of lov­
ing, so subtly disrupting that 
neillier partner can properly de­
fine or discuss it. 

I am talking about the un 
conscious motives which direct 
all of our lives without our be­
ing the least aware of their 
presence save wlien some em­
barrassing slip of tlie tongue or 
obvious forgetfulncas makes it 
apparent tliat we do not have 
the freedom to make choices 
we wish we did. 

I think such a problem is po­
tentially solvable and in my ex­
perience, most successfully, if 
hurt and blame and accusation 
can be foresworn in favor of 
comprehension, consideration, 
and curiosity about the motives 
of both partners. 

Children are the leaven of 

marriage and have more than 
once brought a contentment 
whore, witiiout tiiem, a relation­
ship would liave been disas­
trously unhappy. 

You ask whelher "love will 
be found again" and I wonder 
if it has really been lost at 
all? An indifferent person would 
not have written to me and a 
hating one would hardly care 
cither. 

It takes a great deal of ten­
derness to make a marriage 
and when tliis is cloaked in a 
protective toughness, very lit­
tle, even such respect-destroy 
ing events as you have exper­
ienced, can disrupt the love 
bonds established over the 
years. 

There, of course, remains the 
possibility that a serious psy­
chiatric disorder, particulary a 
depression, Inay be present but 
unsuspected. 

It would be wise, in my opin­
ion, to ask your family physi. 
cian to recommend a psychia 
trist so that the situation could 
be professionally evaluated.

Ever notice how a youngster about first grade age looks 
with awe at tlie school principal? 

For Aniernian I'riiicipnl Dick Kay it seems that even 
(lie sound of Ills voice carries this same alleniion.cap-

luring magic. 

One of his teachers reported recently that when Kay's 
voice came over the classroom loudspeaker tiie chiidren .stop­
ped their activities and either came to attention, saluted or 
placed their hands over their hearts, as tliough pledging 
allegiance. 

Wonder if iiis ,voice ,has the same influence at home? 
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Babson Park, Mass,, Through-
out the course of the business 
recovery thus "far, I have heard 
complaints from many areas 
that retail trade has not lived 
up to expectations. This is not 
to say that the dollar volume 
of retail sales has fallen oft, 
as my studies show a slight 
upward trend in llie seasonal­
ly adjusted sales curve. 

However, considering the ra 
pid rise in incomes, merchants 
are disappointed lhat retai! 
trade has not registered a larg­
er increase. 

My studies indicate that peri­
ods of prosperity are generally 
powered by increases in busi 
ncss expenditures for new plant 
and equipment. 

In like manner, tliis is true 
also of advertising. 

Well-thought out and force-
ful advertising campaigns 
can channel consumer interest 
to specific products, as well 
as increase the desire and 
impatience to buy generally. 

Advertising can accomplish 
most of llie selling job before 
the consumer even goes to the 
store. Agencies hammer away 
at creating the desire for the 
products or services they ad­
vertise, utilizing the appeal 
of basic need, social prestige, 
physical attraction, etc. Here, 
llicn, is the basic power of gen­
eral business. 

Advertising represents a com­
munication of ideas — from the 
seller lo the buyer. Therefore, 
it is natural thai advertising 
lias followed the evolution of 
mass ' communication — from 
newspapers, to radio, to tele­
vision. 

Even the increased depen­
dence of our population upon 
automobiles has had an effect 
upon adverliijing. Ads printed 
on cards and posted inside 
streetcars and buses were once 
an important form of promo­
tion. Today, considerably few­
er people use public transporta­
tion; hence, with. fewer road-
ers inside the streetcars and 
buses, the ads are now being 
placed or painted on the out-
side of the vehicles, where tliey 
are on open display tti pedes­
trians and riders in private 
cars. Moreover, outdoor bi l l ­
boards are receiving increased 
emphasis to attract the atten­
tion of automobile drivers and 
riders. 

Changes in consumer shop­
ping habits also should create 
certain changes in advertising, 
Tlie development of chain 
stores, supermarkets, and shop­
ping centers radically affects 
consumer spending and shop-
tiing patterns. The trend to­
ward self-service in retailing 
makes it highly important to 
have consumers pre-sold at 
home, since the smaller sales 
forces in such stores cannot sell 
effectively. 

In total, business advertising 

3xpcnditures continue to trend 
upward. My studies reveal, 
however, that for more tiian a 
year there has, been n slowing 
down'in certain pliases of ad 
vertising. Except for television 
most media in recent Inontlis 
have recorded .declines from a 
year ago. 

In prosperous periods, rising 
sales and profits permit busi­
nessmen to allocate larger sums 
to their advertising budgets. 

When business drops off, 
they tend to reduce advertis­
ing outlays ss a part ef 
their economy programs. This 
is a great mistake. 

There siiouid be more ad­
vertising when business is de­
pressed and when competition 
is keenest. 

