After helping to move out a variely of recrention equip-
ment, Lhe‘hoys wandered info the attic. K

There they uncovered seven Northville township books —
one of which contains the first official records of the town-
ship when it was formed, April 4, 1898,

The other hooks include the assessment rolls for 1919, 1920,
1923-24 and 25 and a clerk’s account baook.

'I'hg hoys notified Supervisor George Clark of the dis-
cavery and plan to {urn the records ever to the towuship,

The first officers of the township as listed in the initial -
minutes were: Charles A, Sessions, supervisor, Frank S. Har-
mon, clerk: S. W, Fnapp, lreasurer; Cassius R. Benlon, high-
way commissioner: Charles C. Chadwick, Charles L. Dubuar,
cchool insnectors: Will G, Yerkes and Francis G. Terrill, board
of review: James K, Lowden, Hiram B. Thayer, Frank H.
Jobmson and Clarence L. Brigham, justices; Frank N. Petrin,
Horace Green, John C, Buchner and Loren Haynor, constables.

Avpointed Lo act as commissioners in the formation of the
township were Charles Beoth, 8. W. Carringlon, Dean F. Gris-
wold and B. A. Whegler, 8. E. Cranson and W. L. Tinkham
were appointed clerks of the election.

Northville township was formed as the result of a split
with Plymouth township :

How the books feund their way inta the scout building is
a mvsterv. But Supervisor Clark is glad that they have been
found. “They're a valuable part of cur history that we. thought
had heen lost forever,”” he told the boys.

For oldtimers, and others interested in local history, the
bocks should prove to’ be highly interesting,

month before depositing them in the township safe.

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Novi Streets

The Wixom city council has
recently had some difficultics
with. a street which
cxist, but Navi village ecouncil
members found out Monday
night that they have a much

The problem came to light
last week when a man ap-
proached village Administra-
tive Assistant Harold Ackley
with a tax announcement stal-
ing that he owned lot number
nine in the Lakewall subdivis-
ion, but did not have to pay
any tax hecause the land was
carrled on the tux roll as a
“‘street.”

Ackley said he checked the
tax rolls and plals, finding that
there are zbout 15 such prop-
erties which are calied “streets”
on the rolls but are not shown
on the plats. He said he thought
these parcels of land should
cither be dedicated to the vil-
lage or township, or placed on
the tax rolls and assessed.
The two such situations which
drew immediate council action
were Newcourt and Ludlow
streets. Ackley said both of
these are used as streets and
have received village mainte-
nance, but are not platted and
therefore are not legal streets
in the sense that the village
can be reimbursed by the state
for taking care of them.
Village  Attorney Howard
Bond said these streets and the
other properties have probably
been used as easements or
right-of-ways to provide access
to the lake, He said the village
could not receive state aid for
maintaining them unless they
became dedicated roadways,
Village President Joseph Cru-
pi pointed out that these streets
have not been properly con-
structed as roads, and wonder-
ed what. cpsts_the, village. wil
run ‘info if it - accepts them as
dedicated roads and then is ob-
ligated to maintain them.
Ackley said some of the prop-
erty owners have volunteered
to pay for fixing the road bed
if the village would gravel Lud-
low street.

Bond pointed out that the
county requires all property not
belonging to an exempted in-
stitution or a government to be
listed on the tax rolls, so the
village must either place these
lands on the roll or accept
them as dedicated streets. He
suggested that each parcel be
investigated individually so that

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Want to Drill An Oil Well? Here’s How

Two giant mators throb paine
fully and the rig trembles as
hundreds of  feet below  the
ground a 12-inch bir  grinds
steadily away ar jron-hard rock,

Slowly, sometimes less than a
foot an hour, the bit edges hung-
rily downward in scarch of hid-

“den riches.

/

You're standing on the pla-
form of an oil rig. It’s cold
Wind and snow whip over the
iron placform and whistle out
through the cold, blue steel of
the derrick.

“Get a bit ready, we'll
have to wind her up,

Three mud-spattered guys in
heavy coveralis follow the voice
inlo the office or “doghouse’
sitting off to one side of the
platform, They soak up a little
warmth from the gas heater
and then tramp back out into
the cold to get the new bit,

Like any job, drilling has its

chiefs and indians, The chief
in this casec is Jud Howdyshell,
A lie, shirt and suwit and he
might be the local banker, But
he's not, He's a ““tool pusher”
— the guy who gives the orders
and cnjoys the iron-wrought
comlorts of the doghouse.

The three guys out gelling
the hit are the “Roughnecks.”
And, like the name implies,
they do the “dirly work”
around the rig. They're tough,
sure, bul nol the slam-bang
characters of novel fame, One's
on the hefty side, probably push-
ing 250, another is a weather-
hardened kid of 19, and the
third is a tall, be-speckled fel-
low,

The dirly Jobs are many.
They include, among others,
fetching materials like the bit,
keeping the slush pump work-
ing, and splashing ankle deep

slush over by the mud pit.

You'll see one of their really
tough jobhs when they start pull-
ing the hit,

There’s another fellow on
this rig — a semi-chief who
commands the monicker,
“Drilley,’” He, like the tool-
pusher, can enjoy the warmth
of the cab more often than
the Roughnecks.

