For one thing. Grandmother 

had less money with which to 
buy fond liien because Grand­
father earned far less lhan tiie 
avcI'age working man of today. 
Grandfallier's working day was 
longer; his work was harder 
without machines and iabor-
saving devices. 

Generaiiy, lie worked six-
days a week. .\nd Grandmoth­
er worked hard, too, running 
her home and caring for her 
famiiy. She didn't have an au­
tomatic washer, a ciothes dry­
er or a vacuum cleaner. 

lxt's go shopping with Grand-
molher back in the eariy 1900's.

purse containing $1,283.75 in 
bills and change. 

Faulkner said Wendland call­
ed the police after he had not 
seen Miss Goble for two days. 
When they reached the house, 
be added, it was dark and both 
doors appeared to be locked. 

But they found that thoy were 
able to move the front door by 
pushing it, Faulkner said. When 
llicy entered the house, tliey 
found that tiie door was so hard 
to open because a large num­
ber ot old newspapers had been 
stacked about the front room 
ind against tlie door.

Fire Phones For Wixom

Area post offices report big 
and little increases in maii as 
the end of tiie Christmas mail­
ing rusli draws near. 

In Northviile, Assistant Post­
master Art Schnute says Christ­
mas mailing is up by about 
seven to 10 per cent, wliicli is 
about five times the daily norm 
for letter mail. Parcel post, hc 
adds, is probably 20 times great­
er lhan usual. 

"We're running about 30,000 
letters a day through our can­
celing machine," lie said. "We 
normally cancel around 6,000 a 
day." 

Sclinulc added that local de­
livery hasn't been delayid 
much because of the increase;. 
The delay being experienced 
conies from the mail arriving 
late, lic explained. He said at 
llie first of llie week that the 
late arrival of incoming mail 
was causing about a six hour 
delay 

In Novi, Postmistress Mrs. 
Marjoric Walson reported that 
Chrislmas mail was double that 
of last year. This amount is 
probably heller lhan six times 
the average day's mail, she 
said. 

• The largo iiicrcaso in bolli in­
coming and outgoing mail for 
Chrislmas has bojgcd the Novi 
post office down some, she add­
ed-

"Bui we're gelling the parcel 
post oul on time," she said, 
"while letter mail Is about a 
day behind." 

In Wixom, the picture is to 
tally different, said Postmaster 
Herbert Abrams as he relaxed 
momentarily. 

"I couldn't tell you how much 
of an increase we have, be­

cause we don'l bother lo count 
it," he said. "But it isn't up 

Very much". 
Abrams added however, thai 

the main reason Wixom doesn't 
experience much of an increase 
at Chrislmas lime is that most 
of their mail is business mail. 

'About 30 per cent of our 
mail is business, and that just 
doesn't increase much at any 

lime of the year," lie said. Most 
post offices, he added, have a 
much larger percenlagc of per­
sonal mail, ivhich is what in­
creases so much at Christmas. 

"About the only time we have 
any delay," he concluded, "is 
when tlie mail trucks don't get 
here on time with our incoming 
mail," 

I the daytime hours, but Fire 
Chief Robert Potter said lic did 
not favor this plan. 

POTTER explained that the 
locations of tlic new phones was 
being planned so that there 
would always be either a fire­
man or his wife at the phones. 
The five pliones all ring at once 
if there is a call placed lo the 
fire call number, so there would 
be five persons who had the in­
formation right away, he ex­
plained.

lines and cause a delay in reach 
ing all the men.

P A S T O R ' S S T U D Y

There are those who are 
terribly disappointed when 
their Chrislmas is not a while 
Christmas. "Here is Ciirist­
mas," thoy say, "and nol a 
flake of snow on the ground!" 
Sentimentally they were 
dreaming and singing of a 
white Christnias, and instead 
they see a landscape lhal 
looks more like fall or early 
spring. (Incidentally, it is 
doubtful that Ihere was snow 
on the ground in Bethlehem 
when Christ was born.) 

Too many believe that the 
outward things constitute a 
happy Chrislmas — snow, 
colorful lights, Christmas 
trees, presents, dinners, the 
company^ of friends. Delight­
ful as tiiese are, Ihcy do not 
make Chrislmas. If we have 
all of these and have not 
Christ, we can't have a hap­
py Chi'istmas. 

