Witii tile new year begin­
ning, citizens tlie world over 
sat bacit and toolt stoclt of 
local, national and interna­
tional probiems. We asked 
area leaders what one piojuct 
tiiey thinit their respective 
communities shouid strive to 
achieve during 19C2. Their an­
swers foliow. 

Village President Joseph 
Crupi replied tilnt he thinks 
consideration should be given 
to the possible initiation of a 
rubbish and garbage coiiec-
tion service provided by the 
village. He said the village 
has made pi'ogress during the 
last two years, moving fi-om 
the red to the black side of 
the bank register, and pointed 
out that sewer and water ser­
vice pians are already in the 
making, so a collection ser­
vice seems like a good pos­
sibility. 

Crupi said the average 
householder in Novi now pays 
about $20 a year for rubbish 
and garbage collection. He 
pointed out that for a home 
assessed at about $4,000, the 
total village tax, which pays 
for police, fire and road sei'-
vices, is about the same as 
the garbage pickup cost to 
each home. 

"Under stale statutes," he 
added, "the viiiage may as­
sess a 2-miii levy to pi'ovide 
gai'bagc and rubbish services. 
This amounts to sn average 
of about $10 for each taxpay­
er when ievied against the 
viiiage's total valuation — 
about baif of what it normal­
ly costs the homeowner for 
the service." 

Ci'upi suggested that a civic-
minded group petition to place 
the question of garbage and 
I'ubbish collection on a ballot 
so that the council could 
know how the public feels 
about such a service. 

"Although the councii could 
levy the extra mlllage to pro-
vide this service on the as-
sumption 'he people need and 
want i t ," he said, " I 'd much 
rather have the public ex-
press its opinion through a 
popular vote," 

Township Supervisor Fraz-
er Slaman said continued ef-
forts to obtain a sewer sys-
tem and a start on plans for 
a water system wouUi be the 
most important projects for 
Novi in the coming year. 

"We should join the other 

communities in the area that 
ai'e receiving help fi'om Do-
ti'oit and Wayne coimty for 
their water," he said. "We've 
never had a water problem, 
but if we become built up like 
these other communities, we'll 
need a central water system, 
individual wells are too un­
certain." 

The answer to a water pro-
.iccl lies in seeking aid ff-om 
the county DPVV, he continu­
ed. Such a project is too large 
for one community to under­
take by itself, he explained, 
because there is too much va­
cant land to cover, which 
means there is loo large a 
cost for the individual. 

1 Slaman concluded that a 
water system project should 
be handled through the coun­
ty in the same way the sewer 
project is now being carried 
out — by having the county 
sell the bonds, and by allow­
ing those who want a water 
system to pay for it. 

We can't hope to sor/e 'he 
entire community with either 
sewers or water from the 
very beginning, he explain­
ed. The cost would be too 
high, and not everyone would 

want the services right away, 
he said. 
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Superintendent of schools 
Tom Culbcrt said Novi needs 
a community-wide co-opera­
tive appi-oacli for study of and 
solutions to the pi'obleins that 
now exist and those tiial will 
exist in tliG future. 

Thei'c is a lacking of co­
operation on common pi'ob-
Icms that will delay solutions 
unless woi'king logelher as a 
gi'oup of people develops a 
feeling of community pride 
and co-opcralion, he said. 

One such pi-obicm, Cuibcrt 
said, is the school sysleiri's 
obvious financial difficulty, 
" l f we wish to maintain our 
present program and consider 
any impi-ovemcnls," he stat­
ed, "then the community wil l 
have to think of additional f i ­
nancial support for the 
schools." 

Culbert said he is not in 
favor of operating a school 
prograni on a deficit budget 
over a period of years because 
"sooner or later tiiis will get 
the school"' in serious finan-
cial ti'ouble." He pointed out 
tiiat Novi has had a deficit 
budget for the past two years, 

and said a balanced budget 
shouid be developed soon. 

Similar problems, nol ncc-
cssariiy invoiving the schoois, 
wiii emerge for Novi, he said. 

" i f things are going to 
move in Novi," Cuibert con-
ciuded, "'he community wili 
have to pull together. There 
can be disagreement on min­
or points, but the general 
program must have the; sup-
port of the majority if we're 
to develop all the potential 
we have in Novi-" 
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Novi board of commerce 
Pi-esident Russell Button said 
lie thinks the biggest thing 
Novi has to face this year is 
the city incorporation issue. 
He said when the city incoi'p-
oration question comes up on 
this spring's election, tlie bal­
loting will "determine wheth­
er Novi is to stay together or 
become broken up." 

"If the incoi'poration fails," 
he said, " I think it will seem 
like an invitation to neighboi--
ing cities to come in and chew 
us up. i t ' l l be notification that 
Novi's fair game for any­
one." 

He pointed out tliat Novi 
originally became a village 

as the first step toward be­
coming a city. "But then," he 
said, "we were told that our 
boundaries were proiected as 
a viiiage. l never went aiong 
with tills, and wo found out 
bow wrong our advisoi's had 
been wiicn we went rigiit on 
losing parts of our tax base." 

