An army, tiiey say, travels on its stomncli. And even the 
age of missiies won't ciiange tiiis. 

Tiie same is true of the average teenager. For this reason 
I was not too surprised to receive a "letter to tiie editor" re-
centiy compiaining about the quaiity of chow dished out at the 
high school cafeteria. It was signed only "The Fearsome 
Foursome". 

Griping about food is an irrevocable privilege of every red-
blooded American soldier, and I presume, too, high schooiers 
who must eat daily in the same cafeteria. 

Sometimes, as any veteran mess hall customer can recall, 
the griping is justified; frequently, it's the handiest target 
and the "catch-all' for a multiplicity of discomforts. 

But not ivaiiiing (o ovci'Iaoi< our (ccnagcr rcadlcrH (who 
slifluld Ijnow that to get a letter published, it must he sign­
ed), I did a liilic investigating. 

First, I tallied the inatter over with E . V. Ellison. And the 
same day (Tuesday), I wrangled a free lunch out of JIigh 
School Principal Fred Stefanski. I only gave liim about two 
hours notice that I was coming, so don't think any special 
arrangements wei-e made. 

(Come to thinlt about it, I felt soniething lil<e an army 
general must feel when making a surprise inspection. I didn't 
wear white gloves to test the cleanliness of each dish, but I 
was extremely scrutinous and tested each mouthful with the 
care of a connoisseur of fine foods.) 

To be perfectly honest, I'd have to rank the cafeteria lunch 
on a par—or pei-liaps a morsel higher—than a typicai noon 
meal at the Sliger houseiioid. (And this may cost me my seif-
awarded general's ranking). 

For thirty-five cents (of Stefanski's money) we had sloppy 
joes on a bun, salad, cheese wedge, pineapple upside-down 
cake and miik. 

Examples of other daily menus are: hot dog on a bun, 
cheese wedge, baked beans, tossed salad with choice of dress­
ing, hot gingerbread with whipped cream and milk, sloppy 
joes on bun, American fries, cheese wedge, relishes, pumpkin 
pie and milk; spaghetti with or without meat, rolls and butter, 
salad, canned peaches and liiilk. For 30 cents a student can 
have soup and a sandwich with the salad, dessert and milk. 

"Tile Fearsome Foursome" suggested the government 
surplus food served at the cafeteria was not suitable for 
the foreign aid program and therefore shipped out to Nortii­
viiie high sciiool. Tlicy also hinlcd that the quaiity of food 
had been cut to cnabic the cafeteria to operate .nt a profit. 

Actuaiiy, all the food must meet state health standards 
and butter, etc., be "grade A " quality. According to Ellison, 
the cafeteria is not self-supportmg and never will be. It pays 
for a portion of the custodial help, and repair and replacement 
cost of equipment, but not the original investment for equip­
ment. 

Stiil, I respect everyone's right to gripe about the food. 
And I appreciate the fact that the "Fearsome Foursome" turn­
ed to the editor for heip. 

I fear that they will believe thai I have faiied them.' 
But I have another suggestion. I have turned the letter 

over to the student council — a body that l trust will give 
the matter fair consideration. 

Further, I leave the "Fearsome Foursome" with this bit 
of advice. You will find that no matter where you eat — in 
schooi, in the service, at a restaurant — no one can cook like 
mother; and no one heaps the heipings so high.

Voids in the state are soIIic- are often the subject of com-
limes criticized for tiieir lack

The Citizens Research Coun-
cll , a non-partissn organiza-
tien, has lauded the conven-
tion as having several evi-
dent indications that it is 
"som'^thing special." 
"There is, first, the indefina-

bie sense of awareness on tlie 
pari of llic delegate that his 
are special powers; his, a spe 
eial mission," a council report 
said. "One cannot help but be 
struck with the zealousncss of 
these dolo'gales." 

Stale legislators often are 
criticized for their inactivity. 
The council says this criticism 
cannot be imposed on conven­
tion delegates. "Frequently a 
delegate on more than one sub-
slantive committee finds him­
self attending meetings from 
8:30 a.m. until early afternoon 
before the mid-week general 
sessions."

From all appearances the vot­
ers, and rot the high salary, 
can be credited for sending to 
Lansing highly-qualified and in-
tcrcslcd delegates to Michigan's 
Constitutional Convention. 

plaint-filled conversations, but 
the State Highway Department 
is one of the few groups which 
says the element changes here 
are something to boast about.

"If we get it, It could be ex­
pected to bring observers from 
all over the world here," Mack­
ie said. 

Money or the lack of it has 
plagued Michigan's lawmakers 
for three years running. There 
is little sign of relief from this 
pi'oblcm. 

