The great question is
whether its obvious benefits will
be outweighed by the problems
that it raises — such as mass
unemployment,

will say again that there has
never beCn any indication
that more machinery means
fewer workers.

Look hack.over the indusirial
history of this country, and you
will find that there has been an
unending outflow of more ecffi-
cient machines and yel employ-
ment has soared from one newleould be buill so that every
height to another simultancous-|step from raw material lo final
¥, product could be turned out by
a handful of people at push-
huttons.

Keep in mind, however: Hu-
man brains must still work out
the entire scheme, and human
hands must build, set up, start
tend, repair, and maintain —
and somelimes cven stop! —
these “‘automatic”’ machines.
It doesn’t scem {o me thal
we are going loo fast, cvery-
thing considered. It cannot be
denied that we in America are
materially and spiritually bet-
ter off than the people of the
backward nations who have not
yet had any such machines,

It might also be said that no
workers in the world’'s history
ever had more healthful and at-
tractive working conditions. or
received better pay than our
workers today.

It is the machine -that has
helped to bring . about this”
prosperity, and newcr and
more amazing machines will
bring still more in the years
to come, '

I am particularly impressed
by the fact that high-velocily
machinery and all forms of au-
tomation mean — and will con-
tinue to mean — steadily more
spare time for workers. There
will be a greater opportunity
for enjoyment of the home and
the family, for pleasant and
healthy do-it-yourself pursuits.

Even more imporiant: Per-
haps we can all employ some of
this increasing spare time to
cultivate the spiritual values
which we may have been ne-
glecting while building up pure-
ly material prosperity!

Iast week 10 of Northville's more active citizens were
" asked what single project they considered of greal import
for undertaking in the coming year.

Al first thought it seemed cntirely possible that at leasl
half of the answers would deal with the same subject.

Naturally, this would have made poor reading. And while
we were lempted o “assign” ideas, we played it straight and
let the replies fall where they may.

There were 10 different “most important” projeets.

They include:

The change-over {o automat-
ed production is going to spread
on and on, and ccrtainly no-
hady will deny that a great
many workers will have to move
to other johs, This is a fact
and must be faced. Farsighled
experts have often warned that,
without automation, we would
soon find we would nol have a
sufficiently large labor force to
accomplish our work, introduce
new produtets, and maintain our
prosperous standard of living.
I notice that a good decal of
human effort is still needed
even in industries and offices
where the most completely nu-
tomatic processes have heen in-|
stalled. 1t is said that a factory

— a schedule for street improvements in the city;

— formation of a community economic development com-
miltee;

— consideration of a hospital authovity;

— a new library;

— tighter zoning and building regulations in the lownship;
an expanded recreation program;
reorganization of the cily DPW;
determination of community goals,
more diversified shopping facilities;
— and lighting for the new high schoo] athletic ficld,

Three of these proposals are strictly departmental and
depend upon the governing body in charge to initiate and
complete (street schedule, tighter zoning, ele., and DPW
change).

While the others may have a close relationship lo either
the city, school district or lownship, they involve the entire
comminity and have a direct bearing on the welfare of all
residents of the area.

They are projects that could find belp, i not comnlete
direction, fram o chamber of commcrce composed of in-
terests with o real stake In the fulure of Northville.

The sheer volume of ma-
chines to run machines is today
almos! ineredible, and still em-
ployment keeps reaching cver
higher. For the most part, our
joblessness is due to an explod-
ing population, a rather im-
pressive group of people who
would rather live on charity or
uncmployment insurance than
work, and a reluctance to de-
velop  swiftly-paced programs
to retrain and relocale work-
ers displaced by the advance of
“ltechnological improvements.
The influx of automation has
heen so unexpectedly rapid that
many have been badly frighten-
cd; they think we are moving
too fast for our own good.

Some wish they were living
back a.hundred years ago so
they would have fewer compli-
cations; others  say they
wouldn't want to be around a
hundred years from ‘now with
things changing at such a pace.
Even the labor movement —
which has some pretty . fast-
moving men —-is {rightened by
automation, and some laborites
are crying aloud that there
may nol be any jobs in a few
years.

Let them be assured that
there will be plenty of jobs,
— but many will be very dif-
ferent iobs

a car on slippery pavement?

You touch the brakes, the rear end of the car swh?gs
ferward, you twist in your seat and suddenly you are looking

forward through your side vqindow.
What would you da?

1 talked about slippery roads and driving with Northvi.lle
Police Chiel Eugene King and L. B. Rice of the Automobile

Club this week.

They both noted the extreme hazardens conditions now
prevailing. And they offered suggestions that each of us have
heard before — that require only common sense application
but could hecome the difference belween life and death.

Their suggestions bear repeating:

— when roads are slippery, stay home unless il is abso-

lutely necessary to travel,

— wear seat belts, especially valunble to rider in the

“death seat™ (front right);

- drive at speeds lower (han limits when road con-

ditions are bad;

— allow mare space between cars than the recommended
one car length per 10 miles per hour when driving on slippery

roads;
— avoid streets with steep grades:
— remember that the shoulder of the rnad

offers more traction than the highway in icy conditions;

— softer tires provide more traction;

— when slipping turn your wheel in the epposite direction

of the slide (if rear wheels are sliding clockwise,
wheel counter-clockwise);

— avoid your brakes and remember that slight accelera-
tion and proper steering can often pull your car out of a turn-

ing slide;

— don't “overdrive”, and test conditions carefully; re-
member that roads change from morning until night.

We never know when a ‘decision to stay home or drive

He nevertheless emphasized
that general comprehensive li-
ability insurance is an “espec-
ial must” for the smaller com-
munities. A large damage
claim, he said, would be catas-
‘trophic for a small community
with little income.

.| flooded  basements resulling
from backed-up drains, Ewart
pointed out that the community
may not he held responsible
if the damage occurs as the
rcsu]t of an extraordinary rain
storm.
