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S P E A K I N G

You saw it in the headlines: "Ernie Kovacs Killed". 
His car skidded and crashed into a pole. 
It happens eveiyday. Tlie consequences aren't always 

fatal; and sometimes several lives are lost. 
Few accidents receive the headlines accorded a personage 

as well known as Kovacs. The tragedy should i-emind evei-y 
driver of Ihe split-second time that divides lifes fi'oni death. 

This winter we are experiencing one of the most hazardous 
periods for motorists of the lasl decade. Unseasonable rains 
followed by freezing temperatures and snow liave made driv­
ing around tlie block a lest hi courage and skUl. 

Is i l difficult to imagine yourself iiciiiiid the wheel ef 
a car en siipiiery pavement? 

You touch the brakes, the rear end of the car swings 
ferward, you twist in your seat and suddenly you are looking 
forward tlirough your side window. 

What would you do? 
I talked about .slippery I'oads ond driving with Northville 

Police Chief Eugene King and L . B. Rice of the Automobile 
Club this week. 

They both noted the extreme hazardous conditions now 
prevailing. And they offered suggestions that each of us have 
heard before — that require only common sense application 
but could become tlie difference between life and death. 

Their suggestions bear repealing; 
— when roads are slippery, slay home unless i l is alisn-

lulely necessai'y to travel. 
— wear seat belts, especially valuable to rider in the 

"death seal" (frnnl right); 
— drive at speeds lower than limits when road con-

dlilons are had; 
— allow more space between cars than the recommended 

one car ieiiglh per 10 miies per hour when driving on slippery 
roads; 

— avoid streets with steep grades: 
— remember that the .shoulder of the road frequently 

offers more traction than the highway in icy conditions; 
— softer tires provide more traction; 
— when slipping turn your wheel in the opposite direction 

of the slide (if rear wheels are sliding clockwise, turn your 
wheel counter-clockwise); 

— avoid your brakes and remember that slight accelera-
tion and projier steering can often pull your car out of a turn­
ing slide; 

— don't "overdrive", and test conditions carefully; re­
member that ro.ids change from morning untii night. 

Merc than 40,000 persons are kiiled on bur highways 
nnnnally, Thai's about i2D every day. 

We never know' wli'eh ii decision to stay liome or drive 
slowly was responsible for saving our life — or the lives of 
loved ones. 

We would know if the wrong decision had been made, liow-
ever. These .statistics are recorded — in the thousands. 
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Babson Park, Mass., In my 
1902 annual forecast for read­
ers 1 pi-edicled that retail 
trade will set fresh records dur­
ing Ihc new year. Nut all econo­
mists ai'C of llie same mind on 
Ihis matter, so I would like lo 
point out my I-casons for ex­
pecting liistoric liighs in retail 
buying in 1062. 

Retailers from the largest 
to the smallest, from the big 
cities to the tiny hamlets, 
could be affected by the de­
veloping trend. 

Firs l off, i l sliould be cm 
phasizcd Ihat workers' earnings 
have lieen climbing steadily 
ever since the depi'ession of the 
laiO's, Will i only an occasional 
Icmpoi'ary correction. The gains 
over the past ten years have 
been continuously gratifying, 
bringing up llie standard of liv­
ing for the country as a whole. 
More and more people have had 
enough money to put aside in 
bank accounts, insurance, mu­
tual funds, and other forms of 
investment. 

Since the beginning of 1852, 
average weekly earnings as well 
as average hourly earnings 
iiavo risen over 40'.i. Even af­
ler tax deductions, tlic basic 
condition and morale of the 
wage eai-ner has been steadily 
on the rise. 

To demonstrate that the up­
trend is still strong, i l sliould 
be noted that over the past 
twelve months liourly earnings 
have gone up 4'.;, and weekly 
earnings 7':;. The rate, as you 
can see, is still very healthy. 

Earnings vs. Living Costs 
The importance of liie great 

boost in earnings is liighlighted 
by the fact that, during tlie 
same period of lime, the retail 
price of goods and services has 
edged upwaid at a far less rap­
id pace. Tlic consumer price in­
dex of Ihe l^abor Department 
has, in fact, risen only a mod­
erate 13';;- during the past ten 
years. Over the past twelve 
months the gain has amounted 
lo only 1%, a far cry from the 
1% rise in weekly earnings 
mentioned above. 

I am proud indeed of our 
manufacturers and merchants 
who have thus succeeded In 
holding prices down while 

wages have been soaring ever 
higher. 

This is not an easy thing for 
them to do at a time, when llie 
squeeze on profits is ever tight­
er, and when labor unions are 
pei'sislenlly seeking new raises 
and more costly fringe bene­
fits. Ilut l am confident that 
astute ti-adesmen will lie able 
to hold their heads above water 
successfully in 1902, — at least 
pai-lly because of the lI-cmen-
dous retail luI-nover l l ial 1 an-
lieipale. 

The labor force has been 
glowing steadily, and the fam­
ilies of that force arc the na­
tion's buyers. While the imem 
ployment problem has been a 
serious headache for tlie Ad 
ministralion, i l has not affected 
selling seiiously, except in a 
few one-industry localities such 
as, for instance, coal mining 
centei's. 

Detroit can be badly hurt 
during a recession or at mo­
del-changing time, but em-
ployees laid off over the long-
er term can gradually he ab-
sorbed by other Industries 
spreading out into previously 
all-auto sections, 

l look for a continuing ex­
pansion of tiie working force 
and of employment generally in 
1902. Even the jobless rale, 
which has been liovering around 
7'; for about a year, has sud­
denly begun to move lower, and 
now stands, seasonally cori-ect-
ed, al C.l';'o. 

Government economists are 
i-cflecling more oplimJsm. One 
insider, in fact, recently esti­
mated that the unemployment 
rale may be down to 4.5";; or 
even loss by year's end. At any 
role, the current course of em-
ployment is now strongly up­
ward, the trend for unemploy­
ment gradually lower. 

The nervousness and doubt 
evident during the recession 
now seem lo have given way, 
newed courage and confidence 
with regard to domestic pros 
peels. Buying psychology in 1962 
will be far less cautious, and 
even luxuries will be a good 
deal easier to move.

The winter season is a less 
active one for most people than 
the summer months. 

State Health Commissioner 
Aibei-l Heustis warns llial the 
lessened physical activity may 
not be enlireiy lo biame for a 
iazy, tii-ed feeling common dur­
ing the winter. In fad , this 
feeling may be a first warning 
of a threat to life. 

'When the cold woallicr ap­
proaches, storm windows go up 
and most houses ai'e complete­
ly sealed off fi'om the outside 
air," Heustis said. "Tlie insid 
ious natuI'e of carlion monoxide 
makes it defy deleclion by llie 
human senses, and thus in 
creases the dangers iniiei'enl in 
this silent killer." 

Carbon monoxide is coloi'lcss, 
tasteless and odorless, and i l 
affects the liuman body grad­
ually. 

'It is vci'y important that fur­
naces be checked I'egularly," 
said Heustis. "Tlie combustion 
pI-oducts of any fuel: oil, gas, 
coal or wood, arc corrosive, and 
in lime can cause leaks in tlie 
combustion chamber of a fui--
nace. 

"Under certain conditions, 
carbon monoxide can be form­
ed by any of these fuels and 
with a leaking combustion 
chamber, tragic results can 
be expected," Heustis said. 
The health commissioner's 

point was proved recently when 
a Central Michigan couple was 
found dead in tiieir home, tiic 
victims of an accumulation of 
de.ndly caibon monoxide fumes. 

