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Recently I had the oppoi'tunily to read an address given 
by George Champion, chairman of the board of directors of 
Chase Manhattan Banii entitled "Taxes and the Government 
Debt: A Plan for the Sixties". He was taiking before a con­
vention of bankers. 

Frankly, l was surprised — and pleased — by ills straigiit-
foreward remai'ks. I don't know wiiat I imagined a New York 
banker would say to a convention of bankers — but Mr. Cham­
pion ieft iittie doubt about his position: 

The Federal Government could he of greater help (o 
state and local units (and individuals) by reducing its own 
debt and by cutting taxes. 

This opinion is shared by many able students of finance, 
government and just piain businessmen. And rigiit now it 
seems to be gaining momentum steadily. 

ln this regard R. T. Martin, co-owner of Northville's War­
ren Products plant, supplied us with a copy of the Herlong-
Baker Federal tax rate reform biiis— sponsored by Rep. A. S. 
Heriong (D., Fia.) and Rep. Howard H. Baker (R., Tenn.), 
both members of the House Ways and Means committee. 

It's objective: release of capital to permit greater growth 
in private economy. Tliis would be accomplished by use of the 
gain in revenue derived from economic growth. The bill pro­
poses reducing the income tax rate, plus depreciation changes, 
over a five-year schedule with a safety-valve featui-e which 
would permit postponement of rale reductions to protect mili­
tary spending needs. 

Specifically, every personal taxpayer would get a minimum 
reduction of 2.i per cent. Corporations would come down from 
a top rate of ,52 per cent to 47 per cent al a rate of one per 
cent reduction per year. 

The bill has the backing of some 30 to i?! slate chambers 
of commerce — including Michigan; Martin is so enthusiastic 
about the plan that he has ordered numerous copies contain­
ing full details that are available to any interested persons,

Tlic logic of Ranker Clinniplon'.i! remarks provide .strong 
evidence lhat our nation needs such legislation noiv.

— our tax .system invites increased government .spending 

by providing automatic increases as national income grows

Economic development, men­
tal health, education, and rev­
enues line up as the spotlight-
iiolding issues in bolh the 19G2 
political football game and the 
action agenda for the current 
legislative session. 

Each was the subject of 
major riiessage to the Legisla­
ture by Gov. John B. Swainson 
and each was emphasized in 
progi-ams he sponsored since 
the lOCl session. 

The answers to problems in 
the first three areas are, of 
course, heavily dependent on 
the fourth. . 

Members of both parties 
agree on the problems In each 
ai'ea. but their solutions are 
^ r apar'. 
Improvement of the business 

climate throiigh revision of stat­
utes for economic development 

a problem which separates 
the parties at a level consider-
ed the basis of their respective 
principles. 

Republicans are convinced 
that workmen's compensation 
laws and court decisions on 
this subject as well as the tax 
structure are the foundation of 
problems in Michigan's busi 
ness ciimate. Democrats con­
tend out-of-state businessmen 
have not been told enough about 
the opportunities hero and are 
therefore wary of certain tax 
laws. 

Swainson has recommended 
expansion of the budget for pro 
motion by the economic de­
velopment department, a state 
magazine similar to "Arizona 
Highways," a council of eco­
nomic advisers and a Washing­
ton office for the department. 

Rcpubiicans say iie missed 
the point. He should approve 
their recommendations for 
changes in the unemployment 
compensation law, which he 
vetoed last year. They also 
would like him to okay exten­
sive revisions in the workmen's 
compensation law. 

There is little likelihood eith­
er side will veer from its 

strongly established position on 
economic development. 

The Governor's conferences 
on mental health last year gave 
GOP legislators warning of his 
increased emphasis on this area 
of government so they were 
ready for a substantially in-
creased budget request. 

Bcfoi-c Swainson had a chance 
to recommend liis multi-million 
dollar capital outlay program 
for mental health, and a $601,000 
deficit appropriation for the cur­
rent fiscal year, GOP leaders 
blasted the department for not 
spending money they were giv­
en previously. 

Charles Wagg, mental health 
director, said mueh of the $1.4 
million in appropriations allow­
ed to lapse was earmarked for 
specific purposes. This far from 
satisfied his critics. 

The lapsed funds and Swain 
son's charge that it was time 
Republican legislators boosted 
Michigan's mental health facili­
ties "up to the 20th Century" 
brought new retorts.

"What the Legislature needs 
is not criticism by the execu­
tive office in its attempt to 
improve the situation, but 
sympathetic and cooperative 
support for the programs 
which will strengthen our 
mental health program and 
better the administration 
thereof," said Rep. Arnell 
Engstrom, Traverse City Re-
publican who heads the hlouse 
Ways and Means Committee. 
On education, the sides appear 

close toward agreement that ad­
ditional funds may be neces-
sary to do the job that needs 
to be done. 

A bi-partisan committee of 
the Senate, headed by Cariton 
H. Morris, R-Kalamazoo, has 
recommended a $150 million 
(m) capital outlay program 
during the next six years for 
higher education construction. 

Members of bolh parties also 
basically support the need for 
expansion of the community col­
lege system and an increase in 
the state aid formula. 

Agreement on this area of 
concern was gleaned from num­
erous studies which indicated 
the enormous need for new ed­
ucational facilities. 

Facts supporting the needs 
included the entry each year 
of some 50.000 children in 
public schools, a live birth 
rate of about 200.000 each 
year, and sharp annual in-
creases each year in the 
number of applicants for post-
high school worIt. 
Revenues and the budgeting 

hold the key to what can or 
will be done in nearly every 
area of government. 

