When this is completed, the village
would then vote again for charter approval and city incorpora-
tion wonld then become a reality — or set aside — depending
upon the outcome of the charter vote,

April 2 Wixom voters go Lo the polls, Tn addition to elect-
ing three council members and a mayor, they'll find a rather
unusual measure on the hallot,

It calls for redoetion of the charter’s tax rate lHmitation.

As the charter now stands, the top tax rate that can be
levied in Wixom is cight mills, This ballot proposal will give
vofers an epporiinity to cut this in hall — to four mills!

The pmropesiticn came about when Wixom started using
state equalized (rather than lacal) valuations for levying taxes.
The question was raised as to whether the original intent of
the charter had heen ta use these higher valuations or not.

Finally, the Wixam Civie Azsaciation launched a drive to
place the issue on the hallot, Now it’s up to the taxpayer. The
outcome should he inferesting as there are strong opinions on
both sides of the issue.

Babson Park, Mass., One of
the paradoxes of recent years,
and particularly during the last
recession, has been the growing
unfilled demand for specialists
and highly skilled workers dur-
ing a time of heavy unemploy-
ment,

We don't have to look very
far for the answer: There is a
large segment of the lahor force
having little or no hasic econo-
mie education, and even more
who have developed no special
skills, Even in the deepest parl
of the recession, there were over
8,000 unfilled openings in the
heavy-hit Los Angeles area with
employers unable io find enough
skilled or technically trained
workers.

I advise my readers to make
their children and their grand-
children start training for spec-
ial occupations early in the ed-
ucation game, This has been
one of my theme songs, and it
hecomes clearer every day that
the time of the specialist is
upon us.

Industry is still hard put —
even during a period of high un-
employment — to f{ind enough
trained craltsmen. For every
100 skilled men and women em-
ployed in industry today, there
will be 125 needed by 1965, and
150 by 1975 — partly in splte of
and partly because of the spread
of automation,

The Labor Department be-
lieves that this “‘age of the com-
puter” will create a tremendous
increase in job openings for pro-
fessional, office, and sales work-
ers. In faet, it expects that in-
dustry will need some 8,400,000
more workers in such branches
between now and 1970, Many
of these will be sought by skill-
ed mechanical and construction
crafls, and many will be need-
ed in the rapidly expanding of-
fice field,

Let me now bring up a
problem that already faces
the employer and will become
steadily " more difficult over
the yeadrs ahead.

This- .involves the dizzying
pace at which changes in spec-
ialization become necessary in
the mad race of research and
development that leads automa-
tion ever onward. Some intelli-
gent observers-'of the machin:-
to-run-machines revolution think
that intensive specialization is
basically unsound.

What will happen, they ask,
to a student trained to run a
complex machine when that ma-
chine and his job suddenly be-
comes obsolete? This is some-
thing that is going to happen
numberless times in the years
ahead. How am I {0 tell my
readers the best way to face
it?

Frankly, I think it is as sim-
ple as this: Insist upon broad-
er education all along the way
for your dependents, In this
way their discipline will be im-
proved and their minds will be
made more responsive to  wid-
er variety of good influences.
Once an aspiring young man or
woman learns how to think, it
will be an easy thing to adapt

as demand requires.

Changes will not then loom
as insurmountable barriers, but
will be new and stimulating
challenges.

There will be a million-and-
one such challenges in the com-
ing years and you will want
your children educated in the
way that will help them to meet
these changes,

While getting a hroad educa-
tion the arts should not be ne-
glected. In fact, they should he
encouraged with an eye to in-
fluencing a worker to think
when he is not busy at his job.

Credtive thinking is the
great need. This is the only
way we will lick Communism,

Those who pooh-pooh time
given to the study of literature,
painting, theater, and music

simply do not understand the
ricliness and imagination which
can be thus instilled inlo a
young person growing up in a
highly materialistic world. Need-
less {o say, sane religious ed-
ucation is of the utmost impor-
tance from the very ecarliest
“learning” days of every child,

In closing, may I say that 1
have not abandonad my atli-
tude toward the real need for
specialization, But I think it is
essential fo hase this upon a
sound, broad education that will
lay the groundwork for the da-
velopment of special talents. A
poor student is usually a poor
craftsman, -

Tax Reduction Plan
On Wixom Ballot

The Wixom city. council last

I Thursday night resolved to place
' on the April 2 election ballot the
, proposed amendment to the city
i charter — calling for reduction
B R of the city's taxing power from
eight to four mills — that was
demanded by petitions circulated
by rhe Wixom Civic association.
“Whereas,” 'moved . Council-
man Oscar Simmons, “A requi-
site number of the electors of
the city of Wixom have peti-

tioned for the following amend-
ment:

‘The City shall have power
to assess taxes and levy and

collect rents, tolls and excises.

