If you chart the nation's birth 
rales you will be able to fore-
east when marriages will be at 
their peak. We were in such a 
period a few years ago. This 
resulted in the great demand 
for two-bedroom single houses, 
This situation caused develop 
ment companies to he formed, 
— especially in the suburbs of 
almost every city. 

More real estate agents per 
1600 of population exist today 
than at any previous time. They 
now average about 75 real es­
tate salesmen for each 16,060 
of population, l include the lic­
ensed realtors and their sales­
men. 

The offeruig price for new 
vacant liouses has not yet been 
broken in most sections; but 
the terms of purchasing have 
been severely cut. A veteran 

can "buy'' a house without put 
ting any money down; while 
any young couple can get a 
home for 10% down, and a 
small monthly payment. When 
the newly married couples do 
a little figuring they find that 
the monthly payment is no more 
than they would pay for rent, 
only then they would not 
have a new house. 

Talk it over with the FHA 
(Federal Housing Administra­
tion). You can get infoImation 
on your problems by writing the 
Public Information Office, FHA, 
Washington 25, D.C., or a local 
FHA office. 

When the young couples must 
move to. some other city, some 
foolish ones do not hesitate to 
move out sometimes at night 
and leave a note stating that no 
more monthly payments can be 
expected! Thc furniture has 
mostly been bought on install­
ment payments.

the dealers repossess — or they 
will inake a deal wilh some 
truck driver lo take their furni­
ture some nigiit lo the new lo­
cation when they have "bought" 
another house. 

The above program is being 
followed continuaily by young 
home buyers who think nothing 
of their reputation. 

But is wise for a young 
married couple to establish a 
reputation for honesty end re-
liability. This is very Impor. 
tant. 
Young people may get ihar-

ried without money; but they 
should have an insurance policy 
(upon which they should never 
borrow) — and good credit. 

The real estate men combine 
into associations wiiich report 
to one another. The bank where 
you as a new resident will be 
cashing your monthly check in 
the new city will get a report 
upon you from Its correspon­
dent banks in the city you are 
ieaving. So lie sure to establish 
good credit. 

Be able to refer to your school 
principal and your minister or 
priest — and especially to your 
former employer. Be "above 
board" in all your transactions 
with your real estate agents

And I hate to 
do that! l just hale it! 

And my husband says if she 
comes to visit us again, he'll 
just walk righl out the front 
door and never conic back. He 
would loo. She just wants to 
lake over — not just me, but 
my baby and my husband. And 
Geoi'gc is not one to be taken 
over! He has a motlier too, but 
thank (iod his father is living. 
.Aline is dead. For ten years 
it's been this way. I don't even 
know why Ceorge married me 
and thank Cod he didn't meet 
my moliier until after wc were 
married! She's always giving 
out advice. She tells George he 
should treat ine beller when 
he's the sweetest guy in tlie 
whole world. 

I think I'll go crazy. I think 
i'ii go stark-staring mad if l 
don't gel her off my back. It's 

easy to say "forget it" but I 
can't. She'd starve — she'd lit­
erally starve to death just so 
on her death bed she could point 
a finger at mc and say "Jean 
you've done it — you've done 
this to me. You've killed me 
like you killed your father.' 

Dr. Mudd, is there something 
you can suggest? Mama is 72.

Dear Jean: 

Some months ago I answered 
another letter about "mother 
trouble" and what I had to say 
upset a few people who seat me 
quite a few letters. 

About half felt I was a heart 
less villain, not fit to be In 
eluded in the ranks of mankind, 
and half commended me for be 
ing forthright in calling things 
as I saw them. One respondent 
even wanted mc to make an 
appointment for her, for she was 
certain from what I had said 
that I would understand the feel-
ings she had about her own 
mother. 

Mothers are a very sensitive 
subject to deal with and there 
isn't anyone wlio isn't touched 
in some way by the topic. Most 
of us are pretty fortunate to 
have had for our mothers, wo-
men who could and did tolerate 
the problems wc presented and 
who never considered that we 
existed for their especial bene 
fit. 

