proposed 1962-63 budget at'an
informal session Monday night.

But no sooner had the crust

been broken when the spade’s
blade ran into a tough rock,
which the council wrestled with
on and off for nearly two hours.
Most of the budget received on-
ly a cursory glance,
After a brief look at the bud-
get's proposed revenues — ex-
pected to total $187,500 during
the fiseal' year — the - council
dug into the proposed expendi-
tures — also expected to total
$187,500 next year.

The first item under the open-
ing expenditure listing of ad-
ministrative expenses is salar-
ies, at $23,838, up $448 over last
year. After a look at the ad-
ministration salary schedule,
Councilman Ray D. Harrison,
sitting for this third council ses-
sion since election, declared:

“I'd like to see all these sal-

aries cut, including my own.”

He said he thought Harold
Ackley's $7,800 salary ($6,000
as building inspector and $1,800
as village administrative assis-
tant) was a third too high.
Clerk Mrs, Mable' Ash's $4,500
salary proposal, up $300 from
last year, was a fair wage, ac-
cording to Harrison,

Next on the list were the trea-
surer and assessor jobs, at
$1,500 each. Harrison said he
thinks the proposal to give Mrs.
Ash the treasurership is a rea-
sonable plan because she al-
ready does most of the work.
He suggested a salary increase
of “‘around $500" if she were
made treasurer,

The assessorship became
Monday's longest-discussed it-
em when Harrison once more

proposed the position be given

to township Supervisor Frazer
Staman, This brought immedi-

ate reactions from Councilmen

Philip Anderson and Dean Len-
heiser. Both said they did not
want Staman.

Harrison and  Councilman
Donald C. Young, Jr,, also
elected last month, maintained
that despite personal feelings,
Staman is capable of doing the
job. They said they doubted that
another person who is as cap-
able would take the position for
such a low fee.

When  Harrison suggested
that Staman had quit his treas-
urer-assessor job shortly after
the village was formed because
of differences with the village
manager, council President Jos-
eph 'Crupi pointed out that Sta-
man has had two years since
the manager was fired in which
to settle differences.

Crupi said that from the
standpoint of services, it would
be best for the village to em-
ploy all-full-time help.

With Michigan citizens spend-
ing $6 million to $8 million a
year for 10 to 12 million pounds
of lawn sceding mixtures and
turf grass seed, Director G. S.
Mclntyre of the Michigan De-
partment of Agriculture advis-
es purchasers to read the la-
bels on sced containers hefore
buying.

The labels show germination,
purity of seed, and the varie-
ties of grasses making up the
mixtures,

The hest fine leafed perenn-
jal turf lawns are established
hy planting Kentucky bluegrass
varietics or red fescue varic-
ties. The higher the contenk of
these ingredients as shown by
the label, the better the turf is
expeeted lo be,

Some cheaper mixtures con-
tain high percentages of temp-
orary turf grasses. The big in-
gredient is rye grass, The cheap
er the law mixture in priee, the
greater the percentage of rye
grass or other temporary turf
grasses,

The agricultural department
operates a seed testing labora-
tory for the determination of
purity and gemination of seeds
used by farmers, gardeners and
others.

The problems. of financing ou:
schoo's were the subjeet of a
careful aind intensive study hy
a citizens' coi.nilitse appoint-
ed for this purpvse. The com-
mittee, without a dissenting
vote, agreed that additional rev-
enue amounting to $72,000 is ab-
solutely essential for the sound
operation of the school district.
This $72,000 figure, which a six
mill inerease would raise, would
provide for only the following:
1. To get the school district
out of the hole that it has been
digging for the past few years
-~ $43,000.

2, To provide for certain man-

school tuition . for = increasing
number of students — $20,000.
3. Increases 'in program in
providing for physical educa-
tion and summer remedial read-
ing and enrichment courses —
$9,000.
The' inadequate- financing of
our schools during the past two
or thre years is a situation to
'|be deplored‘ and then forgot-
ten. Now is the time for cor-
rection so thaf-olr schools may
move confidently forward. Our
schoals must have these addi-
tional funds, and if we do net
pay for them, our children will
pay in the form of an inferior
education.

The subject of income taxes — specifically the kind pro-
posed by Detroit Mayor Cavanagh on commuters — came up
for rather lengthy discussion by Northville city councilmen
last week.

Before the session ended the council adopted a watered-
down resolution opposing a Detroit income tax “that would
he levied against Northville citizens depending tipon the county
in which they reside.”

In short, the council did not challenge Detroit’s right to
tax non-residents. But because Northville is divided into two
counties and Cavanagh's earlier proposal had been to tax
‘persons'Wc}rking in Detroit but living outside Wayne county,
the council objected.

As it now stands, the Delroit mayor wants to lax any.
one working in Defroit, regardiess of where they reside.

Councilman Ambler expressed definite opposition to this.
He asked the council to adopt a resolution that would support
the Bowman bill in the state legislature — and thus oppose Lhe
right of any city to levy a tax against non-residents.

Councilman Canterbury expressed a different philosophy.
He noted that the right of hig cities to tax non-residents em-
ployed in the city had already been upheld by the courts and
was being used with success,

He was sympathetic o the problems of the large city serv-
ing a wide area and noted that the facilities are beneficial to
the entire area, not just residents of the city,

As the discussion drifted info the general philosophy of
taxation, both agreed that an income fax Is the [alvest
form of taxalion,

The fact that Northville's city council toak time from its
regular agenda of pressing local matlers to discuss taxes at
a higher level is evidence that Detroit’s new mayor has ac-
complished what he set out to do.

He has brought attention in dramatic fashien tn Detrait's
critical fiscal needs. Some state legislators have bheen shocked
to the brink of action — even to Lhe point of forgetting politics,

ate a 19th seat met a veto on
the Governor's desk.

Republicans in the Legisla-
ture admitted the plan was a
“status quo’ measure, which
would have left most of the dis-
tricls as they are now. The new
distriet would have been creat-
