The subject of income taxes — specifically the kind pro-
posed by Detroit Mayor Cavanagh on commuters — came up
for rather lengthy discussion by Northville city councilmen
last week.

Before the session ended the council adopted a watered-
down resolution opposing a Detroit income tax “that would
he levied against Northville citizens depending tipon the county
in which they reside.”

In short, the council did not challenge Detroit’s right to
tax non-residents. But because Northville is divided into two
counties and Cavanagh's earlier proposal had been to tax
‘persons'Wc}rking in Detroit but living outside Wayne county,
the council objected.

As it now stands, the Delroit mayor wants to lax any.
one working in Defroit, regardiess of where they reside.

Councilman Ambler expressed definite opposition to this.
He asked the council to adopt a resolution that would support
the Bowman bill in the state legislature — and thus oppose Lhe
right of any city to levy a tax against non-residents.

Councilman Canterbury expressed a different philosophy.
He noted that the right of hig cities to tax non-residents em-
ployed in the city had already been upheld by the courts and
was being used with success,

He was sympathetic o the problems of the large city serv-
ing a wide area and noted that the facilities are beneficial to
the entire area, not just residents of the city,

As the discussion drifted info the general philosophy of
taxation, both agreed that an income fax Is the [alvest
form of taxalion,

The fact that Northville's city council toak time from its
regular agenda of pressing local matlers to discuss taxes at
a higher level is evidence that Detroit’s new mayor has ac-
complished what he set out to do.

Each year at this time a comumittee of -six people in every
county throughout the state starts to divide the 15 mill limita-
tion pie between a trio of governmental units, namely the town-
ship, scicol district and county,

The committee is called the Tax Allocation Board.

It must copsider the needs based upon budgets submitied
and then determine just what portion of the 15 mills availa-
ble will be allocated to each unit of government.

At times its sessions can become torrid — especially
when counly and school district clash, Townships are usual-
dy conient with one mill.

While the allocation board is considered a county organiza-
tion, it is distinctly separate from other county organizations.

It owes allegiance only to the citizens of the county and
is not subordinate to any other county organization,

The board is composed of three ex-officin members: the
county treasurer, chairman of the board of county auditors (or
chairman of the ways and means committee of the county
board of supervisors) and the county superintendent of schools.
In addition, it includes three members appointed by the Judge
of Probate. These three members are: an official of a city
in the county; a member of a schoo! district in the county;
and ‘a citizen not officially connected with any local county unit.

Budgets of the governmental units must be in the hands of
the allacation board by the third Monday in April. It is on this
date that the board first meets to organize. On the third Mon-
day in May, the board makes its preliminary order approving
maximum tax rates for local units. Finally, the first Monday
in June 1s the last day on which the board can issue its final
order approving allocation to the local units.

Each request is weighed against the other.

Last year, for cxample, Northville schoo! district received
7.90 mills; Wayne county, 6.10 mills; and Northville town-
ship, one mill,

In addition the Northville district has 10 mills voted by the
people of the district- for school opevation providing the school
district with a total operating millage of 17.90.

Northville has based its budget on (he same allocation
as Inst year. And il is anticipated that the county will he
salisfied with its 6,10,

In Novi last year the schoo! district won 8.37 mills of the
15 mill total, while Oakland county was awarded 5.25 mills
and Novi township the remaining 1.38 mills.

The Navi district has an additional 2'¢ mills voted by elect-
ors of the school district. Monday Novi school voters defeated
a requesi for an additional six mills for operation.

Last year Oakland county had sought 5.40 mills, but had
to settle for 5.25. Of concern to-the Novi schaol district is the
fact that Oakland county will seek 6.04 mills this year — which
could result in a decrease in school allocation.

Many ‘school districts, like Northville, extend into more
than one county. In this instance the school district must ac-
cept the lowest allocation of the counties involved.

Now that their budgets have been submitted, officials of
both Northville and Novi school districts must appear before
the allocation board and justify their proposed expenditures,

After repeating these meetings with school, township and
county officials alike, the board members must then decide
“how to cut the pie.
