Total revenues are anticlpat-
cd at $187,060. Some $131,600 of'

Discussion of road problems 
highlighted Mondiiy night's vil 
lage council session. 

Administrative Assistant Har­
old Ackley started things off by 
reminding the council the vil­
lage has a number of non-ded 
cated streets in the Walled Lake 
area that are causing repeateii 
problems. 

He pointed out that such 
streets as Ludlow and Newcourt 
do not belong to the village. 
Because of this, he said, it is 
difficult to justify viliage main 
tenance of the streets, and the 
utilities companies refuse 
take their services down noii 
dedicated streets, 

i Ackley said part of Ludlow 
crosses private acreage, and 
part is on a private easement. 
He explained that although the 
portion on the acreage is es­
tablished through "squatter's 
rights," it may not be widened 
beyond its present size. 

The portion located on the 
easement is also hampered, Ack­
ley added, becadse the ease­
ment Is oniy 20 feet wide. He 
said there are some ease­
ments in the area that are oniy 
four feet wide. 

Attorney Howard Bond said 
the streets should be dedicated 
over to the village at a proper 
road width. He suggested the 
village seek the right-of-way 
dedications before any improve­
ment is made on the roads. 

Bond pointed out that the re­
sidents on the streets should be 
happy to turn the land over to 
the village so that the streets 
may be properly maintained 
He added that if the streets 
are improved before the village 
holds title, it may be more dif-
ficult to ofitain the right-of-way 

After Bond said the village 
would need .an engineering 
survey in order to get proper 
descriptions for the dedica-
tions, the council directed 
Ackley to seek cost estimates 
for the engineering job. 
Ackley also asked the council 

for a policy on cleaning out 
ditches. He explained that on 
several roads, trees and shrub 
bery grow into the ditches and 
prevent water from draining 
properly. 

"If we go ahead and cut them 
out, whî ch we have a legal 
right to do," Ackley said, "we­
're going to get complaints from 
some of the people whose trees 
we remove.'' 

He said that despite the fact 
the trees are on the village's 
right-of-way, some residents feel 
they "own the trees." 

The council finally agreed 
that where n e « 0 s s a r y to pro-
vide proper ditches, trees and 

other plants should be remov­
ed. 
Councilman Ray Harrison then 

asked Ackley when the road 
chlorination program would be 
started. Ackley said a tentative 
beginning had been set for next 
week. 

He explained that the weather 
is the main factor in the timing 
of the program. 

Ackley said there Is also a 
dust problem beginning on End-
well street. He pointed out that 
the amusement park is creat­
ing more traffic on Endwell and 
said residents had requested 
re-initiation of the one-way. 
street program on the gravel 
road. 

The council directed Ackley 
to have Police Chief Lee Be-
Gole write another temporary 
order for the one-way-street.

He added that the law also 
prohibits motor scooter riding 
after dark except with permis­
sion of the police chief ot the 
rider's home town. 

Because of the large number 
of injuries and scooter viola-
tions, BeGole warned, the police 
department will issue tickets 
to unlawful riders in an effort 
to reduce the problem.

SARAH W R O T E : "Officers 
ami men aiike confounded, regi-
iiienl after reglnicnl broke and 
ran, and almost immedialeiy 
llie panic commenced. Compan­
ies of cavalry were drawn up 
in line across the road with 
drawn sabers, but all was nol 
.sufficient-lo stop the tide of 
fugitives. Then came the artil­
lery thundering along, drivers 
lashing their horses furiously, 
wiiich greatly added lo the 
panic of the thousands crowd­
ed together." 

Where was "Frank" in all the 
confusion'? Caring for llie wound­
ed and so absorbed in it thai 
she became separated from her 
company. She made her way 
to Washington under cover of 
darkness lo rejoin iier regiment 

Later, in 1862, Saraii was ap­
pointed army mail carrier. She 
recalled: 

"The floods frequently carri­
ed away the Cliickniiominy 
bridges, and I was more than 
once obliged lo swim my horse 
across the swift running stream. 
Thus cold baths in the Chicka-
hominy River fastened chills 
and fever upon me which event­
ually drove me from the army." 

