AN O P E N L E T T E R to Northviiie Merchants: 
Tiii.s message would be more properly addressed to every 

business person in our community — retaii, professional and 
industriai. 

l l comes not from this writer aione — but from numerous 
individuais who hoid deep concern for the future welfare of 
our business center. 

By all logic it wouid seem that tiiis concern would origin­
ate chiefly from those among us wlio depend upon a thriving 
business atmosphere for our livciihood. 

This is not true, however, it comes from ciecleU nffi-
ciais and jusl piain residents aculcly aware of the import-
ancc ol a siiopjiing cenler as the hub to a ivell-balnnccd 
cemmunily. 

They stand ready to provide botii planning and financiai 
assistance. 

All that is lacking is an expression of enthusiasm and 
v/illingnp.55 to cooperate from those who benefit the most. 

Past experience would indicate, however, that this en­
thusiasm does not exist in sufficient numbers among our busi­
nessmen to undertake a pi'ogram lhat calls for two-party (city 
and business) responsibility. 

I.et's get doivn to specifics. 

In recent weeks a parking committee composed of lliree 
rppresentalives of tiie Retail Merchants Association and two 
councii members has met to study the community parking 
probiem. 

Most important, this committee recognizes that there is a 
probiem. 

It knows that two of the most used lots in the business 
district are privately owned—and could be closed at a moment's 
notice. 

It recognizes that additionai ingress and egress must be 
purchased to the city lot when Methodist church plans event­
ually block the Duniap .street entrance. 

It has looked closely at other key areas in the business di.s-
trict'considered essential to proper development. In some in­
stances condemnation has been proposed to correct conditions 
considered, detrimentai. 

Committee members are aiso aware that parking accom­
modations for empioyees outside the central shopiiing area 
are also needed because these cars now take valuable shopper 
spaces. 

They have also considered removal of all meters in park­
ing lots combined with replacement of street meters with new 
machines and a program of strict enforcement on meter park­
ing. 

These propesais cannot be accompilshed Immediately. 
But it Is conccivabie under a three-to-five-year pian. 

The councii members on the committee have pledged 
strong city financial support to such a program. They recog­
nize the importance of a prosperous business district and the 
threat of shopping centers to the older, established downtown 
areas. 

It is proper, I beiieve, that the city should offer such lead­
ership and financiai help. 

But it cannot be expected to undertake the program alone. 
A united organizatinn representing busincsn. profession-

nI and industrial Interests musl guarantee cooperntinti. 
It shnuld consider itself fortunate to iiavc a city couucil 
tiiat is interested in their problem io the point of offering 
heavy financiai iiciii. 

It is impossibie for any merchant representative ou iho 
cnmmittee to speak for sucii a group. 

Today, for exnmple, some $i.'500 is stiii owed the city for 
parking iot acquisition and improvement. Bu.sinessincn wlio 
v/orked hard to promote that project are unwilling to try again. 

There is an opportunity iioiV for all business interests lo 
join togelher and plan for the future — at a nominal cost in 
money and time. 

Pi-ivate interests — such as Kroger, A&P, Manufjietur-
ers Nationiii Hank and Detroit Federal Savings and I.n;in— 
have provided a giant stride forward ivllli their improve-
mcnfs. 

A united effort now — a wiilingne.ss to conlriliule n few 
dollars monthly In a fund that would be more than matchî d 
by the city — could .solidify our business center, insure ;i i)i-os-
perous future and serve notice to prospective .siiopjiing cen­
ters thai Northviile has beaten tiicni to the punch.

(8) K E E P IN GOOD health 
- do not worry. Unless your 
ealth is good your judgmcnl 

cannot be good. You do not 
need capitai or a coiiegc dip­
loma, to "gamble" successfuliy; 
hut you do need good heaith, 
a ^ good wife, plenty of sleep, 
and to say your prayers. 

(9) T H E B E S T "gamble" of 
all is a bunch of good children. 
Have enough of them and some 
are sure lo turii out be "whiz­
zes" — very smart. Keep out 
of debt. I have never borrowed 
or loaned one dollar in my life 
or iiought on margin.

