The recpicst to operate a rubbi.sh landfill in Norlhville 
township created more furor than any issue in recent years 
in the usuai Iranquilily of township hali. 

Monday night hoard of appeals mcmlicrs ahrnpily 
denied the permit. It i.s predicted tiiat the decision may 
bring legal action. 

The issue created iieavy pubiic pressure, wiiich most cer­
tainly influenced Ihe decision of the hoard lo back-off ju.sl as 
it appeared ready to relent to the pian.

The Constitutional Convention 
is running into the firsl signs 
of opposition to its proposed pro-, 
duel. 

Plans ai'c progressing lo pre--
sent the document lo Ihc people 
as a single unit in November, 
if possibic. The singic unit fea­
ture of the Con-Con report like-
iy may severely lessen its chan­
ces for approval. 

Several organized groups at­
tacked portions of the propos-
ed Constitution before the con­
vention took its third and final 
vote on the provisions. 
Supporters of the one pack­

age idea contend wilh some 
logic that tiic Ciinslilutinn is a 
singic entity and must be con­
sidered this way if government 
is not to become confused. 

They stress thai most (an es­
timated 85 percciil) of Ihe sec-
lions have near unanimous ap­
proval of Con-Con delegates; the 
state wiii gain a great deal by 
the ncw document. 

First big gain is financial: 
Experts believe citizens will 
save $15 million a year from 
changes in election iaws and 
other efficiencies. 
First lo vocalize its opposition 

lo liie Convention proposals was 
the Slate AFL-CIO, which aim­

ed its chief dislike at thc ro-
cominendalions for legislative 
apportionment. 

Sarah Robinson, chairman ot 
liic Slate Civil Service Commis­
sion, came fortii quickly with a 
biasl at the Convention move to 
give the Legislature power lo 
change or reject Commission-
approved pay scales for state 
employes. 

Legislators, many of wiiom 
were opposed lo Ihe calling of 
iiic Convenlion, joined in the 
chorus when lhey saw the doc­
ument propose to eliminate their 
relireincni s.vtdcm. This, plus a 
salary spelled oul in dollars in 
Ihc Conslilulinn, hrou.ght the 
lawnijikers lo nearly un.iniinons 
bipartisan agreement that they 
would oppose the document if i l 
was left Ihis way. 

The [..cgislature is composed 
of l44 persons whose vote-rais­
ing power has been dcinonslral-
ed. The Civil Service Commis­
sion represents some 111,(100 state 
employes. Tho State A F L - C I O 
involves many thousands of peo­
ple. 

These Ihicc groups alone,each 
opposing a different provision of 
the several lo hc lumped onto 
one ballol, could play a ina.jor 
role in llie determination of 

whether llio seven innnlhs of 
work in Lansing produced a 
good basic law or wasted 
Iniiiion. 

Several Convention delegates 
opposed Ihc single-unit preson-
talion of the document lo the 
people. They wci'c unsuccessful, 
however, in their allenipt to 
have the pi-oposals broken down 
inio several questions with se­
parate voles on some of the 
most controversial sedions. 

It was generally conceded 
when Ihc Convention started iasl 
Ocloiier that il would never bc 
able lo please everyone. There 
was certain lo be al le;isi one 
section ivliich would draw o|ipo-
sition from one group ur ano­
ther. 

Battle Lines for 19M fall 
election are drawn; or at 
least the commanding gener­
als have been dosign.ii'cd. 

George Romncy, iikdy COP 
candidate for Governor, has 
named many of his troops for 
his campaign against incumbent 
Democrat John B. Swainson. II 
is uniikeiy either wiii face com­
petition in liic primary. Swain­
son is expected In call nut many 
of tiic same troops wiio helped 
him win in 1060. 

In the No. 2 spot wiii bc Lt. 
Gov. T. John Lcsinski seeking 
a second term as presiding off­
icer of the Senate. He faced 
lough primary competition in 
IflCO and likely will have it a-
gain. State Sen, John H. Stah-
iin, Belding businessman, wants 
lo have liie second spot on the 
Republican ticket. Others are 
very iikeiy to seek this nomin­
ation. 

The i)emncratic ficid generals 
wiil be the same as lhey are 
now: llie office-holders on the 
Administrative iioard. Republi­
can nominees for these posts 
;ipparcnlly are all slill in com-
lial Iraining. 

While Lawmakers have been 
Iryiiig in vain for several years 
lo come up with a tax program 
lhal will meet the slate's needs, 
one small voice in the House of 
Representatives has repeatedly 
offered a $lOO miliion soiution 
in a single tax. 