This is necessary to stimu­
late buying interest and de­
mand nt a lime wlien business 
Ihosl needs a helping hand. On 
llie oilier hand, during periods 
of bi'isk business and buying 
impalience, there couid iie a 
slacking off in advertising pres­
sure in order, to build up funds 
for the next lag in buying in-
leiest: 

In tills way, advertising can 
be. a great stabilizer of busi 
ness and economic conditions, 
and it can go far toward help 
ing lo eliminate periods of reek-
less booms and racking deprcs 
sions. 

Let mo say one inoi-e thing. 
I believe advertising offers good 
opportunities lo young people. 
Rapidly growing suburban and 

coinmunity" newspapers may 
bo good employment sources 
for yoiimi folk interested in ad 
vertising, and having patience 
and genuine interest. 

Tiicse publications require ad­
vertising which ties in with lo­
cal interests to the benefit of 
the community's businesses and 
ils consumers. 

Installment buying and 
"clIarge i t" plans have grown 
in popularity with increasing 
speed in recent years. 

Like many mushrooming fac 
els of America's economy, the 
buy-now, pay-later plans have 
led lo many problems for the 
customer, pi'obably the greatest 
of which is slaying within a 
budgeted income. 
* Wilh the growth in tlie use of 

credit purchasing, a large num­
ber of Americans have found 
themselves over tlicir heads in 
debt. Ollicrs, classed as oppor­
tunists or enterprising business­
men depending on Iiow you 
iook at it, found this a chance 
to help theiiiseives whiie man­
aging other peopie's affairs. 

"Debt management" came 
into the vecabularly only a 
few years ago. It means the 
filannlng and management of 
the financial affairs of a debt-
9r for a fee. 

A wage earner who lias a lot 
of creditors liounding him for 
payment and llirealeniiig repos­
session, garnishment ur worse, 
may hire a debt management 
firm to work out a compromise 
Willi the creditors, for a per­
centage fee. 

Experience in Michigan indi­
cated some of the debt man­
agement ' firms which arose 
nearly overnight were abusing 
the purpose of their existence 

Corporation and Securities 
Commissioner Raymond F . Cle-
venger said report.s indiealcd 
some "unscrupulous operators" 
entered the field. 

"It is said lhat in some cas­
es money turned in (lo the 
manager) is not passed on lo 
creditors; that there are c.xorlii-
lant forfeiture penalties wl'Cii 
management plans are dropped 
and dishonest advertising and 
other abuses," said Clevenger. 

Before-the 1961 session of the 
legislature, tlio wage earner 
had only his own i'esources to 
rely on to correct any abuses.

Most individuals who found 
tlicinselves the victims of un­
reliable debt management pro­
grams had enoiigli problems 
without adding this, lawmak­
ers thought. 

The more ethical scgiiionts of 
llic debt management industry 
were also anxious that a polic­
ing .job . he done to get. rid' of 
Ihc undesiraiiie practices. 

This year Michigan became 
one' of (he few states which 
regulates the business of debt 
management by license. 
"Tile new law provide-s that a 

debt management iicenseo must 
show financial responsibility, ex­
perience, character and gener­
al fitness lo 'warrant lielief that 
tiie business will he operated 
fairly and iibnestiy," Cleven­
ger snid. 

Insurance of payment relays 
is provided in the law through 
a requirement lhat licensees 
Iceep a sepai'ate bank account 
for the benefit of eredilors and 
a 15-day time limit is imposed 
on the remission of funds ln 
creditoi's. 

Legislative apportionment, a 
liossiblo Aciiilles' heel for Mich­
igan's Constitutional Conven­
tion, mhy not be as lough a 
problem as i l has been consid 
ered. 

A plan presented lo a con-con 
committee dui;ing ils eai'Iy ses­
sions apparently has gained bi­
partisan support outside tiie 
convention- hall. 

Ths^proposal was first voie-
od some years ago by former 
Democratic State Chairman 
Neil Stasbler. It was present-
od to the Cn-Cen cemmittee 
by present Republican Chair-
man George Van Peursem, 
It called for a skeleton of 

Stale Senate apportionment with 
an automatic revision clause 
for each 10-ycar een.sus. This 
soeiiicd to fit what authorities 
say should he in .a state's coIi-
slitulion: just framewoilt. 

The plan called for a 35-

mcmber Senate elected from 
districts lo be spelled oul in 
llie Constitution, Each district 
would have .seven members in 
the Senalo. Tlie representation­
al units witliin e<Tch district 
would, or couid, be changed 
every 16 year.s as necessary to 
adjust lo popiilnlion diaiiges. 

Although not a final solution, 
because apportionment of the 
Senate seats tiicmselvcs would 
be left up lo the legisiaUire 
every 16 years, liie proposai 
seemed lo have ^ good chance 
lo lake some of liio sting from 
llie apportionment problem.