The chief and his four indians
work the day shift on Rig 4,
which currently is stationed at
the southwest corner of Currie
and Eight Mile roads jusi in-
side Salem township, Rig 4 is
one of 10 portable rigs owned
and operated by the Union Ro-
tary Corporation of M. Pleas-
ant.

Right now Union Rotary is
doing a job for Adolph E. Rov-
sek and Frank J, Volk of Tay-
lor, who have a permit from
the state and a lease from Har-

vey W. Engel, who owns the
farm, The drilling company ex-
pects to sink their pipe some
4,000 fect under the ground in
search of either oil or gas —
or hoth, The job's expected to
take about two weeks. It's
Thursday today, they've been
drilling since Satrday, and
they're down about 1,600 feet.

Howdyshell points out some
of the obvious sections of the
rig. There’s the heavy iron gi-
ders that hold up lhe works,
the platform that stands about
10 feet off the ground, and two
300-horse gas motors that turn
the drill, lift pipe in and out

Above, the hefly fellow push-
ec the elevator and the pipe
out against the edge of the run-
around. Then, with the three-
section pipe resting against the
runaround at the top and on top
of a special platform helow, he
unlatches the elevator and Drill-
er brings it back down (o the

table to repcat the process.

It's cold. But the two
Roughnecks begin to sweat
and puff, The hefty guy top-
side stands, shivering, wait-
ing for the next section. By
the time the section holding
the bit appears, 18 three-sec-
tion pipes are resting on the
platform,

The bit is unscrewed and the
new one altached, Then heging
the same process — only this
time in reverse, as {he pipe is

sent hack down into the hole,

With the pipe out, what keeps

“bit of special alloy, Even so, bils wear out and must be,

“That’s casy. When we start-
ed drilling, we sank a larger
pipe through the glacial table
— you know, the gravel, water
and clay. That pipe stays in —
a casing for the drilling pipe
that goes through the rock. It's
down therc now.”

The Toolpusher's talking so
you throw some more questions
at him,

That pond of waler over
there — what's its purpose?

“That’s the mud pit, The
grindings run inlo the pit when
they come out, You sece that
water pump? Wel, that pushes
waler inlo the mud trenches.
That’s where we mix mud —
the sticky stuff that goes down
inside the pipe. The grindings
stick to it and the gunk is push-
ed up the outside of the pipe
and into the pit.”

How often do you have to
change bits?

“Depends on what kind of
stuff you run into down there.

‘“That tells us how much
weight is on the bit. See, it
says 35,000 pounds now. We
could put up to 60,000 pounds
on her but it might wreck the
bit so we kecp some of the
weight off." :

What do you use for weight?
““The first pipes we sent
down, They're heavier than the
rest, Weigh about 2,000 pounds
a picce.

A&P!

Tea, romantic brew of the
ages, led direetly to the found-
ing of The Great Atlantic &
Pacific Tea Company, the na-
tion's oldest and hest known
food store .chain,

More than 100 years ago, a
man named George Huntington
Hartdford conceived an idea for
the sale of tea which formed
the basis for what is now con-
sidered the world’s most ef-
ficient method of food distribu-
tion, -

In the pre-civil war days of
1859, tea came to America in
the famed China Clipper ships.
After the long voyage, tea still
had to do a lot of traveling be-
fore it reached the housewife’s
pot.

Bought and sold many times
by middlemen, tea passed
through the hands of brokers,
wholesalers and jobbers. Each
tacked on his costs of business
and added a profit. The price
went up and UP, Few persons
could afford to buy tea in ve-
tail slores.

George Huntington Hariford,
founder of the A & P, had the
idea that if he could bypassi.
some of the intermediary agents
and simplify the complicated
marketing procedure of those|
days and climinate delays, he
could sell quality tea at a lower
price to more people.

Direct from China

Arrangements were made for
the shipment of a clipper load
of prime tea direct from China.
As soon as the cargo arrived at
the New York wharf it was un-
Joaded and moved straight to
a little, gas-lit, red-fronted store
on Vesey Street in New York,
The tea was put on sale at
about one-third the usual price.

Soon horses’ iron shoes and
the rims of wagon wheels
struck sparks from the cob.
blestones,

Town people and country peo-
ple, surprised at being able to
purchase this luxury at a price
they could- afford, crowded the
store.

One of the world's great com-
panies was born on that day.
The little Vesey Street store
was the first of the great chain
of food stores to bg developed
by the Great Atlantic & Pacific
Tea Company.

Cuts Costs

The basic idea was and re-
mains sound. By shortening the
route of food between produc-
er and consumer, by eliminating
delays and by bypassing the
costs and profits of needless
handling and rehandling, a qual-
ity product could he retailed at
a Jower price to a greatly-
increased number of people,
This idea is today the funda-
menta]l philosophy back of A
& P’s method of food distribu-
tion.

Now, as when the Vesey
street store was company head-
quarters, the company’s {ea
trade still centers in New York.
But now the ships unload their
cargoes directly into the A &
P's bonded waterfront ware-
house where the leaf is blend-
ed, sampled and tested by a
board of experts and packag-
ed,