Only Christ could make 
Christmas; and only Christ 
can be the essence of a truly 
blessed Christmas loday. The 
very word "Christmas" con­
tains the name Clirisl. It 
means the festival of His 
birth. 

This year let us celebrate 
a real Christ-centered Christ­
mas iiy going in spirit to 
Bethlehem together with 

those humble shepherds who 
left their flocks to acknow­
ledge the birth of Jesus 
Christ. 

Having heard the angel's 
message: "Unto you is born 
this day in the city of David 
a Savior, which is Christ the 
Lord", they resolve: "Let 
us now go even unto Bethle­
hem, and see this thing 
which is come to pass, which 
the Lord hath made known 
unto us." 

Their resolulion manifests 
an absence of all mistrust. 
Their rugged faith lijft no 
room for doubt. 

Let us as tho shepherds 
implicitly believe what God 
Himself has made known un­
to us. Today hardly anyone 
will question Jesus' birth, 
but tiieir name is legion wlio 
deny the Bible-teaching that 
Jesus came from heaven, 
tliat He is the Son of God, 
God Himself, Christ the 
LORD. How is this possible 
in view of the clear Scrip-
lure passages? 

In Hebrews Chapter 1 we 
I'cad: "When He bringcth in 
the first begotten into the 
world. He saitli. And let all 
the angels of God worship 
Him ... Unto the Son He 
sailh. Thy throne, 0 God, is 

for ever and ever." (vv.6.8.) 
Indeed, Jesus had to bo 

God in order lo be the Sav­
ior; for only God could save 
us from sin and Satan, and 
from death and damnation. 

The shepherds are alfo a 
pattern to us in their WILL­
INGNESS lo seek the Christ 
Child. Where there is faith, 
there is also a willing heart. 

So today. If the will is 
there, many of the seeming 
obstacles are immediately 
overcome. Often lhe fact that 
only one member in a family 
is willing lo live his Christi­
anity influences the rest. And 
if this person is the father or 
the mother, so much greater 
the influence. Often a mere 
willing remark like: "Let's 
go to church!" or "Let's 
read our Bible!" will sway 
the entire family. Thank God 
for the example of such will­
ing Christians in thousands 
of homes. 

May God during this Christ-
mas-tide give us a strong 
faith and a joyful readiness 
lo acknowledge and to con­
fess His Son as Savior and 
LoI'd. Then, whether the 
lawns are gi'een or covered 
with a deep blanket of while 
snow, wc will celebrate a 
right Christmas and a hap­
py Christnias.

Four Norlhville -men were 
among 26 hospital executives 
from six Midwest states par 
ticipating in an American So-
eiety of Mental hospitals Busi­
ness Administrators Conference 
Dec. 11-13 at Michigan State 
University. 

Attending the conference 
were Charies W. Brown and 
Joseph J . GUI of the North-
vine St«te hospital, Anthony 
b. Drablk, Jr. of the Haw-
thorne center and Walter Ken-
zie .of the Plymouth State 
Hyme and Training School. 
The recently organized Socie­

ty focused on problems of or­
ganization and management in 
their first formal conference, 
held at MSU's Kellogg Center 
for Continuing Education. 

Regional Governor Wihiam 
Brenizer, Richmond, Ind., point­
ed out that the responsibilities 
of a mental hospital business 
administrator arc similar to 
those of an ordinary hospital 
administrator, but considerably 
niagnified. 

Whereas most hospitals are 
concerned only with short-term 
physical illness, he said, the 
mental hospital usually deals 
with patients on a long-term, 
perhaps lifetime, basis. 

In addition, Brenizer noted, 
the mental hospital also is con­
cerned with physical illness, re­
habilitation programs, recrea­

tional factors, the social 
and psychological envionment 
— in fact, the total existence of 
the patient in all aspects. 

The mental hospital often has 
a large dairy farm or other 

life business operation for which the 
business administrator is re­
sponsible, he added, in addition 
to such duties as -extensive 
groundskeeping and road re-
pair.

II would be helpful to know 
your wife's age. There has been 
a good deal wrillen about the 
reactions women are supposed 
lo have at lhe lime of the meno­
pause. 

There is considerable ques­
tion as lo how much of this 
reaction is psychological and 
how much physiological. 

Some women, and perhaps 
your wife is one of them, build 
their lives arnund their 
children. When the children 
grow up and leave home, they 
suddenly find their lives empty 
and, to them, meaningless. 