Button concluded that "the 
only way Novi can be certain 
the entire community wil l 
have a say bcfoi-e land is lost 
thi'ough cither annexation or 
disconnection is lo become a 
city."

Hcvci-cTid Marvin Kickcrt, 

pastor of Willowbi'ook com­
munity cliui'cb, said he thinks 
there is a need in the com­
munity for a project aimed 
at creating a "unity and solid­
ly of emotions and thoughts in 
the people." He explained that 
there is a need lo break down 
the baiTicr and establish co-
operation between the older 
and newer residents of the 
community. 

This can be accomplished, 
he said, through building up 
dcsire to know one anoti.er 
by working together toward 
accomplishment of common 
asperations. He said this wpuld 

demolish a barrier caused by 
misunderstanding. 

"Wc shouid begin in a prac­
tical way," he said, "by fo­
cusing on one area. I'd say 
woi'k towai-d co-oi'dinating the 
several cultui-al and charac­
ter developing agencies would 
be a good place to start." 

Reverend Rickert suggest­
ed that representatives of the 
schools. Boy and Girl scouts, 
library and such other agen­
cies as the youth assistance 
group meet together and es-
tablish mutual understanding 
by spelling out their common 
ob.1eclivos. He said they could 
then study the needs of the 
community and plan common 
efforts toward their goals. 

"This might help avoid a 
tremendous amount of dupli-
cation of efforts, and could 
make each organization more 
efficient in its individual job," 
he concluded.

Sewers are the most im­

portant project in Wixom, 
says Mayor Donald E. Brooks. 
He explained that the city 
won't have much growth with­
out some sort of sanitary sew-
cr system. 

'"Do you have' and 'will 

you have' sewei'S have been 
the foremost questions from 
pei'sons intei'cstcd in locating 
their businesses in our com­
munity," he said. He added 
thai there are pi'ospeclive 
housing developmenis for Wix­
om the devoiopei's of which 
say llioy could move in much 
faster if thcI-c were a sewer 
system. 

Brooks said the city is now 
having a preliminary sewer 
study made. This study should 
be completed in about two 
months, he said, and then we 
will have soma idea as to 
which direction we want to 
follow. 

l ie pointed out that some-
thing must be done soon. 
Tliere have been, he said, 
about a half dozen firms that 
have expressed interest in set­
tling in Wixom, and all would 
be much more interested if 
they had some guarantee that 
there will be a sanitary sew­
er system in the city.

Former Wixom Mayor Jos­
eph Stadnik said he thinks the 
pi'oposal for culling the city 
charter's tax millagc limit in 
half will be the city's biggest 
problem this coming year. 

The proposal will be voted 
on this spring if petitions call­
ing for placing the question of 
the ballot are found lo be 
valid. 

"If the people vole in the 
foui'-mill l imit ," ho said, " i t 
will mean the cily will have 
to curtail some of its ser­
vices." He said he thinks the 
road building pi'ogram would 
be the hardest hit by such a 
measure, and added that oth­
er seivices such as garbage 
and rubbish collection, street 
lighting and fire and police 
protection might have to be 
curtailed. 

Stadnik pointed out that 83 
per cent of Wixom's taxes 
are paid by the Ford plant-
He further pointed out that 
the road building program, 
which he considers one of the 
most important prelects in the 
city, is paid for from the 
general fund. 

"This means," he said, "that 
Ford Motor company is pay­
ing 83 per cent of the street 
paving costs. If we cut tax­
es, the program will have to 
be curtailed, which means we 
will have to cither continue 
driving on bad loads or face 
special assessments."

percent of the city's 747 reg­
istered voters. This means at 
least 112 of the 228 signatures 
on the petitions must be valid. 

Mayor Donald E. Brooks 
poinled out that there is no­
thing for the council to do about 
the petitions until the signatures 
have been found valid, lfe add-
ed that the proposed amend­
ment to Hie charter would then 
h.ive to hx.-i the uv,..ov..l of 
the State Attorney General be 
fore it could be 'placed on 
ballot. 

City Attorney David Utley ex­
plained that the Attorney Gen­
eral rules on whether the pi'o 
posed amendment falls within 
the confines of the statutes cov-
ering its subject matter. He 
added that there was also some 
question to the validity of the 
petitions, which the Attorney 
General must decide. 

"For instance," Utley said, 
"there were some cases in 
which a man signed for him-
self and his wife, and vice 
versa. The legality of such 
signatures must be tested. 
And too, there were petitions 
which were not notoriied. The 
Attorney General must rule 
on the validity of those peti-
tions." 
The possibility of such peti­

tions aa the piesent ones was 
brought up better than a year 
ago. At that time, members of 
the Wixom Civic association, 
the organization which sponsor­
ed the present petitions, discus­
sed the possibility of sponsoring 
a petition calling for an amend­
ment to the city charter to re­
duce the tax millage. 

FORMER civic association 
President Herbert Abrams said 
in November of 1960 that he 
and other members of the as­
sociation's executive board 
wanted to submit to their 
membership for action a rec­
ommendation that the associa­
tion initiate steps to amend the 
charter to enforce what he call­
ed an "honest" eight-mill l imi-
tation. 