Since 1959 tlie general lack of 
money, which built up a $71.5 
million deficit to the end of the 
last fiscal year, has been noted 
so often it has overshadowed 
the voices which so frequently 
said, "We need it most." 

Among the loudest in the 
chorus of money seekers have 
been the spokesmen for high­
er education, and perliaps 
justifiably so. 
The Michigan Council of State 

College Presidents has in re­
cent years become the spokes­
man for the nine state-support­
ed institutions of higher learn­
ing.

people seem to realize that it is 
during a time of prosperity that 
plans should be made for pos­
sible reverses later on. Even 
though recovei'y is I'olling along, 
slop and ask yourself a few 
questions. If you lost your job 
tomorrow, how Iniich would you 
and your family suffer finan 
daily? Are you snowed under 
by installment payments? Would 
a serious illness leave you strap­
ped? Have you hori-owed on 
your life insurance? 

Are You Overextended? 
A young acquaintance of 

mine, a man about thiily years 
old, was recently laid off by 
small company for which he had 
worked faithfully for eight 
years. He had been making 
$100 a week before taxes, but 
his lakc-iiome pay after federal 
levies was only $83.20, not in. 
eluding state taxes. And his 
monthly commitments are: $70 
for moi-tgage, inteitsl, and real 
estate tax; $63 on a 1060 ear 
$21 on a food-freezer; $12.50 on 
wall-lo-wall carpeting; $30 on 
go-now pay-later trip to Ihe 
West Indies with his wife; and 
$16.50 on a new color TV. 

Right now — and he has no 
salai'y coming in — he has de 
partmcnt-store bills amounting 
to several hundred dollars, $160 
owing on his last winter's fuel 
bill, and past-due light and 
phone bills. Merchants and .scr 
vice firms have already put him 
on a stricly cash basis. 

It is possible that this man 
is not typical of most young 
workers, but I am afraid there 
are altogether too many who 
would fit into this category. 

With full employment and oc­
casional raises, he might have 
pulled himself out of his finan­
cial jam. But my point is that 
he, like so many others, has 
greatly overextended himself. 

Victim of the Times 
l can't say that I wholly 

blame the young man for let-
ling himself get trapped. He is 
a product of the "unending" 
prosperity that has followed 
World War II. Like many oth­
ers, he has been bludgeoned by 
magazine, T V and radio ads 
into overloading. With more 
money to spend than he had

ever had before, he was tempt 
ed out over his depth. In 1940, 
families were spending only 
•iS'.'o of their incomes for the 
esseniials of living, with some 
55% left over for luxuries. By 
1.054, fixed charges were taking 
53% of income, with only 47';; 
left for disci'clionary buying. 
Since then the trend has con­
tinued in the same direction, 
until a substantial majority of 
a family's income is now eaten 
up by fixed charges such as 
food, rent, and installment debt 

This may be all right as long 
as a boom is in progress. But 
let a recession hit, or let strikes 
or automation layoffs become 
serious, and the heavy burden 
of installment eonimitnients 
which many people arc carry­
ing could mean economic ca 
tastrophe. 

Thrift Still a Wise Policy 
This troubles me, especially 

because I know that major cy­
cles of business overexpansion 
and depression will always be 
with us. The inevitable quirks 
of human judgment will see to 
that! Hence, the present all-out 
acceptance of installment buy-
ing as a peI-fcclly natural way 
of life causes me much con­
cern. 

Careless spending Is en-
couraged by any system that 
postpones payment for some-
thing you can get now with-
out waiting. 
As I warn my grandchildren, 

so would warn young people 
everywhere that prosperity is 

time for increasing financial 
reserves ... a time to put money 
aside in savings accounts, some 
of it for careful investment lat­
er on. 

Money in the bank Is one of 
the best types of insurance, — 
against unemployment emergen­
cies particularly. It Is fine to 
have a comfortable home, a 
new car, air conditioning, and 
many desirable luxuries. They 
induce happiness and satisfac 
tion. 

But what good is all this if 
your financial sense has been 
poor and the biil collectors 
give way to trucks coming to 
cart away the goods? 
I often think it takes even 

more intelligence, will power, 
and courage to plan for tomor-
row than it does to handle to 
day's obligations. Everybody 
— whether employer, worker, 
or landlord — should keep one 
eye on tomorrow (and the day 
after) in financial planning. 
Otherwise, he may end up in 
the same pliglit as my sadder 
but wiser unemployed young 
friend.

Michigan boasts no fewer 
than 84 winter sports ai'cas, 
and many iocai residents arc 
familiar with such popuiar 
I'csoi'ls as Cabcrfao, near 
Cadillac, Boync Mountain, 
near Boyno Falls, Nub's Nob, 
near Hariior Springs, and llic 
several I'osorts in tlio Gaylord-
Grayling ai'ea. 