Stale government officials are 
looking far ahead lo two major 
non-official functions. 

Most stale agencies arc al­

ready making plans for their 
participation in the 1962 Michi­
gan Week In May, and Gov. 
John B. Swainson has called 
for attention lo llic state's con­
tribution to the Seattle World's 
Pair in June. 

Among the agencies with spe 
cific plans in the works for 
Michigan Week, May 20-26, is 
the Department of Public In­
struction headed by Superin­
tendent Lynn M . Bartlelt. 

Bai-llett, chairman of the 
school-college activities board 
for Michigan Week, has called 
for school administrators lo 
plan field trips lo business and 
industry as part of the ninth an­
nual salute lo state interests. 

Education Day during this 
year's observance will be May 
24. 

"Lights On" programs at 
night in the schoois to focus 
citizen attention on education­
al opportunities, open houses, 
or public assemblies in the 
schools were among Bartletf's 
other suggestions. 
Schools have been active in 

Michigan Week in the past. Last 
year a Kalamazoo grade school 
class staged an all-Michigan 
fair; high school students took 
over city offices in Mount Mor-
lis on Education Day, and post 
er, essay and speech contests 
wore conducted in other areas. 

June 19 has been set aside as 
Micliigan Day at the 1962 
World's Fair at Seattle. 

Swainson has asked any col­
lege, high school or other group 
with musical or entertainment 
units wliich might be interest­
ed in participating in the Mich­
igan Day program to contact 
this office. 

Tlie Governor will be the lop 
representative of the stale at 
the exposition. He said he and 
his family will fly to Seattle 
for the special salute to Michi­
gan. 

Plans call for an aii-port wel­
come for the Swainsons, follow 
ed by a motorcade through the 
West Coast city, a dedication 
Program at tlie Fair's Plaza of 
the States, and a luncheon in 
the Governor's honor. Swainson 
also will be guest of honor at 
a stale dinner given by Wash­
ington's Gov. Albert D. Rosel-
lini.

The law places him as a 
member of the Slate Adminis­
trative Board, Municipal F i 
haiice • Commission, the Stale 
Employes, Judges, and Probate 
Judges Retirement Boai-ds, Stale 
Police Pension Board, Coi'pora-
tion Privilege Tax Board, and 
Franchise Tax Appeal Board.

Dear Dr. Mudd: 
I'd like lo know — should a 

teenager go steady? 
D . M . 

Dear D . M . 
No, I don't believe so and in 

my opinion a pai'cnl wlio en­
courages such, a relationship by 
condoning it is doing his child 
an injustice. 

But why not, the teenagers 
ask? What's wrong about it? We 
don't do anything, (we're 
ashamed of) ... all the kids go 
steady, and i l is on tlic sti'englh 
of this last argument that par­
ents grant their permission. 

The "herd" is doing i l and 
adults, knowing the uncomfort­
able lonely feeling that not be­
ing in step with everyone else 
creates, are persuaded by this 
final argument. I believe that 
an urgent need on the part of 
an adolescent to "go steady", 
to concentrate most of his or 
her emotional energy in a sin-
gle boy-girl i-elationship, often 
reflects an inner insecurity. 

I have been impressed with 
(he, fact that more 'often thar 
not, "going steady" is more im­
portant as a bit of behavior 
rather than the particular per­
son with whom such a relation­
ship is formed. The concern ex­
pressed about teen-agers going 
steady is in excess of the mag­
nitude of tlie sociological prob 
lem. 

For not all teen-agers want 
to go steady. 

Indeed, the majority of emo­
tionally healthy adolescents pre­
fer less intense attachments than 

those who "go steady" demand 
of each olher. When the love 
and hate feelings in adolescenct 
become especially intense, it is 
"safer" to have someone near 
al liand on whom one can dc 
pend. 

Now, even as I point out 
these things, l know of many in­
stances where one who is ulti­
mately to become a marriage 
partner is chosen very early 
during the teen years. Mature 
love and mai-riages of undoubt­
ed and sometimes spectacular 
success may be the consequenc­
es. 

But this is not the rule. 
The tension-casing dependency 

upon a "steady" is more often 
than not the consequence of 
mutual anxiety and loneliness 
than of a budding maturity of 
love. In my experience there is 
a direct relationship between 
teen-agers with school problems 
and their "going steady." It 
is not that the latter is the 
cause of the former, but rather 
that both, at least in clinical 
practice, are evidences of un-

dcrlying and unsuspected emo­
tional disorders. 

What can be done? 
Once more, there is no magic 

technique, but each situation 
must be specifically studied 
and appraised. II is not enough, 
nor of any particular benefit lo 
apply generalities. There is no 
such thing as well fitting, ready 
made advice for all contingen­
cies. 

Such help as there is must be 
"custom-tailored" and Ihc fit­
ting of it is far better carried 
out under liie auspices of the 
parents than in a doctor's office.

"Research is moving toward 
new clues to combatting lliese 
diseases," she said, "and com­
plete prevention is foi-seeable — 
if there arc sufficient funds to 
cari-y on the programs. Only 
you, and I, and our neighbors 
can see to it that these pro­
grams are continued — through 
our conti'lbutions to llie March 
of Dimes." 

A total of $32,812 in March of 
Dimes funds were expended by 
the Nalionai Foundation during 
1961 to piovide patient aid for 
187 Oakland .county residents 
who suffered from one of the 
three major cripplers now un­
der attack by the foundation, 
Mrs. Marchelti said. 

In the past 16 years, she said, 
Novi victims of Ihese lenible 
crippling diseases have receiv­
ed more than $4,600 in patient 
aid from the March of Dimes. 

Despite the declining incidence 
of polio since the development 
of the Sabin and Salk vaccines, 
she added, a total of $336 was 
needed for care of two polio 
victims in the area last year 
There ai'e also three inactive 
polio cases in Novi who are 
eligible for assistance should 
they need H. 

Because tlicrc are slil l large 
numbers of Amcf'icans wlio are 
inpi'otecled by anti-polio vac 
nes, slic said, there will slill 

be polio victims in tiie near fu­
ture, and the costs are often 
far nioi-e than the average fam-
ly can stand. 

This is why the National 
foundation has dual roles as 
researcher and financial assis-
ant — to combat polio and the 

olher crippling diseases, while 
still assisting liiosp who now 
suffer fi'om them, Mrs. Mar-

hclti pointed out. 

Building aclivily in the North­
ville, Novi, Wixom area in lOfji 
i-eached a total of $1.5 million, 
combined reports of tlie com­
munities reveal. 

There were a total of 14 per­
mits issued in Northville for 
new houses last year, reports 
Cily Clerk Mrs. Martha Milne. 
These rcpi'esent an estimated 
value of 3232,900, for an avei'-
age of $16,650. 

InduslI'ial and commercial 
building permits in the city to-
laled only seven, she said, but 
liicir estimated value was high-
or, al $390,000. The largest com-
mercial building permit was for 
the new Kroger store, wliich was 
estimated al $160,000, 

In the township, said Clerk 
Mrs. Mai-guerite Nortlirup, 19 
residential permits were issued 
in 1361. Tliese had a total value 
of $378,400, for an avei-agc of 
$19,900 each. 

There were only three com­
mercial permits, she said, total­
ing $108,000. Tiic largest of these 
was for a Lutheran churcli, 
which was estimated at $50,600. 
Running close behind was the 
addition to the Haller com 
pany's offices, which was esti­
mated al $48,000. 