Swainson's messages to the 
Legislature called for a record 
budget. 

Republicans appeared moI-e 
willing to add revenue sources 
this year than in the several 
prcceditig years, but they will 
still justifiably demand new 
economics and tight control 
over expenditures. 

Babson Park, Mass., I have 
always loved trees, and have in­
vested in forests. Natural re­
serves such as oii, iron, copper, 
etc., do not reproduce them­
selves; forests are liic only nat 
ural resource which does. More­
over, most forest land is now 
protected against fire by watch-
towers and otiier means. 

Of course, you must pay tax­
es on individually owned forest 
land; hence you may prefer to 
hold stock in companies which 
own large forests. Among such 
companies I would mention 
Crown Zellerbach, Rayonier 
Georgia-Pacific, and Weyer­
haeuser. 

Personal I-)oldings 
I once had a iai'ge interest in 

the APW Paper Company of A i -
bany, New York. Tills company 
had considerable forest acreage 
and a pulp mill in Sheet Har­
bour, Nova Scotia. Against the 
advice of the managers, Mr. 
Francis Dougherty and his "bro­
ther of Old Town, Maine, I sold 
this Canadian acreage to Wil­
liam Randolph Hearst. I shall 
always regret this sale, espec­
ially as it resulted in my selling 
tile paper mill at Albany. 

I later invested the money in 
seven thousand acres of wood­
land in New Hampshire. This 
consists of various kinds; Nol 
much spruce, but some very 
valuable pine and much second 
crop hardwood. I am obliged 
to pay taxes on this acreage 
and do not expect to get much 
profit, but it should be a good 
inflation hedge and I love to 
see the trees grow summer and 
winter, holidays and Sundays, 
whatever the weather, and with­
out iiny labor unions to super 
vise. 

Studying the State of Maine 
Two years ago l was invited 

by Mr . W.G. 'Robertson, presi­
dent of the Bangor and Aroo-
stock Railroad and his Board 
of Directors, to see the state's 
natural resources. (Let me in­
sert that l consider this rail­
road the best operated east of 
the Ohio River, due to Mr. Ro­
bertson.) Maine's. natural re­
sources contain the woodlands 
of the Great Northern Paper 
company and the profitable po­
tato fields which supply much 
of the railroad's, freight. These 
woodlands and potato fields have 
the same kind of soil, same 
rainfall, same sunshine, same 
temperature, .— yet yield dis­
tinct products (newsprint and 

potatoes). 
For my column this week 

let me ask why humans can­
not eat wood as well as po­
tatoes? ^ 
Termites and other animals 

are able to do this. I believe 
the time will come when we hu 
mans will eat wood, though not 
in the form of sawdust. We can 
not dissolve the cellulose In our 
slom.achs, as certain animals 
are able to do. We humans 
must dissolve the cellulose be­
fore we put it inlo our stomachs. 

What DuPont has Done 
The duPont Company of Wil­

mington, Dcla,vare is making 
nylon from air, water, and coal. 
DuPont is making rayon and 
other products from cellulose 
by passing a solution of it 
through spinnerets to form 
threads ready for weaving. Its 
latest development is the mak 
ing of synthetic leather for the 
uppers of shoes. Artificial leath­
er for soles is still made by the 
rubber interests and is very 
satisfactory 

I undei-stand that the Ameri 
can Viscose Corporation is now 
using ihc cciitiiose of trees and 
dissoiving same into a chemical 
and selling the pi'oduct to man­
ufacturers of "non-fattening" 
foods. 

Later, newspapers may be 

used; but l believe this will be 
sometime in the futui-e as news­
papers are now used for mak 
ing coiTugated paper cartons 
and need not be dc-inkcd before 
being made into thes? paste-
hoard cartons. 

I, however, do believe that 
sometime wo will cook our Sun­
day newspaper after it has been 
de-inked and dissolved! This 
seems I'idiciilous at the present 
time, but It Is less wonderful 
than what the Dul'onls have al-
ready done; and others liave ac 
complishod in radio and tele­
vision. 

Oe-lnking and Other Details 
Instead of burning old news 

papers, Boy Scouts and others 
collect them for purposes above 
described. After the papers arc 
chopped up and treated with 
chemicals, they are used for at­
tractive packaging of all kinds 
of foods. This Is becoming so 
important that the best com­
mercial artists are being em­
ployed to design these packag-
OS. 

This will increase the demand 
for paper even before we use 
Sunday newspapers for our din 
ners! It is even possible that 
newspapers will use a new 
quality of ink that will not re­
quire do-inking when the news­
paper is usid for food.

"Teachers may explain the 
significance of the holidays of 
various religions to their stu 
dents in order to expand tiie 
knowicdge and understanding of 
the student body, but any such 
discussions, shall be purely ex­
planatory and in no way praise 
or condemn the religious prin­
ciples involved. 

"Participation in any relig­
ious observance, such as sing­
ing Christmas carols, will not 
be compulsory for any student 
or employee."

2. Novi has the rigiit to 
take a portion of a parcel or 
one or more parcels until the 
$68,000 is used up. 
3. The highway department 

would appraise the lands, but if 
any of the three parties involv 
ed were dissatisfied, an inde­
pendent appraisal would bc ac 
cepted. 

4. Novi has the right to pass 
up any one parcel that might 
be available before a more 
choice parcel is released. 
5. Novi may put the land to 

any public use, which wouldn't 
necessarily mean a park. 