The annual general ad valorum
tax levy shall not exceed four
(4) mills of the assessed value
of all real and personal prop-
erty, subject to taxation in the
city, exclusive .of any levies
authorized by statute to be made

‘A City Charter Amendment

“And whereas the form of the
foregoing amendment has been
reviewed and approved by the

Signatures of some 228 Wixom
residents appeared on the peti-
tions demanding an opportunity
to vote on cutting the city char-
ter’s tax millage limitation in
half. A three-fifths majority. of
those voting in the election is
needed to carry the proposal.

Of these, said city Clerk
Mrs, Lillian Byrd, 201 were
valid signatures. This is far
more than the five percent
of the electorate required by
the charter, she said,

The petitions, submitted to
the council on December 28,
had to be sent to the State
Attorney General’'s office so
that the wording of the propos-
ed amendment could be check-
ed to make sure it falls within
the confines of the statutes cov-
ering its subject matter.

was on His way to his house,
he went to meet Christ. When
he approached the Divine
Master he exclaimed ‘‘Lord,
I am not worthy that thou
shouldst come under my
roof, but only say the word,
and my servant will be heal-
ed.”

- Great humilily is express-
ed in the centurion's words,
No soul, as a matter of fact,
can be acceptable to God
without humility. This vir-
tue is not opposed to strength
of soul; on the contrary, hu-
mility is greatness of soul.
Thousands of souls are cith-
er going away from Christ
or are staying away from
Him for want of humility.

The centurion's words also
convey a greal expression of
faith, Jesus, a rcader of
hearts, turned to the mulli-
lude that followed Him and
proclaimed openly that the
faith of this Gentile was
greater than the faith Ile
had found in Israel.

Faith and humility must he
ours. They must be exercis-
ed by millions more in the
world if we are to gain true
and lasting peace. Humility
and faith are gifts of God to
men, but we humans have
the control of the conditions
which foster or exclude these
virtues.

His miracles should bhe
known. Yet, after the mir-
acle Christ gave a severe
command “‘Sec thou tell no
one!”’ Christ did not wish
His ministry to be accom-
panied by ° excitement and
tumult, He did not want to be
accepted in a sudden burst of
enthusiasm, but with an in-
terior spirit of faith,

Ahout that same time that
Christ cured the leper, there
was a centurion, a Gentile,
on duty in Capharnaum ‘with
a detachment of soldiers un-
der his command. This cen-
turion had heard of Christ's
miracles and believed that
Christ was sent by God. His
servant was sick, and the
Greek expression in the Bible
seems fo imply that death
was naturally inevitable,
Christ was the only help.
How could this centurion ap-
proach the great Prophet?

He did not dare to.go per-
sonally to Christ, so he sent
some of his Jewish friends.
The centurion apparently had
not expressed the wish or
entectained the hope that
Christ should come in per-
- son, The Jewish friends, how-
ever, in their cagerness to
obtain Christ's help, asked
that Christ should come down
to this sick man, When the
centurion heard that Christ

Doubt and pride are two
great obstacles in ihe paths
of many people in the world
today,. How  Christianily
would spread if people could
oply hurdle these two ob-
stacles courageously, I say
courageously, because it
takes courage to have
strong faith and to be hum-
ble.

In St. Matthew’s Gospel,
eighth chapter, we see a lep-
er approaching Christ, pros-
trating himself on the ground
and pleading “Lord, if Thou
wilt, Thou canst make me
clean,” No man ever form-
ulated a better petition than
this leper, Those few words
are the expression of full
faith in Christ’s power, but
they also declare a humble
submission and resjgnation.
The leper simply lays his
need hefore Christ, He ac-
knowledges Christ’s power to
heal, but he leaves it to His
good pleasure to give health
or not. The very terms of
the leper's petition imply
that his {aith would not have

Today, however, | want to
talk to you about the person-
al dangers for workers and
their families that can arise
from cut-throat competition.

First of all, you should never
forget that it is all too easy for
business to damage the home
life of those who think of ab-
solutely nothing but how to
“make a bundle”. One of the
chief causes of juvenile delin-
quency is the father who de-
votes his evenings and weck-
ends to his work instead of to
his family. This can casily lead,
also, to a kind of ‘“women’s
auxiliary” of wives who give
far more thought to cntertain-
ing their hushands’ business as-
sociates than o tending to their
children’s physical and emotion-
al needs.

There is no sadder home in
America than the one in
which the father realizes too
late that his son is practical-
ly a grown man, — and that
he (the father) has missed
the fun and fury of the whole
process.