They were women who felt 
rather that we were, as one 
woman put it to me, "loans 

from God'! to be repaid when, 
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as adults, we no longer needed 
them. 

You, unhappily, have not 
been so fortunate. Not only is 
your mothcfi, excessively de­
manding of your attention, but 
she exploits, without being 
aware of it, the tender depen 
dent feeling with wiiich you still 
cling to her. To just "drop' 
your mother would be of no 
help to eitheI; of you. She would 
suffer severely from your ne 
gelct and your consicence would 
not leave you much peace. 

There is no perfect solution 
no answer completely satisfy 
ing. But a compromise, by 
which you observe the forms of 
attention your mother needs 
considering them as payments 
for the many years of care she 
gave you as a child, might be 
quite satisfactory, or at least 
tolerable. 

You could then gradually 
withdraw the emotional ties 
which have bound you to your 
motlier, while at the same time 
providing with support a wo 
man who must be ioneiy and 
unhappy at the distance that 
separates her from her oniy 
chiid. 

There is no deceit in this pro 
posal. Does it really ĥurt you 
or impose sueh an immense 
burden on you to drop her 
chatty note once a week? Will 
it really drain you to be cour 
teously appreciative of her ef­
forts to show you Iiow much she 
feels towards you? 

I .think you should talk this 
over with George and settle be 
tween yourselves how the two 
of you can most maturely meet 
the difficulties which time alone 
will erase. I think when George 
sees how much you need his 
strength as a man and a hus­
band, he wiil be more ready to 
lend a helping hand than to run­
ning away from' you and your 
chiid. 

I wonder if you don't rather 
grcatiy exaggerate and maybe 
even get a little pleasure out of 
the burden which life has plac 
ed upon your shoulders? 

Once you and George have 
settled upon policy it might be 
well If you would just keep 
these feelings that you have 
aboul your mother and her de 
mands lo yourself. It really 
doesn't help to talk about them 
and as far as I can tell it seems 
lo disturb your relationship 
wilii your husband.

M. Bsrtleff reported the cur 
rent year wages of ail MIchI-
gan teachers gave them an 
average of $6,162, as com-
pared to $5,898 s year ago. 

The apparentiy high average 
for ail Michigan teachers could 
be deceiving at first glance, 
Bartlett warned. One group of 
about 25,000 teachers in the 
state had average earnings of 
$4,372; another smaller group 
taken separately showed an av­
erage of $3,966, and one gi'oup 
of primary teachers received as 
little as $2,700, 

Salaries in the larger cities 
brought the averages up. 

Complete figures for the cur­
rent school year were not brok-
en down to areas, but during the 
li)00-61 period, an average sal­
ary of $7,275 was reported for 
Detroit teachers. 

Next in line were Flint, 
Grand Rapids, Lansing and 
Dearborn with an average of 

1,804; followed by Ann Arbor, 
Bay City, Jackson, Kalamazoo, 
Pontiac, Royal Oak, Saginaw, 
Lincoln Park, Livonia and Rose-
ville with a $6,408 average. 

Eighteen cities in tlie 25,000 
to 50,000 population rank also 
helped bring the average up, 
with salaries set about $6,479. 

Average annual salary of 
Northville teachers is $5,800. 

Senior citizens, of age 65 and 
older, have come to the atten­
tion of government agencies 
and the public Increasingly in 
recent years. 

Some years ago, under the 
administration of former Gov 
ernor G. Mennen Williams, a 
Michigan Commission on Aging 
was created to encourage act­
ivities and services to meet the 
needs of the state's senior citi­
zen. 

Now, for the first time, the 
commission has prepared its 
first direct contact with the gen­
eration of citizens it was create 
to help. 

"Most of the work of thc com­
mission deals with the people

A booklet on services recent-
ly published by the commission, 
however, gives thc specific in 
formation needed by the senior 
citizen or relatives and friends 
who may be trying to help. 