During the Battle of Fredc-
I-icksburg, "Frank Thompson" 
was detailed by Colonel Orlando 
Poe as an orderly. "He carried 
messages through, .̂ _io.)vers of 
siiot arid shell willi 'a fearless­
ness that atlraeled the atten­
tion ot officers. There was not 
the sliadow of humbug about 
the soldiersliip of Frank Thomp­
son." 

She was a real trooper — 
until April , 1862 when she de­
serted, spending the rest of the 
war in woman's clothes nurs-
ing the sick in hospitals. 
lncidentalIy,you can tour "The

May 19.

which was completed just two 
years ago, dates back to the 
early lOSO's, when oil was' dis­
covered in what came to be 
called the Northville field. 

Oil discovered eight years ago 
on the Roy LeMaster farm- on 
the west side of Napier road, 
near Seven Mile, set off a flur-
I'y of petroleum prospecting that 
ultimately led lo the founding 
of the Northville pumping 
station. 

That first LeiWaster weil was 
brought in by Mecosta county 
oilman Wiiiiam C. Taggort In 
January of 1954, and is still 
producing. More than 40 wells 
were drilled during the next 
year, with only a few of Ihem 
proving to be of any exploit-
able value. 

But the discovery of oil and 
natural gas resources interest­
ed Consumers in the area, and 
resulted in the firm's purchase 
of land on the east side of 
Napier, just a short distance 
north of that original LeMaster 
well. 

Oddly enough, however, the 
Consumers Installation has 
little to do with the Northviiie 
petroieum field. 
According to Floyd Neff, su. 

perintendent of the pumping 
station, no natural gas frohi 
the Northviiie field is bandied 
ihrouglI the station. 

Neff said the gas company 
purchased its property in the 
mid 1950's because of its near­
ness to the field. But in 1959, 
when local oil activity had 
dwindled to a minimum. Con­
sumers decided to use the land 
to solve a pressure problem it 
had had in ils Detroit-area na­
tural gas distribiition pipelines, 

he said. 

. He pointed oul that at the 
lime. Consumers' only pumping 
station in southern. Michigan 
was located at Freedom, a few 
miles south of Ann Arbor, 

Because Pontiae and the sub 
urban areas around Detroit con­
stitute Consumers' largest cus 
tomer area, the Freedom sta­
tion was often unable to main 
tain sufficient pressiire in aii 
its iincs, he explained, 

Neff, who lives at 266 Har­
vard street In South Lyon, 
said the Northville station now 
handles between 25 and 30 
percent of all natural gas dis­
tributed iri the state by Con-
sumers. 

Main source for the local 
pumping facility is the Trunk-
line Gas company's main pipe­
line through Ohio, the superin­
tendent said. He added that aii 
Trunkiine gas is handled by the 
Northville station. 

"We pump about 149 million 
cubic feet of gas a day," Neff 
said. "During, the peak demand 
day last winter. Consumers pro­
vided about 980 million cubic 
feet, and we handled 230 mil-
lion of it." 

Little gas purification takes 
place in Northville, Neff said. 
He explained that the total sla-
tion filters out moisture and 
small paiticles of dirt and then 
distributes the gas just as it 
comes froIii Trunkiine. 

Bdt Neff was quii:k to point 
out that the gas Is still of high 
quiillty. He said the'Michigan 
pubiie Services commission I'e-
quires all gas sold to provide 
at least 966 B T U ' s . - - British 
Thermal Units used, to deter­
mine the amount of heat-pro­
ducing ability of a fuel 

A quick look et the North­

ville station's calorimeter—a 
delicate instrument that con­
tinuously measures the BTU's 
of gas coming into the station 
— showed that the gas is aver, 
aging a rating of 1006 BTU's. 

"We just raise the pressure a 
little and then pump il oul," 
said Neff, glancing at a row of 
dials outside his office door. 
By the dials he showed lhat gas 
last weekend was coming in at 
about 500 pounds of pressure 
and leaving al about 000. 