The 
chemists arc raising bacteria 
for new insecticides. The seed 
dealers are using same to im­
prove quality of seeds. Interest 
in good bacteria and other mi­
croorganisms is now so high i ; 
that Ihe American Type Cul­
ture Collection, the national re­
pository for "germs" in Wash­
ington, D . C , is planning to build 
new faciiilies to house its ex­
panding activities. Read more 
scientific news!

1 gel the impression from 
ymir letter lhal you are exten­
sively involved in aii phases of 
his iife, and that both you and 
your iiusbaiid nianipuiate tlie 
child's environment a great 
deai. You seeui to me to be 
overly anxious about your son 
and perhaps, the fact that you 
have been so for a number of 
years has lefl an impression on 
iiim which cannot be quickly 
erased, even if you siiould 
complelely change your ways. 

Nor can what you lake to be 
abnormal behavior and atliludc 
on iiis part be entirely the re­
sult of your motlicrsliip. Tlicrc 
would seeiii lo be little motiva­
tion on ids jiart to be different 
llian iie is. After ail, most 
liings come to him without his 

having to lifl a finger. 
As far as iiis experience wilh

Dorothy Taqufcttc .intl^ 
Groenenberg, met with the, tbivri-
ship board Mtinaay nlghf to ask 
that tiie petitions now b e a d e d 
upon. 

Trustee Emery Jacques point­
ed out that under the statute 
from which the petiions were 
drafted a library lioard of con­
trol would have to be elected. 

He said the board would pre 
pare each spring an estimate 
of the cost of operating the li­
brary for the coming year and 
then determine how much of 
the mill would be needed. 

' Jacques said he couldn't 
tell from a cursory inspection 
of the statute whether the li­
brary board would be ap­
pointed by the township board 
the first time and then elect­
ed -at the next regular town­
ship election or elected from 
the start. 
When township Clei-k lladley 

Bacherl pointed oul tiiey iiave 
until June J!). before the ballot 
has lo he prcscnled to the coun­
ty clerk for printing, the board 
decided to seek an opinion on 
the matter of the library board 
of control. 

Groenenberg estimated lhat

$16,666 in order to operate.

school operational taxes for the 
next five years was approved by 

three to two majority of the 
Novi school board last week. 

Coming out of executive ses­
sion just before midnight last 
Wednesday, tlit b»;ird set — 
with iticnibers Arthur Heslip 
Mil Ru.ssell Taylor dis.senting— 
June 2S as the date for the 
election. The proposiil would 
ictually ccist tiixpeyers only two 
ind one-half mils. 

The board had gone into ex­
ecutive session foiiowing a reg­
uiar meeting to .decide iiow 
much miiiage it ivijuid need to 
operate a normai sciiooi pro­
gram on a balanced budget. 

The Northville schooi board 
iast month agf-eed to accept No­
vi high schooi students oniy if 
Novi continued lo operate a reg 
uiar program and have a bal-
anced budget, inciuding full pay­
ment of an estimated $88,560 
tuition biii.

'Id budget prii|iosal for the ciiin-
ing fiscal year. 

There were more jokes than 
objections voiced by the audi­
ence of nearly 50 persons, and 
most residciifs were there mere-
ly US "coiiscieiiridus observers" 
10 .seek infonnarkm about the 
budget. 

Longest-discussed item was 
the lai'gest budgeted expendi­
ture — the proposed $80,600 
road building pi'ogram. 

Mayor Wesley McAteo ex­
plained that in formulating the 
budget, he allowed for rebuild 
ing of Beck, West and fjoon 
Lake roads, lie said the road 
construction would be carried 
out by contractors. 

"To do this without raising 
taxes," he said, "it will be nec­
essary to transfer the $24,060 
road paving fund to a road im-
pi'ovement fund." 

The budget sets next year's 
I'city tax'levy at 5.7 mills on 

equalized valuation, just a lit­
tle over last year's' figuI'c of 

public aliout 5.4 iiVills. 
The city now raises $18,000 

a year with a special lax levy 
that's earmarked for the road 
paving fund. McAteo proposes 
to use this and the- $24,006 now 
in the fund because of delays in 
the road building program to 
provide about half of the cost 
of the road construction this 
sunimci'. 

While the I'oad paving fund 
would not have to he "paid 
back" because it will be cliang-
cd to a road improvement fund, 
it would he moIe than paid 
back next year, McAtee added, 
when all the roads built this 
year would be paved. 