Tiie objects of the lax pro­
posed hy Rep. Edwin A. Filz-
patrick, D-Dctroil, ai-e iilegai 
under provisions of the Constitu­
tion, iiowevcr. Tiiey arc bingo, 
Ifittcrics, sweepstakes and olt-
Irack race belling. 

Filzpalrick has offered the 

same solution lo Michigan's lax 
and fiscal problems for several 
years. No one seems to take 
liim seriousiy ailhough lie in­
sists he r.ieans to continue fight­
ing for his proposai. Everyone 
else has paid iittle iiccd to his 
lone voice whiic they have been 
busy talking aiiout income taxes 
or nuisance taxes. 

Constitution pi'ohibitions couid 
bc removed by a vote of tiie 
people, thus legalizing tlie gam­
bling means, Filzpalrick says. 

"Gambling is big business in 
Michigan now, iiut it is done 
iilcgally and the stale docs nol 
reap any lax benefits from it," 
he said. "Bookmakers arc reap­
ing more lhan $100 million a 
year illegally." 

"If you don'l play, you don't 
pay," Filzpalrick sa.vs is liic 
best measure of equitabic tax­
ation. "I'think wc should pass 
this type of legislation which 
wouid permit control of the gam-
biing industry, raise money for 
the govei'nment, and icssen tiie 
number of vioialors among our 
peopic."

More Mergers Ahead 

This is because if the auto 
mobiles and good roads had 
come before the railroads, oniy 
anout a Uiird of liie present rail­
road mileage would have been 
built, it is one thing to argue 
in favor of mergers, and it is 
anolher tiling In reason wilh la 
bor. Labor appears to liave no 
regard for Ihe nation's welfare. 

The basic reason why inves­
tors should lie shy of raiiroad 
investments is iiecause of the 
altiludc and power of labor. It 
is not oniy necessary to elimi­
nate "fcaliicrbcdding," which 
everyone, except the politicians 
iiciicve to bc wrong; but iaiior 
insists on diclaling as to merg­
ers, pas.scnger rates, puilman 
equipment, and even train 
sciicduics.

Tho most acute storage proh-
leins are usually in the bed­
room. Sometimes llicy can be 
.solved by belter organizalion of 
tiio exi.sling sp<ace; otiier times 
new storage units arc needed. 

Bedroom storage units pro­
vide space for: dolhing, bed­
ding, toys, luggage, infant's 
eriuipment, sporis and hobby 
eriuipi^icnl, business papers and 
rlcsk supplies. 

In storing articles .so tlicy are 
easy'lo sec, reach and grasp, 
closets should have a full front 
opening. The conventional door-
in-a-wnll closet limits the ac­
cess lo the items stored. Slid­
ing, folding (accordion-type) or 
hinged doors can he used. Am-
I'le clearance for accordion-type 
doors sliould be allowed in the 
room. Units are most ccononii-
cal wlicn they roach from llio 
floor lo the ceiling across Ihe 
enlire wall, for they eliminate 
llic need for tlie Iwo ends 

when properly designed. A sim 
pic strip of niouiding along the 
eeiiing bicnds them into Ihe 
room. 

You can ioolc for space for 
units on walls where you an 
losing deplh because of a firo­
placo, radiator or a job in the 
wall. Window wails offer a va 
ricly of possibilities for slor 
age units. Quite often the unit 
can be a dcsk-pianning center 
witli cabinet anci drawer space 
under tiio window. Or, you can 
surround a window witii slor 
age units of 12 lo 18 inches in 
deplh, ieaving deep frames on 
each side of the window, witii 
counter or shelf space under 
nealh the window for a dress

It 
is a good idea to check yonr 
pool now to make sure it will 
be in perfect shape for thai 
first warm day when llie tain-
iiy will want to use i l . 

Pools made of concrete or 
steel may require a new paint 
job — a chore that should be 
undertaken as soon as possible 
after the frost is out of llic 
ground. 

In both steel and eoncrcle 
pools, all surfaces should be 
thoroughly scrubbed and clean-
ed before painting. Loose dirt 
can usually be washed away 
with a strong stream of water 
from a garden hose; old paint 
that has powdered or flaked' 
should be removed with a wire 
brush. 

If an algae scdin has formed 
on pool surfaces, it may be ad­
visable to call in a pool main-
tenanco speciaiisl, since re 
movai ot tiie aigae may retiuire 
the use of strong eiicmicais. 

However, tiiis piobieni is nol 
iikeiy lo arise if tiie proper 
cheniieai balance has been 
maintained in the water lefl 
landing in llic pool during the 
inter. 

The new paint should b 
["compatible" with the old paint 
that it is lo cover — it should 
be of the same type or gener­
al chemical coiiiposilion al-
Ihougli not necessarily the same 
brand. It should be tiie host 
paint you can buy. Cheaii paint 
lhat soon fades and peels can bs 
a very poor inveEtniciit. 