Tile Wixom cily council has 
recently had some difficulties 
wilh a street which did not 
exist, but Novi village council 
members found oul Monday 
night lhat they have a much 
more pci'plexing problem wilh 
streets that exist and are not 
supposed to. 

The problem came to light 
last week when a man ap 
proaehed village Adminiatra 
live Assistant Harold Ackley 
with a tax announcement slat­
ing that he owned lot number 
nine in the Lakewall subdivis­
ion, but did not have to pay 
any tax because the land was 
carried on the tax i'oll as a 
"street," 

Ackley said he checked the 
tax rolls and plats, finding that 
there are about 15 such prop 
erlies which arc called "streets" 
on the rolls but are not shown 
on the plats. He said he thought 
these parcels of land should 
either be dedicated to the vi l ­
lage or township, or placed on 
the tax rolls and assessed. 

The two such situations which 
drew immcdiafe council action 
were Newcourt and Ludlow 
streets. Ackley said both of 
these are used as streets and 
have received village mainte­
nance, but are not platted and 
therefore are not legal streets 
in the sense that the village 
can be reimbursed by the state 
for taking care of them. 

Village Attorney Howard 
Bond said these streets and the 
other properties have probably 
been used as easements or 
right-of-ways to provide access 
to the lake. He said the village 
could not receive state aid for 
maintaining them unless they 
became dedicated roadways. 

Village President Joseph Cru-
pi pointed out that these streets 
have not been properly con­
structed as roads, and wonder-
?4..,wi?t cpst§. the.,,v.illagc. will 
rufimto if it accepts them as 
dedicated roads and then is ob-
ligated to maintain theni. 

Ackley said some of the prop-
erty owners have volunteered 
to pay for fixing the road bed 
if the village would gravel Lud 
low street. 

Bond pointed out that the 
county requires all property not 
belonging to an exempted in­
stitution or a government to be 
listed on the tax rolls, so the 
village must either place these 
lands on the roll or accept 
them as dedicated streets. He 
suggested that each parcel be 
investigated individually so that 
action appropriate to the cir­
cumstances could be taken. 

Crupi said the council would 
have to set some standards by 
which to judge each case. He 
suggested that the planning 
board be asked whether roads 
would be desirable at each of 
the locations and what type of 
road each should be. 

Most councilmen expresed 
favor for accepting the roads, 
and Councilman Walter Tuck 
pointed out that even If they 
weren't used.for streets, the 
land should be kept open to 
provide piiblie access to the 
lake. 

The council decided to have 
Ackley proceed on gathering all 
available information about 
Newcourt and Ludlow streets so 
that these can be dealt with im­
mediately. Tlie other parcels of 
iand wiii be discussed at a lat­
er date.

The village council, iit its last regular meeting, g.nve its ap­
proval to a proposed method of selling raps in its s.initary sewer 
system to pay off tlie bonds wiiich will be issued to finance tlie 
sewer. Tlie metiiod is a progressive r.ite of charges for scwer 
taps, witll tlie price per tap becoming larger each year to cover 
interest charges for tlic bonds. 

Tlie proposed prices, whicli tlie council was quick to 
point out would be subject to deviations from the estimated 
construction costs, would starr out in 1962 as S'135 per tap, and 
rise cadi year until 1976, wlicn the last taps would be .sole! for 
S785 each.

The reason for tlie higher 
charges near tlie end of the 
1,5-year bonding period is to cov 
er the cost of interest which 
mounts up the longer the bonds 
are held. The council explained 
that the $1,260,666 sewer pro­
ject would bo financed with re­
call bonds which could be 
bought back at any time to 
avoid interest costs.

These bonds wil l be used 
said village President Joseph 
Crupi, to enable the village to 
buy them back whenever it is 
able to. He added tlial the low­
er lap charges at the start of 
the project are expected to in 
duce more residents to purchase 
their laps then, thereby enabl­
ing the village to buy back the 
bonds at a rapid rale and save 
interest charges. 

Village Administrative As-
sistant Harold Ackley report­
ed that he had been told oth-
er communities which financ­
ed similar projects by the 
same method were able to re-
purchase all their bonds with-
in about half of the IS-year 
bonding period. 

Ackley said the county would 
sell thfi bonds, and the village 
wotild sell the taps aIitl turn the 
ihdncy over tb'̂ lhe epUnty to yay 
off the bonds. . 

A C K L E Y also reported that 
he has so far received, only four 
of the special assessment agree­
ment slips he sent to landown­
ers who had requested a por 
tion of the 2966 sewer taps the 
village Is to receive. The slips 
are to serve as contracts be­
tween the village and the land 
owners allowing the village to 
place their land on a special 
assessment roll if they do not 
n.eet their schedule of tap 
charge payments. 

Crupi explained that the 
agreements will serve to insure 
the village's ability to meet its