The same kind of thing hap­
pens to men who retire from 
work without having prepared 
themselves for this change in 
their circumstances. 

Although turning lo religion is 
certainly a normal response for 
many people when facing great 
difficulty, the vigor wilh which 
your wife has sought for help 
in this direction sounds out of 
character with lier. I agree 
wilh you that she is a sick 
woman and needs assistance. 
That she does not want assis­
tance is another matter. 

As laws stand on the book in 
the Slate ot Michigan, it is vir­
tually impossible to provide 
help for someone who is not so 

ill as lo be diagnosed as "in­
sane." Probably no legal moans 
could be brought to bear to hns-
pitallzc your wife, or oven get 
her to see a properly qualified 
physician. 1 regret that I have 
.so liltlc lo offer in Iho way of 
suggestion. 

It is possible thai on examina-
lion your wife would prove to be 
psycliolic and Ihus coinmiltablc 
lo a hospital for treatment. I 
wish I knew more about tlie sit­
uation so as lo be able to help 

you with the mailer nf sharing 
this knowledge with your son 
and daughter. 

I am not so sure il is a good 
idea lo keep it from Ihem and 

doubt that the information 
would be so devastating that 
they should be unable lo adjust 
appropriately to il. As a mailer 
of fad, they might be of con­
siderable assislancc lo you in 
getting licr to see a doctor.

Michigan's roadways from be-

Highway Commissioner ,Tolin 
C. Mackic recently reminded 
husincssmcn and organizations 
llirouglioiil tho slate that slate 
law and federal highway regu­
lations prohibited signs on high­
way right-of-way. 

Legislation to reslrict the size, 
number and type nf signs which 
could bc placed along Inlcr-
slale routes was proposed in the 
lilGl session. II failed passage 
in the regular legislature and 
a special session. 

An upshot of ihe proposal 
was an interim commiffee to 
study whether such legisla­
tion was necessary or desired. 
Representatives of garden 
clubs, chambers of commerce 
and iiidividual commercial in-
terosis testified before the 
commiftee. 
deneral aiirecmcnt was voic­

ed lhal some conlroi shouid be 
imposed lo keep the (|iialily of 
signs high, the size somewhat 
iiiiifiu'm anil Ihc quantity limit­
ed. The biisinc.'is inleresls dis-
aKrced, howinor, with highway 
officials and beauty lovers on 
whal sh'.e w:\s adeciuate, and 
what spacing regulations would 
bo fair. 

All agreed, however, that Ihc 
state law prohibiting signs on 
the riglil-of-way should be rig­
idly enforced. Spot checks of 
heavily-lraveled routes through­
out the state showed large num­
bers of iiaiid-iettercd and old. 
rusted signs near the edges of 
roads. 

The liand-lellcrod signs gen­
erally publicized a roadside veg-
olable or fruit stand in froni of 
a farmer's home. The old, un­
kempt signs appeared as rem-
nanls of advertising campaigns 
of years gone by. 

Maekie estimated between 
15,000 and 26,006 signs located 
on liie rigiit-of-way would iie 
affected iiy the crackdown. The 
letters requested the owners to 
remove the signs, but the law 
provides for court action against 
those who do not comply. 

"The response so far has 
been mostly favornblc and 
fiicro is ovcry indication fb.it 
ihe vast majority of sign 
owners will comply," Mackie 
said.

There were also signs that 
llioso against the orders would 
organize their resistance efforts, 
but it remains to bc seen if this 
will develop into aiiything effec­
tive. If the law is clear, Mackic 
is on sound ground, and there 
is little to do but comply either 
willingly or witlioui enthusiasm. 

License plate sales this year 
started off unusually brisk, but 
the traditional long lines of ve 
hicle owners can still be ex 
pected at the end of February, 
Secretary of State James M. 
Hare said. 

Early in November, when 
Ihe sales started, many bran­
ches reported increases up to 
300 per cent when compared 
with the same periods of I960. 
The refund of fees imposed 

for reflectorlzed plates last 
year, the fact that current plates 
worc three yeai's old, and a 
brightening economic picture 
wore credited with the upswing 
in sales. 

Some 13.7 per cent of tho first 
llQ,O0O persons who bought \%2 
license plates received credits 
on the :i5-cent fees paid last 
year. Hare said. 