He explained that the char­
ter calls for an eight-mill limit, 
but it doesn't determine whetii-
er the stale equalization factor 
may or may not be applied in 
figuring city tax bills. Use of 
the state factor, which adjusts 
local property valuations so 
they are "equal" to the state 
valuation, allows the city to le-
vy less than eight mills, yet 
colled more, the civic associa­
tion claimed. 

"This violates the spirit of the 
charter," Abrams said. He add­
ed that when the charter com-
mission, of which he was 
member, drafted the city char­
ter, it was understood that 
eight mills would be the limit 
of taxation no matter how the 
land value was figured. 

TURNING its attention to 
other matters the council vot­
ed to direct Mayor Brooks to 
advertise for bids for the de­
molition of the old Chesapeake 
and Ohio railway depot as soon 
as he rcccivcii word front both 

tlie C & 0 and the Grand Trunk 
railway company to go ahead. 

Brooks pointed out to tlie 
council that the contract by 
which the city purchased the 
building for $1 stipulates that 
when the city was through us 
ing it, it must tear the building 
down. 

Utley pointed out, however, 
that the contract calls for an 
agreement date with the rail­
way beloie the demolition be­
gins. He suggested the com­
panies be contacted before bids 
are sought. The council plans 
to give rights to the building's 
materials as payment for the 
woik. 

The council also: 

— Passed a resolution simi­
lar to one sponsored by the city 
of Berkley that registers the 
city's opposition lo con-con and 
legislative proposals that would 
allow cities to impose income 
(axes on residents and workers. 
Councilman Gunnar Mcttala 
proposed the resolution after 
pointing out that since as many 
as 90 per cent of Wixom's resi­
dents work elsewhere, such a 
policy by other cities would hurl 
Wixom residents even though 
Wixom didn't levy such a tax. 

— Learned from the Depart-
menl of Administration that 
Wixom's application for federal 
funds for planning purposes had 
been approved. Mayor Brooks 
said there was nothing to do at 
the moment but notify the plan­
ning commission and wait for 
the planning consultants to fil l 
out all the necessary forms. 

— Received a letter from 
Fire Chief Robert Potter ex­
pressing the fire department's 
appreciation to the Mayor and 
councilmembers who took part 
of the firemen's telephone duty 
on Christmas Day.

How do you get rid of some­
thing thai isn't there? Ever 
since last September the Wix-
om city council has been ask­
ing itself just such a question. 

In September the council de­
cided that it might be a good 
idea to remove a non-existent 
portion of a platted street that 
would cut through the city hall 
property if it were ever built. 
So (he council ordered an ad­
vertisement for a public hear­
ing on the proposed vacating of 
the unused portion of the street. 

The street, originally called

of the research and publication 
division of the Michigan Munici 
pal League, board President 
Russell Button announced last 
week-end. He said the meeting 
would be held Tuesday, Jan­
uary 16, at 8 p.m. in the com 
munity building. 

Hunnewell is editor of the 
Michigan Municipal Review, a 
weekly pubiicalfon that goes to 
ail ieague members, and serves 
as tiic league's charter consul­
tant. 

Before joining the league two 
and one half years ago, Hunne­
well was on the staff of the In­
ternational City Manager assoc 
iation in Chicago. Me has also 
worked as an inielligcnce agcnl 
in Europe for the federol gov­
ernment. 

Hunnewell earned his Bache­
lor of Arts degree in political 
science at the University of 
Rhode Island, and iiolds a .spec­
ial Master's dcgicc in govei-n-
menl management fiom Den­
ver University. 

Wixom street on an 187i plat 
of the area, is now known as 
Wainslock street. As planned 
on the plat, the street would 
run from Wixom road down its 
present location. But it would 
continue past the C & 0 rail 
road tracks, where the present 
street ends, and extend into the 
city hall property on the east 
side of the tracks. 

At an October meeting there 
were no objections from the 
public to the proposal, but Coun 
cilman Raymond Lahti raised 
a question that prevented the 
action from being carried out 
that night. 

He wondered whether some 
use such as a parking lot could 
be made of the 60-feet-wide 
strip of land that had been dcd 
icatcd to the city for use as an 
extension of the street. He also 
suggested tlie street might be 
used as a second access to the 
rear of the city hall properly. 

Mayor's Assistant John Fin-
layson answered Lahti's first 
question by explaining that (lie 
street had been dedicated (o the 
city for use only as a road. He 
said that the strip of land could 
be put to no other use, and add 
ed that if if were vacated, i( 
would revert to the land on eith­
er side of it. 

The second question was set­
tled when it was pointed out 
that no other street runs into 
the non-existent portion on the 
east side of the railroad tracks, 
so the only tccess would in­
volve not only building a street, 
but also installing a crossing 
at the tracks to connect with 
(he presently existent portion 
of (ho street. 

But the council delayed final 
action on the proposal until it 
could receive a recoinmenda-
lion froin the planning com­

mission. 
Then last month the council 

learned that the planning com 
mission had reviewed the pro 
posal and recommended that 
the street be vacated. 