Southeastei-n Michigan 
boasts a number of ski fa­
cilities, and scvei-al ai'c with­
in an hour's di'ive of this 
area. The closest of these, and 
the newest, is Alpine Valley, 
located off M-59, just four 

miles east of Milford road.

Summit has 12 runs 
and nine tows, and offers good 
c.x'erciso for hiking fans with 
its one- to five-mile-long 
cross-country trails. 

Summit has night skiing, 
and is open from 10 a.m. lo 
11 p.m. except Monday during 
the day. II offers an Austrian 
ski sciiool, and has rental 
eriuipmcnt and a snack bar. 

Mount Holly, located on the 
north end of Holly stale rcc-
roalion ai'oa, boasts the only 
chair lift in this part of the 
state. It also has the iai-gesl 
snow making" equipment in 
the middle west. 

Six slopes, a brand new 
T-bar lift and eight rope lows 

• can pI'ovide skiing for as 
many as 1,500 skiers at Mount 
Holly, which is on US-lO, just 
12 miles north of llie inter-
section of US-24.

Dear L.C-S,: 
On first reading, all of my 

sympathies were with you. This 
is only natural since you write 
lo me not as a disinterested 
observer of some unfortunate 
occasion, but rather as one with 

vested interest who wishes 
me to take sides with him. 

On second reading, 'I'' am 
struck with the uniformity o£ 
your concern only with your­
self and your feelings. Presum­
ably you have taken no interest 
in the reason lying behind your 
wife's desire to remain where 
she is. 

Regretfully, it is probably true 
you never placed much value 
on her wishes; an assumption 
I make because of the manner 
in which you write of her as be­
ing a ''type". Of course this 
may be no more than literary 
style, which, because of its In­
herent limitations, narro\Vs one's 
I'ange of c'ommunicatlori con­
siderably. Your wife may have 
more wisdom in lier wish to 
live up here than you realize. 
To move at such a late time of 
life to a location of unknown 
difficulties and uncertainties is 
an undertaking not to be' taken 
lightly. 

In my experience, older peo­
ple usually need families', plac­
es, and faces which are friendly 
and well known. This is partic-
uiarly true if any degree of 
senility has set in so that the 
mind Is not as sharp br as 
alert as it once was. Old folks 
removed from an environment 
to whicli they have becoirie ac­
customed over a periqd-qf years 
often die like fish out^'of'water 
and sometimes aimostailxluick-
ly. 

You would be wise to- heed 
your wife's views. Perhaps you 
could talk her into a vacation 
in B'lorida rather than making 
a permanent move. This should 
please you and hopefully she 
would enjoy it too. 

As for your comment that 
"now is the time lo live", I'm 
afi-aid you'i'e a little late; but 
perhaps olhei's can learn from 
your experience to do different-
ly for lliemsclves than they 
presently plan.

At first tliouglit it seemed cntirciy possible that at least 
half of tiie answei-s wouid deai with tlie same subject. 

Naturally, lliis wouid have made poor reading. And wiille 
we were tempted to "assign" ideas, we piaycd it sti-aiglit and 
let the replies fail wiiere they may. 

There ivere 10 different "most imporlanl" pi'o.ieeis. 

They ineUide: 

— a schedule for .sti'eet improvements in the city; 
— formation of a community economic develoiiment coni-

mittee; 
— consideration of a hospital authority; 
-— a new iibrary; 
— tighter zoning nnd building regulation-'! in the township; 
— an expanded recreation program; 
— reoi'ganization of the city DPW; 
— determination of community goals. 
— niore diversified sliopiiing facilities; 

— and lighting for the new high school athletic field. 

Three of these proposals are strictly departmental and 
depend upon tiie governing ixidy in charge to initiate iind 
cnmpiete (street scheduic, tighter zoning, e lc , and DPW 
change). 

While the others may have a close relalioiisliip to either 
the city, school district or township, they involve the' entire 
community and have a direct bearing on the welfare of ail 
residents of the area. 

They are nrejecls fliai could find liciii, if not c(Miiiilete 
direction, from :i chaniiirr of cnininerre cuiniinsed <if i»-
lere,',ls witii n rcai s'akc In ilic fulure of Neriliviiie. 

A chamber of commerce would be a Siamese twin to tlie 
economic deveiopiiient coniniittee. 

Therefore, ive propose the addition cf nunilicr l i ' to the 
"moft imiortant" projects: organization in l!l(i2 of a North­
viile chamber of commerce. 

To those residents of Northviile Heights wiio have been 
concerned aiiout the ".sinking house" — City Attorney Philip 
Ogilvie reported to the council Monday night tiiat government 
wheels are turning, though slowly, to liave the Iiouse removed. 