Novi also issued 19 residen-

tial permits, for a total esti­
mated value of $321,000, said 
Clerk Mrs. Mahlc Ash. Eight 
commercial permits for the vil­
lage had a total value of 
$72,500. 

The lai-gesl of the commer­
cial permits was for a church 
addition, which was valued at 
$25,000. 

In Wi.xom, said Mayor's As­
sistant John Finlayson, only 
two permits were issued for new 
residences in 19G1, one for 
$14,000 and llio other for $20,000. 

There were also 530,000 worlli 
of commercial permits, he said, 
$17,000 of which was for two 
swimming pools. The rest of 
Wi.xom's 48 permits were for ad­
ditions and impi'ovcments, lie 
added.

A r e a Couneilmen Attend 
Municipal League Talks 

Vleet-the-Candldates 

Night Being Planned 
The Novi board of commerce 
ill hold a meci-the-candldales 

night to accfuaint voters with 
the 13 charter commission can­
didalcs, said boai-d Pi'csident 
Russell Button, who is one of 
the candidalcs. 

The meeting will be held 
March 9, tlie Friday before tlie 
election, he said, and the .hoard 
hopes lo meet earlier wiih the 
eandidnles lo scuic plans for 
the mceling. 

Representatives of Novi and 
Wixom joined those from many 
southeastern Michigan com­
munities al llie annual regional 
Michigan Municipal League 
meeting at Pleasant Ridge I-e-
centiy. 

Among the panel discussion 
subjects wei'e assessments and 
equalization; inler-governmenl-
al cooperation, including such 
sei'vices as garbage and rubbish 
disposal, water aulliorily, storm 
and sanitary sewers; and mun 
icipal tort liability and insuI'-
ance. 

Al l but the latter subject dealt 
with specific prolilems and pro. 
jcels in the Pleasant Ridge 
area. 

The discussion of liabilities, 
led hy Louis C. Andrews, Jr., 
staff attorney for the League, 
and William Ewart, Pontiac 
city attorney, drew tlie most 
interest from "outside" com-
munilies. It concerned Ihe re­
cent decision (Williams vs. De-
troll) by the Slate Supi'ome 
Coui'l thai rendered municipali­
ties liable for a broad variety 
of damages. 

Before the Williams decision, 
municipalilies were imniunc to 
many lypes of damage suits. 
But, said the speakers, these 
immunities had been slowly dis­
appearing over the yeai-s as 
court decisions kept whittling 
down the areas which tiiey cov­
ered. 

The court's action in the Wil­
liams case simply removed the 
last of these protective Immuni­
ties, they said. They pointed 
out that municipalilies have 
long been liable for damages 
and injui'ies resulting from ac­
cidents involving such things as 
defective sidewalks, 

(Andi'cws noted, incidentally, 
that an oft-times forgotten stale 
law provides lliat jnunicipalilies 
may levy an extra five mills 
- if tiieir funds ai'c insufficient 
— for one year to pay for llie 
repair of streets and sidewalks.) 

Some of the new liabililies 
for wliich municipalilies woi-e 
not responsible before liie Wil­

liams decision include such ac­
cidents as a pedcsli'ian tripping 
on a fire liose sli'clchcd across 
a sidewalk, or a youngster be­
ing killed while playing on a 
community-provided playground 
the lawyers noted. 

One of the major problems 
now facing municipalilies — 
and school districts — because 
of the court's decision, saitl An­
drews, is thai of obtaining llie 
most protection from the least 
expensive liability insurance. 

A few bad experiences, lie 
said, |n which the courts may 
award sizeable damage claims, 
could very easily I-esult in the 
skyrocketing of insurance rates. 

lie ncverllieless emphasized 
that genei'al comprehensive li­
ability insui-ance is an "espec­
ial must" for the smaller com­
munities. A large damage 
cla'imi he s'aid, would be calas-
Irophic for a small community 
with little income. 

A inember of tlie audience 
I'ajsed the question of a munici­
pality's liability in llie case of 
flooded basements I-esulling 
from backed-up drains. Ewavl 
pointed out thai tiie community 
may not be held responsible 
if llie damage occui's as tlic 
result of an cxti'aordinary rain 
slorin. llowevfer, he noted, Ihe 
extent of liability, even in a 
case of Ihis soi't, is unclear in 
tile light of the court's decis-
ion. 

Andrews conimenled that llie 
League's board of directors had 
gone on record in urging the 
Legislatui'e to pass a two-year 
moratorium on inunicipai liabil­
ity. Tills drew n pi'olesl from 
James Claf'kson, former Demo­
cratic stale representative, nnd 
now mayor of Soullifield, who 
contended thai the boai'd had 
no authority lo act for llie 
member municipalities. 

In i'cply, Andrews said the 
boai'd's stand was not controver­
sial, nnd was simply a request 
that the Legislature hold a mor-
aloi'ium unlil the slate's com­
munities Iwd had ample oppor­

tunity lo conduct a lliorough 
study of the liability problems 
raised hy the eoui'l decisions. 

lage and relurned it lo town­
ship status have done so lo 
avoid paying village taxes. 

" B u i , " he said, "these people 
are receiving the same sei'vices 
as the rest of llie village — all 
because of Ihe village's ar-
I'angement with the township lo 
provide sucli services as police 
and fire prolecllon in i-elurn for 
use of the township hall ." 

When the village was form­
ed, he said, tlie arrangement 
with the township was fair to 
both sides because the cost of 
providing these services was 
about equal lo the township's 
costs in maintaining the town­
ship hall. 

"But as the village loses por­
tions of its tax base because of 
the disconnections, it also gains 
increased township area lo ser­
vice, and the arrangement is 
no longer as fair," Crupi de­
clared. 

Village, Attorney Howard 
Bond pointed out that the or­
iginal agreement was reached 
with tile thought that the town­
ship area would remain the 
same, as would the village's tax 
base. 

"But among all the discon­
nections, there is such a lai'ge 
assessment area — all escap­
ing village taxes — that the 
agreement is no longer fair. If 
tlieie is to be the same level of 
service lo both the decreased 
village area and the increased 
township ai-ea, there should be 
some change in the agi-eement," 
Bond slated. 

Township Supervisor Frazer 
Staman poinled out that the vil­
lage now receives sales tax re-
bates fi'oni the slate'that the 
township used to receive. 

"Yes, but our police depart­
ment budget of $54,000 takes up 
the entire village lax. Our fire 
department e.Npcnses and the 
costs for all the other services 
we provide must come from llie 
revenues from sources outside 
the village," Crupi answered. 

"How often do the fire trucks 
enter township ai-eas'?" Slaman 
asked. 

Crupi poinled out that even 
though there might not be a 
single call to the township over 
any given period of time, there 

ai'e sli l l fire department ex 
penses such as I'eplacemenl of 
worn equipment, the special 
fire telephone, service to the 
fire truck, and so on. 

"What you're getting," he de­
clared, "is the assurance that 
any time you need to call a fire 
truck, it will be there ready lo 
n ovo inlo service." 

Township Ti'uslco Emery Jac­
ques asked what soi-l of ar­
rangement Ihe council would 
consider fair. 

Crupi answered lliat the coun­
cil had never discussed i l , but 
poinled out that when Wixom 
received Novi fire protection, i l 
paid $3,000 a year for a certain 
number of calls plus additional 
charges for any calls above lhal 
number. 

Slaman poinled out that the 

township owns most of the fire 
equipment. 

"If I iiorrow your lawn mow­
er," he said, " l don't charge 
you if 1 cut your lawn. But if I 
cut someone else's lawn with 
your mower, that's a different 
pi'oposition." 