6. The ili,m from Ihe sale 
of Mrs. Power's lands be us­
ed for expansion of the Proud 
Lake recreation area, includ-
ing a memorial to Mrs. Pow-
er's children.

A fiuriy of tax payments in 
the past few weeks carried 
Wixom to within two per cent 
of its total collection, but Novi 
so far has paid only 5G per cent 
of its tax bill. 

Wixom taxpayers have sent 
in $585,000 of the total school 
and county tax sproiid of 
$598,000, says city Treasurer 
Everett N . Poarsall. 

In Novi, says township Treas­
urer Duane Bell, only $266,000 
of the total spf'cad of $480,000 
has been paid. He added that 
next Thursday (Februai'y 15) is 
the last day on which taxes 
may be paid beforc the four per 
cent'late penalty" is 'assessed. 

After Thursday, he said, the 

four per cent penalty will bc 
assessed until March 1, when 
lie must turn all unpaid hills 
over to the county to be placed 
on the delinquent tax roil. 

Wixom property owners have 
until February 20 lo pay their 
bills before tiie pcnaity is lev­
ied, Pearsall said. From tiicn 
unlii March 1 the penaity wiii 
be assessed, as in Novi, and 
on March 1 unpaid Wixom bills 
also go on the county's delin­
quent rolls.

Doctors said lie would be 
held over in the liospital so that 
tests could be conducted lo de­
termine the extent of injury he 
may liavo suffered when his 
back muscles tightened during 
the cloetric shock. 

Earl Clappison said his son 
had been tfsing the heating pad 
Thursday morning lo combat 
influenza chills, and had ap 
parently fallen asleep with the 
pad beneath his back. 

He said tiie boy must have 
tried to pull the pad from be­
neath his back when it became 
too warm. Bui he pulled on Ihe 
control box instead of on the 
pad, Clappison sa'd, and some 
ot the wires came loose and 
stai'ted sparking. 

Mrs. Clappison rushed into the 
room and unplugged the heating 
pad after hearing her son cry 
oul, Clappison added. He said 
the boy's hand and a bed blan­
ket wei'e burned by Ihe cleetf'ic 
sparks.

The i ' l ' i i r was opened when 
village Attorney Howard Bond 
reported lhat the appelenls' 
brief had been filed, and il was 
now up to the village to onlcr 
its answer. 

Charles E. Goers, a 12 Mile 
road resident, asked Bond whe­
ther new evidence concerning a 
proposed purchase of the land 
that was made to the owners 
two months before the applica­
tion for a landfill permit was 
made would be of any help in 
the case. 

Bond replied that because an 
appeal is argued on the basis 
of testimony in the lower court, 
no new evidence may be enter­
ed unless it directly tics in wilh 
previous testimony. He said, 
however, that he would like to 
receive the complete informa 
tion so he can examine it for 
any possible way of bringing it 
into the village's brief. 

Goers then asked whether the 
village had benefitted from Ihe 
aid of Attorney David Fried, 
who has been arguing against 
the landfill on behalf of 12 Mile 
road residents. 

When told It had been of help, 
Goei's I-equested the council to 
retain Fried's services for the 
appeal, "to take the financial 
burden for something that con­
cerns the entire village from 
the hands of just a tew of its 
residents." 

Goers explained that once a 
landfill operation of the extreme-
iy large size the Kenny case 
could create gol a foothold in 
the viiiage, it couid spread to 
any deteriorated area that 
iarge. 

"To avoid such a precedent, 
and the subsequent lowering of 
pi-operty values in the village," 
he doclai'cd, "we-should do any­
thing that may help us win tlic 
case." 

When viiiage President Jo­
seph Crupi asked what it 
would cost the village to re-
tain Fried, a member of the 
audience said Pried had told 
them his services and costs 
for the appeal would amount 
to about $1,000. 
Bond pointed out that some

printing of transcripts and 
briefs, which could be avoided 
liccause lie would already he 
having these things done for the 
i'illage. 

He added that Fried has been 
representing residents who live 
in the area of the proposed land-
l i l l , and that to loa','c him out 
now niighl create the impres­
sion these persons had lost in­
terest. 

The Council agreed lo retain 
Fried, with the stipulation thai 
the village's costs not exceed 
5700. 

The council then turned its 
attention to approval of a per­
mit for the Uunn Contracting 
company, of Farmington, to op. 
eralc a landfill on lands located 
on Novi road, norlh of 10 Mile. 

Adininistrativc Assistant Har­
old Ackley told the council that 
the stipulations in the appeals 
board's approval of the permit 
had been met, and lhat the vi l ­
lage's cngineei's approved the 
plans. 

He explained lhat the Michi­
gan Tractor company, which 
owns the land, wants to develop 
the back of its property so lhat 
a railroati spur from the C & 0 
tracks could bc built. He said 
they want to divert tlie stream 
that runs through the middle 
of the land and then fill the 
present stream bod. 

The stream would be di­
verted to run along the back 
property line, and some 100 
feet ef it would be inclosed 
by a nine-feet, six-inch by six-
feet, fivc-inch oval tube, Ack­
ley said. 

..The permit also calls for 
Munn to fill an uncompleted 
portion on the north side of the 
.VfeCreedy landfill, as well as a 
small strip of land between the 
McCrecdy area and the tractor 
firm's property. This would cov­
er a total area of about 10 
acres, Ackley said. 

John York, of Munn Contract­
ing company, told the councii 
he expected the project lo take 
approximately 18 months. 