The frenzied pursnit of com-
pany bhusiness, at the expense
of family life, resulls in a loss
to hoth, Of what value is a
man’s cconomic advancement
if personal and family values
have to go by the board *‘until
later”?

Placing heavy emphasis on a
citizens financial study com-
mittee report that Novi schools
need a $73,000 increase in rev-
enues next year to off-sct sev-
eral years of deficit financing
and provide for unaveidable
cost increases, MacBride pro-
posed the school electors be ask-
ed to give the board the power

" lto assess up to six mills above

the regular school-county tax
limitation of 15 mills for the
next five ycars.

MacBride said he was ‘‘dis-
appointed” about the financial
committee’s report in that he
had hoped the schools would be
able to afford extensive pro-
gram improvements in the next
few years.

“But in view of the commlt-
tee's findings that such a large
sum is needed just to put us
back on the black side of the
ledger,” he said, ‘‘only very
moderate curriculum expansion
may be made now.”

MacBride said he would “ac-
cept”” as the only improve-
ments possible now the com-
mittee’s proposal that a physi-
cal education program be initi-
ated along wnth provisions for

remedial reading and advanc-
ed science or mathematics.

He pointed out that the re-
maining 88 per cent of the
proposed  $73,000 increase
would have to go for avto-
matic cost increases and a
start on retirement of the
school district’s debt.

As proposed by the finance
committee, about $29,000 would
be used to cover this year's
budget deficit and another
$15,000 would be applied toward
retirement of the district’s ‘‘un-
managable” $40,000 debt.
FINANCE committee Chair-
man Willlam Dean . explained
that deficit fmanclng and con-
tracted obligations of the school
district . have mounted up into
a debt of more than $51,000,
Of this, he said, approximately
$11,000 is ‘‘manageable”, leav-
ing some $40,000 that the com-
mittee feels must be retired in
the next three years.

The committee’s proposcd pro-
gram for retiring this debt con-
sists of applying $15,000 of the
$73,000 cach year for the next
two years, and then finishing
off with a $10,000 payment,

The remainder of the propos-
ed increase would be spent for
annual salary increments al-
ready contracted for, incrcased
tuition costs for sending high
school students to Northville
andr addition .of one classroom
teacher to cover a wave of in-
creaged enrollment that has
now freached the sixth- grade
level.

Dean pointed out that scjwol
revenues from state aid and reg-
ular county school taxes will not
increase appreciably, $o the on-
ly possible method of covering
the incrcased  expenditures
would be a voted increase in
property tax millage,

Since one mill raises about
$12,000 in Novi, he concluded,
a vpted increase of six mills
will be absolulely necessary to
rasie the $73,000.

Superintendent Tom Cul-
bert said that according to
township Supervisor Frazer
Staman, the averags proper-
ty~assessed valuation in Novi
Is about $4,000.

Taking lhis value as a base,
Culbert continued, and: multiply-
ing \by the cqualization factor
of 159, one mill of increase
would mean an annual tax in-
crease of $6.36. Six mills, he
snid, would therefore cost the
average property owner an ad-
ditional $38.16 in taxes cach
year,

Before the vote, Taylor point-
ed out that he had felt there
was sufficient need for six mills
when he proposed the vote last
year, and said he still feels
there 'is such a need.

A stormy meeting, capped by
the submission of petitions re-
questing  Novi  school  board
President Walter Ambinder to
resign, resulted in the board’s
acceprance of a proposed policy
on religion last Weédnésday cve-
ning.

The policy, proposed by a
group of some 30 Novi resi-
dents and- cmlorscd by nearly
300 more, -underwent  two
amendments requested by board
member John MacBride and
then was. approved with only
Ambinder dissenting.

The policy points out the na-
tion’s religious heritage and
says that despite the variety
of religipus beliefs in the com-
munity, all members “acknow-
ledge and worship one God.”
As amended, it provides that:

— *“Such holidays as Christ-
,Imas and Easter may be ob-
served in the schools, and mu-
sic, decorations, and symbols
commonly associatéd with these
holidays may he used;

— “Students of the school dis-
trict who desire to observe ree-
ognized religious holidays, or
church specified religious exer-
cises, other than those méntion-
ed above, may be excused for
the purpose on request, without
penally;

'— “Teachers may offcx non-
sectarian prayers in the clasa-
room or at meals;

~ “Teachers may c\plam the

significance of the holidays of
various religions to their stu-
dents in order to expand the
knowledge and understanding of
the student body, but any such
discussions shall be purely. ex-
planatory and in no way praise
or condemn the religious prin-
ciples involved;
“participation in any
religious obsérvance, such as
singing Christmas’ carols, will
not be compulsory for any
student,”

Petitions requesting board ac-