It includes Information 
about using free time, seeking 
employment, getting medical 
care, money and suitable 
housing. 
In addition to general in­

formation on services available 
throughout the state, the com­
mission booklet gives a county-
by-county breakdown on the lo 
action of agencies such as the 
department of social welfare, 
bureau of social aid, social se 
cuI'ity, Michigan employment 
security eominissioh and coun­
ty and district health depart­
ments.

One of the uses of baby teeth, 
in addition to use for chewing 
food, talking, and facial expres­
sion, is lb keep space in the 
jaw for the permanent teeth. 

When a tooth is lost loo early, 
adjoining teeth tend to "drift" 
into the vacant space and there 
may be an eventual shifting of 
all the teeth, said Wertheimer. 

Health department officials 
are strong advocates of fluorei-
dated water. "Children drinking 
fluoridated water have a tre­
mendous advantage over those 
who do not have this benefit,'' 
said Wertheimer. 

"The fluoride in the water of­
fers built-in protection against 
tooth decay and has been prov-
cd to reduce tooth decay as 
much as 05 per cent.''

The village tmnicil anj plan 
ning commission, meeting in 
joint session Monday evening, 
approved rezoning of several 
subdivision areas and turned 
clown a request for rezoning to 
pave the w;iy for a bulk oil and 
ga.soline plant on Grand River 
avenue.

Residents on tiic cast side of 
Glenda avenue complained thai 
the rezoning would not protect 
them very much from the non­
residential land uses permitted 
in agricuiturai areas because 
their back property lines wouid 
stiii face onto a iarge parcel 
of agricuiturai iand. 

Lesiie Mitchoii, of 24404 Glen­
da, poinled out that the farm 
land wouid not be inciuded in 
the , rezoning, and said he 
thought it shouid be. 

"It's nothing but a big 
dust bowl for us now," he 
declared. 
Planning board member Vin­

cent Mikias pointed out that 
the farm land in the Sallow 
property has not yet been sub­
divided, and couid not be zoned 
residential now. 

"While it's true this is only a 
sniail step," stated Irving Stev­
ens, of Detroit, a property own-
,er. hi..the.,area, "it's a slop in 
the right direction." 

Mikias proposed that all 
three Sallow subdivisions be 
changed to rosidenliai -zoning, 
but the proposal died for lack 
of a second. 

He then look each subdivision 
separately, getting the pianning 
board's approval of the chang­
es in each. 

Because no objections were 
voiced by the nearly 60 prop­
erty owners in and arountl the 
two Connemara ililis subdivis­
ions, the board voted approval 
of rezoning them. 

As promised by the board 
at an earlier meeting, the 
planning board quickiy turn­
ed down the proposed rezon­
ing of Munro subdivision. 
Properly owners wiio iiad ap­

peared at liie meeting at which 
the pubiic hearing was set up 
had objected that the large par­
cels of land in the Mumo sub­
division were loo lai-ge to be 
considered residential. 

But because the Munro sub 
division had been included in 
the original motion calling for 
the piiblic hearing, it could not 
be di'oppcd until the hearing. 

Turning to a request from 
Fred Curcio for rezoning from 
commercial and small fai'm to 
restricted manufaclui'ing of liis 
propei'ty on Grand River av­
enue near tlie Novi hai'dwarc, 
llie board followed tlie advice 
of planning Consultant W. C. 
Johnson to deny the request. 

Thc iioard also iicard oiijec-
tions from severai property own­
ers in the area lhal thoy had 
been advised their insurance 
rates wouid be raised if Cui'cio's 
pians to build a bulk oil pro­
cessing plant on liie appi-oxi-
nialely three acres of iand were 
carried out. 

Curcio, who owns a simiiar 
installation in Farmington, point­
ed out tliol llie present zoning 
of the iand quaiifies it for use 
as a gas station, but Î Iikias said 
such a station wouid have lo 
be appi-ovcd by tiie board of ap­
pcais. 

Johnson objected that Cur-
cio's proposal would consti­
tute 'spot zoning' and wouid 
depreciate the value of sur­
rounding property. 