When the gas leaves North­
villc, it goes either to local cus-
tomers .— which require nearly 
all of the statioti's capacity dur­
ing the coldest periods of win­
ter — or to Consumers' main 
storage facilities located in 
Marion, near Cadillac, and 
Overisel, neai' Holland. 

Neff explained lhat Consum­
ers has turned its now low-pro 
ducing wells in Marion and 
Overisel into huge underground 
storage tanks by pumping the 
gas into the wells at a greater 
pressui-e than what native gas 
is left would come out. 

Pressure to pump the gas is 
supplied by four giant compres­
sors, which are powered by 
2700 liorcspower engines. Two 
of the engine-compressor sys­
tems were installed ' last fall, 
doubling the station's previous 
capacity and making it possible 
to pump in cither direction on 
any of its lines .— the only 
C()nsumers station able to do 
this. 

Besides the main gas supply 
from Trunklinc, the Northville 
station also has connections with 
Consumers Panhandle Gas com­
pany line through South Lyon. 
The Panhandle line supplies 

most of the gas Consumers dis­
tributes in Michigan. 

Natural gas, estimated at 
between five and six million 
cubic feet a day, is taken fay 
Consumers from the Northviiie 
field, but none of it goes 
through the pumping station. 
Neff explained that the local 

native gas is piped to the Shel­
don road regulator station, 
where it is fed into distribution 
lines to local customers. 

Consumers aiso draws sorne 
oil off tlie Northville field, Nefl 
said. It is transported away by 
tanker trucks. 

Most of the oil discovered in 
Northvillc came from the Nia-
gra and Trenton petroleum for­
mations — the areas where oil 
tleposIls collect. Formations 
which support oil are usually 
porus layers of rock in which 
tiie pores are linked together, 
making it possible to draw off 
the deposits with wells from the 
surface. 

The LeMaster well was the 
first substantial producer in 
Michigan to be struck in the 
Trenton formation. This partic­
ular-layer is located nearly a 
mile beneath the surface, and 
produces most of the oil in 
Ohio.

How's your heart? Phys­
ically,' the heart is an intri­
cate, -vital and delicate or­
gan of the body. It will pump 
15 gallons of blood per hour, 
and 'make 4,320 strokes in 
this time. For a person 68 
years of age, this means the 
heart has been working for 
25,000 days or 600,000 hours. 
If you wiii muitipiy the 
600,00 hours ijy the number 
of strokes which it iiiaitcs 
in one hour's time you can 
see how vitai the heart is to 
man's -exitence. 

No less important is tiic 
heart-"spiritually. By this 
we mean the seat and cent­
er of nian's soul life, or his 
spiritual being, Paul refer­
red to the heart in Romans 
1:10 "With the heart man 
lielieveth unto righteous­
ness." Our Lord stressed the 
importance of the heart in 
Qur spiritual relationship to 
God when he said in Mat­
thew 18:35 "So likewise shall 
my heavenly Father do also 
unto you, if ye from your 
hearts forgive not evei'yone 
his brother their trespasses." 
Again Paul stressed the im­
portance of heart religion 
when he spoke in Ephesians 
6:6 of "the servants of 

Christ, doing the wiii of God 
from tiie iieart," This iicart 
reiationsiiip which gives a 
man tiie power of foi'give-
ness, which bciieves in Jes­
us Christ unto righteousness, 
and which does the will of 
God, is. the result of that 
transaction we cali 'regen­
eration' or the 'new bii'th'. 
The condition of the heart is 
of vital importance for its 
condition will affect the whole 
life. 

The story is told of a boy 
who was presented a gold 
watch by his father. The 
watch case carried with it a 
20-year guarantee. But' one 
day the boy noticed that the 
watch had become tarnish­
ed. He immediately rushed 
lo a .ieweler and complained 
that tlic watch was not real 
gold. The .jeweler, witli a 
rag and sonic chemicals 
uliicli he had, removed the 
tarnish from the'watch and 
handed it back, bright and 
shiny to the boy. Then he 
asked, "son, have you by 
chance been taking medicine 
containing iron?" When the 
boy replied that he had, the 
jeweler said, "Then that is 
the trouble. This iron has 
gotten into your system and 

has come out tiirough the 
pores of-your skin l a pers­
piration and it has caused 
your watch to tarnish. 