When 0. F . Scliefflcr asked 
whether tlic city woiild lose 
money because of deterioration 
of the one-miie portion of Beck 
readied iast year for paving 
this summer, McAtee pointed 
out tiiat by paving aii the roads 
at once, the city should be able 
to save a considerable amount 
because Ihe bulk rale for the 
work would bo "as much as 20 
per conl lower" than the cost 

piecemeal. 
Scheffler and former May-

or Donald Brooks pointed out 
that both the road improve-
ments and the paving on Beck 
could be t.';na^thls year with a 
small raise in taxes. 

Former Mayor Joseph Stad­
nik suggested lhat all unimprov 
ed roads in tie city be taitoii 
care of by fioating bonds, with 
a small increase in taxes to pay 
off the bonds. 

Sladnik and Brooks aiso ques­
tioned tiie proposai to cut As-, 
sessor-Building Inspector Joiin 
Finlayson's saiary in haU. 

McAtee explained that he 
had asked Rinlayson lo out-
line All his duties so that he 
could determine a salary. He 
said he had been unable to 
understand Finlayson, and 
had asked him to write out 
what he was attempting to 
say. 

The mayor said lie hadn't I'e­
ceivcd Finiayson's report yet, 
but he had had compiaints from 
"the city's largest taxpayer" 

for doing the same am0unt| aliout the assessor's attempts to 

find support for an appeal to 
McAtee. 

When Brooks aiso asked 
about a proposeti reduction 
from $2,500 to $1,800 for city 
Treasurer Everett Pcarsall, Mc-
j^tco said they had figured that 
at tiic lower figure, he would 
still earn better than $5 an hour. 

Pcarsall said that since first 
reporting his hours to the may 
or, he had figured them out 
again. Ile said that during the 
heavy coilection period, his 
\Vifc helps-with the work, and 
their total hours would set their 
hourly pay at $1.20 with the 
$1,800. 

The council must approve a 
budget at its May 24 meeting. 

In other action, the council: 
--accepted MeAtoe's appoint­

ment of Gene Sehnclz as city 
attorney. Sclinelz is Wolverine 
viiiage attorney and Walled 
Lake Justice of the Peace; 

—approved Councilman Os­
car Simmons' motion to ex-
pI'ess lo state legisiaiors ihe 
councii's intorest in a tax reiief 
program for old age pension­
ers. 

The Norlhviiie ijoai'd refused 
to piay tlie "roic of the viiiian" 
by accepting Novi high school 
students on the basis that the 
tuition bill would be met by a 
drastic curtailment of the ele­
mentary school programs. 

The proposal of the Novi 
school board is to use the 
$83,006 building and silo fund 
for payment of prineipai on the 
maturing bonds thai were used 
to eslabUsh the fund. 

This will permit reduction 
of the special millage levied 
each year for debt retirement 

.from seven to four and a half 
miiis. 
The board is counting on be­

ing able to sell the extra op­
erational millage on the basis 
that it will mean an actual tax 
increase of only two and halt 
mills because of the debt re­
tirement tax reduction. 

The board has been mecling 
in executive session for the 
past severai weeks lo work out 
the miiiage problem. But it ap­
parently could nol come to a 
unanimous agreement upon the 
figures. 

As soon as the boai'd had 
come out of excculive session 
Wednesday, Heslip moved for 
an election to request a four-
and-a-half-mill voted increase. 
Tayior seconded the proposai. 

Member David Fried 'propos­
ed an amendment to set the 
request at six mills, but he re­
ceived no supporL Alcmbor John 
MacBride then moved an 
amendnicnl piacing tiie figure 
at five mills. Fried seconded, 
and the amendment carried 
wilh Heslip and Taylor dissent-

mg. 
The same pair voted "no"' 

when the board decided upsn 
Heslip's motion, as amended. 
Fried said he supported the 

five mills because he didn't be­
iieve the schoois couid operate 
within the four and a half miiis 
and slill have a balanced bud­
get. 

He explained his amendment 
plan by saying iie feels it wiii 
be difficult for tlie schools to 
Stay within the five miiis, and 
should actuaiiy have six. He 
said he is wiiiing lo compro­
mise lo work Willi five miiis, 
and pointed out that the actual 
cost to taxpayers would be on­
ly two and a half miiis. 