It is best to let the new, pai:i; 
"set" for a week or so before 
refilling the pool wilh water. 

There • are several excellent 
paints that are made e;;|.;'eial-
ly for pools. They are "c;igin-
eered" lo witlislaiid eo.n:;lan( 
exposure to water, eliemicals, 
weather conditions and gjiier-
al wear and tear. They protect 
the pool and enhance its beau­
ty and attractiveness while re­
ducing uiikeep costs. 

Concrete iiools sometimes de­
velop cracks during the wintvr. 

These should be repaired and 
primed before a new coat of 
paint is applied. 

Rare spots on the concrete 
should be etched wilh an acid 
solution, washed thoruugiiiy and 
Primed. 

Rii.st spols in steel pools 
should be removed with sand­
paper and prime coated, bul 
should not be treated witli acid.

A tax st.ilemate in the Leg­
islature again this year brings 
to the minds of many one 
question: "Why didn't the 
Constitutional Convention solve 
the tax problems?"

fact of state government. A 
constitution docs not speii out 
lax soiutions. Miciiigan's Con­
slilulion, in fad, has iitlie to 
(io with the tax problems faced 
iiy Ihe slate in recent years. 

Thc proposed Constitution 
prepared by Ihe Convention 
wouid prohibit a graduated in­
come tax, iiut icaves tiic tax 

tiicre ficid gcneraiiy open for cxpioila-
lion by liic I.,cgisialure. This is 
a function of the Legislature; 
lo provide taxes to meet ex­
penditures. 

Tlic taxation staicmatc, tlicn, 
iiingcs on liic opposing piiiioso-
piiics of iiow lo collect public 
monies. 

One side sa.vs Michigan shouid 
ciiango its present forms and 
foiiow Ihe trend of an increas­
ing number of stales; shouid 
impose an income lax on in­
dividuals and corporations. 

Thc oilier side contends that 
inequities in present tax pro­
grams are keeping the stale 
from getting the revenue which 
couid bc derived under the pre­
sent forms: saies and u.sc taxes 
on presently exempt items; 
liiat income tax is burdensome 
to compute and an invitation 
to heavier taxation. 

Proponents of thc income tax 
program respond that expan­
sion of sonic present taxes, thc 
so-called "nuisance" levies, 
wouid be necdeii for at least a 
year until thc income tax be-
came fully effective. 

Solution of budget' and tax 
problems could be put off 
until late this year, even after 
the November election, be-
cause of an extension of the 
Legislative session to an un-
namCd dates. 

Thc iikciiiiooii of a long de­
lay on agreement between liic 
two forces is siigiil, iiowevcr. 
As one iawmaker, who hopes lo 
hc re-elected, puts it: "If we 
stall on this iong enough, wc 
won't have the ciianee lo wor­
ry about Michigan's problems 
next year.

and Loon Lake, roads to the 
Wailed Laltes firms of' Buck 
Greenlee and Doherty and Do-
hcrty.

In a writ 
ten opinion, eity Attorney Gene 
Schnek said the fund Is illegal 
because state law prohibits ac­
cumulation of general property 
lax revenues in lI-special fund 
that's carried over from year 
lo year; 

—approved, on recommenda­
tion of thc planning commis 
sion, changing thc utilities stu-
dy to be carried out under the 
federal government's 701 mas 
ter plan program lo a liouslng 
conditions and population char 
acteristics survey. The change 
was made because the city will 
be receiving a utilities- study 
from another source; 

—ordered spread on. fax bills 
of the property owners lite un­
paid costs for culverts install­
ed on the properly by the DPW. 
Trombiey said some of tiie bills 
have been due since 1966, 

The ceuncil's reply to the 
Crawfords' first letter was 
that in the opinion of Bend, 
the trailer was not in violation 
of the village zening ordi-
nance.

Ogilvie contended Monday 
night that the courts might up-
jold thc viiiage on the basis of 
the intent of tlie ordinance.

They have called for Wayne 
county officials to provide for 
immediate construction of the 
Novi iine ail llie way to Wilcox 
road in Plymouth to join the 
new Middle Rouge interceptor 
sewer currently under construc­
tion.

— learned from Bond that the 
plaintiffs in the Hickory Lane 
disconnection suit recentiy won 
by the viilage have appealed 
the case to the Supreme Court;

The Red Cross will 
see to it that the Iiospital is ro-
imbursod with blood for the 
amount of blood the person ua-

With such a system, it is pos- . 
sible for a pcrsqn to receive 
blood bank benefits throughout 
the worid. The Red Cross has 
established connections for cre­
dit transfers , in nearly every 
country in wliich It operates.