Red tape in clearing ihe re­
funds means a sliglil (ieiay 
will affect lhe remaining vehi­
cle owners. The last-minute 
buyers ihis year arc expected to 
find no exception tn tho long 
lines experienced previously. 

The lon.g period between the 
initial sales of new license plates 
and the deadline for using the 
old ones often creates problems 
for law onforcemeni agencies. 

Secret.iry of State James 
M. Hare is the first each 
year to remind motorists to 
take care in disposing of old 
license plates. 
"Often when buyers nf new 

plates mount them, Ihcy fail to 
destroy the discarded license," 
Hare said. "Criminal clonients 
in the community can pick up 
such plates, attach thcin to a 
vehicle, steal the vehicle, and 
use il for a joy ride or in com­
mitting a crime."

Employment 
Beginning in February of 

191)1, employment rose steadily, 
except for the aulo strike peri­
od. Wilh gradually rising em­
ployment and wages, 1961 will 
wind up wilh a good record for 
191)2 lo siioot al. We hope this 
will mean an increase in ad­
vertising, which should benefit 
newspap-rs as well as relailers. 

Retail Trade 
Retail trade has been fairly 

good during lilUl, even though 
sales did not rise commensur­
ate with the climb in personal 
income. What housewives did 
not spend they used to build up 
savings accounts or reduce in­
stallment loans. Therefore, con­
sumers should enter 10G2 with 
a good foundation. 

New Buiiding 
New buiiding incrcascii 

through most of the first iinlf nf 
1961, but lost steam later in the 
year, 'i'iiis lack of follow-up 
strength was duo to increasing 
vacancies of houses for rent 
and sale, plus the fundamental 
downward trend in the cycle of 
family formation. Unlike food 
or gasoline, new houses are nol 
consumed; henee lliey aecumu-
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late in case of overbuilding. 

Commodity Market 
The Bureau of Labor's Whole 

sale Price Index,has been nar­
rowly irregular all during lilGl. 
Prices for agricultural and pri­
mary commodities have moved 
only moderalcly upward. Hence, 
farmers and producers of raw 
inateriais have not fared so 
well, profilwi.so, in lillil as have 
manufacturers. A stronger up­
turn in commodity prices must 
occur in l3G2, if the business 
uptrend is to be extended. 

Stock Market 
As we liavc heretofore ex 

plained, there are three Dow-
.iones Averages. The first, 
wliicli most people watch, is the 
industrial Stock Average. This 
started 19G1 at GIO, its low for 
the year, and at this writing is 
around 7:!0. The second D-.I 
Average is that of railroad 
stocks. This Rail Average was 
indecisive until tiic ciosing 
monliis of the year when it 
worked moileralely higher. 
'I'liere are comparatively fewer 
shares of railroad stocks in this 
Average and comparatively 
fewer shares of stock outstand­
ing. Hence, manipulators have 
a better chance of playing their 
game wilh the rail stocks. This 
Average opened 19G1 at 131 and 
at this writing is 147. The third 
of the Dow-Jones Averages is 
the Ulility Average; this has 
gone up almost steadily. 

Government Spending 
Unfortunately, all of these 
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seven aspects of Ihc economy 
arc very dependent upon gov­
ernment spending. This iias 
been primarily for defense, and 
it seems indirectly lo affect 
every reader of this column. 
Government siiending for goods 
and services should average 
around .$109 billion for 19G1, 
which exceeds lhal of World 
War L World War H, or the 
Korean War. I doubt if any 
reader of this coliinm will ever 
witness total disarmament; but 
I do believe that there will be 
some international fool-proof 
agreement against the use of 
nuclear weapons. This could 
cause a sudden decline in the 
income of mamifacturcrs, j-e-
lailers, employees, and of al­
most evciy reader of this col­
umn.

Three of the students, Ame-
lie Sigfridson, Manfred Bartell 
and Klaus Borkman, took time 
out from their classes at Norlh­
ville high school lo talk about 
Christmas customs in their Eu­
ropean homes. 

An interpreter, high school 
Spanish teacher Charles Yahne 
came to the rescue when your 
English-speakng i-eporter went 
to interview Bill Gonzalezso 
about Christmas festivities in 
his hometown of Huayacocotla, 
Mexico. Bill has studied text­
book English, but has only been 

speaking the language since his 
arrival here last month. And 
girl reporter's Spanish voeabu 
lary is exhausted beyond "hue-
nos dias". So Bill wrote out his 
thoughts in Spanish and Yahne 
supplied the translation. 