But just as Councilman Gun­
nar Mettala made a motion that 
the street be vacated, city A t 
torney David Utley raised an 
objection (o the motion and ask­
ed that action be delayed until 
the next council meeting so 
that he would have a chance 
to review the wording of the 
motion. 

Last Thursday night Utley 
told the council he wanted the 
decision to vacate delayed once 
more so that he would have a 
chance to do some further 
checking. 

Utley said he wants the mo­
tion to vacate the street to in­
clude when the name of the 
street was changed and a com­
plete legal description of each 
of the pieces of property that 
will be effected.

Novi village Attorney How­
ard Bond's previously reported 
dim views of .i f.nvor;ible decis­
ion for the village in the Oslin 
disconnection case were well 
founded, he told the village 
council Tuesday ni^hf. Bond 
reported tliat Oakland county 
Circuit Judge Frederick C. Ziem 
had ruled last week to allow 
lohn Oslin, of 41900 Thirteen 
Mile road, to withdraw 160 
acres of his land from the vill-
ige area. 

The council had no difficulty 
in coming to a decision to fol­
low Bond's advice lo appeal the 
ease to the Slate Supreme 
Court. 

" I don't know how I can pro­
tect the village against similar 
suits until we get a Supreme 
Court ruling on the matter of 
what constitutes the boundary 
in such cases as these," the at 
torney stated. 

Bond explained that the stale 
statutes say agricultural lands 
can disconnect from a village 
if they are on the village bound 
ary line. The Oslin land, he 
poinled out, is situated below 
the rear boundary line of 97 
acres of disconnected land own­
ed by Bert Welfare, 42323 14 
Mile road. 

He said Oslin was on the v i l 
lage boundary only by virtue 
of the Welfare disconnection 
and the statutes do not specify 
whether the boundary created 
by a disconnection is the one 
the legislators were thinking of 
when they drafted the law. No 
such case has ever eome be­
fore the Supreme Court, he said. 
All but about a third of the 
Oslin land is surrounded by 
what is still village area. 

"If wc don't get a higher 
court clarification of this bound­
ary issue," Bond stated, ''then 
the lower courts, taking Judge 
Ziem's decision as precedent, 
can allow farmers to discon­
nect a wedge through all but 
an undefined small thread of 
the village." 

The only thing stopping such 
a wedge from crossing the en­
tire village area, he said, is a 
clause stating that no village 
land may be isolated from the 
rest of the village by such dis­
connections. But, he pointed out, 
the statutes do not spell out how 
thin a thread of villaee land 
prevents a portion from becom­
ing isolated. 

Bond contends that any dis-
connection that interrupts rcg-
ular villaso aeryiecs is isolating 

a portion of village area. He 
said Judge Ziem tended to min 
imize this point during the arg­
uments in the Oslin case, and 
said this is one of the areas he 
would like lo bring out in an 
appeal. 
Councilman Waller Tuck point-

out that if such disconnections 
were allowed lo continue, "we'll 
have a regular checkerboard 
for a village." Councilman Phil­
ip Anderson added that he feels 
the village should appeal the 
ease to find out for certain just 
where it stands in these kinds 
of cases. 

When Village President Jos 
eph Crupi raised the question of 
costs for an appeal. Bond said 
he had become so interested in 
the issues of the Oslin case that 
lie n'ould be Wiliiijg to hfind'c 
the appeal on a reduced fee. 

The council voted unanimous 
ly to direct Bond to appeal the 
Oslin decision. 

News of the Oslin decision 
piompted Crupi to open an old 
sore point in the village's side— 
the matter of village - town 
ship ownership. 

Crupi said it was obvious the 
disconnections were for the pur­
pose of escaping village taxes. 
There is a feeling, he said, that 
those who disconnect won't 
have to pay village rates, but 
will still receive the same ser-
vices. 

He said the number of cases 
has been small so far, but as 
they increase, it will become 
increasingly expensive for the 
village to provide such services 
as fire and police protection and 
road maintenance. 

I'm the first to recognize,'' 
he said, ''that the village has 
had a distinct advantage finan­
cially in the matter of fire pro­
tection. The arrangement with 
the township fire equipment has 
been most beneficial to the vil 
lage. But as we continue to lose 
village tax base through dis 
connections, and at the same 
time have incre.ised township 
area to service, the balance of 
financial advantage is going to 
swing the other way." 

Crupi pointed out that it is 
importont to settle these ques­
tions before more disconnection 
eases are decided or begun. He 
suggested the council meet with 
the township board to find the 
answers. 

Councilman Dean Lenliciscr 
said he has felt the township 
residents think Uiey and they 

alone own the township hall and 
fire equipment. He poinled out 
that the village is a part of the 
township and helps to support it. 

" I helped support the town-
ship when it built the had and 
purchased the equipment, and 
I help support it now," Lenheis-
er said. " I feel the village resi­
dents and the township people 
all have an equal share in all 
the township's property." 