Now ihe property ol tiic Fedcrui Housing Autliority, 
Ogiivic said liiat part of the delay is "prnliahiy due io the 
efforts of officials io explain why iiicy financed sucli a 
house''. 

Slowly sinking, the vacant house has brought complaints 
from neighbors who fear injury to adventurous children. Ogil­
vie said that the house and lot wouid be advertised for sale 
by the government with the stipulation that the house must 
be removed and the land leveled.

Babson Park, M.iss., Only a 
few years ago automation was 
iillie more than a trickle with­
in the cconotiiy, but today it is 
a river .nnd tomorrow it will 
lie a flood. Tile gi'cal question is 
whether its obvious benefits wiii 
be outweighed by the problems 
that it raises — such as mass 
uiiempioyment. -

I have said before and I 
will say again thai there has 
never beon any indication 
that more machinery means 
fewer wori<ers. 

Look back, over the indusiriai 
hislory of this country, and you 
will find that there has been an 
unending outflow of more effi­
cient machines and yet employ­
ment lias soared fi'oni one new 
hcigiit lo anollicr siimiltanoous-
1.V-

Tiic siieer voiiiiiie of ma 
chines lo run mathincs is today 
almost incredible, and still ciii 
ployiiient keeps reaching ever 
higher. For the most part, our 
joblcssTiess is due lo an e.xplod 
ing population, a rather ini-
prcs.sivo gi-oup of people who 
would rallicr live on charity or 
unemployihent insurance than 
work, ami a rciuclance lo de 
veiop svviflly-paced programs 
to i-etrain and relocate woi'k-
ers displaced by the advance of 
leclinological improvements. 

The influx of automation has 
iicen so uncxpcctcKiiy i-apid that 
maIiy have been badly frighten-
od; they think we ai'e moving 
too fast tor our own good. 

Sonic wisli they wei'c living 
back a hundred, years ago so 
they wouid have fewer compii-
cations; others say they 
wouldn't want to bo around a 
hundred years from now witli 
things changing at such a pace. 
Even the labor movement — 
which has some pretty . fast-
moving men — is frigiilcncd by 
automation, and souio iaborites 
are crying aloud that there 
may not be any jobs in a few 
years. 

Let them be assured that 
'here will be plenty of jobs, 
— but many will be very dif-
ferent jobs.

The ehangc-ovcr to automat­
ed production is going to spread 
on lind on, and certainly no­
body wiii deny that a 'great 
many workers wiii have to move 
lo other joiis. This is a fact 
and must be faced. Farsighted 
experts iiave often warned that 
witliout automation, we wouid 
soon find wc would not have 
sufficiently laf'gc labor force to 
accomplisii our work, introduce 
now products, and maintain our 
prosperous standard of living 

i nolice that a good deal of 
human effort is still needed 
even in industries and offices 
where the most completely au­
lomatic pI'oce.sses have been in? 
sialled. It is said (hat a factbi-y 
could be buill so that every 
step ff'oiii raw maleriai lo final 
product couici be turned out iiy 

liandfui of peopie at pusii-
infltons. 

Keep in mind, however: Hit-
man brains must stiii work out 
Ihe entire scheme, and human 
hands must build, set up, start 
tend, I-epair, and maintain — 
and sometimes even stop! — 
tlicse "automalic" machines. 

It doesn't seem lo me that 
we arc going loo fast, every 
lliing considered. It cannot be 
denied that we in America are 
materially and .spiritually bet 
ter off than the people of the 
backward nations who liave not 
yet had any such machines. 

It might also be said that no 
workers in tho worid's iiistory 
ever had more iieaithful .wd at-
tractive working conditions or 
received better pay than our 
workers today. 

It is the machine that has 
helped to bring about this ' 
prosperity, and newer and 
mere amazing machines will 
bring still more in the years 
to come. 

I aiu particularly impressed 
by the fact that high-veioeily 
maehinei'y and aii forms of au 
tomation mean — and will con­
tinue to mean — steadily more 
spare lime for workers. There 
will be a greater opportunity 
for enjoyment of the home and 
the family, for pleasant and 
healthy do-it-yourself pursuits 

Even more impoitant: Per­
haps we can all employ some of 
this inei-easing spare lime to 
cultivate the spiritual values 
which we may have been ilc-
glccting while building up pure 
ly maleriai prospei'ity! 

Money lo operale slalc gov 
crnmcul, where and wlmni it 
will cniiie from, flil l luonis as 
the largest problem facing 
Michigan lawmakers. 

The problem reached ils peak 
dui'ing the year-long i!)59 ses­
sion of the legislature when 
state employes faced one pay-
less payday and wei'c llireaten 
ed with others. 