The village is sli l l part of the 
township, nolcd (Councilman 
Dean Lenlieiser, and residents 
of both village and township 
have an equal slake in the town­
ship assets. 

"We'i'e talking about the 
costs of the service," Crupi 
agreed, "nol the ownei-ship of 
the equipment." 

Jacques suggested the board 
and council discuss the matter 
separately and study possible 
solutions in prepai'ation for an­
other meeting at a later date.

Tile Wixom community blood 
bank collected only 39 pints 
wlien i l held a donation center 
last Friday, reported Mrs. Jo­
seph Stadnik, cliairman. This 
figui-e eonslitutes the lowest col­
lection since the bank was oI'-
ganized, .she said. 

The donations bring the bank's 
balance to 87, she said, which 
is just five more pints than the 
last cenlcr collected about a 
year ago. 

"We hope we do better wIk n 
we hold our next collection, in 
Oelober," she said. Slie added 
lhal because of the costs in­
volved, llie Red Cross, whicli 
supplies equipment and trained 
personnel for tlIe donaion cen­
ters, aims al collecting near 100 
pints. 

Mrs. Stadnik said community 
blood banks are set up in co­
operation with llie Red Cross so 
lhal each community will have 
nn account inlo wliicli its I'esi-
dents donate tiieir lilood. 

Tlicn, she said, when one of 
Ihe residents of the community 
lias a need for blood, he is al­
lowed lo defray the costs by 
"charging" them to the com-
numily's account. 

Tlie Red Ci-oss, she said, 
•schedules lis donation centers 
so that i l always has a suffi-
eient supply of fresh blood for 
normal circumstances. 

This sui'inounls the problem 
of storing wliolo blood,-which 
may lie kept for only 21 days, 
she said, so that n eommunity 
may iiavc a year-round blood 
supply. 

A l l the bloud collected al the 

annual donation centers is turn­
ed over to the Red Cross, whicli 
puts it to immediate u.se. When 
Ihe community wishes to draw 
upon its account, she explained, 
the balance, on paper only, is 
i-educcd, and the Red Cross 
turns over the amount of the 
debt to the hospital or olher 
agency to which the communi­
ty owes blood ' 

"In this manner," she said, 
"tlie community can supply 
blood lo its residents no mat­
ter where their need arises. Tlie 
service can even be extended 
overseas thi-ougli the Red Cross 
branches in Eruopo and other 
areas of the world." 

Blood can only bo obtained 
from the community's account 
hy a release from Mrs. Stadnik, 

Who also doubles as the releas­
ing chairman. SlIc said any 
community Icsident who has a 
ncetl for blood or blood credit 
my conlact her. 

Mis . Sladnik added that she 
wishes to thank the donors who 
attended Friday's collections, 
the Red Cross and tlie 35 volun­
teer workers who aided the Red 
Cross.

This "open-mindedness" is an 
enviable and necessary trait for 
homemakers who want to'be 
come crcr:tive cooks, asserts Mrs. 
William Bostick, assistant pro­
fessor of home economics at 
Wayne State university, who 
.spoke before the Northville Wo-
man's club Friday. 

"Oysters and snails may nol 
sound very appetizing, but have 
you ever li-ied them'^' queried 
,Vlrs. Bostick. " l make my stii 
dents ti'y Ihcm, unless Ihey can 
pi-oduce a note from their doc­
tor saying they can't. Food, af­
ter all, is g-oing lo be tlieir busi­
ness." 

A delightful blend of wit and 
wisdom threaded Mrs: Bostick's 
commenlary. 

"Housewives don't learn to 
be housewives by osmosis," 
she emphasized. "Women 
don't become meticulous 
housekeepers, model mothers 
and expert cooks simply be­
cause they're women," addsd 
the home economist; "they 
have to learn." ' 
WhcII it comes to cooking, to­

day's iiornemakers can gel a 
wcailh of assisl.mce that wasn't 
available to Iheir ancestors. 
Mrs. Bostick pointed to ready 
mixes, prepared foods, cold sto­

rage, I'efrigeralion, freezing 
and dehydration as boons to the 
modern homemaker's accelci'-
atod schedule. 

These refinements, she said, 
ai'e also reflected in the type of 
foods eaten. 

"We could not sit down to 
meal at colonial Williamsburg 
wilh our present digestive .sys­
tem. We have a different .sot of 
inleslinal flora and fauna. 'I'hr 
spices and seasonings used in 
foods then would he loo much 
for us. But Ihey were necessary 
in their day because nf llvo 
ways food was preserved." 

Our cooking, she explained, 
reflects llic "naturalistic" scho­
ol, which is eharnclcrized by 
an endeavor lo conserve origin-
al flavoI's. This slie conlrasled 
to the other basic styles ol 
cooking, French and Chinese 
cuisine. "The use of seasonings, 
herbs, wines anrl sauces to 
bring oul, enhance, the thivni 
of food lynifies the French 
style, whereas Chinese cuisine 
uses seasonings lo change llic 
natural flavor." 

'Our need for variety lead;. 
us to experimenl," noted Mrs. 
Bostick. And hy experimenl in;;, 
she feels the homemakcr can,be­
come ci'cative in her cookin,.;, 

"Cooking is not work if you 
think of it as a creative ex-
perionce. Think ahead. Pian 
in advance. Reed cookbooks 
and books about food and 
food preparation for ideas. 
; "One distinctive dish can 

miiko your meal memorable. 
Your food expi'osscs you," 

Mrs. Bostick compared the 

cook lo an ai'list. While the art­
ist is able lo affect one human 
sense, lhal of sight, she noted 
lhat a cook can stimulate Ihi-ee 
senses with her ai'Usti'y: smell, 
lasic and sight. 

All the more i-cason, advised 
:he home ceoiioniisi, for the 
homemakcr lo consider the 
basic elements of color, flavor, 
.cxliirc, method of preparation 
and form or shape in planning 
menus. 

"I'lri sure each of you has 
al one time or another sal down 

a meal lhat you thought 
miglil roll away from you," she 
told her delighted audience An

An epidemic of "getting-into-
eollege-ilis" is sweeping the 
country. Parents generally come 
down with it first, but their 
children soon develop the same 
symptoms of tension, with alter­
nating chills and fever. 

lf you're losing sleep because 
you're afraid that increased en 
rollmcnts will crowd your child 
out of college, you can throw 
away the barbituates. The Mich­
igan and National Education As­
sociations report that things 
aren't as bad as you may have 
been led to believe -— unless 
your family hopes are pinned on 
one of the highly competitive 
so-called prestige colleges. 

Somewhere in the nation 
there is still space in an ac-
cI edited college for every qual-
ificd high-school graduate, ac-
cording'to the MEA and NEA. 
Theoretically, there may be one 
perfect college for your child. 
Practically speaking, however, 
there are probably many col­
leges among tlie more than 
2,000 accredited institutions of 
higher learning in the United 
States that arc equally suited 
for hiiT). 

Of course, there's no way to be 
sure in advance that your young­
ster will succeed in college. 
Many factors should be weigh-
ed, including his self-reliance 
or lack of it, his interest in 
school work, and his general 
health and energy level. How­
ever, his school record, espcc 
tally in the last three years of 
high school, will give the best 
over-all indication. In most cas-

es, above-average intelligence 
and achievement will be requir-
ed for acceptance by accredit­
ed colleges offering convention­
al programs. 