After Councilmen Philip An­
derson and Dean Lcnheiser 
pointed out that the Munn woi'k 
on adjacent land has been clos­
ed to the village residents when 
the fill was in its settling stag-
is and all operations were slop­

ped, York said he could only 
provide dumping for the village 
as long as he's actively operat­
ing the fill. 

York explained lhat it costs 
•ilOO a day lo have a bulldozer 
al a fill that's not being used 
for anything but an occasional 
resident's trash, and this is just 
too expensive for him to keep 
llic area open. 

He said that in the meantime, 
village residents may dump 
free of charge at Munn's opera­
tion al the corner of Haggerty 
and 10 Mile roads, in Farming-
ton township. 

Crupi painted out that there 
are two kinds of landfills — 
tho^Q that reclaim lands, and 
those that provide dumps. He 
said 'he council has always 
favored the former and fought 
to prevent the latter. 
This, he said, explains the 

seeming contradiction in fight­
ing one landfill and approving 
another. He added that in the 
case of the Michigan Tractor 
property, the land is now use-
less, but could be made usable, 
so Ihe village could lose if a 
court case were brought to Ob­
tain the permit. 

Goers agreed with Crupi, and 
pointed out that a two-year op­
eration isn't so bad, especially 
in a manufacturing zone. 

"And if it's going to increase 
the value of the land and bring 
us some industry, then it's good 
for the village," he said. 

The council conditionally ap­
proved the issuance of the per­
mit, subject to Munn's compli­
ance with requirements set by 
the appeals board and Bond. 

In other action, the council; 
— Approved the plat for Mea-

dowbrook Lake subdivision. 
Ackley told the council the de­
velopers- had complied ;with 
stipulations made when the plat 
was conditionally approved. 

— Rejected all four bids on a 
new police car. The action 
came when the council learned 
it would cost as much to trade 
in a six-monlh-old patrol car as 
it did to trade one a year bid, 
They decided to investigate'^he 
possibilities of keeping the old­
er car and adding a third. 

— Renewed the village's con-
iract witli DPW Director Ho­
ward Miller for use of his build­
ings and equipment. 

— Reappointed Harold Miller 
to the board of Review to f i l l 
a vacancy created by his ex­
piring three-year term, 

— Continued the village's fire 
Jepartment liability and acci-
dent insurance with Frazer 
Staman.

Days and hours before the 
election, 1 find Ihe common 
council jillery, fidgety and I'ock-
iness. Monday night's meeting 
of the council they approved 
$700 to help defray the cost for 
a group of cilizcns in order 
lhal they could carry a land­
fill case to the Supreme Court. 
This group liad $1,:!00 but need­
ed another $700 to pay tlieir at­
torney, Mr. Fried.

This land was originaiiy re-
zoned for tile Mieii. Tractor Co. 
wiio claimed at the time that 
they wouid build their plant 
and provide jobs for our citi­
zens. I tiiougiit this wouid be 
good for the community, and 
fougiit for liie rezoning which 
was passed by the council. 

Mr . Crupi, president of the 
council, didn't think al thc time 
that tlic Michigan Tractor was 
sincere in their request. 

Tills proves one thing. One 
can be fooled, and I wonder if 
I was nol fooled in fighting for 
the rezoning of Mr. Heslip's 
land in a good community that 
suiTounds this land. (Only time 
will tell). 

The Norlhville Secretary of 
Slate's branch office has been 
selling aulomobile license plates 
at Ihe rale of about 22 a day, 
ruporls Harold Hartley, man­
ager of llie office. 

"This rate is alarmingly low,"

Credit refund cai'ds are avail-
abie in all branch offices of the 
Department of Stale. Motorists 
can mail in their own cards or 
give them to their local branch 
manager who will send them to 
Lansing for validation. This 
process takes from two to four 
days, depending on the work 
load at the time, plus the days 
the card is in the mail.

Rather the answer from 
heaven was: "My grace is 
sufficient for thee; for My 
stI-engtii is made perfect in 
weakness." (2 Coi'intliians 
12:9). 

God knew that this tiioni, 
instead of being detrimental 
to Paul, would turn out to 
be a blessing for him. By it, 
he, who had been so highly 
pI'ivilegod by God, was kept 
humble, 

Furtiiermorc, God gave 
him sufficient grace to boar 
his suffering. Tiie result was 
Ihat Paul was content with 
his condition, saying: "Most 
gladly therefore wiil l rath­
er glory in my infirmities, 
that the poiver of Christ may 
rest upon me. Tiiereforo, I 
take pieasuI-e in infirmities. 

ill repi'oaches, in necessities, 
in persecutions, in distress-
OS for Christ's sake; for 
wlion I am weak, then am I 
Strong." 

Paul was convinced that 
llie same grac6 and mercy 
of God which had pardoned 
Ills terrible past would also 
he able to support him 
through every eaI-thly ti-ial. 

Our Afflictions Today 

Many a Christian is like­
wise praying that God would 
i'cmove his paI'ticular tliorn 
in Ihe ficsii. And the answer 
he receives today is also: 
" M y gi'iice is sufficient for 
tiiee; for My strength is made 
porfocl in weakness." 

Some object: "Why?" —' 
"Why must wc suffer so, if 
God loves us?" God has His 
purpose. 

In another Epistle Paul re­
minded his fellow sufferers: 
"l''or unio .you it is given in 
the behalf of Clirist, not only 
lo iiciicve on Him, but also 
lo suffer for His sai<e." 
(Philippians 1:29). Peter 
from e.\poricnce couid en­
courage the faithful; "Be­
loved, think it not strange 
eonecriiing tlie fiery trial 
which is to Iry you, as though 
some .strange thing happened 
unto you." (1 Peter 4;l2). 