In subsequent voting, the 
councii foiiowed thc recommen­

dations of the pianning iioard in 
each of the rezoning proposais. 

Councilwoman Miss Eugenie 
Choquet questioned the method 
by which lho subdivision pro­
posals had been bi-ought up. She 
poinled out thai Administi-ativo 
A.ssistant had suggested the re-
zoning lo tlie boai-d. 

Council Pi-esident Joseph Cru­
pi said tlic council and the 
boni-d have authoi-ity lo initiate 
rezoning wlien they feel it's ne­
cessary. Mc pointed out that 
pI-operty owners would probab­
ly not have proposed the 
change from agricultural dis-
tricts lintil something had been 
started near their land which 
would be harmful to them. By 
that time, he said, it would be 
loo late to protect them from 
undesirable land uses.

Plenty of thrills, cheers and 
basketball ai'c in the offing as 
four liigh school quintets pre­
pare lo blast off Tuesday in 
the District lournaiTicnt at Mil 
ford.

Dave Longridge, who took 
over the reigns of the Mustangs 
this season, believes his team 
has "as good a chance as any 
in the district". 

The Northville coach admits 
that his biggest problem will be 
"guarding against over-confi­
dence. We beat one of those 
teams twice (Brighton) ... beat­
ing a team three times iri one 
season is plenty tough." 
'••Although'' Longridge believes 
all three opponents pose some 
problems for the Bilustangs, he 
points to South Lyon as the ma­
jor obstacle. "That's because 
we haven't played them ... I 
scouted them twice, but If you 
haven't played a team there's 
always a question. 

"It's hard to say about 
them (South Lyon) ... they 
run and shoot. We'Il have to 
slow 'em up. We like to make 

a team play our flame.'' 
Bob Meelh, wl̂ o piloted the 

Lions to a district crown two 
years ago, predigls Norlhville 
will be the fai/orito lo win this 
year. Bui, adds l(leeth quickly, 
"they can be stopped. A good 
strong defense!and some tough 
rebounding could do it. 

If we caii get hot in the 
tournament we'll certainly have 

chance lo beat any of- the 
teams. Of course, we're look­
ing for a chance to play the 
Northville club!" 

Mccth watched,the Mustangs 
bounce back from the short end 
of a first-half, score Friday" to 
crush Holly. 

Despite his team's losing, rec­
ord this past season, Mectlv ex 
pI'esscs confidence in his play­
ers. "I thought we had a fairly 
good season frpm the standpoint 
of the clubs we played. Wc.- lost 
several of our games By only 
a few points. If we can get up 
for the tournament, we'll have 
a g'ood chance' to win." 

In last year's district tourney 
South Lyon, one of the favor­

ites, came up cold against a 
red-hot Northville club which 
upset the Lions, 93-82, A good 
share of that Northviiie team 
wiil bc in action again this 
year, while South Lyon will have 
but a few repeaters; 

Following the win over South 
Lyon last year, the Mustangs 
swept past Milford to claim 
their first district crown since 
1953. ln the regional tourna­
ment, however,- a perpetual-
motion River Rouge five crush­
ed Northviiie in the opening 
round, 81-59. 

Unless the coaches spring 
some surprises — and usuaiiy 
there arc many district sur­
prises — fans will see the four 
teams play this way; 

Northville — Control ball, 
wilh emphasis on defense. 

South Lyon — Man to man 
defense, occasional switch lo 
zone, and fast break. 

Brighton — Fast break, with 
zone defense and perhaps a 
zone press. 

Milford — Fast break, with 
zone defense.

Convcnlion grows dimmer daily 
as liic sessions in Lansing's Civ­
ic Cenlcr iongllien. 

'i'liis was the dale lenlalively 
sot following an attorney gen­
eral's opinion which said the 
convcnlion should complete its 
project by March 31 if it were 
lo go lo the people in the No­
vember election. 

Tlicie wore several delcgalcs 
who I uestioned the validity of 
Uic informal opinion, because 
the present Conslilulion speci­
fics the convcnlion can direct 

vole on proposals any lime 
SO days or more after adjourn­
ment. 