This, friend, is exactly the 
ease with the heart. If the 
heart is bad,'then the whole 
life will be bad too; for the 
condition of the heart deter-
mines the condition of the 
life. The trouble, then, with 
the unsaved person is a spir-
itually diseased heart. Men 
steal because they are 
thieves at heart. They curse 
because their hearts are cor­
rupt. They kill because they 
are murderers at heart. Im­
pure thoughts, immoral 
deeds, and all the rest in the 
category of the corrupt, evi­
dences spiritual heart trou­
ble. Thus, the way to change 
the life, is to let God change 
the heart. Jesus is tlie only 
Physician who can cure spir­
itual heart trouble. "The 
word is nigh thee, even in 
thy mouth, and in thy heart; 
That is, the word of faith, 
which we preach; That it 
thou Shalt confess with tliy 
moutji, the I.ord Jesus, and 
shalf^ believe in thy heart 
that God hatli raised him 
from the dead, thou shall 
be saved."

The most effective way in 
which lo plan them is to list 
all household ilems lhat need 
storing, include general sizes 
and shapes, how they arc ar­
ranged (side-by-side, vertical­
ly, etc.) and the areas of the 
house where the stored ilems 
will be near tlie point of use. 

Balance this against availa­
ble, space in those, areas, then 
combine the elements into the 
built-ins you need. 

Key Storage Areas 

Key areas in which addition­
al storage space might be "used 
ai'e kitchens, bathi-ooms, laun­
dries and hallways. 

In bathrooms, for instance, 
under-sink space often goes to 
waste. This area might be ch 
closed fo accommodate linens 
or cleaning items.

AN O P E N L E T T E R to Northviiie Merchants: 
Tiii.s message would be more properly addressed to every 

business person in our community — retaii, professional and 
industriai. 

l l comes not from this writer aione — but from numerous 
individuais who hoid deep concern for the future welfare of 
our business center. 

By all logic it wouid seem that tiiis concern would origin­
ate chiefly from those among us wlio depend upon a thriving 
business atmosphere for our livciihood. 

This is not true, however, it comes from ciecleU nffi-
ciais and jusl piain residents aculcly aware of the import-
ancc ol a siiopjiing cenler as the hub to a ivell-balnnccd 
cemmunily. 

They stand ready to provide botii planning and financiai 
assistance. 

All that is lacking is an expression of enthusiasm and 
v/illingnp.55 to cooperate from those who benefit the most. 

Past experience would indicate, however, that this en­
thusiasm does not exist in sufficient numbers among our busi­
nessmen to undertake a pi'ogram lhat calls for two-party (city 
and business) responsibility. 

I.et's get doivn to specifics. 

In recent weeks a parking committee composed of lliree 
rppresentalives of tiie Retail Merchants Association and two 
councii members has met to study the community parking 
probiem. 

Most important, this committee recognizes that there is a 
probiem. 

It knows that two of the most used lots in the business 
district are privately owned—and could be closed at a moment's 
notice. 

It recognizes that additionai ingress and egress must be 
purchased to the city lot when Methodist church plans event­
ually block the Duniap .street entrance. 

It has looked closely at other key areas in the business di.s-
trict'considered essential to proper development. In some in­
stances condemnation has been proposed to correct conditions 
considered, detrimentai. 

Committee members are aiso aware that parking accom­
modations for empioyees outside the central shopiiing area 
are also needed because these cars now take valuable shopper 
spaces. 

They have also considered removal of all meters in park­
ing lots combined with replacement of street meters with new 
machines and a program of strict enforcement on meter park­
ing. 

These propesais cannot be accompilshed Immediately. 
But it Is conccivabie under a three-to-five-year pian. 

The councii members on the committee have pledged 
strong city financial support to such a program. They recog­
nize the importance of a prosperous business district and the 
threat of shopping centers to the older, established downtown 
areas. 

It is proper, I beiieve, that the city should offer such lead­
ership and financiai help. 