HESLIP said he considers 
the four and a half mills to be 

more rcalisiic figure — one

that wouid be easier to sell to 
the voters. 

"I think we could operate on 
a balanced budget wilh four 
and a half mills," Heslip stat­
ed. He said this ivould .provide 
$52,825 at a 91 per cent collec­
lion I'ale, and would permit the 
schools lo operate while paying 
$10,000 on the back deficit, 
which has mounted up lo over 
$51,000 in the past few years. 

I'our persons have filed nom­
inating petitions for the two 
school board scats that will be 
open in Novi in the June 11 elec-
tion. 

Incumbents Arthur Heslip 
and Russell Taylor will be can-
didalcs for their expiring posi 
tions, and will be ,ioined in the 
board race by Mrs. Robert Skel-
Icnger and Dicron Tafralian. 

Only candidaies in the North­
ville school board election will 
be incumbents Robert Shafer 
and Bill Crump. 

Deadline for filing nominating 
petitions in both districts was 
last Salurday afternoon.

MacBride said he hsd pro­
posed a five mill increase In 
the operating millage because 
it would allow the schools to 
operate at essentially the 
present level. 

"But it would Involve cut­
backs in or abolition of the for­
eign language program,- lunch 
room supervision, tehchlng ma-
tef'ials, Ijoard of education sal­
aries and library books," Mac­
Bride staled. 

T A Y L O R said he believes the 
lower miiiage originaiiy propos­
ed couid be used "without too 
drastic curtaiiment of the pre­
sent operating budget." 

He added that he wouid pre­
fer to have the iunch. time sup­
ervision in piace of an athietic 
program because he feels the 
former is of more benefit to 
both the children and teachers. 

"I would actively support 
and try to sell the four-and-a-
half-mill proposal,'' Taylor 
stated. 

"I honestly believe a mini­
mum of six mills is required 
for the school system lo pro­
gress," board President Waller 
Ambinder commented. 

He termed the lower miiia.ge 
proposai "so far below the real­
istic needs of the schools that it 
wouid provide ' an inadequate 
education for tiio youth of No­
vi." 

AMBINDER deciared that the 
five-mill figure "wouid stiii keep 
the schooi program below par 
in comparison to the surround­
ing districts." He noted that it 
would also keep the district's 
tax bills far below those of sur­
rounding districts. 

Before voting on the proposed 
amendment, MacBride asked 
both Hesiip and Tayior if ihey 
intend to oppose the five-mills 
and work against the proposai, 
but both refused lo answer. 

Heslip said ths question was 

not in order .and called for 
the vote on the amendment. 

Before voting on the elec­
tion proposal, Fried repeat-
ed MacBride's questions, and 
received the same reactions. 
Hesiip declared after Ihe vol-

ing lhat he thouglil il "unethi­
cal" to hold a public meeting 
wilh the millage discussion on 
the agenda and then call an 
executive session on Ihe mai­
ler, going back inlo regular ses­
sion iater oh lo carry out the 
voting. 

F R I E D poinled out lhat the 
midnight reconvening had fol­
lowed nearly an hour and a half 
of executive . discussion during 
whicii an attempt iiad been 
made al reaeiiing a coiiipro 
mise on liio board. 

Before reconvening, he said, 
the board had tried to agree on 
a dale at which lhc question 
could he discussed iu an open 
mecling and .still permil the 
June election date, iie said no 
such dale could be reached, and 
it therefore was iiecessar.\' to 
go back into regular session 
that night. 

The board was slated lo meet 
last night (Wednesday) to draft 
a formal resolution outlining the 
board's budget plans for the 
five mills as well as for plan­
ning an alternative au.slerity 
budget in case the millage re­
quest is voted down. 

During the regular meeting 
last week, llie board:

—awarded an Insurance pol­
icy for fire and extended cover­
age on the Novi schooi to the 
Frazer Staman agency, at a 
iow bid rate of $88.90 per year 
for the next five years; • 

—authorized Superintendent 
Tom Colbert to contact a Iarge 
insurance company for infor­
mation on a public institutions 
property policy, which would 
reportedly reduce, insurance 
costs; 
—placed on next month's 

agenda a review of the board's 
policy on purciiases. Hesiip not­
ed that the board has a poiicy 
re(|uiring quotations for all pur­
chases between $10 and $160, and 
bids on larger itelns. He singicd 
out bills from the Northviiie 
Record, incorporated, saying 
thai there had been no quota­
tions for tile work. Ambinder 
said lie liiought tiie board had 
agreed that for efficiency's sake 
no quotations wouid be requir­
ed of reguiar suppiiers, and ask- -
ed that the matter be postpnhed 
until next month.