In Sweden Jultomle, or Santa 
Claus, comes laden wilh gifts 
lo family celebrations on Christ­
mas Eve, says Amelie, foster 
daughter of the L. E. Froun 
fellers. 

"The whole family — grand­
mother, cousins, everyone — 
conies to exchange gifts, sing 
carols and dance around the 
Christmas tree. 

"Wc go to church sometime 
in the aflernoon and come home 
for a big meal. A special white 
and fluffy fish is served for llie 
occasion. I don't like it at all.' 

There's also ham — big 
enough to last the whole season 
— and a special rice pudding. 

It's customary, explains Amy, 
lo add one almond to the batch 
ot rice pudding. "The one who 
gels the almond is supposed to 
get married within the next 
year. But I don't believe it," 
adds Amy sceptically. "I got 
the almond one year. 

The next morning, Christmas 

Day, some Swedi.,, families 
rise at five or six ,i go to 
church. This is typical in llio 
country, says Amy, where lliey 
have lo ride long distances by 
sleigh over snow-covered roads 
lo get there. 

Sweden's Chrislmas prepara­
tions actually begin in late No­
vember wih the firsl Sunday in 
Advent. A special brass candle­
stick that holds four candles is 
taken out, and another candle is 
lighted each Sunday in the 
church season. 

"Gay holiday decoralions ap­
pear in stores and along the 
streets, recalls Amy "although 
homes are not decorated unlit 
one or two days before Christ­
mas Eve. 

We don't take our tree down 
until January 13, the twentieth 
day of Christmas. And then 
some people have a party to 
dance the tree out and finish 
the special cookies and foods 
that have been made for Christ­
mas." 

A national holiday that falls 
during the Christmas season is 
Lucia day, celebrated on De­
cember 13. 

Legend describes Lucia as a 
kindly saint who gave food to 

the poor. Schools, offices, hos 
pilal and towns select Lucia 
girls who dress up in long while 
robes and red sashes and wear 
a crown of leaves topped with 
lall ciindles lo represent lAicia's 
symbolic meaning of light in 
time of darkness. In homes the 
eldcsl daughlcr is usually Lu­
cia. 

"The day has been commer­
cialized and become much of a 
beauty contest in towns and 
schools," ads Amy, "but nol 
in Ihe home." 

Amy feels Christmas wouldn't 
bc complete without traditional 
straiv ornaments and centerpiec­
es. Some say the use of straw 
is a carry-over from the days 
when some persons slept on 
straw covered floors so the 
dead, who ivere thought to re 
turn, could sleep in the more 
comfortable beds. A later re­
ligious explanation says persons 
slept on the floor as a tribute 
lo the Christ Child's humble 
manger. 

Even though the harsh gloiv 
of commercialism has dulled 
some of Germany's most treas­
ured Christmas customs, the 
holiday remains a time for re­
ligious reflection and family 

merry making. 
Manfred, whose foster par­

ents are the George Welsses, 
and Klaus, who is living at the 
homo of Miss Elizabeth Beard, 
compared notes on Christmas in 
Lubeck and Berlin. 

Always remembered, they 
say, arc the Tannenbaum, St.

St. Niklaus's gifts of fruit, 
nuts and candy on December G 
are a preview to lhe Chrislmas 
Man's exciting visit on Decem­
ber 24. 

Children polish their shoes 
and leave them outside the door 
of their rooms, hoping St. Nik­
laus will remember them. 

Chrislmas Eve morning is 
cloaked in secrecy, say Klaus 
and Manfred, ln the early even 
ing one of the adults whisks 
the ehiidren off to church, leav­
ing the parents to take gifts 
from their hiding places and to 
trim the tree with white candles 
and silver decorations. 

When the children come 
home, they must wait in a room 
— their excitement swelling as 
the seconds tick off — until tho 
bells are rung to summon them. 

Tho sight they finally behold is 
a darkened room aglow with 
the dancing lights of the Chrisl­
mas tree candles, the Weihnach­
tsmann standing beside it. 

The Chrislmas Man, recalls 
Klaus, is armed wilh a gift-
filled sack and a broom. 