Crupi pointed out that the city 
incorporation vote next March 
may settle all these questions. 
But it may not, he added, 
and the council decided to osk 
the township board to meet with 
them to try and settle some of 
these issues. 

The council also: 
— Postponed action on a pro­

posal irum Paul LeBost that a 
.•street in Wiiiowbrook subdivi­
sion number three be vacated. 
Crupi said he felt action should 
be held up until LeBost presents 
definite plans for street develop­
ment in adjacent subdivisions. 

— Decided to leave the se­
lection of justices of the peace 
for village tickets to the police 
department. Bond told the coun­
cil that as a township, both 
elected JP's were supposed to 
receive equal shares of the cas­
es, but this ruling didn't apply 
to villages. Crupi pointed out 
that Justice John Meier, who 
had raised the issue, had dis­
connected part of his land from 
the village. 

— Voted to send Administra­
tive Assistant Harold Ackley to 
a University of Michigan course 
in real estate appraisal. 

— Approved advertising for 
bids for a new police car. The. 
council decided to continue its 
proposed plans for trading in a 
patrol car every six months. 

— Approved payment of bills 
totaling $5,027.15.

HOMEIViAKING FLASHES -
New soil resistant finishes iiave 
been deveioped for natural fiber 
fabrics (cotton, linen and wool) 
used in the manufacture of 
iiome furnisiiings.

TROUBLED by rust spots and 
streaks on your dean laun­
dry? Culprit couid be "iI-on wa 
ter". Iron in tiie water com 
bines with soap lo form a scum 
which settles on fabrics. This 
"iron soap scum" can often be 
removed by Immediately re-
washing clothes with oniy 
non-pi-ecipitating water condi­
tioner such as Caigon, Tex or 
Noctil. Do not add soap or de­
tergent. Use about one cup of 
tiie condition to a full tub of 
water in a topioading washer, 
less in a front-loading machine. 

Chlorine bleaches may also 
precipitate rust and intensify 
stains. To remove them try 
dilute solution of oxalic acid. 
Make the solution with one cup 
of oxalic acid crystals to one 
gallon of warm water. Soak the 
stained fabric for a few min 
utes, then rinse thoroughiy in 
water lo wliich a few drops of 
ammonia have been added. Use 
the solution in a glass or plas 
tic bowl, not in the sink. 

A dilute solution of oxalic 
acid used according to direc­
tions or a commercial rust re­
mover wili wipe out other small 
er, unsightly rust spots. 

BUMPER LETTUCE crop is 
predicted by Michigan green­
house growers. A good supply 
of both Bibb and leaf lettuce is 
available. 

Note to weight watchers: Let­
tuce, high in iron content, adds 
only seven calories of food en­
ergy per serving.

Crandall started: It was back 
in 1938 when Ci-andall proposed 
the establislimciit of a club for 
men and women. "Wc wanted 
something for relaxation and 
entertainment. Bui wc wanted 
to be a public service club too." 

Because all were outdoor 
enthusiasts, it was natural 
that the men decided upon a 
conservation club. Since its 
start, the club's purpose has 
remained the same: "To en-
courage and foster education 
and general information rela-
five to Wildlife and natural 
resources, and to further the 
proper conservation of the 
sam^, and to encourage and 
fester Boy Scout and Girl 
Scout activities as well as 
other organized and charit-
able organizations.'' 
During those formulalivc 

years, explained Crandall, "we 
rented halls from the VFW, Ma­
sons and othei-s until we finally 
found a 'wild 40' on Joy road 
in 19-15 and wc bouglil it." The 
property is located near Wayne 
road in Nankin townsliip. 

Because the club members 
could not legally own pi'opcrty, 
he said, the Western Wayne 
Conservation Land company 
was formed. Later, "we hought 
a building fi'om Willow Run for

years later, about 1952, we bor-
i-owed some money and fixed 
the clubhouse up. We had about 
;i00 slockholdcrs. They were 
from Northville, Plymouth, 
South Lyon, — all around here.

The land company officers 
and directors arc: Dr, B, 
Champ, president; Clifford Smi­
th, vice-president; William Mof--
gan, ti-easurcr; Crandall, secre­
tary; and Ga.vle Brewer, John 
Reiser and LeRoy Ci'ites, diiec-
tors. 

Last year, Weslei-n Wayne

Most everyone has heard 
about the mythical "little old 
lady" who lived mostly in the 
imagination of used car sales­
men. 

According to legend, she nev 
er drove her car (the one they 
were selling) more than 30 
miles per hour. And only on 
short 'rips, attending church 
functions and the like. 

This sales approach is guar­
anteed not to work on mechan 
ics, who know from experience 
this kind of driving is hardest 
of all on a car. It is unfortunate, 
but most cars get more short-
trip, cold engine driving than 
distance highway trips — es 
pecially in Winter when it is 
hardest on liiem. 

In two car families, the wife's 
car is the short-trip one. 

A coid engine devciops tre 
mendous moisture (five quarts 
of WATER to every gallon of 
gas) from condensing air suck 
ed in through the carburetor. 
This is the cause of muffler 
rusting. 