A $71.5 million deficil was on 
the books at Ihe end of the fis-
eal year in ,Iuly and lliere is 
no siii-c sign that the financial 
picture has improved since 
then. 

Legislaters this year will 
be hard pressed to find new 
sources of revenue to meei 
the demands for government-
al services. 

In the lflCl budget-writing pro­
cess, the Democratic adminis­
tration and the ncpiiblican leg­
islature were far apart on es­
timates of how much was need­
ed and llie amount which would 
be available for operations. 

It is siill a mailer of con.iec-
turc as to which was right, but 
llic two sides now appear lo 
be closer together on al least 
one point: that more money is 
needed than is available. 

Ilccent meetings of Iiolh par­
lies bi'oiiglit forth general agree­
ment that Michigan's citizens 
want services not now avail­
able under the present revenue 
pattern. 

It new money is to be forth­
coming, llic, only unanswered 
•qu'estlbh i-einaining is to find 
thombsl equitable means to tax 
Michigan cilizens lo provide it. 

Some Republicans feel mini-
mal opposition to the nuisance 
taxes which were allowed to ex­
pire last July indicated these 
might be desirable areas lo im­
pose new, permanent levies. 

The iicer and liquor, tele 
phono and telegraph, and ci 
garotte and tobacco interests, of 
course, contend their products 
and services are already taxed 
beyond reasonable limits. And 
there is some justification for 
their stand. 

Pessimists predicted iast year 
that if the four per cent sales 
tax were approved, it would 
soon be boosted again and 
again and again. There were 
no indications from any quar-
icrs that this was being consid­
ered. 

The business cofrimunity now 
complains loudly and with 
agreement in bolh parties that 
its taxes ai'e aiready too high. 

Many Republican lawmak-
ers have been heard in re-
cent weeks to say an income 
tax might he the iesser of the 
feveral undesirables. 

Gov. John B. Swainson, who 
proposed this method to the 
19B1 legislature as part of his 
fiscal reform program, said he 
iveicoiTicd Ihis stand by some 
members of the opposition par­
ty-

"We liavcn'l seen their votes 
on Ihe hoard yet, however," he 
said. "Speeches sometimes arc 
not hacked up when the voting 
buttons are puslied." ^ 

Swainson is sticking lo his 
position that he will not ap­
prove an income lax alone, how­
ever. 

'Tills would not bo the an­
swer," he said. "The total pic 
lure of our lax structure must 
be taken into account." 

Recognition by both parlies 
could mean they arc ready to 
sit down and seriously discuss 
liow to put Michigan back on 
the black side of the lodger. 

Any solution, liowevcr, must 
be designed to cover more than 
a single fiscal year. It must be 
a program which will keep 
Michigan's income gi'owing 
along with ils population and 
demand for .services. 

State Personnel Director 
Franklin K. DeWeld would 
like to dispel the common be­
lief that civil service provis-
ions prevent the discharge of 
incapable employes, 

in a recent 12-month period, 
220 stale civil service workers 
were fired, DcWaid said. 

"This record showed state 
agencies can and do fire unde-
siiabie employes," he said. 
"And this number of dismis­

sals is only a small percentage 
of llic number allowed lo resign 
when faced with removal pro­
ceedings." 

There are many wlio believe, 
however, tiiat tiie civil service 
set up leaves administrators 
without proper autliority to op­
erate as efficiently as other­
wise and that when a supervis­
or lodges a complaint about a 
subordinate, it is hi; I-alhcr than 
llic employe who goes "on 
li- ial ." 

The state's civil service work 
force of about 32,000 undergoes 

luI'nover of about 10 per cent 
annually, a civil service com-
mission I'esearch report shows. 

Tho study showed that a total 
of 6,735 stale employes have 
been fii-ed since Michigan's eiv-
ii service system was establish­
ed Iiy eonstitulionai amend­
ment in 1941. 

"Slate employes ai'e subject 
to annual service ratings by 
their supervisoI's or an interim 
service rating may be given at 
any lime," said DoWald. "Com­
mission rules provide an em 
ploye who receives a condition­
al rating for one period and 
fails to aciiieve a satisfactory 
rating for a subsequent period, 
or an employe who receives an 
unsatisfaclbry I'ating Inay bo 
dismissed."

W i x o m C o u n c i l O K ' s 

F e d e r a l P l a n n i n g A i d 

The Wi.\'oin city council last 
week approved contracts that 
wil l bring the city nearly $10,-
000 in federal aid for develop­
ment of a master plan. 