One of the many fine junior 
colleges may also be the answer 
if your youngster wants to con­
tinue his academic studies only 
two years beyond high school, 
if he is pursuing a career 
which requires only two years 
of college. If he wants to re­
ceive a diversified college back­
ground before applying to a 
four-year institution, and many 
other reasons. By 1970, it is es­
timated by the MEA that more 
than two million students will 
be attending junior colleges. 

The final selection of a college 
rightfully belongs to your young 
ster, but you (and the high 
school' cdimselbr) should poiht 
out which factors need to be 
considered. Before doing so, be 
clear in your own mind which 
ones are really important and 
which are not. 

These, for example, are some 
of the Ifess important consider­
ations: 

Slop .clanging the cymbals for 
your old college, lis teachers, 
social .life, campus activities 
and athletics have changed 
since your time. Besides, its 
standards of admission have 
probably gone up so that you 
cotddn't get in yourself now. 
' Don't take too seriously sug-
gestions by acquaintances or 
distant'relatives. They aren't 
in a good position ts know 
how well suited the colleges 
are for your son or daughter. 
Don't let the matuIg instinct 

control, your choice of a col 
lege.~(;raduates of women's col-
leges'aire just as likely to mar-
ry as graduates of co-education­
al institutions. 

Don't count on the prestige 
of a college rubbing off on the 
man. A college smothered in 
ivy will not guarantee status, a 
large income, and a paragraph 
in Who's Who. No college can 
supply a student with brains he 
didn't bring with him. On the 
other liaiId, all accredited insti­
tutions offer the student a 
chance to make something of 
himselL 

Here are some of the fac­
tors which are important in 
selecting a college: 

The most important of all is 
whether the college is right for 
your youngster in terms of his 
motivation, goals, abilities, in­
terests, needs, and personality. 
What makes a college right for 
your child may involve many 
items including its size, loca 
tion, facilities, admission re­
quirements, and the kind of in­
tellectual demands placed on a 
student by the faculty. 

Remember that a college ed-
ucation should prepare a stu­
dent for living as well as earn­
ing a living and that wisdom 
is an even more valuable com­
modity than knowledge. 

Family finances often play 
the' cohtroUmg factor In tlIo 
choice of a college. Annual costs 
may vary from a top of $4000 
down to very little in tlIe case 
of a student who lives at home 
and attends a public tuition-
free college. Remember that 
scholarships and other financial 
aids are available for qualified 
students. 

While waiting for acceptance 
by a college, help your child to 
realize that his success docs not 
depend upon admissiqp to any 
one college. No matter where 
he goes he's likely to find more 
books than he can read in four 
years, more equipment than he 
can master, and teachers who 
will be wiser-than he is even 
when he is a senior. 

Finally, remember that if 
your chil(l doesn't want to go to 
collegfe ' — even after proper 
counseling — there's no point in 
pushing him. His career is not 
necessarily blighted if he 
doesn't go to college; in fact, 
immediate work experience or 
a tour of military duty may be 
the best thing for. him. After 
such experiences his ideas about 
college may be clearer.

As soon as tlie necessary pap­
ers can be drafted, E. V Ellison, 
director of administrative ser­
vices for the schools, and Nelson 
Schrader, recently named head 
of a citizens committee to raise 
funds for lighting and seats at 
tlie high sciiooi athletic field, 
will call on the Municipal Fi­
nance commission in Lmsing to 
iisk approval of a S'1i,500 rev-
cnue bond issue to finance the 
proposed facilities. 

The board of education en­
dorsed the idea of a revenue 
bond plan Monday night. Schra­
der came to the meeting to air 
questions, mostly legal, which 
he said ought to be clarified 
when Ellison meets with the 
schoois' bond attorney prior to 
the Lansing trip. 

If the finance coInmission 
oit^s the bond issue, it would 
thwbe the job of Schrader and 
his committee to soil the bonds, 
unless a bonding agent offered 
to buy the issue, which school­
men seem to feel is unlikely. 

Last week board members 
passed Secretary Donald Law­
rence's motion to guarantee an-
nual payments of $5,060 from 
athletic receipts over 12 years 
to redeem the bonds. At the 
saihe time they set the $41,500 
goal based on tentative figures 
of $24,000 for seats 'and $17,500 
for lights.

field improvements, Schrader 
suggested that school officials 
review the present system of is­
suing passes to high school 
games.

The study, underlakeITatlhe 
suggestion of the city council, 
strongly urged formation of 
.such a group and proposed that 
it should: conduct an industrial 
survey; compile information on 
the need and advantages of lo 
eating industry and business io-
caily; recommend zoning and 
otiier proposais relative to the 
government's role In economic 
development; proiiiotc the area 
through advertising and publici­
ty; provide assistance to pros­
pective and existing businesses. 

Last week's initial session 
was devoted chiefly to discus­
sion of the general function of 
an economic development group 
and iiow to properly organize. 

lt was agreed that tiic group 
wouid concern itseif with prob 
icms of the entire community 
— generaily described by tiie 
boundaries of the school dis­
trict. Promotion and proper de­
veiopment of commercial as 
well as industrial complex of 
the community was efnphasized. 

While definite steps towards 
organization were left until the 
next meeting -— Wednesday, 
January 31 — incorporation of 
the group was mentioned as 
strong possibility. 

This would permit flexibility 
in acquiring of sites for possible 
iJidustrial or commercial de­
velopment. It was pointed out 
that such a corporation could 
obtain options on numerous de­
sirable sites thereby avoiding 
purchase problems for pros­
pects. Funds for this operation 
could be raised by subscription 
from private individuals seek­
ing such investments. It was 
further noted that the corpora­
tion could construct buildings 
under the same plan, leasing 
the building back to the busi­
ness firm. 

Provision of proper utilities 
(water and sewer) was also dis­
cussed. 

Special attention was given 
to the impossibility of granting 
any tax relief inducements.

This week he discovered that 
there (i.s also strong opjiosition 
to rehabilitate ii 90-aere parcel— 
in this instance by further .s;ind 
and gravel mining rather than 
"filling". 

About 25 township residents 
attended a hearing before the 
boai'd of appeals Tuesday nighl 
at which time Attorney Her­
man Moohlman presented a pe­
tition from Hayes for a permit 
to mine the 90-acre "Bonner" 
parcel on~Seven Iwile road. 

While Moehlman asked for 
an immediate answer, questions 
raised by board members as 
well as the audience prompted 
Chairman Gunnar Stromberg to 
postpone the decision for fur­
ther study. 

Specifically, the Hayes' peti­
tion asked permission to mine 
the 90-aere site for six yeai's 
when the area wouid be "avaii 
able for use" as a subdivision 
or golf course. It continued: 

1. Where the present level of 
the property is too high for 
residential development, it will 
remove such sand and gravel 
from such hills as is necessary 
to bring it within grade. 

2. No soil on presently level 
ground will be removed except 
in those areas where it intends 
to make man-made lakes. 

3. It agrees to make a series 
of man-made Jakes on the sub 
jeet property. 

4. It agrees lo deposit as se 
eiirily the sum of $5,000 either 
in cash or performance bond 
to indemnify that all land cov­
ered by this permit will be de-
vclopcd so as to insure that at 
the termination of operations, 
the land can bo used as a resi 
dcntial subdivision or goif course 
or other such use. 

According to Moehlman, 
Hayes has optioned the Bonner 
property. 

After two hours of discussion 
the board concluded that an en­
gineering and land-use study 
should be made before any con­
clusions are reached? 