Tliese passages should 
help us understand that if 
the Lord decides to keep us 
in our tribulation, this is no 
sigIi that He is leaving us. Bo 
assured, if the trial must en­
dure, then liie grace of God 
will also endure and never 
fail us. 

"For when I am weak, 
then am I slI'ong." These 
words are a seeming para­
dox. They mean that when 
and in our infirmities and 
lean not on our own power 
or knowledge but ratlier lean 
on God and trust in Him, 
tiien we are strong, strong 
in His grace. 

So, if God does not re­
move our trials, let us Icai'n 
to acquiesce and even I-cjoice 
in their continuance. Lot us 
recojgnize that God knows 
that these are best for us and 
are instrumental in promot­
ing His glory and the good 
of his Kingdom. 

Yes, God's grace is suffi­
cient also for us. His wonder­
ful grace, which in Ihe sac­
rifice of His Son was more 
than enough to save us from 
all of out- sins, is also more 
than enough to sec us liirough 
all of our temporal afflic­
tions. • , 

But, as Paul, wo must be­
lieve this, in oi'der to benefit.

A legislative appropriation 

last year provided enough funds 
tn pay delegates their $500 semi 
monthly salary through May, 
but the elected members of the 
convention decided they should 
attempt to finish their work 
earlier. 

The decision was sharply In­
fluenced by an attorney gen­
eral's opinion which stated 
March 31 would be the last day 
the convention couid work if il 
wanted to get Its proposed con 
stitution on the November bal 
lot, when state officers will be 
elected. 

Now, witli some . months of 
committee work and several 
houi's of heated debate behind 
Ihem, the delegates arc begin­
ning to realize the sirarp Hmita-
tions of the March 31 deiidline. 

The i/alidity ef .the Attorney 
General's opinion li i\%6 Be-' 
Ing challenged as it becomes 
apparent the cutoff date might 
mean a lest than fully con-
sidered document could re­
sult from the short session. 
Michigan's pi'esent constitu­

tion gives llie 1961-62 conven­
tion the power lo put its pro­
posal beforc the people any 
time 90 days or longer after 
the time it adjourns. For the 
November ballot, this would 
put the cutoff date at August. 

Attendance record of the dele­
gates is excellent. According 
to Lloyd Ashe, a Lansing man 
who has kept track of legisla­
tors for years, says Con-Con 
delegates liave been present for 
a remarkable 92% of the tlIne 
in the first 48 days during 1961. 
Thus far In 1962, their record 
is better still: 97%. 

Delegates who had no prev­
ious political experience in de­
liberative bodies are jijst now 
beginning to see the full process 
unfold. The convention sessions 
have been long and tedious for 
committee members who have 
gone over and over the material 
in their report and must review 
Ihc entire committee considera­
tions for the rest of the dele­
gates. 

Some of the lest experienc­
ed have expretsed concern 
over the fact that committee 
reports are not summarily 
accepted as the best possible 
proposals. 
Partisan squabbles, not al­

ways fully brought out during 
the committee hearings, have 
tied up and delayed several of 
llie meaty proposals which have 
reached the floor. 

Limitation of debate has been 
viewed to this point with great 
disdain but would appear to be 
one of the few ways to meet 

that better organized thoughts 
and a willingness to be con­
cise instead of verbose would 
bc a gieat improvement.. Time 
could be soved and process 
could be realized. 

There is much to bo said for 
and against setting limits on 
lloor debate. Most deliberative 
bodies, however, find it impera 
tive to lake this action when 
faced with considerations of 
time. 

The delegates, through their 
hard work lo date and their 
apparently sincere interest in 
presenting a thoughtfully con­
sidered document to the peo 
pie, have a very good public 
image. 

If it is to remain a good 
image, il would appear they 
must make some quick decis­
ions on whether Ihey want to 
meet this deadline and the best 
\t'ay to do it. 

Putting off until tomorrow is 
a habit which quickly lowers a 
person or group in its effective­
ness. This lactic could easily 
present more problems lo the 
delegates than they already 
face. 

Drilling holes In new high-
ways would appear to the 
average motorist to be an in­
consistency of government, 
but state highway officials re­
port this activity Is a method 
of Insuring safe roadways. 
Department workers last year 

drilled about 3,000 holes in brand 
new highways. 

Six-inch cores arc cut from 
new sections of highway to de­
termine whether contractors 
have met the construction spec-
ifications. 

Freeway conslruclion specifi­
cations, for example, generally 
call for the thickness of con­
crete lo be nine inches. Rein­
forcing steel must be placed in 
the concrete three inches below 
the pavement surface. 

The cores drilled arc meas­
ured for thickness and subject 
ed lo a weight lest at the de­
partment's laboratory al Ann 
Arbor. Each sample core must 
hold up under 100,000 pounds 
of pressure — equivalent lo 
more than 25 regular sized 
cars. 

Any variations from the spec­
ifications can mean' the dc-
partment does not pay a con­
tractor the full paving cost. 
Department officials report few 
shortages are found.

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Babson Park, Mass., One of 
the paradoxes of recent yeai's, 
and pai'licularly during the last 
I'ecession, has been the growing 
unfilled demand for specialists 
and highly skilled ivorkof's dui'-
ing a time of heavy unemploy­
ment. 