Now, witli debate running 
.several days on the mealy sec 
lions of the proposed docu­
ment, many delegates feel May 
15 would be a more probable 
target date. The 1361 legisla 
live-appropriation for Con-Con 
inclvidcd delegate salaries 
tlirough Ihc mid-May dale. 

Politics enters into Ihe con-
sidoralion of adjournment, also. 
The official entry of Con-Con 
delegate George Romney into 
the giihcrnatorial race as a Re­
publican candidate brought 
Doraocrals lo lhcir feel wilh 
cries thai the 89 GOP dele-
gales were using the convention 
lo boosl Honiney. 
. If Romney's bid for Gov-
ernor and the product of the 
convention were placed on 
the seme ballot, the Constitu­
tion proposed would become 
a political football regsrd-
less of its conienL they seem 
to think. 
Delaying consideration of the 

ConsliUition until April, 1963 
would give it more of a fair 
chance, say long-lime boosters 
of the movement lo revise the 
present 1967 document. 

Some eritieism will undouled-
ly fall "on convention delegates 
if they fail lo meet the March 
31 adjournmcnL 

It would seem a wise move, 
liowever, to admit that a mere 
five months work might nol 
produce 'a document which 
should serve Michigan's needs 
for a basic law during the next 
several decades, 

A 1958 report on cducalion in 
Michigan recommended all 
counties willi 20,666 or more 
population estabhsh a commun­
ity college 

Superintendent of Public In­
struction Lynn M. Bartlelt has 
now created a unit he hopes 
will enable Inany :oinmunilics 
lo follow this recommendation. 

Barlleli recently named Dr. 
Gorton Reithmiller, president of 
Olivet College, as head of a 
Commission on Communily Col 
lege Development. The com 
mission will contact civic lead­
er: wilh the idea of expanding 
lhc present 16-unil communily 
college syslem lo accommodate 
tlic increasing numbei's of slu-
denls who want and need an 
cducalion beyond llio 12lh grade. 

Hundi'cds of American ag ex-
perls this summer and fall wili 
tour Europe under the Good 
Will Peoplc-to-People program. 
They will visit farms and re­
lated induslrial plants. Selec­
tion of places to be visited was 
made by the director of Miehi-
gan's Department of Agricul 
ture, G. S. Mclntyre, who also 
is president of the National As­
sociation of State Departments 
of Agriculture. Mr. Mclntyre 
recenlly made a whirlwind 
eight-day visit to Europe with 
Les Davis, co-ordinator ol the 
goodwill prograni. 

Meeting with American am­
bassadors and attaches as well 
as officials of other countries 

in selling up the plans, Mr 
Alclnlyre visited Brussels, Mos 
cow. East and West Uerlin, and 
Warsaw before returning. The 
tours later in the year of Amer­
ican farm people, for which Mr. 
Mclnlyre made arrangements, 
will he 21-day affairs. Groups 
from al least 14 slates arc ex-
peclcd lo go. 

Legislators deserve nndcr-
Elanding in dealing with their 
problems. Every session lhey 
are deluged with rccjucsts, urg-
ings or demands lo supply scr-
vice to people of the state.

Elmer Porter (R-Blissficld), 
chairman of the Appropriations 
Committee, has oflcn been vic­
tim for ridicule or conlempl be­
cause ho blocked oxpcndilures 
for what many people Ihink 
are worthy causes. He and 
commillce members must re 
member as lhey appI-ove each 
section of the budget lhal lhey 
are limited to the money which 
is available. If lhey approved 
every expenditure, the state 
would soon be further in debt. 