But it cannot be expected to undertake the program alone. 
A united organizatinn representing busincsn. profession-

nI and industrial Interests musl guarantee cooperntinti. 
It shnuld consider itself fortunate to iiavc a city couucil 
tiiat is interested in their problem io the point of offering 
heavy financiai iiciii. 

It is impossibie for any merchant representative ou iho 
cnmmittee to speak for sucii a group. 

Today, for exnmple, some $i.'500 is stiii owed the city for 
parking iot acquisition and improvement. Bu.sinessincn wlio 
v/orked hard to promote that project are unwilling to try again. 

There is an opportunity iioiV for all business interests lo 
join togelher and plan for the future — at a nominal cost in 
money and time. 

Pi-ivate interests — such as Kroger, A&P, Manufjietur-
ers Nationiii Hank and Detroit Federal Savings and I.n;in— 
have provided a giant stride forward ivllli their improve-
mcnfs. 

A united effort now — a wiilingne.ss to conlriliule n few 
dollars monthly In a fund that would be more than matchî d 
by the city — could .solidify our business center, insure ;i i)i-os-
perous future and serve notice to prospective .siiopjiing cen­
ters thai Northviile has beaten tiicni to the punch.

Trustee Emery Jacques point­
ed out that under the statute 
from which the petiions were 
drafted a library lioard of con­
trol would have to be elected. 

He said the board would pre 
pare each spring an estimate 
of the cost of operating the li­
brary for the coming year and 
then determine how much of 
the mill would be needed. 

' Jacques said he couldn't 
tell from a cursory inspection 
of the statute whether the li­
brary board would be ap­
pointed by the township board 
the first time and then elect­
ed -at the next regular town­
ship election or elected from 
the start.

'Id budget prii|iosal for the ciiin-
ing fiscal year. 

There were more jokes than 
objections voiced by the audi­
ence of nearly 50 persons, and 
most residciifs were there mere-
ly US "coiiscieiiridus observers" 
10 .seek infonnarkm about the 
budget. 

Longest-discussed item was 
the lai'gest budgeted expendi­
ture — the proposed $80,600 
road building pi'ogram. 

Mayor Wesley McAteo ex­
plained that in formulating the 
budget, he allowed for rebuild 
ing of Beck, West and fjoon 
Lake roads, lie said the road 
construction would be carried 
out by contractors. 

"To do this without raising 
taxes," he said, "it will be nec­
essary to transfer the $24,060 
road paving fund to a road im-
pi'ovement fund." 

The budget sets next year's 
I'city tax'levy at 5.7 mills on 

equalized valuation, just a lit­
tle over last year's' figuI'c of 

public aliout 5.4 iiVills. 
The city now raises $18,000 

a year with a special lax levy 
that's earmarked for the road 
paving fund. McAteo proposes 
to use this and the- $24,006 now 
in the fund because of delays in 
the road building program to 
provide about half of the cost 
of the road construction this 
sunimci'. 

While the I'oad paving fund 
would not have to he "paid 
back" because it will be cliang-
cd to a road improvement fund, 
it would he moIe than paid 
back next year, McAtee added, 
when all the roads built this 
year would be paved. 

When 0. F . Scliefflcr asked 
whether tlic city woiild lose 
money because of deterioration 
of the one-miie portion of Beck 
readied iast year for paving 
this summer, McAtee pointed 
out tiiat by paving aii the roads 
at once, the city should be able 
to save a considerable amount 
because Ihe bulk rale for the 
work would bo "as much as 20 
per conl lower" than the cost 

piecemeal. 
Scheffler and former May-

or Donald Brooks pointed out 
that both the road improve-
ments and the paving on Beck 
could be t.';na^thls year with a 
small raise in taxes. 

Former Mayor Joseph Stad­
nik suggested lhat all unimprov 
ed roads in tie city be taitoii 
care of by fioating bonds, with 
a small increase in taxes to pay 
off the bonds. 

Sladnik and Brooks aiso ques­
tioned tiie proposai to cut As-, 
sessor-Building Inspector Joiin 
Finlayson's saiary in haU. 

McAtee explained that he 
had asked Rinlayson lo out-
line All his duties so that he 
could determine a salary. He 
said he had been unable to 
understand Finlayson, and 
had asked him to write out 
what he was attempting to 
say. 