The Sidnc7 Frids returned to tlicir Norrlivlllc lioiiie larc 
last nmntli from a riiuni.! ilie world trip th:ii" was more than a 
junket to glamorous tourist meccas. 

Tiieir tlircc-inontli journey gave rhcm a panoramic look 
''at people as well as places, say the Frids, and turned out to bc 
a .study in extremes. ' 

By-passing the currently pop 

GE'IUNCi HOME is the nicest part of any triii, say the Sidney 
Frids, world travelers who gc( hack to Northviiie lasl month 
froin a tliree-moiitli clrcull of the globe. Frid, representative 
ill tiic Oakland county board of supcrvisiirs, and his wife ivill 
give tlicir travel gear a rest long enough lo work up lhe energy 
for a return trip lo the. Britisii Isles. Frid was born in England 
and visltcil reiatives there in Fchruary. 

uiar European ilineraiy— tlicy 
saw much of the British Isles, 
Germany and Franco on a visit 
abroad eight years ago — the 
couple plotted their globe-skirl­
ing route to include lands bor­
dering on the Mediterranean 
Sea, India, China ports, Japan 
and Hawaii. 

Basically, it was a planned 
trip wilh scheduied activities 
and free days. 

We booked the bulk of eur 
transport.Jtion and acconimo-
datiohs before leaving, ex-
plained Sid Frid, and nothing 
short of ihe f»resldent's wife 
uprct their plans. 
Though they didn't catch a 

giimpse of the first iady, the 
Nortliville coupic did run head 
on into part of Jackie Kennedy's 
entourage at the government 
operated Ashoka hold in New 
Delhi, India and came out on 
the loss comfortable end of ac­
commodations. 

"Wc slept in whal apparently 
•-.'Ore servants quarters that 
night," recalls Sid Frid. By 
no means plush, they did come 
complete with friendly birds 
tiiat darted in and out of the 
room at will. 

Even their room that night; 
however, was comfort compar­
ed to the "homes" of many 
Indians. 

"We saw thousands sleeping 
on the streets," said Sid Frid. 
"These people not only sleep 
on the streets; they live there." 

Noticing that many . of the 
street dwoiicrs covered their 
faces and left their feet bare 
when they bedded down, the 
li'rids asked their guide why 
this was done. 

So the rats won't bite their 
faces, the guide answered. 

India, perhaps more than any 
of the other lands they visited, 
posed a startling picture of ex­
tremes, say the Frids. Poverty 
and beggars thrive alongside 
wealth and beauty. 

Their seems to be no middle 

class at all as far as they could 
see. Even the splendor of the Taj 
Majal couldn't dull the Frills 
memory of so many sad faces. 

"It made us wonder whether 
or not those people had ever 
learned to smile." 

On one of their side trips, the 
Frids stopped lo watch women 
laborers carrying baskets on 
their heads. These women were 
moving the dirt for construction 
of a new super highway. 

Before their slay in India, 
the Frids slopped at several 
ports dotting the Mediterran­
ean. There they got the first 
glimpse of armed soldlei's and 
battle-ready navies a sight 
that was repeated throughout 
the course of their trip. 

From Bombay the coupic saii-
ed to Hong Kong by way of Cey-
ion and Singapore. 

Ceylon, lliey said, was like the 
storied paradise . of picture 
books. On a drive around the 
island they skirted acres of pro­
spering banana, lea, rice and 
pincappie piantations and sam­
pled homegi'own tea at a Ceylon 
teahouse. 

Tliey finally docked in Hong' 
Kong after a one-day stay in 
Singapore. 

"Sid's aiways wanted to see 
Hong Kong," said Mrs. Frid. 

"He got itchy feet and thought 
he belter see it before he got 
too oid- to make the trip." 