"Parents tell him ot llie chil­

Novi's Past Events 
Recalled by Oldster 
I William D. Flint, wlio says 

he's sorry to report he's the old-
est man in Novi, sat down last 
week in the front room of his 
laifge home at 27757 Novi road 
toi talk about the community 
that has been his liome during 
his entire S8 years. 

The cold snap that sent ther­
mometer Indicators plummeting 
to'near 12 degrees that evening 
reminded him of tlie winter of 
.1904-05, which he says was tlie 
worst Novi has had in his mem-
ory. 

" l was hauling apples to the 
Detroit market," hc said, "hav 

I (ing stored them in the cellar 
since summer. On the first of 
December, 'I had 'my--1io'i'ses 
shod! with cork shoes so fhey 
could keep their footing in the 
snow and ice. It started snow-
ing that day and kept right on 
snowing all winter. Those hors­
es never worcout their corks 
that winter, aiid that was the 
only time I didn't heed to have 
them rcshod before spring." 
-Talk of wintertime reminded 

Mr. Flint of trav.el'donditions at 
the turn of the century. Spring­
time was worst, he said, be­
cause sleigh runners often bc-

t' came stuck in the mixture of 
soft, wet snow and mud. 
:()He remembered one spring 
when he was leading a string of 
sleighs loaded with goods for 

• the Detroit market. He said 
there was a bad dip in Grand 
River between Nov! and Red-
ford, which was an easy place 
to become stuck. 
^ "As I started down the dip", 
'he said, "I urged my horses 
te hurry so 1 wouldn't have to 
step before I reached the top 

:en the ether side. I whistled 
'at my teem end turned to 
w'rn Bud Jenes, an uncle of 
township Supervisor Frazer 

. -Stamen, but he wasn't quick 
' enough, and his team stalled 

near the bottom of the dip. 
"The evener en the hitch 

broke when his horses tried 
to pull the sleigh loose, and 
all the men behind Bud had to 
wait until he eould go lo fhe 
next farm te borrow a new 
ene." 
But winters weren't all bad, 

he added. There used to be 
races up and down Grand Riv­
er on Saturday afternoons, he 
said, and farm people from all 
over the township would gath­
er with their liorse-and-eutters 
for several hours of fun. 
)""! GUESS travel was pretty 
rugged any time of the year," 
Mr. Flint mused. He explained 
that Grand River was the only 

' graveled road in the townsiiip. 
'All the rest of Novi's roads 
Vere two-rut dirt tracks with a 
horse path down the middle, he 

-said. 
•-• From Redford east, the road 
was made of planks, he added, 
that continued to the pavement 
on Grand Boulevard. And it was 
then a toli-road, hc said. 

"It used to cost one cent a 
mile lor each horse. I paid 84 
cents every time l lofik a team 
lp Detroit and back." 
'. But the automobile changed 
many things, Mr. Flint said. The 
'iivst car to come to Novi was 
î n old steamer that stopped in 

.ifront of Charley Wight's post 
jOlfice and general store on the 
southwest corner of Novi road 
:and Grand Kiver in 1900. 

"By 1906, you'd see one 
every once" in a while," he 
said. "It used to be a sort of 
novelty to watch them come 
up the road at night time with 
their acetylene lights boune-
ing along in th^ dark. But 
new it's a novelty to see a 
horse and sleigh or a horse 
and wagon." 
Soon, he said, the automobile 

traffic became so heavy that 
they had to pave Grand River, 
ll was finished about the time 
the first World War ended, ho 
added. 

There were many other chan­
ges, he said. For many years 
,̂ lliere was a hotel on the north-
ciift?-copier of Novi road and 
(jfand'River, 'but that was torn 
down so that a gas station could 
bc built. 

And kitty-corner from the 
hotel was the old town pump, 
he said. It had a large wood-
en head and pump handle, and 
water spilled down into a 
trough for watering horses. 
But it was all coveired over, 
he said, and now another gas 
station stands where it used 
to be. 
The automobile has also 

brought other conveniences, Mr 
Flint pointed out. In the horse-
and-buggy days, he said, some-
one had lo be sent to fetch the 
doctor if a memer of the fam 
ily became ill. Many doctors 
didn't drive horses, and most of 
those who did wouldn't drive 
them at night. But now you just 
have lo step lo the phone, he 
said, and the doctor will drive 
into your yard in just a few 
minutes. 