Unburned fuel from rich start-
ing mixtures forms crankcase 
acid. The acid corrodes pistons, 
rings and bearings, causing an 
engine to burn oil years before 
Its time. The remedy is frequent 
oil changes — In Winter regard 
less of mliesge. 

It takes ten miles of driving 
to replace the energy used in 
one starting. If your ear's nol 
getting that driving, give the 
battery a slow charge once dur­
ing the Winter to make sure you 
start when you turn the key. 

Occasionnlly, give your car a 
30-minute drive at high speeds 
to help the engine clean itself. 
That, plus regular simple main 
tensnce, will make your car 
last longer.

It is well enough to of­
fer advice and counsel, but 
there arc some fundamental 
facts which obvious as tlicy ap­
pear, aix! too easily neglected 
when it comes to specific sit­
uations. 

For Iccn-agcrs were not al­

ways teen-agers and before be­
ing diildren they were infants. 
And at each phase of their 
gi'owlh and matui-ation, certain 
tilings liappened to, and within 
them, which had decisive and 
I'elativo permanent influences 
on their characters. So often 
problems are brought to me 
with the assumption that they 
began six days or six weeks or 
six montlis ago, while in ac­
tuality every difficulty that peo­
ple experience ln their emotion 
al lives have roots that extend of tlic teen-ager in question. 

deep into the forgotten layers 
of their eaiiiest experiences, 

I think tlio whole ai'ea of dat­
ing among .iuveniies calls for 
careful appraisal and consider­
ation. I don't believe any lilank-
ct conclusions in regai'd to it 
can be I-cached despite the faci 
lhal some people are inclined 
lo take totally pcrmissivenes.s 
or total repressiveness as their 
guide. I think that what is per­
mitted should depend upon the 
degree and extent of maturity! 

How is one to judge on "ma­
turity"? Well, this suliject is an 
extensive one, but briefly I 
should say a person wlio lives 
up to his f-esponsibilitics cs 
pecially in tlic home by assum 
ing appropriate chprcs and du­
ties vvliich he performs with 
pride and salisfaction without 
constant i-eminders from his 
pai'cnts is relatively "mature". 

It isn't much of a measure, I 
admil, but at least it is a guide­
line. There appears lo be a 
trend toward early dating; es­

pecially steady dating among 
the very young of certain seg­
ments of society. There are good 
reasons why this is unwise, des­
pite the fact that it is natural 
lo seek out familiar companions 
and to foixigo enlarging one's 
acciuaintance. 

The key lo adolescent behav­
ior is in the hands of the par-
enls. But the lime for exercis-
ing judicious control of their 
half-grown children begins years 
lici'oro tlie necessity for its ex-
erci.se ai'ises. Now most people

A NEW VAKIATION of the non-mountainous route to Florida 
has been recommended by Automobile Club of Michigan. Utiliz-
iiig recently completed four-lanc higliivays In Alabama, tlic 
route cuts several hours travel time from the previously rcc-
onimended western route. In all, seme 375,000 IMIchlgan resi­
dents are expected to motor to Florida next year, the Auto 
Club estimates. 

Estimated travel time on this 
route is now 40 hours behind 
tile wheel, making it about the 
same as other routes. 

Comparative distances of oth­
er routes fi'om Michigan to Flor-
Ida include: West Virginia Turn-
pike, 1439 mile.T with 640 miles 
of turnpike at »'4.35 toll; Knox-
ville, 1472 miles with 598 miles 
of turnpike at 2.40 toll; Col-
umbus-Tallahasee, 1607 miles 
with 488 miles of turnpike at 
$3 toll; Ohio-Pcnnsylvania Tiirn-
pikes, 1629 miles with 959 miles 
of turnpike at $7.30 toll. 

In all , some 357,000 Michigan 
residents are expected to visit 
Florida in 19G2. They will find 

'CUtENseORO little difference in rates for ac-
eommodations on the way to 
Florida, while rales in the sun­
shine state have fallen slightly. 

According to an Auto Club 
survey, a typical comparisoij 
taken in Knoxville, Tennessee, 
shows good motel rooms were 
renting from $7.83 to $10.03 in 
1960. This year comparable 
rates will be from $8,04 to 
$10.26. 

Speed traps and overzealous 
enforcement areas are being 
eliminated in Kentucky, Geor­
gia and Florida, formerly noted 
for preying on out of state driv-
crs. 

However, speed laws are still 
strictly enforced, particularly 
in Virginia, North -Carolina, 
Florida and Georgia. Florida is 
strict in school zones and, in 
some communities, motorists 
traveling only a mile or two 
over the 15-mile-per-hour limit 
are likely to be ticketed. 

Inside Florida, travelers will 
find a noticeable Increase in the 
number of family-type accom­
modations. Entire communities 
of homes which may be pur-
chased for eventual retirement 
or rented for sliort stays arc 
becoming more prevalent. In the 
Miami area, apartments are 
going up at a fast rate while 
the number of luxury hotels and 
motels have not grown from 
over last year's total.

An army, tiiey say, travels on its stomncli. And even the 
age of missiies won't ciiange tiiis. 