Authorization for Mayor Don­
ald Brooks to sign the contracts, 

. wiiicii were prepared by Vilican-
Leman & Associates, tlie city's 
planning consultants, and for 
payinent of tlie city's one-quar­
ter share of $3,478, will bring 
the city 59,522, Planning Con­
sultant Charles Lcman told the 
council. 

Leman said the city's partici-
pation in the federal govern­
ment's "701" urban planning 
project will mean the comple-
tion of the city's master plan, 
inel,;v , 1 thoroughfare plan, 
a utiiities plan and a public lIn-
provemonts plan, can be ac­
complished within two years. 
The total cost to the city for 
the plan will amount to about 
$11,700, he said. 

He explained that .piore than 
two years ago, the city contract­
ed with Viliean-Leman to pre­
pare a master plan for about 
$16,500. This, he said^ was clone 
before "701" was available in 

•Michigan. After about a year 

and one half of work had been 
completed, he continued, the 
federal assistance program be 
came available in this stale, so 
work was stopped until the city 
would make application for the 
federal funds. 

Now, Leman said, the city will 
be able to develop a complete 
master plan, including some 
planning that was to be left out 
of the original work, for about 
two thirds of the original cost. 

L E M A N said the contract? 
will now go to the state, which 
admifiisters the federal funds, 
and the city will receive its 
money as soon as the contracts 
are processed. He added that 
the st.,tn ••p^"!ve's .s?yen .per 
cent, or $012, as its paymnt for audit was not conducted until 

was due to addition of cover­
age for the volunteer fire de­
partment. 

Brooks said he end the 
council were disturbed about 
the unexpected increase be­
cause of its effects on the 
city's .budget. He askeil Cox 
whether the council couldn't 
be warned about such cl^ang-
es while it was working on 
its budget. 

Cox pointed out that the pay­
roll audit is carried out by the 
insurance coInpany, and said 
he, as the city's agent, had no 
control^over the time of the 
audit. The unexpected increase, 
he said, was not included In the 
original premiuIn, because, the 

what is to them a new and fas­
cinating subject — what may be 
done with surplus funds left 
over at the end of the fiscal 
year? 

Financial projections show a 
possible surplus of $30,000 by 
the end of the fiscal year, so 
Novi liiiiy "have a rather healthv 
balance by the end of the year if 
the current rate of expenditure 
is maintained," said Village 
President losepli Crupi. 

Administi-ativc Assistant Har 
old Ackley was quick to point 
out, however, l i ial two or three 
more storms similar lo those 
of the past two weeks could 
easily wipe out any surplus 
funds the village now has. 

Councilman Walter Tuck sug 
gested the surplus be used to 
purchase land for storage of 
DPW road sand and salt. 

We'll always need these ma­
terials," Tuck pointed out, "and 
we could use the money for pre­
paring the land for storing sand 
and salt." 

Crupi said the village should 
have a plan for developing its 
own DPW building sometime in 
tlie future. He pointed out that 
the village now pays DPW Di ­
rector Howard Miller $2,500 a 
year for rent of his building 
and equipment. 

"Over a 10-year period," he 
said, "this amounts to $25,000, 
which would buy us a pretty 
good DPW building and equip­
ment inventory." 

Crupi said the viliagc has had 
fortunate arrangement with 

administrative expenses. 
Tiie council also authorized a 

$500 increase in the insurance 
account lo pay a deposit prem­
ium on the city's workman's 
compensation policy. G. Ivan 
Cox, of Cox and Vopriieis, Waii­
ed Lake insurance agents, ex­
plained that the premium is 
based on the insurance com­
pany's payroll audit. He said

Village Administrative A.ssistant Harold Ackley and W i x ­
om Mayor's Assistant John Finlayson both repprted receiving 
notification from the Detroit legal firm of Pcvos and Pevos that 
Kovacs, wlio owns adjoining lands in the two communities, has 
filed suit to revert his property 
to Nov i townsiiip. 

The Novi portion of Kovacs' 
land is located on the south 
side of West road, next to the 
village limit. He holds approxi 
mately 20 acres in Novi, which 
is zoned M-3, general manu 
facturing. -

Kovacs' land In Wixom is 
directly across the boundary 
from the Novi portion. It con 
sits, of 34.13 acres, which is 
zoned R-3 residential. This land 
was sold to Kovacs several 
years ago by Mayor Donald 
Brooks. 

Village Attorney Howard Bond 
said he plans to enter an ap­
pearance in court, which means 
Kovacs can't claim a default 
for lack of answer or call for 
any new motions unless Bond 
has been notified. 

Bond said he will wait for a 
council decision before doing 
any more-than entering the ap­
pearance. 

Finlayson said Mayor Brooks 
would probably order city At 
torney David Utiey to follow 
the same steps Bond plans un 
til the city council has made 
a decision on the case. 