Board Member John Miller 
was the fii'st to raise objections 
lo tho proposal. "This seems 
pI'ctty loose. We don't know 
liow much gravel is to be re­
moved — and there doesn't 
seem to be much in the way of 
guarantee that the plan will be 
carried out", he stated. 

Audience members were also 
critical of the small perfor­
mance bond. 

Suspicion that the area 
might be used for a landfill 
was also expressed. 
"This is not a landfill request. 

The idea is lo shape and de­
velop the area", Moehlman in­
sisted. 

Objections were raised by the 
R. S. Howclls and Ray Cari'oll, 
opponents of Hayes' landfill 
plan, and by the D. H. Clarks, 
who supported the landfill plan. 
The Clark properly Is adjacent 
to the Bonner property on Sev­
en Mile road. 

Other objectors included the 
H. B. Putnams of Seven Mile 
road and R. H. Rinehart of 
Bradner road.

cd upon the beard to cease 
mining operations in ihe town­
ship and bring about a plan 
for orderly restoration of 
blighted property. 
Befoi'e the meeting conclud­

ed, Township Attorney James 
discussed the issue which he 
called a very emotional ques­
tion that has existed for many 
years". 

He pointed out that sand and 
gravel mining is a eompietely 
legal operation that cannot be 
denied by the appeals' board 
unless it can be proven that such 
an operation is delrimcntai to 
the "hcailh, weifare, safely or 
morais" of the community. He 
said the coui'ts wouid not per­
mit interference with the con­
stitutional property rights of the 
owner. 

"It is within tlie jurisdiction 
of the iioaiil to establish safe­
guards. They do not have lo 
accept tiiose submitted by 
Hayes, but whatever the stip­
ulations they must be reason­
abie", he cxpiained. 

He pointed out tiiat it is also 
the board's responsibility to see 
that the land is left in proper 
condition for use and that ad-
joining land is not devaluated. 
He pointed to Ihe township fund 
now established for milling op­
erators since adoption of the 
ordinance that provides money 
for restoration of the land. 

Littell suggested that there 
was merit Id the Hayes plan 
that should be considered. Lit-
tell's conclusions were drawn 
from his experience ot the 
court's position in such mat­
ters. 

The meeting concluded when 
Moehlman agreed to further 
consideration of the plan.

I will say tlie meeling was en-
lijjlilcning even though it was 
oft on the wrong fool and wc 
came away si ill opposed but 
belter informed. There wore 
many serious queslions that 
needed answers and iiivesligat-
ing. Since then Ihe Northville 
Record carried a couple of stor­
ies about the projoel, bul if you 
did nol subscribe to il you still 
knew nothing. 

l say that a first class letter 
should have been mailed lo 
each properly owner in tlie af-
fcctcd area, explaining the pro 
ject and sliowing the proposed 
contract, along with any letters 
from higher officials or profes 
sional men that would cnlighl-
cn tlie public, telling the pos 
sible dangers and Ihe precau­
tions that would he taken to 
avoid them, and then a meet­
ing notice sent so that there 
was no doubt that everyone 
knew what was happening and 
when and where the meeting 
would be held. I feel this should 
have been done by the company 
asking i for permission. This 
whole pIoject was presented to 
the! people In the wrong way. 
In a public hearing wo oppos­
ed it; '\vc::were not properly 
informed of llic meetings, a 
permit was promised before we 
could see thc contract that was 
drawn up,- making us feel that 
we had to- take i l whether we 
liked it or not. lf this company 
had showni'tlic people the con 
sideration. of making it com­
pletely public — they would not 
have mot a'liuncli of unreason­
able dcfiant-puople. They should 
have knownithat the fear of tlie 
unknown would scare thc people 
and trying- to cram it down 
tliem would- niake them defiant 
and feel astlIoagh some one was 
trying to Put One Over on us. 
They immediately put us on 
the defensive by letting us find 
out in our own way what was 
happening -— which 1 niiglit add 
was often mis-informed, and 
through our opposition caused 
by lack of understanding they 
met Willi defeat. 

Many of our "old timers" op­

posed i l . I fully realize that 
Ihcy have piil fjir more into 
lliis commuiiily tliaii I have and 
lhal profiix'ss has always been 
hard on Ihem whether tliey be 
from Timbuktu or Norlliviiie. 
it's history. They have been 
building a iong lime for what 
Ihey now iiiivc, and anything 
llial would destroy wlial tiiey 
have built, thcy'figiil . 1 think 
thc "oid timers" connected willi 
this present project arc differ­
ent. They are not trying lo fighl 
progress, liicy just want thc 
host thing possible to happen 
lo the community they liolped 
to build. They do nol want the 
land they liavc worked so hard 
tor treated so cheaply or in­
adequately. 

I would like to sec tliis Land­
fill project . given another 
chance, l would like lo sec the 
pcopic properly educated and 
informed. 1 would like to see 
it there is "another" way to 
fill without having to use a san­
itary fill. Surely this properly 
is valuable enough to Nortlivilie 
township to at least do it the 
favor of bringing in for consid­
eration every possible plan for 
rehabilitation. Surely a man 
that has been willing to invest 
nearly a million dollars towards 
this project, must have genuine 
interest in our township and 
will do all that he can to pre 
sent a rehabilitation program 
that liie public can and will ac­
cept. '

So long .is one I'oniains 
clolhcd in a physical body 
and surrounded wilh a ma-
lei'ial world it seems neces­
sai'y lo have some outward 
form in connection witli Ihe 
soul's I'ciigiDiis expression;

The life of God, beating in 
the souls of men, ivill always 
seek expression and so long 
long as a materialistic en-
viionmenl surrounds tlie 
souls of men llial expression 
must be clolhcd in outward 
form,' but lliat outward form 
should be determined by the 
spontaneous leadership of the 
life of God seeking expres­
sion rather than to attempt 
lo standardize a fixed cere-
money for such expression. 

No Irutli in the New Testa­
ment can calmly ^ be inter-

prcted lo Icacii the eslab-
lislimenl of any fixed I'orm 
or ceremony to be pcrpelual-
ly observed in the Christian 
Cliurcli. 

On the nlher hand, llic Old 
Tcstmaiiel is filled willi def­
inite, positive Divine laws 
governing Ihe estabiisliinenl 
and perpetuation of certain 
I-eligious forms to be prac­
ticed liy the chosen race of 
Hebi'ews. Nothing beai-ing 
even a faint resemblance lo 
these can be found in Ihe 
New Testament.

Tills isVone of 
lhe..''viery iniportant points in 
Governor Swainson's Legisla­
tive Progi'ani this yeai'. 

In part, the Governor lias 
said:

moderii;;trcndS in the treatment 
of mental ilUiess is'^bward help 
ing the patient in his liome 
community, l f at all possible, 
the mentally sick person should 
maintain his place in his own 
family and in the social, busi­
ness o;;*educational circles of 
which - lie has been a part. 
Prompt on-the-spot treatment of 
incipient, mental disease can 
fre(]uenlly circumvent more ser­
ious developments." 

Rcpi-esenlative Beadle point­
ed oul that tiiere is a serious 
need for more space in Michi­
gan's menial hospitals. There 
arc many mentally i l l persons 
who have been on long waiting 
lists because our institutions are 
overcrowded, he said. 

Saying his bill would give im 
mediate relief lo all mental hos­
pitals for some of their patient 
load so the emergency cases 
can be admitted, Beadle out 
lined the plan: 

"Community mental health 
programs will be administered 
with a five member local ment­
al health board appointed .joint­
ly by Uie local Board of Super-
visors and the Slate Mental 
Health' Department. II will be 
financed jointly by the stale and 
local communities."