We don't have to look vei-y 
far for llie answer: There is a 
lai'ge segment of llie labor force 
having little or no basic ccono-
mic education, and even nioic 
who have developed no special 
skills. Even in the deepest part 
of the I'ecession, there were over 
8,000 unfilled openings in tlie 
heavy-hit Los Angeles area with 
employers unable to find enough 
skilled or technically ti'ained 
workers. 

l advise my readei's to make 
their children and tiieir gi-nnd-
ehildren start training for spec­
ial occupations early in the ed­
ucation game. Tliis has been 
one of my theme songs, and it 
becomes clearer every day lhal 
the time of the specialist is 
upon us. 

Industry is slill hard put — 
even dui'ing a period of liigh un­
employment — to find enough 
trained craftsmen. For every 
100 skilled men and women em­
ployed in industi'y today, there 
will be 125 needed by 19G5, and 
150 by 1975 — partly in spite of 
and partly because of the spread 
of automation. 

The Labor Department be­
lieves lhal this "age of the com­
puter" will create a tremendous 
increase in job openings for pro­
fessional, office, and sales work­
ers. In fact, it expects that in-
dusti'y will need some 8,400,000 
more woikers in such bi'anches 
between now and 1970. Many 
of these will be sought by skill­
ed mechanical and construction 
crafts, and many will be need­
ed in the rapidly expanding of­
fice field. 

Let me now bring up a 
problem that already faces 
the employer and will become 
steadily' more difficult over 
the years ahead. 
This involves the dizzying 

pace at which changes in spec­
ialization become necessai'y in 
the mad race of research and 
development that leads automa­
tion ever onwai'd. Sonic intciii-
gent observersof the machine 
lo-run-machineB rcvoiulion think 
that inteiisivc speciaiization is 
basically unsnimd. 

What wiil happen, lhcy ask, 
lo a student trained to run a 
complex machine when lhat ma­
chine and his job suddenly be­
comes obsolete? This is some­
thing lhat is going to happen 
numberless times in the years 
ahead. How am I to tell my 
readers the best way to face 
it? 

Frankly, I think it is as sim­
ple as this: Insist upon bi'oad-
er education all along the way 
for your dependents. In this 
way their discipilne will be im­
proved and Iheir minds will be 
made more responsive to wid­
er variety of good influences. 
Once an aspiring young man or 
woman learns how to think, it 
wiil be an easy thing lo adapt 

as demand I'cquires. 
Changes will not then loom 

as insui-niountablc barriers, but 
will be new and stimulating 
challenges. 

There will be a million-and-
one such challenges in the com­
ing years and you will want 
your ehildi'en educated in the 
way lhat will help them to meet 
these ch;mgos. 

While getting a broad educa­
tion the arts should not be ne-
gleclcd. In fact, they should be 
encouraged with an eye to in­
fluencing a worker to think 
when he is not bu.sy al his Job. 

Creative thinking Is the 
great need. This is the only 
way we will lick Communism. 
Those who pooh-pooh time 

given to the study of liloratui-c, 
painting, theater, and music 

simply do not understand Iho 
richness and imaginalion which 
can be thus instilled into a 
young person growing up in a 
highly matei'ialistic world. Need-
loss lo say, sane religious ed­
ucation is of the utmost impor-
lanee from the very earliest 
"learning" days of every child. 

In closing, may l say tliat I 
have not nbandon-2d my atti­
tude toward the real need for 
specialization. But I think it is 
essential to base this upon a 
sound, broad education that will 
lay the groundwork for tlie di-
velopmcnl of special talents. A 
poor student is usually a poor 
craftsman. • 

Shame on school committee 
memboi's who arc always call 
ing for "practical" education.

The Wixom city, council last 
Thursday night resolved to place 
on tlie April 2 election ballot tlie 
proposed amendment to the city 
charter — calling for reduction 
of the city's taxing power from 
eight to four mills — that was 
demanded by petitions circulated 
by 'he Wixom Civic association. 

"Whereas," moved . Councii-
(jfj.̂ man Oscar Simmons, "A requi­

site number of the electors of 
the city of Wixom have peti­
tioned for the following amend­
ment: 

'The City shall have power 
to assess taxes and levy and 
collect rents, tolls and excises. 
The annual general ad'valorum 
tax levy shall not exceed four 
(4) mills of the assessed value 
of all real and personal prop­
erty, subject to taxation in the 
city, exclusive of any levies 
authorized by statute lo be made 
;̂ .,.'0".'.l Chailor,. liInit.dion. -

.'A City Charter Araendih'eht 
proposed by petition to amend 
Section 9.1 of the Charter {)y 

reducing the taxing power of 
the City from eight (8) to four 
(4) mills.' 

"And whereas the form of the 
foregoing aihendment has been 
reviewed and approved by the 
governor of the State of iWichi 
gan, therefore be it resolved 
that said amendment be sub-
milled to the qualified electors 
of the city of Wixom, at the 
regular city election, to be held 
on Monday, April 2, 1962 in the 
city hall." 

Following the council's vote 
to place the proposal on the bal­
lot. Councilman Raymond Lah­
ti declared: 

"I think a four mill limita­
tion would, for all practical 
purposes, prevent us from be­
having as.a city." 
He suggested that Mayor Don­

ald Brooks call an executive 
session of the c().mcil,to discuss 

r.WTf? ;:i i?l . fi.;b^it:ftl5i) 
would have on the city and to 
determine a council position on 
the proposal. 

Signatures of some 228 Wixom 
residents appeared on the peti­
tions demanding an opportunity 
to vote on cutting the city char 
ter's tax millage limitation in 
half. A three-fifths majority of 
those votiiIg in the election Is 
needed to carry the proposal. 