Members of the Appropria­
tion Committee arc older, more 
experienced men. Only one new 
mail is on the 1962 Committee, 
Philip Rahoi (D-Iron Moun­
tain). Olher members are all 
Republican and, include Frank

A. Dehmel, Unionville; Lynn 0 
Francis, Midland; Lloyd A 
Stephens, Scoltvillp; and Stan­
ley G. Thayer, Ann Arbor.

Wc know that such periods of 
turmoil come lo everyone, jusl 
as we know that lo give our­
selves up to suffering under 
Ihem only makes matters 
worse. Discipline, especially 
self-discipline, is a powerful 
help to the troubled. Children 
require the discipline which 
their pai'cnts bring to bear 
upon them. Becoming accus­
tomed to its burden, in lime 
lhey value iis benefits. 

Those who have been discip­
lined appropriately by their 
parents in youth' will become 
mature, self.regulaled, reliant 
people capable of produclive 
living in peace with others when 
thcy become adulls. It î  essen­
tial, of course, that a child ex­
perience parental love free 
from exploitation. That is, a 
parent musl behave toward a 
child with a full measure of 
recognition that the greatest 
parental pleasure comes from 
the witnessing of the child's 
growth and development. 

It is sui'cly the greatest mis­
take to try to mold a child for 
one's own gratification. And it 
is difficult to be sure that one 
is nol̂  doing jusl that sonie-
limes. Do you want your son lo 
make good grades because you 
like lo brag about his aecom 
plishment? If you do, it's ex 
ploiling a child unable to pro­
tect himself. 

But if you want him lo gel 
good grades because these I'c-
fleel .what be has learned, and 

is in lura will serve him well 
in the future, tlicn you are help­
ing him to become a inatuic 
person. I think you err in con­
sidering in the cancellation of 
a party as punishment. To nie, 
Ihe fact of the parly appeal's 
lo have been a "bonus", some­
thing hardly essential for living 
even in a child s life. And of 
course, you don't get a bonus 
unless you earn one. 

And especially sliould you be 
commended for not backing 
down and letting him have the 
party anyhow. The saying so of­
ten iiivolked when one is about 
lo chastise a child, "This hurts 
me more lhan il does you" is 
true enough, bul parents must 
make sacrifices for their chil­
dren, even the painful one of 
denying Ihem things whichJliey 
yearn lo give them.

Babson Park, Mass., The 
Untied Stales will probably suf­
fer from anollicr business de­
pression.

We will see a rash of fail­
ures; but the "smart boys'' 
in Washington may not let 
them be called "failures". 
They will be listed as "con-
solidations" or "mergers" or 
"going out of business''. 
We will 'not see llic unem­

ployed selling apples on the 
street; but wc may sec apples 
given away lo all who call for 
them. It will be known as the 
great "giveaway era". The 5-
hour day may temporarily be 
cut lo a 2-hour day. 

The legislation that President 
Kennedy now wants to help the 
aged and the ill will then quick­
ly be enacted. The government 
will subsidize smail business as 
it now does the farmers. We 
will be approaching socialism; 
but under some new name. 

The unemployed will be sent 
to schools and colleges which 
will be given federal aid gen­
erously and in abundance. Ac-
cording to Senator Goldwater 
and the John Birch "rightists' 
this will finally lead to further 
reaction and trouble. The Arm­
ed Forces recognize this and 
would like to join this "rightist" 
movement; but they are being 
muzzied. 

The labor unions, however, 
are behind the movemcnL Their 
leaders realize that if the lib­
erals and radicals go loo far. 
President Kennedy or "some 
man on horseback" will become 
a dictator. These labor leaders 
al heart are conservatives. 
What About the Stock Market? 

Ah! this is something differ 
cnL For over 56 years I have 
studied the slock market. 
Hence, now I will discuss what 
l know something about! I am 

statistician, not a politician. 
Let nie start by saying that 
over seven billion shares of 
cominon slock arc listed on the 
New York Stock Exchange and 
less than one billion more - on 
tlie American Exchange.' Nine­
ty per cent of the lalter are of 
small speculative companies, 
which we will nol now count. 
None of tlio latter affect Ihe 
Dow-Jones Induslrial Average. 
Of the above-mentioned shares 
I will eslimate approximaiely 
how many shares are lied up 
and how many are free lo break 
quickly in a crash. 