The mayor said lie hadn't I'e­
ceivcd Finiayson's report yet, 
but he had had compiaints from 
"the city's largest taxpayer" 

for doing the same am0unt| aliout the assessor's attempts to 

find support for an appeal to 
McAtee. 

When Brooks aiso asked 
about a proposeti reduction 
from $2,500 to $1,800 for city 
Treasurer Everett Pcarsall, Mc-
j^tco said they had figured that 
at tiic lower figure, he would 
still earn better than $5 an hour. 

Pcarsall said that since first 
reporting his hours to the may 
or, he had figured them out 
again. Ile said that during the 
heavy coilection period, his 
\Vifc helps-with the work, and 
their total hours would set their 
hourly pay at $1.20 with the 
$1,800. 

The council must approve a 
budget at its May 24 meeting. 

In other action, the council: 
--accepted MeAtoe's appoint­

ment of Gene Sehnclz as city 
attorney. Sclinelz is Wolverine 
viiiage attorney and Walled 
Lake Justice of the Peace; 

—approved Councilman Os­
car Simmons' motion to ex-
pI'ess lo state legisiaiors ihe 
councii's intorest in a tax reiief 
program for old age pension­
ers. 

The Norlhviiie ijoai'd refused 
to piay tlie "roic of the viiiian" 
by accepting Novi high school 
students on the basis that the 
tuition bill would be met by a 
drastic curtailment of the ele­
mentary school programs. 

The proposal of the Novi 
school board is to use the 
$83,006 building and silo fund 
for payment of prineipai on the 
maturing bonds thai were used 
to eslabUsh the fund. 

This will permit reduction 
of the special millage levied 
each year for debt retirement 

.from seven to four and a half 
miiis. 
The board is counting on be­

ing able to sell the extra op­
erational millage on the basis 
that it will mean an actual tax 
increase of only two and halt 
mills because of the debt re­
tirement tax reduction. 

The board has been mecling 
in executive session for the 
past severai weeks lo work out 
the miiiage problem. But it ap­
parently could nol come to a 
unanimous agreement upon the 
figures. 

As soon as the boai'd had 
come out of excculive session 
Wednesday, Heslip moved for 
an election to request a four-
and-a-half-mill voted increase. 
Tayior seconded the proposai. 

Member David Fried 'propos­
ed an amendment to set the 
request at six mills, but he re­
ceived no supporL Alcmbor John 
MacBride then moved an 
amendnicnl piacing tiie figure 
at five mills. Fried seconded, 
and the amendment carried 
wilh Heslip and Taylor dissent-

mg. 
The same pair voted "no"' 

when the board decided upsn 
Heslip's motion, as amended. 
Fried said he supported the 

five mills because he didn't be­
iieve the schoois couid operate 
within the four and a half miiis 
and slill have a balanced bud­
get. 

He explained his amendment 
plan by saying iie feels it wiii 
be difficult for tlie schools to 
Stay within the five miiis, and 
should actuaiiy have six. He 
said he is wiiiing lo compro­
mise lo work Willi five miiis, 
and pointed out that the actual 
cost to taxpayers would be on­
ly two and a half miiis. 

HESLIP said he considers 
the four and a half mills to be 

more rcalisiic figure — one

that wouid be easier to sell to 
the voters. 

"I think we could operate on 
a balanced budget wilh four 
and a half mills," Heslip stat­
ed. He said this ivould .provide 
$52,825 at a 91 per cent collec­
lion I'ale, and would permit the 
schools lo operate while paying 
$10,000 on the back deficit, 
which has mounted up lo over 
$51,000 in the past few years. 

I'our persons have filed nom­
inating petitions for the two 
school board scats that will be 
open in Novi in the June 11 elec-
tion. 

Incumbents Arthur Heslip 
and Russell Taylor will be can-
didalcs for their expiring posi 
tions, and will be ,ioined in the 
board race by Mrs. Robert Skel-
Icnger and Dicron Tafralian. 

Only candidaies in the North­
ville school board election will 
be incumbents Robert Shafer 
and Bill Crump.