"There are more persons 
iiving in one block in HIong 
Keng than In the whole city 
of • Northville,"' conimented 
Frid. 
The city's population has 

swelled faster than the govern­
ment can handle it, he said, 
with the influx of three million 
refugees from Communist Chi 
ha in the past 10 years. 

"I kept asking iiow tiiese ref­
ugees live and never got an 
answer." 

The Frids saw thousands of 
famiiios eeking out a day to 
day iiving on junks in the har­
bor. One afternoon they watch­

ed a Chinese woman prepare 
complete meal of rice, fish, veg­
etable and some type of root in 
a small brazier in the hull of 
her floating home. 

Anchored in the harbor with 
the village of junks were all 
kinds of lled Chinese boats. 

To keep pace with the popula­
tion influx, Hong kong is ex­
periencing a gigantic building 
boom, said Frid. 

"Women as well as men 
climb bamboo scaffolding to 
work on the construction." 

Most of the new buildings, he 
said, are simple flats lo house 
the refugees. 

Meanwhile, with no ready-
made housing available, these 
people arc doing whatever they 
can to make their own shelter. 

Thousands of shacks dot the 
hillsides, said Mrs. Frid. The 
people, she noted,, were using 
anything they could lay tiieir 
hands on to build these shacks. 

"You'd see Ihetti threading 
their way up narrow paths along 
the hillsides, ladeii. with arm­
loads of wood and. buckets of 
water." 

The Frids did take in parts 
of the mainiand, but iike aii 
tourists were forbidden to ap­
proach the Communist border. 

On shopping trips in Hon 
Kong they were amazed by tiie 
trusting merchants;. ,

New 
painting and decorating, new 
lighting fixtures, ncw floor cov 
erings, touch-up jobs on siding 
and roofing, and a liost of re­
pair and improvement .joiis are 
aii pai-t of a weil-inlegralcd pi-o-
igram aimed at maintaining 
high standard of appearance 
and livabiiity in the home. 

I..ii<e any other large and ex­
pensive piece ot cciuipmenl, 
home should be inspected peri-
odiciaiiy if it is to be iiept in 
smooth operating condition. 
Since the winter months usu­
ally do thc most damage, spring 
is liie best lime for making a 
seasonal check-up and attend 
ing to Ihe necessary repairs 
and other little .jobs about the 
house that wiil make it a better 
place in wiiicii lo live. 

Make Repairs Promptly 
Minor repair.s siiouid bc made 

promplly. Faiiiire ui do so will 
often result in ' more serious 
breakdowns later on — may 
oven necessitate an expensive 
ma.ior overhaul that might 
have been avoided.

a "spring inspection" that will 
determine how .vou can step up 
the appearance and livabiiity 
of your home.

You can rcsnapc a room as 
you repaint il. Ceiling loo low'? 
Raise it. Room loo narrow? 
Widen it. Or loo square! 
Lengthen H. You can do it wilh 
paint — tho right color paint. 

A smaii room wiii look larger 
when painted a light color, 
particularly a light, cool color, 
such as pale blue, lilac, aqua, 
or blue gray. These colors re­
treat, making the walls seem 
farther apart, thus making the 
room itself appear more spa­
cious. 

To increase the size illusion, 
always paint liie woodwork and 
trim liie same coior as liie 
walls. 

On liio npposilc side of the 
coin, deep hues are most flat­
tering lo large rooms. Even a 
sparsely furni.shed, barn-like 
room wiil look friendly and in 
viling wiien its waiis are paint 
ed a deep, warm hue, such as 
burnished gold, copper or bur­
gundy red. Woodwork can be 
painted wliite or a contrasting 
coior in a spacious room, and 
should bc, as it's cxceplionaiiy 
decorative. 

What about a iong, narrow 
i-onm — or hall — that resem­
bles a howling aiiey? You can 
make il seem mucii wider and 
S(iuarc in shape if you paint 
the two side waiis a light color 
and thc nariow ends a deeper 
hue. This effect can be achieved 
by using a tint and shade of 
the same coior, or by combin­
ing light and dark contrasting 
iiues. For instance, you couid 
use shell pink and rose or shell 
pink and turquoise. 

Duo-tone Effects 
Even a room can bc a reai 

square." You can create more 
interest in a box-iike room by 
making one waii the focal 
point. Select the wall behind 
thc room's most important fur­
nishing. Paint this one wall a 
contrasting color, or a brighter 
or deeper shade of the other 
walls. You might paint one waii 
bright goid and the remaining 
waiis gray or paie yellow or a 
deep golden tone. 