ANOTHER rcsidt of the au-
lombile age was the passing 
of tho blacksmith, he said. No­
vi's first settler was a black­
smith, who Iiad a shop on what 
would now be the corner of 
Taft road and Grand River, he 
said. 

"Ho came from New York in 
1830, just a little while before 
my grandfather came west," he 
said. "I tised to go to his shop 
when I was just a lad to watch 
him pound things out of metal 
wilh his great strength. I also 
used to go up to his house and 
watch his wife make rugs and 
other kinds of cloth on a big 
weaving machine." 

The automobile had its light-
er sides, too, Mr. Flint remem­
bered.

son George now lives at 4G320 
West 10 Mile road, had a new 
roadster he used to drive lo the 
Detroit market, lie said. 

"One afternoon he stepped 
in Redford fer dinner en his 
way heme, and when he came 
out he cranked and cranked 
but couldn't get his car start­
ed. So he called a mechanic 
— we called them 'experts' 
in those days — and the man 
came all the way from De-
treit en the inter-urban. As 
soon as he arrived, he looked 
in the car and asked 'where's 
the key?' It turned eut that 
Fred had the key in his pock­
et.'' 

, Mr,. Flint ppintsd out that the 
automobile has made it easier 
for the kids to get to school. 
When he went to high school in 
Norlhville in the late 1880's, he 
said, hc used to go to the train 
depot and hitch a ride on the 
hand car by helping the section 
hands pump down to Northviile. 

The first automotive power he 
used in his apple business was 
a two-cylinder Buick truck he 
bouglit in 1912. Before that, he 
said, he had driven his produce 
to market in horse-drawn wa­
gons and sleighs for nine years. 
He used Iriicks for the rest of 
his 40 years as an apple grow­
er, he said. 

Another effect of the automo-
bile was higher wages, he said. 
When Henry Ford started pay­
ing his employees $S a day, af­
ter World War I, he explained, 
labor prices everywhere were 
doublett and tripled. "That 
made a lot of difference in the 
profits from all products, in 
eluding apples," he said. 

PRECEEDING the automo-
bile by a few years was the 
bicycle, he said. This invention 
marked the beginning of what 
Mr. Flint termed the "fast ag 
es." Hc expiained that it made 
travel over short distances f?st, 
easy and cheap. 

People began buying them 
In the late 1890's,'' he said, 
'and they remained the popular 

mode of transportation until tho 
automobile edged them out 10 
to 15 years later." 

One ef the favorite evening 
activities ef that peried was 
riding down te the train depot 
te wait for the mall, he said. 
All the youngsters would ga-
ther there shortly before 7 
p.m., and then go fer a ride 
after they received the mail. 

Other businesses that Mr. 
Flint remembers In Nev) in-
elude Sackner's tile factery 
and VOgt's saw mlU. The tile 
factery was located west ef 
the railroad viaduct, he said, 
but now the ground Is all 
leveled off se that yeu'd nev-
er knew anything was ever 
there. 
The saw mill was on Novi 

road south of the railroad 
tracks,, hc added. John Voght 
ran it for many years, hc said. 
But his son Frank didn't con-
tinue the business. Frank, he 
said, liked to fish, and he start­
ed a business of supplying Dc-
troit hotels with fi'ogs' legs, 

"He became so busy that he 
cleaned all the frogs out of Mud 
Pond. Before he started, that 
pond was so filled with big bull 
frogs that you could hear tliem 
croaking every summer even­
ing from a mile away."

1. I am hopeful for 1962; it individual families.

2. There will be neither 
nuclear war nor total disarm 
ament in 1962. Considerable pro­
gress may be made toward a 
ban on atomic weapons 

3. Some thirty stocks may 
reach an average of 1000 during 
1962, although these will not 
necessarily be the thirty Dow 
Jones stocks. 

4. Retail trade wili make new 
records during 1962. Increased 
newspaper advertising, espec 
ially in colors, wili be a great 
boon to merchandising. 

5. Commodity prices will act 
erratic during 1962. Agricultur-
al prices will be held up by 
legislation, but many metfils 
will sell for less. * 

G. The official cost-of-living 
figure will rise slightly in 19G2, 
but there may be a scandal in 
Washington over how this figure 
is caluclatcd or adjusted. The 
real increase in tlie cost-of-liv 
ing will be due to increased 
wages demanded.