Tiie same is true of the average teenager. For this reason 
I was not too surprised to receive a "letter to tiie editor" re-
centiy compiaining about the quaiity of chow dished out at the 
high school cafeteria. It was signed only "The Fearsome 
Foursome". 

Griping about food is an irrevocable privilege of every red-
blooded American soldier, and I presume, too, high schooiers 
who must eat daily in the same cafeteria. 

Sometimes, as any veteran mess hall customer can recall, 
the griping is justified; frequently, it's the handiest target 
and the "catch-all' for a multiplicity of discomforts. 

But not ivaiiiing (o ovci'Iaoi< our (ccnagcr rcadlcrH (who 
slifluld Ijnow that to get a letter published, it must he sign­
ed), I did a liilic investigating. 

First, I tallied the inatter over with E . V. Ellison. And the 
same day (Tuesday), I wrangled a free lunch out of JIigh 
School Principal Fred Stefanski. I only gave liim about two 
hours notice that I was coming, so don't think any special 
arrangements wei-e made. 

(Come to thinlt about it, I felt soniething lil<e an army 
general must feel when making a surprise inspection. I didn't 
wear white gloves to test the cleanliness of each dish, but I 
was extremely scrutinous and tested each mouthful with the 
care of a connoisseur of fine foods.) 

To be perfectly honest, I'd have to rank the cafeteria lunch 
on a par—or pei-liaps a morsel higher—than a typicai noon 
meal at the Sliger houseiioid. (And this may cost me my seif-
awarded general's ranking). 

For thirty-five cents (of Stefanski's money) we had sloppy 
joes on a bun, salad, cheese wedge, pineapple upside-down 
cake and miik. 

Examples of other daily menus are: hot dog on a bun, 
cheese wedge, baked beans, tossed salad with choice of dress­
ing, hot gingerbread with whipped cream and milk, sloppy 
joes on bun, American fries, cheese wedge, relishes, pumpkin 
pie and milk; spaghetti with or without meat, rolls and butter, 
salad, canned peaches and liiilk. For 30 cents a student can 
have soup and a sandwich with the salad, dessert and milk. 

"Tile Fearsome Foursome" suggested the government 
surplus food served at the cafeteria was not suitable for 
the foreign aid program and therefore shipped out to Nortii­
viiie high sciiool. Tlicy also hinlcd that the quaiity of food 
had been cut to cnabic the cafeteria to operate .nt a profit. 

Actuaiiy, all the food must meet state health standards 
and butter, etc., be "grade A " quality. According to Ellison, 
the cafeteria is not self-supportmg and never will be. It pays 
for a portion of the custodial help, and repair and replacement 
cost of equipment, but not the original investment for equip­
ment. 

Stiil, I respect everyone's right to gripe about the food. 
And I appreciate the fact that the "Fearsome Foursome" turn­
ed to the editor for heip. 

I fear that they will believe thai I have faiied them.' 
But I have another suggestion. I have turned the letter 

over to the student council — a body that l trust will give 
the matter fair consideration. 

Further, I leave the "Fearsome Foursome" with this bit 
of advice. You will find that no matter where you eat — in 
schooi, in the service, at a restaurant — no one can cook like 
mother; and no one heaps the heipings so high.

Voids in the state are soIIic- are often the subject of com-
limes criticized for tiieir lack 
of interest in local and slate 
elections, and frequently their 
decisions on public officials are 
viewed as less than educated, 
at least by some. 

In Michigan's most recent 
slate election, however, voters 
who turned out have much for 
which to be proud. The dole-
gales elected by the people last 
September lo the ConstitulIonal 
Convention arc gaining high 
praise in all quarters. 

The Citizens Research Coun-
cll , a non-partissn organiza-
tien, has lauded the conven-
tion as having several evi-
dent indications that it is 
"som'^thing special." 
"There is, first, the indefina-

bie sense of awareness on tlie 
pari of llic delegate that his 
are special powers; his, a spe 
eial mission," a council report 
said. "One cannot help but be 
struck with the zealousncss of 
these dolo'gales." 

Stale legislators often are 
criticized for their inactivity. 
The council says this criticism 
cannot be imposed on conven­
tion delegates. "Frequently a 
delegate on more than one sub-
slantive committee finds him­
self attending meetings from 
8:30 a.m. until early afternoon 
before the mid-week general 
sessions." 

Some wouid contend the 
$l,000-a-month saiary induced 
the high dcgi-cc of interest in 
the work the delegates are do­
ing. This, according to many, 
does not follow. 

The major occupational group 
in the convention membership 
is the law profession. According 
to some sources, a good attor­
ney with his own practice or in 
a partnership loses $100 in wag. 
es and overhead costs every 
day he is away from his office. 
This would put the lawyer dele­
gate at quite a loss financially. 

From all appearances the vot­
ers, and rot the high salary, 
can be credited for sending to 
Lansing highly-qualified and in-
tcrcslcd delegates to Michigan's 
Constitutional Convention. 

plaint-filled conversations, but 
the State Highway Department 
is one of the few groups which 
says the element changes here 
are something to boast about. 