Kovacs is a member' of the 
village planning board, and 
owner of General Machine and 
Tool company on 13-Mile road. 
He filed suit under. the agri-

slate by Mrs. Mary Power for 
(Icveiopmcnt of a park—in ils 
dcvciopment of the Proud Lake 
recreation area. 

.Mrs. Power, who died in 1957, 
willed her 200 acres of farm 
land near 10 Mile and Wi.xom 
roads to the state for use as a 
park site. But back debts on the 
land forced the state lo auction 
it off, realizing after all set­
tlements a sum of approximate­
ly $68,000. 

Novi officials have contend­
ed the money should be used 
for development of a park in 
Novi because that's wiiere Mrs. 
Power's interests were. But the 
state contended the land had to 
be sold, so it can use tlie mon­
ey wherever needed. 

A State Attorney General's 
opinion last summer ruled out 
the use of the funds for develop 
mont of a Novi park because 
state laws say i l can only be 
used for land purchases, and 
not for development or main­
tenance. This blocked the pos­
sibility of Novi using the mon­
ey for park development, be­
cause Novi would have to use 
its own funds to develop and 
maintain any land turned over 
to it. 

Jacques said that despite 
the conservation department's 
Proud Lake plans, there is a 
possibility Novi can still obtain 
some state-owned lands. He ex­
plained that the conservation 
department would be willing to 
deed over land to tlie village if 
the iiighway department, which 
owes the conservation depart­
ment considerable funds, would 
deed part of its Novi hoidings 
lo the conservation department. 

Even if these lands '..weren't 
suitable for a parit-site, or if 
tiie village were unwiiiihg to 
spend money on deveiopment of 
the lands into a park, the prop 
erty would be useful to tlie vil­
lage for something like the 
DPW grounds, Jacques sug­
gested.

After brief conversation with 
Noiand, Daugherty and Larry 
Crowi, a cripple who lives at 
115 Parklow, Wallace Johnson 
pulled out a deck of cards and 
asked Crowl to play for drinks, 
BeGole said. 

Ci-owI told police, he had no 
money and wouldn't play with 
Johnson, so Johnson began call­
ing him names and being nas> 
ty. Noland' and Daughei'ty in-
Icreeded for Crowl, BoGoIe 
said, and biir owner Jdhn PoxIn 
told the four Chicagoans they 
would have to leave because 
they were causing a dislur-
banec. 

Noland and Daugherty tiien 
folioweii Ihc four out the door 
to compicte tiieir arguments. 
Moments later, BeGole said, 

thcy came staggering back into 
the bar and fell to the floor. 

Shortly after he and officers 
Dick Faulkner and Vern Loef-
fler arrived .BeGole said, the 
Walled Lake police reported 
that Goodaci-o and James Joim 
son had turned themseives in, 
saying they were innocently in­
volved in a shooting, 

Goodacrc and James John 
son claimed they had been hir­
ed to drive Turner and Wallace 
Johnson from Chicago to Novi. 
They said tiiey had notiiing to 
do with the shooting, and mere­
ly fled for their own safety. 

Turner and Wallace Johnson 
wei-e captured in the home of 
Joiinie Lee Tauibee, of 22937 
Siiawood. who is married to 
Johnson's sister. The arrest foi 
lowed a report from one of the 
bar's customers that Johnson 
looked like the brother of Mrs. 
Tauibee. 

Turner and the two other 
wounded men implicated Wal­
lace Johnson as the gunman, 
BeGole said. He added that 
Turner was mistakenly shot by 
Johnson as he fled on foot from 
the bar. 

Wallace Johnson was arraign­
ed before Noyi Justice of the 
Peace Robert K. Anderson Mon­
day, whei-c he was placed on 
bond and ordered bound over 
for circuit court. The other 
Joiinson, Tui-ner and Goodacre 
arc schcduied to be arraigned 
later this week. 

City incorporation eliminates 
an overlapping of governmental 
services that exists in a village-
township situation, settles the 
community's boundaries, pro­
vides an opportunity for charter 
revision if necessary, and may 
help sell the community's bonds, 
according to John J. Hunnewell, 
who spoke at Tuesday night's 
board of commerce-sponsored 
meeting on city incorporation. 

Htinnewell, manager of the 
research and publications di­
vision of the Michigan Munici­
pal League, said that the vil­
lage is still a part of its town­
ship, while the city is complete­
ly separated. This, he said 
eliminates duplication of gov 
ernmental services. 

He explained that the town­
ship must assess property, 
spread school, county and town­
ship taxes, collect these taxes 
and hold township, county and 
state elections. The village, he 
pointed out must also make as 
sessments, levy and collect tax­
es, and keep voter registrations 
for its elections. 