James W. Btishong is tlie superintendent of scliools at 
Grosse Pointe, a man'wlio many residents may I'emeniber as 
spealjer at tlie dedication prograni for Northviiie higli sciiool 
two years ago. 

He is a good friend of Norlliville's Superintendent Russeii 
Amei-nian and described by Amerman ns an outstanding ad­
ministrator, a man of deep conviction, extremeiy steady arid 
not easily shalicn by adverse events. 

Last week he .spoke to membei's of tlie Norlhviiie Rotary 
club at the annual Ladies' Night bnnquel. 

Ills subject was Itussla. 

And the events that Busliong observed during his month's 
stay llierc as part of a study conducted by a group of edu-
c.nlors obviously stirred his very soul. 

Bushong has n message for evei-y American and he teils 
it witii an ursency of a man who is deeiily afrnid that Iiis 
mulience might nol li.slcn hard enough, liiigbt not believe, 
inigiit become loo complacent, and finally, might not care. 

"Wo niiisl lie (icicrniined r(Ii:.-VLI.V tiial \\v wiiiild I'aiiier 
he 'dead fhiui i-cd'," Iiuslionf,' said. 

More lh:m .niiy siippr-bomb, Bu.shong said that be feared 
the Ru.isiiin school syslcni. 

"Net because il is superior lo ours — it is not. Tiieir 
teaeiici-s do not compare lo ours. But lliey are forging a chain 
of bold-face lies that ai-e poisoning the minds of the .students." 
He noted, ironically, tiial education — n9rmaiiy used to free 
the mind nnd permit il to make its own conclusions — is be­
ing used effectively lo accomplish the very opposite, 

Busliong quoted from Russian text books written in Eng­
lish in which the .students translated the lessons into Russian. 

Typical .sentences included: "The strugRle for peace by 
the Soviet Union is caiTied on all over the world"; and ano­
tlier, "Life of woikers in capitnli.slic countries is very hai'd." 

One story for translation was entitled "The True Picture 
of Dearborn, Michigan". It described Dearborn as a city 
ovyned by the Ford Motor company. The lesson said that "Ford 
controls all jokes, movies, owns the newspapers, determines 
the hour of retirement for people of the community and em­
ploys conveyor belts of such high speed tliat men are greatly 
overworked and lhal at lenst one man is killed every day, but 
this is unpublislied because Ford controls the press". 

Life in Dearborn was described as an "inferno of fear". 

Bushong spoke of religion in Russia. He called it a "reli­
gion of liate". He said that all scliool lessons were concluded 
with "and these are the words of Lenin". 

"They have substituted i..enin for God — even the ciiildren 
sing 'Lenin loves me this I know for the party teils me so'," 
he commented sadly. 

But Bushong saw one ray of hope — beyond our ability to 
stand up again.st the Russian propaganda machine. 

"If anvUiing ever brings world peace, C'lirislianliy will 
lead the ivay," he said. 

To support this Bushong described a Baptist churcli ser-
vice — one of very few in a large Russian city lie visited. He 
said that the diurch .was filled to capacity and that some 
people even leaned through the windows to liear the .service. 

As he left tlie church with several other American edu­
cators, he said the Riussians lined up outside and cheered 
"viva America" and "pray for us". 

"They reached out and grasped our hands warmly and 
wept. And my religion, was bolstered in a God-less country 
by people I couldn't understand." 

But Bushong noted sadly that the young people were not 
at church. "They laugh at the capitalistic idea that there is 
a God," he concluded.

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Election year In Michigan 
usually brings forth an unpro-
ductive, non-controversial leg-
islntive session, but there are 
several indications that 1982 
will be an exception. 

Pressure lo finance expand 
ing government operations with­
in revenue income grows hard-
er continuously. Attempts to re­
move the $71-5 million-plus def­
icit also arc being sought. 

Gov. John B. Swainson has 
indicated to the Republican-
controlled legislature he is 
ready for a figlit over ways to 
increase revenue to meet the 
needs. The Republicans, how­
ever, now appear ready to ap­
prove, and perhaps even pro­
mote, some new sources of rev­
enue. 

The fight in the legislature 
this year could well center 
ever who will take credit 
during the fall campaign for 
whatever is done. 
George Romney, a delegate to 

the Constitutional Convention 
and very likely 19G2 Republi­
can candidate for Governor, has 
spent considerable time in re 
cent weeks hammering at 
Swainson's administration. 

The Governor has said he 
was "too busy" to comment on 
Romney's charges of labor dom-
ination and general irresponsi­
bility. Swainson says he is wait­
ing for tlie campaign. 

it would appear the 36-ycar-
old Governor is playing a wait­
ing game, but it is far from a 
quiet one. He is concentrating 
iiis efforts on legislative pro 
posals which have some meas­
ure of bipartisan support — for 
wliich he hopes to take credit. 

While Swainson says he is 
waiting for the campaign to 
start, his lieutenants are spend­
ing considerable time building 
up for the race. The Governor, 
of course, is directing the ac­
tivity by his subordinates. 

The Governor recently gave 
two prize plums to members of 
his administrative board when 
former Auditor General Otis M. 
Smith and former Attorney Gen­
eral Paul L. Adams were nam-
ed to the State Supreme Court. 

Both Smith and Adams un 
doubtcdly were well qualified 
for the bench positions, but ul-
terior motives, geared to the 
1962 election, wei'e seen behind 
the two appointments. 

Appointment of Smith, first 
Negro elected to a state-wide 
office or named to sit on the 
high court, was an obvious 
and probably successful;move 
to keep the favor of the Negro 
voter in Michigan. 
Adams had patiently been 

waiting for a judgeship at any 
level, and reportedly was ready 
lo blow, the whistle on his coop 
oration wilh Swainson's team 
when he was named. 

The appointments gave Swain­
son the chance to bring in new 
party faithful from other areas 
to elective posts. Frank J. Kel­
ly of Alpena replaced Adams 
and Billie S. Farnum, long-time 
parly worker from Lansing, 
look Smith's posilion. 

Several olher changes in 
Swainson's organization since 
he took office gave liim the be­
ginnings of a strong machine 
for the November election. 

Romney's entry into ihe 
election picture raised bris-
ties of fear on the backs of 
Democrats. Many thought he 
nev^r would run and Indica­
tions are they have strong 
doubts that Swainson or any 
ather candidate they might 
have could beat him. 
The American Motors Corp-

oration president's position as 
a delegate to the Con-Con might 
give him a slI'ong edge for the 
fall campaign. 

It will he his aim in the com 
ing months to lake credit for 
the document pi-cscnted lo the 
people, while his party seeks to 
take credit for any legislative 
action which wili relieve some 
of the state's lingering prob 
Icms. 

Aliehigan motorists now drive 
on 801 miies of freeway linking 
12 of the state's largest cities.

D r . M u d d R e p l i e s 

A l c o h o l ' C o u r s e N e e d e d 

Dear Dr. Mudd: 
You should write more arti­

cles like the last few on adoles­
cents. One ai'ea in particular! 
You didn't say anything about 
drinking. I think that is a 
very important area. 

Lots of teen-agers get into 
trouble just because they go on 
beer parties and get liquored 
up and then do all sorts ,of 
things they would never do oth-
erwise. I'd like lo see your 
views in print. 

"Gery" 

Dear Gery: 
The use of alcohoi has been 

so long established among the 
people of the world that there 
is no doubt it is here to stay. 