Of these, said city Clerk 
Mrs. Lillian Byrd, 201 were 
valid signatures. This is far 
more than the five percent 
of the electorate required by 
the charter, she said. 

The petitions, submitted to 
the council on December 28, 
had lo be sent to the State 
Attorney General's office so 
thâ ^ the wording of the propos 
ed amendment could bc check 
ed to make sure It falls within 
the confines of the statutes cpv 
ering its subject matter. 

Circulation of the petitions 
-was l..st.pI«poscd by the eiylc 
association's board of Jir'ectors 
in November of 1960. 

C o u n c i l ^ B o a r d 

R e v i e w C o n t r a c t 
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The village council and plan 
ning board met jointly Monda; 
night .to "consider the possibi' 
-renewal of the village's contrac 
with planning consultants War­
ing & Johnson of Detroit. 

Under main consideration was 
how much need tliere is for 
planning consultation novv that 
tlie village's master plan Is near 
ly complete.' 

With the termination of the 
firm's present contract, which 
was made three years ago and 
expires at the end of this month, 
the master plan is supposed lo 
be finished. 

The general concensus of both 
the board and council was that 
novv that the 1najor portion of 
the planning has been complet­
ed, the only need for a consul­
tant would involve his atten­
dance al meetings for advisory 
puI-poses. 

Board member Vincent Mik-
las pointed out tliat the board 
now needs "guidance and tech­
nical assistance" lhal woiildn't 
necessarily require a great deal 
of outside work on the part of 
the consullant. He said he feels 
that a retainer basis, contract 
would probably provide the vil-

lage wilh the greatest amount 
of work for its investment. 

Members of both bodies 
agreed that since the work 
load would be much lighter 
than under the first contract, 
the consultant's fee should be 
mueh less than the $3,300 per 
year — or $10,000 for three 
years — now being paid for 
development of the master 
plan. 

Councilman Waller Tuck ask-
ed the planning board whether 
the planning portion of the 
work has been done, and wheth­
er the only need would be for 
a consullant lo help them watch 
the trends of development of 
planning diiring the nexl year 
or so. 

Former civic association 
President Herbert Abrams said 
at that .time that he and the 
other association executives 
wanted lo submit lo their mem­
bership for action a recom­
mendation that the association 
sponsor petitions to amend the 
charter to enforce what he term­
ed an "honest" eight mill limita­
tion.

Board President Arthur Hes­
lip said lie thinks Johnson has 
completed the work the board 
set out to' do three years ago. 
Me pointed oul thai the entire 
master plan has, riot yet' been 
put together and a[)provcd as a 
whole, but reported that John-
son had promised last week to 
have everything ready by the 
board's regular meeting on the 
2Cth of February. 

When council President Jo­
seph Crupi suggested they re 
view to old contract to. see 
whether Johnson has provided 
everything it calls for, board 
member George Kovacssaid he 
feels satisfied with Johnson 
work, but would like the village 
to have conlrol of the original 
li-aeings of all planning maps. 

Crupi poinled out lhat the 
contract stales the originals be 
long to Johnson, but that the 
viiiage may have record copies 
on request. Copies, he said, are 
cheaply, repioduced from the 
originals. 

"If Johnson had to make 
new originals every time the 
board approved a change, the 
cost would be tremendous," 
he said. 
The two bodies decided to 

propose some sort of set fee 
contract with provisions for ex­
tra work at an hourly rate. 
Discussion was carried over lo 
the board's next meeting, when 
Jolinson wouid be present. 

•pHc explained that the present 
charter calls for an eight mill 
limit, but doesn't determine 
whether the state equalization 
factor may or may not be ap 
plied In figuring city tax bills. 

The civi? association contend­
ed that use of the slate factor, 
which adjusts local property val 
uations so they are "equal" to 
the state valuation, allows, the 
city to levy less than eight 
mills, yet collect more. 

This is possible, they ex. 
lilained, because the city can 
levy up to eight mills on the 
city's property evaluations 
and then multiply by the 

- equallia'ion factor, which in 
Wixom's case amounts to 
1.736. 
In the current fiscal year, for 

example, Wixom levied 5.35 
mills. Multiplying by the equal 
izalion factor brings the total 
levy to 9.29 mills. 

This violates the spirit of 
the charter," Abrams said. He 
added that when he and the 
other members of the city char-
ter commissroii drafted the.char-
ter, it was understood that qight 
mills would be the limit of tax­
ation no matter how the land 
value was figured. 

Present civic association Pres­
ident Bill Abrams has said that 
iising a four mill limit and the 
state factor would mean a drop 
in revenue of $26,389. When ask­
ed if the association was going 
to recommend where budget 
cuts could be made to cover 
the drop, he called the present 
budget "padded" and said the 
city could operate efficiently 
wilh a four mill limit. 

In other action, tiic council: 
— Voted to approve tiie trans-

fer of a class C liquor license 
from the Warren G. Hendersons 
to the John W. Hendricksons, 
new owners of the Red Oaks 
Bar at 2005 Wixom road, 

- - Conditionally approved the 
bid ot Ted Myers, of Orchard 
Lake, of $25 to tear down llic 
old Chesapeake and Ohio rail­
way depot that was sold to the 
city for $1, Myers, in addition 
lo, paying the $25 provided $100 
to guariinlee finisliing the work. 

The Novi township board 
Monday night heard a heating 
expert's report suggesting metli-
board tliat present heating in-
community building. 