Total Shares — 7,606,666,666. 
The New York Slock Ex­

change has over 1366 members. 
Of these C86 are Banking Firms 
in active business. These sliould 
have an average 500,006 sliares 
owned by customers. All these 
figures arc estimates — 346,-
606,600. 

Mutual Funds - 10,666,066. 
Banks, Insurance Companies, 

Labor Unions, and Closed-end 
Invcslnient Trusts — 1,669,666. 

Shares held abroad or in tran­
sit — 1,060,660. 

Private Investors with Cerli-
fieales in their Safe-Deposit Box­
es (5,066,600 persons avei-aging 
260 shares) — 1,006,000,660. 

Speculators holding their 
shares outright — 1,000,660,600. 

Certificates' of deceased or 
sick pcI'sons which arc not 
"good delivery" — 1,006,600,606. 

Estimated Total — 3,361,600,-
066. 

New let us form an esti­
mate another way. Of these 
7 billion shares about 3,500,000 
are traded S days a week, 
or say 2i0 days each year 
(3,S00,00l) X 260) or about one 
billion shares in a year. 
When wc consider that for 

every seller there must bc a 
buyer, and that the specialists 
cannot allow the sales to be 
quoted at too much of a spread, 
this is another brake on the 
sales. This is of itself a curb 
on a panic crash and is now 
being caicfully watched by the 

SEC. Furlhermore, if we lake 
these 7 billion shares, less the 
deductions, and adjust same lo 
the slock splits, stock dividends, 
number of population, assess­
ment of real property, gross 
national product, and value of 
the dollar, these figures would 
be severely changed. The final 
result, however, would show 
lhal the percentages would not 
be materially changed. 
Power of Compound Interest 
Now lo my conclusion: The 

percenlage of doduclions indi 
cales the possible percenlage 
of cushions or 'curbs to any 
eventual crash, including legis­
lation as to margins.' The per­
centage of - Ihesc "eusmons'' is 
increasing more rapidly lhan 
the tolal shares. Tliis is due lo 
a far greater public interest in 
investments and a gi'cater per­
centage of money coming into 
the treasuries of mutual funds, 
insurance companies, labor un­
ions, and savings accounts. 

Also important is the in-
creased increment of com­
pound interest, which applies 
mainly to the deductions. 
All the above means that al­

though we will continue to have 
"bear and bull" trends (due lo 
Newton's Law of Action and Re­
action) — barring World War 
III, no reader of this column 
will see another slock market 
crash like 1929. 

I cannot overemphasize the 
great importance of cumulative 
compound interest. At G'/t mon 
ey doubles in 12 years. Most of 
the deductible funds mentioned 
above will yield about 4%. 
This means that they arc con­
stantly Increasing while tlic 7 
billion listed common shares 
arc not increasing in compari­
son therewith — probably 
around 2';;. This means that 
the Dow Jones 36 Industrials 
are no fair barometer of what 
the 7 billion shares are doing. 
Certainly an expert investment 
adviser should ALWAYS be 
able to select some "growing 
companies" from the 7 billion 
shares now. listed on the Now 
York Slock Exchange.

berl. 

Culberl's hopes for the pos-
siblc formation of a junior high 
parent interest group were mea­
surably increased afler the first 
meeting, when a dozen parenls 
volunteered lo serve as a plan­
ning committee to develop more 
meclings. 

He said tlio committee wiil 
mecl to lay plans for programs 
lo follow-up the Ihree-meeling 
series being conducled by Dr. 
Berman. 

The second meeting in the ser­
ies will be held tonight (Tliui's-
day) in ihe Novi school library.

Voters who arc eilher new to 
the district or who ai'c iinregis-
lered should register vvIlh town-
ship Clerk Hadley J. Bachert, 
Culbcrt said.

Specifically, the council voted 
to purchase from the Ray Wach-
ler fire equipment company 560 
feel of one and one half inch 
hose for $397, 566 feel of two 
and one half inch hose for $593, 
six helmets for $86 and two hose 
i'eels for $208. 