MacBride said he hsd pro­
posed a five mill increase In 
the operating millage because 
it would allow the schools to 
operate at essentially the 
present level. 

"But it would Involve cut­
backs in or abolition of the for­
eign language program,- lunch 
room supervision, tehchlng ma-
tef'ials, Ijoard of education sal­
aries and library books," Mac­
Bride staled. 

T A Y L O R said he believes the 
lower miiiage originaiiy propos­
ed couid be used "without too 
drastic curtaiiment of the pre­
sent operating budget." 

He added that he wouid pre­
fer to have the iunch. time sup­
ervision in piace of an athietic 
program because he feels the 
former is of more benefit to 
both the children and teachers. 

"I would actively support 
and try to sell the four-and-a-
half-mill proposal,'' Taylor 
stated. 

"I honestly believe a mini­
mum of six mills is required 
for the school system lo pro­
gress," board President Waller 
Ambinder commented. 

He termed the lower miiia.ge 
proposai "so far below the real­
istic needs of the schools that it 
wouid provide ' an inadequate 
education for tiio youth of No­
vi." 

AMBINDER deciared that the 
five-mill figure "wouid stiii keep 
the schooi program below par 
in comparison to the surround­
ing districts." He noted that it 
would also keep the district's 
tax bills far below those of sur­
rounding districts. 

Before voting on the proposed 
amendment, MacBride asked 
both Hesiip and Tayior if ihey 
intend to oppose the five-mills 
and work against the proposai, 
but both refused lo answer. 

Heslip said ths question was 

not in order .and called for 
the vote on the amendment. 

Before voting on the elec­
tion proposal, Fried repeat-
ed MacBride's questions, and 
received the same reactions. 
Hesiip declared after Ihe vol-

ing lhat he thouglil il "unethi­
cal" to hold a public meeting 
wilh the millage discussion on 
the agenda and then call an 
executive session on Ihe mai­
ler, going back inlo regular ses­
sion iater oh lo carry out the 
voting. 

F R I E D poinled out lhat the 
midnight reconvening had fol­
lowed nearly an hour and a half 
of executive . discussion during 
whicii an attempt iiad been 
made al reaeiiing a coiiipro 
mise on liio board. 

Before reconvening, he said, 
the board had tried to agree on 
a dale at which lhc question 
could he discussed iu an open 
mecling and .still permil the 
June election date, iie said no 
such dale could be reached, and 
it therefore was iiecessar.\' to 
go back into regular session 
that night. 

The board was slated lo meet 
last night (Wednesday) to draft 
a formal resolution outlining the 
board's budget plans for the 
five mills as well as for plan­
ning an alternative au.slerity 
budget in case the millage re­
quest is voted down. 

During the regular meeting 
last week, llie board: 

—learned that teacher-ath­

letic director Gail Perkins 
and bus mansger-custodian 
Fred LoynSs are both leaving 
the school system for other 
pssitions; 
- h e a r d a bus report from 

Loynes that included the infor­
mation that at least one of the 
district's six buses will not be 
useable next year. He said one 
bus has a useless body, and the 
others need such items as tires, 
overhauling, minor repairs and 
check-ups; 

—awarded an Insurance pol­
icy for fire and extended cover­
age on the Novi schooi to the 
Frazer Staman agency, at a 
iow bid rate of $88.90 per year 
for the next five years; • 

—authorized Superintendent 
Tom Colbert to contact a Iarge 
insurance company for infor­
mation on a public institutions 
property policy, which would 
reportedly reduce, insurance 
costs; 
—placed on next month's 

agenda a review of the board's 
policy on purciiases. Hesiip not­
ed that the board has a poiicy 
re(|uiring quotations for all pur­
chases between $10 and $160, and 
bids on larger itelns. He singicd 
out bills from the Northviiie 
Record, incorporated, saying 
thai there had been no quota­
tions for tile work. Ambinder 
said lie liiought tiie board had 
agreed that for efficiency's sake 
no quotations wouid be requir­
ed of reguiar suppiiers, and ask- -
ed that the matter be postpnhed 
until next month.