To make a cciiing iook high­
er, paint il while or a very pale 

color which is much iighter 
than the walls. If you wish to 
make a high cciiing seem low­
er, use the reverse technique 
paint the celling a deeper color 
lhan the walls. 

Atti-activo features in a room 
should be accentuated. For ex­
ample, to spotlight a iiaiidsome 
fircpiace, paint it a coior that 
contrasts wilh the surrounding 
walls. Or to call attention o a 
handsome painting, paint the 
frame a color that blends with 
the painting, but contrasts with 
the background wall. 

When you wish to divert at 
tention from unattractive fea­
tures such as pipes .and radia­
tors, paint them the same coi­
or as tlicir surrounding ai-eas. 
They will fade into thc back-
ground. 

Paint Selection . 
If you ai-e going lo do your 

own painting, here's a quick 
guide lo the seleetidn of thc 
proper paints lo use on tiie var­
ious surfaces. 

New Piaster Walls — two 
coals of latex paint (also called 
water-thinned, plastic, rubber 
based) or one coat of primer 
sealer followed by alkyd flat 
enamel. 

Previously Painted Plaster 
Waiis — one coat of either la 
lex or aikyd fiat. If new paint 
is yellow or pink, it's advisable 
to use a coat of pigmented pri 
mer seaier first, 

Wallboard - — seai wilh one 
coat"of primer seaier, then foi 
low with iatex or aikyd. 

Hardboard — first seai with 
latex, enamel undercoater, oii 
or aikyd based primer. Foiiow 
with topcoat ot choice. 

Piywood — seai with pene­
trating resin seaier, ciear it lop 
coat is lo be varnished. If lop 
coat is wall paint or enamel 
use pigmented iesin sealer. 

New Woodwork — prime wilh 
enamel undercoater. Follow 
with semi-gloss or gloss enamel 

Previously Painted Woodworl 
— gioss or semi-gioss onamei 
If, coior is being changed from 
dark to tight, use enamei un 
dcrcoat first.

logic that tiic Ciinslilutinn is a 
singic entity and must be con­
sidered this way if government 
is not to become confused. 

They stress thai most (an es­
timated 85 percciil) of Ihe sec-
lions have near unanimous ap­
proval of Con-Con delegates; the 
state wiii gain a great deal by 
the ncw document. 

First big gain is financial: 
Experts believe citizens will 
save $15 million a year from 
changes in election iaws and 
other efficiencies. 
First lo vocalize its opposition 

lo liie Convention proposals was 
the Slate AFL-CIO, which aim­

ed its chief dislike at thc ro-
cominendalions for legislative 
apportionment. 

Sarah Robinson, chairman ot 
liic Slate Civil Service Commis­
sion, came fortii quickly with a 
biasl at the Convention move to 
give the Legislature power lo 
change or reject Commission-
approved pay scales for state 
employes. 

Legislators, many of wiiom 
were opposed lo Ihe calling of 
iiic Convenlion, joined in the 
chorus when lhey saw the doc­
ument propose to eliminate their 
relireincni s.vtdcm. This, plus a 
salary spelled oul in dollars in 
Ihc Conslilulinn, hrou.ght the 
lawnijikers lo nearly un.iniinons 
bipartisan agreement that they 
would oppose the document if i l 
was left Ihis way. 

The [..cgislature is composed 
of l44 persons whose vote-rais­
ing power has been dcinonslral-
ed. The Civil Service Commis­
sion represents some 111,(100 state 
employes. Tho State A F L - C I O 
involves many thousands of peo­
ple. 

These Ihicc groups alone,each 
opposing a different provision of 
the several lo hc lumped onto 
one ballol, could play a ina.jor 
role in llie determination of 

whether llio seven innnlhs of 
work in Lansing produced a 
good basic law or wasted 
Iniiiion. 

Several Convention delegates 
opposed Ihc single-unit preson-
talion of the document lo the 
people. They wci'c unsuccessful, 
however, in their allenipt to 
have the pi-oposals broken down 
inio several questions with se­
parate voles on some of the 
most controversial sedions. 