Department officials have 
high hopes the great variety of 
weather in the state will have 
favorable effect on federal con­
sideration of Michigan as 
place to build an electronic high-
way.

"The results of this 
testing then would be applic 
able to far more states than 
the lest were undertaken in 
stale where the seasonal weath 
er changes are slight." 

The department also views 
the project, where cars would 
travel at great speed under 
automatic controls, as an im 
mense tourist attraction. 

"If we get it, It could be ex­
pected to bring observers from 
all over the world here," Mack­
ie said. 

Money or the lack of it has 
plagued Michigan's lawmakers 
for three years running. There 
is little sign of relief from this 
pi'oblcm. 

Since 1959 tlie general lack of 
money, which built up a $71.5 
million deficit to the end of the 
last fiscal year, has been noted 
so often it has overshadowed 
the voices which so frequently 
said, "We need it most." 

Among the loudest in the 
chorus of money seekers have 
been the spokesmen for high­
er education, and perliaps 
justifiably so. 
The Michigan Council of State 

College Presidents has in re­
cent years become the spokes­
man for the nine state-support­
ed institutions of higher learn­
ing.

people seem to realize that it is 
during a time of prosperity that 
plans should be made for pos­
sible reverses later on. Even 
though recovei'y is I'olling along, 
slop and ask yourself a few 
questions. If you lost your job 
tomorrow, how Iniich would you 
and your family suffer finan 
daily? Are you snowed under 
by installment payments? Would 
a serious illness leave you strap­
ped? Have you hori-owed on 
your life insurance? 

Are You Overextended? 
A young acquaintance of 

mine, a man about thiily years 
old, was recently laid off by 
small company for which he had 
worked faithfully for eight 
years. He had been making 
$100 a week before taxes, but 
his lakc-iiome pay after federal 
levies was only $83.20, not in. 
eluding state taxes. And his 
monthly commitments are: $70 
for moi-tgage, inteitsl, and real 
estate tax; $63 on a 1060 ear 
$21 on a food-freezer; $12.50 on 
wall-lo-wall carpeting; $30 on 
go-now pay-later trip to Ihe 
West Indies with his wife; and 
$16.50 on a new color TV. 

Right now — and he has no 
salai'y coming in — he has de 
partmcnt-store bills amounting 
to several hundred dollars, $160 
owing on his last winter's fuel 
bill, and past-due light and 
phone bills. Merchants and .scr 
vice firms have already put him 
on a stricly cash basis. 

It is possible that this man 
is not typical of most young 
workers, but I am afraid there 
are altogether too many who 
would fit into this category. 

With full employment and oc­
casional raises, he might have 
pulled himself out of his finan­
cial jam. But my point is that 
he, like so many others, has 
greatly overextended himself. 

Victim of the Times 
l can't say that I wholly 

blame the young man for let-
ling himself get trapped. He is 
a product of the "unending" 
prosperity that has followed 
World War II. Like many oth­
ers, he has been bludgeoned by 
magazine, T V and radio ads 
into overloading. With more 
money to spend than he had

ever had before, he was tempt 
ed out over his depth. In 1940, 
families were spending only 
•iS'.'o of their incomes for the 
esseniials of living, with some 
55% left over for luxuries. By 
1.054, fixed charges were taking 
53% of income, with only 47';; 
left for disci'clionary buying. 
Since then the trend has con­
tinued in the same direction, 
until a substantial majority of 
a family's income is now eaten 
up by fixed charges such as 
food, rent, and installment debt 

This may be all right as long 
as a boom is in progress. But 
let a recession hit, or let strikes 
or automation layoffs become 
serious, and the heavy burden 
of installment eonimitnients 
which many people arc carry­
ing could mean economic ca 
tastrophe. 

Thrift Still a Wise Policy 
This troubles me, especially 

because I know that major cy­
cles of business overexpansion 
and depression will always be 
with us. The inevitable quirks 
of human judgment will see to 
that! Hence, the present all-out 
acceptance of installment buy-
ing as a peI-fcclly natural way 
of life causes me much con­
cern. 

Careless spending Is en-
couraged by any system that 
postpones payment for some-
thing you can get now with-
out waiting. 
As I warn my grandchildren, 

so would warn young people 
everywhere that prosperity is 

time for increasing financial 
reserves ... a time to put money 
aside in savings accounts, some 
of it for careful investment lat­
er on. 

Money in the bank Is one of 
the best types of insurance, — 
against unemployment emergen­
cies particularly. It Is fine to 
have a comfortable home, a 
new car, air conditioning, and 
many desirable luxuries. They 
induce happiness and satisfac 
tion. 

But what good is all this if 
your financial sense has been 
poor and the biil collectors 
give way to trucks coming to 
cart away the goods? 
I often think it takes even 

more intelligence, will power, 
and courage to plan for tomor-
row than it does to handle to 
day's obligations. Everybody 
— whether employer, worker, 
or landlord — should keep one 
eye on tomorrow (and the day 
after) in financial planning. 
Otherwise, he may end up in 
the same pliglit as my sadder 
but wiser unemployed young 
friend.