This is duplication of services 
which the city eliminates, he ex­
plained, because the city takes 
over the township's duties in 
these areas. 

Boundaries, which Novi knows 
all too well are not safe in the 
village, are protected from both 
annexation and disconnection 
under city incorporation, he 
said. Iij a village, he said, only 
those in the area affected may 
vote on annexation by anotlier 
community. 

But in the city, he added, a 
majority of the entire commun­
ity must also prove of the loss 
of territory. And disconnections 
under the agricultural act, which 
has been used to take several 

parcels of land from the v i l ­
lage, may not be obtained in 
cities of 5,000 population, Hun­
newell pointed out. 

Since a community cannot be­
come a city without ratifying 
a city charter, he said, the 
city incorporation procedure 
provides .an opportunity for re.: 
viewing the village charter and 
making any necessary eorree 
tion. 

Hunnewell added that a city's 
bonds are often more tempting 
to purchasers because the buy 
er knows the city's tax base 
will not be changed through an­
nexation by another community 
or disconnections. 

In answer to an audience 
question, Hunnewell said that 
the change to a city does not 
necessarily mean an upward 

change in taxes. He said that 
increased' taxes arc the result 
of iricreascd services, which a 
city would not provide unless 
its residents demanded them.. 

Board of commerce President 
Russell Button said ;n intro­
ducing Hunnewell that, he thinks 
incorporation is Ihe only anstver 
to tiie viilage's loss of assets. 

He pointed out that the move 
was begun when the township 
lost the Lincoln plant to Wix­
om, and said the village was 
the first step toward a city. 

Our boundaries are not safe, 
now," he said, "and if w e j ^ i l 
to incorporate, we wiil be sefv-,; 
ing notice to our neighboring i 
communities that Novi's fair 
game, and tlIey can come in 
and take a piece of it any time 
they want." -

P e t i t i o n s D u e M o n d a y 
Those interested in filing 

nominating petitions for posi 
tions on the city charter com­
mission must do so by next 
Monday, said Novi village At­
torney Howard Bond. 

He explained thafwhen Novi 
voters go to tlie polls next 
March, they will vote on the 
question of whether the village 
should become a city. 

"At the same tlIne." he said 
"the voters must select mem­
bers for tho charter commis­
sion to draft a new city cliar-
ter. If the city vote is favor­
able, the candidates for charter 
commission who receive tlic 

most votes will be electft^ -If 
the city proposal is voted id'owii, 
the vote on the candidates is 
meaningless." 

Bond added that a "yes" vote 
for the city in March does not 
mean the viiiage becomes a 
city. It is only after voter rati­
fication of the charter that the 
village would become a city, he 
explained. 

Between the time of, the 
March election and the possible 
ratification of the newly-draft­
ed charter," Bond said, "the 
viliagc would continue to oper­
ate as normal." 

S c h o o l B o a r d C o m p l e t e s 

S e c o n d a r y S i t e P u r c h a s e 
The Novi school board Mon­

day night completed its pur-
chase of the 80-aere secondary 
property at Taft and 11 Mile 
roads by voting to pay the re­
maining $56,800 as called for in 
the land contract for the pur­
chase. 

The rest of the $89,006 pur-
chase price was paid at the 
lime the arrangements were 
first made last year.,The prop­
erty, located on the southeast 
corner, across Taft road from 
the new Baptist church, wiii be 
tho future site of a junior iiigh 
building. A citizens' committee 
was recently formed to help 
plan Ihe program for this build­
ing. 

The board also hoard a re­

port from Superintendent Tom 
Culbert on his recent trip to 
Purdue University for a confer-
ence on airborne educational 
television. 

Culbert, wiio accompanied a 
number of superintendents from 
Oakland, Wayne and Macomb 
counties, said that beginning 
next year, schools intei-ested in 
participating in tiie program 
will pay a $200 annual member­
ship fee Pius a yeai'Iy rate of 
$l per student. 

Ho said Novi's cost would be 
about $1,000 if the schools de­
cided to enter the program. Dis­
cussion of the matter was put 
off to a later date. 

The board then approved a 
music-program for grades three 

through six. that will entail lis-
tening to Univei'sity of Michi-
gan-prepai-ed programs over the 
University's station WUOM-FM. 

Receivers for the F M station 
will be provided by funds from 
tho Mothers' Club-, Culbert said. 
The programs will be listened, 
to for a holf an hour on Tucs-
day and Thursday afternoons, 
he said. 

Tiie board received a prelim-
inai-y report from the eitlznes' 
study committee on finance. 
The group said it would be 
ready for its fin.il report next 
month, and the board set Feb-
ruai'y 7 as the date for a special 
meeting to hear the commit-
tec's recommendations.