Its consumption can neither 
be legislated nor taxed out of 
existence, nor wouid it, in my 
opinion, be a desirable thing to 
do so. Alcohol has been caiied 
by someone very recently 
normai man's tranquilizer" — 
and it is a very good one in 
deed. Much of the efficacy of 
the nostrums of former years 
was lo be found in their alco 
liolic content. 

So there is little doubt that 
alcohol, like fire, serves a use­
ful and important function in 
people's lives. But like fire, its 
use must be controlled. 

I believe, and the experience 
in other countries like France 
where alcohol is introduced into 
the diet at a very early age, 
confirms that each individual 
must develop his own techniques 
for using it judiciously. Teen-
agers, on account of their enor­
mous stores of unutilized ener­
gy, are prone to excesses of all 
kinds. And alcohol may be one 
of them. 

Alcohol is a depressant and 
the first of the clinical func-
tions of the mind to be dissolv 
ed in it is regimen. When this 
occurs in an individual, adoles; 
cent or adult, whose basic per­
sonality has defective control 
and who only superficially ap 
pears to be like the rest of us, 
then we can expect displays of 
the most primitive and savage 
kinds of behavior from time to 
time. 

I feel that adolescents require 
being taught how to use alco­
hol appropriately, just as when 
children they had to be taught 
liow to light matclIcs without 
huriiing themselves and liow, 
somewhat later, they have to 
learn to drive cars without in 
juring others. 

I think il might be desirable 
for the schools to take the re 
sponsibility of teaching adolcs-
cents the effect of alcoliol on 
the human being. In medical 
school we were required to ex­
perience the effects of various 
drugs upon ourselves. This 
was a very valuable experience. 

I think, for example, that liav-
ing demonstrated to them the 
effects on their reaction time 
of just one drink would go far 
in getting adolescents to grasp 
more fully the signifiennce of 
the slogan "if you drink don't 
drive." 

I wish someone would see this 
idea through the storm of pro 
test it is bound to arouse so that 
this demonstration becomes part 
of llic driver instruction cours­
es wliich Iiave been of such 
value in reducing the highway 
carnage which occurs daily.

There is, in these instances, a 
smooth progi'cssive, and really 
beautiful - to - watch transition 
from adolescence to adulthood. 
But what of those circumstanc­
es where all is not so well? 
Where perhaps the parents have 
been for some time deficient, or 
have been found wanting for 
whatever reason, in tlio parent-
child relationship? What then? 

Well, l think we expect too 
much from people and wc 
should be amazed that they do 
not experieiice more difficulty 
among themselves than they do'!' 
And especially do we expect too 
much from teen-agers. We want 
them to observe standards of 
feeling and behavior that even 
adults are frequently incapable 
of. We ask them to forego love 
making, petting, and other kinds 
of physical contact in the face 
of what they observe as "en­
tertainment" on movie and 
T.V. screens, and occasionally 
even in the social gatherings 
of adults. 

We criticize them rather 
harslily, but almost nowhere, 
wilh the possible exception of a 
school advisor, does an adult 
with honestly helpful intent take 
it upon iiimself to counsel one 
of them. All too often the be­

havior or attitude of a teen­
ager is mistakenly understood 
as being the source of inner tur­
moil and conflict, rather than 
its consequence, lfow often have 
you licard from adults a sym­
pathetic word for the experience 
of psychological "growing 
pains" so many adolescents suf­
fer from? Despite all that is 
written, it happens too often 
that no one really cares very 
much except when there is ov-
ertly destructive socially threat­
ening behavior. And at this point 
the attitude of society and its 
members is almost invariably 
punitive and fault-finding. As 
always, il is not so easy to ti'y 
to do something helpful when 
the problem of adolescent mis-
beliavior is brought to one. We 
adults are prone lo ignore, push 
aside, deny, in brief to escape 
by any means whatever from 
dealing with adolescent behav­
ior difficulties. Perhaps if 
more people were genuinely in­
terested in otliers to a greater 
extent than in tlicniselves, all 
of us would have a happier 
time in our passage through 
life.

Mr. Morgan was a very won-
derful man. After he had ac­
cumulated money for himself, 
he assumed control of the in­
vestment situation in general. 
Those who followed his order 
and generalship usually pi'os-
pored; those who did not often 
fell into bankruptcy. 

The second era was lliat of 
trusts, organized by certain fa­
mous lawyers under tlie laws of 
Delaware, These were tlie be­
ginnings of what are now known 
as "holding companies" but 
they were unsupervised. Among 
tlic most prominent wei'c Have 
meyer (sugar), Harriman (rail, 
roads). Rockefeller (oils), and 
Duke (tobacco). Following 
these, the great life insurance 
companies which bad money 
rolling In every month and "un­
supervised bankers" became 
powerful. 

The third great era of com-
bining and accumulating large 
aggregates of capital, In 
which the small investor could 
buy shares, was that of the 
Mutual Funds. 

These have grown greatly 
during the past few yeais since 
they have been sponsored by 
many of the best New York 
Stock Exchange liouse's which 
send salesmen out all over the 
country. Before the Mutual 
Funds became popular, the 
stock exchange houses could 
not afford to do this as llieir 
commissions were only a frac­
tion of one percent. Willi Mu­
tual Funds, however, they arc 
allowed commissions of around 
five percent. 

Tliese Funds now control 
$24,000,000,000 in slocks and 
bonds. As tlicir salesmen sell 
Mutual shares, the Mutual com­
panies buy stock lo protect the 
purchases, As the Mutual com­
pany stockholders sell, the Mu­
tual companies must sell stocks 
they are holding. During 1961 
the Mutual companies were ob­
liged to redeem 4 sliares for 
every 10 sold. 

Meanwhile, labor unions, 
with membership dues com­
ing in ev*ry month, are 
building - up large reserves 
and may soon become the 
leading bankers of the U.S. 
The finance committees of 

these labor unions have two ex­
traordinary advantages: (1) La­
bor/ unions are the only corp­
orations now exempt from the 
anti-trust laws; (2) labor unions 
have some advantage in con 
nection with income and other 
taxes. Whether government own 
crship or somelliing else will 
follow the labor unions, wc do 
not now know, but history 
shows that "every dog has its 
day."

He added that 
the board first requested that 
trains be stationed no closer 
than too feet, but the train-
men said they could only stay 
about 200 feet away from the 
road during their switching 
operations.

Councilman Oscar Simmons

The subdivis­
ions being considered for rezon­
ing, he poinled out, are among 
several in the village that do 
not have such restrictions. 

"If yoo do not want the 
security we csn provide by 
the rezoning,'' he said, "then 
we will cancel any proposed 
changes when we hold the 
public hearing." 
Board member Vincent Mik­

las pointed out that because 
Munro subdivision was includ­
ed in the original motion pro­
posing the public hearing, it 
musl be carried over to the 
meeting next month before it 
is dropped from discussion. 

Board member Burt Fisher 
asked who requested the rozon 
ing. Wlien Fuller explained that 
the board had initiated the pro­
cess on the suggestion of Ack-
icy. Fisher suggested the mat­
ter be tabled "until a resident 
requests the action." 

MIKLAS pointed oul that the 
board lias already discussed the 
I'czoning a number of times, 
and has determined that tiiere 
is residential development in 
the ai'eas being considered. 

He further pointed out that 
Fisher has missed several meet­
ings (he hasn't attended a meet 
ing since Scpieniiicr), and said 
that the time to stop the pro­
cess was when it was begun, 
not when it was about to be 
ended.