Edwin Stcinbergcr of 45225 
'Grand River avenue, told tlic 
board that present builcfing in­
stallations in the building are 
doing about two-thirds the 
ainount of work that is needed 
'0 produce comfortable amounts 
af heat. 

Steinberger oxpiained lhat the 
building was probably designed 
for temperatures of approxi­
mately 55 degrees, which would 
be sufficient if some strenuous 
activity were being performed 
or if there were a near-capaci­
ty crowd in the building. 

"Where your problem comes 
from," he said, "is having small 
groups of up to maybe 50 per­
sons in the building, which 
makes the 55 degree tempera­
ture inadequate." 

Steinberger suggested the 
board consider installation of 
one of three types of equip­
ment to solve the problem. 

Ho said the board could in­
stall cither a new boiler, sep­
arate fi'om the present connec­
tion wilh the school's heating 
plant, a heat exchanger that 
would do the. job but would em 
ploy the school's boiler, or gas 
unit heaters suspended from the 
celling to supplement the pre­

sent system. 
He estimated that all three 

suggestions would cost "with­
in iwo to three hundred del-
lars of each other," but said 
he couldn't give the board 
any definite cost estimates. 
Steinberger said his original 

plan when he offered lo make 
the survey of the building was 
to arrange for the heating firm 
he works for/to do the job. But, 
he said, the firm doesn't do as 
small a job as the community 
building turns oul to be. 

After he offered to supply the 
board with estimates of v̂ hat 
the various types of improve­
ments should cost, the board 
decided to put off any decision 
on how to contract to have llie 
work done. 

The board also decided lo 
seek cost estimates for the con 
structiorI of a pedestrian tunnel 
to lead from the township park's 
parking lot lo the beach.

Tlie Novi school district i 
faced with the problem of ir 
creasing revenues by approxi 
niately 373,000 for. next year 
according to the school board' 
citizen study committee on im 
mediate financial needs. 

This fact, and the committee': 
decision that the "only possibi 
method of raising the funds 
voted millage increase" were 
brought out Wednesday eve 
ning of last week as the com 
mittee submitted its final re 
port at a special board meetine 

The board was slated to take 
action on the committee's pro 
posais at last night's (Wednes 
day) regular meeting. 

Finance committee Chairman 
William Dean outiined the rec 
ommendations of the commit 

tee.

one, This deficit Is the largest 
single item the committee rec 
ommended be covered by the 
next budget. 

The second largest item to,be 
covered by the $73,000 proposed 
increase is the deficit from pre­
vious years of operation. The 
:;ommitlee suggested the 1962-
53 budget include $15,000 lo bc 
applied toward reduction of the 
522,370 . deficit incurred before 
1961.

— $S,000 for the addition of 
one teacher In the sixth grade 
tp handle the wave of higher 
enrollments 'that this year 
neeeqyltated addition of a 
t««chtr In the fifth grade.' 
' ~ $5,000 for the establish­

ment of a physical educatior 
program for all grades. 

— $2,000 to provide sum-
m«r programs in remedial 
reading ond enrichment court-

.e( rveommended by Superin­
tendent Tom Culbert. 
—- $2,00P for part-lime cleri­

cal assistance for the library. 
This would bring the library up 
.0 'standards of the Michigan 
.Association of school Hbrarian 
jjfccpt fqr separation of junioi 
high and elementary facilities. 

The financial committee's re 
pprt poinled oul in conclusior 
that of tlie two' sources ol 
school revenue, state aid and 
property taxes, tlie former of­
fers little assistance in raisinf 
the needed $73,600 because il i; 
ba8«d on enrollment, which 1: 
lot expected to increase ap-
preciably over the next few 
^oars. 

This loaves property taxes, 
the report said. The county's 
allocation of 8.37 of the 15 mills 
of county taxes is already 
above the basic five mills set by 

state law, the report pointed 
out, and there is little chance 
of increased revenue here. 

Tlie only alternative, the com­
mittee concluded, is a voted 
increase in school millage. 
Each mill of increase means an 
additional $12,000, their report 
stated, and the cost lo the av­
erage property owner for rais 
ing the $73,000 would amount to 
•jetween $3 and $4 a month. 

The committee further rec­
ommended that whatever in-
crease plan i>ie Uoard asks the 
people to vote on has the 
unanimous support of the 
board. 
It added that since there are 

many areas which need more 
tudy but which the committee 

did not have time for, the board 
;hould make plans for a per­
manent committee to conduct 
I continuing study of school op-, 
ji'ations. 

Culbert pointed oul lo the 
loard that there are ôur main 
•easons the $73,000 must be add 
3d to the school district's rev-
nues for next year. 
First, he said, we must bal 

ance the budget. We have had 
deficit financing for several 
/ears and we're already seeing 
the sort of trouble this can lead 
to. 

Second, he said, the schools 
Iiust- begin reducing llie large 
deficits from previous unbalanc-
id budgets. This constitutes the 
largest expenditures in the pro-
oosals. 

Third, Culbert pointed oul, 
here will be increased operal-
ng expenses. These include 
ncreases in tuition payments 
:o send high school students lo 
iforthville, wage increases for 
vhich the schools have already 
:ontracted, and a general in 
:rease in the costs of doing 
lusiness. 
Finally, he concluded, there 

s the cost of Improving the 
ichool program. Of uppermost 
mportance in the thinking of 

all concerned, he said, is addi-
:ion of a physical education pro-
ji-am. Other improvements have 
;een started — such as implc 
mentation of a music program 
through the use of radios ---- and 
more additions must be put off 
until the school district is more 
solvent.