Also purchased were two one-
inch hose nozzles for $98 and 

generator for $273 from tlie 
General fii'e equipment com 
pany. 

Tlic council also received not­
ification from the village bond­
ing atlorneys that the applica­
tion for permission lo establish 
a special assessment district lo 
pay for the Willowbrook sub­
division number one street pav 
ing project has been received 
by the municipal finance com­
mission.

The council also learned of 
lhc DPW's plans for road con­
struelion work over the next 
two years. Included are nearly 
a mile of widening and resur­
facing of South Lake drive, ov­
er half a mile of black-topping 
on Meadowbrook road between 
10 Mile and Grand River and 
two scls of culverts and ditch­
ing to widen Nine Mile. 

The tolal cost lo lhc village 
for lhc projecls would be about 
$2,506. Ackley explained that 
this wouid be matching funds 
for the Nine Mile projects, 
wliich arc on minor roads. The 
Meadowbrook and South Lake 
projecls are on major I'oads, he 
said, and highway funds for 
Ihem need not be matched by 
village funds.

age to most of the house. 

Forced from their home by 
heavy smoke were Mr, and 
Mrs. Lawrence Brown, of 30915 
Haggerty road, when lhey were 
awakened at shortly afler 1 
a.m. 

Police Cliief Lce BeGole said 
the home had filled wilh smoke 
while a fire smouldered in lhc 
basement .Just afler tlic Browns 
left the house, he said, the fire 
burst through the floor of both 
the kitchen and living room, 
causing extensive damage lo 
both rooms. 

"Had it nol been for quick 
action by the Novi fire depart­
ment and prompt assistance 
from neighboi'ing ciepartnicnts, 
the damage wouid undoubtedly 
have been much more exlen-
sive," stated BeGole, who esti­
mated damage al "over 
$5,666" 

Within just a few minutes of 
the first alarm, he said, three 
Novi fire trucks had reached 
the scene. A sliort time later, 
two Farmington township trucks 
and a Northville engine were 
aiding lhc Novi firemen, 

Other charter commission

Should lhc city question 
be defeated, the voles cast for 
charier commissioners will be 
meaningless. All electors should 
vole for nine commission mem 
bers. 

A favorable vote on the In-
corporation question would 
noi mean Novi would auto-
mafically become -a city. It 
would, instead, direct the 

charter commission fo draft a 
proposed city charter. 
Novi would become a city on­

ly when the .voters approved a 
city charter. If the electors re­
ject the charter commission's 
proposal, the community would 
remain in the village status. 

Although the charter commis­
sion may take up to two years 
to write a cily charier, it is 
expected that the work would 
require only a few months be-
caiise most commission candi­
dates have voiced general ap-
prtval of modifying the pre­
sent village charter instead of 
drafting an enlireiy new docu-
nienL 

DURING the period between 
Monday's election and the spe­
cial election at which voters 
would be asked to approve the 
cily charier, the village would 
continue to function as normal. 

City Incorporation was first 
proposed for Novi over two 
years ago. But it was soundly -
defeated when electors voted 
766-175 to reject the proposal. 

The incorporation move 
thaT'tim«--vrtii!.'ah."oK-»ho6f of 
village incorporation, which' 
had taken place In Ocfobsr 
of 1958. 
Village incorporation had been 

started after the newly-formcd 
cily of Wixom annexed the Ford 
Motor company's Lincoln plant 
away from Novi township, 
thereby depriving the township 
of considerable lax base. 

The queslIon of boundary pro­
tection has been the motivation 
of ail incorporation moves in 
Novh 

At the time the village was 
formed, legal advisors and cx-
peI-ts in local government had 
maintained that viiiage status 
protected boundaries by giving 
the entire viiiage a vote in an­
nexation questions, rather than 
just the area to be annexed by 
a neighboring community. 

This wss the opinion that 
prevailed at ihe time of the 
last city Incorporation vote; 
But since tiien, the courts 

have tipheid as valid North-
vine's annexation of village 
area in order io annex the 
township area of Northville Es-
tales.