It was generally conceded 
when Ihc Convention started iasl 
Ocloiier that il would never bc 
able lo please everyone. There 
was certain lo be al le;isi one 
section ivliich would draw o|ipo-
sition from one group ur ano­
ther. 

Battle Lines for 19M fall 
election are drawn; or at 
least the commanding gener­
als have been dosign.ii'cd. 

George Romncy, iikdy COP 
candidate for Governor, has 
named many of his troops for 
his campaign against incumbent 
Democrat John B. Swainson. II 
is uniikeiy either wiii face com­
petition in liic primary. Swain­
son is expected In call nut many 
of tiic same troops wiio helped 
him win in 1060. 

In the No. 2 spot wiii bc Lt. 
Gov. T. John Lcsinski seeking 
a second term as presiding off­
icer of the Senate. He faced 
lough primary competition in 
IflCO and likely will have it a-
gain. State Sen, John H. Stah-
iin, Belding businessman, wants 
lo have liie second spot on the 
Republican ticket. Others are 
very iikeiy to seek this nomin­
ation. 

The i)emncratic ficid generals 
wiil be the same as lhey are 
now: llie office-holders on the 
Administrative iioard. Republi­
can nominees for these posts 
;ipparcnlly are all slill in com-
lial Iraining. 

While Lawmakers have been 
Iryiiig in vain for several years 
lo come up with a tax program 
lhal will meet the slate's needs, 
one small voice in the House of 
Representatives has repeatedly 
offered a $lOO miliion soiution 
in a single tax. 

Tiie objects of the lax pro­
posed hy Rep. Edwin A. Filz-
patrick, D-Dctroil, ai-e iilegai 
under provisions of the Constitu­
tion, iiowevcr. Tiiey arc bingo, 
Ifittcrics, sweepstakes and olt-
Irack race belling. 

Filzpalrick has offered the 

same solution lo Michigan's lax 
and fiscal problems for several 
years. No one seems to take 
liim seriousiy ailhough lie in­
sists he r.ieans to continue fight­
ing for his proposai. Everyone 
else has paid iittle iiccd to his 
lone voice whiic they have been 
busy talking aiiout income taxes 
or nuisance taxes. 

Constitution pi'ohibitions couid 
bc removed by a vote of tiie 
people, thus legalizing tlie gam­
bling means, Filzpalrick says. 

"Gambling is big business in 
Michigan now, iiut it is done 
iilcgally and the stale docs nol 
reap any lax benefits from it," 
he said. "Bookmakers arc reap­
ing more lhan $100 million a 
year illegally." 

"If you don'l play, you don't 
pay," Filzpalrick sa.vs is liic 
best measure of equitabic tax­
ation. "I'think wc should pass 
this type of legislation which 
wouid permit control of the gam-
biing industry, raise money for 
the govei'nment, and icssen tiie 
number of vioialors among our 
peopic."

Walsh said he thought for a 
minute it might have been in

Fire Chief Robert Potter said 
careless burning of leaves near 
tjie Wixom Co-op's fuel oil 
pumping station caused a fire in 
the station.

The possibility of a Novi wa 
ter system will be aired once 
more when village Administra­
tive Assistant Harold Ackley 
goes before the Detroit water 
board again. 

Ackley said Tuesday he ex 
peeled lo meet wilh the water 
board in the latter part of this 
week. 

Detroit has been conducting a 
survey in Novi to determine 
how much demand there wouid 
be for a water system, Ackley 
said. The survey is now com­
pleted, -and the water board 
is'r'gady for further discussion 
on the project. 

Ackley explained that Detroit 
plans to eventually construct a 
water line out Eight Mile road 
to Northviiie and down Sheldon 
road to Plymouth. He said the 
line \vould serve most of north-
western Wayne county. 

The eity of Northviiie has ex­
pressed some interest in event­
ually purchasing its water from 
Detroit, but not at the moment. 
Ackley said that Detroit has 

decided that if there is sufficient 
demand, it couid buiid the wa-
ter iine out Eight Miie as far as 
Meadowbrook road. 

The line would be metered a I 
Meadowbrook, Ackley explain­
ed, and the village could then 
buiid smaller lines from there 
Detroit would sell water, at a 
whoiesaie price to the viiiage, 
Ackiey added, and 'be village 
would manage its own water 
system.
